County road officials and highway representatives took a 
look this week at D, M. Parkinson's drainage problem but there 
Was no indication of What might be done to settle it. 

Meanwhile, spokesmen for both agencies denied jurisdiction 
over the preblem and said the other should handle it. 

Parkinson had complained that his back property at 27110 
Taft road was flooded six times 
this summer because of Inade­
quate culverts under the" new 
Brighton-Farmington expressway 
bed. 

He furtiier ciahtied that his 
complaints have been ignored 
by various state and county agen­
cies connected with tiie project, 

Early tliis week road and. high­
way engineers visited Parkinson 
to investigate tlie problem, take 
pictures and get first-hand data, 
They presumably are' now study­
ing the results. 

Contacted eai'lier by telephone 
county road officers and state 
highway spokesmen seemed to 
disagi'ee as to what caused tiie 
backup and flooding. 

Ralph C. Abra-mson, assistant 
engineer for the Bedford district 
of the state highway department, 
said studies indicate the two pres­
ent culverts shouid handle the 
flow of water. 

"We haye examined the prob­
lem and believe the real problem 
is not the culverts but a marsh 
into which the -water flows after 
it leaves the culverts," he said. 
"The marsh simply won't drain 
the water off—and that makes 
it a problem for the county drain 
commission." 

An Oakland county drain com­
mission official disagreedi How­
ever. 

"It is not our problem because 
the creek is natural and there­
fore .not under our jurisdiction at 
present," said D. W, Ringier, 
chief engineer for the commis­
sion. 

"But if residents of that.-area-
want a- drain, we will certairily' 
cooperate with them,"' he •said. 
''The only problem is that peti­

tions, surveys, legal technicali­
ties and construction usually take 
lS'to 24 months—so that it might 
be two years before a drain could 
be installed." 

Meanwhile, Novi township Su­
pervisor Fraz.er Staman denied 
he had told ' Parkinson, "You 
wouldn't exipeet tham to dig up 
the expressway bed just to put 
in culverts, would you?" 

Staman said he has done all 
that he can to get prompt action 
on the problem. 
."I've been out there myself 

and I know he has a problem, 
I've contacted ropreentatives of 
the state and county. I've pushed 
this as far̂ as I legally can," he 
said, "But the township has no 
authority in the matter and can­
not actually correct the problem 
itself," 

Staman suggested that Parkin­
son should press a civil suit to 
further construction stopped un­
til the drainage problem is clear­
ed up.

To vote on the debt assump-

' must own property in one of the 
districts or be the spouse of a 
property owner. 

Novi school superintendent 
Williaim Medlyn said that so far 
he knows of no strongly organ­
ized opposition to the proposals. 

But he said some opposition 
may arise .unless voters under­
stand the proposals relating to 
debt assumption and tax limita-
tion. . 

"These proposals seemingly ask 
residents of 'the other three dis­
tricts to assume Novi No, .8's -
debts for $33,000 and $193,000," 
he said, "Technically, that is true. 
But in reality, the debts are much 
smaner." 

Medlyn explained that the 
$33,000 debt is now actually only 
$20,000 and that more than $19,-
000 is currently on hand in' a 
debt retirement fund. 

"So in truth," Medlyn said, 
"that $33,000 debt is already paid 
off." 

Medlyn continued that the 
$193,000 debt is now actuany 
about $172,000, since another 
$20,040 is set aside in a debt re­
tirement fund. 

'In addition, we could prob­
ably pay off the remaining $172,-
000 in about two years, since our 
state equalized evaluation is now 
more than $8,000,000," Medlyn 
said. "So we're not really asking 
that three other districts assume 
debts of $226,000 for ome 18 
years. Instead, it's a $172,000 debt 
for only two or three years," 

Medlyn explained that the pro­
posals' language was technically 
necessary to protect bond-hold­
ers, even though voters could be 
mislead easily by the figures pre­
sented.

Nina Lou Baird, Wayne county 
home demonstration agent, says 
the revised measurement charts 
for all pattern companies have 
been approved by the measure­
ment standard committees of the 
pattern industry. 

Mrs. Baird adds that all the 
major pattern companies are 
adopting the. new standard of 
measurements. You'll find these 
new measurements in the Fall 
catalogs. The reason for the 
change is to give you women who 
sew a better fit. 

