days set aside to salute the nation's press. 

In our new position as publisher of the two news-
papers serving our growing area this observance has n special 
significance. It offers an opportunity to tell our readers 
what this responsibility means to us and what we believe 
constitutes a fair definition of a newspaper. 

Most important, a newspaper is the reflection of the 
community it serves, Physically speaking, a newspaper should 
be clean, easy to read, interesting and full of local news, lt 
should hum at tlie same speed at which the community Is 
moving and not blare its news at an over-accelerated tempo, 
Its advertising messages should be clearly displayed and dis-
tributed throughout the pages. Their content should be free 
of misleading statements or "giminiclis". 

The columns of stories, pictures and advertisements 
which fill the pages of a community newspaper are not the 
work and ingenuity of the paper's staff alone. They are the 
thoughtful citizen who phones in a news item, suggests a 
feature article or remembers to report a club meeting; the 
proud new parent,';, or grandparents. Who tell of the com-
munity's newest arrival. 

The public officials—school board member, supervisor, 
councilman — who take time out to explain details and 
background of tlieir group's activities; the local merchant 
who uses his community paper to advertise his merchandise; 
all play a vital part. 

A good newspaper is the Image of its community. It 
reports the good . . . and the bad. It uses its news columns 
to report the news ns it happens. It reserves its editorial piige 
for opinion. It opens its pages for letters from readers who 
may agree or disagree, condemn or commend, as long as the 
content of the letters remain in good taste. 

Most of all a good newspaper does not cringe from its 
duty. Communities, like human beings, cannot be all good. 
Unpleasant happenings occur; people make mistakes; dif-
ferences arise with growth. 

To report these activities is as much the duty of the 
community newspaper as it is to report that Johnny Smith 
Is the valedictorian of his class. 

And just like the community, the newspaper makes 
mistakes. Its errors are sometimes as simple as a misspelled 
Word. Other times mistakes in judgment are made. What-
ever the error, they cannot be hidden, for the newspaper 
goes to every home for discriminating eyes to evaluate. 

If we were to make a pledge for National Newspaper 
Week, it would be to provide our readers with as fine a 
publication as our ability, coupled with their htlp, Will 
allow.

More opposition to t'he propos­
ed race track in Novi township 
developed this week as the Novi 
Democratic ciub announced it 
has requested that township 
residents be allowed to voice 
their opinions. 

Specifically, the club—through 
President Herbert Koester-—has 
asked the township zoning board 
to table a request for rezoning 
the proposed site until a vote can 
be held. 

The zoning board is scheduled 
to 'hold a public hearing Octo­
ber 19 on a request that the site-
lying north of Grand River be­
tween Meadowlbrook and Seeley 
roads—be rezoned from M-l 
(light Industry) to M-3 (heavy 
industry) to permit establish­
ment of the track. 

Koester further claimed that 
the township would not risk a 
damage suit by refusing to re-
zone the land after even though 
fiInds have been spent to develop 
the land under a 1949 township 
permit. Koester said 'he believes 
the statute of limitations would 
invalidate such a suit.

To vote on the first two propos­
als, rpsider.ts mutbe 21, U.S. piti-
zens, a Michigan resident for six 
months and a resident of one of 
the school districts for 30 days. 

To vote on the third, residents 
must fulfill the same require­
ments and must also own prop­
erty in one of the districts or be 
the spouse of a property owner, 

Novi School Superintendent 
William Medlyn has repeated his 
statement that the debt-retire­
ment and ta.\-limitation propos­
als are misleading. 

Mcdlyn has pointed out that 
the $33,000 debt is already almost

Noi-thville teachers -additional 
''release time" to carry out fac­
ulty duties has been approved by 
the school board. 

The new program calls for the 
elementary and high school to

The plan was approved by the 

board at lis regular meeting Oc­
tober l . 

Members stressed that the new 
program was okayed on a one-
year trial basis and that Xurlher 
aipproval is necessary if it is to 
become permanent.

Speaking for tiie high school 
side of the picture. Principal 
E. V. Ellison said urgent work 
must be done on curriculum 
studies, educational specifications, 
cominitlee meetings and other 
Inalters related to lihe proposed 
new high school. 

"With additional free time," 
Eilison said, "we can accomplish 
this and also can have the ser­
vices sports coaches and special­
ized teachers who otherwise must 
be absent.

