Send a self-adressed post card
to the tourist office at Lansing
stating where you plan to travel
in Michigan, Just before the color
is at its peak in the area you
name, the council will remail
your card to you saying “now is
the time."

And Dbest of all—the whole
majestic show is {ree,
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The autumn season also gives
the Tourist Council a breathing
period to evaluate last summer's
tourist business,

Figures now coming in indi-
cate that this was a “pretly good”
tourist year—although it did not
reach pre-season expeclations.
Bad weather played a major role
in limiting tourist spending.

“Tourist traffic through Michi-
gan was good, but people kept
moving around in search of bet-
ter weather,” Furlong comments.
“In all, we had four inches more
rainfall this summer.”
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Mackinac Bridge construction
brought people flocking to the
straits to see the new strueture,
Traffic between the iwo penin-
sulas was up 1% per cent, over
last year,

“guesstimates” by the Council
are:

Summer tourist business won't
reach the $800 million level pre-
dicted last spring.

But it won’t fall below the $600
million mark sat last year.

While politicians are making
headlines in newspapers, the
business of government continues
to run smoothly in the hands of
some 25,000 state employces who
provide services through 117
state agencies.

Scientific appraisal through
promotional examinations given
employes seeking befter posi-
tions shows that 71 per cent of
them ard gqualified 1o handle
more importemt‘jol)s.

The system of competitive ex-
aminations for promotion is pop-
ular with state workers, Hess as-
serts, It gives an employe a stake
in his own promotion — a goal
reached by personal achievement.

Out of all those taking exam-
inations only 10 per cent have
been found unsuitable for ad-
vancement, :

The rating plan was introduced
in 1949 to provide a standard
yardstick for measuring worker
aptitude, efficiency and satisfac-
tion, Before that time promotions
were based on recommendations
of agency and department heads.

If an employe is not satisfied
with his rating, which is always
presented for his signature, he
can appeal for a change in jobs,
Hess explained. “We have con-
ducted surveys that show cven
those denied ‘betier ralings are
for the most part satisfied with
the test and show determination
to do better the next time” he
concludes,

In Novi’s Future: City Status, Sewerage System

‘Staman Suggests Incorporation

Businessmen were told last weel they should begin loo)dng
fo the not-too-distant day when central Novi township can in.

corporate itself as a city,

The suggestion came from Novi Township Supervisor Frazer
Staman as he spoke o the Novi board of commerce last Thurs.

day.

Staman told the businessmen they should take the initiative
in the move toward city status, He explained that he will help,
but that it is not his duty to begin the action.

Questioned later, Staman suggested specifically that a city
of Novi should be formed with the so-called “Four Corners” at
Grand River and Novi road as the core. The new city could

then annex adjoining property.

He said he belioves the “Four Corners’ has sufficient pop-
ulation at present o incorporate as & city, but that outlaying
territory does not, That territory could, however, be brought
into the new city by annexation, he said,

Staman said recent growth in Novi townhip has led to at
least five units of local representation which now compete with
each other, He listed these as the township board, the Novi Civic

Association, the Willowbrook
residents and Northville-area

Community Association, Wixom
residents,

He said city status for Novi would help solve conflicts
and problems which have arisen from such competition.

Furthermore, Staman said, incorporation would help pre-

vent the township from losing
other areas and incorporation

its fringe’areas by annexation io
into villages.

Specitically, he was referring to two currently-disputed

annexations of Novi territory

by Northville and to the move

of Wixom to incorporate as a village,
“Before long,"” he said, “we're apt o find that most of our
territory belongs to someone else and that all we have left is

our own back yard.”

“It would be better,” he added, “if we could become a city
ourself and secure this land before it's too late,”

Staman said other advantages of incorporation of a city

would be found in more exten

sive services to the community,

One such service — a sowage disposal system — is already
contemplated. (See other story, this page.)

Disposal Plant Would Come First

studies of the sewage system,

The first steps toward a $3,000,000-54,000,000 sewage disposal
plant and sewage system in Novi township will be taken soon,
Township Supervisor Frazer Staman announced this week.

Speaking before the Novi board of commerce last week,
Staman said the township is now prepared fo begin initial

He said engineers will be consulted this week to draw up
first plans and fo estimate costs involved in the system.

As outlined by Staman, the first step in the system would
be a sewage disposal plant to be built “probably somewhere in
the southwest part of the township.”

