President Eisenhower and Vice
President Nixon led the way for
Republicans in Novi township
with a 2-1 mangin over the Demo-
cratic team of Stevenson and Ke-
fauver. The vote was 1,384 to 763.

New Project

On Garfield

Plans are going ahead for con-
struction of 4 new drain near
Garfield and Nine-Ten Mile road
area to relieve flooding of some
1,365 acres, the Oakland county
drain commission said this week.

The decision to go ahead with
the project came last week after
a county board of detenmination
met with residents of the area
QOctober 29 to discuss possible
solutions to the problem,

According to county drain en-
gineer Robert Evans, construe-
tion of the new drain probably
will begin next spring and take
about a month to complete,

In the meantime, Evans said,

the drain commission must ge
rights-of-way for the drain —
either voluntarily or through
court condemnation.
- The new drain will roughly
follow the path.of an old WFA
drain north from Nine Mile and
Garfield to a point just soulh of
Ten Mile where it will tie into
the existing Novi line drain.

‘The drain commission alsol
plans to install a new culvert at
Ten Mile road to handle the in-
creased flow, Evans said,

Cost of the project has been
estimated at $10,500 and will be
paid for by property owners in
the 1,365-acre area. Assessment
mugt be detenmined before con-
struction of the project can begin.

That old bugaboo “race track”l
popped up again Monday evening
to haunt members of the Novi
township board.

In a regular meeting that

breezed along in routine fashion
members suddenly found them-
selves snagged when the ques-
tion of rezoning some 600 acres

An audience of approximately

30 persons sat quietly until Sup-
ervisor Frazer Staman asked the
board to consider the rezoning.
At this point a silence fell over
board members and audience

alike. The lull was short-lived,

however, as an hour-long bar-
rage of questions and explana-

tions finally ended in tabling of
the matter, )
First to speak on the question
was Clerk Hadley Bachert who
asked if he was correct in as-

Leonard further explained that
if the property were rezoned: and
later a track permit was sought
for the site, those objecting to the
|track could appeal to the zoning
(board of appeals. “The zoning
inspector could also deny the per-
mit, if he did not feel the busi-
ness complied with the zoning
ordinance,” he added. .

Leonard was asked from the
floor if it would be possible to
approve the rezoning with an
amendment prohibiting a race
track., He said this was possible,
‘but questioned the legality of
prohibiting a legitimate business
which met the requirements of
the zoning,

‘After an opinion by Supervisor
Staman that the public would
have an opporfunity to vote for
or against a track if, and when,
such a permit was sought, Leon-
ard stated that he would rather
have more time \to study the
problem, '

The board then agreed to posi-
pone action on the rezoning until
the December meeting. It appear-
ed that the board was ready to ap-
preve thé rezoning for heavy in-
dustrial purposes if this action
did not eliminate the possibility
of an election by the people.

—and begin planning every as-
peet of the township’s growth
and-development through a town-
ship planning board,

Reid made the statements at a
meeting Thursday of the Novi
Board of Commerce. Another 150
persons who sat in on the meet-
ing heard his remarks,

“Water and sewage are essen-
tial not only to residential devel-
opment, but also for industrial
growth,” Reid said, “Even a plant
with only 100 employees must
have more than a septic tank
system,”

Past studies by his commission
have indicated that inadequate
water and sewerage systems often
discourage industry from coming
into an area, Reid said.

“Some answer must be found
before Novi township becomes a
patchwork of sepbic tanks and
private wells,” he added, “or
Novi township will find itself by-
passed as the area develops.” -

Reid also suggested that the
township create a planning com-
mission that would plot develop-.
ment of the township, so as to
protect against the “bad" and
guide and direct the community’s
growth,

“Such a commission could be
set up under-existing state law,
and. could-go a long way toward

solving your problems out here,” B

Reid said. :

Reid listed three questions that
Novi township should ask itself
when contemplating its develop-
ment: .

—“What kind of community do
we want with respect to size,
character, layout and develop-
ment?” )

—“What economic assetsy and
government services do we have
and need?” :

—“What program would best
speed our progress and growth in
keeping with our aims?”

Reid said Novi township's pos-
sibilities for the future “are not
phenomenal” in terms of it be-
ing a key center of the state, but
added that it definitely should
have a place in the development
of the metropolitan Detroit area.

He explained that the township
would probably turn out to be’
residential, since Jack of rail fa-
cilities might discourage indus-
try to some extent. He stressed
again that inadequate water and
sewage would discourage indus-.
try even more,

On the other hand, he said his
forecast could prove wrong if the
new Lincoln plant should serve
as a magnet for other industry.
This would depend a great deal
on. how well the township plans
its future, he said.

Reid estimated that the town-
ship's population — now about

'

5700 — would grow to 9,000 in .

1970 and 16,000 in 1980. It would
come mainly as a residential
growih from east to west, he said.
