Reid made the statements at a
meeting Thursday of the Novi
Board of Commerce. Another 150
persons who sat in on the meet-
ing heard his remarks,

“Water and sewage are essen-
tial not only to residential devel-
opment, but also for industrial
growth,” Reid said, “Even a plant
with only 100 employees must
have more than a septic tank
system,”

Past studies by his commission
have indicated that inadequate
water and sewerage systems often
discourage industry from coming
into an area, Reid said.

“Some answer must be found
before Novi township becomes a
patchwork of sepbic tanks and
private wells,” he added, “or
Novi township will find itself by-
passed as the area develops.” -

Reid also suggested that the
township create a planning com-
mission that would plot develop-.
ment of the township, so as to
protect against the “bad" and
guide and direct the community’s
growth,

“Such a commission could be
set up under-existing state law,
and. could-go a long way toward

solving your problems out here,” B

Reid said. :

Reid listed three questions that
Novi township should ask itself
when contemplating its develop-
ment: .

—“What kind of community do
we want with respect to size,
character, layout and develop-
ment?” )

—“What economic assetsy and
government services do we have
and need?” :

—“What program would best
speed our progress and growth in
keeping with our aims?”

Reid said Novi township's pos-
sibilities for the future “are not
phenomenal” in terms of it be-
ing a key center of the state, but
added that it definitely should
have a place in the development
of the metropolitan Detroit area.

He explained that the township
would probably turn out to be’
residential, since Jack of rail fa-
cilities might discourage indus-
try to some extent. He stressed
again that inadequate water and
sewage would discourage indus-.
try even more,

On the other hand, he said his
forecast could prove wrong if the
new Lincoln plant should serve
as a magnet for other industry.
This would depend a great deal
on. how well the township plans
its future, he said.

Reid estimated that the town-
ship's population — now about

'

5700 — would grow to 9,000 in .

1970 and 16,000 in 1980. It would
come mainly as a residential
growih from east to west, he said.

Christ did
not simply speak the truth; he
was truth; truth, through and
through; for truth is a thing not
of words, but of life and being,
Writing this article in the heat
of political combat, it is most
refreshing to read about the life
of a man who proved that the
grand character of truth is its
capability of enduring the test
of universal experience, and com-

This is money the state might
be forced to refund to several
out-of-state corporations.

Trouble siems from a re_cpnt
State Supreme Court decision
that Panhandle Eastern Pipe Line
Co. cannot be considered to be
operating in Michigan ‘and sub-
jeel 1o the state franchise tax.

The specific case decided by
the Michigan Supreme Court
held that Panhandle is pol re-
quired to pay a franchise {ax
on gas produced e1§e\\{here and
then piped into Michigan.

Sewerage System
Still Being Studied
By Novi Engineers

Engincers this week were con-
tinuing to investigate the feasi-
bility of a Novi township sewer-
age system, but if was called
“doubtful” that much would be
done about it until the spring,

Novi township supervisor Fra-
zer Staman said the township has
retained engineers and that they
have been making preliminary
studies during recent weeks.

.But he added that no decision
is apt to- be made until- after
the township elections February
18, afier which time the sewerage
project would become the prob-
lem of members either elecied or
re-elected o the board.

Staman said the biggest hurdle
will be passing qualifications of
the state health department. The
engineers retained by the town-
ship are making their studies
within the framework of state
regulations, -

Initial steps toward the sewer-
age system were taken a month
ago when Staman disclosed that
it had been determined that a
$3,000,000 - $4,000,000 sewerage
systém could: be financed. He said
the network would: probably be
paid for by subdivision develop-
ers,

The system-would: also include
a sewage disposal plant costing
about $300,000. The plant would
be paid for by revenue bonds,
ith ‘the initial money coming

the system could serve up to
15,000 customers in the township
and would be so designed that
more lines could be added in the
future. .

Back at Beginning

A drainage problem concern-
ing the new expressway in Novi
township is right back where it
started {wo months ago,

Contrary to reports two weeks

Circuit Court Refuses
Motion to Dismiss Suit

Novi township has won the first round of a legal fight to
part of its territory from annexing to the city of

The victory came November 13 when Oakland county

Final UF Returns

circuit court upheld the legality
of a Novi township suit contest-
ing an election three months ago
in which residents of the disputed
territory voled to annex to
Northville,

The land in question lies ad-
jacent to the northern limit of
Northville and includes some 82
acres surrounding the Amerman
school, :

Residents of the area voted-
unanimously for annexation on
August 7. .

Novi township filed suit short-
ly thereafter to have the election
invalidated on grounds that the
rest of the township should have
been allowed to vote in the elec-
tion, It is claimed in the suit that
the township would be deprived
of part of its tax base without
having a voice in the matter,

Northville countered with a
motion - to dismiss the suit on
grounds that such action must be
brought by a “citizen”, according
to law, and that Novi township
is not such a citizen.

It was this intenpretation that
was denied by Oakland county
cireuit court judge Clark J, Ad-
ams November 13. Adams called
it a “rather technical” point.

‘Reason should indicate that if
one citizen can bring such pro-
ceedings, certainly a group of
citizens should have a similar
right,” Adams said in. his court
opinion. )

“No strained construction of"
the statutes should be allowed,
to take this fundamental right of
inquiry from any segment of oui
society,” he added. o

Northville attorney Philip Ogil.
vie had argued before the court:
that the law specifiés the word
“citizen” and thus implies that a
suit<bringer should have ecitizen-
ship, voting rights and the other
qualities of a citizen. A township,
though it could be construed as
an ‘“individual” or ‘“person”,
should not be considered a “eiti-
zen", Ogilvie argued, = . .

Ogilvie said Northville no
has two choices in the matter: to
fight the'».
appeal Adams’ decision before
the state supreme court. He said
the final decision will rest with .
the Northville city council, .

Novi township attorney Archie
Leonard said he was pleased with
the court's opinion. He added that
the suit probably will not be
placed on the court docket until
after the start of the year.

This is the second annexation
fight between Novi and North-
ville, The first is the so-called
“Warren Products” case involving
a site on which the factory is lo-
cated, Circuit court also denied
a Northville motion to dismiss
that suit on a technicality. The
suit will be heard in the near
future,
