wi i i fail lo Governor Williams 
Dec. 1. On that date some 20 Su­
premo Court Justices, Circuit and 
Probate Judges Inust express 
their willingness to retire within 
30 days or forfeit all rights to re­
tirements benefits. Power to f i l l 
these vacancies is in the hands 
of the governor. 

Judges affected are those who 
began tiieir present term after 
reaciiing 70 years of age. In re­
cent interpretation of the Mich i ­
gan Judiciai Relircmenl Act, A t ­
lorney Generai Thomas M. Kava-
nagh ruled that these judges 
must give 30 days notice by Nov. 
30 if they intend to step down 
from lhe bench. Those who con­
tinue to hold their positions lose 
pension rights. 

Two-fold advantages accrue to 
Wiiiiams. Fii-st—the opportunity 
lo appoint deserving Democrats 
to high judicial posts. 

Since these judicial openings 
arc important positions, it is pro­
bable' that the governor can name 
men now holding lesser posts.

In 1947, when it became ap 
parent tiiat southeastern Mich i ­
gan soon would be engulfed by a 
sweeping shift to the suburbs of 
Detroit, forward-looking citizens 
helped set up a group to study 
the situation and make recom­
mendations for keeping the sub­
urban move under control. 

The result of that eHfort was 
the Detroit Metropolitan' .AI'ea 
Regional Planning CoInmission, 

' serving communities in Wayne, 
Oakland, Macomb, MoIlroe and 
Washtenaw counties./ 

Last montii, the commission is-
sued a periodical report citing 
results of recent studies, and tell­
ing what has been done and what 
still must be done if southeastern 

Michigan is to realize its ful l po­
tential. 

Here are some of their findings, 
as they affect the Northville and 
Novi areas. 

P L A N N I N G COMMISSIONS 
Of the 157 communities in the 

five counties, 66 of them — or 
almost half — have set. up local 
planning eotrvmissions. Together, 
the commissions have a budget 
of $700,000 to use in hiring p'lan-
ning consultants and stafifs and 
to work on a master plan for 
development of their communi­
ties. 

A l l Oakland county townships 
(Including Novi) 'have! zoning 
for the needs of the area. 

The commission has therefore 

suggested an intermediate solu­
tion: smail sewage treatment 
plants designed to serve? several 
conOTUnities. In the future,. as 
the area developed and the tax 
base increased, the lemiporary 
plants could be eliminated and a 
permanent region-wide system 
could be constructed. 

"But the continuous promiscu­
ous development of land wi th 
boards, but only 10 in Wayne 
c o u n t y (including Northville) 
have such boards. 

Rut of the l7 communities, only 
15 have set up land-use plans — 
although such a plan is one of 
the strongest recommendations of 
the planning commission. 

S E W A G E D I S P O S A L 
"Relief sewers, new sewerage 

•systems, and numerous exten­
sions of existing facilities are es-
sential," the report states. 

Yet- sewage disposal is one of 
the most plaguing problems In 
the area, because under present 
financing methods it is dlfificult— 
even impossible — to find money 
for inlerceptor sewers suJficient 
septic tanks and other makeshift 
sewage disposal facilities w i l l 
serve only to increase the num­
erous health hazards Which now 
exist," the report states. 

R E C R E A T I O N 
Plans cal l for some 135,000 

acres of land to be used for xec-
reaiional facilities in the area. 
With 45.000 acres now i n use, 
that means 90,000 more acres — 

primarily on the outskirts of De-
troii — should be set aside for 
public parks and recreation fa 
cililies. 

These areas would include all 
recreational pursuits from camp-
ing. boating and fishing to swim-
ming, winter sports and picnick-
ing. 

C H U R C H D E V E L O P M E N T 
A n example of how compli­

cated a single probiem can be 
was found in the future of 
chuI-ches — Protestant churches 
in parlicular. 

"Prolestant churches today face 
a new crisis," said the report, be­
cause of "an apparent possibility 
of physical incapability of keep­
ing up With the pace." One 

chuI-ch is needed for every 2,500 
persons of 700 homes — which 
means that by 1970 lhe region 
wi l l need 440 new churches, or 
an average of 30 a year. 

To this end, the commission 
suggests a master^planning of 
churches, or including churches 
in plans of developing communi­
ties. 

W H A T H A S B E E N DONE? 
Examples of what communi­

ties can do were shown by the 
commission in citing the work of: 

Birmingham 
The zoning ordinance was com­

pletely revised and eventually 
may include regulations on use 
of buildings, land bulk and even 
arrangement of buildings. 

