MISSING — 23,000 Miciijgan 
Veterans! Tiiat's tiic number who 
have yet to appiy for their state 
Korean bonus. 

Maj. Gen. George C. Moran, 
state adjutant genei-ai, warns that 
the time is now growing short. 
According to tlie terms of the 
.net, form.ii application Ijiust be 
in tiic mails before Jiijdnigiit of 
March 6, 1957. 

Except for stragglers, most of 
the Michigan bonus money is 
paid. General Moran states that 
payinents now total more than 
$56 million to some 204,170 vet­
erans. There were 3,948 claims 
i-cjocted and 1,646 are still be­
ing pi'ocesscd. 

When tho slate bonus act first 
took effect, 14 Army officers and 
177 civil service employes were 
needed to handle the avaianch of 
claims. Now oniy one officer and 
14 civiiian empioyes remain on 
the staff. 

About 35 40 50 claims are re­
ceived weekly. At this rate only 
some 700 wiil .bo I'eceived by the 
March 6 dealinc. The question 
reiiiains: wliere are the 22,300 
other eligible vetci'ans?

"CHRISTINAS TREE Boule­
vard," a sli'ctcii of US Highway 
27 in Otsego County, is once 
again open for a one month sea­
son that wiil provide an ultimate 
S5 miiiion ci'op and happiness in 
thousands of homes throughout 
the state. 

Ordinarily a noI'mal part of 
the stale highway system, Christ­
mas Ti'oe Boulevard gets its 
name fi-om the many trucker's 
depots that once each year set 
up shop, stockpiling the. sweet-
smelling greenery that Inoans 
Christmas throughout southern 
Michigan and parts of Ohio and 
Indiana. 

SoIne 1,350,000 trees -make up 
the 1956 crop. By December 14 
most will be in city lots or al­
ready reaching homes for decor­
ation. 

While ihe selling season is 
shoi't — approximateiy one 
month — it is the result of long 
years of hard work in a risky 
business. A scotch pine Iiiay 
bring around $1.75 at depots, but 
first it must survive eight years 
of weather, insects and fire. 

That $1.75 isn't all profit eith­
er. Such expenses as taxes, 
spraying, cutting and trucking 
costs must be deducted first. And 
there is no accurate guide to an­
ticipate itho market in advance. 
Some years, supply can't begin 
to meet the demand. Other years 
the market may be glutted with 
trees. 

The Yuletide tradition tha-t 
makes the Christmas tree an im­
portant part of every home, also 
makes a valuable annual crop 
for Michigan.

THE "BOILER ROOM" sales­

men are busy again In Michigan. 
Latest story comes from Grand 

Rapids where they soid Inore 
than 100,000 booklets supposedly 
"for" Kent county civii defense. 
Now the complaints are roiling 
in to the city's Better Business 
Bureau. 

A boiler room salesman gets 
his name from the operation he 
carries on — usuaiiy from a tem­
porary oJifice using a telephone 
to make all contacts. In the trade 
they're called "phonemen." 

I His jiiethod follows a siIiiilar 
pattern wherever he sets up op 
orations. First he finds a civic 
o:-ganization or some legitimate 
group who wants to raise money 
for a worthy cause or promote a 
worthwhile projects. He promises 
the gj-oup lie will do the job 
"pI-ofessionally" and raise moi-e 
money than could be obtained 
otherwise. The ginwiick: ho gets 
a percentage of all tlie money 
pledged. 

Next step is to start telephon­
ing. It Inay be calls to merchants 
to "sell" advertising or it may be 
to the generai public asking for 
"pledges" of Inoney for the wor­
thy cause. Phonemen use the 
name ot the organization freeiy 
and drop names of well known 
local personages to warm-up 
their "victims". 

They collect their povconiage 
as soon as they finish, move on 
to another town and leave the 
civic group to collect all the 
"pledges" as well as tlic woes 
that foilow. In the case of pledg­
es, many groups learn to their 
soITOw that they have a difficult 
time collecting the money once 
tho professionals ai-e gone, 

The Civil Defense booklet in 
Gi'and Rapids is a typical exam-
pic. Tiierc, they promised that 

the book would be "local" in nat­
ure and assuiTed officials that no 
boiler room tactics would be used. 

They followed up their "prom­
ises" by selling 600 local meI-ch-
an-ts 150 of the books at $49,50 
for distribution to custoIners, 
Each manual ivas to have the 
merchants name on it. 

Instead of providing the book­
lets, iiicrciiants received 150 
stickers to disti-jbute. Customers 
had 'to send to a firm in Illinois 
for the book. When it was re­
ceived, the oi'iginai mailing stick­
er with the merchant's name was 
stuck to the book to fulfill the 
promise of the "name imprint". 

