Safety experts are scratching
their heads and crossing their
fingers as they point oui that
traffic deaths in the state have
turned downward for the first
time in several years.

For the first 10 months of 1956,
the road death total is 1,426, a
saving of 188 lives over the same
period for 1055, Provisional fig-
ures for November indicate an
estimated 50 less deaths in the
that month compared to a year
ago.

The trend is nationwide, Deaths
for 1956 traffic accidents are low-
er in almost every state, ruling
out possible local factors. Safely
officials hope their long cam-
paign is bearing {ruit.

More cnforcement of moving
traffic violations may be one of
the factors promoting better driv-
ing. In Michigan the new speed
limit, increased size of the State
Police and'a stepped-up cnforce-
ment policy are reflected in the
year's traffic arrests.

A BLOW AGAINST THE fi-
nancially  irresponsible driver
was struck by former Judge Rob-
ert S, Marx who charged in a
Detroit speech that Michigan's
auto liability laws are obsolete
and ineffective.

In a speech before Detroit's
Economic eclub, the Cincinnati
jurist claimed that drivers who
were held to blame for 600 of the
state's 2,004 fatal accidents dail-
ed to pay damages.

Present law in Michigan re-
quires that drivers either carry
auto insurance or be finincially
responsible for accidents they
cause, Under this law, a driver
receives no attention from au-
thorities until he has (failed to
pay damages in an accident,
Marx says that irresponsible
drivers often get away to cause
more accidents they do not pay
for,

Implying that Michigan's laws
are like locking the barn after
the horse has Dbeen stolen, Marx
states “ncither safety nor re-
sponsibility is provided” under
them, “If it is desirable to have
proof of financial responsibility
after one accident,” he says, “it
is just as nccessary before any
accident occurs.”

Township clerk Hadley Bach-
ert said he scheduled the vote for
February 18 to make it coincide
with the township primary elec-
tion on the same date.

The petitions and election pro-
cedure are now being studied by
township attorney Archie Leon-
ard to assure that the vote is
legally in order.

Specifically, the question at
stake is whether a site at Grand
River and Meadowbrook road
(the so-called Holcomb nroperty)
shall be rezoned from M-1 (light
industry) to M-3 (heavy indus-
try). The rezoning has been ap-
proved by the township zoning
board and township board, and
would have become law if the
referendum had not been de-
manded, :

The petitions submitted Mon-
day contained 485 signatures —
far more than the 171, required,

Henbert Koester president of
the Novi township Democratic
club and a candidate for super-
visor, submitted the petitions.
But it was pointed out that the
signatures represented a cross-
section of the township regardless
of political lines. ’

More than half the signatures
were from residents” of” Willow-
braock Village. Other petitions,
circulated in Walled Lake and
other areas, were not submitted
because the necessary number
had already been'far surpassed.

Behind the vote is a proposed
$5,500,000 race track planned to
be built at the Grand River~
Meadowbrook location by Novi'
Raceways, a group headed by B.
F. Gregoric and George Kovacs,

To build the track, the site
must be rezoned from light in-
dustry to heavy industry in line
with the township zoning ordin-
ance,

Affer several months of dis-
cussion, during which plans for
the track were gradually reveal-
cd, the rezoning was passed.

The township zoning board,
fotlowing a stormy three-hour
meeting attended by several hun-
dred township residents, passed
the rezoning on October 19,

By contrast, the township board

§ | cember 3 with hardly a dissent-

ing voice from the audience,
Petitions, prepared beforehand,
were then eirculated.

Elaborate plans for the multi-
million doMar race frack and
sports center have been made
public by backers of the project,
and it is common knowledge that
such a track would receive prime
consideration for the site.

But those who favor the re-
zoning, including township sup-
ervisor Frazer -Staman, have
pointed out that denial of the
rezoning request would not only
kill the race track, but prohibit
all heavy industry on the site.

Staman has stated in the past
that Novi township soon will
need major improvements in its

I | services and facilities, and that
R | revenue from

heavy industry
would be one steady and highly
rerounerative source. :

But if heavy indusiry is bar-
red, Staman added, the township
will have to look elsewhere for
funds or go without the needed
facilities,

On the other hand, opponents
cf the rezoning and race track’
claim it would lower property
values and be a bad influence
in the township, They further
question sincerety of the plans to
build a sports center for use by
the township as part of the race
track setsup. .

According to Kovacs, a life-
long resident of Novi, the Novi
Raceways group will not go ahead
with their plans for a track un-
