A BLOW AGAINST THE fi-
nancially  irresponsible driver
was struck by former Judge Rob-
ert S, Marx who charged in a
Detroit speech that Michigan's
auto liability laws are obsolete
and ineffective.

In a speech before Detroit's
Economic eclub, the Cincinnati
jurist claimed that drivers who
were held to blame for 600 of the
state's 2,004 fatal accidents dail-
ed to pay damages.

Present law in Michigan re-
quires that drivers either carry
auto insurance or be finincially
responsible for accidents they
cause, Under this law, a driver
receives no attention from au-
thorities until he has (failed to
pay damages in an accident,
Marx says that irresponsible
drivers often get away to cause
more accidents they do not pay
for,

Implying that Michigan's laws
are like locking the barn after
the horse has Dbeen stolen, Marx
states “ncither safety nor re-
sponsibility is provided” under
them, “If it is desirable to have
proof of financial responsibility
after one accident,” he says, “it
is just as nccessary before any
accident occurs.”

The township zoning board,
fotlowing a stormy three-hour
meeting attended by several hun-
dred township residents, passed
the rezoning on October 19,

Jes-
us js slanding at a door knocking,
He is leaning forward with siafif
in hand and is shown with an
anxious expression upon His
counienance, as if expecting that
the door will be opened to Him
before long,

How Does Jesus Let Us
Know Of His Presence?

Of course, it is no ordinary door
at which the Savior stands. It is
our heart’s door, And it is no or-
dinary means that He uses when
He knocks. He uses His Word.
However, when Jesus knocks by
means of His Word, He makes a
definite destinction whether to
use His Law or His Gospel.

At the door of the secure and
self-righteous sinner Jesus first
of all knock with His Law in all
its severity, All passages in His
Word like: “For all have sinned
and come short of the glory of
God.”, (Romans 3:23) and “For as
‘many as are of the works of the
Law are under the curse.,, (Ga-
Jatians 3:10) and “The wages of
sin is death.” (Romans 6:23) are
hard knocks and heavy hammer-
blows on the heart’s door of indi-
viduals who think that they can
do very well without Jesus Christ
They are blows that are aimed

1 of the Law, being made a curse

caused them to cryout in alarm
to the Apostles: “Men and breth-
ren, what shall we do?” (Acts
2:37). .

Then at the door of such sin-
conscious souls, who realize that
they cannot find salvation in
themselves or in other mortals or
material means, the Savior comes
with the gentle knocking of His
‘Gospel. It is no longer the severe
beating of the Law that the sin-
ner feels within himself. Rather
he hears the sweet and ringing
promises of God's grace and good-
ness, He rejoices to hear: “Christ
hath redeemed us from the curse

for us.) (Galatians 3:13), Like
musical notes to his ears are each
one of the words: “The blood of
Jesus Christ, His Son, cleanseth
us from all sin” (I John 1:17).
Such passages show man his Sav-
jor and the grace of God. They
promise, give, and seal unto him
forgiveness, life and salvation.

Like A Doctor

And it is not only once or twice
that the Savior by means of His
Word knocks at our hearts. Again
and again He reminds us of His
gracious presence, If a doctor,
working in a community afflicted
with some deadly malady, would
suddenly receive the priceless
and long-awaited-for remedy,
would he not immediately rush
to the homes of the sick and
knock until he gained admit-
tance?

Jesus, too, knows He has a
priceless remedy for us — the
salvation of our souls, therefore,
in the words of the poet, *“He so
Joudly evermore, knocketh at our
heart's closed door.” With the
word “Behold” He calls special
atiention {0 Himself and makes
His appeal all the more urgent
and emphatic. He personally
speaks to cach one of us: “BE-
HOLD — it is I, Jesus, your Sav-
jor, who loves you, See the nail
prints in my hand and feet and
the mark of the-wound in my
side. I came to your sinful earth
and died for you, I was wounded
for your transgressions and bruis-
ed for your iniquities. The chas-

Just as our fingerprints are en-
tirely our_own and can be dupli-
cated by no one elsé, our hand-
writing is perhaps the one non-
physical thing about us that dif-
fers with every" individual,

Northville’s handwriting or
“grapho”-analyst, Mrs. Lueille
McKinney of Dunlap street, re-
cently explained that chara‘ct'ez
Araits making up a personality
can be easily detected in hand-
writing — by an expert. ‘

The analyst is concerned only
with six Masic handwriting
strokes, she said, which remain
the same in the adult persona}xty.
They are the horizontal, vertical,
slant, hook (as in the lower end
of a “t"), the loop (an "0” or a
“p"), and the “t” bar — the lat-
ter of which can be made 87
ways. )

her training at the Flint Gropho-
Analysis school, received her cer-
tificate in.

* She explained that handwriting
analysis is used in courts, teen-
age counselling, for .persom}el
work in industry and in police

Cases were cited by Mrs. Me-
Kinney of persons either charged
with crime or released after con-

lyst's personality reading from
handwriting, To nid police, Mrs,
MecKinney said, analysis can easi-
ly detect forgery.

Churches use analysis in coun-
reling teen-agers, she said, and
