in Novi,

FRAZER W. STAMAN
Supervisor, Novi Township

I consider that Novi Town-
ship's most important undertak-
ing for 1957 is lo safeguard its
fulure development by institut-
ing an effective sewer and water
program,

Only a few weeks ago in a
speech to the Novi Chamber of
Commerce, Paul M, Reid, execu-
tive director of the Metropolitan
Regional Planning Commission,
stated that if Novi Township is
to keep pace with progress and
development in southeastern
Michigan we must get to work
on our scwer and water prob-
Jems, He pointed out that ade-
quate sewage and water systems
are essential, not only 1o resi-
dential development, but also
for industrial growth,

It is very clear to all of us
who are now witnessing the phe-
nomenal growih of this arvea that
Mr. Reid's thinking is correct
and thal some answer must be
found before we in Novi Town-
ship find ourselves living in the
midst of a festering paichwork
of septic lanks and private wells,
by-passed by the fast developing
area around us.

I have spent some time in care-
ful study of this problem and
have also investigaled the man-
ner in which other communities
with similar problems are work-
ing them out. As a result a plan
for a sewage disposal system de-
signed to serve most of the Town-
ship is Deing prepared. The
Township Board should make:
every effort to put this plan in
cffect so that the health of our
Township citizens will no longer
be endangered and the develop-
ment of our area no longer re-
tarded by obsolete septic tank
syslems.

Tor the past few months I have
worked with the developers of
this area and I believe with their
cooperation it ‘would be possible
ta ge. a systemx that “veyl be
approved by the Michigan De-
partment of Health without any
direct cost to the tax payer.

If this could be accomplished
in the next year, I think it would
he one of the outstanding accom-
plishments of the new year, also
of my adminisiration,

for 1957 which is highly import-
%nt to its proper development.
As a businessman, and in my
association »with the Board of
Commerce, I am often made
aware of the many items facing
the community which each indi-
vidua) considers more important
than another.

Therefore, I am listing the _six
matlers most often heard as im-
portant to Novi in 1857:

1, The township election of
February 18.

2. Closer work bebween town-
ship officials, ong'anizat_-ions and
citizens of the community,

3. Sewerage and water systems.

4, Shopping center facilities.

5. Recreation facilities for the
children.

6. Regulalion ganbage pick-up
service.

I believe each of these to bg
important considerations for Novi
citizens in 1957.

The beginning of a new year,
and the end of the old year mean'
this for Novi schools:

“On the one hand, we can pausec,
and reflect upon the accomphsl}-.
ments of the past year, and in
turn atiempt to pretl_<ict what the
coming year will bring.

Generally speaking, the fore-
most problem facing the area
next year is growth of r.\opula-I
tion. This, of course, is made up,
of a multiplicity of individual,
problems. The board of education
altempts to isolate the individual
problems, study them thoroughly
and arrive at a sound solution of
the total problem at hand, Some
of the problems are these:

—{otal growth expecled.

—number of houses to be built.

—number and ages of children

to be educated.
—number of fulure classrooms
needed by the district.
—f{inancial tax growth of the
area.
—school staffs for the class.

rooms.

At the present time we have
two forces whith complicaie the
attempt to predict growth. The
major fact which will bring about
a large growth increase is the
location of the Lincoln plant in
the area,

However, builders are faced
with a tight money market and
it will be more difficult {o get
money for home morlgages. This
is further complicaied by the ex-
piration of the GI Bill,

Thus we have a factor which
will tend to make the area grow
rapidly and another factor which
will tend to deter such expansion,

Total enrollment for 1951 was
349, and to date it is 647. Thus
we have almosi doubled our en-
rollment in the past 5 years.

Future planning depends upon
factual data and sound inter-
pretation of these data. We are
continually studying the problem,

In the past we have been able
to meet the growth problem, and
now we hope to be able to stay
ahecad of the growth in enroll-
ments that is cxpected.

prime requisites of happiness
Suburban well-being is not so
much a matler of lJawns and space
as il is escape from moral! and
spiritual oppression.

