How would you like 8iS people to bounce into your 
home New Year's Day about 8:00 a.m. and order breakfast? 
It happened to the Dr. Walter Belascos of Northville, but 
all as a p.-irt of an annual Rotary club event. Dr. and Mrs. 
Belasco welcome local members to tlieir house each New 
Year's Day between 8:00 a.m. and 11:00 a.m. for the first 
meal of the ncw year. 

We Iind an interesting tour through Novi's prosperous 
Paragon Construction company last week. Our guide was 
Frank DePodesta, energetic young president of the firm. We 
were surprised to learn that Paragon is the third largest 
producer of structural steel in Michigan. The plant has 
doubled its size since moving to Novi two years ago. De-
Podesta is especially high on Novi and the prospects for 
future industrial development. 

This steel fabricating firm could serve as a model for 
plant-planning. Its offices, drafting-rooni and plant proper 
are impeccable and reflect the revolution which has taken 
place in construction and planning for industry over thC past 
few decades. 

Speaking of Novi, we'd always heard its short name 
came from the fact that it was No. VI stop on the railroad. 
"Not so," says Frank Clark, Novi township trustee. A life-
long resident who can remember when it took a full day to 
travel dirt roads to Detroit for delivery of farm produce, 
Clark sliould know. 

"Novi was named by a doctor's wife 30 years before 
the railroads came through here," Clark said. She took the 
first four letters of her native Czechoslovakian home town, 
•iccording to Clark. "It's the only town in the country with 
this name," he added. 

A published report that the Nortlivillo-PIymouth area 
will receive automatic phone service this year brought a 
quick denial from local Michigan Bell manager Robert 
Maurer this week. Maurcr has worked frantically to convince 
local counciimen. protesting poor phone servivcc, that all 
would be well soon. By "soon", he emphasized that the sum-
mer of 1958 w,is the earliest dial phones could be expected.

The 
came moi'o a certainty iii i957ii-aces are considered wide open 
wiicn Gov. G. Mennen Williams 
made liis inaugurai address. 
Pointing lo the incI-eased cost ol 
government, he said taxes will 
"unquestionably go up". 

Highest in priority, tho gov­
ernor indicated, ai-e education 
and mental health needs, He also 
listed as important lhe need to 
deal with changes caused by' 
automation, atomic eneI-gy and 
ei-op sui-plus; caring for lhe aged 
and lhe maintaining of indus-
Iriai leadership. 

Educalion is a "made to order" 
issue at this time, No one doubts 
that schools constitute an impor­
tant and pressing probiem. The 
governor has pointed this out 
before and has shown a continu­
ed interest in school problems. 

In addition, tho Supoî inlendent 
of Public Instruction is one of 
ihe two remaining positions on 
the State Administrative Board 
in the hands of Republicans. It is 
logical to expect that Democi'ats 
would like to take over that posi­
tion as well as the office of Rc-
)3ul3lican Highway Commissioner 
Charles M. Ziegler soon as possi­
ble, 

Tho election in the spring of-
fei's a fine chance. 

In fact, both parties are having 
trouble finding candidates. The 
high qualifications and relative-
ly low salaries ($12,500 per year) 
automatioally reduce the appli 
cants for the job. 

While working for a solution 
to a vital educationai problem, 
the Governor also works for the 
solution to a party political prob-
leIn, 

Who will be taxed? This is al­
ways the question. It is widely 
agreed the consumer pays all 
ta.\cs in the long run, but there 
is 'always much arguInent about 
how the bill will be passed to 
him. 

The Governor has favored 
coipoI-ations profits tax for years. 
It is safe .to assume he will Inake 
another try to establish one. 
Democrat Waller Nill, veteran 
Muskegon member of the House, 
iias aiready announced he will in-
troduce his coI'porate profits tax 
—as he has done in the last two 
sessions. 

Both incumbenls'for these posi 
lions have announced they are 

Three years ago when the state 
needed money badly, the Legis-
laUu'e came up with the business 
receipts lax. This was enpcled in 
place ot tho governor's recom­
mended profits lax. This se.ftion 
the LogislaluI'e must face up to 
tho same rocommendalion. lt 
still has alternatives; sizable in­
creases in existing taxes; a state 
income tax; other now taxes or 
new tax ideas. 

A "MICHIGAN FIRST" that 
gels lilllc attention as such out-
side professional circles is the 
Michigan. United Fund organi­
zation, Riichigan was the first 
stale to set up this efficient 
method of collecting and spend­
ing chaI-ity money. It has been 
a leader in the field ever since, 
while most states have organized 
simiiar plans lo follo(.v Michigan's 
pallei'n, 

About 10 years ago 125 inter-
esled citizens met. Their aim: to 
do more good with each dollar 
donated for charity; lo spend less 
for collection and administration, 
In this group was Henry Ford II, 
Detroit boniter Ben Young. Sixty 
one of Michigan's 83 counties 
were represented.

