Fire , which 
destroyed its m i l l for the second time, finally doomed the 
Village pressed by growth of its neighbors.

" T " , he wrote, stands for "take", " A " for "away", and " X " 
for "the unknown quantity".

The Detroit Edison spokesman 
said cause of the power failure 
was not known. It was not caus­
ed by bad weafhei', he said. 

"It was just one of those' things 
that happen," he added. 

Ed-ison crews were sent out as 
soon as the failure was reported 
and worked until service was re­
sumed, the spokesman said. 

The Northville failure lasted 
from 4 to 8:20 ip.m, It apparently 
was c>i-used by burned connec­
tions in two power lines.

"Schools w i l l have to enlarge 
their teaching staff more i n the 
ne.vt 10 years than in the pre­
vious 35 if they are to maintain 
present pupil-teacher ratios," says 
Francis W. Dallon, associate pro­
fessor of vocational education at 
the University of Michigan. 

"To find an adequate supply at 
teachers involves a task that w i l l 
tax our wisdom and our means, 
but it IIiost certainly w i l l not ex­
ceed our powe^6•" he says. 

"Colleges and universities w i l l 
have to add more teachers i n the 
next 15 years than i n all pre­
vious history combined. There 
wi l l need to be one-half mi l l ion 
more school teachers on the job 
in 19G5 than today. 

"But it is more than just re­
cruiting about 50,000 teachers an­
nually ito replace those that 
leave."

Professor Dalton says, "They 
must come fI-om three main 
sources — those we now have, 
the young people coming up 
through our schools and colleges, 
and the adults in our community.

I N V E S T I G A T E ! — That's what 
I've asked the Committee on In­
terstate and Foreign Commerce 
to do. I am urging a public hear­
ing on the latest price hike by the 
newsprint industry. Within the 
past few years the price of news­
print iias tripled. Profits of Ca­
nadian companies, who supply 80 
percent of our newsprint, have i n 
some cases jumped 50 percent 
tiiis past year. 

American newspapers.' especial-
iy smaiier ones, face a serious f i ­
nancial problem because of rising 
newsprint costs. Small businesses 
are being forced to curtail adver­
tising. Tlie Federal Trade Com­
mission, at my request, is check­
ing the situation. When a date is 
set for a Senate hearing, we in -
itend to find out once and for a l l 
whether these outragious prices 
and zooming profits are engineer­
ed by an international newsprint 
cartel. 

T A X R E B A T E — When Uncle 
SanI moves into a community, 
local citizens usually are proud 
a.s punch. But when budget time 

rolls ai'ound, Mr . and Mrs. Tax­
payer discover that distinguished 
company can be costly. Federal 
property is tax-exempt and that 
places a bigger share of the cost 
of iocai and state government on 
individuals and businesses. For 
some time I have been concerned 
over the amount ot federal prop-
oi'ty which has been removed 
from local tax roils in Michigan. 
The answer, I hope, iies in pas­
sage ot a bil l I co-sponsored last 
week. It provides for local gov­
ernments to receive certain pay­
ments "in lieu of taxes" on fed­
eral property. Each case ,would 
bo carefully screened, of course, 
but the net result should be re­
lief for Mr. and Mrs. Taxpayer.

In reference to your recent 

article concerning school crossing 
at the corner of Grand River and 
Novi roads; It is being acted on 
by the Mother's club headed by 
Mi's, Royal Snow, president, with 
considerable lack of cooperation 
from our township officials. 

One must not look far to sec 
that this intersection is dangerous 
and should never have been al 
lowed to go unprotected while 
children are going to and from 
school. Certainly this is one of 
the main duties of a police de-
partment — the protection of 
life and property. 

I suggest without any loss of 
time, that the police officer and 
the fireman on duty go together 
in a radio police car and protect 
the crossing during school hours.

When Wi.\om residenis vote on 
incoi'poration as a Village Tues­
day, they wiii bo making a deci­
sion that could vitally affect the 
growth and development of Novi 
township for years to come. 

The question on the baiiot is 
simple enough, but its impiica-
tions are much larger. 

Approval of the proposal could 
inoan that Novi evenlualiy would 
lose its most .promising industriai 
ai'ea — ineiuding the vast new 
Lincoln plant. And with that 
area would go thousands of dol­
lars of tax revenue. 

If that happens, it is feared, 
many of the township's plans for 
self-improvement would be de­
layed for months or even years. 
They might even end on the spot, 
j That is why many Novi lead­
ers are keeping their fingers 
crossed and hoping that incorpor­
ation is turned down. 

Observers think, however, that 
it will go through. They say Wix­
om residents want the benefits of 
incoiiporation regardless of the 
hardships that may occur. 

What's more, they point out 
that the Commerce side of Wixom 
has enough votei'S (some 400 or 

500) to eari'y the election even if 
the Novi side votes 100 percent 
against it. 

Novi's main dread is not of the 
village itself. The township would 
stiii have power to tax properly 
in that area. 

But if — as seems probable — 
Wixom, should grow large enough 
to become a city, Novi would lose 
nil taxing power over the then 
independent community. ̂  

By the time that woiild happen, 
Wixom figures to be a major tax 
plum. 

Thc Lincoln piant and offices 
alone wiii bring thousands of dol­
lar's annually to the local govern­
ment. As world headquaIiters of 
thc firm, it very likely wiii at-
ti-act other industry and possibly 
hundi'cds of homes to the ai'ea. 

