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Grayling Bids for Boys’ Vocational School

The fate of the proposed 200-home subdivision
on the Yerkes Farm hung in the halance of a decision
rendered Thursday evening by Northville city council-
men.

“Due process of law” being what it is the 100-
aere site annexed from Novi township by the City of
Northville Jast June has heen tied up in liligation
since that time. Developers of the area, the D & R
Building company, have been patiently waiting a de-
cision =o that subdividing could begin,

The company, with a great deal at stake, reached
the deadline for assurance from the city that sewer
and water facilities would be available to the subdi-
vision. Without this assurance, necessary financing
could not be obtained.

Originally, there was no question, City property
is entitled to city facilities, Bul what if the court rules
that the property belongs to Novi township?

The developers plan to build approximately 200
modern homes on paved streets with sidewalks, curbs,
gutters and water and sewer systems ready to be
hooked-up to the city's.

The homes, councilmen reasoned, are vitally
needed. In addition the area will be an attractive
improvement. To turn thumbs down on the request
might result in a less desirable use of the land in the
future.

And, there was still the strong possibility that
the property would officially hecome a part of the
city.

With all these points on the favorable side of the
ledger, councilmen agreed to provide needed facili-
ties, Cost to the subdivision, should it not be a part of
the cily, would he determined later,

Councilmen do not deny that the additional homes
may make it necessary for the city to expand its sewer
facilities. So may a new high school and an addition
to the Amerman school, So will the future, regardless
of what happens today,

The strange set of circumstances required coun-
cilmen to set something of a precedent by their deci-
sion. It was done, we believe, with the welfare of the
community in mind, Their thorough investigation and
consideration of the many problems involved deserves
to be recognized. Even those who may oppose the de-
cision should not deny that Northville’s council acted
deliberately, and with an eye to the future and a het-
ter community for everyone,

Prospects for a Novi town-
ship sewerage system appeared
“good” this week, according to
supervisor Frazer Staman afcer
a look-sece last week at a new
type of system in.Texas,

The supervisor flew to Texas
last week with Delos Hamlin,
chairman of Oakland county
hoard of supervisors, and Farm-

“Hayes” sewerage system at a
number of army bases and other
locations in Texas to see how it
would fit into their own prob-
lems,

Staman said that the results

He added that Monroe is the
first Michigan municipality to
have the system, although it has
been tried successfully in Wind-
sor, Ontario,

Even if approval is given by
the state, Staman said, a number

City gets a ticket here and comes
in to pay it, should we say, ‘Sorry,
youw'll have to look up Justice
Yerkes’ and pay him'?” Staman
said, “It's more sensible to col-
lect the fine on the spot, and let
the fellow be on his way."

Staman also indicated that the
justice job probably does not pay
enough to provide a full-time
secretary at the township hall.

(Trickey claimed afteward that
secretarial help was an expense
Yerkes should have been prepar-
ed to accept when he .first be-
came a cangdidate for justice.)

Loning Dilemma
Prevents Approval
Of Yerkes Farm

Consteuction of a new subdi-
vision in southern Novi town-
ship is currently being held up
hy a unique dilemma involving
the township zoning ordinance.

The problem is:

The township board can legal-
ly approve original subdivision
plans even though most lots are
too small for the zoning code,
but may not be able to approve
revised plans even though they
call for several larger lots,

Involved is the Yerkes Farm
subdivision in southern Novi on
the Northville border. The site is
currently the center of an annex-
ation dispute between the city
and township.

Representatives of the D & R
Building company appeared at
the board meeting Monday night
to ask tentative approval of re-
vised plans for the subdivision,
explalining that the original plans
had been ientatively approved
two years ago.

But board members pointed out
that although the original ap-
proval would have to be honored,
they might not be able to ap-
prove revised plans because most
lots are too small for the town-
ship’s new zoning ordinance.

The D & R representatives re-
plied that the revised plans ac-
tually call for several larger lots
and thus come closer to meeting
the code than the original plans,
If the board could accept the or
jginal, they asked, could they not
accecp{ the revisions?

Township attorney Archie Leo-
nard is looking into the legal as-
pects of the question and will
report to the board at its next
meeting.

The charges were made by
treasurer Charles Trickey, Jr.
during and after a meeting on

Staman left on a trip the fol-
lowing morning and could not
be reached for comment by the
Novi News until this week. In
reply .to Trickey, Staman com-
mented on four charges:

1) That he had “railroaded”
approval of a board resolution
seiting Dboard salaries at their
present rate for the coming year.

Staman said the resolution had

to he passed that night because
it was the last chance to do so
under a new state law that pro-
hibits salary increases within 60
days of a regular election. If the
board had waited, he said, it
could not have raised salaries
oven if it wanted to do so.

The supervisor also denied
Trickey's claim thgt salaries

had previously been set at an-

nual meetings instead of by the

board, Staman said the only
difference between this year
and past years is that salaries
formerly could be set by the
board anytime before the meet-
ing whereas they must now be
set at least 60 days before,

« Staman said his main inlerest
fvas simply in not overspending.

Meanwhile, Novi township sup-
ervisor said the township prob-
ably will not contest the election,
He indicated there appeared fo
be no legal grounds for it.

Staman corrected Detroit news~
paper stories which quoted him
as saying Novi would fight the
election “up through the state
supreme court.”

