toI-s maiie quiciter 'Vai is" by tei-
ophone; while stoi-es ai'e fasl 
adopting "self-service". Even the 
blond typist uses an olecti'ic type­
writer; while her boss uses a 
Soundscribci-. The housewife her­
self has cut down her work so as 
to make it unnecessary to em.ploy 
Inaids and laundries; and, in faci, 
she can even eai'n money by ; i . 
outside part-time job. 

With thc faithful school toach-
C1-, tho results arc often thc op­
posite, l t is true that she has been 
given more ''things" to teach -.ind 
to talk about. These have been 
forced upon her school suporin-
tondont Ijy high-pi'cssui-e text­
book salesmen and politicians. 
These outside "things" take the 
teacher's time and strength. I 
greatly sympathize w i l h all 
school teachei-s in their predica­
ment. 
School Teaching Very Inefficieni 

But ithe fact is thai her pi-od-
uct docs not inci'onsc in efficien­
cy and usefulness as her salary 
is increased. The good woIncn 
now teaching my grandchild get 
more than double the pay which 
the .teacliei-s received when I was 
In school. I, however, am con­
vinced that those children do not 
get the training thai I had 50 
years ago. Moreover, every em­
ployer wi l l say that the product 
of our schools is not as good as 
it formerly was. Furthermore, we 
employers are not allowed to "re­
turn the goods and get our money 
back" when the woi'k of a grad-
ua.te is inefficient and careless. 

Basically, lhe job of a school 
teacher is lo help her pupils de­
velop lheir brains, If this has 
been properly laccc^mplished, the 

oiher needs — ehai'acter, health, 
postui-e and "personality — w i l l 
nalui-ally follow. Yet, our public 
school students ai'e not taught 
anything today about their bi-ain. 
Tii'ey utlei-iy fail to realize its 
marvelous powers, liow it works, 
and its tremendous unused .jjos-
sibilities. ln faut, only in ithe past 
year did l get intei-ested in Iny 
own brain through Dr. George 
liusseM IlaiTison, the wonderful 
M.I.T. Dean of Science. Write him 
for a cojjy ot his article in a ro-

I cent Al lan l ic Monthly. (Please 
enclose needed return postage). 

Now hero is a .suggestion which 
those responsible for the cost of 
tho teaching of your children 
should seriously consider. Begin 
in the lower grades to intcI-cst 
the children in their brains. In­
stead of giving them " C A T " as 
tho fii'st woI-d io spell, give them 
••)3RAINS" to spell! Have i.it lhe 
top ot every Report Card tliese 
woi'ds: "Report On How Your 
Brain Is Working." Constantly 
keep the- childi'en conscious of 
their bi-ains and its marvelous 
possibilities. 

Recenily, I asked some boys 
what kind of reading interested 
them most? One replied ','.'\ir-
plano Engines"; another said, 
"Space Flying"; while a third 
said, "To understand how a T V 
works", Then -when I began to 
toll them of the marvelous ma­
chinery inside their own heads, 
they were fascinated. I gave them 
only one illustration ot what hap­
pens when they see an object, and 
how ilhc light waves reflected 
therofi'om arc changed lo electri­
cal impulses which in turn arc 
registered and stored in a niinulc 
memory compartment of their 
brain to be taken out and used 
years later. 

My point is this: Psychologists 
loll us that wo are using our 
brains at only 3 percent capacity. 
If so, think what it would mean 
to our future and the future of 
the nation lo increase this 3 per­
cent to only 6 ipercent. lt could 
not only double the efficiency of 
every public school graduate but 
it could double our standard of 
living and it could Inake every 
one of us belter, healthier, and 
happier. Then every teacher 
would gladly be given double her 
present salary, and Inore!

tees the consumer that the "chic­
ken in the pot" is onlii-ely wholo-
.some and free from disease. 

It is volunlai'y — for thc farm­
er — and its success can only be 
insured If "Mrs. Housewife" de­
mands the protection.

A n y producer can avail him-

.•̂ o'f of the service. Ho contacts 
department of agriculture, 

which sets the machinery in mo­
tion. A veterinarian (usually lo­
cal) is hired by the dopartmcnl 
to inspect the ijirds during proc­
essing for maiket. 

