Primary purpose of any grand
jury is o obiain evidence and
{estimony that cannot be compil-
ed under normal couriroom pro-
cedures.

The key to success lies in the
power to grant immunity against
prosecution {o persons who testi-

Ify. In many instances when it is

hard to obtain evidence, a grand
jury is the only means of reach-
ing the “top men”. Persons crim-
inally involved only in a minor
way can be granted immunity or
“traded off” so that a strong case
can be built against major of-
fenders.

Michigan law provides for both
one-man grand jury and also a
panel of 23 citizens to sit as a
grand jury. However, only the
former is given the power to
grand immunity.

Kavanagh suggests that the
immunity power be vested in the
mulliple-man grand jury. He
‘hopes that a sysiem patierned af-
{er federal court procedure can
be established. This would call
for a citizens' panel to sit regu-

Construction of new homes fell off in most of Oakland county
last year, but it reached a new high in Novi township.

Figures released this week show that some 25 percent more
new homes were built in Novi last year than in 1955,

In all of Oakland county, however, there was a nine percent
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Supreme Court
Denies Northville
Annexation Appeal

A request by the city of North.
ville to appeal a decision by
Judge Clark J. Adams in the
Novi township annexation issue
was denied last week by the
state supreme court.

The high court rendered its

denial “‘without prejudice”, leav-
the way open for a later appeal
should Northville lose its case in
the annexation of 82 acres sur-
rounding Amerman school.

City Atlorney Philip Ogilvie
appealed a decision by the Oak~
land county circuit judge which
interpreted the right of a town-
ship to bring suit against annexa-
tion as a “citizen"”, The area in
dispute was annexed to North-
ville in an election last August 7,
Novi township filed suit claim-
ing the election invalid. The suit
maintains that all citizens of the
township, and not just residents
of the area involved, should be
allowed to vote.

Ogilvie made his request for
appeal in December, The case
must now return to the circuit
court for tirial, probably within
ane mondh,

In still another Northwville-
Novi annexation suit brought by
Warren Products against North-
ville no decision has been made.

Briefs by attorneys of both sides,

have been filed following trial
by the Oakland circuit court. The

160 acres involved include the,
site of the Warren Products plantl

and the proposed 200-home sub-

division of the D & R Building |

company.
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Specifically, Novi issued 274
permits for new homes in 1956
as against 219 in 1955, This com-
pares with 123 in 1954, 71 in
1953 and 51 in 1952,

Throughout the county, how-
ever, only 9,973 permils were is-
sued last year compared with
11,093 in 1955,

Despite Novi's continued surge
it could only place 14th in the
coundy in actudl numbers of per-
mits, Compared with Novi's 274
permits, Royal Oak issued 958
and Bloomfield township issued
833 to lead the county. Closer to
home, Farmington {ownship plac-
ed fifth with 641 — though the
township aclually showed a per-
centage loss, ol

The figures were compiled by w
the Detroit Metropolitan Area
Planning Commission and include
studies of Wayne, Oakland and
Macomb counties.

For the entire Detroit area,
new home construction dropped
off by 20 percent in 1956, the re-
port noted. Against Oakland
county’s nine percent loss, Wayne
showed a whopping 35 percent
drop. Macomb county was down
29 percent,

Leading communities in the
area were Dearborn {ownship
(2,538 permits), Detroit (2,106),
Nankin township (1,711} and St.
Clair Shores (1,664),

The report blamed the overall
drop in new home construction
on three factors: tight credit, ris-
ing construction costs and a
steady increase in cost of the
house itself,

It noted that in the last ten
years, the price of the average
new home has risen 82 percent
and building costs have gone up
by 37 percent. On the other hand,
the average family's income has
increased by only 42 percent in
that period.

The report also said honlel
building has been hampered by
“the lack of adequate sewage
disposal and water facilities.

Rezoning Approved
In Key Novi Primary

Novi township Republicans gave supervisor Frazer Staman
a strong vote of confidence Monday, but tempered it by naming
four members of an opposing slate as his major running mates in

Staman received nearly as many votes for the supervisor nom-

ination as his two competitors
combined.

