Many live on pensions or annuities
or income from investmenis, and
therefore have no need to seek em-
ployment. Others do need jobs, bul
not all ean find them today.

In my observation, it is. rather
difficult to get a job in Florida un-
less you have specinl skills which
the state’'s few industries can use.
However, efforts to get natural gas
by pipeline from Texas are now on
the verge of succeeding. I predict
that parts of the state will have nat-
ural gas by the summer of 1958,
When the supply of this fuel is as-
sured, industry should move into
Florida at a very rapid pace.
New Boom In Real Estate
Mild climate has always been an
attraction to prospective buyers of
land for homes or businesses. Now
that atomic energy is to be an add-
ed attraction, I forecast an even
further boom in Florida real estate.
The present boom will be far dif-
ferent from the “boom and bust" of
the 1920's when sellers and buyers
alike went just plain crazy. Sharp
real estate operators, whose meth-
ods are questionable, cannot be
eliminated entirely, but Florida
does attempt to curb Jand and stock
frauds,
1 am bullish on well-located Flor-
ida homes which are already built.
I do not hesitate to advise those
interested to buy a house, or a lot,
in an already settled community.
However, 1 urge prospective settl
ers in Florida or those anxious to
buy land there for investment or
speculation to proceed very cau-
tiously, Before buying lots in a new
subdivision, you should first see
them. Florida offers plenty of op-
portunity to those who are alert to
its possibilities and willing to work
hard to get ahead. At this time it
is not a good place in which to
speculate.

Shopping For Industrial Sites
Florida's lack of oil, coal and
waterpower has been a serious
handicap to the development of
heavy industry, Actually, light in-
dustry has heen moving into the
state at an increasing rate, Many
industrial concerns in the North
and Middle West ask me how to go
about buying land for industrial use
in Florida. My first answer is to
buy for cash only, and to use the
same common sense they would use
when buying land in their own home
state. Second — buy something
which they feel sure they could rent
or sell promptly if they cannot use
it themselves.
Florida Is growing fast. Where
good land in a settled community
can now be bought cheap, I advise
buying it; but I have a word of
.|caution for those who are in the
market anywhere for land for of-
fice buildings, factories, or apart-
ments. Plan for much more parking
space than you-now feel you wjll
ever need, The success of business
ventures in any state will depend
largely on ease of access and park-
ing facilities. Provide ample park-
ing for employees, customers and
suppliers, In less than twenty years,
I predict that the present number
of registered cars will be doubled.
What About The Citrus Business?
After spending some 35 winters
in Florida, I believe an experienced
and hard-working citrus grower can
do well, In recent years the citrus
industry has prospered. It should
do better in future years as new
and less expensive methods for cul-
tivating, picking, extracting, ship-
ping and preserving the flavor of
fruit juices are discovered.
However, do not let citrus pros-
perity lure you to Florida to grow
fruit unless you know something
about the business or are prepared
to have your interests cared for by
an experienced co-operative citrus
organization. Also be sure you in-
vest in a frostproof grove that can
furnish you a 20.year record. Don't

The Walled Lake and Lyon areas
include the mammoth new Lincoln
plant which represents an estimated
$5,000,000 school tax base,

Novi had previously requested the
same three transfers plus a fourth
earlier this year, The Oakland coun-
ty school board denied the three
but allowed the fourth — an annex-
ation of 240 acres from the Farm-
ington school district,

Walled Lake has objected to the
transfer on grounds it does not
want to lose the Lincoln tax base,
Lyon residents have opposed it be-
cause Novi does not have a high
school.

Medlyn said he and the Novi
school board had hoped for a hear-
ing before the state board later this
year ~— possibly during the sum-
mer — and were disappointed that
the hearing had been scheduled at
this time. He indicated the Novi
group would probably seek a post-
ponement of the hearing until a
later date,

Medlyn said the Novi group needs
the time “to study the whole ques-
tion more thoroughly,”

The Novi board has felt all along
that the three areas should be part
of Novi in order to straighten out
district boundaries and make them
conform closer to actual township
boundaries,

In addition, they feel they will be
required to supply most of the
school facilities for families of Lin-
coln employees and should there-
fore have tax rights over the new
facility.

