Babson DIsciisses Tiie Western 
Drought Situation 

Babson Park, Mass. — A sound of 
rejoicing is today echoing across 
tiio westci'n Great Plains. Mother 
Nature at iong last has showered 
down copious rains and iieavy 
snows upon wide areas of that 
drougiit-slricken region. As a result, 
soii moisture conditions in niucii of 
tiio Great Piains are more encour-
aging tiinn they have been in sev­
eral years. 

But—Is The Drought Broken? 
Farmers and businessmen living 

in tiie Great Plains naturaiiy are 
greatiy concerned ns to whether 
tiiese miicii-improved moisture con-
ditions are a mere fiash in the pan 
or tiie reai tiling. Crops in some in-
stances iiave been hard hit; vaiua-
nbie lop-soii iias been biown away; 
cattie iiave starved or farniei's have 
been forced to iiquidale tiiem for 
inck of feed; and some peopie liv-
ing on llie land are facing poverty. 
Although this five-year drought has 
been iess destructive on the whoie 
tiinii tiie diastrous drougiits of 1934 
and 1930, it has been severe. I can 
weii appreciate the mounting iiope 
in many iiearts that it may now be 
ending. 

I wish I couid give them definite 
assurance tiiat the worst* is over. 
Perhaps il is. However, I am a sta. 
tistician and not a wearther fore, 
caster—at ieast not a very good 
one. Professionai wenther forecast-
ers teii me that it takes about six 
months of above-normai precipita­
tion to end a major drought. If so, 
in tiiis respect at ieast there is still 
some distance to go before we can 
know for a certainty that the 
drought has ended. Incidentaily, 
there are stiii sizabie sections of 
Colorado, New Mexico, Nebraska, 
Texas and Ohio that remain parcii-
ed. The one sure thing is that over-
aii moisture conditions have ma-
lerially improved — the trend is in 
the rigiit direction. The drought is 
oid, and this is another favorable 
factor. By the law of averages, it 
should not last much longer. 
Fanners Gaining Drougiil Knoivhow 

Whether recurrent drougiits will 
ever cease to plague the western 
Great Plains is a secret buried deep 
in Nature's crystai baii. Perhaps 
scientists some day wiii come up 
witii sometiiing very constructive. 
Meanwhile, farmers are learning 

more and more how to live with 
droughts and come out ahead or 
at least break even. They have come 
a long way in this respect since the 
Dust Bowl days of the Thirties, 
wiien about aii tiiey couid do was 
to "take it iying down," or pull up 
stakes and migrate to other, more 
favored areas, 

Tiie smart farmer of tiie Great 
Plains no ionger plows and plants 
indiscrimiiientiy. He knows the val-
lie of soli-conservation methods, of 
irrigation, of modern farm tools, 
of contour plowing and tei'racing, 
of sowing, drought-resistant cover 
crops where and wiien needed, and 
of shelter belts of trees. He also 
now fears tlie kind of crop planted 
to soil-moisture conditions prevail­
ing at the time of pianting, and 
utiiizes moisture-conservation tech­
niques and diversified farming. By 
tiiose and otiier modern agricultur­
al melliods and practices designed 
lo lessen the risk to farmers and 
crops from drougiit or other des-
tructive forces, he is making reai 
progress under aii conditions. 

Trend To Larger Farms Will 
Conlinue 

These various inodern metiiods of 
farming and of minimizing the ef-
feels of droughts or other adverse 
conditions aii point in one diree. 
tion—toward larger, better equip-
ped, and more skiiifuiiy managed 
farms. Tiie one-man farm even now 
is as outdated as the "one boss 
shay". This "farm I-evolulion" has 
made rapid progress in recent 
years. There are, for instance, a 
miilion more tractors on U.S. farms 
today than there were in 1950; 
l3l per cent more pick-up hay 
baiei's; 5l per cent more corn 
pickers;. 39 per cent more grain 
combines, and l2 per cent more 
niiiking maciiines. 

