Last week the city council digressed briefly from its
regular agenda to heap words of praise on the community
recreation program.

It wasn't the first time we'd heard the remark lately.
One businessman, Bruce Turnbull of Northville Eleceric,
said that his children were so enchused about the softball
league that he finds very little time for golf, “I have to spend
all my spare time playing softball,” he related.

Councilman Canterbury, also a family man, was just as
enthusiastic, So were other members of the council.

With an eight-year-old boy playing for the last place
“Tigers” I'm also a booster of the program. As newcomers
to the area it's served as an excellent means of providing our
boy with a way of getting acquainted.

The recreation program provides more than just soft-
ball and baseball for boys. It has swimming, arcs and crafts
and many other organized activities that have attracted well
over 800 children to the playgrounds. Behind Stan Johnston
and his corps of supervisors is a recreation committee which
helps organize and raise funds for the program. This com-
mittee is composed of city and township residents and the
whole program is co-sponsored by the two governments,

Members of this committee are Robert Merriam, chair-
man; Mrs. Alex Lawrence, Clayton Myers, Dick Kay and
Claude Ely.

There's another group that deserves recognition for their
part in the program. It's the Northville Optimists, Any
mother who has had to carefully launder one of the colorful
baseball or softball shirts or uniforms knows just how im-
portant these items are to the youngsters.

The Optimists’ sponsorship of this program has added
the “big league” touch needed to provide youngsters with
added incentive. There's something about playing ball in
bright, new uniforms that makes it much more exciting
than just playing “scrub” in blue jeans and T-shirts.

The latest rate increase — averag-
ing 12 per cent, came July 5 and
touched off another series of in-
vestigations,

At present, the University of
Michigan, a special commission
named by Gov. Williams, a legisla-
tive committee, and the Michigan
State Medical Society — all are in-
vestigating.

“In order to maintain solvency of
the hospital plan and to assure suf-
ficient income to provide for in-
creased hospital costs . . . In-
surance Commissioner Joseph A,
Navarre approved the rates.

The system, he said, is starting
an experiment to apply insurance
to outpatient care — apparently to
reduce the number and extent of the
abuses caused by patients going to
hospitals for expensive treatment.

The Michigan Medical Society,
whose members have a direct stake
in the system, is launching the lat-
est investigation.

It is designed *to find out what
people want from Blue Cross and
what it is expected to do,” said one
spokesman.

The Society will pay mare than
$30,000 for the survey, using its own
resources for a direct-mail poll of
thousands of citizens. )

The Richard Oudersluys research
organization in Detroit has been
engaged to make a person-o-per-
son inferview survey.

The findings will be interesting,
as they have been in the past. But
the Society and others feel that
they will be of more than academic
interest this time.

Citizens can be expected to want
more, and more expensive services,
more elaborate hospital care for
less money. Doctors and hospital
administrators — human though
scientific — are expected to want
what the patients want, but can be
expected lo be far apart on the
money phase.

Hospita] and medical care are ex-
pensive, but all sides are eager to
find a practical solution.

Reports will be made in the fall
to the Society, which in turn, prom-
ises to make public the findings.

Then Michigan will have a clearer
idea how mueh it costs to be sick,
who benefits most, and how much,

And perhaps then there will be
some indications regarding the log-
ical paths to follow if the slate's
citizens are to receive proper med-
ical care at a cost they can afford
and at a price which permits hos-
pitals and doctors to function eco-

nomically.

Making Prosperity

Babson Park, Mass, — During the past month many towns and
cities have held high schoal graduations, These young people have
been taught the answers to almost every question except the eco-
nomics of the place in which they live, Therefore, let me this week
answer six questions on this subject,

QUESTION NO. 1; Why do we find empty stores on our business
streets? ANSWER: Because more money is going out of the commu-
nity than is coming into it. This can be corrected anly by the citi-
zens producing more and selling more than they are buying. As soon
as tthéa community produces more than it consumes, every store is
rented.

