To furtiier tiieir program of 
"br.nins instead of bricks," iegis-
hitors tui-iied over $22,5,000 to the 
nouro-psychialric institute at Ami 
Arbor for researcii into tiie causes 
and treatment of nientai disorders. 

Ill addition, the mental health 
deparlmeiit. received $30,000 for re. 
search and vjas authorized lo set up 
an $8.5,000 training program with 
liie iicip ot Federal funds. 

Repuljiicaiis said they had added 
5711 neiv empioyes to the meiitai 
lieailii system in two years. 

A start was made on construc­
tion of a new iiospitai for menially 
relarted children at Piymoutli witli 
nn appropriation of $1,250,000. Total 
expansion will net more than 1,000 
new beds. 

"The Republican legislative pro 
gram was designed to treat and 
cui'e the mentally ill so they can 
return as quickly as possible lo 
society — rather than Ijcing confin 
cd to our state institutions foi 
ieiigtliy periods of time," said House 
Speaker George M. Van peursem 
(R-Zeeland). 

"We iiave a nientai iiealth pro­
gram we can be proud ot." 

Vail Peursem, a legislative vet. 
eran wlio has risen to its top posi­
tion of ieadersiiip, has been desig-
nated as the party's spokesman for 
the House. 

Some party spokesman indicate 
stroiigiy lhat the young iawyer from 
Zeeiand is a fast-rising star in par­
tisan politics and could be tapped 
for higher state office — maybe, 
for governor. 

It was VanPeurseni's interim 
committee on labor which last sum­
mer exploded tiie battie over wiie-
Iher Gov. Williams' tax ideas were 
forcing business and industry out 
of JWichigan. 

The theory then, as now, was 
that business and industry are pay­
ing their iimit in state taxes. Wil­
liams' proposed six per cent cor­
poration profits tax would tip the 
scales, they said. 

The issue boiied aiong tiirough 
tiie summer and fail, untii indus­
trial leaders, including Harlowe 
Curtice, president of General Mot­
ors, publicly stated his position. 

He said that his- corporation is 
considering expansion in otlier 
states rather than in Michigan 
partly because of the lax structure. 

Poiiticni experts saw tlie result­
ing uproar as liie most damaging 
attack on Wiiiiams since he took I 
office in i040. 1 

Whether or not it was, leaders of 
bolli parties are keeping in mind 
that Van Peursem was one of the 
eariy leaders in the fight. 

What has happened to Van Peur­
sem since has clone'notiiing to dim 
iiis rising poiitical star. 

MICHIGAN'S new Democratic 
highway commissioner, John C. 
Mackie, iias found himself bound 
by some ot the commitments made 
by ills predecessor, Charies M. 
Ziegler. 

Atty. Gen. Tliomas M. Kavanagli 
ruled the day after Mackie took 
office July l that bond issue money 
raised tor limited-access express­
ways cannot be diverted to any 
other î urpose, 

Tiiis was a legal blow to Mackie, 
whose platform was to start afresh 
with tiio new funds available in 
Michigan. 

The net effect will foI'ce the new 
commissioner to finish Iiiany ot the 
jobs aiready started by Ziegler — 
some of the projects under lieavy 
criticism from Democrats.

Babson Park, Mass. — Statistics 
can be used to prove what you 

Want to prove — or they can be 
used to show what they do prove. 
Money Is used universally, and its 
flucUiations must always be con 
siderod in all calcuinlions. The 
problem is to find a stable unit of 
value. On the basis of a dollar 
worth 100 cents in l030, it is now 
worth 50 cents and is going lower. 

The money unit — whether it be 
a dollar, pound, or franc — has a 
tendency to become less and less 
valuable. Money is niways a prob­
lem to every one, from the paper 
boy lo the President of tiie United 
States. Tiie Government lias debts 
even as you and I. As the doiiar 
becomes of less value, so do our 
savings accounts and life insurance. 

Tiie National Debt 
Wars are the Government's most 

expensive cost item. Tiiey desti'oy 
weaitii, take tlie best youth of the 
nations, settle nothing, and are sup­
ported by borrowed . money. Tiiis 
dcbl must be paid by the youth of 
liie coiiiilry yet unborn. These Gov­
ernment obiigntions are known as 
Ihe National Debt. In 1014, the Na­
tional Debt was a little over one 
billion dollars. Today it is around 
$275 biiiion and it costs about $0 
biliion aiinuaiiy lo pay the interest 
on tiie debt. We have fought wars 
to end aii wars, but the next one 
may end everything else! 

Printing-press Money 
Tiiere are many people wlio think 

that the National ' Debt and the 
inoney problem could be solved by 
printing more money. When you 
stand in the iiaicony ot the Bureau 
of Printing and 'Engraving, watcli 
a worker hold up a biank sheet of 
paper, iiush it into a maciiine, puii 
n iever, iiold the sheet of paper 
up again transformed into $1,000 
bill-s, you can readily -see how they 
get that idea. The end of printing 
.siicii money may bo complete rep­
udiation and catastrophe. 

Labor Unions 
In 1033, Labor Unions had a 

niemliership of around 3 million; 
today it numbers around 13 million. 
Since wo have a civilian iabor force 
of aimost 70 million, this means that 
less than 30 liercent of tiie workers 
are unionized. However, the lead­
ers of this 30 percent practically 
set the standards for a large ma-
jnrily of llie nation's workers. Some 
ot the union activities are harmful 
botii to the general welfare of the 
nation and to their own members 
as weii. Labor should get a fair 
wage but its production shouid in­
crease in iine witii its wages, other-

wise, these workers reduce the val-
ue of your savings and life insur-
ante, 

The Vldeus Spiral 
The Union demand is always for 

higher wages or' shorter, liours. 
Employers are willing to grant in-
creases so long as production is be­
ing increased, but otherwise sucii 
raises are just like prlnting-pi'ess 
money and are followed by a rise 
In the prices of consumer goods. 
Increased prices are soon met by 
another demand for an increase in 
wages, and the spiral goes round 
and I'ound. Tiie vicious circie con-

tinues: Increased wages, increased 
costs of production, increased pric-
es, then increased wages. Thfs will 
go on until the consumer ceases lo 
buy and we have unemployment and 
depression. 

Creeping Inflation 
This gradual increase in prices 

lessens by so Inucii the vaiue of 
the dollar and of your savings de­
posits and life insurance. This sit­
uation is going on at the present 
time, and uniess it is controlled it 
will cause trouble in time. The Fed-
eral Reserve Board is trying to 
stem creeping inflation with tighter 

money. We should all encourage 
the Boai'd in its effort to protect 
the dollar, our savings, and our life 
insurance. Inflation does not in­
crease the volume of business; it 
just increases the number of dol-
lai's neeessaiy to cany on business. 

