About 150 Novi township residents sac in a very warm
Community building Iast Thursday evening and listened 10
an authority on incorporation talk about his specialty.

The meeting was called after a commistee of five men,
appointed by the Board of Commerce, studied the idea of
incorporacion and unanimously suggested it for Novi.

These men — Walter Tuck, Dirk Groenenberg, Keith
Metcalf, Russell Button and Dicron Tafralinn — obviously
spent many hours of research and study before presenting
their recommendation, Their work cannot possibly bear
them any reward except from the sacisfaction that is gained
from serving the community, v .

We suspecr there will be some opposition to incorpora-
tion and to motives behind it. Opposition is fine, Incorpora-
tion is a big step for Novi and should be studied carefully,
Bur we believe that the pros and cons of incorporation
should be kept on a constructive level and that politics and
personalities should be set aside. _

While the vast majarity of the citizens atrending the
meeting voted in favor of proceeding with incorporation
steps, it was obvious from their questions that they want t0
know all the answers before the matter comes up for a vote,
This questioning should be continued, and the final answer
must come from what the voter believes is best for his com-
munity.

Even the authority, Dr. Freidland of Wayne State uni.
versity, would not promise that incorporation as a village
would be a “cure all” for Novi's ills, It will protect bound-
aries from further annesations, but it will not provide addi-
tional services unless the people are willing to pay for them,
he pointed out, :

Perhaps even more significant was Dr. Freidland’s words
for the farmers who fear that higher taxes and demand for
their land might put them out of business. “There is no
protection against this,” he said. “People — not township,
village or city status of government — bring abour this con-
dition. And there is no way to stop people from moving to
Novi.”

Part Time Retirement

Babson Park. The present system
of retiving faithful and -efficient
workers is probably good for the
junior employees, It gives them a
better chance for promotion. But the
younger ones must indirectly con-
tribute to the support of those be-
ing retired through paying one half
of their Social Security and other
penefits, Some one must pay the
bills.

EVERY CASE DIFFERENT

In many cases compulsory re-
tirement is a blessing to all con-
cerned. Many workers are physi-
cally unable to continue at their
usual manual labor or cven at of-
fice work. This, however, does not
justify children putting such par-
ents into nursing homes. This pro-
cedure is becoming too commnon,
There is money in nursing homes
for the operators; but they are sad
places to visit. When I see child-
ren ruthlessly put a parent into n
mursing home, it makes me fecl
very sad,

It seems as if some sémi-relive-
ment, or half-time plan cnu_ld often
he used instead af full retirement.
When I discuss this with employers
they state that such an arrange-
ment would upset their ‘*‘strenm-
lined” praduction system .’m;l their
efficient office systems. This may
be .true in a few cases; but if this
half-time arrangement were applied
ta all eomnetitors, no one concern-
ed would he handicapped.

LONGER VACATIONS

well to successful businessmen as to
employees, They have thought that
because they made a success of one
business, they could make a suc-
cess of some other business, This
has often proved a costly mistake.

LUCK VS, ABILITY

Although these men had business
ability when operating the business
from which they had retired, their
success was not due entirely to
business skill. Other factors con-
tributed to that success. A man may
have entered his former business
when the industry was young, The
times, political atmosphere, or tax
system, may now be very different.
They may have operated at a dif-
ferent period in the business eycle,
but styles and demand for the prod-
uct may now have completely
changed, The person himself may
be less vigorous or progressive due
to advanced age; while competi-
tion is now such that more vigor
and capito] are needed.

I especially warn retired persons
not to go to California or Florida or
to some other booming state unless
they can count on a check of af
least $200, besides Social Security
henefits, coming from home each
month as-a pension or as inlerest
or dividends. Also, before you take
any job anywhere after retirement,
ascertain how it will affect your So-
cial Security and other benefits, In
most cases, if you earn more than
$1,200 per year you will Jose your
Social Security.

He was a strong leader, bur not a demagogue,” said

ment into which Frank D, Clark, at 79, had poured his ener-
gies for more than a quarter of a century,

It flew ac a time when Novi was at last beginning to
realize the future that Frank Clark had envisioned ever since
he came to Novi from the whear'fields of the west,

This week, as the first shock of Frank Clark’s passing
ebbed somewhat, five of his closest friedds and associates
looked into the past and commented on the qualities which, in
their minds and the minds of many, made him one of the
most eminent and respected political figures of his time.

"You could disagree with his philosophy,” said Judge
Clark J. Adams of the Oakland county circuit court, “but you
could never quarrel with his sincerity of purpose, He was the
finest type of public servant.”

“"When Frank Clark died,” said Novi supervisor Frazer
Staman, "Novi lost not only a friend but a remarkable leader.
If anyone was, Frank was the brains of the township govern-
ment."”

“Fle was a grand man,” said Mrs. James Lapham, 24350
Haggerty, a close friend for many years, “They don't come
any better, and seldom as good,” .

“Everything he did was for the good of Novi,” said
Mrs, R. H. Johnson, 316 South Wing, a- long-time friend and
travelling companion with him and his wife,

"He was a foster father to me,” said Carl J. Watts of
Plymouth. “And there were many other people he helped
when they hardly knew which way to' turn.” '

Throughout their recollections, certain words and phrases
occurred over and over again: “kindly”, “a true genctleman”,
“he had his own convictions, bur was broad-minded”, “up-_.
right”, “sincere”, “the type of man you love,”

And above all, one thought was expressed each time:
Frank Clark had only one interest as far as Novi was 'con-

Staman, "He was in government for more than 25 years, and
thoroughly knew .the problems facing Novi and the solutions
that would work out the best."”

