Owing to
the tendency of State Commissions
to hold down rates (perhaps un-
fairly sometimes) they are not mak-
jng the money they should. How-
ever, they have excellent manage-
ments and ample reserves and I
believe will some day be treated
fairly, For this reason I am now
buying fire insurance stocks while
they are cheap, I have never liked
accident insurance stocks.

Probably the most money might
be made (or lost) from the stocks
of casualty companies. Their gross
husiness will continue to grow.

GENERAL PROVISIONS
An ordinance regulating the erection, construction, alteration,
repair, demolition, height, location and area of buildings in the
vVillage of Wixom, Oakland County: providing for the issuance
of permits and collection of fees therefore: providing for estab-

The VILLAGE COUNCIL of {he VILLAGE OF WIXOM, Oakland
Couniy, Michigan, Ordains:

Section 100. TITLE,
This Ordinance shall be known as the Building Code for {he Village
of Wixom, Oakland County, and will be referred {o in this Ordin-

ance as This Code.

Section 101. APPLICATION AND SCOPE .

101.1 The purpose of this code is set forth in the PREFACE hereto
pttached and same is made a part hereof, Further it is the purpose of
this code to provide minimum standards of associations, government
agencies and/or other national organizations listed in the appendix of
this code as standards for the Village of Wixom.

101.2 All buildings and structures designed for use as, or used as
one or two family dwellings, not more than two stories nor more than
30 feet in height and private garages and other buildings accessory to
dwellings not more than 11¢ stories nor more than 15 feet in height here-
after erected, altered, repaired, moved or demolished shall comply in
full with the requirements of this code. .

101.3 A}l buildings and structures not expressly within the scope of
Section 101.2 as set forth above and/or which involve the use of struc-
tural steel and/or re-enforced conerete framing, heavy timber construc-
tion, roof trusses with spans of more than 25 feet (but not including

slabs and walls shall be permitted under this code.

A dwelling is any house or building or portion thereof, which is occu-

pied wholly as the home, residence or sleeping place of one or more
human beings, either permanently or transiently.

recreation rooms, and spaces that are not used frequently or during ex-
tended periods.

Incombustible,

Material that will not of and by itself ignite when its temperature
and that of the surrounding air is 1,200 degrees Fahrenheit (649 degrees
Centigrade).

Lintel,

A horizontal structural member supporting masonry above an open-
ing in a wall or partition,

The weight of walls, floors, roofs, partitions and other permanent
portions of the structure.

Lot,

A portion or parcel of land considered as a unit devoted to a certain
use or occupied by a building or a group of buildings that are united by
a common interest or use, and the customary accessories and open spaces
belonging to the same.

Lot Line,

A line dividing one lot from another or from a streel or other public
place. In case any part of a lot lies adjacent to a public right-of-way or
easement, the lot line of that part shall be the right-of-way line or ease-
ment boundary crossing such part.

Masonry.

Stone, brick, structuarl clay tile, concrete masonry units, gypsum tile
or block, structural glass block or other similar building units or mater-
jals or a combination of same bonded together with mortar. Masonry
also includes plain concrete.

Partition, nonbearing.

A‘ partition which supports no load other than ils own weight.

Pler.

An isolated column of masonry. A bearing wall not bonded at the
sides into associated masonry and whose length does not exceed four
times its thickness.

Wall, veneered.

A wall having a facing which is not attached and bonded to the back-
ing so as to form an integral part of the wall for purposes of load bearing
and stahility.

Yard.

A space open to the sky and unoccupied or unobstructed except by
encroachment or structures specifically permitted. Al yard measure-
ment shall be the minimum distances between the front, rear, or side
yard line, as the case may be, and the nearest point of the building in-
cluding enclosed or covered porches. Every part of every yard shall be
accessible from every other part of the same yard.

1. Yard, front,

A yard across the full width of the lot extending from the front line
of the building to the front line of the lot.

2, Yard, side.