The new measurements include 
the iback—waist length taken 
from ihe base of the socket bone 
at the neck to the waist. In gen­
eral, the old patterns had six 
inches difference between bust 
and waist and nine inches differ­
ence between waist and hip mea­
surements. For example, size 16, 
has meant—34 bust, 28 waist and 
37 hips. 

The new measurements will 
have eight inches bust and waist, 
and ten inches difference be­
tween waist and hip. The new 
size 16 is as follows—36 bust, 
28 Wfaist and 38 hips. 

These are body measurements, 
the measurements you take on 
your body so you can select your 
proper pattern size. 

The Ineasurement standard 
committee of the pattern indus­
try gives this statement—"If you 
select your proper size from the 
new chart you may buy with con­
fidence all patterns in the cata­
log In the new size."

That is the question at stake 
in a current motion for dismis­
sal . of a suit brought by Novi 
townshiip to stop the annexation 
of part of its territory to North­
ville. , 

The dismissal motion was to 
be heai'd last Monday before Oak­
land county circuit court. But 
Novi township Attorney Archie 
Leonard had been at a state bar 
convention and was unprepared 
to argue the case.f 

Tiien Monday, Leonard was 
ordered to the hospital by his 
doctor and wiil not he able to be 
present in court until October 15. 

Northville Attorney Philip 
Ogilvie said the key issue in the 
case is whether Novi township 
can legally bring suit. 

'The law states that such a suit 
must be brought by a 'citizen'," 
Ogilvie said, "and we coIiitend 
that a township cannot be so con­
strued.'' 

Ogilvie added that, though le­
gal pretedent recognizes a gov­
ernmental body as an "individu­
al" or a "person", he knows of 
no case where such a body has 
b,een recognized as a "citizen". 
• "There's quite a difference be­
tween an individual and a citi­
zen," Ogilvie said, "one of which 
is that a citizen has voting pow­
ers," -

S c h o o l s P r o g r e s s i n g , P T A T o l d 

A graphic picture of continuing progress against mounting 
school problems was unfolded before the Northville Parent Teach­
ers Association at its first meeting of the school year last Thursday. 

A five-man panel of Northville school administrators ad-
dressed the parents and teachers to explain how far Northville 
schools have come In recent months and how much further they 
have yet to go. 

Included on the panel were: School Board President Robert 
CooJman, School Superintendent Russell Amerman, High School 
Principal E."V. Ellison, Amerman School Principal Richard Kay 
and Main Street School Principal Harry Smith. 

The teacher shortage, the school district problem, rising 
school costs — all nation-wide school problems — were Isrought 
to the local level by Amerman, who emphasized the need for 
bringing all facilities up to date. He also made a plea to parents 
to Impress upon their children the seriousness and importance of 
their education. 

Ellison gave the audience a picture of "packed" condiijiqns 
at the high school. »' 

He stated that serious consideration has already been given 
to problems that will face the school system next fall and that 
thought has already been given to "who can best afford to be in 
scbool a shorter length of time." This doesn't mean, he explained 
that Northville Will necessarily have half day school sessions, but 
that some "time cutting" may be necessary. 

Other sore spots, Ellison pointed out, were bus problems and 
the difficulty of drop-outs. 

Improvements in the high school program noted by Ellison 
included the driver education program, the "high school planning" 
program for eighth graders, the remedial reading course now open 
to junior high students and the home and family living course. 

Working to improve problem situations, Ellison said, is .the 
high school service commission, a group organized by the P-TA 
to meet With school administrators and teachers to discuss mutual 
pro.blems and possible solutions. 

The elementary schools represented by Smith and Kay, had 
a much brighter picture to present than the .high school. • . 

Smith noted that all elementary Students are in classrooms, 

a claim which, he said, cannot be made by the high school. The 
pupil load per teacher has been reduced from last year, he added, 
and more success has been met in getting better teachers. A sue-
cessfiIl book rental program and profitable experiments witII 
teacher evaluation also were pointed out by Jmith. 

Elementary students have other advantages this year. In 
addition to the services of a school nurse and the music and art 
programs, a reading consultant and a school psychologist are now 
available. There are also hopes. Smith said, for a program for 
mentally retarded children. 