—diphtheria, whooping cough 
and tetanus. For complete pro­
tection it should be given in three 
doses three weeks apart before 
a child is one year old, then ev-
ry three' years until the child is 
ten years old. The charge is 50 
cents for each dose. 

The vaccination protects from 
smallpox, for which a charge ot 
50 cents wiii also be charged. 
One should be vaccinated once 
every five to seven years. 

The pi'ogram, sponsored by lo­
cal docloj's and the county health 
department, will be held in the 
lunch I'oom ot the Main Sti'eet 
school beginning at 9 a.m. It is 
open to .pre-school as well as 
school-aged children.

Trees or parts thereof of elm, zelkova or planera 
i n a dead or dying condition that may serve as breeding places for 
the European E l m Bark Beetle, Scolytus Multistriatus, ate hereby 
declared to be publ ic nuisances, and it shall be unlawful for the 
person, f irm, or corporation owning property whereon the same 
is situated to possess or keep the sanr.c. 

Section 3. The Ci ty Manager is-charged wi th enforcement 
of this ordinance, and to that end he or those w o r k i n g under his 
direction may enter upon private property at a l l reasonable hours 
for purposes of inspecting trees thereon, and may remove such 
specimens as are required for purposes of analysis to determine 
whether or not the same are infected. It shall be unlawful ' /or any 
person, f irm or corporation to prevent the C i ty Manfiger or those 
w o r k i n g under his direction from entering on private property 
for purposes of carrying otu his duties hereunder or to interfere 
wi th them i n the lawful performance of their duties under the 
provisions of this ordinfince. 

Section 4. I f trees on private property are found to be In­
fected, the Ci ty Manager shall give to the owner o f the premises 
where such tree or trees.iire situated'written notice of the existence 
of such disease, and requir ing the removal and burning of such 
tree wi th in a period of ten days fo l lowing such notice, such re-
moval and burning to be under the direction and supervision of 
the C i ty Manager. Such notice shall also notify the owner of said 
premises that unless such tree is removed and burned In compl i ­
ance wi th the terms thereof wi th in such ten days period, the C i t y 
w i l l proceed wi th the removal and burn ing of such tree, and as­
sess the cost thereof against the property in accordance wi th the 
provisions of Chapter 11 o f the Charter o f the Ci ty o f Nor thv i l l e . 

Section 5. Service of such notice shall be by personal service 
where the owner of said premises is a resident of the Ci ty of 
Nor thv i l l e ; where the owner is a non-resident of thc C i ty of North-; 
vi l le , said notice shall be served by registered mai l , addressed to 
said owner at his last k n o w n address as shown on the records i n 
the office of the Ci ty Assessor of the Ci ty of Nor thv i l l e , and by 
publication at least one time i n a newspaper of general circulation 
in the Ci ty of Nor thv i l l e . « 

Section (5. It shall thereupon become the duty of the owner 
of said premises to cause such tree to be removed and burned, un-
der the direction and supervision of the C i ty Manager, or hiis au-
thorized deputy or employee. In l ieu thereof, the person charged 
w i t h such removal and burn ipg may request that the same be done 
by the Ci ty Manager. I f the Ci ty shall remove and burn any tree,

A n y persons who shall violate any provision o f 
this ordinance or any lawful order issued In pursuance of the pro-
visions hereof shall be gui l ty of n misdemeanor, and upon convIc-

It will 

be a question of carrying 

bulky clothing to class or 

going cold. 

Northville High School is packed. 
Ic is overflowing with the largest enrollment in its 

history — more than 725 students In a school that Was built 
40 years ago to handle 300 students. 

For teachers and students alike, the overcrowding is 
reaching an almost unworkable stage. 

So many shifts, improvisations, and temporary plans 
have had to be made in the'past few years that adfninistrators 
are seriously asking themselves how much longer it will be 
before the quality of education in Northville suffers to the 
danger point. 

Students, too, are unhappy with the situation. It's no 
fun for them to take a math class In a room filled by the 
huInming nfid roaring of power tools in a machine shop next 
door. Nor do they appreciate having to stand outside during 
noon hour or having to walk between buildings In rainy 
weather. 

Due at present, those are the conditions they must face-
simply becaiIse Northville high school Is too small for the 
number of sttIdents within its wall}. 

Not every parent can get to the high school to see first 
hand what tlie conditions are. (And even if they could, there 
wouldn't be room for them.) 