The plant would be paid for by revenue bonds, Staman
said, so that only users of the system would pay for it. Initial
money for the plant — probably some $300,000 — would come
from unnamed investors, he added,

Staman said the network itself would be paid for by sub-
division developers and would not require the issuance of
revenue bonds. He added that several developers already have
greeted the plan enthusiastically,

Staman estimated the sewage lines would cost between

$30,000 and $50,000 a mile,

When completed, Staman said, the system could service up
to 15,000 persons in the township, In addition, it would be so
designed that more lines could be added in the future as the

township grows,

Next step after drawing up engineering plans, Staman said,
would be fo seek approval from the Oakland county hoard of
health, He indicated that such approval is not easy o come by,
explaining that the county hass a rigorous new sanifation code.

After board of health approval is received, the township
can proceed with the system at its own speed, Staman said,

lMeanwhile, Staman said, engineering consultants must
figure out details on tying inlo the county drain system to handle
overflow from the township system. He added that the tie-in
could be made at several locations, depending on what county

engineers decide.

Kovies would not disclose all
details, but did say that more
than a race track is planned.

The project would include a
sports center. keyed to the de.
velopmen} of Metropolitan De-
troit as one of the country’s most
enthusiastic sporting areas. He
indicated it would offer annual
sporting events on a par with
California’s Tournament of Ros-
es, backed heavily by civic and
business concerns in the area,

Some aspeels of construction
would be unique in the sporting
world, Kovacs said. He mention-
ed an all-aluminum grandstand
and an all-weather sliding dome
as typical,

He did not comment on vague
rumors connecting . the project
with the St. Lawrence Seaway
or future Olympic games,

As for racing, Kovacs said only
harness racing is now planned,
but that “runners” might be add-
ed aftep several years, depending
on how_business had been up to
that time,

He said his syndicate has not
yet received a state license' for
racing, but explained that such a
license cannot be granted until
a site is approved.

Ordinance No, 135

DUTCH ELM DISEASE CONTROL ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE CONTROL OF
THE DUTCH ELM DISEASE, SO-CALLED, TO DECLARE
TREES INFECTED THEREWITH A NUISANCE, TO PROVIDE
FOR THE REMOVAL AND DESTRUCTION OF ANY DISEAS-
ED TREES, TO PROVIDE FOR ASSESSING THE COST OF
SUCH REMOVAL AND DESTRUCTION AGAINST PRIVATE
PROPERTY WHEREON SITUATED, TO PROVIDE FOR THE
INSPECTION OF TREES ON PRIVATE PROPERTY TO DE-
TERMINE THE EXISTENCE OF SAID DISEASE, AND TO
PROVIDE FOR PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS HEREOQF.

THE CITY OF NORTHVILLE ORDAINS:

Section 1, Trees of all species and varieties of elm, zelkova
and planera affected with the fungus Ceratostomella ulmi, as
determined by laboratory analysis, are hereby declared to be a
public nuisance, and shall be removed and burned within ten
days following notification of the discovery of such infection.
It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation, being
the owner of property whereon such a tree is situated, to possess
or keep such a tree after the expiration of ten (10) days following
notification of the discovery of said infection.

Section 2. Trees or parts thereof of elm, zelkova or planera
in a dead or dying condition that may serve as breeding places for
the European Elm Bark Beetle, Scolytus Multistriatus, are hereby
declared to be public nuisances, and it shall be unlawful for the
person, firm, or corporation owning property whereon the same
is situated to possess or keep the same.

Section 3. The City Manager is charged with enforcement
of this ordinance, and to that end he or those working under his
direction may enter upon private property at all reasonable hours
for purposes of inspecting trees thereon, and may remove such
specimens as are required for purposes of analysis to determine
whether or not the same are infected. It shall be unlawful for any
person, firm or corporation to prevent the City Manager or those
working under his direction from entering on private property
for purposes of carrying out his duties hereunder or to interfere
with them in the lawful performance of their duties under the
provisions of this ordinance.

Section 4. If trees on private property are found to be in-
fected, the City Manager shall give to the owner of the premises
where such tree or trees are situated written notice of the existence
of such disease, and requiring the removal and burning of such
tree within a period of ten days following such notice, such re-
moval and burning to be under the direction and supervision of
the City Manager. Such notice shall also notify the owner of said
premises that unless such tree is removed and burned in compli-
ance with the terms thereof within such ten days period, the City
will proceed with the removal and burning of such tree, and as.
sess the cost thereof against the propeity in accordance with the
provisions of Chapter 11 of the Charter of the City of Northville,

Section 5. Service of such notice shall be by personal service
where the owner of said premises is a resident of the City of
Northville; where the owner is a non-resident of the City of North-
ville, said notice shall be served by registered mail, addressed to
said owner at his last known address as shown on the records in
the office of the City Assessor of the City of Northville, and by
publication at least one time in a newspaper of general circulation
in the City of Northville.