Grosse Pointe 
Plans for parking lots, boat 

harbors and a master street plan 
have been adopted. 

RoseviUe 
The city has joined with East 

Detroit and St. Clai r Shores to 
plan installation if new storm 
sewei's and lines to replace the 
haphazard combined storm and 
sanitary systems now serving all 
three communities. 

St. Cla i r Shores 
A l l new subdivisions, high-

ways, school sites and shopping 
centers are studied by the local 
planning commission before ap­
proval is given to assure- that 
they fit into the city's master 
plan. 

Such are the efforts taken by 

other communities to meet the 
gi'owing swing to the suburbs — 
a trend that w i i l become even 
more pronounced in coming 
years. 

In Northville and Novi town­
ship, where the shift has yet to 
reach fuil strength, time still, re-
mains to begin work on planning 
for the future, the commission 
says. 

A n d if such planning is not 
done, boyi communities may 
come to have haphazard and even 
shabby appearances similar to 
the few Detroit-area cities and 
townships that were swallowed 
up by the movement before they 
realized the need for quick and 
effective action.

Trickey has planned several 
new services for the 1956 tax col­
lection. Self addressed envelopes 
are included with tax notices, for 
residents who wish to pay by 
check or money order. 

In addition, he w i l l be at the 
township ha l l to accept payment 
on seyerail Friday evenings, as 
wel i .as during the day on many 
MoIidays and Saturdays. Com-

,plete schedules are included with 
the tax notices. 

Trickey has asked that ta.xes 
be paid at the township hall 
rather than at his home so that 
large sums at money need not 
be kept in his house. 

Trickey also has worked with 
the county treasurer's office in 
attempting to correct misspell-
ings, incorrect names and incor­
rect addresses; 'He has asked resi-
dents to correct remaining errors 
when , they pay their taxes so 
that record's may be changed as 
soon as possible.

NorthVille township's 41 per­
cent increase, however, far out-
gained the 'Wayne county aver-
•age'.of 13 percent. 

o f the three countiies involved 
in the study, Macomb county 
mushroomed the most (a84,961-
to 318,000 for a 72 percent gain). 

Oakland county was next (396,-
001 to 582,000 for 47 percent) 
whi le . Wayne county trailed 
(2,435,235 to 2,770,000 for 13.7 
percent). , 

But Wayne' county had the 
greatest numerical growth 0334,-
765), followed by Oakland, (185-
999) ahd Macomib (133,039). 

Largest single percentage in ­
crease , was recorded in Oakland 
county where Oak Park grew by 
465 percent 05;276 to 29,800). 
Bloomfield t ownh ip showed at 
245 percent jump (3;851 to 13,300). 

In Wayne-county, the largest 
increase went to Riverview with 
a 246 percent! gain d,557 to 5,400) 
while Garden Ci ty was close be­
hind with a 201 percent gain 
(9,012 to 27,200). ' 

In booming Macomb county. 

Warren had a 243 percent gain 
(727, to 2,'500) while St. Claiir 
Shores increased' by ' 200 percent 
(19,823' to 59/500). 

Lar.gest Iiumericad, growth po-v 
curred'in Detroit (60,432) but 'St . 
Clair Shores (Z9,6T!) was not far 
behind. Other cities showing 
large .gains were Oak Pa rk (24,-
533), A l l e n Park (21,171) and 
-Royal Oak (21,702). 

The Wayne county increase of 
13 percent was admittedly mis-
leading, however. Exciudin-g De­
troit, with its weak 3.3 percent

The rezoning has been approv- ' 
ed by the township zoningboard 
and Oakland county.'coordinating 
committee and is now before the 
township board. That board post­
poned action two'.weeks ago'but . 
is expected to consider it again 
next Monday. 

''If the board passes it," Koes- . 
ter said, "the petitions w i l l . b e 
circulating by the following 
morning." 

To bring a public Vote, the pe­
titions must have' have signa­
tures of eight percent of the elec­
tors i n the last gubernatorial 
eledtion—or roughly 265. They 
must be filed wi thin 30 days af­
ter board approval of the re­
zoning. 

Meanwhile, state racing coIrt-
missioner James H . Inglis said 
this week he is keeping a Wait-
and-see attitude on the matter. . 

"I have not been contacted 
officially in regard to the track," 
Inglis said, "and can do nothing 
until — 'or i f -— an application, is 
made for a license." 

Asked^ if he takes public opin­
ion into consideration when- do-
ciding' on such matters, Inglis 
said. : 

" A l l parties would have a 
chance to present .evidence, and 
I would certainly listen to all 
sides."