Of course, if not all 150 orders 
were mailed in, the Illinois com­
pany didn't have io apply that 
many manuals.

From the looks of things, D. M , Parkinson has Won his bat-
tie to get something done about a drainage problem that has plag­
ued him and his neighbors for the past eight months, 

State highway officials announced this week that they plan 
to construct a large culVert — 
actually a small bridge — under 
the new Brighton - Farmington 
expressway near Tait road. 

The new culvert is expected to 
correct a situation that left the 
property of Parkinson and other 
residents of TatiJt road under wat­
er several times during the sum-
mer. 

Parkinson bad complained to 
" v̂arious state higliway and Oak-

land county road officials dur­
ing recent months, but had no 
definite results until writing to 
Michigan Governor G. Mennen 
Williams. 

WJUiams' legal adviser turned 
the maWer over to state highway 
conmiissioner Charles Ziegler 
three weeks ago and by this 
week plans had been drawn up 
for the new culvert. 

A highway department spokes­
man said the cost of the project 
will come from expressway 
funds and will not be assessed 
to residents of the area. 

It was exipected that contracts 
Would be let this week and that 
construction could start sometime 

-."ioon. Target date for completion 

is sometime in April, according 
to the spokesman. 

Construction will be handled 
by the Oakland county road com­
mission. 

According to commission engi­
neer Leon Belknap, the cudvert 
wiii be lo feet wide and eigJit 
feet high and will cross from one 
.side of the double-ribbon express­
way to the other. 

At present, only two small cor­
rugated iron tubes handle the 
water flow. 

Pavement has not yet been 
laid over the site and a highway 
department spokesman said the 
opening will not be paved until 
the new culvert Is constructed. 

Supervisor Frazer Staman also 
had contacted county and state 
officials in Parkinson's behalf 
and had been unable to get def­
inite action until the highiway de­
partment's announcement t h i s 
v/eek. M one point, Staman sug­
gested that Parltinson get a court 
order to stop work on the ex­
pressway until the inadequate 
di-ainage was cleared up.

In addition, voters will decide 
whether school board members 
shall bo paid $100 per year. 

To vote, residents must be 21, 
a U.S. citizen, i-esident of Mich­
igan for six months and a resi­
dent of the school district for 30 
days. 

The school board election be­
came necessary on October 29 
when residents of four districts 
voted 404-B2 to consolidate into 
tile present Novi community 
school district. The former dis­
tricts were Novi No. 8, East Novi 
No. 2, Putnam and Durfee.

He took the job of making 
the decorations for the show on 
a bid to the George P. Johnson 
Display company in Detroit, who 
decorated the entire coliseum for 
the event. 
. With the help of two former 
students, his wife Audrey, and 
almost anyone who chanced to 
drop in, more than 150 plaster 
cases were completed—of which 
135 were used. The extras were 
ordered as replacements in case 
of breakage in shipment to New 
York. 

With the design before him on 
paper, his first job was to make 
a wooden pattern. Next, a rub­
ber mold in which the plaster 
was poured was formed from the 
pattern. The molds were then fill­
ed with plaster for the final mot­
ifs—those now hanging in the 
coliseum. 

The iTiotifs were made in three 
sizes: six feet long (weighing 
over 200 pounds each), four feet 
(over 60 pounds), and l5 by 21-
inch plaques (20 pounds each). 

When the plaster casts were 
hardened, the job was still un­
finished. Each had to be rein­
forced so it could be properly 
displayed. 

The motifs were shipped in 
stai'k white, and trimmed with 
rod and gold paint after arrival 
in New York. Unfortunately, the 
Beckers will be unable to go to 
New York to see them in full 
dress. 

In addition to his wife,. Bill 
had four other regular helpers 
and observers while doing the 
job—their four children. Gary, 
the only boy in the family. Is six; 
Cristie is five, Merilee is 11 
months and Margaret Ann Is 
eight. 

When the last of the motifs 
were ofif to the big city, Mar­
garet Ann lamented: "And after 
they're through with them, 
they're just going to throw them 
away.''

To the taxpayers of Oakwood 

Subdivision of the City of North-
ville and the taxpayers of Oak­
land County in Fractional Dis­
trict No. 2 (NorthviUe School Dis-
tricl): 

-We are in agreement that a 
new high school is needed^ but 
under the present circumstances, 
it should wait until the taxes of 
the whole school district are ad­
justed to an equal basis for the 
whole area. 