It is the desire of church lead-
ers that the future development
of the Novi-Northville areas shall
be truly balanced — that those
who make their home among us
here shall find not only good
homes, good schools and goodl
jobs; but good churches as well,
which together shall be the ulti-
mate guaraniee of tomorrow's
happiness.

Destroys Home
Of Family of Nine

The new year started off {rag-
ically for a Novi township family
of nine Wednesday morning when
their home and all possessions
burned to the ground.

Homeless are Mr, and Mris,
Gratis Paylon and their seven
children.

The Payton’s home at 45689

West road was destroyed by a| |

raging fire that apparently start-
ed in the attic. Only ashes re-
mained,

The call was answered by the
Novi township and Walled Lake
fire departments, but all fire
trucks ran out of water just as
the blaze was nearly conquered.
By the time the tankers refilled,
the fire had sprung up again and
consumed the rest of the build-
ing

The fire was discovered hy
Myrs. Payton while she was wash-
ing dishes with her daughter,
May, 14. She bundled up two
younger children, David, 4, and
Linda, 3, and rushed to the neigh-
bor's home to call the fire de-
partment,

Payton ,48, rushed from his job
as a bufcher with the Lakeside
Packing House in Walled Lake,
to find his home ablaze.

Four other children were in
school at the time. They are:
Lorene, 16; Joe, 11; Carl, 9, and
Jimmie, 8, /

Payton said he lost $2,500 in
furnishings _in the.fire. He rented
the home and gould not estimate
its value.

Mrs. Payton said she first not-
iced the blaze after smelling
“something burning” in the attic,
She attempted o go upstairs but
was driven back by flames and
smoke.

She said firemen believe faulty
wiring may have caused it, but
added that the complete destrue-
tion makes positive determination
impossible, .

The Paytons and their child-
ren are now staying at the home
of her mother, Mrs, Jess Middle-
ton, 178 Penhill,

“T don't know what we will do
now,” Mrs., Payton said. “Its
hard to move in with people when
vou have seven children. And
what's worse, some of the child-
ren have been very sick this
winler — colds, the flue and that
sort of thing”

Report Tells Novi Trend:

Population to Triple by 1980

If current estimates are cor-
rect, Novi township will be
three times as large in popula-
tion in 1980 as it is today. .

The Detroit Metropolitan
Area Planning Commission has
predicted that Novi's population
will soar-fromthe present 4,3
to "16,400 ~dlting ‘the " Hext 25
years. . f"'

And it further predicts that the
Novi - Commerce - Farmington -
Lyon area, which now is home
to 27,756, will grow five times
as populous by 1980 -~ reaching
a total of 111,400,

_ The commission, in a recent re-
port, has some other eye-opening
predictions about population
trends in the six-county area
around Detroit for the next 25
years, For example:

—Detroit will grow only 2.5
percent by (49,000 for a total of
2,036,000), but Oakland county
will show a whopping 113 per-
cent increase (to 1,159,000) —
making Oakland more populous
than out-county Wayne.

—the six-county area will show
a 56 percent gain to 6,050,000 —
equal to' the entire state’s popu-
lation in 1950,

—the Delroit Metropolitan area
(Wayne, Oakland and Macomb
counties) will jump 50 percent to
5,450,000 an increase of
1,935,000 which is equal to add-
ing the entire 1950 Detroit pop-
ulation to the area.

The figures were compiled by
the commission by applying ra-
tios to U.S, Census Bureau na-
tional estimates, and then break-
ing the statistics down on a
county and community basis,

“But by and large, barring
another world war or another de-
pression like the 30's, these pop-
ulation projections appear rea-
sonable, desirable and attaina-
ble,” the report commented.

On the other hand, the report
added, “a continued lag in in-
stalling adequate water and sew-
er facilities could result in a
much delayed population growth

Novi will vote on the full slate
of respective party candidates on
February 18.