The Uniied Fund idea came out 
of this meeting. Essentially, it 
meaIil that one charity drive 
should collect fimds for many 
worthy agencies. 

Previously liic public was ask­
ed to contiibute to numerous 
drives. No matter how worthy 
the causes, people found the 
stpady diet of campaigns tire­
some. Employers began to real­
ize that sizaiblc amounts of tune 
were consumed in these cam­
paigns. Production often stopped 
while onipioyos heard soiicitor's 
pleas, other employers required 
so much lime to condiuct cam­
paigns that it aInounted lo a 
probiem, 

A bettor way of collecting 
money was uIigently needed, 

Tho Uniied Fund solved the 
problem in practice as well as 
theoiy. It reduced the Inultipli-
city of drives and lhe cost of con­
ducting a drive;, it conserved 
manpower and increased effi­
ciency of spending. Of every dol­
lar handled by United Fund 94c 
is spent for charity. In earlier 
di'ives it cost from lie lo 3flc of 

each dollar lo cover campaign 
costs alone. 

InduslI-y and business are more 
willing to cooperate under the 
one drive plan and are more will­
ing to make' contributions since 
the tax status of the charily is 
established. v 

Charilies associated with Unit­
ed Fund must agree not to con­
duct additional campaigns. They 
must submit their budget to a 
UF committee of local people for 
exainJnalion and approval. 

There are 32 such agencies in 
Michigan's United Fund. Their 
conibined needs, as decided by 
the budget committee, becomes a 
part of lhe "corrimunity" chest 
drive In each area.

Prefacing his remarks ^ with 
the statement that "it is not one 
mSn, or thing, but a comlbina-
tion," Trickey emphasized that 
the honesty ot all officials was 
beyond question. "But, depart­
ment heads are unable to coop­
erate and work -together,'' he 
stated. 

''It would be much easier for 
me to answer these questions if 
the men I'm talking about were 
here, as exipected," Trickey be­
gan. 

He then charged that: 
"The building inspector has in­

terfered with the fire and police 
departments and 'made state­
ments concerning the coming 
election''; 

"Two thousand zoning books 
and two thousand ordinance 
books are not properly, accounted 
for and stored improperly in the 
basement"; 

"Requests for personnel sys­
tem, vacations' schedule, em­
ployee ohecit, purchase of goods 
and insurance by bid, have been 
ignored''. 

.Trickey termed most of these 
charges as 'toinor, but mount­
ing". In further qxiestioning Tric­
key claimed that it had taken 
him 90 days to "straighten out 
books" after ,taking office. He 
further stated,that the poor sys­
tem used "could, have cost the 
township money'' and that he had 
instituted a system recommend'-
ed by auditors after taking Oififice.

Ownership of the public l i ­
brary loomed last Friday night 
as the sole stumbling block stand­
ing between the city of Nor th­
vil le and Northville township and 
settlement of the division of as­
sets between the governments. 

Meeting in the township hall, 
representatives of the .two bodies 
sought to reach agreement on 
the problem that arose when -the 
ci ty of Northville was incor­
porated in 1955. 

A n audit of township assets 
taken for the icity revealed that, 
under a 55 to 45 per cent d iv i ­
sion for the city, the tovwiship 
would have to pay .the city 
$26,817. 

Although minor questions arose 
concerning the division, the town­
ship announced general accept­
ance of the terms providing their 
interest in the public library 
could be sold to the icitjr. Accord­
ing to Township Clerk D.J . Stark, 
the group proposed a tentative 
valuation of $20,000 on the l i ­
brary. In approximate figures, 
this would! deduct $9,000 from 
the township's share to the ci ty 
thereby dropping the amount to 
about $18,000. 

Under the present arrangement 
the city and township pay pro­
portionate shares to iWayne coun­
ty for the library andi divide the 
cost of maintenance. .TowIiship 
officials contend that major use 
of the library is from the city 
and that the building is located 
on city property and therefore 
should belong to the city.

A f t e r a C o l d - B e d R e s t Is t h e O n l y C u r e 

Northville mothers — fathers— 
well , everyone, because none of 
us are immune to the winter 
plague of colds — take heed! 

There's very little that the tra 
ditional hot toddy or any other 
treatment except bed rest can do 
for a cold. 

That's the word from Dr. F . S. 
Leeder, disease control director 
for the Michigan Department of 
Health. 