Furthermore, a Chesapeake and 
Ohio line runs through the area— 
another major attraction for in­
dustry. 

Such hoped-for facilities as 
water and sewerage would be 
more difficult to come by with­
out revenue from the Lincoln 
plant and other industry, it is 
felt. 

In addition, the Wixom incor-

poi'alion would mean a lost I'ound 
in Novi's fight to keep its bound-
ai'ies intact. Faced with two an­
nexations of its southern terri­
tory to Northville, Novi officials 
now are publicly expressing their 
fear of the township's boundar­
ies being "chisied away" until 
little of value is left. 

They also believe it might es­
tablish a precedent that would 
see Wiiiowibrook Village and 
other future subdivisions incoi'-
porate to village and possibly 
then to city status. 

For WixoiTi residents, however, 
the picture is somewhat brighter. 

To them, incorporation is not 
only a chance for homo rule and 
a iogicai stop in .local growth, 
but also an opportunity to use 
the rich tax revenue for ra/pid 
improvements in their cross­
roads comimunity. 

On the other hand, residents 
of a city or viilage of Wixom 
would possibly face a higher tax 
rate themselves lo provide such 
facilities as government buiid-
ings, poiice and fire service, and 
vehicles — all of which come now 
through the township.

that local opinions and financing 
plans might betaken into con­
sideration if thc current Novi 
race track plan ever comes bc 
fore him for a iicense. 

That indication was soon this 
week in Inglis' annual report to 
the governor. . > 

Though not offering an opin­
ion directly on the local pi'obiem, 
his comments on a similar situa­
tion in Mount Clemens appeared 
to have bearing on the Novi mat­
ter. 

Speaking of his denial of a I'e-
quest for a license for a Mount 
Clemens track last year, Inglis 
said his reasons inciuded: 

"that the track did not have 
the support of any of the thi'cc 
ioeai governmenits on which thc 
site was located.. .and the pro­
posed financing plan was inade­
quate." 

The question of Inglis' attitude 
toward approving such a proposal 
has been asked many times ijy 
Novi residents in debating the 
pros and cons of the controver­
sial track question.

They 
were: 

"a piant that was inadequate 
to handle thc size crowds that 
are normal for Detroit area har­
ness meets, and close proximity 
to one of the Selfridge Air Force 
runways..."

The Detroit News said this 
week it plans no action against 
certain Novi township candidates 
for using copies of its paper for 
campaign purposes. 

Copies of the paper were re­
portedly distriiiuted Sunday in 
the township with campaign ma­
terial stapled to them. 

The material was said to be 
that of the "Republican Commit­
tee for Better Local Govorn-
nie,nt," which bocks nearly a fuii 
slate of candidates headed by 
Hehbert Guntzviller for super­
visor. 

Lawrence Hamilton, circulation 
manager of the newspaper, said 
a warning , would be issued 
against such use of the paiper. 

"But we don't intend to do any­
thing," Hairiiiton said. "This 
comes up often, and Is nothing to 
get excited about." 

Wi.xom residents will go 
to the polls Tuesday to de­
cide whether their commu­
nity shall be incorporated as 
a village. 

In addition, voters will 
elect a five-man charter 
Commission which will draw 
up a viilage charter if incorpora­
tion is approved. There are nine 
candidates for the posts. 

The election brings to a cli­
max a quiet drive toward local 
rule that began last summer 
when residents signed petitions 
calling for a vote. 

Included in the proposed vil­
lage is a 10 squai'e mile area in 
northwestern Novi township and 
southwestern Commerce which 
cenlei's on a smaii business dis­
trict at Wixom road and Pontiac 
Trail. It is bounded roughiy by 
Loon Lake road on the north, 12-
Mile road on the south. Bock road 
on the east, and what would be 
an extension of Napier road on 
tho west. 

Some two square miles of the 
proposed village lies in Novi 
township, and about eight square 
miles in Commerce township. 

Only residents of the affected 
area may vote Tuesday. Voting 
rolls show about 400 to 500 eligi­
ble voters in the Commerce sec­
tion ar-1 about 185 in Novi. 

Included In the proposed vil-
lage is the site of tho new multi-
million dollar Lincoln piant and 
generai offices, scheduled for 
completion later this year. Also 
in tiie area are two smailer busi­
nesses — the Handling Equip-
ment company, makers of hot 
water heaters, and the Wixom 
Tool and Manufacturing com­
pany. 

Possible future loss of tax rev­
enue from business and industry 
in the area has prompted Novi 
township leaders to view incor­
poration of Wixom as a threat 
to the township's progress and 
development. Lincoln alone will 
yield thousands of dollars annu­
ally. 

Observers report, however, that, 
thc election probably will carry.' 

Efforts to find legal loopholes 
to block or challenge the election 
apparently have failed. One 
source said the eiection appears 
to 'be in order and that no chal­
lenge is likely from Novi. 

In addition to the incorporation 
proposai, voters will name five 
c h a r t e r commissioners from 
amonig these nine men: 

HeIibert R. Abriims, Jesse R. 
Birchard, Delbert C. Geyeri R. W. 
Lahti, Gunnar E. Mettala, Chester

Iif incorporation is approved, 
the commissioners will draw up 
a charter lo govern the new vil­
lage.

Polling places will be open 
Tuesday from 7 ajm, to 8 p.m, 
Novi township .voters will cast 
ballots at th Novi Community 
biulding, and those in Commerce 
at the Wixom school.