“What I did say,” Staman com-

School Not Eligible
For Tax Exemption

The Northville tovx'mshirp board
was advised Monday night that a
new Catholic girls school cannot
be granted tax exemption unless
it is incorporated under Michigan
laws, The board voted {o inform
the Archdiocese of Detroit that
St. Mary of Providence School
cannot now be granted exemption
from township property taxes.

Babson Park, Mass, — Two bas-
ic f{inancial problems are facing
every city and town today, (1)
Higher interest rates must be
paid for all money borrowed, in-
cluding that for new schools, and
there is a shortage of moncy at
any cosl, (2) Higher salaries are
being demanded by teachers, and
there is a shontage of teachers at
any wage.

Why Teachers Get No More Pay

Almost all other groups of
workers have increased produc-
tion as their wages have risen;
but the carpenters use cleciric
tools; the painters spray, instead
of using hand brushes; the doc-
tors make quicker “calls” by tel-
ephone; while stores are fast
adopting “self-service”, Even the
blond typist uses an eleciric type-
writer; while her boss uses @
Soundseriber. The housewife her-
self has cut down her work so as
to make it unnecessary to employ
maids and laundries; and, in fact,
she can even carn moncy by a.
ouiside part-time job,

With the faithful school teach-
er, the results are often the op-
posite. It is truc that she has been
given more “things” to leach and
to talk about, These have been
forced upon her school superin-
tendent by high-pressure text-
book salesmen and politicians.
These outside “things” take the
teacher's time and strength, I
greatly sympathize  with all
school teachers in their predica-
ment.

School Teaching Very Inefficient

But the fact js that her prod-
uet does not increase in efficien-
cy and usefulness as her salary
is increased. The good women
now teaching my grandchild get
more than double the pay which
the teachers received when I was
in school. I, however, am con-
vinced that these children do not
get the training that I had §0
years ago. Morcover, every em-
ployer will say that the produet
of our schools is not as good as
it formerly was, Furthermore, we
employers are not allowed to “re-
turn the goods and get our money
back” when the work of a grad-
uate is inefficient and carcless.

Basically, the job of a school
teacher is to help her pupils de-
velop their brains, If this has
been properly aceqmplished, the

Novi School District

Requests Expansion

The Novi school board has started action to increase the size
of the Novi districe by more than half and gain the right to levy
school taxes on the new Lincoln plant,

The board’s action was in the form of a petition to the county

board of education last week.

The petition requested boundary alterations that would enlarge

the Novi distriet so that it ex«
tends between the east and west
township boundaries, -and from
13-Mile road on the north to 9%-
Mile road (west of Novi road) on
the south,

(East of Novi road, the bound-

ary is now roughly Eight Mile
road. It would stay that way un-
der the request.)

Novi superintendent William
Medlyn estimated the change
would increase the district from
15 square miles to about 24 or
25 square miles.

At present, it would affect only
some 100 children, he added.

The country school board has
scheduled a public hearing on the
request for July 18. Unless con-
tested, its decision will be final,
If contested, the decision will go
for a final decision.tg -the state
board of education,

The action is complicated by
the fact that it involves four
other districts and four counties,
Medlyn pointed out.

The change would mean that
portions of the territory of four
school distriets — Farmington on
the west, South Lyon on the east,
Northville on the south, and
Walled Lake on the north —
;vould come into the Novi dis-
riet.

In turn, Novi would turn over
“a small portion of its territory
which lies in Farmington town-
ship to the Farmington district,

Strongest opposition to the plan
is expected to center around the
new Lincoln plant, It now is
split between the South Lyon
and Walled Lake districts,

Medlyn said the Novi board
feels that it should have the right
to tax that plant because it will
be supplying most of the school
facilities for the increased popu-
lation that will result from the
giant new plant.

School taxes from -the new
plant would amount tg about
$150,000 annually, he estimated,

Furthenmore, Medlyn said, the
boundary changes would correct
a “jerrymandering” situation in
which the district's preseat boun-
daries have no logical relation-
ship to the actual township boun-
daries, He*pointed out that the
Novi district boundary now zig-
zags jllogically on all sides, some-
times deep within the township
lines, other times into other
townships.

The requested change would
make the school and township
‘boundaries coincide — with only
several exceptions on the north

and south, he said,

Paragon Reveals Expansion Plans

IN APPROXIMATELY six months the Paragon

Construction company will take on the shape of

1hi§ drawing. The shaded area marks the 69,000

square feet ‘of plant that

will be added to the

steel fabricating firm., The addition, which will

nearly double the plant area, will face the new

Grand River expressway, Announcement of the

expansion was made this week by President Frank

DePodesto, Construction will begin in 30 days.

Plans for an addition that will

nearly double the plant area of
Paragon Construction company
were announced this week by
Prank DePodesio, president of
the Novi firm.
. According to DePodesto, the
steel fabricating company will be-
gin within 30 days to build a
69,000 square foot addition, It
marks the third time the firm has
expanded its facilities since mov-
ing to Novi in the fall of 1854.

“The new area is needed to in-
crease our capacity to meet the
demand of business,” DePodesto
optimistically stated.

The major portion of the new
addition will face the new Grand
River Expressway. It will be 800
feet long and 80 feet wide. A
40foot addition to the present
plant will conneet to the new sec-
tion giving the building an “L”
shape, Construction is expected
to be completed in six months,

Paragon, which employs 600,
is the state’s third largest pro-
ducer of structural steel, Their
products include steel for high-
way bridges, equipping railroad
cars, miscellanecous iron work and
shipping and material handling
racks.