Tlie inspector removes diseased 
birds and assures that the proces­
sing, is conducted under sanitary 
conditions. 

Thc. healthy poultrj' is lagged 
by the veterinarian wi lh a spe­
cial green and white metjal wing 
cl'.p provided by the AgiilcuUure 
Dcp.irtment guaranteeing the 
'.vholc^omene.ss of the .produce. 
This clip identifies the inspceled 
birds in the markets and gi'ocery 
stores.

The producer's only cost is pay­

ment for thc velerinai'ian's time. 
However, many poultry men 

arc reluctant to add to their costs 

when they must compete wi th 
cheap, uninspected poultry com­
ing from Southern states. 

The key lo the success of the

product, they can bavo i l . Unless 
they do, it is easier and cheaper 
lo provide uninspected poultry.

The N o v i school board has started action to Increase the size 
of thc N o v i district by more than half and gain the right to levy 
school ta.ves on the new Lincoln plant. 

The board's action was in the form of a peti t ion to the county 
board of education last week. 

The petition requested boundary alterations that would enlarge 
the Novi district so that It ex­
tends between the east and west 
township boundaries, and from 
l3-Mile road on the north to 
Mile road (west of Novi road) ofi 
the south. 

(East of Novi road, the bound-, 
ary is now roughly Eight Mile 
road. It would' stay that way un­
der the request.) 

Novi superintendent Wi l l i am 
Medlyn estimated the change 
would increase the district from 
l5 square miles to about 24 or 
25 square miles. 

A t present, it would affect only 
some 100 children, he added. 

The country school board has 
scheduled a public hearing on the 
request for July 18. Unless con­
tested-, its decision w i l l be final, 
If contested, the decision w i l l go 
for a final decision to,-the state 
board of education. 

The action is complicated by 
the fact that it involves four 
other districts and four counties, 
Medlyn pointed out. 

The change would mean that 
portions of the territory'of four 
school districts — Farmington on 
the west. South Lyon on the east, 
Northville on the south, and 
Walled Lake on the north — 
would come into the Novi dis­
trict. 

In turn, Novi would turn over 
-•a small (portion of its territory 
which lies in Farmington town-
ship to the Farmington district. 

strongest opposition to the plan 
Is expected to center around tho 
new Lincoln plant. It now is 
split between the South Lyon 
and Walled Lake districts. 

Medlyn said the Nov i board 
feels that it should have the right 
to tax that plant because it w i l l 
be supplying most of the school 
facilities for the increased popu­
lation that w i l l result from the 
grant new plant. 

School taxes from the new 
•plant would amount tp about 
$150,000 annually, he estimated. 

Furthermore, Medlyn said, the 
boundary changes would correct 
a "jerrymandering" situation in 
which the district's present boun­
daries haive no logical relation­
ship to the actual township boun­
daries. He'pointed out that the 
Novi district boundary now zig­
zags illogicstlly on a l l sides, some­
times deep within the township 
lines, other times into other 
townships. 

The requested' change would 
make the school and township 
boundaries coincide — with only 
sevei-al e.xceptions on the north 
and south, he said.

I N A P P R O X I M A T E L Y six months the Paragon 

Conslruction company w i l l take on lhe shape of 

this drawing. The shaded area marks the G9.000 

square feet of plant that w i l l be added lc the 

sleel fabricating firm. Thc addition, which w i l l 

nearly double the plant area, w i l l face lhe new 

Grand River expressway. Announcement of the 

expansion was made Ihis week by Presidenl Frank 

DePodeslo. Conslruction wi l l begin in 30 days. 

Plans for an addition that w i l l 
nearly double the plant area of 
Paragon Construction company 
were announced this week by 
Frank DePodeslo, president of 
the Novi firm. 
. .Aiccordin'g to DePodesto, the 
steel fabricating company wi l l be­
gin within 30 days to build a 
69,000 square foot addition. It 
marks the third time the firm has 
expanded its facilities since moV 
ing to Novi in the fall of 1954. 

"The new area is needed to in-
crease our caipacity to meet the 
demand of business," DePodesto 
optimistically stated. 

The major portion of the new 
addition w i l l face the new Grand 
River Expressway. It w i l l be 800 
foot long and 80 feet wide. A 
40^oot addition to the present 
plant w i l l conneot to the new sec­
tion giving the building an " L ' ' 
shape. Construction is e.xTiected 
to be completed i n six months. 