Elsewhere in the township pri-
mary Monday, Novi Democrats
endorsed their unopposed slate
and filled in several vacancies
with write-in votes,

The record vote also saw the
coniroversial “race track rezon-
ing"” gain public approval by a
382-351 margin.

Staman's personal victory was
cqualed by only one other major
candidate on his slate, Frank
Clark, long-time supervisor and
trustee, led the field of seven
candidates and gained nomina-
tion for a third term as trustee,

The remaining four major can-
didates were filled by a young
group of township Republicans
who campaigned vigorously
against Staman's slate in pre-
primary electioneering, They are:
incumbent Hadley Bachert for
clerk and newecomers Ray Har-
rison for treasurer, Stanley Ba-
lon for trustee and Robert An-
derson for justice of the peace.

As a result of the primary, the
Republican board — if elected
in April, and if political wounds
are not healed by then — would
presumably be lined up 3-2
against Staman. This contrasts
with recent months, in which
Staman had a 3-2 board majority
behind-him, S

Editor's Note: F. R, Sproule
of West Six Mile road, re-
cently attended the 18th an-
nual Citizens’ Conference on
Education in Lansing, For
residents of the area concern-
ed with the problems of ed-
ucation, we publish his report
of the meeting,

On February 5, a record crowd
of delegates from every part of
the slate overflowed the auditor-
ium and strained the facilitics of
Lansing's great civie cenier,

Before splitbing into  study
groups the 1,200 delegates were
welcomed by Gov, Williams and
State School Superiniendent Clair
Taylor, who both said that such
a large turnout indicated a heart-
ening awareness of the vital im-
portance of education in Michi-
gan,

The Governor took time out of
a busy day, with the Legislature
in session, to talk at length about
matters concerning education, He
dwelt particularly onthe fact that
people must learn they have to
pay if they arc {o have good
schools, He pointed out that while
the taxpayer's tab, today, for
such services as education looks
big, actually it amounts to a low-
er perceniage of the citizens’ in-
come than 9 years ago, The in-
ference was that perhaps if we
were willing to devate as great
a share of our income to educa-
tion now as we did 9 years ago,
the financial problem would be
solved,

The theme of the meeting was
“Town Meetings Today — Better
Community Schools Tomorrow.”
Dr. Ernest O, Melby, Distinguish-
ed Visiting Professor, College of
Education, Michigan State Uni-
versity, stirred the delegates by
making an eloquent case for the
power of an aroused citizenry as
the only answer to the problems
of education today, citing exam-
ples to prove his point. “All prob-
lems of education will never be
solved by educators,” Dr. Melby
concluded,

This view was strongly sup-
ported by Dr. Wenge of Wayne
State Universily, who said: “The
quality of education in the

schools of a community can never

“T believe if Jesus were here fo-
day, instead of being a carpen-
ter, he would be an insurance
agent”” My cxplanation of this
is that T believe the insurance
business is a clear illustration of
applied Christianity. If someone's

I homie burns, the company does

not usually use its capital to pay
the unfortunate persons. The in-
surance is paid {rom premiums
coniributed by the rest of us
whose houses have not burned,
If one of us dies and the wife
reccives insurance for $20,000,
the rest of us, through our pre-
miums, pay the wife these much-
needed funds. Let me now give
you some ideas as to my thoughts
¢n insurance in general,

Different Kinds of Insurance

The simplest insurance is life
insurance, On these life company
stocks I was very bullish a few
years ago when they were cheap;
but since then they have increas-
ed threefold in price and, hence,
are not so atiractive. The health,
accident and automobile company
stocks have never appealed to
me; hut some are OK., The surety
and bonding companies I know
nothing about. The fire insurance
companies I have studied for
years and have invested consid-
crable money therein.

Many Disagree With Me

The investment trusts have
been doing considerable selling
of insurance stocks, especially
those of the fire insurance com-
panies. They feel that the present
“agency sysiem"” is becoming ob-
solele, There may be radical
changes in the selling organiza-
tions of the fire insurance stock
companies; but their executives
do not now admit it.