The decision by the state school
board and superintendent will be
final. There is no provision in law

for a public election to decide the
issue,

The proposed Novi race track
was hack in the news this week
with the announcement that
construction of the multi-mil.
lion dollar project has been held
up by complex sewer problems.

At the same time, there were
two other rumblings in Novi
about this controversial track.

—that all is not well with the
syndicate backing it.

—and that the group may look
clsewhere in Novi for a site if the
present one falls through,

The announgement of sewer trou-
ble came froM B. F. Gregoric, a
civil engineer and leading member
of the racing syndicate,

Gregoric said the problem stems
from the difficulty of putting in a
septic tank system on the present
site at Grand River and Meadow-
braok, The Oakland county drain
commission, he said, has unofficial-
ly turned thumbs down on a septic
system because it might not handle
20,000 to 22,000 people at race time.

Instead, the commission has sug-
gested installing a major sewerage
disposal plant which could become
the heart of a system for all of
Novi township, Gregoric said. But,
he added, such a system would
probably cost somewhere around
$300,000.

Novi township supervisor Frazer
Staman indicated Tuesday that Novi
is not banking on such a system in
its planning, but is instead going
ahead with other approaches for a -
township-wide sewerage system,)

Gregoric said he is now investigat-
ing other possibilities for a sewer
set-up, including tying into a sys-
tem at the new Lincoln plant, He

is to report to track stockholders
late this month, .

In either case — a disposal plant
on the track site or a tie-in with
Lincoln — Novi residents would be
able to hook onto sewer lines, Gre-
goric said. This would give Novi a
start on its own sewer problem and
would help reimburse the track for
part of the cost of the initial sys-
tem, he added. ‘ "]

Meanwhile, Gregoric said, every-
thing else is ready for construction
to begin. Material for the grand--
stand and all-weather covering iy
ready, contractors are standing by,
surveying has been done, and ‘state
racing commissioner James H, Mg-
lis soon will be approached for a
license, he added.

Gregoric said Inglis so far has
not given his approval for a license,
but added that the racing commis-
ioner’s atitude has been ‘“‘encour-
aging"'.

Despite Gregoric’s optimism, there
were signs that the syndicate is
having its own problems,

George Kovacs, a Walled Lake"
industrialist, said he had not talked
with Gregoric in ““over a month” and
Gregoric snid the same about Dr,
August Holcomb, owner of the prop-
erty. . '

Furthermore, George Leiter, form.
er manager of Saratoga Farms
restaurant and a member of the
race group, was killed in an auto-
mobile accident last December,
Finally, one authorative source
hinted that plans for the track def-
initely have bogged down.

Whether these add up to an indi-
cation that the syndicate and its
plans are falling apart could not
be determined.

Nevertheless, Gregoric maintain-
that the track ‘‘definitely” will be
construeted in  Novi.

© “We will build the track even if
we have to put up the $300,000 for
a sewerage system,” he said.
Gregoric added that he has tried
to contact officials of other Detroit
area sports to interest them in using
the extensive facilities planned on
the track site. Rental of the facilities
would help pay for such a system,
he said.

At the same time, Gregoric said
the group may consider two other
sites in Novi if the present sewer
problems cannot be solved. He
identified one as Kovacs' property
at the southeast corner of Beck
and West roads, but would not tell
what the other is.

The proposed track, estimated to
cost $5,500,000, would have facilities
for horse racing, polo and other
major sports and would be open
to use by township residents in
off-seasons. Plans were revealed
late last year. . . .

Frantically she tried to arouse
her ailing father-inlaw, She could
neither move him or wake him,

Then she learned the worst. The
lightning had put the telephone out
of order,

Realizing the impending danger,
Mrs. Stone gathered up Corky and
dashed out of the house into a
drenching downpour of rain, With
Corky in one arm she frantically
waved the other to passing motor-
ists on Seven Mile road pointing
to the smoking house.