On the other hand, the number 
of U.S. farms iias declined l l per 
cent since 1950 — from 5,379,250 to 
4,733,021, Yet totai farm area iias 
not changed much since then. 
Therefore, the size of many farms 
has increased. It is only on these 
larger, well-managed farms that 
the full benefits of mechanization 
and modern techniques can profit-
aijly be I-ealized, Such farms are 
in a much better position to sur-
Vive prolonged drought or other 
adversities than is the small, poor­
ly managed farm.

Mem­
bers of industry, iabor groups, 
trnnsportnlion and travel agencies, 
and aii otiiers wlio can enjoy or sell 
the state's tourist advantages are 
prime prospects. 

The new approach will not cost, 
Michigan taxpayers additionai mon­
ey. Funds saved from the ciosing 
of the Detroit and Ciiicago offices 
wiii cover costs of the new pian.

"Instead of waiting for potenliai 

tourists to come to us, we wiii go 
to them," Furlong commented, 

"Experience has shown that the 
Chicago and Detroit offices don't 
I-eacli aii the people we consider as 
prospects. Because ot many limita­
tions of our present operation, many 
persons who take yeariy vacations 
never hear about the advantages 
of a Miciiigan ouling. 

"For example the large number 
of steel and gas company workers 
around Gary, Indiana are not ex-
posed to our saies ideas. But tiieir 
unions or personnel offices iiave 
vacation committees that recom­
mend and prepare plans for mem­
bers. Witii our proposed system we 
can go dii-ectiy to these peopie and 
add many new prospects." 

• » • 
The "personal toucii" is expected 

to pian an important roie in the 
program. In addition to going out 
to the polentiai tourist, the new 
vacation saiesmen wiii contact rad­
io and TV station and resort edit­
ors througiiout the state promoting 
the use of Michigan fiims and ma­
teriai on statewide tourist travei. 
Department stores with trip pian-
ning faciiities and travel agencies 
will aiso receive individuai visits, 

"We are convinced," said Fur­
iong, "that a large part of our 
tourist potential is made up ot 
peopie living in Miciiigan who want 
to visit other parts ot our state. 

Tourist officials have high iiopes 
that the new pians wiii increase 
both the numbers ot tourists and 
tiie iength of Michigan's vacation 
season,

Some 45 per cent of the state's 
jobless have only an elementary 
education, Horton told a House La­
bor Committee. Studies show that 
approximately three-fourth have not 
compieted high school.

Biii providing a vocational train­

ing program and a counselling ser­
vice recommended by Horton are 
under eonsideration by the Legis­
iature. 

The money to finance these pro­
grams, $550,000, wouid come from 
funds tiie federal government col­
lected in taxes froni Miciiigan for 
unempioynient compensation. This 
money, far in excess of actual ad­
ministrative costs, is being return­
ed to the state.

In Lansing, the Novi group at­
tempted to get a postponement of 
the hearing until later this summer: 
to allow time foi; further study. But 
the state board refused to grant the 
delay and ordered the hearing held 
at that time, 

Novi is seeking the transfers so 
as to straighten out its district 
boundaries.

Glen Snlow, Jr. was named 
permanent building - heating -
electrical Inspector for Novi 
township Monday night after 
requesting and apparently get­
ting a host of specific benefits 
pertaining to the Job. 

The appointment was unanimous. 
Saiow was given tiie job on a 

temporary basis last week after 
former inspector Cameron Lodge 
had resigned the previous week in 
the face of a board resoiution to 
fire him. 

Monday night's action was quiet 
compared to tiie storm which sur­
rounded Lodge's dismissal. 

Before he was given the perm-
anent job, however, Salow listed a 
number ot demands which he teit 
siiouid be part of his contract with 
the township.

Novi justice of the peace Wil­
liam MacDermaiti this week 
threatened to pull his court out 
of the township offices if the 
township board forces him to 
pay for clerical assistance by the 
township receptionist. 