_QUESTION NO. 2, Why are good people out of work at times?
ANSWER: Because these people have not been trained to produce
or render more than one service. Perhaps too many young people
have been trained for white-collar jobs. Perhaps there are too many
business offices and not enough factories, services, farms or fisher-
jes. Perhaps those who are now employed do not take an interest
in their work; hence, they will not be making money for their em-
ployers, Sometimes I feel that graduates who cannot get jobs should
be returned to the schools and be properly trained, If we buy a
washer, or a vacuum cleaner, or a TV set and if “does not make
good,” we can return it until it is satisfactory. We should be able to
do this with unsatisfactory high school graduates!

QUESTION NO. 3, Why is it now difficult to borrow money from
local banks? ANSWER: Because too many citizens are sending money
to New York to be put into stocks, instead of investing it at home.
This might have been a wise thing to do in the 1930's when stocks were
selling so low; but it is not the thing to do today, For those buying
stocks now there is more risk of a loss than chance for a profit, If
we would keep the money at home, the banks would have plenty to

loan,

QUESTION NO. 4: Is your community being burt by a new shop-
ping center? ANSWER: There is no use of merchants griping, or
complaining, about new shopping centers, Price-cutting on the part
of laca! retailers will not solve the problem. Free parking is the
greatest attraction of shopping centers, The best way to compete
with them, therefore, is for local towns and cities to supply more free

" parking closer to their retail stores. I would not attempt to operate
a retail store unless it was close to a free parking lot. Also, the
more competition a community has from a shopping center, the more
that community must produce from its factories, farms, services or
fisheries. ’

QUESTION NO. 5: Why are local taxes so high? ANSWER:
First let me say that the taxes of most communities have not gone
up any more than have wages or commodities. Most town and city
governments are doing the best they can to keep taxes down; but
they cannot buck the tide of population and the demand for conven-
iences. As young people move into a community and have children,
usually only the father is a producer. Children are an asset to the
community, if they will remain in the community as workers and
producers after graduation. Otherwise, the community has been put
to great éxpense to educate them and has received little in return.
Cities to which these young people go for 'work after graduation — or
the young people themselves — will some day be compelled to send
money back to the city which educated them,

QUESTION NO. 6: Do you believe in Turnpike Bonds? ANSWER:
The simplest method of avoiding Federal and State taxes is lo buy
turnpike honds, Issues carrying 3% per cent coupons can now be
purchased in the 70’s and 80’s and should be perfectly safe and free
from all Federal and State taxes. The only way I know to beat
CITY taxes is to have a lot of children and get them a free educa-
tion! However, the duty of paying for schools, highways, fire and
police protection should be purchased by the newspapers, schools,
and even churches. Ministers might more often preach from the
first eight Verses of the 15th Chapter of St. John and the first 30
Verses of the 25th Chapter of St. Matthew.

Some estimates have placed the
incorporation date within a year.
Others have put it within six months
depending on how smoothly the le-
gal and technical matters can be
carried out,

The’ plan was oullined last week
by a five-member committee of the
Novi Board of Commerce, which has
been studying the possibility of in-
corporation for several months,
Chaired by Walter Tuck, the com-
mittee included hoard president
Dirk  Groenenberg, Keith Met-
calf, Russell Button and Dicron
Tafralian.

The committee has called for con-
tributions totalling $2,000 to pay for

| hiring an atlorney, posting bonds,

and carrying through the election
procedures,

The committee noted that incor-
poration of the 32 square miles
would leave present boundaries in-
tact, and for the most part, end
Novi’s worries about being absorb-
ed by adjoining communities — a
cherished desire of many Novi of-
ficials and leaders.

In addition, it would have these
benefits, according to the commit-
tee and other spokesmen:

— it would bring in roughly four
times as much gas and weight tax
mdney for road repairs,

~- it would consolidate the area,
and provide machinery for action
on many pressing problems.

— it would help to provide great-
ly-needed facilities, especially sew-
ers,

But Novi township supervisor
Frazer Staman, though a long-time
advocate of incorporation as a vil-
lage, had a word of caution this
week,

“Novi shouldn’t expect incorpor-
ation to be a cure-all for its prob-
lems,” he said, “‘Residents of the
township should remember that they
are only going to get what they
work and pay for,”

If incorporated, Novi would be in
the unique situation of having both
a township and village government
covering roughly the same area.