Conclusion 
The Administration likes to speak 

of the Gross National Product, 
which is measured in dollars, be­
cause it probably makes everybody 
feel better; but remember that it 
is measured by a 50-cent dollar 
rather than by amounts of food, 
clothing and shelter.

Tile question of whedier Novi's 
two justices of tiie peape shouid pay 
the township for cierical help and 
court facilities took off on another 
tangent Monday nigiit. 

It now appears that the justices 
may be asked to pay oniy a token 
fee — if any at aii. 

Townsiiip attorney Anthony Renne 
toid the board that it could do very 
little to force the justices to pay. 

"You could take it to court," he 
said. "But only a few dollars is 
Involved, and it wouid make Novi 
the laughing stock of Oakiand coun-
ty." 

Clerk Hadiey Bachert, treasurer 
Ray Harrison, and trustee Stan Ba-
Ion have tried to require the jus-
tices to pay for services of the 
townsiiip receptionist and for use 
of the hall as a courtroom. Justice 
Robert Anderson has agreed to it, 
but Justice William MacDermaid 
has threatened to move the court 
to his home rather than pay. 

Bachert moved Monday to charge 
the justices 10 per cent of the costs 
they receive, but iater withdrew 
the motion. Harrison suggested 
making it lO percent of-'everything 
they receive over $100, but no 
action was taken. 

Supervisor Frazer Staman has 
consistentiy opposed the action on 
grounds that the justices do not 
earn enough to warrant a fee. 

In other business, the board: 
— discussed division of township 

assets with Wixom attorney David 
Utley. 

— asked for new petitions for 
blacktopping First street since pre­
vious petitions were incorrectly 
filled out. 

— gave final approval of a small 
commercial section Iiear Willow-
brook Village for use as part of a 
shopping center. 

— discussed ordering a township 
land-use map and setting up a seven 
man planning commission. 

— heard a letter of thanks from 
Russell Taylor, who represented 
Novi at Wolverine Boy's State. 

— heard representatives of fire-
truck companies offer tentative 
terms for a new Novi fire engine. 

— discussed a possibie need for 
reducing tiie police budget because 
of a shortage ot funds, and heard 
Renne agree with Staman that the 
budget cannot legally be changed 
inasmucii as it was approved by 
the pubiic at the spring annual 
meeting. ' 

— voted to ask the county for 
no parking — fire route" signs 

near the township park. 
— iieard police chief Lee BeGoie 

explain that the Novi boat patroi will 
definitely not make arrests on 
Walled Lake unless accompaied by 
a uniformed policeman. . 

— asked building Inspector to 
arrange for a final inspection of 
the new. Lincoln plant so as to get 
the large inspection fee due the 
township. 

But they offered him a chance to 
aiipenl to the board at Its next 
nieetini; on August 20, 

The three accused him of carry­
ing out politicai activities against 
them "while on duty, wliiie in uni-
form and while iising a poiice car." 

Speoificaiiy, Balon said after the 
ineeting, they accused him of try,-
ing to talk Novi residents into pack­
ing Monday niglit's meeting so as to 
forestall any move by Bachert, Har­
rison and Baion lo name a replace­
ment for former trustee Frank 
Clark. 

Their action drew an angry re-
tort from supervisor Frazer Sta-
nian. 

"I don't know a thing .about this," 
he said. "But whether Looffier did 
what you say or not, you sliould 
have told me of this action. As sup­
ervisor, I have a right to know 
about any measure as drastic as 
this." 

Staman further ciainied that ac­
tion was iilegal. 

"It's a matter for the three-man 
township safety board," he said. 
'you wouldn't find the Detroit 

common councii trying to fire a 
policeman. It would be the respon­
sibility of the police commissioner." 

Though Loeffier couid not be 
reached for comment Tuesday or 
Wednesday, Staman said iie be-
iieves tiie poiioeman "wiii make a 
showdtiwn ot it." 

In addition, Staman hinted that 
the action may biow Novi toivtiship 
politics sky-iiigh. 

Bachert ciainied Loeffler had act­
ed similarly just before the town­
ship primary eiection this spring. 
He ciaimed Loeffier campaigned 
for'Staman whiie in uniform. 

If suspended, Loeffier will be the 
third Novi pubiio official acted 
against by the three board mem­
bers since they took office in April. 

Attoi-ney Arch Leonard resigned 
under fire, and building inspector 
Cameron Lodge withdrew from of­
fice after tlie board had moved to 
fire him.

Novi township may be nearing a solution to its pressing 
sewer problem. 

Supervisor Frazer Staman this week outlined partial plans 
for a sewer system and disposal jilant tliat may serve as the ground-
work for an eventual township-wide sewer system. 

At tlie same time, other boa.v.l members agreed — though 
reluctantly — to assume control of the proposed system after It 
is developed and brought up to township specifications. 

Though Staman said he could not reveal all details of the 
plan, inasmuch as it is being developed by a private concern, he 
did make this much public:

Beach has asked the Novi township

Specifically, Mrs. Paul Hoepfer 
wants the board to enforce a no-
changing-clothes regulation at the 
Novi township park and require 
bathers to use her bath house. 

Mrs. Hoepfer made her request 
before the board Monday night, 
saying her business has gone down 
60-70 percent since removing the 
raft. 

The board had suggested — but 
not demanded — that the raft be 
removed after a Detroit boy drown­
ed there a month ago. 

The board agreed to study her re-
quest, but pointed out that bathers 
who put on swimming suits at home 
cannot be required tô go through 
her bath house. 

The discussion brought out sev-
eral recent instances of disorderly 
conduct, foul language, and drunk-
enness at the paI'k and beach. Poiice 
chief Lee BeGoie said his depart-
Inent now has it under control.

Wixom councilmen waded into a mounting agenda of details 
Monday night in a four-hour-long session that saw several press-
ing preliminary matters get attention. 

Moving to clear the decks for pending legislation, the council 
named a village attorney, clerk, tentatively chose a village hall 
and acquired a telephone number. 

Zoning and planning matters along with the proposed 8-mill 
limitation amendment also came in 
for long discussion. 

A petition containing 30 names 
was presented the councii by Charies 
Curtis, 170(1 Wixopi road. Curtis' 
peilion objected to a proposed trail-
er camp at Wixom and Charms 
road. He told councilmen that every 
resident of the area was opposed 
to the development and that the 
land was not suitable for a traiier 
camp. 

Stiii another structure, a gasoiine 
station, was outiined to the council 
by the attorney for the owner of 
land on Wixom road at the pro-
posed site of the station. 

President Joseph Stadnik noted 
that both projects were covered by 
the charter whicli stipulates that 
zoning in the viiiage was covered 
by existing ordinances in Commerce 
and Novi townships until the vil 
lage adopted its own ordinances. 