Staman also gives TFrank Clark credit for introducing
him to the inroads of Oakland county politics and govern-
ment after turning the supervisor’s gavel over to him at the
¢nd of his own 18 years in that office,

"It is no easy job to learn the ins and outs of township
and county government,” he said. “Without Frank's help,
it would have heen like entering a lion cage. But everyone in
Pontiac was Frank’s friend, and Novi is all the better for it.”

Staman noted that Frank Clark remained keen of mind
until the end. ~

“His last letcer was written to friends in Pontiac,” said
Staman, “He said: 'I'll soon be back in my old haunts at the
county building, and when I am, I'll drop in to sce you,’

"And at board meetings,” he added, "he could always
be counted on as a voice of experience . , , a person who could
rely on years of dealing with governmental problems and
who could warn against pitfalls that might lic beneath the
surface.”

Judge Adams noted that Frank Clark was "the type of
man a person could nat help admiring and -loving.”

“He was an able administrasor,” he said, “but more than
that, he was dedicated to Novi. And in all of his dealings,
whether he agreed with you or not, he was a gencleman.”

Judge Adams, who knew him for many year¢ both as a
friend and as a legal associate, pointed to Frank Clark's un-
sung advice and assistance — particularly o needy young
people — as an indication of his personality.

“He was kindly and honest and worked for the good of
;”'“l\hf said. "Like many others, I choughc a grear deal of
Frank,

Helping Novi

Mrs, Johnson, a distant relative bur a closer friend,
praised him for his devotion to Novi.

“I don't live in Novi, and I didn't always agree with
him on polirics,” she said, "but I know whatever he did, it
was always for the henefit of Novi."

Mrs, Johnson recalled that he liked o take trips with his
wife, herself, and her husband,

"“He was a good family man too,” she said. "He didn't
have any children, buc he treated his wife — and his 'fosces’
children — as good as any man ever did.”

Mrs, Lapham recalled many evenings when she and her
husbadd played cards with the Clarks.

“He was always a story-teller,” she said, "He would tell
about his days on a wheat ranch out west, and about traveling
down the old plank road to Detroit to carry his produce ro
market, He liked sports, but a farmer didn't have much time

to himself in those days."

Watts, who lived with the Clarks for four years after his
own parents died, looked on Frank Clark as a facher,

“He helped me whenever I needed it — which was
often,” he said. "And his advice was always good, I don’t
know what would have happened without him.”

“And I wasn't alone,” he said, “He helped out many
other young people. Maybe it was because he didn’t have any
children of his own. But in any case, he was a better father

than many real fathers are.”

" Frank Clark’s five friends had much more to say about
him. Bur essentially, it came down to one fact: whether a
foster father, a farmer, a governmental leader, or a pinochle
friend, Frank Clark was admired by those who knew him.

Shortly before he died,

he wrote:

"ol young man lives on bis dreams; an old man lives on

his memories”

If those memories were as vivid as those of his friends,
Frank Clark must have died contented.

Motorists are also confused, he
said, by lane stripes, Both white
and yellow stripes have remained
unchanged, and drivers are uncer-
tain as to which lanes to use.

" Some drivers, he said, seem fear-
ful of using the new outside lane to
pass trucks on the right, Others,
however, have no qualms about
driving along what is now the third
lane and running into oncoming
traffic,

Novi police could not definitely
attribute any accidents to the new
fourth lane. But they are tagging
all mishaps which could be even re.
motely connected with it. All such
reports are being compiled by the
Redford state police post.

State highway officials are study-
ing new ways of phrasing direc-
tions so that motorists may under-
stand them immediately and clear-
ly. There is a possibility that over-
head signs may be installed.

land county. It brought vehe-
ment reaction from Joseph Stad-
nik, village president.

In essence it will tesc the le-
gality of the village charter
adopted by the voters on July 15.
. David E, Utley, village attorney,
told council members he had been
served with the suit officially last
Friday. He explained that the plaint-
iffs are questioning the authority of
Wixom to subject land to zoning
regulations which existed under
township rule ,until the village pre-
pares its own zoning rules,

Specifically, the plaintiff§ propose
to build a gasoline station on a
Wixom road site across from the
Lincoln plant formerly designated
M-1 (light industry) under Novi
township zoning, Section 7.1 of chap-
ter 7 of the village charter states

. that all ordinances and regulations

of the townships will continue in
force until new regulations are en-
acted by the village. This section
has been challenged as invalid by
the plaintiffs.

In their sult the plaintiffs charg-
ed that they would suffer financial

phasized the need for prompt ac-
tion and warned that a suit might
result, Stadnik had requested that
the matter be discussed with Utley
before any decision was made.

He said Betty Wilson, chosen
queen of the Northville ‘100" and
“Miss Novi AMVET", may be on
hand to present prize money to the
winning riders.

Larson, who will not compete as
he did in the ‘100", said the North-
ville race will he the first motor-

cycle competition on a half-mile
track in the Detroit area in many
Years,

He called the clay surface of the
Downs oval “ideal”’ for motorcycle
compelition.

Larson added that, although mo-
torcycle racing ranks with hob-
sledding as one of the world's most
spectacular sports, it will be com-
pletely safe for spectators.

County Prepares to Fight
Outbreak of ‘Asiatic Flw’

Plans are heing developed to com-
hat a possible outbreak of ‘‘Asiatic
flu” in Wayne county — including
the Northville area.