A yard extending from the front yard or front lot line to the rear yard
or rear lot line, and from the side line of the building to the side Jot line
nearest that side of the building or any accessory huilding attached thereto

3. Yard, rear.

A yard across the full width of the lot extending from the rear line

2., OVER UNEXCAVATED AREAS. Floor joists shall have a clear-
ance of not Jess than 18 inches hetween the battom of the joists and the
surface of the ground underneath in unexcavated areas.

3. MULTIPLE JOISTS. Floor joists shall be double under all non-
bearing partitions which run parallel to the floor joists. Joists under
bearing partitions shall be mulliplied in sufficient number to adequaltely
support combined loads, Double joists shall be separated and block at 4
foot intervals where piping or duct work occurs,

4. HEADERS AND TRIMMERS. Headers and trimmers shall be
doubled except thal headers 4 feet or less in length may be of single
thickness provided the headers are supported in metal joist hangers, or
on columns or posts, or on not less than 2 inch by 3 inch ledger boards
and header is secured by spikes driven through one thickness of the Lrim-
mers into the ends of the headers. Headers receiving more than 4 tail
beams shall have ends supported in metal joist hangers.

5. LAPPED JOISTS, Ends of lapped joists shall rest on girders or
(:a bearing partitions and shall he securcly nailed to plate and to each
uther,

. 6. BRIDGING. Floors. and flat roof joists shall be crosshridged at
intervals not to exceced 8 feet and double nailed at each end.

. .7. DEFECTS, Where‘ the structural strength of framing members
is definitely impaired by inherent defects or by cutting or drilling, such
members shall be reinforced or replaced as required by the building
inspector. :

8. ACCESS. An opening not less than 24 inches by 30 inches for ac-
cess into each altic space shall be provided.

3 VENTILATION. All attics and spaces between flat roofs and
ceilings shall be ventilated by screened louvers or other means approved
by the building inspector.

10. COLLAR BEAMS. When ceiling joists do nat serve as ties for
the rafters, collar beams of 1 by 6's or 2 by 4's shall be installed on at

least each 3rd pair of roof rafiers and shall be securely nailed to the
rafters, Maximum spacing of collar beams, 5 feet on center,

11, ROOF RAFTERS, Roof rafters shall not be less than two (2)
inches x six (6) inches for spans (figured on the horizontal projection of
12' 6" and over.). Hip rafters shall not be less than two (2) inches x six
(6) inches and if longer than twenty (20) feet they shall be not less than
two (2) inches x eight (8) inches, Rafters shall in no case be spaced
further apart than twenty (20) inches center to center.

12, VALLEY RAFTERS, The depth of ridge boards and valley raft-
ers shall bs not Jess than the abutting rafters. Valley rafters shall be
not less than 2 inches thick, All rafters shall be securely spiked to the
supporting members, L )

13, DOUBLE RAFTERS. All openings in roof construction for dorm-
er windows which are not supported on partitions shall be framed with
double rafters and headers.

304,3 Exterior walls,

1. FRAMING. All external wall covering materials shall be moisture-
resistant, of sufficient stiffness and properly anchored to remain in place
during high winds and be reasonably permanent, provided however, that
no type of material shall be used other than those types approved by the
Village Council, A list of such approved materials may be obtained from
the building inspector. All exterior wood or metal stud walls shall pro-
vide strength and rigidity equivalent to the following:

2 inch by 4 inch wood studs spaced not more than 16
inches on center for walls supporting floor loads,
2 inch by 4 inch wood studs spaced not more than 24

inches on center for walls that do not support floor loads.

All studs shall be securely fastened to plates top and bottom. Walls
shall have corner posts either built-up or solid of not less than three
2 by 4's. Top plates shall be not less than doubled 2 by 4’s which shall
lap at all corners and at all intersecting partitions, All such laps shall
be securely spiked. All window and door openings shall have studs doubl-
ed on jambs, The inner stud shall be cut to receive the header over ihe
apening and shall extend in one piece from header to baring.