Results of a workshop for elementary teachers held before 
the school year began were outlined by Kay. Noted Were the 
services of an audio-visual director a complete catalogue of all 
audio;visual materials available, a curriculum guide, Sl(jOO worth 
of maps and a new public address system. 

"The workshop also showed intangible profits, Kay said, in 
a "unity of spirit and purpose" among the teachers. 

At the October meeting of the P-TA, recreational needs for 
aclolescents Will be discussed. The juvenile protection committee 
of the P-TA will be asked to participate in this discussion as will 
youths from the community and other interested citizens. 

"What Citizens' Groups Can Do" Is the topic of another 
proposed program. Groups that have Worked for the past year 
studying school problems will lead the discussion. 

The program committee is at present trying to contact a 
community — similar to Northville — Whose school problems 
.have been solved. A speaker from such a community will be asked 
tb^explain to the Northville P-TA how solutions Were found. 
"y'^Ata later meeting, the director of the new Hawthorn Center,

ed that a final choice was near. 
Mayor Ely stated that the coun­
cil will meet Monday evening to 
approve the newly named, city 
manager. .Approval by the coun­
cil will require only the ap­
pointee's acceptance to complete 
a seven-month study by Council­
man Canterbury's committee. 

The plan to initiate a city 
manager system of government 
came this summer after public 
hearings indicated that citizens 
approved the move. An ordin­
ance providing for a city mana­
ger won approval of the council 
in August. 

While the responsibility for 
governing the city will remain 
with the council, the city mana­
ger will take up most of the busi­
ness duties and administration 
of departments. 

Although the council woulii 
give no hint of who the newly 
named city manager would be, 
it was reported two weeks ago 
that three candidates from Mioh-
igan and three from outstate were 
under final consideration. It is 
likely that assistant managers 
from iaiiger cities were strongest 
candidates. 

In other business brought be­
fore the council Monday evening 
Councilman Earl Reed reported 
that he had .been unable to con­
tact Frank Hill, owner of prop-
ei'ty at 114 West Main street. 
Reed had been instructed to start 
negotiations with Hill to pur-
chase his building so that an 
alley can bo constructed from 
Main street to Dunlap. 

An offer to tear down and re­
move a city-owned house at 118 
East Dunlap for $150 was accept­
ed by the counoil. The property 
will be leveled and hlacktop-
p'ed to provide additional off-
street parking. 

Three new ordinances were In­
troduced, two of which won ap­
proval of councilmen without 
change. An ordinance prepared 
by Councilman Canterbury to 
increase building inspection fees 
to "at least cover the cost of in­
spections" was accepted, Coun­
cilmen interrupted City Attorney 
Philip Ogilvie'9 forestry ordin­
ance at numberous points. The 
ordinance, which would provide 
for the proper care and conser­
vation of the city's trees,, is high­
ly technical and caused both 
Reed and CanteIibury to request 
copies for closer study. A sep­
arate forestry ordinance to con­
trol Dutch elm disease was ap­
proved. 

The counoil held̂  a general dis­
cussion on a possible building 
program for a new city hall. 
Purchasing the Detroit Edison 
building, rebuilding on the pres­
ent site and using the Communi­
ty building were three proposals 
discussed. Mayor Ely directed 
the building committee, com-, 
posed of Councilmen Allen, Stu-
benvoll and Canterbury, to study 
the city's long range building 
needs.

Tucked away in the ro l l ing hills just south of Nor thv i l l e is 
a j>250,000 comple.\ of buildings that most residents of the .nrea 
have never seen. 

The neat collection of buildings is accessible only through 
two narrow' roads. A n d for the only other view, it's necessary 
to walk to the edge of a h i l l . ' 
top cemetery, 

The new buildings are horse 
bai'ns, and their out-of-the-way 
location is significant. 

B y constructing the buildings 
so tiiey are' separated from the 
city by hiils and woods, owners 
liopo to have answei'cd one major 
criticisiTi often voiced against 
quartering Northviiie D o w n s 
horses year-round in Noi ' lhviile; 
that of nearness to the city. 

In the past, other protests have 
I'isen against the possibility of 
keeping Downs-raced horses at 
their quarters near the track i t -
sdf. Rcnsons have ranged fi-om 
"undesirable elements" to lack ot 
space. 