On this page, therefore, the Record attempts to illus­
trate graphically just what the word "overcrowding" Ineans 
when applied to Northville high school. 

The problem Is not unique to Northville, of course. 
Hundreds of other communities in the country are faced 
with the same sudden growth in population and overcrowd­
ing of schools. Many are coping with the problem success-
fully. Some arc not. 

Parents of children will hear much more about such 
conditions In the next few weeks. Administrators and teach-
ers will try to bring home the Importance of alleviating a 
situation that, before long, could seriously affect the edu­
cation of NorthvIlle's 'youth. 

Ultimately — perhaps within two months — school 
officials will ask voters to approve a bond issue that would 
provide funds for a new high school. It would be a school 
large enough to handle Northville's children — one that 
would offer the many new concepts of education that have 
developed since the present high school was bulk. 

It will cost a lot of money. The Northville school board 
has decided not to skimp or cut corners. Board members do 
not intend to throw money away, but they do want free­
dom to Include all facIlIties that studies Indicate are neces­
sary for the next 10 years. 

When the Issue goes before the public, school board 
members hope voters remember what It is they are deciding 
on: whether Northville students will have the educational 
facilities they need, or whether they will continue to attend 
a school that wiis-originnlly meant to handle only half their 
number. 

O N E - W A Y TRAFFIC O N STAIRWAYS 
is necessary to keep the mass of students 
moving. Even so, each stairway becomes a 
jotentially dangerous jungle sand legs 
ietween classes. 

G Y M CLASSES have a double problem: too 
many students, and not enough equipment-
The result is that most students receive only 
calisthenics and miss other aspects of 
physical education. 

L A C K OF SEATS in the physical science room has made It necessary for two girls (upper left) 
to sit in portable chairs instead of at the fully-equipped tables. LaGcne Quay, physical science 
teacher, teaches 33 students In the 30-scat classroom. 

A SHOP CLASS hums and roars — and its Iioiscs carry over 
deafeningly into a math class taught 'in the next room, 
separated from the shop room only by a glass partition. 
The shop class, with,33 students. Is itself overcrowded. 

A SEA OF STUDENTS overflows in the third hour study hall each morning. Miss Lemoyne 
Markham, study hall teacher, says the giant classes make for mass confusion and prevent 
adequate supervision of the almost 190 students.

Paced by a sparkl ing performance on the part of left half-
back D i c k Biery, the N o r t i v i l l e Mustangs smothered a hapless 
Clarenceville squad 25-6 last Friday night i n their first home 
appearance of the season. 

T h e victory gave Clarenceville the undesirable "Vinegar Jag" 
which goes to the loser of the 
annual game, 

Biery, playing his best game of 
the season, did just about every­
thing against the Trojans — and 
did it well . 

He'scored two touchdowns — 
one on a dazzling 75-yard inter­
ception, the other on a 26-yard 
pass play. He picked up 24 yards 
rushing, and Gl on four passes. 
He intercepted two key passes. 
And, to round out his perform­
ance, he even took a turn at 
passing and punting. 

The story was not-a l l Biery, 
however. Junior quarterback Ed 
Wittenberg, playing his first 
game of the season, handled the 
pivot-spot with skil l . .And the 
big IWustang line stubbornly re­
fused to give ground until the 
fourth quarter when Coach Ron 
Schipper sent In a flock of re­
placements. 

Clarenceville was never really 
in the game, as the Trojans suf­
fered their fourth straight loss of 
the season.

The Mustangs kept rolling in 
the fourth quarter, as they 
launched a steady ground-and-
air drive that swept them 50 
yards for another score.

The angels spoke of-His com­
ing the day of His Ascension. 
Acts 1;1I "ye men of Galilee, why 
stand up lin heaven? this same 
Jesus, which is taken up from 
you into heaven, shall so come 
in like manner as -ye have! seen 
H i m go into heaven.''

and set up His Mi l le i l ia l reign 
upon this earth. This phase of 
Christ's coming Is called in theol­
ogy "The Revelation''.

If your house wiring is lilce 
tliat of four out of five of your 
neigltbors in ipre-'1940 liousDs, it's 
wearing iiigli-buttoncfd slices to-
day. 
- A n electrical system can be 
outdated in a lot less than a life-
time of use, according to the 
National Adequate Wiring Bur­
eau, an ele'clrical industry edu­
cational organization. • 

Sad . experience has already 
convinced many a home owner 
that 'his residence is not ade­
quately -wire'd for the number of 
appliances he has bought. 