Section 6. It shall thereupon become the duty of the owner
of said premises to cause such tree to be removed and burned, un.
der the direction and supervision of the City Manager, or his au-
thorized deputy or employee. In lieu thereof, the person charged
with such removal and hurning may request that the same be done
by the City Manager. If the City shall remove and burn any tree,
all expenses incurred in connection therewith shall be reported
to the City Commission, fof assessment against the lands whereon
said tree was situated, in accordance with the provisions of Chap-
ter 11 of the Charter of the City of Northville,

Section 7. Trees on public lands within the City of North-
ville shall be removed in accordance with the provisions of Ordin-
ance No. 135 of the City of Northville,

Section 8. Any persons who shall violate any provision of
this ordinance or any lawful order issued in pursuance of the pro-
visions hereof shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon convic-
tion thereof before a court of competent jurisdiction shall be pun-
ished by a fine of not to exceed $100.00 or by imprisonment in .
the City or County jail for not to exceed ninety (90) days, or by
both such fine and jail sentence in the discretion of the court.

If vou follow a few basic steps,
the job of wall painting can be
done correetly and in a surpris-
ingly short time.

First, cover the floors with
newspapers or drop cloth. Then
remove all eleetrical switches
and outlet plates. Siart with
the trim around the doors and
windows. For protection, speed
and efficiency, use either mask-
ing tape or a trim guard,

Whether you use a roller or a
brush (4 or 5-inch) spread your
paint on evenly, with sweeping
to-and-fro strokes. Start each
stroke where the paint is dry and
work toward and into wet areas.

Start an upper corner of the
wall and paint an casy arm's
length across, parallel to the
ceiling to baseboard, Continue
the same method across the
wall, working in strips a yard
wide so that you can come back
and paint into an area you've
just painted.

For baseboards, begin in a
corner of the room. First apply
paint to the center of the board
then work toward the edges.

When you paint the ceiling,
pain in stripes—the width, not
the long way of the room. This
allows you to join the next strip
with the last one before the paint
has started to set. Keep the strips
narrow. Paint toward the light
wherever possible.

Floor finishing, heretofore
largely in the province of the pro-
fessional, is fast becoming one of
the most popular do-it-yourself
projects,

Unless the floors are warped
or buckled or the old {finish is
extremely dark and thick, the
homeowner can refinish his own
floors successfully with the new
floor finishes, such as Fabulon,
made by Pierce & Stevens, Buf-
falo, New York,

The first step is the proper
preparation of the wood surface.
All previous finishes must be
completely rémoved and the sur-
face must be bare, clean, smooth,
dustiree and dry.

Power sanding is by {ar the

ers are preparaed to rent a sand-
er in good operaling condition,
along with an ample supply of
sandpaper and instructions for
use,

Old floors require three sand-
ings with sandpapers of progres-
sive degrees of fineness. After
sanding, it is important to re-
move all dust from floor with a
vacuum cleaner, dry cloth, or
dry mop.

When the floor surface has
been prepared, 90 percent of the
operation has been completed.

The
floor should then be hand sanded
before the second and final coat
is applied.

Also attending will be W, ]J. Maxey, di-
rector of the Michigan Deparcment of Social Welfare, whose
office is responsible for BVS, and James Miller, state con-
troller, who will explain the position of the state adminis-
trative board.

Most Whitmore Lake residents do not want the school

BVS history is long, and suggests that legislatures
through the years failed to deal decisivaly with the institu-
tion.

The school is 101 years old. It now houses some 375
boys. Originally, BVS occupied 1,000 acres of land and build-
ings on the outskirts of Lansing. As Lansing grew and the

area developed, newcomers objected to the school, Gradually,
parcels of the original plot were given away or sold. Recent
transactions reduced land holdings to the present 90 acres,
Most of this is undeveloped.

Maxey insists thae the proposed site is 2 good one, He
lists its advantages as being close to Detroit, home of many
of the boys; near U-M psychiatric aid; big enough to permit
the development of the most modern institution possible.

Whitmore people object strongly. They hold that every

argument advanced by Lansing residents will soon apply to
the Whitmore area, They further argue thac Lansing people
who object to BVS, chose to move into the school's locality.
By moving the school into the Iake area, residents are de-
prived of any choice in residing near it. They also point o
the field house, swimming pool and other facilities ac the
present site, which cannot be replaced for years.