That Art'ioie 3 of the Zoning Ordinance for the Ci ty of North­
vil ie shall be amended by adding thereto- the foilowing: 

Sction 3.15 O F F - S T R E E T P A R K I N G REQUI 'RBMENTS. In all 
zoning districts, off-street paridnig faeiiities for the storage or park­
ing of self-propelled motor vehicles for the use of occupants, em­
ployees, and patrons of the buiidIn.gs hereafter erected', or altered; 
or extended to the extent of 50% or more of its assessed valuation, 
after the effective date of this Ordinance, shall 'be provided and 
maintained as herein prescribed. 

(a) Loading space, as required in Section 3.13, shall not be con-
strued as supplying off-street parking space, 

(b) When units or measurements, determining the ntunber of 
required paIking spaces, result in requirement of a fractional space, 
any fraction up to and including one-half (%) shall be disregarded,

(c) Whenever a use requiring off-street parking is increased in 
floor area, and such use is located in a building existing on or be-
fore the effective date of this Ordinance, additional parking space 
for the additional floor area shiall be provided and maintained i n 
in amounts hcrea'fter specified for that use. 

Provided, however, i n the central business district, where the 
city and the various property owners have co-operativeiy develop­
ed i>arking facilities, and additional parking space as required for 
the increased fioor space is not availaible wIthin the required three 
hundred (300) feet as required in the second .paragraph of (e) below, 
the Oi'ty Planning Commission may through negotiations with' the 
owner of such property,' vary the iocation of such required parking 
spaces or agree to the owners particiipation i n other authorized 
parkiiig facilities which w i l l furnish the same amount of space as 
required for his increased fioor space. 

(d) For the purpose of this Ordinance, "Floor Area", in the case 
of offices, merchandising or service types of uses, shaii mean the 
gross fioor area used or intended to be used for services to the pub-
iic as customers, patrons, ciients or patients, or as tenants, inciudinig 
areas occupied for fixtures and equipment used for display or sale 
of merchandise. 

(e) Off-street parking facilities for one and two famiiy d-weii-
ings sliaii be located on tlIe same lot or plot of ground as the build­
ing they are intended' to serve. 

The iocation of required off-street parking facilities for other 
than one and two family dwellings shall b'e within three hundred 
(300) feet of the buiiding they are intended to serve, measured from 
the nearest point of the off-street parking facilities to the nearest 
point of the building. 

(f) Where a use is not specifically mentioned herein, ofif-street 
parking faeiiities required shall be the same as those required for a 
use mentioned herein which., is most similar or anaiagous to such 
unspecified uses. 

(g) Nothing in this section shall be construed to prevent the col­
lective provision of off-street parking facilities for two or more 
buildings or uses; provided, such facIiities shall not be less than 
the sum of the requirements for the various individual uses' com­
puted separately in accordance wi th the following table.

(5) Necessary curbs or other protection against damage to ad­
joining properties, street and sidewalks shall be provided and main­
tained. 

(6) No sign shall be erected upon such parking lots, except not 
more than one (l) 'Sign at each entrance to indicate the operator, tlie 
piupose for which operated', and the parking rates. Such signs shall 
exceed fifteen (.15) square feet in area, shall not extend more than 
ten (10) feet i n height above the nearest curb, and shall be entirely 
upon the parking lots. 

(7) Plans for the development of any such parking lot must be 
approved by the Ci ty Manager tiefore construction is started. No 
such iand shall toe used for parking untii approved by the buiiding 
inspector.

Insulation plays the dual role 
of making the home cooler in 
summer ( by keeping the heat 
OUT) and warmer in winter (by 
keeping the heat IN). 

Insulating can save fuel con­
sumption from 20 to 40 percent 
depending on the type and 
amount of insulation used. 

Usually a home owner can do 
his own attic insulation, either 
by stapling blaiiket insulation 
between the roof 'rafters or by 
spreading bulk insulating materi-
al between the attic floor joists. 

There are four basic forms of 
insulation material, as follows; 

FLEXIBLE insulation takes the 
form of "blankets" enclosed in 
heavy paper covering. It comes 
in long rolls, "batts'' and pre-cut 
sections, all of such size as to fit 
in hollow spaces between studs, 
rafters and joists in walls or un­
der the roof. 

FILL-TYPE Insulation comes 
in bales or bags. It is loose ma­
terial which can be poured into 
place. It can be either dumped 
between floor joists in the attic, 
put into small spaces by hand or 
blown into walls or ceilings. 