To be equalized at the present 
time, tax assessments aI-e multi­
plied in Wayne County's school 
distiict by 1,07% and in Oakland 
County's .portion of the Nortiiville 
school district, assessments are 
multiplied by 1.82%. This means 
tiiat all people in the Oakland 
County portion of the school dis­
trict pay approximately 55% 
more school taxes than the peo­
ple in the Wayne County por­
tion of the NorthviUe school dis­
trict. And they call this equali­
zation!! 

Example: One the new $3,000,-
000 bond issue, the 8,50 mills pro­
posed to be assessed would cost 
Wayne County's taxipayers 8.50 
miiis per $1,000, and the Oakland 
County portion approximately 13. 
mills per $1,000. In other words, 
the Oakland County portion 
wouid be paying at all times, ap­
proximately 55% more s c h o o l 
taxes! 

Accoi'ding to the aibove figures, 
which have been checked against 
recent tax statements, the people 
of thc City of Northville of the 
Oakland (bounty portion of tho 
Nortliii'iile school district cannot 
afford to assume this unequal 
financial responsibility of the 
$3,000,000 bond issue. 

Please bear in mind that tho 
above mentioned $3,000,000 bond 
issue is merely for buildings and 
school site and does not include 
the operating ejqpenses which 
wili rcsuit in extra millage for the 
taxpayer!

Is S e l e c t i o n of the R i g h t T r e e 

When Northviile residents per­
form the ritual of selecting the 
Christmas tree, they might weli 
remember tiiat fragrance is one 
of the most noticeable features 
of an evergreen. Ail of the pines, 
the white pine in pai-tieulaL have 
a very pleasing smell. 

Firs aUso have quite a pleasing 
fragrance, but that of the spruce 
is sometimes objectionable. 

But a tree without needles will 
give no pleasure — fragrant or 
otherwise — at all. If your tree 
often sheds its needles before 
you want to take it down, here 
are a few tips on the selection 
nnd care of your Christmas tree 
to help you got the most enjoy­
ment from it. 

Some trees hold their needles 
much longer than others. Red, 
white and Scotch pines have ox-
ceiicnt needle holding ability. In 
llie low humidity and high tem­
perature of your home, you may 
expect these trees to hold their 
needles from the second week of 
December into January. Firs wili 
hoid their needles through the 
holidays; spi'uce arc the first to 
shed their needles. 

After you have decided wheth­
er a Pino, spruce or fir besl suit 
your needs, you must choose your 
individual tree. The most attract­
ive tree is quite dense and has 
good baiance. The setting for the 
tree will dictate what type of 
balance you need, 

A tree with full sides and one 
rather flat side is perfect to use 
against a waU. A tree in a corner 
needs only two full sides while a 
tree in a picture window must 
have four attractive sides, A good 

taper is also important. The sides 
of a perfect tree taper at a 30 
degree angle from tho bottom 
straight to the top. The more 
ciosely a tree resembles a syIn-
molricai cone tho more attractive 
is its shape, 

A dark green to blue-green tree 
is lhe most beautiful, while a 
greenish-yellow tree Inay look 
pale. Watch for trees that look 
pressed together; they probably 
have been cut very eariy and 
stored. These trees are not fresh 
and WiU not be altractive. 

Just a' I'eminder that the av­
erage ceiling is eight feet high; 
when you have to cut the top off 
to make it fit, the tree iooics 
chopped off. Unless you plan to 
cut tlie bottom off to use as fol­
iage, buy a ti-ee that fits the 
room. 

After you choose just tho righ 
tree, take care of it; Cut one and 
one-half inches from the trunk 
and place thc tree in a pail of 
watpr until you arc ready to set 
it up. Use a stand which hoids 
water to keep the tree fresh and 
safe, and replenish the water 
frequently. Water is as efifeclivo 
a fii;e retardarit as thc latex base 
sprays. 

For the safest, most attractive 
lrco, make a wise selection and 
give it lots of water.

Burning logs add a serenity to 
the indoor pleasures of Christmas. 
But there's a practical side to the 
firepiace blaze — so here are a 
few pointers on the purchase of 
fire wood. 

Apple wood is one of the finest 
fireplace woods. It holds well in 
the fireplace and gives a lot of 
heat. Apple wood also has a very 
pleasant aroma. 

If you like a crackling fire, 
white birch is what you need. 
Elm and aspen are rather poor 
burning woods, but oak is highly 
desirable. 

Though limb wood is less ex-
pensive it is more porous and 
body or trunk wood is a better 
buy. You will get more units of 
heat from the trunk wood so you 
can use less of it. Bark removed 
at the sawmill is sold very inex­
pensively as slab wood, As a 
bargain product it is reasonably 
good. The thick bark and this 

I wood burn wilh a smoky fire. 