Although it may be presump-
tious for me to attempt to answer
this question, I shall endeavor
1o set down some of the problems

that face the City of Northville
and speculate as to what can be
done,

The major areas of concern for
the Cily can briefly be lisied as
follows: an adequate and safe
water supply; a sanilary sewer
syslem of sufficient capacity to
handle all of the expected sew-
age flow, a safe and adequate
street and storm sewer system;
efficient fire and police prolec-
tion, recreation for all groups
within the community, suﬂfici{ent
parking in the business district;
and many other related and un-
related subjects. This all can be
tied together in one “all encom-
passing phrase” which broadly
outlines this municipality's re-
sponsibility — “to provide for the
general health, safety and wel-
fare of all its citizens.”

As can be scen by the above
list of responsibilities, it is hard
to single out any one area as the
most important., They all are im-
portant and none mus! be neg-
lected. It therefore should be the
major undertaking of the Cily
this coming year {o set up a sev-
eral year program of municipal
capital improvements.

This will necessitate surveys
and investigations fo determine
which major projcets should be
contemplated first. Always, the
financial resources of the city
must also be kept in mind in or-
der to determine priority.

Briefly, some of the major cap-
ital improvements requiring con-
sideration are:

. Improvement in the supply
and quality of water for the mu-
nicipal water system.

2, Study of the sanitary sewer
system to determine if it can
handle an increased flow and

. how much of an increase can it
handle.
- 3, Street improvement and in-
creased parking area.

4, Improvement of the storm
drainage system.

During the coming year "the
City will not and can not limif
itself to any one of its responsi-
bilities. They all must be handled
in a . systematic fashion which
will require planning for more
than just one year. A capital im-
provement program or budget

. -will be a major undertaking and
will require long hours of study.
" The City will need all the help
it can receive from-its citizens in
.order to progress with the times.
Some new ideas will surely be
forthcoming to insure an in-
creased lavel of city services and
to provide them as soon as possi-
ble, for we cannot afford to wait
on many of these problems.

When considering the needs,
the dreams and the problems of
the Northville Schools for the
year 1957, the following are
among the many that come to
mind. In most instances, they are
so inter-related that they should
be considered together.

Oge goal which is ever kept
before us is that of offering the
best possible educational pro-
gram for the boys and girls of
our schools. All planning of class-
rooms, courses of study, special
services and teaching personnel
should and are being done with
this in mind,

As our school population grows
we find an increasing need for
special facilities for the gifted
child and also the handicapped.
By the sharing of these services
with neighboring schools it is. be-
coming increasingly possible for

. Northville to supply this program
for-our local students, Classes for
the blind, the hard of hearing,
the mentally handicapped, psy-
chological services and speech
“correction are among those in
operation and being planned.

Another problem which will
confront the Northville schools
during the coming year is the in-
creasing costs of operation of the
schoo! program and insufficient

_funds to balance the budget costs.
There is a real threat that state
aid funds will not be available in
full as called for in the State Aid
Formula. Relief will be consid-
ered in Lansing when the legis-
lature convenes.

Northville Public Schools must

in Lansing that the local board
of education will continue with

year, The next move is to secure

new high school shortly there-
after,
Everything considered, the out-
look for the Northville schools:
for 1957 is highly optimistic but
there are sure to be some over-
crowded situations in the school
system before the nw building
program can be completed,
Much thought is being given
fo the entire school curriculum
by a lay committee, the facully
and the board of education, The
content of basic courses and their
relationship to rapidly changing
state and national needs are re-
ceiving plenty of attention, The
year 1957 promises to be a fruit-
ful one as decisions and recom-
mendations materialize from
these several studies.

Growth Pattern Shows:

Northville to Double by 1980

If current-estimates até cof
rect, Northville will more than
double in population by 1980—
and Northville: township will
have more than five times as
many people as it has now.

Those are the predictions of
the Detroit Metropolitan Area
Planning Commission in a recent
report, .