"The common cold probably 
w i l l be wi th us for many years 
to come,'' Dr. Leeder said. "We 
know that -groups of viruses 
cause the colds but we don't know 
exactly how. .About a l l we 'can 
do it to avoid upsetting the body's 
equilibrium and go to bed as 
soon as a cold starts. Hot toddies 
and other home remedies pro­
vide no benefit,'' 

Colds usually occur i n three 
Ways in Michigan --- first a-fter 
the season's ini t ial severe temp­
erature drop i n late October or 
early Novemiber, then again 
around Thanksgiving or Christ­
mas and for the third time i n 

the early spring. 
Temperature drops have no 

direct effect on the viruses. Dr . 
Leeder said. 'But they do lower 
a person's resistance and indirect­
ly ena:ble the virus to invade the 
human body through the mucous 
membranes of the nose and 
throat. 

"Anything tliat upsets the 
body's equilibrium such as a sud-
den chilling, fatigue, overeating 
or emotional upset causes a drop 
in the mucous membranes' resis-
tance to the cold Virus. The re-
suit,'' Dr.-Leeder said, "Is that 
another person falls victim to a 
cold." 

Colds are most inifectious dur­
ing the first 24 hours after onset. 
Dr. Leeder said. Effects of the 
virus and after 48 hours. Then 
secondary -bacterial infeiitions 
take over. Two types of cold are 
recognized: The sneezing and 
nasal variety of the fa l l arid 
spring, and the winter type wi th 
symptoms of sore throat. Irri­
tated nasal membranes, and in -
flamed eyes. 

"Vaccines which may afford 
protection against colds are now 
available," Dr. Leeder said, ''but 
most scientific workers doubt 
that the vaccines w i l l give more 
than temporary protection. Colds 
work on the surface of the res­
piratory system and do not create 
a long-lasting immunity.' ' 

Antibiotics so far haven't been 
effective against the viruses al­
though they do offer relief against 
the bacteria causing secondary 
.infections. . . . . ; 

"The average Michigan resi­
dent misses three days of work 
or school each year because of 
colds," Dr. Leeder said. He said 
the best way of avoidoIig colds 
and lost ttoie is to keep in- good 
physical condition, maintain the 
body's health equilibrium and 
avoid sudden temtperature chang. 
es. 
' Avoid ing contact with persons 
who have colds w i l l help but it 
isn't a siu'efire guarantee because 
colds can be transmitted by per­
sons who are non-syimptomatic 
carriers of the cold viruses.

The other day I ran across 
tile words "When I am tempted.'' 
Invmediately two thoughts leaped 
up before — M a n to his ri'ght 
mind and conscious' of his own 
weakness should shun tempta­
tion; yet, God has ordained it

Istructed them to 
petition the Fa-

ther, "Lead us not into tempta­
tion.'' He knew the vigors of the 
temptation and what was in man 
Certainly this petition is the out­
burst of a soul who realizes his 
own weaknesses. Only a fool 
would request of God to' lead h im 
into temptation. Peter, in essence, 
spoke these Words in his- boasting 
in the Supper Room and asserted 
them i n the garden When he lilt-
ed the sword and out off the ear 
of the servant of the High Priest. 
TJie prayer is i n keeping with 
man's true estimate of himself 
and his recognition of the mighty 
forces about h im and within him 
which calls for deliverance. 

Wihy does God allow man to be 
tempted or tested? It is mdis-
pensable to the building of char­
acter. Without temptation, one 
may become a holy betog but 
not a holy character. Such is the 
difference between the lives of 
our first parents before the temp-
tation and the lives of the dis­
ciples after Pentecost. Someone 
has said that God chooses that 
men should be tried, but let 
man beware of temipting his 
neighbor. Perhaps this question 
and ansiwer sums up this para 
dox. Why pray not to be lead 
into temp'tation when it is nee-
essary to our spiritual and moral 
development? To dodge it when 
it comes is cowardly; to rush into 
it is foolish. 

If temptation is a part of the 
divine pattern for man's good, 
essentially, what is it? The best 
definition I know is this, ''It is an 
incitement of natural desires to 
go beyond the bounds set.'' The 
naturatoess of it makes it appear 
so subtle and rationail. Tempta­
tion, be it the exiperience of our 
first parents, our Lord, or our­
selves is threefold. Let us see 
just how this works out by of­
fering a few suggestions based 
upon the above definition: 

(l) There Is the inate desire 
to enjoy things, the appetiteS: 
appertences to be enjoyed' within 
certain bounds set. To endulge 
in driiA-, material pleasures — 
these become supreme or primary 
this is the "lust of the flesh".