Paragon, which employs 600, 
is the state's third largest pro­
ducer of structural steel. Their 
products include steel for high-
way bridges, equipping railroad 
cars, miscellaneous iron work and 
shipping and material handling 
raclcs. DePodesto indicated the 
addition would boost the employ­
ment of the company. "I can't 
see an end to oiJr gi-owth," he 
added, Paragon w i l l celebrate its 
tenth anniversary in September. 

Other officers who direct the 
young f i rm located at 44000 
Gi-and River are: G i l Innes, exe­
cutive vice president and secre­
tary; John DePodesto, sales man­
ager and treasurer; Evan Barna-
bo, vice president in charge of 
manufacturing; Paul DePodesto, 
vice president in charge ot ma­
terial control, and Arthur DePo­
desto, vice president in charge of 
erection. 

Major oonstrudtion jobs for 
which Paragon has provided 
structural steel are the John 
Lodge and Edsel Ford express-
ways and the General Motors in ­
dustrial buildings and A .

George Lynch, commission road' 
division spokesman, said plans 
call for Novi road to swing west 
of the C & O railroad, parallel­
ing the track as far as the new 
Eight Mile . Motorists would then 
tuI-n down Novi street to come 
into Northville. 

The present section of Nov i 
road^south of the track w i l l be 
sealecl off on the northern end. 
Residents of the Warren Prod­
ucts area wi l l have access to the 
new Eight Mile but w i l l not be 
able to go straight througOi on 
Novi road as they now can. 

Previous plans for a cloverleaf 
turn connecting the new Novi 
road with the new Eight •Mile 
have been discarded. Lynch said. 
The amount of traffic using the 
roads w i l l not warrant such an 
elaiboI^ate ihterseetion, he added. 

Jerry S t a n i c k , commission 
bridige representative, said an 
overpass for the cutoff w i l l be 
built over the C & O tracks west 
of the present Novi road. 

No estimate of a starting date 
for construction was made by the 
commission representatives.

A stroll past the dignified 
while fIiame building at 107 South 
Wing street in the year 1800 
might have produced very "un­
dignified" results. 

For then it was the home of a 
group of religious outcasts who 
'liked music with their prayers. 

Tho average Northville adult 
or child who may visit this build­
ing daily is probably una'ware of 
its interesting history, for today 
it stands as our public library. 

It was built iby a gi-oup of Pres­
byterians who broke away from 
tlieir church because of a ban on 
music. 

When Ihe hymn-singers return­
ed lo their founders after Uie dif-
ficuilies had been settled, the 
building served successively as a 
public school, the Village opera 

house, a Salvation Ai-my bar-
I'acks, and as the "Young Men's 
Hal l" , 

In 1889, Dr, Mary E, Lapham 

Inet with a group of women or­
ganized a village library associ­
ation, which .began and guided 
the village libraI-y, A n annual 
foe of .?1, and later fifty cents, 
was charged for the privilege of 
boiTOwing books. 

A bi-onzc l.Tblot in thc iibrary 
pays tribute lo Dr, Lapham, who 
bought the "Young Men's H a i l " 
in 1899 and gave it lo thc library 
association with Ihe understand­
ing that it should always be avail­
able one day a week to the 'North­
ville Woman's club for their 
meelings. 

Her request is s t i l l honored — 
each Friday the l ibrary is closed 

for their meetings. The 'building 
also provides a regular meeting 
-place for the NorUrviile Adul t 
Camera cluib, a'nd other organi­
zations occasionally use the l i ­
brary for gatherings, 

Tho association operated the l i ­
brary until 1926, when the stale 
of Michigan passed legislation to 
make i l legal for a township to 
assist in providing free library 
sorvice. 

In 1934, when Wiliard A . E ly 
was township supervisor, tho l i ­
brary became a part of tho Wayne 
County Library system, Tho 
church atmosphere still clung to 
the building — -there \vere pews 
placed around the room facing 
Ihe book shelves. 

.'V decision lo redecorate the 
library was made in 1946, when 

the Wayne Counly Library Board 
and the Northville Township 
Board cooperated in completely 
remodeling the interior, 

Mrs. IL F . Wagenschutz, who 
has been on tbe board since 1943, 
e.Mplained that this decision put 
the l ibrary among the first 
'home" lilbrarios in llic country. 