Many investors also fear the
mutual stock fire companies, Of
course, there are no stockhold-
ers in the mutual life companies;
but certain stock {fire insurance
companies use a mutual system
for premiums, They offer o save
the buyer of insurance a good
part of the commission now go-
ing to the agent. My own feeling
is there will always be a field
for both classes, each one keep-

ing the other on its toes.

Answer Is Elusive

The exact status and funection
of the newly-elected Novi town-
ship party committees appearcd
this week to be somewhat vague.

The Republican and Democra-
tic commillees were elected for
the first lime in last week's pri-
mary election,

Each consists of three members,
nominated by local party caucus.

Rumors of Plant
Denied by Chrysler

A Chrysler spokesman this
week squelched rumors that the
company will soon build a new
plant on Grand River west of
Novi. .

The spokesman said Chrysler
owns 500 acres of land on the
outskirts of New Hudson, but has
no immediate plans for using it

“The only thing we expect out
there this year is another bumper
crop of corn,” he said.

He added that the rumor
may have originated after real-
tors contacted the Lyon township
zoning board for clarification of
the township zoning ordinance.

“Chrysler has several parcels
of land on the outskirts of De-
troit,” he said, “but that doesn't
mean we have plans to build im-
mediately — or ever. We some-
times purchase land simply as a
hedge against the future.”

Three wvacancies on the board
of review and zoning board
were filled Saturday afternoon
by Novi township board mem-
bers meeting in special session.

post,” Staman said.

At this point Trickey said he
believed the newly elected: town-
ship party committees should
make the appointments, Trickey

then inserted the name of Leo
Harrawood as qualified for the
position, “I think we should con-
sider Harrawood because he was
50 close in the election,” Trickey
said, “I move we appoint Harra-
wood.”

“I've already moved we appoint
Watza,” Clark interjected. Harold
Miller quickly seconded Clark’s
choice, Trickey or Clerk Hadley
Bachert neither supported or op-
posed the motion,

After Staman called for ap-
pointments to the zoning board
Trickey snapped, “Who are the
two fellows you threc want so
we can vote them in?”

Finally the board turned to the

The decision to contest the
election did not gain unanimous
support of the board., Treasurer
Charles Trickey, Jr. and clerk
Hadley Bachert abstained from
voting on grounds that the board
should not give unlimiled power
to Leonard.

Novi officials have opposed the
incorporation of Wixom from the
beginning, viewing it as still ano-
ther effort to “chisle away” at
the township bhoundaries. Novi
already has two suits pending
against the annexation of two
township sites to the city of
Northville.

Novi's biggest stake in the Wix-
om question, however, is the
multi-million dollar Lincoln plant
now under construction within
the the new village limits. The
plant will be the biggest source
of tax money in the area when
it is completed. .

As long as Wixom remains a
village, Novi can continue to tax
the plant. But if Wixom ever be-
comes a city, Novi would lose all
taxation power over the giant fa-
cility,

Supervisr Frazer Staman said
Saturday that Novi might “go
bankrupt” if the incorporation
goes through, In addition to los-
ing the tax revenue, Novi would
have to turn over thousands of
dollars to Wixom in division-of~
assels proceedings, he said.

“IL simply doesn't seem right
that part of the township should
be taken away without the peo-
ple themselves favoring it,” Sta-
man said. “And a tie vote is cer-
tainly not a vote in favor of the
inconporation.”

The board's action came only
{wo days before Frank Davis, a
candidate for trustee nomination
two weeks ago, was to begin
similar proceedings against the
incorporation, Davis had planned -
to file for an injunction Monday
in Oakland county circuit court.

Davis said he would not file a
separate action, but would vol-
unteer to senve as the complain-
ant on behalf of the township.
This, he said, would avoid a legal
argument over the question of
whether a township can begin
proceedings as a ‘“citizen” — an
argument which has held up one
of the Northville annexation
suits.

Leonard said he hoped to con-
test the election on the basis of
a decision involving a similar in-
corporalion of Walled Lake two
years ago. At that time, Circuit
Court Judge Frank Doly ruled
that a Novi township section
could not be taken in as part of
Walled Lake.

Doty based his decision on the
fact that the Novi scclion voted
down the incorporation, even
though the rest of the area in
question favored it.