She knew her neighbors were
away and her frustration grew as

stopping, -

Finally, thanks to Ed Weleh

Yocational School
Will Not Be Built
On Northville Site

A suggeslion by Whitmore Lake
residents that the state locate its
propesed Boys Vocational School
in Northville brought a clipped “not
interested"” reply from W. J, Maxey,
director of social welfare for Michi-
gan,

Maxey, contacted by The Record
last week, said he had not heard
of the proposal but would not give
it any consideration, “We have pur-
chased 340 acres at Whitmore Lake
and hope to receive an appropria-
tion for the school during this ses-
sion of the legislature,” Maxey said.

“For one thing, there are too
many institutions in Northville al-
ready. And the state property in
Northville belongs to the depart-
ment of mental health, I'm sure they
wouldn't 'buy more than they need.”
Whitmore Lake residents, united
in fighting the state in its plan to
move the school from its cramped
quarters in Lansing, came up with
the Northville idea Jast week.
They are suggesting that some
500 acres of stale-owned land near
the state hospital on -Seven Mile
road be used for the Boys Voca-
tional School. They point out that
the site meets all of Maxey's re-
quirements; it is near Detroit, ade-
quate land, a power plant and laun-
dry facilities already built.

While Maxey stands firm in his
position that the Whitmore Lake
site is ideally located lhe residents
are just as steadfast in their oppo-
sition. Maxey prefers Whitmore
because of its proximity to Ann
Arbor's medical facilities and De-
troit, home of the majority of boys
attending the school.

The residents are seeking to
block the appropriation for the
school in the legislature and at the
same time find another location for
Maxey and his school.

Several other communities have
indicated an interest in the school,
put Maxey has turned them down
because of location, -

Northville's school tax is compli-
cated by the fact that the com-
munity lies in two counties, Both
counties use different “‘equalization
factors” which are .applied to the
assessed evaluation of property to
determine the amount of tax the
owner must pay.

In Oakland county the recom-
mended factor for 1957 is 2.28, while
in Wayne county it is 1.58. Thus
a home owner in the Oakland coun-
ty section of the city of Northville
would pay one and one-half times
the school tax of a Wayne county
resident with the same property
evaluation, .

Robertson stated that the proce-
dure for appealing the condition is
not clear, It was at first believed
that an appeal to the assessors of
the townships within the school dis-
trict could be made, They would
be asked to set a different equali-
zation factor within the district,
thus making the tax equitable
throughout the school area. The
school district includes all or part
of Northville township, Salem town-
ship, Novi township, Lyon township
and Northville.

An opinion by the Wayne county
tax Dbureau this week indicates,
however, that if the city’s appeal in
Pontiac  Wednesday was not suc-
cessful, then it would be necessary
to appeal to the State Tax Com-
mission,

Robertson pointed out that North-
ville would base its main objec-
tion on the manner in which Oak-
land county arrived ot the 1957
evaluation figure for the section

of the city lying in Oakland. He(

stated that in arriving at $747,086
(after applying the 2.28 equaliza-
tion factor) the county used last
year's assessment roll, Because ad-
justments have been made in the
roll this year, Robertson said the
applied factor was too high. He also
pointed to the 1.46 factor in Novi
township, a drop from 1.49 in 1956,
as inequitable when compared to
Northville,

It's one thing
to suffer personally, it's another
to suffer loss, For example, if
my house burns I may suffer
loss of my household goods with-
out suffering in my body. So
when considering a passage of
scripture remember this valua-
ble rule “READ ON, READ ON,
READ ON, READ ON!

Here’s Some Tips
Now That It’s Time
For Landscaping

1t's easy to plant the home prop-
erty from a plan and, in the long
run, it is more economical.

A good plan will tell you what
and where to plant so you are cer-
tain, when the planting is com-
pleted, to have a far more beauti-
ful and valuable property, provid-
ing more graclous living than ever.

There are five steps to be taken
in assuring top grade landscaping,
according to the American Associ-
ation of Nurserymen, Here they are:

1, Many people will have thelr
own ideas obout landscaping. If

-] you are building a new house, how-

ever, it is better to consult with
your landscape nurseryman before
you even start to build, He can tell
you where to locate the house so
you can take advantage of every
opportunity for better living from
a landscape viewpoint. Whether you
are building anew, or have to make
the best of what you already have,
start with a plan.