MacDerniaid presented his ulti­
matum in a half-hour discussion be­
fore the township board at its 
meeting Monday night. 

The discussion renewed a strug-
gie over Novi justice of the peace 
policy which resulted in the resig­
nation of former justice Edmund 
P. Yerkes iast March shortiy be­
fore he was defeated for renomin-
ation in the Aprii primary. 

At that time, former treasurer 
Ciiarles Trickey, Jr, ciaimed that 
Yerkes shouid pay for clerical help 
provided by the township. When 
Trickej' was upheid by township at­
torney Arch Leonard, Trickey de­
manded tiiat Yerkes repay the 
township for past service. 

MacDermaid made it cleaI' Mon­
day night that he did not go along 
with tliat ruling. To back up his 
stand, tiie justice pointed out: 

—it he conducts court from his 
home, it wouid possibiy mean con­
fusion for poiice and an inconven­
ience for driving offenders who 
wish to pay a ticket and be on 
their way. 

—he has "siimmed down" jus­
tice operations at the township hall 
and is now doing much of it at 
home with his wife. 

--Mfs. Russell Woodworth, town-, 
ship receptionist, has assured? hihv 
that his clerical work Is no b'jrd§n 
on her and does not interfere witll 
her other township duties. •—' 

—the present arrangement bene--
fits the township as 'much as It 
does himself, in that court and' 
police operations are conveniently 
tied together in the township hall. 

After hinting for some time that 
he wished the set-up to stay as is, 
MacDermaid finally stated flatly: 

"If I have to pay for secretarial 
heip, I'll take the whole court home 
and pay my wife to help me. Con-
ducting the court there wouid hurt 
the smoothness ot the operation 
more than it would hurt me."

Similar difficuties face Novi 
wiiere Superintendent Wiiiiam Med-
lyn told the sad story to school 
board members last nigiit. Mediyn 
said liiat ho "iind iioped" that the 
Novi sciioois couid operate in tlie 
hiack on an anticipated SS.'l.OOO 
from tiie slate in June. But esti­
mates are lliat tiiis figure wiii be 
cut to $4,000. 

Tiie condition was brougiit about 
by a siiorlage in saies' tax funds. 
Tiie sales' tax returns fell far short 
of the anticipated amount meaning 
that for the quarter ending in June 
most sciiooi districts wouid receive 
about one-fiftii of tiieir expected aid. 

Amerman, who said Nortiiviile 
was expecting about $20,000, now 
states that they are "not counting 
on anything". He added that a iocai 
tax delinquency of $20,000 left 
Nortiiviile at least $40,000 short this 
year. 

"We can probably pay all our 
teachers on May 24, but unless more 
funds are received tiiey'il have to 
wait for tiieir June 7 paychecks," 
Amerman staled. 

Because the state aid funds have 
been depleted, schooi districts with-
out enough money to compiete cur­
rent teacher contracts and other 
operating expenses must borrow on 
next year's iocai taxes. Districts 
then must iiope tiiat the stale wiii 
find a way lo fulfill its current 
commitments. O t h e r w i s e , next 
year's schooi budgets must stand 
considerable paring. 

Superintendent Amerman reported 
that tiie Northviiie district is await­
ing permission from the state mu­
nicipal finance commission to seii 
the tax anticipation notes. After 
permi.ssion is granted, tiie notes 
must be advertised and a period of 
two weeks einpse before opening 
bids. 

"It is iiiglily unlikely that this 
can be compieted before tiie June 
7 payday," Amerman admitted. It 
is probabie, iie said, that teaciiers 
wiii receive two paychecks after 
school closes June 14,

A busy agenda was left unfinish­
ed Monday evening by city council-
men in a thi'ee-iiour session domin-
inated by citizens questions and 
complaints. 