The village body,. Staman said,
would assume most functions of the
present township government —
police, fire, building inspection, and
the like — and would have power
to tax all but the Wixom and North-
ville sections.

The township government, he add-
ed, would continue to exist and
would have jurisdiction over the
the entire area — including the
Wixom sections. But its powers
would ‘be greatly decreased, and
township board members .would
serve on a vrestricted part-time
basis.

The township would have two pri-
mary -functions: to represent Novi
on the Oakland counly board of
supervisors, and to levy whatever
taxes are necessary to run itself,

The first dial telephones in the
Novi-Northville area will go into
operation in five weeks — on Sep-
tember 8 at 2:01 a.m, -

users in an area bounded by Hag-
gerty and Napier roads and by 9%

- On a secluded hillock in Kensington Park stands a
small campsite that could well be the field headquarters of
an infantry company.

Sleeping tents were made from plain canvas, cut and
sewn together by Northville shoemaker Josh Wagner. A
horse watering trough was converted into a deep-freeze, A
two-wheeled trailer holds more perishable food.

War surplus stores supplicd such essentials as field stoves,
cook stoves, and even an old army truck:

There'’s nothing fancy about the camp. Its directors. see
plenty of room for improvement when there is time and
money.

But for the time being, the scores of Training School
boys and girls — whose contact with the out-of-doors was
often limited to the movie screen and comic hooks — think
it's just about tops.

Johnston,. who spends the rest of
the year as a teacher and coach at
Northville high school, must first
organize the program and figure
out how to make his $10,000 budget
stretch, He must order equipment,
make arrangements for trips to the
200 or a Tiger game. He must keep
records of attendance, line up par-
ents for activities, and decide on
rules for special events,

In between he coaches softhall
goes along on swimming trips, and
rushes equipment to wherever it's
needed,

Finally, he must handle requests
or complaints from ‘parents, and re-
port regularly to his bosses — the
five-member Northville recreation
committee,

Conley, a science and math teach-
er at Oak Park high school, is al-
most as busy — though he happily
doesn’t have the organizational
worries that take up so muech of
Johnston's time.

Instead, he spends most of his
day — and often part of his eve-
nings — working directly with the
kids. He coaches ball teams, teach.
es water safety, goes along on

MENTAL PRAYER

It has been the observation of some of you
that a person who has recourse regularly to
mental prayer experiences notable spiritual
growth, For the averagé person, a very sim-
ple and frujtful form of meditation would
be to read a chapter of the Gospels each day.
It should be at a time and in a place that is
free from distractions, It should be read
thoughtfully and slowly. Then a few
minutes should be spent in turning over in
one’s mind whar has been read; giving it
time to be digested, applying it to one's own
life; permitting it to lead to a resolution of
some kind.

Besides meditation there is another form
of mental prayer — a still higher form of
prayer — which we call “contemplation”. We
are used to thinking of the saints as “con-
templatives”, . We are prone to think that
contemplation is something reserved to -con-
vents and monasteries. Actually the prayer
of contemplation is a form of prayer which
every sincere Christian should try to use.

Contemplation is that type of prayer in
which the mind and heart are raised to God,
and rest chere. The mind is not very active
in this case but the hearr is. God can operate
now quite freely in this heart which has
fastened itself so closely to Him.

Before anyone says “Heavens, I never con-,
template!” ler me ask this: Have you never
knele or sat in a quiet church, before or after
the service or on your way home from work;
have you never remained there for a few
minutes and just anxiously yearned for God's
love; and left church, finally with a feeling
of renewed strength, and courage and peace
of soul? If this has been your experience,
then you have contemplated, whether you
knew it or not.

So ler us not conclude that contemplation
is beyond our reach, that we have no time

*for it. It is the kind of prayer that God wants

all af us to strive for; vocal prayer (whether
private or liturgical) is designed to lead us
to contemplation. Yes, mencal prayer is the
kind of prayer that will most richly contrib-
ute ro growth and grace.