The proposed gas station site is 
presently zoned industrial which 
would prevent construction of a 
station. The matter was turned over 
tif the village's newly appointed at­
torney after counsel for the gas sta­
tion interest hinted that they would 
test the legality of the zoning. 

The council was divided in its 
reaction to tiie proposed 8-miii lim-
itation amendment. Councilmen Jes-
se Birchard objected to recommend­
ing an 8-miil amendment "untii we 
have aii the facts and figures con-
cerning tiie assessed valuation and 
budget before us." President Stad­
nik and Counciintan Biii Abrams 
pointed to the pre-election action of 
the Civic Association for an 8-mill 
amendment as a "mandate to the

The lights of law and order will 
be burning in Novi each Thursday 
night. 

Justice Robert Anderson began 
holding night court at the township 
hall last Thursday as a supplement 
to Justice William MacDermaid's 
day court each Thursday afternoon. 

Between the two ot them, they 
went through a docket last Thurs-
day that ranged froni disorderly 
conduct to assault and battery of 
a Novi patrolman. 

During the afternoon, MacDer-
maid: 

— fined Richard Alberton, 46689 
West road, $50 for failure to stop 
in the assured clear distance ahead. 

Police said Alberton, driving a car 
marked "Dragon Wagon", struck 
Cindy Lynn Curl, J, 505 South Lake 
Drive as she crossed the road. The 
giri suffered multiple cuts. 

— fined Robert Short of Detroit 
$125 for reckless operation of a 
motor boat on Walled Lake. 

— fined Richard W. Hill ot De-
trolt $125 for assault and battery 
of patrolman Vernon Loeffler after 
Loeffler had tried to arrest Short 
for the wild boat-driving. 

During the evening, Anderson: 
— fined Manfred Krueger ot De-

troit $25 for reckless driving of his 
souped-up car down Grand River. 

Kreuger said he was "blowing car­
bon" out of his motor. 

— fined Detroit youths Daniei 
Griffin and Albert Jones $20 each 
after they were convicted ot dis­
orderly conduct at the township 
park. Police accused tiiem ot be-
ing drunk and making advances 
toward several young girls.

— fined Robert Kiniborough $10 
and ordered him to pay costs tor 
repairing a automobile into which 
he smashed while making an "in-
correct turn" on his way from a 
picnic at Walled Lake park. 

— tlio initial system would center 
around a new suiidivision to be built 
in western Novi, Plans for the de­
velopment are expected lo be an­
nounced soon, 

— its heart would be a sewerage 
disposal plant whicli wouid purify 
waste and deposit the run-oft in a 
nearby stream. Some .'JliOO.OOO in 
private capital is available for the 
plant. 

— the system would be designed 
primarily tor the new subdivision 
but couid probably bo expanded to 
serve other areas ot tlie township, 

— the plant would use llie "Hayes 
system" — a revolutionary filtra­
tion process now in use in Texas, 
Ontario and other parts ot the 
nation, 

— if eveiythiiig goes weii, con­
struction ot both the subdivision 
and the sewer system could begin 
yet this faii, 

Staman said liie system would be 
built to serve units of 5,000 users 
at a tinie. It niiglit have a capacity 
of 15,000 or 20,000 users depending 
on the capacity ot the stream into 
which it empties, he added. 

For this reason, Staman was skep-
tical of the possibility that it could 
be tied into by otiier major users— 
notably Wiiiowbrook Viiiage and the 
proposed Novi race track. 

"Tills is oniy a temporary answer 
to our sewer problem," he said. 
"It's capacity is limited. But at 
ieast it wouid be tlie groundwork 
for a township-wide system that 
could tie into tlie Wayne county sys­
tem." 

Staman was referring to the pos-
sibility that Novi may become part 
of the Middle Rouge interceptor 
system — which would eventually 
do away with the disposal plant 
since waste would be piped di 
rectly to the Detroit river. 

"Until then, we'll have to do 
soinething," he said. "And a dis-
posal plant looks like the solution.' 

Staman and the concern' plan 
ning the system are scheduled to 
present their plans next week to the 
state board ot health — the last 
legal stumbling block to construe-
tion, Staman said. 

The board of health also will de-
termine the system's limit and de-
cide whether it could serve other 
parts of the township. 

Much ot this information was re-
vealed as the result of a strong 
clash between Staman and three 
other board members — clerk 
Hadiey Bachert, treasurer Ray Har 
risen, and trustee Stan Balon — at 
Monday night's board meeting, Un 
til then, the plans had not been 
made public. 

When Staman asked the rest ot 
the board to go on record as approv­
ing eventual township control of the 
sewer system —. which he said is 
necessary before the state board 
of health will act — Bachert im­
mediately asked, "Well, what is 
this- all about?" 

Staman explained the proposed 
plan briefly but said that, at the 
request of the developers, he could 
not go into detail. 

Bachert, Balon and Harrison ac­
cused Stoman ot withholding town­
ship information from them and 
said they would not approve the 
proposal blindly. Staman countered 
by charging tiiem with being de­
liberately obstinate, and Insisted 
he could not reveal all detaiis. 

Finaiiy, township attorney An­
thony Renne clarified the matter. 

"You would be safe in doing this," 
he told the threesome. "Even if 
you yourelves doii't know all the 
background, it's certain the state 
board of health will .-not approve 
the' plan unless it is a sound one." 

"All the supervisor is asking," 
he added, "is this: if a subdivision 
is built, if the sewer system meets 
all requirements, it it is instaiied, 
and if it pays for itseif, wouid tiie 
township be willing to take it over?" 

Staman. agreed with Renne's in-
terpretatlon, then asked and re-
ceived the support of the other 
board members.

He said he formed the association 
at the request of at least 15 Novi 
farmers whom he contacted during 
the past week. 

Koester has called a public meet­
ing of the association for August 
15 in tiie Novi Community building. 
It will begin at 8 p.m. 

At that time, he said, officers will 
be elected and the group will begin 
investigating the incorporation 
move. 

He said Walter Tuck, chairman 
ot the incorporation committee, has 
been invited to the meeting to ex­
plain further detaiis of the pro­
posal. 

"At present, we're against it," 
he said. "But we'll keep out minds 
open and, it guarantees are made, 
we may have a change of opinion." 

One problem," he said, "con-
corns the farmer who finds a sub-
division going up next to him. Then 
people start complaining, about 
pigs and cows under the nuisance 
ordinace, and he's toid to clean 
them up. Suddenly tie's out of busi­
ness as a farmer." 

He cited other "squeezes by de­
velopers" that will be looked into. 