Headers over all openings shall be doubled and shall be set on edge.
In lieu of headers, trussed construction may be used., Spans for headers
shall not exceed the following for the size given:

Spans up to 4 feet

Spans 4 feet to 54 feet

Spans 5% feet to 7 feet two 2 by 8's
Spans over 7 feet two 2 by 10's

1, (n) Carrugated sheet metal siding shall not be used as an external
wall covering material on any type building.

2. SILLS. The sills of frame walls supported directly on masonry
shall be not less than 2 inches thick and not less in width than that of the
width of the studs.

3. SHEATHING, Sheathing may be of wood, siructural insulation
board, gypsum board, plywood, or other materials approved by the build-
ing inspector.

3044  Inferlor partitions.

1. BEARING PARTITIONS. Studs of all bearing partitions and
studs of all non-bearing partitions exceeding 6 feet of unsupported length
which contain openings shall be made up of 2 by 4's spaced not more
than 16 inches on center and set the 4 inch way.

2, NON-BEARING PARTITIONS. Studs of all non-bearing partitions
which are devoid of openings may be made up of 2 by 4's spaced 16
inches on center ang set the 2 inch way. .

305.2 Lintels and arches,

The masonry above openings shall be supported by arches of mason-
ry ar lintels of steel or reinforced concrete, which shall bear on the wall
at each end for not less than 4 inches and shall be supported as required
for concentrated loads,

305.3 On masonry construction,

All structural members producing concentrated loads shall have
bearings at least 3 inches in length upon solid masonry not less than 4
inches thick, Metal bearing plales of adeguate design and dimensions but
not less than % inch thick may be used.

305.4 Supporl on wood.

No masonry construction shall be supported on wood construction
No timber except nailing blocks not exceeding an ordinary brick in size,
shall be built in as part of masonry walls.

Sec. 307 FIRESTOPPING.

307.1 General,

Firestopping shall be supplied at the locations specified in this sec-
tion and shall be so arranged as to cut off all concealed draft openings
and form an effectual fire barrier between stories and between the upper
story and the roof space.

307.2 Exterior walls,

1. WOOD CONSTRUCTION. Exterior walls of wood construction
shall be properly firestopped at each floor level and at the level where
the roof rafters connect with the wall plate,

9, FURRED SPACE. For all masonry walls that are furred or stud-
ded off, the space created by the furring or studding shall be properly
firestopped once in each story. Space around chimneys shall be firestop-
ped with incombustible material,

307.3 Partltions.

Where stud partitions rest directly over each other and the studs
run down between the floor beams and rest on the top plate of the par-
tition below, the spaces between the studding shall be properly firestopped.
307.4 Stalrs.

The space between stair carriages shall be firestonped by a header
beam at top and bottom, Where a stair run is not all in one room or
where a closet is located beneath the stairs, the stair carringe shall have
an intermediate firestop so located as to cut off communication hetween
portions of the stairs in different rooms or between the closet and the
room in which it is placed. Such stops shall be made of plank or other
suitable material.

307.5 Pipes or ducls.

Where any pipe or duct passes through a flonr, the space between
the pipe or duct and floor construction shall he firesiopped, Where the
installation of pipes, ducts or conduit in walls, floors or partitions require
the removal of any firestopping, the.spaces around the pipes, ducts or
conduit_at such points where such firestopping was removed, shall be
tightly filled with asbestos, mineral wool or other incombustible material,

307.6 Inspeetion. .

No_firestopping shall be concealed from view until opportunity has
been given the building inspector to inspect the same.

Sce, 308 CHIMNEYS, FLUES, AND SMOKE PIPES.