To answer these criticisms, the 
NoilhviJle Driving Club leased 
the outlaying land and Northville 
Downs put up nenv barns there. 
Construction began in A p r i l and 
was completed during the 1950 
meet. 

The new bai-ns area consists of 
15 buildings: three winter barns. 

nine summer bai'ns, a utility 
building, a restaurant and a 
blacksmith shop. 

Constructed of concrete block 
and aluminum roofing, the build-
ings are cailed "absoiuleiy fire­
proof" by Di'iving Club officiais. 

In all, the new barns could ac­
comodate 250 horses at full ca­
pacity. 

At present, the new barns area 
is vacant and quiet. Norti ivii ic 
zoning regulations prohibit the 
quartoi'ing of horses e.vcept 
shortly before, during and shortly 
after each year's racing meet. 

But Driving Club officials have 
indicated they hope eventually to 
receive permission from the city 
to quai'ter horses ypar-round in 
the now barns. 

There are further signs that 
other expansion and improve­
ment plans are on the drawing 
iioai'd. Annnouncomont of these 
is expected shortly.

Playing their most uninspirqd game of the season, the Nor th -
vi l le Mustangs barely managed to gain a 7-7 tie wi th an underdog 
M i l f o r d team last Friday night. 

Except for two quick fourth period touchdowns, neither the 
Mustangs nor the Redskins could put together a strong drive i n 
a game that was as d u l l for fans' 
as it was frusti'ating for playei's, 

Noi'lhviile Coach Ron Schipper 
said pointedly that he was ''far 
from pleased" with the' Mustangs' 
showing. 

"The team just didn't seem liite 
it wanted to win," Schipper said. 
"If we had played lilte wo did 
a g a i n s t Plymouth, the score 
could have been 35-0." 

Northville scored first, on 
sudden and unexpected foui-th 
quarter pass from quarterbacit 
Bud Bel l to end B i i i Yahne that 
covered 22 yards. Northvilie had 
moved the bail from' the Milford 
47 lo tiie 22 in thi-ee plays to set 
up the touchdown. 

Center Bob W a g e n s c h u t z 
' crashed across for the extra point. 

Moments later, Wagenschutz' 
punt was blocked on the Mustang 
21 and was recovered by Milford 
on the 2. Northville held for two 
plays, but fleet halfback Bob 
Kauppi finally slipped across for 
the score. 

Milford end B i l l Kel ly ' s con-
vei'Sion sailed squarely through 
the uprishts and the, score was 
tied. 

Northville had an earlier scor­
ing chance in the second period 
when it moved from its own 40 
to- the Milford 2. But Bel l made 
the first of his three fumbles at 
that point and the Redskins took 
over to erase the threat. 

Northville halfback Dick Biery 
ran hard as usual, picking up 42 
yards in J3 carries and snagging 
five passes for 65 yards. 

And Yahne proved again to be 
a valuable end as he gathered in 
four passes for 76 yards. His sea­
son's total now stands at nine 
passes foi- 202 yards to rank him-
as one of the top ends in the 
area. 

Fullback Gary Holman played 
steady football, plunging for 46 
yards in l l carries, and Bel l 

clicked on 10 of 16 passes. 
Otherwise, however, Norl l ivi l le 

hardly seemed to be the same 
team that it was against P ly­
mouth and Howeil. 

Except for heads-up defensive 
play by Jeff Goodi^ich and Nelson 
Schrader, the Mustangs were 
mostly ineffective against the 
galloping of Milford's halfback 
twins Kauppi and Del Munson, 

Milford passed only twice — 
one an 18 yard toss on its first 
play from scrimmage. During the 
rest of the game the Redskins 
depended on the scampering of 
Munson, Kauppi and fuiiback 
Dan Lancaster. 

In al l , the Redskins totalled 
202 yards against Northvilie — 
the most that any team has bang­
ed out against the Mustangs this 
season. 

For the most part, Northviile 
looked sloppy in the line and of­
fered only a. minimum' of down-
field blocking for its backs.