Blown fuses, fuzzy television 
pictures, half-done toast, lights 
that dim suddenly and inability 
to operate an air conditioner are 
beginning .to -persuadef Americans 
to re-wire the homes they live in . 

Wir ing capacity and design 
that would "do" a decade ago 
are now unable to provide suf­
ficient wattage? for the multipli­
city of electrical devices and 
equipment owned iby the average 
American family. 

The electrical capacity built 
into the ipre-1940 house depend­
ed on the amount of current that 
could fiow through two 120-voIt 
wires, known as "conductors'^ 
which enter the hou^e from the 
utility company's service drop. 
These feed .through the' ifuse cab­
inet or circuit breaker equip­
ment, and on through a series 
of branch circuits to lights and 
appliances. 

But when wires are small, 
small curre'nt flows. The Voltage 
which provided enough "push" 
for the current, when the aver­
age home had only lighting and 
a few small portable appliances, 
does not provide enough 'Spush'' 
for the versatile, wholly-auto­
matic kitchen and laundry 
equipment of today. 

Some improvement in the 
houeholder's electrical lot came 
in 1946 with the adoption by the 
ele'ctrical industry of a stand­
ard" requiring a larger service 
entrance to give the home elec­
trical plant twice the capacity-it

A service entrance with three 

wii'es leading in, instead of the 
former two-wire system, was re­
quired befof-e n house could be 
cailed adequately wired. What 
the householder could -take from 
such a system was 14,500 watts to 
power his equipment. 

That electrical capacity did 
not remain adequate for long. 
As the range and water heater 
use about 12,000 watts between 
them, the home owner who ex­
pected to have a clothes dryer, 
an ironer, a roaster, a broiler, 
room air conditioning and doz­
ens of other refinements of elec­
trical living, was stymied. 

The National Adequate Wir ing 
Bureau holds that the? answer 
is in engineered Wiring planned 
for equipment which the house­
holder expects to own wi th in a 
few years. He? actually needs 
about 25,000 watts available if 
he is to have a modern house 
that is good electrically for years 
to come.

Out of all those taking exam­
inations only 10 'per cent have 
been found unsuitable for ad­
vancement.

The rating plan was introduced 

in 1949 to provide a standard 
yardstick for measuring worker 
aptitude, efficiency and satisfae-
lion. Before that time promotions 
wei'e based on recommendations 
of agency and department heads. 

If an employe is not satisfied 
with his rating, which is always 
presented for his signature, he 
can appeal for a change in jobs, 
Hess e.xiplained. "We have con­
ducted surveys that sliow even 
those denied 'beUer ratings are 
for the most part satisfied with 
the lest and show determination 
to do belter the next itime," he

Businessmen were told last week they should begin looking 
lo Ihe nol-too-dislanf day when central Novi township can in-
corporate itself as a city. 

The suggestion came from Novi Township Supervisor Frazer 
Staman as he spoke lo ihe Novi board of commerce last Thurs-
day. 

Staman told ihe businessmen ihey should take the initiative 
in the move toward city status. He explained that he will help, 
but that it is not his duty to begin the action. 

Questioned later, Staman suggested specifically that a city 
of Nov! should be formed with the so-called "Four Corners" at 
Grand River and Novi road as the core. The new city could 
then annex adjoining property. 

He said he believes the "Four Corners" has sufficient pop-
ulation at present to incorporate as a city, but that outlaying 
territory does not. That territory could, however, be brought 
into the new city by annexation, he said. 

Staman said recent growth in Novi townhip has led to at 
least five units of local representation which now compete with 
each other. He listed these as the township board, the Novi Civic 

Association, the Wiilowbrook Community Association. Wixom 
residents and Northville-area residents. 

He said city status for Novi would help solve conflicts 
and problems which have arisen from such competition. 

Furthermore, Staman said. Incorporation would help pre-
vent the township from losing its fringe areas by annexation to 
other areas and incorporation into villages. 

Specifically, he was referring io two currently-dispuled 
annexations of Novi territory by Northville and to ihe move 
of Wixom io incorporate as a village. 

"Before long," he said, "we're apt to find that most of our 
territory belongs to someone else and that aU we have left is 
our own back yard." 