Some Whitmore people are anxious to express their
strong feelings in hopes that state officials will reconsider
submitting the problem to the next Legislnture, They want
either a new and different site for BVS—or the development

Medlyn Gives

Consolidation

His Support

Novi School Superiniendent
William Medlyn this week
spoke out in favor of the four-
district consolidation upon
which voters will decide next
Tuesday.

Medlyn listed the following
points in favor of the proposed
consolidation:

1) The present four districts
are too small to support a com-
plete kindergarten-high school
program,

2) State law requires that all
closed disiricts (those not op-
erating their own schools) be
attached fo a nearby school
district by July, 1957, It is best
to start now.

3) Novi township is growing
rapidly and soon will have
enough school population o
support a complete school pro-
gram,

4) Early action toward a con-
solidated district should be
taken &t the present while time
still exists and before pressure
becomes too great,

Medlyn also pointed out that
the proposals for three districts
to assume Novi 8's debis for
$33,000 and $193,000 are mis-
leading.

“Technically, theyre cor-
rect,” he said, “but actually we
now have funds set aside io re-
tire the $33,000 completely and
to bring the $193,000 debt down
o $172,000,"”

Amid angry charges of “manip-
wlation” and “evasiveness”, the
Novi township zoning board Fri-
day night paved the way for a
controversial race {rack and
sports center in the township.

The decision came less than ten
minutes after the end of a public
hearing in which almost 200
township residents argued for and
apainst the proposed track.

The huge crowd, which caused
adjournment of the hearing from
the packed township hall cham-
bers to the Novi Community
building, was near-unanimous in
its opposition to .the project.

Though officially deciding only
on a request for rezoning a 600-
acre site at Grand River and
Meadowbrook from “light indus-
try” {o “heavy industry”, the
board in effect gave its approval
of the track. Without the approv-
ed rezoning, the track would
have been stymied.

For more than an hour, resi-
dents failed to gain admission
that a race track was the prime
consideration at the Grand River
site. Board members denied offj-
cial knowledge of track plans,
saying they had heard only
“hearsay”. A spokesman for Dr,
August Hoelcomb, owner of the
property, said anly that “vari-|
ous” heavy industries were "be-
ing considered for the site,

It was then that angry citi-
zens rose {o their feet and charg--
ed “evasiveness”, “manipula-
tion" and “the run-around”. -

Though Irwin consistently de-
nied official knowledge of race
track plans and said the board
was considering only a rezoning
of the site and not future use of
it, he requested Township Attor-
ney Archie Leonard’s opinion on
what recourse township residents
have' if they continue to disap-
prove the rezoning.

Leonard explained that oppon-
ents of the rezoning may petition
for a township~wide vote within
30 days after the rezoning is
adopted by the township board.
The adoption can come only af-
ter county agencies have approv-
ed it, however.

Leonard further explained that
if a race track eventually is con-
structed and proves to be a “nui-
sance”, residents can file with
circuit court for a bill of relief,

Supervisor Frazer Staman, at-
tending as a resident, appealed
to those present to consider the
beneficial aspects of a race track.

“Two leading public utilities
call Novi township the hoitest
spot in the state’ Staman said.
“But the township simply can't
realize its potential unless there
is a good solif tax base. And|
something like this $5,500,000 race
track would go a long way to-
ward answering some of our
problems where funds are con-
cerned.” B :

On the other hand, one resi-
dent drew applause when he
said:

“My family knows what a race
track means, and it isn't pleasant,
We moved from Livonia to get
away from it. When you can hear
the night noises of racing, the
roar of traffic to and from the
track, and the sounds of horses
being shot, it's far from a desir-
able location.” .

Unless the rezoning .is invali-
dated by a public vote, the fate
of the race track now apparently
lies with thd state racing com-
mission and the finaneial back-
ers of the project. What the next

tendent of schools after propon-
ents of the consolidation finally
gathered necessary signatures on
petitions.

1) if the consolidation goes
through, should the new district
assume Novi No. 8's two school
debts for $33,000 and $193,000;
and

2) if the consolidation goes
through and the debt is assumed
shall the choo! taxes be raised
by nine mills from 1956 to 1966
and by.4% mills from 1967 to
1974 to retire the debt.

The election will be held from
7 am. to 8 p.m. on October.30 in
the Novi school.

To vote on the consolidation
and tax limitation proposals, res-
idents must be 21, U.S. citizens,
a resident of Michigan for six
months and a resident of one of
the four school districts for 30
days.

To vote on the debt assump-
tion proposal, residents must fill
these same requirements and also
must own property in one of the
distriots or be the spouse of a
property owner,