INSULATING BOARDS, rigid 
or semi-rigid, may be used as a 
base for plaster or can become 
tiie decorative finish themselves. 
They are especially popular for 
finishing off an attic or base­
ment. 

REFLECTIVE M A T E R I A L S , 
such as aluminum foils bonded 
to tough buiiding papeL insul­
ate by turning back heat in much 
the same manner as a mirror re­
flects light.

TOO MANY PEOPLE in too 
little space. That's the probleIn 
the Michigan Department of Con-
seri'ation must faice as it trys to 
pi-ovide adequate park facilities 
for residents and tourists in the 
years ahead. 

Mioliigan's 59 state parks are 
already bulging at the seaIjIs. In 
1955 some 18 million persons 
jammed the state's playground 
areas. According to Gerald Eddy, 
director of the Department of 
ConseI'vation, this figure is ex­
pected to swell to more than 38 
million persons in the next 10 
years. 

Crowded conditions multiply 
the problems. Already, parking 
spaces are often unavailable. San­
itary facilities are inadequate. 
Picnic tables are difficult to lo­
cate. On week ends the problem 
becoInes most acute. 

_ Equipment in parks needs con­
stant replacement. Age, heavy 
usage, and weather conditions all 
take their toll. 

To do a good job, additional 
funds are necessaiy for proper 
liiaintenance and an expansion 
of facilities. According to a re­
port by the Automobile Club of 
Michigan, tho state is falling be­
hind the nation not only in ex­
panding facilities, but in keeping 
tiie present pa:* system properly 
maintained. 

Excluding headquarlers pei'-
sonnel, tiiei'e is an average of 
only one employe for every 400 
acres of park land, says AAA. It 
becomes an impossible task to 
keep washrooms clean, grounds 
free from litter, picnic tables and 
stoves in repair.

StaJe Legislatures have been 
reluctant to increase appropria­
tions. In 1951, the Conservation 
Department received approxi­
mately $2 million to provide for 
both maintenance and expan-

slightly more than $3% million. 
During the same .period attend­
ance shot up ft'om 12 million to 
17 million persons. 

In other words, Michigan 
spends about 14c for each park 
visitor. The national average is 
30c per visitoL

To spearhead a $2 million dol­
lar progi'am, tlie Conservation 
Department is asking the legis­
lature to allot $6 million for parks 
in 1957. One-half this amount 
would be spent for new land— 
the rest for Inaintenance and-im­
provements. In subsequent years 
more of tlie money would be 
spent for park improvement, less 
for land. 

If successful, the appropria­
tions must be spread over a five-
year period. This means several 
future legislatures must act fav­
orably on the bills,

What are the alternatives? The 
A A A makes four proposals in ad­
dition to increased legislative ap 
propriations. 1) Sell windshield 
"stickers" that would permit^a 
car to visit any state park in the 
system as often as desu-ed during 
the year of issue, regardless of 
the number ot people in the car. 
2) Charge a pai-king fee. 3) 
Charge an admission fee for cars 
and passengers. 4) Sell a Bond 
issue, to be retired out of park 
concession returns and oil, gas 
iind other Inineral royalties, 

One final alternative; Withhold 
the money, l»t the parks decay 
and lose Inany of Michigan's rec­
reational areas. 

NOW THAT DUST is settling 
in the recent state political cam­
paign, a calmer view is emerg­
ing from the political charges 
that industry is leaving Michi­
gan because of high taxes and 
labor costs. 

In a survey conducted by the 
Michigan chapter of the Society 

man, president of the group re-
ports that three industrial firms 
have moved into Michigan for 
evei'y one leaving the state.

Tlie survey indicates that Mich­
igan is continuing to grow in in­
dustrial strength and is holding 
its own against competition from 
other states. Charges that indus­
try is moving out of the state be­
cause of high taxes and labor 
costs ''have either been unfound­
ed or grossly exaggerated," Ros-
man states. 

"Michigan has one of the most 
outstanding industrial develop­
ment programs in the .nation, and 
I feel it's important lo show every 
individual that he has a share in 
it,'' Rosman concludes.

Tho stakes are high. Posts to be

Winners in this election will 
hold control over state highways, 
schools and thc judicial system. 

Biggest plum falls to the next 
Highway Commissioner, Many 
roads planned for years will soon 
be opened. With aUnost unlimit­
ed building funds available in 
the near future, whoever holds 
the post is certain to reap more 
glory and fewer tears. 