Tho gayoty in tho air during 
the holidays can bo even more 
fun wilh mistioloe — especially 
when its made more attractive 
wilh a "kissing ring". 

Wind an embroidery hoop or a 
circle of-, cardboard with while 
crepe paper or satin ribbon, Then 
cover the ring with colored tape 
or ribbon. Place the mistletoe 
spray in tiie, ring and fasten it 
wilh a big bow at the top. 

Suspend the kissing ring in a 
doorway or arch —and let tho 
mistletoe do the rest!

''Jesus saith unto him (Thom 
as), I am the way, the truth, and 
the life: no man cometh unto the 
Father, but by me. This is the 
third article from my study on 
this text, Jesus was saying to 
Thomas that he was about to de-

Our thought for the day has 
relevance in the Advent of Christ. 
"In the beginning was the Word, 
and the Word was with God, and 
the Word was God, . ,AU things 
were made by him; and without 
iiim was not any thing made that 
was made. In him-was life; and 
the life was the light of men," 
The main objectiVe for the com­
ing of Christ into the world was 
that men might obtain life, "I am 
come that they might have life,'' 
said Jesus, "and that they might 
have it more abundantly," He 
was addressing people who had 
ample physical life with all of 
its appuntenances; yet, they were 
quite baffled at the special type 
of life to which- Jesus made ref­
erence. According to the Bible 
Jesus Christ is the author of all 
true life. 

There are four distinct levels 
of life upon which man Inight be 
residing: (l) Vegetaible life. Man 
is viewed as being merely a ma-
oliine. He is mostly what he is 
by virtue of heredity and envir­
onment. At times, he functions 
a? an unconscious being. Some-
limes man's behavior is referred 
to in these words "He hasn't a 
brain in his head." A percentage 
nf people residing in our institu­
tions for the feeble minded is of 
this class. '(2) Animal life. Here 
man would live almost entirely 
fay glandular action and,selfish 
ambition, with little sfjnse of 
moral responsibility. If this were 
all that man was, he would not 

be responsible for his acts. The 
little love that he demonstrated 
would find its counteI'part in ani­
mal-horse's concern for its colt, 
or the male for its mate. The 
animal lives to eat. Paul speaks 
of just such people that "serve 
their own bellies." (3) Moral life. 
This is the stratum of man's life 
where human behavior is con-
trolled by some moral inhibitions. 
He expects to achieve the good-
life by vh'tue of self-effort. He 
has been callgd a humanist or 
naturalist. He might be the man 
or woman in our community who 
makes a good neighbor and is 
well respected among his fellow-
men, but has neveh sensed, his 
need of a change of heart thrtiugh 
the power of the gospel of Jesus 
Christ. He has never recognized 
morality's debt to Christianity, 
Living on this plain means that 
the soul and body are active, 
while that part of man's being 
capable of loving and serving 
Him with a glad heart, the spirit, 
is dormant. He is described in 
the Bible as being "dead in tres-
passes and sins''. To the claims 
of the spirit he is dead. He cannot 
see beyond the skies nor within 
the confines of his own heart. 
(4) Spiritual Life, or the life of 
the God-fearing man. Any man 
that has any knowledge of God 
whatsoever should seek this life. 
To those who have witnessed the 
knowledge of the historic Jesus 
should feel forever condemned of 
living short of It, It is the life 
made real through the new-birth 
of the soul. The spirit of man 
must be quickened and trans­
formed by the power of God un­
til he is indeed a Son of God in 
reality. This is the stratum that 
God would have us see and seek 
to live. Let us see how it works 
out in human conduct. 

A few years ago I saw a car­
toon representing the last three 
levels mentioned. The Animal 
Life exipressed in human conduct 
is pictured by a mmister inter-
Viewing an overly comfortable 
man, indiififerent to God and man. 
This coiTiulent person is sitting 
in a comfortable chair with a big 
cigar in his mouth and a glass in 
his hand. He is saying to the 
minister, "Sorry reverend — but 
— I, etc." He is the man wlio does 
less for others than he would 
have them do unto him. The 

Moral Life is depicted by the 
clasping of two hands in the con­
ventional handshake. This is the 
Golden Rule Level — do unto 
others as you would have them 
do unto you. The Life of the 
God-fearing Man is pictured by 
a man holding the hand of a lit-
t;e girl with pig-tails. Immedi­
ately back of her is a mother 
with a baby in her arms and a 
man with a crutch, The servant 
of the Lord is here doing more 
for others than he 'would have 
them do unto him. The late Dr, 
Einstein expressed a great insight 
to a young Inan who was seeking 
his formula for success. This was 
his counsel. "Put more into life 
than you ever expect to take 
out of it.'' Was this not what 
Jesus meant when he said, "He 
that findeth his life shall lose 
it: and he that loseth his life 
for my sake shall find it.'' Isn't 
this the story of Van Dyke's 
"The Other Wiseman?'' This is 
the meaning of Advent, THIS IS 
THE LIFE. Do we have It?