The commission's report has
some other eye-opening predic-
tions about population trends in
the six-county area around De-
troit for the next 25 years. For
instance:

—whereas out-county areas will
increase by 126 percent by 1980,

Polio is still a threar to health and life in Michigan.
Polio caused .16 deaths in this state during the first 50 weeks
of 1956.

Anti-polio vaccine has proved 90 per cent effective in
preventing paralytic polio, the only form of the disease which
can result in death. This means a person cuts his chances of
getring paralytic polio by 90 per cent when he receives the
three-shot series.

Now that an effective vaccine is available and polio
evidently has been knocked against the ropes, the problem
at hand is to get the people into doctors' offices or into local
health departments and then to get the vaccine into the
people.

Most of us tend to hecome complacent and qp'nheuc as
soon as a danger appears to subside. And yet, no one can say
for certain that polio actually has subsided in Michigan.

Before polio vaccine became available, polio normally
ran in seven-year cycles in Michigan, cavsing comparatively
large numbers of cases and deaths every seventh year. The
disease still may he running such a course, and the decline in
cases during the last few years may represent the trough por-
tion of the polio curve.

Until enough rime elapses for health workers to learn
exactly whar polio is doing in relation to the vaccine, the
wisest course for persons of all ages is to take advantage -of
the besr protection at hand by being vaccinated against polio,

And the sooner the hetter. A minimum of seven months
is required to obmin maximum protecrion from the vaccine
because of waiting periods between shots. And in seven
months Michigan will be entering another summer and ap-
proaching the peak of another polio season.

Reduce your chances of getting polio next summer.
Make an appointment today with your physician. Do the
same for other members of your family uncil all are immu-
nized. Urge your friends and neighbors to do the same,

AN OLD PROBLEM faces Mich-
igan in the new year! “Where is'
the money coming from — and
where is it going?” Much more
often than not in past years, both
state and city governments have
had more expenses than bank-
roll, This has led to a higher and
higher tax bill for the man on
the street.

Between $40 million and $80
million more will be needed to
operate the state next year, ac-
cording lo present estimates by
legislators., An accurate {igure
will not be available until the
Governor outlines his ideas in
his message to the Legislature,
due within 10 days after the new
group convenes.

His programs will indicate how
much more must be raised in the
fiscal year beginning July 1, 1957;
not whether there will be a defi-
pit.

Already apparent are some of
the needs. About $10 million
more will be needed to cover
salary increases granted by the
Civil Service Commission.

Because income to school funds
from stale sales taxes are con-
siderably less than was estimated,
the Legislature must dip into its
general fund to the tune of about
$18 million.

More than $13 million more is
needed by state’s unjversities if
they are to accomodaie young
people seeking college cducation.

Operating costs for state build-
ings are inereasing, and must be
covered. Everylime the stale
opens a new office, or improves
an exisling service, there is an
inevilable price lag.

What are other needs in 19577
Among recommendations made to
the Legislature by Gov. G. Men-
nen Willinms are expecled {o be
the following, none very cxpens-
ive to the state treasury: a came-
paign to promote indusirial safe-
ty; more emphasis on highway
safety; higher (and more expens-
ive to the employer) unemploy-
ment  compensation; increased
workman's compensation,

nedted with the election. In sup-
port of their final stand North-
ville attorneys added that even it
fraud did exist, it would throw
out only the votes of Mr. and
Mrs. ‘Burkman thus leaving the
final vote at 3 to 1 in favor of
annexation.

Novi is basing its suit on the claim
that the amendment to the stat-
ute is illegal. The township con-
tends that all residents of the
township, not just the area to be
annexed dfrom the township,
should be allowed to vote in an-
nexation elections,

Northville is appealing to the
supreme court following Judge
Clark J., Adams' denial of dis-
missal of the case, The city con-
tends that the law states a citi-
zen must bring suit against an-
nexation action and that Novi is
a municipal corporation and
therefore not eligible to file suit
Judge Adams ruled that as a rep-
resentative of a group of citizens
the township is within its rights.