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(2) There is the desire to ob­
tain things — a God given de­
sire. Man is placed in this beau­
tiful world "to dress i t and to 
keep it." This saves man from i n ­
dolence and teaches todustry. But 
if man begins to grasp, even at 
cost of "widows' houses,'' i t be­
comes the "lust of the eyes." 

(3) There is the natural desire 
to do things — to achieve. Leads 
to marvelous invenltions and dis-
coveries. If ruthlessly done — 
"pride of life.' ' One versed in the 
study of the psychology of the 
temptation suggests this sum-
mary: "The desire to enjoy things 
has to do with all that goes on 
within; the desire to obtain 
things, with all that comes in 
from without; and the desire to 
do things, wi th all that goes out 
from withm,. and these three do 
occupy "a l l that is i n the world." 

The abovc-anO'lysis gives us 
simple answer just how even a 
perfect sinless being could be 
tempted. The incitement comes 
within the bounds and Incites to 
go beyond. Not unt i l there is a 
disposition to respond is there 
sin. Our first parents heard and 
responded; our Lord heard •with­
in, and answtred in the negative. 
The way of escape is through 
walking in the Spirit. L i k e Jesus, 
we may be endued wi th the Spirit 
and fortified with the Word as 
we go into that uninviting area 
of the Wilderness of the Temp­
tation. St. Pau l encourages us

new ycflr rigJIt in a wel l paid 
career by joining the Michigan 
State Police. 

That's the advice given by Cpl 
A . Slawinski, acting officer of the 
Rediford State PoUce post. 

"Men between the ages of 21 
and 29, Inclusive, niarried or s in 
gle, are being given a new op­
portunity to become memibers of 
the State Police, but they must 
have their applications on file 
by Wednesday, January 30," 
Slawinski said. "We strongly urge 
that they look into this openmg, 
because it is a fine career with 
security and a future. 

"The pay is excellent. In the 
trooper rank alone it ranges up to 
about $7,000 a ye'ar and, as ev­
eryone knows, there w i l l be a 
new pay raise whioh has already 
been approved by the state c iv i l 
service commission and applies 
to everyone. 

Pay increases with length of 
service and a!fter two years the 
trooper jets a further boost by 
being automatically promoted one 
full stop in classification. There 
are also very sulbstantial increas­
es vvith each promotion in rank. 

In addition, the trooper receiv­
es longevity pay according to 
length of service, a subsistence 
allowance, two paid vacations a 
year which also increases in 
lengiJh, paid sick leave and other 
benefits. A t the end of only 25 
years of service he is eligible to 
retire on a pension of one half 
his pay which also goes to his 
widow. 

Entrance requirements include 
minimum height of five feet, 

nine inches and a high school ed­
ucation or its equivalent. 

"This is really an opportimity 
well worth examining,'' Slawin­
ski said. "Those interested- are ad­
vised to call at any State Police 
post or write to the state c iv i l 
service commission in Lansing.

With the highly technical re 
quirements of the modern army, 
Noiithville high school students 
are uI'ged by iocal army recruit­
ing sergeant "Hank" Zalewski to 
complete their educations before 
entering the service. Following 
graduation, he states they are 
better qualified for the ''push 
button'' army. 

The Reserve Forces Act of 1955 
places a six year military obli­
gation on men up to the age of 
26, except for those in service 
prior to August 9, 1955. This ob­
ligation applies whether they en­
ter any of the armed foi-ces by 
daiaft or enlistment and- requires 
certain periods of active and re­
serve service. 

Men between the ages of 17 
and lav.! may enlist in the army 
reserve and serve only six months 
active duty away from home and 
Ihe balance of their obligation in 
their ^a r e time, with a local re­
serve unit. The six months period 
may be deferred until after high 

school graduation.^ Also, enlist­
ments in the army reserve with 
two years active duty are avail­
able. In connection with this last 
option, men who have completed 
cei-tain periods of ROTO in school 
may enlist as privates first class 
or even as corporals, and draw in­
creased pay, 

High school graduates enlisting 
in the reguiar army may choose 
a school prior to their enlistment. 
Those schoois are in such fields 
as; eleotronics, shoe repair, medi­
cal and dental, radio, telephone, 
auto mechanics, aircraft mainten­
ance and railroading and photog­
raphy, to name only a few of the 
many available. Other enlistees 
in the regular army may choose 
to be in tiie paratroops, mdlitaiy 
police, signal ooIips or engineers. 

The army recruiting ofifice is 
at Grand River and Southfield 
and Sgt. Zalewski is in Plymouth 
at the Junior Achievement build­
ing each Monday and Wednesday 
from 10 a.m. until 3 p.m,