Softly colored waiis, flmvei's, 
loveseals, an inviting wainut fire-
piace, draped windows — each 
contributes lo giving the iibrary 
a pleasant, homelike atmosphere. 

A special section wi lh small 
tables and chaiI-s is reserved for 
little people — who come i n on 
Iheir own and with classes from 
Nor ihvi l le elementary schools.

The Standard of Right and Wrong 
Todiay we are faced with the 

jiroblem of what is right and 
wiiat is wrong i n a- number of 
-matters. Such Inatters as mercy 
kiliings; divoi'co on -any grounds; 
the pi'oper observance of tiie 

Lord's Day; dis­
ci p 1 i n e in the 
ii 0 m e s a n d 
s c h o o l s ; the 
q u e s t i o n of 
amusements; the 
master of decent 
d r e s s ; w h e n 
d o e s literature 
boconic obscene, 
etc. These are 
very real prob­

lems that face this generation. 
Thei'o seems to be a great deal of 
controvei'sy .with capable propon­
ents of both sides of the ques­
tion. How are wo going to tell 
what is right and what is wrong? 
Is there a standard-? 

We Are Being Told — 
that ti-uth is relative. B y this they 
mean that circumstances deter-
jninc whether a matter is right 
or wlioither it is wrong. They say 
that there is no absolute. B y this 
we are to understand Uiat there 
is no standaI-d of conduct which 
is Univci's.aHy right or Univer­
sally wrong. They point out what 
.may be right in our American 
Culture n^ay be wrong and i m -
moi-ai in the Oriental Culture. 
Then too, these Modern thinkers 
tell us that the standard changes 
from ono generation to another, 
and yes, oven within the same 
gonci'ation. This kind of think­
ing is being fed to our students i n ­
cur colioges. It is aimost being 
fed piece meal to the public 
through our-magazines and news-
papei's. Gradually wo are being 
indoctrinated by this sort of Pro­
paganda. 

How It Works 
For exalnple, in the Doctrine 

ot K a r l Mar.v, a lie is justifiable 
if it furthers the end in view. 
Since the ond i n view is the dom­
ination of the world by Commu­
nism (which is right in their 
thinking), it is perfectly ali-ight 
to lie, to deceive, to break agree­
ments or lo be "two faced". Is it 
any wonder -that the United 
Sta'tes lias been ennbarrassed b y 
the agreements of Yalta? Bu t 
wait a moment, isn't that exactly 
the same thinking people use in 
"telling white lies?" Is it not an 

expedient to bring about the de-
' sired good end? It is no longer 
wrong then because it is related 
to good Intentions and good end, 
This vei'y standard of relativism 
is raising havoc in our genera­
tion. The divorce records, itlie in ­
crease in ci'imc, the juvenile prob­
lems, the sex cj-jmo problems all 
have their roots in a igeneration 
who docs that which is right in 
their own eyes. 

What We Need— 
We need to get back to the B i ­

ble standard of right and w o n g . 
It is not as outdated as .some 
wouid have us believe. It is not 
an Oriental handbook of -moi-ali-
ty. It is indeed the Very Word of 
God for the whole world-. The 
Psalmist says in Psalm 19;7-9, 
"The law pf tiie Lord is perfect, 
converting the soul; the testi­
mony of the Lord is sure malting 
wise the simiple. The. statutes of 
the Lord are right, rejoicing the 
heart; the commandiment of the 
Lord is pure, enllghteining the 
eyes. Fear of the Lord is clean. 

enduring forever; the judgments 
of the Lord are true and righteous 
altogether." It was the Loi 'd Jesus 
who said, "Thy Word is TI-ulh" 
in John l7;17. In this book called 
the Bible, God has revealed what 
is right and what is w o n g . When 
one becomes a Christian this 
Book becomes the lamp unto his 
ifeet and the light unto his path, 
It becomes ithe handbook for hoiy 
living. 