, With respect to older homes,
whose landscaping is overgrown,
such a plan is just as necessary as
with a new home. Oftentimes, sound
planning of re-landscaping can save
many overgrown plants by trans-
ferring them to locations where
they will serve a definite purpose.
This first step, planning, is very
important. Also sit down with who-
ever does the planning and discuss
with him what you like best in
plant life, that expresses your own
personality.

2. Once you have a good plan,
the rest is much easier. First comes
the planting of one or more shade
or flowering trees, depending on
the size of your property. Trees
take longer to grow than lawn grass,
for instance, and you save valuable
growing time by planting them at
the earliest possible time.

3. Third, make .a ‘good Ilawn.
Your nurseryman will advise open
lawns for several reasons, mainly
because open lawns are more at-
tractive and they are ecasier to mow.

4, The foundation planiing comes
next, If your planting has-become
seragely and out-moded it may he
better for ultimate effect to tear it
out and start all over, If an old or
new planting, modern practice pres-
cribes curved lines for the overall
design. Plants should not be higher
than the bottom of ground floor
windows, Larger plants at the: cor-
ners are ‘‘tied together” by plant
ing low-growing plants between
them,

5. Specimen ,plants and special
gardens — outdoor “living can be
combined with specimen plants and

-a -special -garden that will provide

a gracious, lovely outdoor living
space. Roses are a must some-
where in this space, Perennials,
flowering trées and shrubs should
be planted to give a long blooming
season, something in flower all the
time. Use the very best plants
available for this purpose. Dwarf
{ruit. trees can be mighty attractive
when in flower and in fruit,

6. Special problem plantings come
next. Perhaps you have an unde-
sirable view of somebody's back
yard — you can use plants to shut
it off at the same time providing
beauty.

March of Dimes
Raises $141,000
In Qakland County

Oakland county's 1957 March of
Dimes in January raised over
$141,000 in its fight against polio.

This is a decrease from the 1956
March of Dimes, due primarily to
the fact that some of the fear of
polio has been removed because of
the- Salk vaccine, officials said.

Rev. G. Burton Hodgson, chair-
man of the Oakland county chapter,
stated that the March of Dimes is
the sole support for the work of The
National Foundation for Infantile
Paralysis which has responsibility
for over 240 patlents in Oakland
county for some type of rehabili-
tation program.

“In addition to this,” he said, “‘the
research program on a national
basis must be continued even though
the present vaccine is highly effect-
ive,”

“In the country at large there are
more than 80,000 polio victims re-
ceiving patient care from the Foun-
dation. Because of the many polio
victims who must have care for
the rest of their lives, we feel that
polio is not licked until this job is
done,” he added.

Rev, Hodgson conveyed the thanks
of the Oakland county chapter to
its more than 12,000 volunteers who
gave generously of their time and
effort to carry on this fight,

Farming in

Babson Discusses The Wesfern
Drought Situation
Babson Park, Mass, — A sound of
rejoicing is today echoing ancross
the western Great Plains, Mother
Nature at long last has showered
down copious rains and heavy
snows upon wide areas of that
drought-stricken region. As a result,
soil moisture conditions in much of
the Great Plains are more encour-
aging than they have been in sev-
eral years.
But—Is The Dronght Broken?
Farmers and businessmen living
in the Great Plains naturally are
greatly concerned as to whether
these mueh-improved moisture con-
ditions ave a mere flash in the pan
or the real thing. Craps in some in-
stances have been hard hit; valua-
able tap-soil has been blown away;
caltle have starved or farmers have
been forced to liquidale them for
lack of feed; and some people liv-
ing on the land are facing poverty.
Although this five-year drought has
heen less destructive on the whale
than the diastrous droughts of 1934
and 1936, it has been severe. I can
well appreciate the mounting hope
in many hearts that it may now be
ending,
I wish I could give them definite
assurance that the worsteis aver,
Perhaps it is. However, I am a sta-
tistician and not a wearther fore-
caster—at least not a very good'
one, Professional weather forecast-
ers tell me that it takes about six
months of above-normal precipita-
tion to end a major drought. If so,
in this respect at least there is still
some distance {o go before we can
know for a cerlainty that the
drought has ended. Incidentally,
there are still sizable sections of
Colorado, New Mexico, Nebraska,
Texas and Ohio that remain parch-
ed, The one sure thing is that over-
all moisture conditions have ma-
terially improved — the trend is in
the right direction, The drought is
old, and this is another favorable
factor. By the law of averages, it
should not last much longer.
Farmers Galning Drought Knowhow
Whether recurrent droughts will
ever cease to plague the western
Great Plains is a secret buried deep
in Nature’s crystal ball. Perhaps
scientists some day will come up
with something very constructive,