After the slow start councilmen 
decided to meet again Tuesday eve­
ning to review the pressing 1957-58 
budget, they did manage, however, 
to take the foiiowing action: 

Approve an amendment to a zon 
ing ordinance to allow Michigan 
Beii Teiephone company to erect 

diai exchange on North Center 
street; 

Unanimously confirm the appoint­
ment of the city manager as city 
treasurer and city assessor; 

Direct the city manager to ap­
peal the Oakland county equaliza­
tion factor by fiiing a protest with 
the clerk of Oakland county. 

Before getting down to business 
on the agenda, counciimen heard 

iist of grievances from residents 
concerning the track. Most of tiie 
complaints came from Mrs. Don 
Starr and Mrs, Lioyd Phillips. Both 
were concerned with the proposed 
use of property on River street 
sought by the Downs. Mayor Eiy 
and other councilmen pointed to re-
suits of a meeting with track offi­
ciais Saturday (see story on this 
page) explaining that detaiis have 
not been compieted. He vehementiy 
denied reports that the meeting had 
been "secret" and assured resi­
dents that every precaution would 
be taken to protect their interests. 

In approving the appointment of 
City Manager John Robertson as 
treasurer and assessor tiie city took 
steps that wiii siiow an immediate 
$2,475 saving in salaries. While 
Robertson wiii not officially become 
assessor untii the end of June when 
E . M . Bogart's term expires, he 
took over the treasurer's responsi-
biiities at once. A. Russeii Ciarke, 
former treasurer, asked to be re-
iieved of iiis duties May 1. 

Councilmen held little hope that 
the protest against the equaliza­
tion factor in Oakland county wouid 
hold up. A method was stiil being 
sought, however, to bring the' school 
tax on residents of Oakwood sub­
division in line with Wayne county 
residents ot the city. 

In other business Councilman Mal­
colm Allen reported on the I-esulls 
ot a meeting with township board 
members to share fire department 
costs. A pian to charge the expense 
of the departnient on the basis of 
usage seemed near agreement, Al­
len stated. Under the proposed 
pian, the township wouid pay tiie 
city on a percentage basis. It was 
estimated that last year 48 per cent 
of the fire caiis answered by city 
firemen wore in tiie township. Un­
der the plan, it appeared that the 
township wouid pay appi-oximateiy 
$3300 next year. Last year tlie town­
ship Piiid the city $1,800 for fire 
protection.

street for parking and ingress and 
egress to the track; 

2. A promise by the Downs to 
abide by any stipuiation for use of 
the property as outlined by the city, 
and a further agreement to erect i 
green beit along River street and 
the Seven Miie cut-off to block barn 
areas from outside view; 

3. A program of weekly confer­
ences between the city manager 
and John Carlo, Downs generai 
manager, to correct any community-
track problems; 

4. The promise ot a meeting be­
tween officiais ot the Wayne County 
Road commission, the track and tiie 
city to present a pian tor procure­
ment ot tiie River Street property 
next to the track. 

A resolution adopted on Aprii 8 
by the city council to block the saie 
of the two acres on River street 
near the Seven Mile cut-off to the 
Downs brought a storm of protest 
from track officiais. Their claims 
that the property was vital to the 
future of racing in Northville 
brought about the Saturday meet­
ing. 

The council justified its April 8 
action by stating that it acted only 
in a stop-gap manner to learn the 
detaiis of the transaction. Resi­
dents of the River street area fear­
ed erection of barns on the prop­
erty and appeared before councii­
men to urge passage of the resolu­
tion. 

The Downs liad already sent a 
check for $15,000 to the road com­
mission tor tiie property. Officiais 
stated that under existing zoning 
the iand could only be used for an 
entrance or parking. 

Attorney Ciifton D. Hiii set a 
pattern on which the meeting was 
conducted. Speaking for the Driv­
ing club. Hill opened the session 
by caiiing upon all parties to "be­
gin a new era and forget old griev­
ances." 