This gradual increase in prices
lessens by so much the value of
the dollar and of your savings de-
posits and life insurance. This sit-
uation is going on at the present
time, and unless it is controlled it
will cause trouble in time. The Fed-
eral Reserve Board is trying to
stem creeping inflation with tighter

insurance. Inflation does not in-
crease the volume of business; it
just increases the number of dol-
lars necessary to carry on business.

JP Fee Question
Takes New Twist
At Board Meeting

The question of whether Novi's
two justices of the peage should pay
the township for clerical help and
court facilities tonk off on another
tangent Monday night,

It now appears that the justices
may be asked to pay only a token
fee — if any at all.

Township attorney Anthony Renne
told the board that it could do very
little to force the justices to pay.
“You could take it to court,” he
said, “Buf only a few dollars is
involved, and jt would make Novi
the laughing stock of Oakland coun-
ty."
Clerk Hadley Bachert, treasurer
Ray Harrison, and trustee Stan Ba-
lon have tried to require the jus-
tices to pay for services of the
township receptionist and for use
of the hall as a courtroom, Justice
Robert Anderson has agreed to it,
but Justice William MacDermaid
has threatened to move the court
to his home rather than pay.
Bachert moved Monday to charge
the justices 10 per cent of the -costs
they receive, but later withdrew
the motion.

But they offered him a choance to
appeal to the board at its next
meeting on August 20.

The three accused him of carry-
ing out political activities against
them “while on duty, while in uni-
form and while ysing a police car.”

Specifically, Balon said after the
meeting, they accused him of iry;
ing to talk Novi residents into pack-
ing Monday night’s meeting so as to
forestall any move by Bachert, Har-
rison and Balon Lo name a replace-
ment for former trustee Frank
Clark,

Their action drew an angry re-
tort from supervisor Frazer Sta-
man. ’

“I don't know a thing about this,”
he said, “But whether Laoeffler did
what you say or not, you should
~have told me of this action, As sup:
ervisor, I have a right to know
about any measure as drastic as
this.” ’

Staman further claimed that ac-
tion was illegal.

“It's a matter for the three-man
township safety board,”’ he said,
“You wouldn't find the Detroit
common council trying to fire a
policeman, It would be the respon-
sibility of the police commissioner,”

Though Loeffler could not be
reached for comment Tuesday or
Wednesday, Staman said he he-
lieves the policeman “will make a
showdown of jt.”

In addition, Staman hinted that
the action may blow Novi township
politics sky-high.

Bachert claimed Loeffler had act.
ed similarly just before the town-
ship primary election this spring.
He claimed Loeffler campaigned
for Staman while in uniform.

If suspended, Locffler will be the
third Novi public official acted
against by the three board mem-
bers since they took office in April.

Attorney Arch Leonard resigned
under fire, and building inspector
Cameron Lodge withdrew from of-
fice after the board had moved to
fire him,

‘For this reason, Staman was skep-
tical of the possibility that it could
be tied into by other major users—
notably Willowbrook Village and the
proposed Novi race track,

“This is only a temporary answer
to our sewer problem,” he said.
“It's capacity is limited. But at
least it would be the groundwork
for a township-wide system that
could tie into the Wayne county sys-
tem,”

Staman was referring to the pos-
sibility that Novi may become part
of the Middle Rouge interceptor
system — which would eventually
do away with the disposal plant
since waste would be piped di-
rectly to the Detroit river,

“Until then, we'll have to do
something,” he said, “And a dis-
posal plant looks like the solution.”

Staman and the concern’ plan-
ning the system are scheduled to
present their plans next week to the
state board of health — the last
legal stumbling block to construc-
tion, Staman said.

The board of health also will de-
termine the system's limit and de-
cide whether it could serve other
parts of the township,

Much of this information was re-
vealed as the result of a strong
clash between Staman and three
other board members clerk
Hadley Bachert, treasurer Ray Har-
rison, and trustee Stan Balon — at
Monday night’s board meeting. Un-
til then, the plans had not been
made public,