Koester brought up similar argu-
ments at a meeting last week at 
which the incorporation proposal 
was presented in detail. 

At that time. Dr. Louis C. Freld-
land ot Wayne State university re-
plied that iionies and developments 
will be built in Novi whether it is 
a township, village or city. Block­
ing incorporation will not stop ex­
pansion in Novi, he said.

Superintendent of schools R. H. 
Amerman returned to Northviiie 
this week from the Mayo clinic in 
Rochester, Minnesota where he 
underwent treatment for what doe-
tors determined was a bone Injury 
resuiting from a faii. 

Amerman reports that iiis con­
dition is improved and that the 
diagnosis shows that he is on the 
road to recovery. 

High school principal E. V Elli­
son, who has been acting superin­
tendent in his absence, will con­
tinue to assist Mr. Amerman. 

Wayne county training school. Otiier 
districts represented will be Ply­
mouth, South Redford, Redford 
Union, Livonia and Clarenceville.

In a matter regarding finances, 
the board processed a resolution 
calling for the sale of $37,000 of 
tax anticipation notes. Bids have 
been advertised for this week, the 
opening date being August 21 at 
7:.30 p.m. in the board office. 

Tliis is in addition to $50,000 bor­
rowed against future taxes eariier 
this year and brings the district 
to its borrowing limit for l9,')7. 

Two important matters related to 
the opening of school in the fall 
were acted on Monday; bus trans­
portation and a rate setting for ele­
mentary school book rental. 

After hearing a report of road and 
walking conditions froni the trans-
portation committee of the Parent-
Teachers association, the board de­
cided that most students who live 
beyond the city limits, kindergarten 
througii l2th grade, will be trans­
ported by bus to school. 

The committee has been study­
ing the situation at the request of. 
the board for several weeks. A 
problem arose when a new state 
aid law passed this pring provided 
that tlie school district would not 
be reimbursed for transporting stu­
dents who lived within one and a 
half miles from school. The limit set 
for the previous year was one Iiiiie. 

According to the board, new 
transportation boundaries wiii mean 
a loss of money to the district, but 
the cost should be no niore than 
last year's. 

In the new book rental program, 
students in grades one through six 
will pay a flat rate ot $G a year for 
books. 

A flat amount for kindergarten 
pupils is yet to be determined, but 
is estimated to be higher than $6

I n N o r t h v i i i e R o a d C r a s h 
One Northviiie boy lies uncon-

scious and two others are seriously 
injured in the University of Michi­
gan hospitnl as a result of an auto­
mobile accident Monday night. 

They are Glen Howarth, suffer­
ing from concussion; Bruce Rose, 
who has iTiinor bone breaks and 
multiple lacerations .of the scalp 
and hands, and Riciiard Alkire, who 
was X-rayed for a possible spinal 
Injury. 

According to the Wayne county 
sheriff's department, the car was 
traveling south on Northviiie road 
at a high rate of speed when it hit 
a tree about 8 p.m. Monday. 

The car, owned and driven by 

Rose,, was totally demolished. Pol-
Ice and U-M doctors both report 
no evidence of drinking'. The boys 
themselves are unable to remember 
what happened still being some­
what In a state of shock. 

Howarth, son of Mr. and Mrs. 
James Howarth of Seven Mile road, 
is a senior at Aima coiiege. Rose, 
a junior of the same sciiooi, is tiie 
son of Mr. and Mrs. Bert Rose of 
Meadowbrook road. Alkire, dis­
charged from the armed services In 
May, is the son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Olen Alkire of Fry road. 

Doctors report that barring com­
plications and discovery of internal 
injuries, aii tiiree are progressing 
rapidiy and weii. 

It was the second largest industry 
in Northviiie. Its loss was termed 
a "jolt to the city's economy" by 
city manager Joiin Roberlson. 

Four fire trucks and some 40 fire­
men from Nortiiviiie, Novi and Ply-
mouth answered tlie alarm. Despite 
thousands of gallons of water — 
which emptied one tanker and sent 
it for more — the structure was 
thoroughly gutted. 

The blaze broke out shortly after 
noon, when all but a handful of em-
employees were out of the building 
on their lunch hour. No one was in 
the main shop. 

Northviiie fire chief William 
McGee said the fire could have 
been a disaster. 

"It flashed so fast that even the 
man who discovered it didn't have 
a chance to turn off gas lines," he 
said. "If the employees had' been 
there, many of them may not have 
come out alive." 

Ironically, iJlant general manager 
John V. Roberts, of Plymouth, lab­
elled the absence of employees a 
"misfortune". 

"It someone'had been there," he 
said, "the tire would have been put 
out immediately. But as it was, it 
had a head start before it was dis­
covered and consequently was near­
ly Impossibie to control." 

The cause has not yet been de­
termined, Roberts said. He added 
that an acetylene tank may have 
figured in somehow. 

MoGee said investigators are still 
looking into the cause. He denied 
published reports that he had laid 
the blame to a furnace blast. 

Roberts stressed that very little 
combustible material is used in the 
plant's operation. He discounted re­
ports that the blaze was helped 
along by open oil drums, pointing 
out that the plant's drums were 
still sealed and intact after the fire. 

"In fact, I was amazed that it 
spread so rapidly," he said. "We 
used very little materiai that could 
burn. Most of it was metal." 

Tlie tire was discovered by three 
employees in a distant part ot the 
plant. They dashed out, telling 
switchboard operator Mrs. Doris 
Maltby to call the tire department. 

The biaze, which began in the 
center of the buiiding, swept through 
the structure In minutes. By the 
time firemen arrived, the entire 
building except the main office was 
a roaring inferno. 

Though the concrete-block and 
aluminum walls themselves did not 
burn, the wooden roof apparently 
provided an easy course for the 
blaze. 

McGee said the blaze apparently 
was helped along by oily equipment, 
exploding ammonia and acetylene 
tanks, and possibly by wall insul-
ation which got so hot it burned. 

The fire seemed to be under con-
troi at times, oniy to break out 
anew as firemen moved to another 
part ot the building. 

Finally, an hour after it began, 
the blaze roared into the office. 
Most filing cases and records had 
been removed, but thousands of 
dollars worth ot personal items, 
valuable blueprints and office equip­
ment was destroyed. 

The heat was so intense that one 
section of aiuminum wall collapsed 
into what seemed a grotesque piece 
of modern scuipture. 

At least two explosions rocked 
the air. Roberts assumed they were 
oii drums exploding. Though the 
expiosions were not felt outside the 
buiiding, spectators were- continually 
warned by police to stay far back. 

A nearby garage and several 
homes were endangered. Residents 
grabbed garden hoses and watered 
down their roots and extinguished 
biazing embers. Tree tops were 
scorched leafless by the billowing 
flames. 