308.1 General.

Chimneys shall be constructed in accordance with good practice pro-
vided that the specific requirements of this Code shall be observed,
108.2  Construciion of chimneys. '

1. MATERIALS. Chimneys shall be constructed of brick, stone or of
reinforced concrete. When constructed of Iaid-up masonry units, such
units shall be not less than 3% inches wide laid with full head and bed
joints of Type A or Type B mortar (see Section 301.1 of this code), No
chimney shall be constructed unless it shall first have been proven to
the satisfaction of the building inspector to be Lhe equal of or superior to
solid masonry wnits. Flue linings shall be required under conditjons in-
dicated in anather part of this §ection. Variations from specific require-
ments noted herein shall be subject to the approval and labeling require-
ments of the building inspector, .

2. FOUNDATIONS, Masonry or reinforced concrete chimneys shall
not rest upon or be carried by wood floors, beams or brackets, nor be
hung or supported by metal stirrups from wood construction but shall be
built upon concrete or masonry foundations or reinforced cancrete slabs
properly proportioned to carry the load without danger of seitlement or
cracking. The footing shall rest on solid earth and shall be carried below
the frast level, <

3, BONDING. Masonry or reinforced concrete walls of huildings
may form parts-of chimneys when the chimney walls are securely bonded

4. CORBELING OF CHIMNEYS. Corbeled chimneys shall not be
supported by hollow walls, cavity walls or walls of hollow units, So_hd
walls supporting corbeled chimney shall not be less than 12 inches thick
and corbeling shall not project more than 1 inch per course and not more
than 6 inches in any case. The total offset overhang or corbel of an in-
dependent chimney shall not exceed 3/8 of the width of the chimney in
the direction of the offset,

5, HEIGHT, Chimneys shall be built at least 3 feet above flat roofs
provided that the tops of chimneys shall not be below the tops of adjacent
parapet walls. In the case of sloping roofs chimneys shall be not less
than 2 feet above the ridge of the reof that the chimney penetrates and
not less than 2 feet above the highest ridge within 10 feet of the chimney.
Unless provided with 8 stone, terracotta, concrete, cast iron or other
approved cap or top, the chimney lining shall project not less than 2
inches. No chimney top shall decrease the required flue area,

6. CONCRETE CHIMNEYS, Concrete for chimneys cast in place
shall flow readily, be well-rodded and shall be reinforced both vertically
and horizontally,

7. FLASHING. Connectlons between chimneys and roofs shall be
made with cap and base flashing of sheet metal or olher approved ma-
terial, arranged to allow for any lateral or vertical movement between
the chimney and roof,

8. CHANGE IN INTERIOR DIMENSIONS. No change in the interjor
dimensions of chimney shall be made within a distance of 6 inches above
or below the rafters or roof joists.

308.3 Flues,

1. GENERAL. Except as otherwise provided in this Code, every heat-
ing apparatus or heat producing unit referred to in this Code shall be
connected with a flue conforming to the provisions of this section.

2, FLUE LININGS. Chimneys built of brick, stone or other masonry
units with walls less than 8 inches thick shall be lined throughout with
fire-clay or other refractory clay lining not less than 5/8 inches thick,
provided that metal or other approved flue liners may be inserted in the
flue to reduce it to a desired size, (Deterioration of fire-clay lining, com-
monly encountered where gas appliances are used, may be largely pre-
vented by adherence to the provisions of Section 309.1 on Cambustion,)
Flues for the use of gas appliances only which are not suitable for solid
or liquid fuels must be plainly and permanently labeled. “This flue is
far the use of gas burning appliances only”. Such label shall be attached
at a point near where the vent pipe enters the chimney or other perm-
anent visible place. All masonry flue sections shall be set in Types A
or B mortar as described in Section 301.1 of this Code,

3. SEPARATION. When two or more flues are contained in the same
chimney, withes of brick or mortar not less than 3% inches thick shall
be provided at intervals not exceeding 30 inches horizontally, but not
more than 2 flue sections shall be placed side by side without such sep-
aration, Where the flue linings are not separated by withes, the joints shall
be staggered and the vertical distance between the joints in adjoining flue
linings shall be not less than 7 inches,