THE WAY 

A few days ago as I was driv-
Ing by Grand Circus Park I notic­
ed this senmon topic on the 
Church Bulletin Board, "The 
Way and the World.'' This in­
trigues me to the 
p o i n t that I 
w o u l d like to 
s h a r e some 
thoughts about 
it; The thought 
was not foreign 
to the Old Test-
a m e n t but it 
reaches its cen-j 
tral focus in the 
divine claim of 
Jesus Christ when he said to his 
disciples, "I am the Way,'' No 
man has ever made such claims 
for himself without being accus­
ed of being an egotist. He made 
good those claims in what he said 
and did; so much so, that his 
early followers were glad to be 
called people "of this way." "The 
Way" had a profound effect upon 
"The World." In the nineteenth 
chapter of the Acts of the Apost­
les we read of Its influence upon 
the silversmiths of Ephesus, "And 
the same time there arose no 
small stir about that way." It 
still changes the course of life 
and history when it is given full 
expression. It is interesting to 
note that when the phrase "Of 
that way,'' or its equivalent, ap­
pears in the margin, it is trans-

is still mostly .pagan. Only two 
per cent of India's vast popula­
tion is Christian, to say nothing 
of the fact that the world is less 
evangelized today than it was 50 
years ago, This reminds me of 
the observation of Harvard's fa­
mous sociologist, Pitlrim A, So 
rokin. 

Dr. Sorokin points out that 
"religion makes claims of creat-
ing a peaceful nature within man, 
but again the evidence reveals 
that even Christianity, as it is 
now popularly preached and 
practiced, makes but slight prog­
ress towards bringing peace to 
human kind. Religion cannot do 
this unles it changes the way 
men think, their patterns of re­
action and speech." After inves­
tigating the conversion experi­
ence of 73 people, 'Being saved" 
under the ministry of a popular 
evangelist, he claims that there 
were slight changes in their be­
havior patterns and speech. This 
brings forth the question that has 
bothered many of us—why do 

the crime, alcoholism and di­
vorce rates reflect little change 
in a community after a "great 
revival'' has been conducted? 
This is no reflection upon the 
value of revivalism for history 
shows,that they have been well 
nigh indispensi/ble in perpetuat­
ing the faith of our fathers. 

Dr. Sorokin . further observes 
that "none of the other corrective 
movements in history have 
achieved more than Christianity. 
Communism, socialism, all scien­
tific and cultural crusades to im­
prove human conduct have shown 
little or no ability to reduce the 
sclf-centeredness which makes 
bloody conflict Inevitable.'' He 
concludes that only by a notable 
increase of unselfish, creative 
love as set forth from the Man 
of Galilee can there be any hope 
for "the World.'' The fault is not 
to be found in "the Way'' but 
when "the World'' gets in "the 
Way." The potential is in the 
Christ but the inadequacy is in 
man's ability and willingness to 
receive Him and His Way.

Sink clogging can be iprevented 
by carefully watching what is 
emptied Into the sink drain and 
by the regular use of a good drain 
cleaner.

The better 
Common grades serve as finish 
paint grades. 

Generally speaking, if the place 
where you arc going to use the 
lumber will be concealed, or if 
utility is the main consideration, 
use the lower Common grades. 
If you want a good looking finish 
paint job, use the Select grades 
or the upper grades of Common.

To obtain maximum storage 
space, while sacrIMcing a mini­
mum of living area, consider the 
use of built-in cabinets. They 
can fill spaces that would other­
wise be wasted and can be de­
signed to store almost any item 
or combination of items. 

Strategically located to store 
equipment in the area where it 
is used, they can do much to save 
steps and at the same time re­
duce room clutter. 

and solidifying. Coffee grounds 
and bits of food add to this ac­
cumulating iayer of grease until 
the pipe becomes impassable. 
Pour excess grease into a tin 
can and throw it out with the 
garbage. 

In clearing tiie siIik drain, first 
remove the? perforated drain plate 
in the sink basin. Sometimes the 
stoppage is directly below this 
and can be loosened with a long 
screwdriver or piece of wire. 

Pour boiiing water (to which a 
little household ammonia has 
been added) into the drain to help 
soften whatever is clogging the 
pipe. Then take a plunger (a 
large rubber suction cap with 
wooden handle) and cup it tight­
ly over the drain. Plunge it vig­
orously several tiimes. 

Drain piping can also be clean­
ed by removing the dean-out 
plug at the bottom of the U-trap 
below the fixture and pulling out 
the clogging material with a piece 
of wire. 