"It would be belter," he added, "if we could become a city 
ourself and secure this land before it's too late." 

Staman said other advantages of incorporatioIi of a ciiy 
would be found in more extensive services to the community. 
One such service — a sewage disposal system — is already 
contemplated. (See other story, this page.) 

D i s p o s a l P l a n t W o u l d C o m e F l r s l 

The first steps toward a $3,000,000-54,000,000 sewage disposBl 
plant and sewage system in Novi township will be taken soon. 
Township Supervisor Frazer Staman announced this week. 

Speaking before the Novi board of commerce last week, 
Staman said the township is now prepared to begin initial 
studies of the sewage system. 

He said engineers will be consulted this week to draw up 
first plans and lo estimate costs involved in the system. 

As outlined by Staman, the first step in the system would 
be a sewage disposal plant lo be built "probably somewhere in 
the southwest part of the township." 

The plant would be paid for by revenue bonds, Staman 
said, so that only users of the system would pay for It. Initial 
money for the plant — probably some $300,000 — would come 
from unnamed investors, he added. 

Staman said the network itself would be paid for by sub­
division developers and would not require the issuance of 
revenue bonds. He added that several developers already have 
greeted ihe plan enthusiastically. 

Staman estimated Ihe sewage lines would cost between 
$30,000 and $50,000 a mile. 

When completed, Staman said, the system could service up 
to 15,000 persons in the township. In addition, it would be so 
designed that more lines could be added in the future as Ihe 
township grows. 

Next step after drawing up engineering plans, Staman said, 
would be to seek approval from the Oakland county board of 
health. He indicated that such approval is not easy lo coma by, 
explaining that the county has a rigorous new sanitation code. 

After board of health approval is received, Ihe township 
can proceed wilh the system at its own speed, Staman said. 

Meanwhiie, Staman said, engineering consultants must 
figure out details on tying mlo the county drain system to handle 
overflow from the township system. He added thai the tie-in 
could be made at several locations, depending on what county 
engineers decide.

Tempers flared at the Novi 
township board meeting Monday 
night and were quieted oniy 
when Supervisor Frazer Staman 
threatened to eject a citizen for 
being "out of order". 

Most of the verbai battle took 
place between Staman and Herb­
ert Koester, president of the Novi 
Township Democratic club, who 
attends meetings regularly as a 
pi'ivate citizen. 

In the course of the argument, 
however, other board members 
also had words to say. 

The l5-minute affair began 
just as Staman asked for a mo­
tion to adjourn. 

Koester asked to be recogniz­
ed and requested to bo told the 
outcome of a letter he had sub­
mitted to the board. (The letter 
that the group call a public elec­
tion on a controversial rezoning 
petition that would pave the way 
for a race track in Novi town­
ship). 

Tiie conversation then went as 
follows; 

Clerk Hadiey Bachert: "Every­
one has already read it in the 
Northvilie Record (ar,.-; N?-.'.' 
News) by now anyway." 

I'Coester (his voice raising). 
"But I wrote the letter to the 
board, too, and it should be con-

sidered by this group. There are 
a lot of people interested in this 
race track matter." 

Sta-man (his voice raising also): 
"We'll, let me say . that people 
shouldn't bring up this matter un­
til we know the facts. I tihink 
'there should be a public meeting 
so the people can learn what this 
is all about. For instance, a track 
iike that would bring in $60,000 
in school taxes..." 

Koester (interrupting): "We 
don't want that $60,000. Not from 
gambling..." 

Staman (interrii'pting): "You 
get in order." 

Koester: "l am in ordcr. I'm 
in order bringing up this letter." 

Staman: "We're not interested 
in your letter, and wo don't have 
to consider it here." 

Koester: "You certainly do." 
At this point, Staman walked 

out of the chan^ber and reliirned 
with Police Chief Lee BeGole, 
BeGoie waited outside the cham­
ber, and oventualiy went in./ 

Meanwhiie, the township at­
torney, Archie Leonard, arrived 
at the meeting and the discussion 
turned to other matters. As the 
board prepared again to adjourn 
Koester once more spoke up. 

Koester: "Mr. Slaman, your le­
gal advisor — Mr. Leonard — is 

here now. Maybe he can toil us 
about this matter." 

Staman: "We're not going to 
discuss it." 

Koester; "I'm within my rights 
by asking that the board consid­
er my letter and not ignore it. 
And you can't scare mc out by 
having the poiice chief here." 