All these jobs are currently 
held by Republicans with the ex­
ception of the Supreme Court 
post. Charles M. Ziegier is ex­
pected to seek re-election as high­
way commissioner. The Demo­
crats will probably oppose him 
with Carl McMonagle, a former 
member of Ziegler's staff, now 
working on highway safety pro-
gram at Michigan State Univer­
sity. 

Clair L. Taylor, currently the 
State Superintendent of Schools, 
will run again according to cap-
itol sources.

He 
further charged Lodge with sim­
ilar incidents.in the past, 

Lodge was not present at the 
meeting to answer the charges. 
Contacted later by the Novl News, 
Lodge said, "No comment." 

Specifically, Trickey said he 
had seen Lodge pulling up be­
hind tlie car in question and talk 
to the, driver. Moments later, 
Trickey said, a Novi policeman— 
apparently called by Lodge—ar­
rived and talked lo the driveL 

Trickey added that the driver 
told him he had no driver's lic­
ense biit that no ticket had been 
issued to him. The driver also 
said Lodge had shown a badge, 
Trickey said. 

"A building Inspector has no 
right acting as a policeman,'' 
Trickey said. "I've had com-

• plaints about it, and I think he 
should be told to stop it." 

Several members of the audi­
ence spoke up in agreement with 
Trickey. 

Supervisor Frazer Staman said 
he had investigated Trickey's 

complaint and was told by Lodge 
that he had not stepped out of 
the bounds of his office in the in­
cident.

After several months of stormy 
public debate,, a controversial 
zoning amendment that would 
allow estalblishment of a race 
track in Novi township was pass­
ed Monday night. 

Township board members vot­
ed unanimously for the amend­
ment. 

Within minutes after the board 
meeting ended, however, peti­
tions were circulated in the town-
ship chambers to call a public 
referendum on the zoning change. 
Other petitions were turned over 
lo directors of the Willowbrook 
Community association for theur 
use if they desire. 

The petitions, if properly filed 
with soIhe 285 signatures, would 

force a'public vote. It would be 
the last chance for opposition to 
theiamendment. 

The township board's vote sur­
prisingly ..came without a word 
of 'dissent from the audience of 
some 30 persons, a number of 
whoIn h^Ve spoken out violently 
against the nowTpermitted race 
track; Several of them indicated 
they -preferred to let the amend-
ihent be passed and then prepare 
to fight it. 

Petitions must be filed within 
30 days after Monday night if the 
referendum is to toe called. 

The board's action thus brings 
to a head several months of argu­
ment/during which plans have 

-been .teleased bit by bit for a 

multi-minion dollar race track 
and sports center at Meadow-
brook and Grand RiveL The plan 
was blocked until Monday night 
by the site being zoned M-l . 

But the new amendment chang­
es its zoning to M-3 and would 
permit a race track there as a 
legitimate business. 

The Novi Raceways organiza­
tion, backer of the project, now 
has the approval necessary to 
appear before slate racing com­
missioner James H. Inglis and 
ask for a track license. Whether 
lhat would be done soon has not 
been indicated. 

Township zoning board and 
board members have stressed, 
however, that the amendment 

grants approval only of unspeci-
fied heavy industry — and not a 
race track in particular. Several 
other industries are reportedly 
interested in part of the site, al-
Ihougli it is common ltnowledge 
—through the revealed plans-
thai the proposed track Is re-
ceiving high consideration. 

Board Inemibers 'also have point­
ed out that blocking of the race 
tr^ck—by turning down the 
amendment—would have exclud-
ed all heavy industry from the 
site, and might have set a prece­
dent that would keep out such 
industry from the entire town-
ship.

said, "she was gone. I checked 
through the airlines office and 
found she had bought two tickets 
for Cleveland.

fund. 

She apparently had come to 
Hill to give credence to a story, 
told to one of her acquaintances, 
that Hill was her attorney. 

But, Hill said', he began in­
vestigating her recommendations 
and found that her "bookkeeper'' 
had been dead for seven years 
and that her "former attorney'' 
denied ever hearing of heL 

Hill said he then investigated 
around Northville and discovered 
the wide-spread extent of her 
dealings. Stâ e police were con­
tacted shortly after that, he said. 

Police list 22 aliases, most of 
which used "Elizabeth" as her 
first name. She also used "Chau­
vin" in the past spelling it as 
"Shovin'' or "Shovan''. 

Acquaintances describa her as 
about 5 feet, 4 inches tall, rather' 
heavy, and with a peculiar rasp-' 
ing Voice that comes out as a 
barely audible whisper.