The treacherous corner of Grand River and Novi roads is 
under attack again — by a grou^ of mothers who want the cor-
ner made safer for, their children on the Way to school. 

The Novi Mothers club has started action designed to obtain 
school-zone conditions at the in-
tersection, where several daniger-
ous accidents and near accidents 
have occurred recenitly. 

The mothers are being sup-
ported \>y the township police de­
partment, Novi school officials 
and townshiip board members, 

SpeciJiicaily, the mothers would 
like several steps taken at and 
near the intersection: 

— ĥe area to be declared a 
school zone with appropriate 
signs marking it. 

—flashing amber lights near 
the school to warn motorists, 

—lower speed limits, especially 
on Grand River where it is now 
40 mph. 

Main difficulty at the crossing 
is that Grand River, a state high-
\vay, does not fall within the jur­
isdiction of Novi township. All 
speed limits and regulations on 
the busy trunk line are set by 
Michigan state police officials. 

To tackle the problem, the 
Mothers club school relations 
committee is now making a 
study of conditions and drawing 
up a concrete list of recommen­
dations. On the committee are 
club president Mrs. Royal Snow, 
Mrs, Russell Taylor, Mrs. Homer 
Rose, Mrs. Fred Loynes and Mrs, 
Erwin F'Geppert. 

At the same time, Novi super­
intendent Frazer Staman offered 

to consult with . Michigan state 
police in behalf of the Mothers 
club to see what steps might be 
taken to make the. crossing safer. 
Such a meeting would occur af­
ter the club has made its report. 

Furthermore, Novi school sup­
erintendent William Medlyn said 
the Oaklarid road commission 
will soon make a traffic survey 
on the -roads to determine con­
ditions there. 
• Novi township police chief Lee 
BeGole spoke to the Mothers 
club Monda.y night at the club's 
request, From the standpoint of 
the township police, BeGole told 
the mothers, a main diffliculty 
is lack of manpoweL 

Only one township policeman 
is on diuly at one time, making it 
impossible lo be at tlie corner 
every morning, noon and after­
noon. Poiice do, however, help 
safety patrol boys at the corner 
whenever possible, he added. . 

The Grand River-Novi road in­
tersection has long been the 
scene of severe accidents, includ­
ing a number of fatalities. In re­
cent weeks, at least two huge 
gravel trucks have crashed 
through red lights at the inter­
section. One smashed into a used 
car lot, wrecking seven cars. The 
other struck a car ddven by a 
township woman,

Novi school will go on display 
in Switzerland next year before 
educators from' more than 75 
countries. 

A,brochure showing th'S»school 
building and telling all'details of 
its construction has -been chosen 
to be displayed in (Seneva at the 
International Conference on Pub­
lic Education. 

Novi will be featured along 
with several lother American 
schools in the UlBted States ex-
hibit at the "conference. 

The ex-hibit will b-egin next 
July and last for a year. ' 

Novi school was elected for the 
honor by Ray L, Hamon, chief 
of the school housing section of 
tho U,S, Department of Health, 
Education and Welfare in Wash-
ington, D.C, 

The school also will be on dis-

play in February at the architec­
tural exhibit of school buildings 
at the national conference of the 
American Association of School 

Administrators in Atlantic City, 
It;was'-from this exhibit that 
No|vi,.was chosen for the Geneva 
display.- • ' 

In a written description- of the 
building, Novi superintendent 
William Medlyn pointed out that 
it Was designed to serve a dual 

purpose: - to . accommodate stud-
ents up through the eighth grade 
at present, yet to be adaptable 
only to early elementairy students 

in later years. 
The long, low building has 

eight classrooms, a library that 
can be converted into -two class-
rooms, a teachers' lounge, health 
rooip, two offices, locker-shower 
room and heating plant, 

In addition, five classrooms 
have work-sinks and built-in 
wardrobe facilities. 

Most unusual feature of the 
building is its low-transmission 
window glass — glass which re­
duces glare,and controls bright­
ness of natural daylight. Addi­
tional lighting is a d m i t t e d 
through slydomes and is control­
led by light wells and plastic 
light diHusers. 

The. Novi brochure also des­
cribes jOther details of the school's 
construction — from materials 
and finishes to mechanical de-
vices and its electrical system.