Wliat we need ,first is to be born 
again through the miracle of the 
Spirit of God. A n unregenerated 
heart is not disposed to pI-actice 
tI'ulh according to the Divine 
Standard. Because of the per-
verseness and a-obellion of his 
human nature he loves daritness 
rather than light. Oh, he may pay 
iip service in o^mpiimcnting 
Christianity for its standard, but 
he w i l l bo subject to it himself. 
One of the marks of a true Chris­
tian Is that "They hear His voice 
and follow Him" . They accept 
His standard of right and wrong 
'and desire to live accordingly.

"L imi l ed access" highways w i l l 

form a laI'ge part of this con­
struction program outlined last 
week by Highway Commissioner 
Charles' M . Ziegler. These roads 
offer uncqualed safety with di­
vided multiple lanes, a controlled 
nunibor ot entrances, and bypass­
es around many towns and cities. 

But mei-ehants and villages de­
pending on transients for much 
of their business are already be­
ginning to voice fears that a by­
pass would endanger their eco­
nomic structure. 

* t t 
Fears may be unfounded. While 

Michigan's limited access high­
way profii-am is still in its in­
fancy, (there are 169 miles of ful­
ly limited controlled highways in 
tiie state,) other areas have made 
exhaustive studies on towns by-
passed by major routes. 

The biggest factor seems to be 
adjusting to the new situation. 
Planning ahead can ease the 
"shock" that accompanies any 
sudden change. 

For example, in Chelsea, mer­
chants woi'ked as a group. "We 
decided we had to .become as of-

rpaco in newspapers and maga­
zines. Often tbey must pay more 
•proportionately for goods they 
stock because they cannot buy in 
such laIigc quantities as the 
chains. Also, independent retail­
ers are faced with increasing de­
mands for higher omployec wages 
and greater fringe benefits after 
these concessions are obtained in­
itially by employees of big stores. 
Too many independent retailers 
have already succumbed to Uiese 
pprossures,

Cutting this time i n half has tlie 
efifect of doubling retail sales. 
Furthcrfnorc, it enables a group 
of merchants to save the expense 
of keeping open evenings by co-
opei-ating to concentrate evening 
inquiries thi-ough one channel.

Figures released this week show that some 25 percent more 
new homes were built in N o v i last year than in 1955. 

In al l of Oakland county, however, there was a nine percent 
drop.

A request by the city of N o r t l i ­
v i l le to appeal a decision by 
Judge Clark J . Adams in the 
N o v i township annexation issue 
was denied last week by the 
state supreme court. 

T l ie high court rendered Its 
denial "without prejudice", leav-
the way open for a later appeal 
should Northville lose its case in 
the annexation of 82 acres sur-
roundinfi Amerman school. 

City Attorney Phil ip Ogilvie 
appealed a decision by the Oak­
land county circuit jud/ge which 
interpreted the right of a town­
ship to bring suit against annexa­
tion as a "citizen". The area in 
dispute was anIiexed to North­
vi l le in an election last August 7. 
Novi township filed suit claim­
ing the election invalid. The suit 
maintains that all citizens of the 
township, and not just residents 
pf the area involved, should be 
allowed to vote. 

Ogilvie miade his request for 
appeal in December. The case 
mus-t now return to the circuit 
court for trial, probably within 
one month. 

Specifically, Novi issued 274 
permits for new homes in 1956 
as against 219 in 1955. This com­
pares with 123 in 1954, 71 in 
1-953 and 5i in 1952. 

Throughout the county, how­
ever, only 9,973 permits were is­
sued iast year compared with 
11,093 in 1955. 

Despite Novi's continued surge 
it could only place 14th in the 
county in actual numbers of per-
Inits. ConTiparcd with Novi's 274 
permits. Royal Oak issued 958 
and Bioomifioid township issued 
S33 to lead the county. Cioser to 
home, FaI-mington township plac­
ed fifth with 641 — though the 
township actually showed a per­
centage loss. 

The figures were compiled by 
the Detroit Metropoiitan Area 
Planning Commission and include 
studies of Wayne, Oakland and 
Macomb counties. 

For the entire Detroit area, 
new home construction dropped 
off by 20 percent in 1956, the re 
port noted. Against Oakland 
county's nine percent loss, Wayne 
showed a wbopping 35 percent 
drop. Macomb county was down 
29 percent, 

Leading communities in the 
area were Dearborn township 
(2,538 permits), Detroit (2,106), 
Nankin township ( l ;7 l l ) and St.