the Plains

more and more how to live with
droughts and come out ahead or
at least break even, They have come
a long way in this respect since the
Dust Bowl days of the Thirties,
when about all they could do was
to “take it lying down,” or pull up
stakes and migrale to other, more
favored areas,

The smart farmer of the Great
Plains no longer plows and plants
indiscriminently. He knows the val-
ue of soil-conservation methods, of
irrigation, of modern farm tools,
of contour plowing and {erracing,
of sowing- drought-resistant cover
crops where and when needed, and
of shelter bells of trees. He also
now fears the kind of crop planted
to soil-moisture conditions prevail-
ing at the time of planting, and
utilizes moisture-conservation tech-
niques and diversified farming, By
these and other modern agricultur-
al methods and proclices designed
to lessen the risk to farmers and
craps from drought or other des-
tructive forces, he is making real
progress under all conditions.

Because of many limita-
tions of our present operation, many
persons who take yearly vacations
never hear about the advantages
of a Michigan ouling.

“For example the large number
of steel and gas company workers
around Gary, Indiana are not ex-
posed to our sales ideas, But their
unions or personnel offices have
vacation committees that recom-
mend and prepare plans for mem-
bers, With our proposed system we
can go directly to these people and
add many new prospects.”

Justice Balks over Clerical Fees

May Take
Novi Court
From Hz!}

Novi justice of the peace Wil
liam MacDermaid this week
threatened to pull his court out
of the township offices if the
township board forces him to
pay for clerical assistance by the
township receptionist.

MacDermaid presented his ulti-
matum in a half-hour discussion be-
fore the township board at its
meeting Monday night.

The discussion renewed a strug-
gle over Novi justice of the peace
policy which resulted in the resig-
nation of former justice Edmund
P. Yerkes last March shortly be-
fore he was defeated for renomin-
ation in the April primary,

At that lime, former treasurer
Charles Trickey, Jr. claimed that
Yerkes should pay for clerical help
provided by the township. When
Trickey was upheld by township at-
torney  Arch Leonard, Trickey de-
manded that Yerkes repay the
township for past service,

MacDermaid made it clear Mon-
day night that he did not go along
with that ruling. To back up his
stand, the justice pointed out:

—if he conducts court from his
home, it would possibly mean con-
fusion for police and an inconven-
ience for driving offenders who
wish to pay a ticket and be on
their way.

—he has “slimmed down” jus-
tice operations at the township hall
and is now doing much of it at
home with his wife.

~Mys. Russell Waoodworth, town-.
ship receptionist, has assured him,

that his clerical work is no burdan
on her and does not interfere with
her other township duties, -

—the present arrangement bene--

fits the township as ‘much as it
does himself, in that court and’
police operations are conveniently
tied together in the township hall.

After hinting for some time that
he wished the set-up to stay as is,
MacDermaid finally stated flatly:

“If T have to pay for secretarial
help, I'll take the whole court home
and pay my wife to help me. Con-
ducting the court there would hurt
the smoothness of the operation
more than it would hurt me,”

Supervisor Frazer Staman and
trustee Frank Clark backed Mac
Dermaid in his stand on the mone;
matter, Staman insisted that police
and court functions should be con
ducted from the same building ever
if ig meant providing secretarial
service,

The proposal for free secretarial
help was opposed by clerk Hadley
Bachert, treasurer Ray Harrison,
and trustee Stan Balon.

They cited attorney Leonard's
opinion that "the township cannot
legally provide the clerical help
without cost and stated repeatedly
that they would expect some com-
pensation from MacDermaid.