He pointed out that it was the 
duty of the council to do the greatest 
good for the majority of the citi­
zens. "We have aii been amiss in 
the past, but we should forget per­
sonalities and work to put racing 
on a sound economic basis for both 
the track and tiie community," Hiii 
added. 

At times during tiie session. Hill 
iiad to remind representatives' of 
the "new era". With few excep­
tions the meeting remained con­
structive. Occasionaiiy the tempta­
tion to digress and point up past 
errors siipped into tiie conversation. 

Carlo outlined to counciimen the 
position ot the Downs and its need 
for the two acres. He told tlie gatii-
ering tliat it was economicaiiy im­
possible for the Downs to make 
needed grandstand, barn and faciii-
ty improvements without more rac­
ing dates. "Every request for addi­
tional racing dates at the Downs 
has been turned down by Commis­
sioner Inglis because of the size 
of our track," Cario pointed out. 

He told councilmen that with the 
property on River street the Downs 
could provide needed parking' for 
horsemen and aiso an entrance and 
exit to the track. "With tins prop­
erty we can move the track south 
by IG feet so that it can be wid­
ened," Cario stated. "Unie.ss we 
can widen the track, improvement 
steps cannot financially be taken," 
he added. 

Carlo suggested that councilmen 
outline the .restrictions they nvant 
on the property and that as long as 
the track had parking and a road­
way tiiey wouid be iiappy to agree 
to other stipuiations. 

"Someone has mentioned that our 
community relations have been bad. 
If there's anything that I have done 
to iuirt tiiese relations, I am not 
aware of it. We acted in good faith 
to purchase the two acres, not know­
ing it was necessary to notify the 
city," Cario concluded. 

Although urged by the trackmen, 
the councii was reticent to amend 
its reolution and ciear the way for 
saie of the property to the Downs. 

It appeared that tlio council wouid 
first examine the posibilities of city 
ownership of the property with a

W e are used to being 
in with crowds of people, and often enjoy 
the anonnity as a means of respite from re­
sponsibilities. A l l too often Wc seek to re­
main in that condition of life and forger that 
we are individuals with duties to perform, 
and contributions to make. Th i s , of course, 
caters to this idea that G o d couldn't be too 
concerned wi th each of us Individually. 
• W e couldn't be more wrong! If we would 
take a moment from our hectic bustle and 
note how G o d In Christ is ever aware of us as 
individuals. Consider, for example, the event 
in the Life of Christ (Read Luke 8: 42-4i)

Babson Park, Mass — Many farm­
ers write lo me complaining about 
tiic cosl.prico squeeze. Tiiey are 
discouraged because for them the 
botloni seeiiis to have fallen out of 
tlie farm market. I sympathize witii 
these peopie, hut I suspect that 
many of tiieni iiave come upon hard 
times because tiiey are not farming 
as weii as tiiey know how. Aiso, 
many of them are not keeping 

abreast of new ideas and new crops. 
Trend Is Toivard More 

Mcclinnization 
Tremendous ciianges have taken 

piace in farming during my life-
lime. Wiien I was a boy, iiorses and 
muies furnished practicaiiy aii the 
power on farms. Even as recentiy 
as liill), there was aimost no inech-
ani.^ation on farms. In tiiat year the 
totai farm liopuiation was 32,076,900. 
By 1950, tiiis had dwindied to 25,-
O.in.OOO, a deciine of 21.9 per cent. 
Most observers estimate tiie present 
farm popuiation to be oniy 20,000,-
000. Tiius farmers nnd their fami 
iies now account for oniy li.a per 
cent of our total popuiation com 
pared witli 34.9 per cent in 1910. 

I predict tliat maciiiiies wiii con-
tinue to dispiace men on American 
farms. Hence, liie snialicr com. 
mercial farms will be hai-d put to 
survive. However, I do not believe 
fnrmci'S shouid be despairing of 
tiie future. A good iiving can stiii 
bo made on tiie farm by those who 
open liieir eyes to progress. Ob­
viousiy, the trend is toward new 
crops and greater nieciianizalion, 
nnd liiere is no sense in bucking 
lhal trend. 