After the blaze was brought under 
control, the gutted structure was 
a charry scene ot water-covered 
floors, singed office furniture, and 
sooty equipment. A picture ot some­
one's famiiy was hait buried in the 
black rubble. 

Although the tire was seemingly 
extinguished by late afternoon, fire­
men were called back an hour-

Ii ivill bring 
Willi il the first sewer line in the township — an 1,800-fool main 
extending from the Middle Rouge Inlcrccplor. Some 370 homes wlII 
be buIK. 

Throughout the 70-odd miles that comprise 
the Northville-Novi-Wixom area, new homes 
are rising, steel girders are making geomet­
rical patterns against the sky, and new roads 
are being slashed through fields and woods, 

The long-anticipated building boom In the 
area is at last beginning to pick up steam. It's 
not here yet. But from the sounds of the bull­
dozers and the sight of the construction sheds, 
it's easy to see that it's not far off. 

Novi has shown it the most. Its half-dozen 
subdivisions are growing ste.idily, and a new 
one opened last week. One of its leading 
industries — Paragon Construction — is nl-
Inost doubling its plant. A new super-high-
way is nearly ready to open. A haulaway 
plant is going up out Grand River. In all, 
Novi has had $1,585,6-̂ 2 worth of construe-
tion in Ihe last four months. 

Jn and near Northviiie, it's the same story. 
Michigan Bell has started a new dial ex-
change building. The new D and R subdi-
vision got underway. An addition to Amer-
m.in school is going up. TR-o other subdivi­
sions of fine homes are filling up. North­
viiie had 53-̂ 5,000 worth of permits In July 
alone. 

Northviiie township is getting its first 
full-scale subdivision — with its first sew­
ers to hoot, nisewhere, the new St. Mary's 
home for retarded girls is almost completed. 

Construction for̂ the year has totalled up­
wards of S550,O()0. 

Wixom, thougii only a few weeks old, 
alresIdy has the Lincoln plant. A haulaway 
firm is going up across from the plant. Wix­
om road is being widened. 

The real push is yet to come — but it's 
not far off. 

Novi will soon have its new Willowbrook 
.school, a permanent National Bank of De­
troit branch, and jirobably a multi-million 
dollar race track. Other subdivisions — giant 
ones — arc in tho air. Northviiie is awaiting 
a new high school, considerable commercial 
development and the Eight Mile cutoff. 
Northviiie township is scheduled for the 
Plymouth Horjie and Training school, and at 
least one more subdivision.

Though new buildings are going up on 
every hand In Northviiie and In the. town-
ships of Novi and Northviiie, the three coIn-
munities still are not experiencing the home 
building boom being felt elsewhere in the 
Detroit area. 

Figures compiled by the Detroit Metro 
poIItan Area Planning Commission show that 
the Northville-Novi area has been well down 
the list in numbers of new homes constructed 
in the first half of 1957. 

Northviiie — with only five new homes 
in that period -— ranked 42nd of 46 com­
munities In Wayne county. Northviiie town-
ship, with 15, was tied for 35th. 

In Novi, the picture was somewhat bright­
er. The township Issued 40 permits for new 
homes during .the first six months, and rank-
cd 18th among the 56 communities surveyed. 

All this is expected to change soon, how­
ever. Developments are scheduled to get un­

derway soon in all three communities — in­
cluding perh.ips as many ns 200 homes in 
the next six months. 

Detroit itself led the entire area with 1,358 
permits. Otherwise, Dearborn township led 
Wayne county with 936 and Royal O.ilc pac­
ed Oakland county with 760. 

Other leaders were Nankin township 
(787), Warren (698), Livonia (673), Mad-
ison Heights (516), and Bloomfield town­
ship (357). 

Elsewhere in tho Northville-Novi area. 
Walled Lake had 17, Plymouth accounted for 
34, Plymouth township totalled 100, Farm­
ington had 28, Farmington township show­
ed 210, and South Lyon had 7. _ 

Building in the entire Detroit area has 
dropped off by nearly 30 percent in the past 
year. Total permits for the area was 8,837 
for the first six months last year, and only 
6,218 in the same period this year.

N o v i E a r n s a P a t o n B a c k 

F o r L i t t l e L e a g u e - S u c c e s s 

Each week this summer, nearly 
100 Novi youngsters have taken to 
the basepaths, pitcher's mound and 
batter's box on a well-kept diamond 
behind Novi school. 

Di-essed in uniforms coIiiplete 
from initialed caps to distinctively-
stI-iped SOX, they play regulation 
games with trained umpires calling 
-the decisions and experienced mana-
gei's coaching them in the game's 
fine points. 

This is the Novi Little League — 
a vivid example of what a com-
munity can do for its youth once 
it puts its coiiective heads together. 

The Novi Littie League is part of 
an intei-nationai program — a pi-o. 
gram so successfui that tens of 
thousands of youngsters now com-
pete under it, and so highiy-re-
gardcd that the U.S. armed forces 
have set up Littie Leagues for Am­
erican dependants In Gei-many, 
France and Japan. 

In Novi, the program is nearing 
the end of its first year. And from 
the iooks of things, it wiii be around 
for quite a few years lo come. From 
its beginning until the present, it's 
been a grand-siam success. 

The league is organized into four 
teanis, each with 15 players — a 
small enough number that every 
boy con play regularly. Each team 
plays a full schedule of 18 games, 
extending from late May untii mid-
August. Games are played in the 
evening, so that mothers and fa 
thers can watch their boys strike 
out the opposition or slam a base 
hit. 

When Novi league officiais first 
issued a caii for tryouls, they aim-
ed for four teams. To their sur-
prise, some 90 boys signed up, and 
they were forced to form two more 
teams — "Ininor ieague" squads — 
to accommodate the turnout. 

A Littie League in Novi had been 
discussed for several yeai's, but 
like so many things, it never seem­
ed to get past the talking stage. 
Finally, in March, a group of Novi 
men headed by Wiiiiam Hansor, Jr. 
began looking into the progi'ani in 
earnest. 

Hansor met witii nationai Littie 
League officiais, worked out the 
administrative detaiis, and even-
tuaiiy arranged for a charter. 

In the meantime, other men were 
working on other problems. Vice-
pi'esident Charles Trickey, Jr., sec­
retary Ken Rippey, and treasurer 

- Hansor (his otiier job in the ieague) 
struggled with finances and organi-
zationai pi'obiems. Roy Granzow 
took over the diamond, bringing it 
up to playing shape. Duane Branch 
lined up equipment. Wiiiiam Hansor,, 
Sr., made ready to keep score for 
the three games a week. 