4, CONSTRUCTION, The masonry shall be built around each section
of lining as it is placed and all spaces between masonry and linings shall
be filled with mortar, Linings shal] start at least 8 inches below the cen-
ter line of smoke pipe intakes or in the case of fireplaces from the apex
of the smoke chamber and shall be continuous the entire height of the
flue. Whenever it is necessary to cut a smoke pipe intdake opening into
a flue lining already set in nlace, due care shall he exercised to prevent
brenking away of the flue lining. Flues shall be built as nearly vertical
as possible but in no case at an angle greater than 30 degrees from, the
vertieal, Where {lues change direction, the abutting linings at the angle
joints shall be cut to fit closely and at no point shall the cross-sectional
area be reduced.

5. CLEANING. Flues shall be cleaned out thoroughly at the time of
construction and shall be left smooth on the inside.

308.4 Smoke nines,

1. CONNECTION WITH FLUE,

a. Connection required. Every smoke pipe shall connect with
a flue by means of a tight joint.

b. Number limited, Not more than one smoke pipe shall be
connected to a flue at the same level. A vent from a gas burning appli-
ance may connect into the same flue as a smoke pipe providing the con-
nection is above a smoke pipe. For other gas appliance restrictions, see
Section 3092 of this code.

¢. Thimbles. Smoke pipes shall enter chimneys through a fire-
clay or metal thimble or flue ring of masonry. Neither the intake pipe
nor the thimble shall project into the flue,

2, PASSAGE THROUGH COMBUSTIBLE CONSTRUCTION,

a ceiling, floor or roof construction of combustible material, Vents for
gas burning aonliances shall not he construed to be smoke pipes,

b. Partitions. Smoke nipes shall not pass through combustible
partitions unless pratected by double metal ventilated thimbles #8 inches
{arger in diameter than the pine or 4 inches lareer in diameter than the
pine with the snare hetwean the pine and thimble solidly filled with ap-
proved incombustible insnlating material, or unless protected by ‘a con-
centric sleeve of diameter 2 inches larger than the pipe with the space
between filled solidly with incombustible insulating material and the out-
side lsurface of the sleeve distant at least 2 inches from combustible ma-
terial.

e. Clearance from combustible cgnstruction, The clear distance
in all directions between a smoke pipe and combustible construction, in-
cluding plaster on a combustible base, shall be not less than 12 inches
provided that this clearance may be reduced & when such construetion
is protected by a cement-ashestos board or by rock lath and plaster 34
inches thiek, or asbestos millboard not less than ¥ inch thick or equiva-
lent approved covering extending the full length of the smoke pipe and
not less than 6 inches beyond it on all sides or where plaster is on metal
or wire lath.

308.5 Additional requirements.

Except as may be otherwise provided by this section, the standards
set forth in the Building Code, 1943 edition, recommended by the National
Board of Fire Underwriters of New York (cony on file in the office of the
building inspector) shall be used by the building inspector as a guide for
acceptable construction and installation of chimneys, flues, vents for gas
appliances and smoke pipes.

Sec, 309, HEATIMG APPLIANCES,

309.1, General.

Heating appliances shall be installed in accordance with good prac-
tice provided that the specific requirements of this code shall be observed.

1. COMBUSTION. Adequate facilities shall be provided in all cases
for the entrance of air to support combustion in rooms or other spaces
enclosing heat producing appliances and the area of such facilities shall
not be less than the combined outlet area of the appliances so located.
2, CLEARANCE FOR HEATING FURNACES. No hot air, hot water,
steam heating or other type of furnace deseribed herein shall be located
nearer than 24 inches in any direction to wood work or other combusti-
ble construction, including plaster on a combustible base, unless such
furnace shall be enclosed in a jacket providing an air space or which is
insulated in an approved manner and the combustible material is pro-
tected with 3/8 inch gypsum board under 1/8 inch asbestos board, or with
3 inch portland cement plaster on metal Jath, or equivalent protection,
in which case this clearance may be reduced to not less than 6 inches.