In cleaning a water closet trap, 
start with the rubber plunger. If 
this does not work, try an auger 
with adjustable, crank-type han­
dle. Known to plumbers as a 
"snake", the spring-steel coil is 
easily worked past the trap and 
down the pipe. It will quickly 
drill through most clogs. If the 
plunger or auger does not clear 
the toilet bowl, call your plumb­
er. 

When the clogging material has 
been refmoved from the trap pour 
a pail or two of very hot water 
into the drain to wash out any 
loose material. 

The washer and the seat are the 
two parts of the faucet which get 
the greatest amount of wear. AH 
faucets are built so that the wash­
er may be easily replaced. On the 
other hand, it is usually just as 
expensive to renew a seat as it is 
to buy a new faucet unless the 
faucet is made with a renewable 
seat. See your plumber about a 
worn faucet seat. 

You need not rush to buy a new 
shower head if the one you have 
suddenly gives off an uneven 
spray. It's probably clogged with 
mineral deposits which build up 
in the shower head and distort 
the shower stream. Simply re­
move the face of the shower head, 
dean the back surface and free 
holes with a coarse needle. 

If you find a break in your 
plumbing, shut off the water sup­
ply at the main valve and call 
your plumber at once. 

When you phone your plumber 
give as much specific infoIimation 
as to what's wrong as yoti possi­
bly can. When he arrives, tell 
him everything that has been 
done to the defective! part of the 
plumbing. It will speed his work 
and lower your plumbing bill.

In our new position as publisher of the two news-
papers serving our growing area this observance has n special 
significance. It offers an opportunity to tell our readers 
what this responsibility means to us and what we believe 
constitutes a fair definition of a newspaper. 

Most important, a newspaper is the reflection of the 
community it serves, Physically speaking, a newspaper should 
be clean, easy to read, interesting and full of local news, lt 
should hum at tlie same speed at which the community Is 
moving and not blare its news at an over-accelerated tempo, 
Its advertising messages should be clearly displayed and dis-
tributed throughout the pages. Their content should be free 
of misleading statements or "giminiclis". 

The columns of stories, pictures and advertisements 
which fill the pages of a community newspaper are not the 
work and ingenuity of the paper's staff alone. They are the 
thoughtful citizen who phones in a news item, suggests a 
feature article or remembers to report a club meeting; the 
proud new parent,';, or grandparents. Who tell of the com-
munity's newest arrival. 

The public officials—school board member, supervisor, 
councilman — who take time out to explain details and 
background of tlieir group's activities; the local merchant 
who uses his community paper to advertise his merchandise; 
all play a vital part. 

A good newspaper is the Image of its community. It 
reports the good . . . and the bad. It uses its news columns 
to report the news ns it happens. It reserves its editorial piige 
for opinion. It opens its pages for letters from readers who 
may agree or disagree, condemn or commend, as long as the 
content of the letters remain in good taste. 

Most of all a good newspaper does not cringe from its 
duty. Communities, like human beings, cannot be all good. 
Unpleasant happenings occur; people make mistakes; dif-
ferences arise with growth. 

To report these activities is as much the duty of the 
community newspaper as it is to report that Johnny Smith 
Is the valedictorian of his class. 

And just like the community, the newspaper makes 
mistakes. Its errors are sometimes as simple as a misspelled 
Word. Other times mistakes in judgment are made. What-
ever the error, they cannot be hidden, for the newspaper 
goes to every home for discriminating eyes to evaluate. 

If we were to make a pledge for National Newspaper 
Week, it would be to provide our readers with as fine a 
publication as our ability, coupled with their htlp, Will 
allow.

To vote on the first two propos­
als, rpsider.ts mutbe 21, U.S. piti-
zens, a Michigan resident for six 
months and a resident of one of 
the school districts for 30 days. 

To vote on the third, residents 
must fulfill the same require­
ments and must also own prop­
erty in one of the districts or be 
the spouse of a property owner, 

Novi School Superintendent 
William Medlyn has repeated his 
statement that the debt-retire­
ment and ta.\-limitation propos­
als are misleading. 

Mcdlyn has pointed out that 
the $33,000 debt is already almost 
retired by retirement funds cur­
rently on ihand and that the $193,-
000 is now down to about $172,-
000. 

He added that the outstanding 
debts could 'probably be paid off 
in about three years, instead of 
the 19 years as the proposal seem­
ingly asks.