Stam'an: "I've told you either 
to get in order or get out." 

Staman: "For one thing, this 
letter should come from the sec-
retai'y of your ciitb." 

Koester; "Weil, I'-m the presi­
dent. And that doesn't alter the 
situation at all." 

Staman: "There will be a pub­
lic meeting for the rezoning this 
Friday. You can bring the mat­
ter up then." 

Koester: "How can we do any­
thing when you won't even rec­
ognize receiving a letter?" 

Staman: "We'll recognize it if 
we think it's worthwhile. And 
if we think it's from the proper 
person." 

(Both me'n were continuing to 
speak loudly.) 

Koester; "Mr..Leonard, you ad­
vised me before that the proper, 
way to hviag a matter before the 
board is to write a letter. But 
you can see yourself what hap­
pens — the-.' only ignore them."

The current controversy over a proposed Novi township 
race track and sports center will come to a head toInorrow at a 
public hearing of the township zoning board. 

" ' The board is expected to decide 
whether to rezone the proposed 
site from "light industry" to 
"heavy industry" to make estab­
lishment of the multi-million dol­
lar track possible. 

Scheduled to begin at 8 p.m., 
the meeting is,open Jo the public, 
The. board's decision is nofe.v-.' 
pected to come easily.' Oh hknd 
will be spokesmen of groups both 
for and against the project. 

The sports center is proposed 
to be built on a site north of 
Grand River between Meadow-
brook and Seeley roads. Cover­
ing some 600 acres, the 'land is 
now zoned M-l (light indilstry) 
and must be rezoned" to M-3 
(heavy, industi'y) if the track is 
to be built, 

Meanwhile, George Kovacs, a 
member "of the syndicate which 
hopes to set up the track, out­
lined basic plans this week for 
a sports center far beyond gen­
eral public expectation. 

Kovacs would not disclose all 
details, but did say that more 
than a race track is planned. 

The project would include a 
sports center, keyed to the de­
velopment of Metropolitan De­
troit as one of the country's most 
enthusiastic sporting areas. He 
indicated it would offer annual 
spoi'ting events on a par with 
California's Tournament of Ros­
es, backed heavily by civic and 
business concerns in the area. 

Some aspects of construction 
would bo unique in the sporting 
world, Kovacs said. He mention­
ed an all-aluminum grandstand 
and an all-weather sliding dome 
as typical. 

He did not comnnent on vague ' 
rumors connecting the project 
with the St. Lawrence Seaway • 
or future Olympic games. 

As for racing, Kovacs said oniy 
harness racing is now planned, 
but that "runners" might be add­
ed afte;' several years, depending 
on how business had been up to 
that time. 

He said his syndicate has not 
yet received a state license' for 
racing, but o-̂ plained that such a 
license cannot be granted until 
a site is approved. He would not ' 
say if a tentative okay for a li­
cense has been granted by the 
state racing commission. 

Kovacs reiterated an earlier 
statement that his group would 
not fight for estaiblish-ment of the 
track. 

Treasurer C h a r l e s Trickey: 
"Koester, why don't you do your 
politicking in the spring?" 

The tempo increased then as 
Ti'ickey and Koester argued about 
whether or not Trickey was actu­
ally elected to the board. At this 
point, BeGoie calmly stepped for­
ward and asked Koester to leave. 
Koester refused to go. 

Staman: "I toid you either to 
get in order or get out." 

Kocsler: "Î ll taik as long as 
you talk." 

Slaman then turned to Leonard 
and asked him to explain the 
legal procedure by which Koester 
couid oppose the rezoning. 

Lconai'd, speaking calmiy, said 
the board need not consider 
Koester's letter because it re­
fers to a matter (the race track) 
that is only speculative. He added 
that opponents of the rezoning 
wouid have a chance to express 
disapproval of it within 30 days 
after it was finaiiy adopted by 
the township board. 

With that, the matter dosed 
and the board adjourned. After 
the meeting, Staman conferred 
in private with Leonard about 
other matters, and Koester talk­
ed with Trickey and other per­
sons present. 

"If Novi township residents 
don't want the track," he said, 
"we will not try to force It on 
them." 

But he pointed out that such a 
sports center — valued at up­
wards of $5,500,00 — would bring 
not only tax revenue but busi­
ness in general into the township,