Novi township residents were 
reminded this week that t-hey 
have only another week in which 
to pay their taxes. 

Treasurer Charles Trickey, Jr . 
said tax returns have been slow 
in recent weeks. 

After next Thursday, taxes 
must be paid to the Oakland 
county treasurer i n Pontiac. A 
four percent penalty and one-
ihalif percent per month interest 
charge w i l l be levied on delin-
quenit taxes, 

Trickey w i l l receive tax pay­
ments at the township hall Sat­
urday, Wednesday and Thursday 
from 9 a.im. to noon and from 1 
to 5 p.m. each day. 

two comipetitors 
combined. 

Elsewhere in the township pri­
mary Monday, Novi Democrats 
endorsed their unopposed slate 
and filled in several Vacancies 
-wilh write-in votes. 

The record vote also saw the 
controversial "race track rezon­
ing" gain public approval by a 
382-351 margin. 

Staman's personal victory was 
equaled by only one other major 
candidate on his slate. Frank 
Clark, long-time supervisor and 
trustee, led the field of seven 
candidates and gained nomina­
tion for a th i rd term as trustee. 

The remaining four major can-
d'idates were filled by a young 
group of township Republicans 
who c a m p a i g n e d vigorously 
against Staman's slate in pre-
primary electioneering. They are: 
incumbent Hadley Bachert for 
clerk and newcomers Ray Har­
rison for treasurer, Stanley Ba ­
lon for trustee and Robert A n ­
derson for justice of the peace. 

As a result of the primary, the 
Republican board — i f elected 
in A p r i l , and if poli t ical wounds 
are not healed by then — would 
presumably be lined up 3-2 
against Staman. This contrasts 
with recent months, in which 
Staman had a 3-2 board majority 
beh indhim. 
•' Gpp'bsing the Republican slate 
A p r i l 1 w i l l be a Democratic, 
ticket composed of Henbert Koes-. 
ter for superviisoI-, Mrs . Sylvia 
K l e r k x foI', clerk, Kenneth De-
Hayes for treasurer, Eugene Mar­
tin and L . G. B i r i for trustee-
and Joseph Ardito for justice of. 
the peace. . i 

Mrs. K l e r k x was a write-in 
candidate with one vote. 

Clerk Hadley Bachert said the 
total turnout of 1̂ 249 is be-
'lieved to be the largest for any 
primary in Novi history. It rep. 
resented about half of the regis­
tered voters. 

In other communities, the turn­
out Monday ranged around the 
15 percent mark. 

The defeat of incumbent jus­
tice of the peace Edmund Yerkes 
was .regarded as the major sur­
prise of the primary. Yerkes had 
served as Novi justice continu­
ously since 1935 before be-ing up-
set Monday by Anderson, a young 
attorney who had not held pol­
itical oifice before. 

Trustee Harold Mi l l e r was the 
only other incumibent defeated i n 
the primary. A n appointee to the 
office last year, Mi l l e r had not 
previously been tested i n an elec­
tion, 

Bachiert received the largest 
vote for major oflfice, posting 675 
votes. Two candidates for con-
staible topped that total by a few 
votes, however. 

The narrow victory for the re-
zoning proposition paves tihe 
way for heavy industry and a' 
possiible race track site at Grand 
River and Meadowbrook. The 
successfoil referendum ends six 
months of storniy public contro­
versy over the measure, which, 
was approved by the township 
board in Decemlber and petitioned 
against imntediately afterward. 

Bachert noted that some 500 
voters failed to cast their ballot 
on the rezoning proposition. He 
assumed they simply failed to 
notice it on the ballot. 

The primary featured a flood 
of write-in votes that resulted 
in three more candidates being 
nominated, They are: Mrs. K l e r k x 
for cleIik, Republican Jack K a h r l 
for constable and Republican 
George Mairs for highway com-
-missioner, 

The other write-in Votes did 
not alter the results. 

In addition to regular township 
oOfices, both Reipuiblicans and 
Democrats named three-member 
township party .committees. The 
groups are required by a recent 
state law. 

.An analysis of the Votes indi­
cates that Novi Republicans split 
their ballots among the three 
G O P slates. There appeared to be 
little relationship among the 
Votes received by candidates run­
ning togeliher on each of the 
slates. I 
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