Ovcr-Produelion Is A 
Temporary Problem 

Right now farmers are the vic­
tims of their own unusual nbiiity 
to coax record yieids-per-acre from 
the soii. Better seed, improved fer­
tilization nnd irrigation, and more 
efficient spreading, cuitivating and 
liarvesling machinery have increas­
ed production. During the war our 
farmers rose niagnificentiy to the 
chaiienge to pi-ovide food and feed 
for our aiiies, and now they are 
temporarily in troubie. 

Future of 'Agrleulturc 
At present we are growing at 

ieast 5 per cent more farm prod­
ucts than we can seii. In an effort 
to keep our farm surpluses from 
becoming loo burdensome, the gov­
ernment spends huge sums on price 
support programs, the soii ijank, 
and foreign distribution schemes. 
Aii these measures have iieiped to 
some extent, but they are by no 
means cure-aiis. I am disturbed 
by the fact that too many farmers 
take undue advantage of this gov-
ei'nment help by deliberately over-

I producing. However, I am firmiy 
convinced that this over-production 
is a temporary probiem. 

Rcsoareii Holds Tiie Ansiver 
Research iias performed wonders 

for aii other industi-ies. I forecast 
liiat il wiii aiso perform wondei-s 
for agricuiture. Chemistry, Indus, 
try and agricuiture, working togelii. 
er, gave us iiybrid corn and varie­
ties of tiie soybean which wouid 
grow in our country. This combin-
alion sponsored the i-esearcli that 
produced a new dwarf vai'iety of 
castorbean said to yield as Iiiuch as 
2,700 pounds per acre if the soii 
is properiy irrigated and fertiiized 
with nitrogen. Aiso, a new combine 
iinrvesler-iiuiier has been devoiped 
whicii wiii gather tall or short cast-
orbeaiis without waste. I predict a 
pi-ofitable future for castorbeans, 
Willi output reaching as high as 
350,000 crop acres. 

A stimiilnting flow of new re­
search ideas has emerged from the 
recent annuai Cheniurgic Confer­
ence of liie Councii for Agricuiturai 
nnd Ciiemurgic Research. This or­
ganization and others iike it are 
facing up to tiie reai farm prob­
iem, wiiich is not over-production 
hut under-uliiization and waste. 
Industriai Uses for Farm Products 

We should be proud of the prog­
ress agricuiture has made in our 
country. But tiiero is still much to 
learn about soils, irrigation and 
weather. Crops such as castorbeans 
and sesame seed wiii become big 
liusiness before iong and I fore­
cast that other big new cash crops 
are coming. But I want now to caii 
special attention to the need for 
liutting more farm pi-oducts and 
residues to work in industry. 

President Eisenhower is aiert to 
tins need. Some months ago, iie 
appointed a Commission on In. 
creased Industrial Use of Agricul-
tural Products. Its report should be 
made public within the next month 
I urge farmers to study it carefuiiy 
and to foiiow it up with action. Over 
the long puii, I am bullish about 
farming in this country.

THIS YEAR'S B A T T L E over the 
budget Iiiay weli benefit the people 
of the state. On the one hand is the 
governor with requests for increas 
ed nppi-opriatiohs. He is asking 
more than $400 miilion. In his opin-
ion tins is the amount requii-ed to 
pei-form services needed by Michi-
gan residents. 

On the otiier hand is the iegisia. 
ture under Repubiican control. GOP 
loaders iook at the budget different­
ly. They try to figure how much 
money will be forthcoming f r o m 
present' state taxes and to allocate 
iliis money wiseiy among tiie vari-
ous administrative departments. 