Soiiie 12 men were lined up lo 
umpire the games: Les Ward, Jack 
Crawfoi-d. John Crawfoi'd, the Mac-
Derniaids — Jiiii, Ed and Sam — 
Cleo Strader, Edwin Steinburger, 
Herb Bryer, Tom Arnold, Ken Bas­
seit and' Granzow. 

Then came tiie job of organizing 
the teanis themselves. Four Novl 
firms offered to sponsor teams and 
pay expenses for uniforms and 
equinment. From this agreement 
evolved the Fiberglas Sluggers, the 
Pai'agon Steelei's. the National 
Bank-Bandits, and the Young Door 
TiRers. 

Next, league officiais began or­
ganizing the teams tiieinseives. Four 
managers were named: Len Ber-
ardi for Paragon, Roy Haiiock for 
Fiberglas, Earl Burchfield for 
Young Door, and Phii Simenlon for 
Nationai Bank. Trickey and Jack 
Speer were selected to manage the 
minor league squads. 

In the meantime, there was a need 
for still more furids — for first-

year expenses were more than an­
ticipated. Once again, Novi joined 
in. 

Decais were soid throughout tiie 
townsliip, proclaiming their bearers 
as "Little League BoosleI's". Some 
3!) businesses and individuals con­
tributed to a booster book — a pro 
gram listing the teams, their piay 
ers, league personnel, a history of 
the league, and credits to the con­
tributing persons. 

Through it all, the league was 
ready to go. On a warm May after­
noon, tryouls were held. All 90 boys 
turned out and went through their 
paces with the managers looking on. 
The four teanis were chosen, and 
practice began. Two weeks iater, 
the first game got underway and 
the Novi Little League was in busi­
ness. 

Now, Hansor says, il runs itseif 
for the most part. The hard work 
is over for many officiais, and the 
league is going strong. 

But Littie League "piay will end 
a week from tomorrow, and It will 
soon be time to think about next 
year. 

During (he winter months, Hansor 
and his staff will be faced with 
major problem: iiow and when to 
expand the league. Whiie some boys 
wiii be too oid to play next year, 
others wiii become eligibie. Com-
piicaling this is the fact lhat funds 
for expansion may not be avaiiabie 
for several years. 

In light of this, Hansor expects 
tliat the Novi Lillie League wiii re­
main at its present size for a year 
or two. If anything, he feels, a Babe 
Ruth league may be foi'med — so 
that Novi boys can keep on piaying 
after they become too oid for Littie 
League competition. 

If so — and if it is as successful 
as the pfesent program - it .may 
not be too many years before Novi 
can boast of a couple ot big-leagu-
ers as well as its scores of Littie 
Leaguers.

GNATS AND CAMEU 

The fearless Christ In denouncing tiie de­
nomination of the Pharisees of His day for 
their inconsistencies said, "Ye blind guides, 
which strain out the gnat and swallow the 
camel." The Pharisees had been very careful 
to pay their tithes out of the incidental herbs 
of the garden but had been careless about the 
Inore Important matters of rendering right­
eous judgment, showing mercy and the ex­
ercise of true faith. They were guilty of great 
inconsistencies. 

There are a number of ways that this prov­
erb can be applied. We shall consider but 
one. Any person who makes the question of 
time more important than the question of 
eternity is guilty of straining the gnat nnd 
swallowing the camel. The Lord sketched one 
such character in Luke 12. I-ie fold of a sue-
cessful farmer who had the good fortune to 
have a bumper crop. He didn't have room 
enough in his barns to store all of his In­
crease. So he said to himself, "This will I do; 
I will pull down my barns, and build greater; 
and there will I bestow all my fruits and 
goods. And I will say to my soul, 'Soul thou 
hast much good laid up for many years; take 
thine ease, eat, drink and be merry.' Then 
we read that God said to him, "Thou fool, 
this night thy soul shall be required of thee; 
tiien whose shall those things be, which thou 
hast provided?" He had made more than ade­
quate provisions for this life but neglected 
the most important, the salvation of his soul. 
Hc had strained out the gnat and swallowed 
the camel. 

Several years ago while visiting in my home 
town, a man getting along in years stopped 
nie as 1 was coming out of the Post Office. 
Hc called me by my first name and said he 
would like to ask a favor of me. l replied 
that 1 would be happy to favor him if I could. 
Then he told me that he wa'nted me to preach 
his funeral sermon when he died. I felt hon­
ored that he should make siIch a request but 
since there was more involved than that I 
said, "Well . . . I appreciate your invitation, 
but tell me what will I be able to say? How 
is it between you and the Lord?" He hung 
his head when he replied, "Im afraid not so 
good." I endeavored to deal with him there 
but appeared to be no more interested than 
forIner years. Then l said, "Ypu have the 
most important thing! You want me to 
prencli your funeral sermon because you have 
confidence in me that I tell-the truth, and yet 
you haven't taken the way of truth" I re­
minded him further that anything I might 
say over his casket would not change the 
eternal destiny of his soul. He too had strain­
ed out the gnat and swallowed the camel. 

Come now, confession is good for the soul, 
how many of you that are reading this col-
umn are making the same mistake? The mis-
take of providing for the body while neglect-
ing the soul? Making the question or riches 
down here greater than the laying of trca-
sures up in heaven? The question of. How 
shall I pay my debts to man, greater than the 
question of. How shall I pay my obligation 
to God? 

Yes, let's strain out the gnat, but let's stop 
swallowing the camel, too.

The nationally-recognized buiiding 
code on which Nortliville and North-
ville township model their buiiding 
reguiations has been modernized to 
permit the use of non-combustible 
curtain wall construction a key ad­
vance In building technology. 

The Building Officiais Conference 
of America (BOAC) recentiy amend-
ed its basic buiiding code to permit 
the use of non-combustible curtain 
waii panels when the wall is 30 
feet or more from a common prop­
erty line or adjacent structure. 

The code had allowed most light-
weigiit panei construction, but re-
quired a minimum three-quarter 
iiour fire-I'esisting rating. 

The BOAC voting mcnibersiiip in­
cludes municipal officials who ad­
minister or formuiate laws govern­
ing the construction of buildings. 

The new amendment has been 
forwarded to the 250 municipalities 
that subscribe to the code 'or have 
modeled their buiiding resoiutions 
on it. Northviiie and the township 
now must consider adoption of the 
amended regulation, according to 
Paul E. Baseier, BOAC executive 
secretaiy. 

Tiie curtain wall is so-called be­
cause It literally hangs from or is 
supported by, the structure of the 
building.

When you have a business appoint­
ment with President Eisenhower, 
you do not enter the front door at 
1000 Pennsylvania Avenue, but turn 
the corner to the "west wing". 
Hei-e, back in 1902, President Theo­
dore Roosevelt set up the offices, 
removing them for tiie first time 
from the officiai residence and here 
tiie offices have remained. 