3. DUCTS. Warm air duets, fittinas and connections in warm air
heating plants shall be made of bright tin or of galvinized iron or of such
other incombustible material as may be approved by the building in-
spector. -

P 309.2 Gas appliances,

1. GENERAL, Except as may be otherwise provided in this section,
compliance with the standards set forth in the ‘‘Requirements and Rec-
ommended Practice for House Piping and Appliance Installation”, 1940
edition, and “Requirements for Installation of Conversion Burners in
House Heating and Water Heating Appliances”, 1940 edition, of the
American Gas Association, shall be acceptable,

2, GAS FIRED FURNACES, Gas fired steam or hot water furnaces
shall be installed as prescribed in this Code for gas heating appliances
and shall be connected with a smoke flue conforming to the requirements
of this Code.

3. GAS LOGS — RADIANT HEATERS. No gas logs, gas grate or
similar heating apparatus or appliance shall hereafter be installed except
in a fire-place constructed as prescribed by this Code and connected with
a smoke-flue or outlet pipe as hereinafter set forth provided that, if such
appliance shall he determined to be of a type which cannot produce an
explosive mixture or asphyxiating condition in the room or space where
it ist installed, these requirements may be waived by the building in-
spector.

4, LIQUIFIED PETROLEUM GASES. The regulations covering the
use of liquid petroleum gases as set forth in the state fire marshal’s
regulations shall be standard for all installations using this type of fuel.

5. VENTING. OQutlet pipes for venting gas appliances shall be standard
cast iron soil pipe, terra cotta pipe.or other approved incombustible
material so connected as to prevent leakage at the joints. Such outlet
pipes shall have a cross sectional area of not less than the aggregate
area of the vent outlets of the appliances connected to them. Such outlet
pipes shall be connected to chimneys or be carried to and through the
roof or through an exterior wall to the outer air. When not connected to
chimneys they shall be surmounted by a suitable cap. The vent from a
gas appliance properly protected with a safety pilot may be interconnect-
ed with any appliance burning gas or other fuels, A gas appliance vent
pipe when the appliance is prolected by a safely pilot and smoke pipe
from the appliance burning another fuel may be connected into the same
flue through separate openings not on the same level, or may be connect-
ed through a “Y” fitting located close to the chimney. Unless insulated
with not less than one thickness of ashestos paper weighing not less than
12 pounds per 100 square feet, or with equivalent protection, such outlet
pipes shall be separated from woodwork or other combustible material
by a clearance on all sides of not less than one inch. ’

309.3. Oil-fired iustallations,

Babson Park, Mass, — What is
really causing the inflation buildup
and how can it be arrested? Among
causes suspected are the unchecked
wage demands of labor and the
government’s earlier mistake in
pressing for ensy-money policies,

Business Enthusiasm Declining

The way to check the inflation
spiral, many say, is through credit
restriction. Certainly, without the
willingness of business and consum-
ers to assume debt, there could not
have been the kind of spending
which had led to the expansion and
production seen in recent years,
Without these tonics neither pro-
duction nor prices could have risen
as they have,

Gradual inflation may continue to
the point where the turnover of mon-
ey will have finally reached ils li-
mit. Should too many businesses
or consumers become suddenly pes-
simistic with regard to conditions,
an about-face could occur rather
quickly. My personal poll of .busi-
nessmen gives indications of wan-
ing confidence.

Labor's Share Increasing

Both businessmen and consumers
should understand that unbridled
spending cannot help but intensify
the inflationary threat. Is it possi-
ble that the only solution is tighter
direct government controls for all?
But even if both the bhusinessman
and ihe consumer should become
frightened by the inflationary spi-
ral, 1 believe the full effects need
not he felt for several months to
come.

I
therefore conclude that Labor
Leaders hold the reins; they must
be respaonsible for the ultimate re-
sults. They, and the politicians who
fear them, will surely cause a
smash-up unless they stop demand-
ing constant wage increases,