• • » 

Administrative agencies can be 
expecled to believe tiint they must 
iiave more funds lo provide their 
services. It is iiuninn nature for 
eacii departnient iiead to want to 
do iiis best job. More nioney pi'o-
vides iiini tiie key. 

And when an agency receives ad­
ditionai funds, it increases liie pi-es-
tige and power of its director and 
Iiis personnel. 

Since each departnient prepares 
its own preiiniinary budget a com­
mon procedui'i is to 

1. Ask for more than is expected. 
If the department is turned down 
on some items, nothing Is really 
lost. If, on the other hand, the de-
pai'lnient receives- the additional 
money, extra services are pi'ovid-
ed and more help can be hired. 

2. Spend all the money received. 

Agencies rarely 
funds. 

return unheeded 

Tlie situation has a "snowballing 
effect, With most agencies asking 
for more each year, expenditures 
grow with every new budget. 
' Only two groups can check the 
unnecessary expenditures. One is 
the office of the Stale Controller — 
which "prepares the governor's pro­
posed budget from preliminary 
budget requests presented by tho 
departments. 

The other is the legislature. 
» • » 

Since Jegislntive duties include 
not only distributing funds to agen­
cies, but also finding ways of rais­
ing the nioney, legislators quite 
normally consider extensive cuts in 
budget. 

The 1957-50 budget points up tlie 
adniinistrative-legislative contrasts 
more sliarply because: 

1. Requests cannot be filled with-
out additional taxes. Tiie GOP con 
trolled Iegisiature feels the Michi­
gan tax-bui'den should not be in-
ci-eased. The only alternative is to 
limit spending. 

2. Legislators sincerely believe 
that maiiy of the departmental re­
quests contain unnecessary expen­
ditures. It takes sharp eyes to pick 
out all the items that add costs but 
provide few benefits. 

3. Taxes proposed by the govern­
or would fall directly on business 
groups, one of the chief support-

Each decision is difficult. To de-

terniine whether more funds should 
be spent requires balancing need 
against a iimited income. 

Willi these two factors now al-
most equal, public opinion will play 
a decisive role in the final determ-
inntions. 

Some Republican legislators feel 
the Democratic sweep in the spring 
elections indicates the people want 
expenditures incI-eased. However, 
the majority seem ready to hold 
the line against levying new taxes. 

They point, as evidence support­
ing tiieir position, to the large num­
ber of local tax proposals turned 
down by voters in recent eiections. 

At week's end there was evidence 
that some appropriations would be 
increased somewhat; that the 1957-
58 budget will be lower than the 
governor wants. * . .

W i x o m t o V o t e 

O n N e w C h a r t e r 

I n J u l y 1 5 E l e c t i o n 

Voters of the newly incorporated 
village of Wixom will go to the polls 
July 15 to decide upon the adoption 
of tiieir newly ci-ealed charter. 

The document, completed last 
week, is nearly CO pages long. It 
calls for a governing body of six 
counciimen and one president. The 
ciiarter aiso incorporates tiie unique 
feature of providing for a viiiage 
manager form of government with­
out amendment. 

Tile five-man charter commission 
took neariy every day of tiie tiiree-
niontii period limited by law to draft 
the charter. 

Wixom voted to become n viiiage 
on February 5 by a vote of 233 to 
l()6. Tiie lo-square-niiie area strad­
dles both Novi and Commerce town­
ship and inciudes -tiie new Lincoin 
division piant.

The increases caii for a $100 in­
crease in starting saiary and a high­
er annuai increment. 

Superintendent Wiiiiam Mediyn 
said liie Novi pay scaie is now 
"aijout average" wiien compared 
with Detroit saiaries, but added 
tiiat it rates higher than eitiier 
Northviiie or Waiied Lake. 

He noted that teacher supply and 
demand was one /actor in granting 
tiie pay raises. In order to get and 
keep a fully-staffed faculty, the 
Novi sciiooi board felt salaries had 
lo be increased, he said. 