YOU WALiC or drive up a curving 
roadway, past a neat white frame 
guardhouse, manned by a fine-
looking Wiiite House police officer. 
He checks your name against his 
list of expected caliers. Inside the 
gracious French doors, you are 
greeted by Secret Service officer 
William SiiTimons, who has served 
ns Chief Receptionist for two dec­
ades. He, too, Inust clear your 
name. If you arrive a few minutes 
early, as most White House callers 
do, you are invited to sit on one of 
the comfortable leather couches 
which flank the room. 

At the appointed time, you turn 
left down a corridor to the office of 
Bernard Shanley, Appointments sec­

retary, located just next to tlie 
President's room. When the Chief 
Executive is ready to receive you, 
Mr. Shanley escorts you Into the 
handsome oval office. 

The hearty handshake, the wide 
grin, the quick grasp of your prob­
iem, tile .sympatiietic attention as 
you state your case — aii these are 
familiar, remembered from other 
visits. This time, however, you 
Inuiidi into your probiem nt once. 
The proposai you are about to make 
is so important that you have pre­
pared a short memorandum to leave 
with the President. Here it is: 

"MAY I RESPECTFULLY direct 
your attention to a problem which 
affects the laboring men and wo­
men of the United States and par­
ticularly those in the State of Mich­
igan. 

"The rapid pace of scientific ad­
vance has produced machines which 
in many instances can entirely take 
over the work of men. Automation, 
as tliis process is termed, has reach­
ed a point where whoie factories 

can be operated by a mere handful 
of persons. Whiie automation is ex­
pected to bring miracles of produc 
tion at the same time It wipes out 
the need for certain types of jolis. 

"I cannot emphasize too stron;. 
iy the need for prompt measures, 
so that dislocations in the economy 
may be avoided. I respectfuiiy urge 
tliat a fcderai commission lie creat­
ed to study tiie impact of tiiis dy-
namic new force ot nulomntion nnd 
that it be empowered to make rec-
ommendations in the interest of all 
segments of our society. I further 
urge that wliiie such a commission 
is being set up that you direct the 
Department of Labor to immediate-
iy Initiate a pilot study in Michigan, 
one of tlie most iiighly industrial-
ized states in the union, ivhere tiie 
effects of automation nre becoming 
increasingly apparent."

We'ii foiiow through 
with .Jim Mitcheii." As you leave, 
you see him pick up your memor-
andum and begin to read it again.

About 150 Nov! IownsliI-p residents s.it In a very warm 
Coiiiniunity building last Thursday evening and listened lo 
an authority on incorporation talk about his specialty, 

The meeting was called after a committee of five men, 
appointed by tlie Board of Commerce, studied the idea of 
incorporation and unanimously suggested it for Novi. 

These men — Walter Tuck, Dirk Groenenberg, Keith 
Metcalf, Russell Button and Dicron Tafraiian — obviously 
spent Inafiy hours of research and study before presenting 
their recommendation. Their work cannot possibly bear 
thorn any reward except from the satisfaction that is gained 
froni serving ihe community. 

We suspect tiiere will be some opposItiofi to Incorpora­
tion and to motives behind it. Opposition is fine. Incorpora­
tion is a big step for Novi and should be studied carefully, 
But wc believe that the pros and cons of incorporation 
should be kept on a constructive level and that politics and 
pcrsonaliiies should be set aside. 

While llic vast majority of the citizens attending the 
meeting voted in favor of proceeding with incorporation 
steps, it wns obvious froni their questions that they want to 
know all the answers before the matter conies up for a vote. 
Tb-is questioning should be continued, and tlie final answer 
must come from what the voter believes is best for his com­
munity. 

Even ihe authority. Dr. Freidland of Wayne State uni­
versity, would not promise that incorporation as a vilhige 
would be a "cure all" for Novi's ills. It will protect bound-
iiries from funhcr annexations, but it will not provide addi-
tion;il services unless tlic people are willing to pay for them, 
he pointcil out. 

Perliiips even more significant was Dr. Freidland's words 
for, the furnicrs iv'ho fear that higher taxes and demand for 
their land might put tlicm out of business. "There is no 
protection ag.iinst ihis," lie said. "People — not township, 
village or city sMtus of government — bring about this con-
dition. And ili(.-re is no \vay fo stop people froni moving to 
Novi." 

We're looking forward to a big day at Briggs stadium 
this Thursday aficnioon. It will be the first game we've .su-cn 
this year .iiid liec:uisc we're attending with youngsters froni 
recreation program and junior police we know It will be a 
rowsing one. And we expect to pick up plenty of material 
for next wct-k's column.

LONGER VACATIONS 
/Miotlier suggestion is tiiat retire-

Instead ot a worker going on 
half-time ijy working iiaif a day 
every day, lie could work all day 
when Roinit lo the plnni or office 
hut lal;p two months off in .summer 
and two montiis or more off in win­
ter.

The person himself may 
be less vigorous or progressive due 
to advanced age; while competi­
tion is now such that more vigor 
and capitol are needed.

Ire Read of NovI's Growlii and Was Happy 

A flag flew at half-mast In Novi last week. 
It flew over tlie Novi towIiship hall, heart of the govern­

ment into which Frank D. Clark, at 79, had poured his ener­
gies for more than a quarter of a century. 

It flew at a tiiue when Novi was at last beginning to 
realize the future that Frank Clark had envisioned ever since 
he came to Novi from the wheat'fields of the west. 

This week, as ihe first shock of Frafik Clark's passing 
ebbed somewhat, five of his closest friends and associates 
looked into the past and commented on the qualities which, in 
their minds and the minds of many, made him one of the 
most eminent and respected political figures of his time. 

"You could disagree with his phi osophy," said Judge 
Clark J. Adams of the Oakland county circuit court, "but you 
could never quarrel with his sincerity of purpose. He was the 
finest type of public servant." 

"When Frank Clark died," said Novi supervisor Frazer 
Staman, "Novi lost not only a friend but a remarkable leader. 
If anyone was, Frank was the brains of the townsliip govern-
nient." 

"He was a grand nian," said Mrs. James Lapham, 24350 
Haggerty, a close friend for many years. "They don't come 
any better, and seldom as good." 

"Everything he did was for the good of Novi," said 
Mrs. R. H. Johnson, 31fi South Wing, a lofjjt-time friend and 
travelling companion with him and his wife. 

"He was a foster father to me," said Carl J. Watts of 
Plymouth. "And tiiere were many other people he helped 
when they hardly knew which way to turn." 

Throughout their recollections, certain words and phrases 
occurred over and over again: "kindly", "a true gentleman", 
"he had his own convictions, but was broad-minded", "up-., 
right", "sincere", "the type of man you love." 