Specificaiiy, tiie 'new scaie gives 
teaciiers with no experience and 
baciieior's degree $4,300 a year as 
compared wilii $4,200 iast year. For 
eacii year of experience, sucii teach­
ers get a $225 increment as against 
$200 iast year. 

Tenciiei's with a master's degree 
and no experience start at $4,500 
compared with $4,400 and receive 
an annuai increment of $250 as 
ag.ninst $200 iast year. 

Teachers aiso wiii receive 10 
days sick leave a year, accumuiat-
ive to 50 days. 

Mediyn estimated that Novi schooi 
wiii need an additionai six or,seven 
teachers next fall, though some of 
these will be replacements for 
teachers leaving the system this 
summer.

Superintendent William Mediyn 
said a proposal for a bond issue 
to raise funds for the new scliooi 
proijobiy wiii be placed before the 
voting public in late June or eariy 
July. He did not estimate tlie 
amount tliat would be requested. 

If the proposal passes, and if the 
site is okayed by engineers, con­
struction would begin this fall, he 
said. Target completion date would 
be sometime in the spring or fall 
of ms. 

School board menibers were to 
meet last night to finish negotia­
tions for the school site. Mediyn 
was reluctant to specify tlie site 
before tho transaction was com­
plete, but said the sciiooi wiii be 
buiit on 10 acres of iand on 10 Miie 
road near Wiiiowbrook. 

Boai'd attorney Paul Meredith has 
been given authority to take an 
option on the site. 

Tile board wiii meet again next 
week to review cost estimates and 
preiiniinary plans for the building 
itself. Architect for tlie school is 
Ciiaries Lane and Associates. 

Mediyn said the pi'esent 17-room 
school will very likely be over­
crowded by next spring. The build­
ing, with a capacity of 000 and a 
present enrollment of 492, will have 
to handle an estimated 025 students 
by next spring. 

He noted that current enrollment 
is a jump of 145 from last year 
at Ibis tune, ivhen 347 students were 
in attendance. 

The new scliooi would have a 
capacity of 420 students. 

At present, tho Willowbrook area 
lins some 170 students, Mediyn said. 
The new school would provide for 
these as well as for any others 
who move to the area. 

"We anticipate a trend of growth 
and development along 10 Mile'' 
road," Mediyn said, "and believe 
that the new school should be plan­
ned to fit into it." 

School officials plan to present 
complete details of the proposed 
school and method of financing to 
the public within the next few 
weeks. Exact time and place of 
such meeting will be announced 
later. 

Eigiit sights liad been under con­
sideration before the final selection 
wns made. Board members and 
technical consultants" have been 
studying sites and plans for the 
school for the past few months. 

The board also heard a I-eport 
from secretary Ken Bernard last 
week on a "cottage" system of 
smaii kindergarten and first grade 
units now being used in neighbor­
hoods near Flint.

Money problems continued to hang 
over the heads of Novi schooi offi­
ciais this week. 

The school district faces an 80 
percent cut in state schooi aid funds 
this quarter, with the prospect that 
the difference may have to be bor­
rowed. 

Superintendent Wiiiiam Mediyn 
said he wiii not make a move until 
the current state aid aiiotment is 
received — pI-obabiy within tiie next 
few days. 

Nevertheiess, Mediyn aniticipates 
tliat the expected $23,000 check wiii 
be somewhere around $4,000 -— a cut 
that reflects a state-wide squeeze on 
state aid funds as a resuit of a de­
ciine in sales tax receipts. 

Mediyn said that if the check is 
as iow as iie now expects, the board 
wiii have to borrow money to pay 
teachers and meet other current 
obiigations. 

Meanwiiiie, Northviiie Parent-
Teachers association representatives 
journeyed to Lansing Tuesday to 
consuit with legislators in hopes of 
finding some answer to a similar 
problem. The Northville district is 
sliort some $20,000 in state aid and 
another .$20,000 in delinquent taxes. 
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