And above all, one thought was expressed each time: 
Frank Clark had only one interest as far as Novi Was con­

cerned — to make it as fine a place to live as possible. 
"He was a strong leader, but not a demagogue," said 

Staman. "He was in government for more than 25 years, and 
thoroughly knew the problems facing Novi and the solutions 
that would work out the best." 

Staman also gives Frank Clark credit for introducing 
him to the Inroads of Oakland county politics and govern-
nient after turning the supervisor's gavel over to him at the 
(̂ nd of his own 18 years in that office. 

"It is no easy job to learn the ins and outs of township 
and county government," he said. "Without Frank's help, 
it would have been like entering a lion cage. But everyone in 
Pontiac was Frank's friend, and Novi is all the better for it." 

Staman noted that Frank Clark remained keen of mind 
until the end. 

"His last letter was written to friends in Pontiac," said 
Stanian. "He said: 'I'll soon be back in my old haunts at the 
county building, and when I am, I'll drop in to see you.' 

"And at board meetings," he added, "he could always 
be counted on as a voice of experience . . . a person who could 
rely on years of dealing with governmental problems and 
who could warn against pitfalls that might lie beneath the 
surface." 

Judge Adams i\pted that Frank Clark was "the type of 
man a person could not help admiring and -loving." 

"He was an able administrator," he said, "but more than 
that, he was dedi„cated to Novi. And in all of his dealings, 
whether he agreed with you or not, he was a gentleman." 

Judge Adams, who knew him for many yeari both as a 
friend and as a legal associate, pointed to Frank Clark's un­
sung advice and assistance — particularly to needy young 
people — as an indication of his personality. 

''He was kindly and honest and worked for the good of 
all," he said. "Like many others, I thought a great deal of 
Frank." 

Mrs. Johnson, a distant relative but a closer friend, 
praised him for his devotion to Novi. 

"I don't live in Novi, and I didn't alwiiys agree with 
him on politics," she said, "but I know whatever he did, it 
was always for the benefit of Novi." 

Mrs. Johnson recalled that he liked to take trips With his 
wife, herself, and her husband. 

"He was a good family man too," she said. "He didn't 
have any children, but he treated his wife — and his 'foster' 
children — as good as any man ever did." 

Mrs. Lapham recalleii many evenings when she and her 
husbarid played cards with the Clarks. 

"He was always a story-teller," she said. "He would tell 
about liis days on a wheat ranch out west, and about traveling 
down the old plank road to Detroit to carry his produce to 
market. He liked sports, but a farmer didn't have much time 
to himself in those days." 

Watts, who lived with the Clarks for four years after his 
own parents died, looked on Frank Clark as a father. 

"He helped me whenever I needed it — which was 
often," he said. "And his advice was always good. I don't 
know what would have happened without him." 

"And I wasn't alone," he said. "He helped out many 
other young people. Maybe it was because he didn't have any 
children of his own. But in any case, he was a better father 
than many real fathers are." 

Frank Clark's five friends had much more to say about 
him. But essentially, it came down to one fact: whether a 
foster father, a farmer, a governmental leader, or a pinochle 
friend, Frank Clark was admired by those who knew him. 

Shortly before he died, he wrote: 
"A ynmig man lives on Iiis dreams; an old man lives on 

his memories." 
If those memories were as vivid as those of his friends, 

Frank Clark must have died contented.

The Novi News became the official ncivspnpcr of the village of 
Wixom Monday evening. 

By a unanimous vote ot the council The News, puiilished by the 
Northviile Record, Inc., ivas named as the publication lo carry all 
legal notices of the viiiage. 

Since incorporation proceedings itnd tiie vIilagc cicctlon. The 
News has provided Intense coverage of Wixom activities. In keeping 
with this policy The News will conlinuc lo report the happcfiings ot 
tiic area and keep pace wllh Its growth. 

Marked readership gains have been made ihrough the efforts 
of an area clrcuialion contest, iviiich is scheduled to continue until 
September Zl. The News also presents for the first time this week a 
column of WIxom nclIvitics by its correspondent, Mrs. Charles Ware, 
on page seven. 

The village of Wixom, barely 
one month old, found itself in­
volved in a legal suit this week. 

The suit, brought by James 
P. and Mildred R. Walden and 
Dick B. Roach, Inc., wiis 
filed in the circuit court of Oak-
land county. It brought vehe­
ment reaction from Joseph Stad­
nik, village president. 

In essence it will test the le­
gality of the village charter 
adopted by tlie voters on July l5.. 

David E. Utley, viiiage attorney, 
toid council members he had been 
served with the suit officiaiiy iast 
Friday. He expiained that the piaint-
iffs are questioniiig the autliority of 
Wixom to subject land to zoning 
regulations which existed under 
township rule,untii the viiiage pre­
pares its own zoning rules. 

Specifically, the plaintiffs propose 
to build a gasoline station on a 
Wixom road site across from the 
Lincoln plant formeriy designated 
M-1 (light industry) under Novi 
township zoning. Section 7.1 of chap-
ter 7 of the village charter states 
that all ordinances and reguiations 
of the townships will continue in 
force untii new reguiations are en­
acted by the viiiage. This section 
has been challenged as invalid by 
the plaintiffs. 

Word that actual construction 
of footings for the station bad be­
gun broiigiit slrong action from 
Sladnik. Wilii council approval he 
ordered Uiicy to serve an injunc-
lion on tiie builders to stop con-
slruclion until the suit can bc 
settled. 

In their suit the piainliffs charg­
ed tiiat Ihey wouid suffer financial 
loss and a "desirable lease with 
a niajor oli company" if ininic-
dlalc steps were not taken. 
Counsel for the plaintiffs had urg­

ed council members last week to 
zone the area commercial to aiiow 
construction of tiie station. He em­
phasized the .need for prompt ac­
tion and warned that a suit might 
resuit. Stadnik had requested that 
the matter be discussed with Utley 
before any decision was made. Ut­
ley told the council that he was in­
formed of the intention to bring 
suit on the day following the coun­
cil meeting. 

Stadnik pointed out that the con­
struction had begun without a build­
ing permit. "They're telling us our 
iaws are no good," he charged. 
"This is a very crucial time in the 
village of Wixom, we shouid decide 
now whether we're wide open or 
not," 

In other business the councii took 
prompt action as a resuit of the 
suit V by passing an emergency 
buiiding code. Utiey advised the 
council to give immediate attention 
to building and zoning matters. 

The councii aiso hurried the ap­
pointment of a building inspector 
by choosing two applicants on a -
temporary basis. They are Ed 
Wendt and Fred Thayer. 

By a vote of three to two the 
council adopted a resolution to bring 
the 8-mill limitation amendment to
