Big Cars, Little Homes

Babson Park, Mass. — The automobile is not only revolu-
tionizing highways, retailing and financing; but also the style of
buildings and homes, Simple arithmetic will prove that with the nar-
row business streets in the older cities, one of three things will hap-
pen: — (1) The fitty-year-old brick buildings will be torn down and
replaced by modern: one-story buildings; or (2) the streets will be
widened; or (3) all stores will be open evenings, New shopping centers
are otherwise inevitable,

SMALLER IIOMES WILL BE BUILT

Another example of simple mathematies: — People can borrow
only so much money. This limit is fast being reached, If families
are lo have one or two larger automobiles, these families must be
satisfied with smaller and fewer rooms in their home. As autos be-
come larger and more expensive, homes must become smaller and
less expensive. I therefore forecast that many of my readers will
turn- their present houses into apartments,

All new homes will not have garages; but all will have enough
land so that the family cars can be kept off the streets, The new
stvle of architecture will be based on the Old Cape Cod house of ane
and one-hal{ stories, or else people will live in duplex or co-operative
apartments. People gave up their “horse and buggy” when the bought
an automobile. They will learn to give up their present style of homes.
Pulting more money into the nutomebile may result in puiting less
money into the home, This will especially be truc if we are facing
cither war or disarmament.

WHAT ROOMS WILL BE RETAINED

The future home will have ne ‘“dining room’’; and the ortho-
dox “parlor” is definitely doomed. Weddings, funerals and receptions
will be held outside the home in places which have proper parking
space, There will be one large ‘“living room’ in which the family
will live, cook and eat. There will be no “kitchen', With frozen foods
and infra-red cooking, only a few minules will be needed to prepare
a meal. From such cooking there will be no mess or odor.

Every house will, however, have two bathrooms, —~ one for
the parents, who will sleep on the first floor; one for the children,
who will sleep on the second floor. Typical bathtubs of the present
day will be seen only in museums, Bedrooms will be much smaller,
comparing more with the stalerooms on ocean liners or on deluxe
trains, Heating and air-conditioning will be much cheaper and more
commot, Both hot and cold air will come into the houses through
underground pipes as gas and water now come. Electricity will be
very much cheaper. ‘‘Bottled gas"” will be used more.

WIIAT ABOUT CLOTIIES?

Clothes can be much cheaper. Cloth will no longer be woven
as cloth is today. Cloth will be made like paper cellophane, This un-
woven new ‘‘synthetic cloth” will come out of a machine as finished
dresses for the women and children, or as finished snits for the men,
Some women readers will say, “Impossible, women will insist on wear-
ing different dresses and hats.” These, of course, can differ in colors,
but women will then be satisfied with standard clothes. The auto-
mobile will standardize clothing. There will be a few different makes
of clothes at different price ranges. Auto dealers and gas stations
may carry clothing, .

Yes, revolutionary changes lo be caused by the automobile
have just commenced, Far greater changes are ahend, As “drive-in
theatres” are following indoor theatres, so “‘drive-in schools” and
“drive-in churches” will follow. Banks are now taking many of their
deposits direet from customers who drive up in automobiles tn a
special window. Store show-windows, which have "been a fruitful
source of advertising for their merchants, will become of less value
as more people pass in autos, More duplex and co-operative apart-
ment ‘houses are coming. Renting automobiles will largely take the
place of buying them, This same may apply to furniture, and even
clothes, This will especially he true if our nation is facing either
War or Disarmament due {o the threat of Russian Fallout,

ff Novi Had Beginning
il - Under Tons of lce

(Editer's Note: This is the first of a sevies of articles on the
history of Novi. They were originally written as a master's
degree thesis by William O’Brien, a Southfield bigh school
teacher who lives in Willowbrook Village. Next weck’s
article will cover the early settlement of Novi.)

Novi township is one of 25 townships which comprise
Oakland county, a partr of the Detroit mecropolitan area in

southeastern Michigan, It lies &

the southern border of the

county, adjoining Wayne county, and is the fourth town-
ship moving west,

The name “Novi” was selected in 1830 because of its
“being sufficiently brief and easily written, and yet by no
means commonplace or homely, “according to an 1877 history
of the county.

Popular legend, however, has ic thar Novi was named
either after-a Greek town in which a former resident was
born, or after the fact that it was the "No. VI stop on a
postal route out Grand River,

It mighe he added, seeking name justification, that until
1830 the township was known as “West Farmington”, and
the most westerly part (now Lyon township) was known
as "“West Farmington Junior”,

The township boundaries, and its area of 36 square miles,
were cstablished in 1834 under the prescribed system set
forth in the famous Norchwest Territory land ordinance of
1785,

TOPOGRAPHY AND DRAINAGE

The topography . of the township is directly related to
the Wisconsin ice sheet which retreated across Michigan some
15,000 years ago.

In arcas where the various lobes of the ice sheer re.
mained for a period of time, it formed recessional moraines
(deposits of carth and gravel), ¢ill plains (hard, rugged
land), and ourwash plains (ffar gravel areas).

Novi is Jocated in the southeastern section of the Mich-
igan region of “belted” moraines. Both the Fort Wayne and
the Defiance moraine retreated southeasterly through the
township,

During the earliest period, when the moraines were sta-
tionary, water deposited sediment diagonally from southwest
to northeast across the township — forming the Commerce
gravel plain. Two areas on the gravel plain have higher re-
lief, suggesting broken ice masses from the main ice sheet.

After forming the Commerce plain and the Defiance-
Fort Wayne moraine, the ice recreated again until the edge of
the sheet reached a diagonal in southeastern Novi. Thus the
Defiance channel (including Willowbrook Village) and the
Defiance moraine were formed. :

When the ice retreated to the southeast from Novi, the
sheet entered che now disappeared Lake Maumee, a glacial
lake in Farmington township directly east of Novi.

The physiographic features, then, are two moraines and
two small plains which create a rolling terrain in a south-
westerly, to northeasterly direction,

The highest points follow the crest of the Fort Wayne-
Defiance moraine and the lowest points are east and south
at the Defiance channel. The maximum heighc is about 150
feet, and the slape is southeasterly except in the northwest
where the slope is northwesterly,

Drainage, of course, is directly related t6-the high and
low points.

Walled Lake, covering aboucr 640 acres was evidently one
of the Oakland lakes whicl pre-dated the last ice age. Its
name is derived from a wall of large glacial boulders which
were found on its shores when the first settlers moved into
the area.

Since Walled Lake is east of the Fort Wayne-Defiance
crest, its stream and tributaries flow southeasterly, emptying
into the Middle Rouge river. West of the crest, drainage is
northwesterly into the Huron river,

[ BeGole said the Novi police car,
emergency car, and an ambulance
were anticipating trouble that eve-
ning and were on their way seconds
after the accident was reporfed.

Commenting on the safety bells,
Ms. Weisberger said: “We decided
when we got them that we would
use them — even for a drive around
the block, We're glad now that we
did, for we still think it's a mira-
cle that we walked away from those
wrecked cars,”

“Lise was in the passenger seat,”
she added, “and’'I hale to think
what might have happened. I'm only
sorry that we had to test the helis
like we did.” .

BeGole, in . checking over the
smashed cars found a hen pheasant
in Simpson’s trunk. Simnson was
fined $17.80 Monday for illegal pos-
session of a game bird.

The Novi incoporation committee,
holding its first public meeling in
a month Monday night, distributed
census forms to four volunteers —
Mrs, Kenneth Bernard, Charles Wal-
lace, Mrs. Belle LeMay and Mrs,
Verne Clarke.

Committee chairman Walter Tuck
made an appeal for 20 to 25 more
volunteers to help with the census.

“The mare we have. the quicker
it can be completed and the sooner
the incorporation question can come
up for a vote,”” he said.

“It will involve only a few hours
work, and is a very simple process
to go through,” he added.

Some 360 students, primarily from
the Willowbrook area, will attend
the completed school.

The plans, designed by Charles

School plans and financinl state-
ments from the Novj district are
now in the hands of the state Mu.

After their okay is given, the school
district can begin selling bonds and
advertsing for construetion bids.

When that is done, il will be only
a matter of time before the new
structure starts to rise.

From our scouting reports we attempt to determine the
basic offensive patterns of our opponents, their strongest
running play, their best ball carrier, their favorite pass pat-
tern and pass receiver and what plays they like to run in a
given situation — such as third down and four yards w0 go
on the right side of the field. This may appear to be compli-
cated but if you would study very closely most Foothall teams
you will find thac many times they will call the same play
cach time a given situation comes up. If the defense can be
ready for this play it certainly is in a better position to ston
the play. Sometimes the defensive QB is wrong and the of-
fense is successful but the more he knows abour the oppon-
ent's offense the better he can call the defense that will stop
thm.

| First Settlers Built
| Along Indian Trail

(Editor’s Note: This is the second in a series of articles on the
bistory of Novi township, oviginally written as a master's
degree thesis by William O'Brien, a Southfield bigh school
teacher who lives in Willowhrook Village.)
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 FRONTIER SETTLEMENT

When the first frontier farmers began to settle in the
Novi region, moving out along Indian trails from Detroit,
they must have been ‘pleasantly surprised-to find this rolling
country, covered wich mixed oak, maple, and pine, and clean

cold streams.

Clearing the land for farming would be hard work, but
the forest and land was a contrast to the report about this
region. Many, no doubt, had heard of Tiffin's report of 1815,
which described the area around Detroit as almost entirely
marsh and swamp. The report read:

"The intermediate space berween the swamps and Jakes—
which is probably near onc-half of the country — is with

very few exceptions, a poor,
scarcely any vegetation grows,

barren, sandy land on which
except very small gcrubby oak.

The streams are generally narrow and very deep compared
with their width, the shores and bottoms which are — with
very few exceptions — swampy heyond description; and it
is with utmost difficulty thac a place can be found over
which horses can be conveyed in safety.”

The first seetler in Novi township laid claim to a quarter-
section of Jand at what is now the corner of 10 Mile and Hag-
gerty roads. Ten Mile itself has once been a popular Shia-
wassee Indian trail between Detroit and the Grand River

country.

The first seccler had pushed west through the swamps
snrrounding Detroit, moved on past the 10 or 12 families
which had settled in Farmington the previous year, and with
his family built a cabin in a clearing adjacent to what was
an ancient Indian burial ground.

His cabin was a full mile from the nearest cabin in
Farmington, on a,tributary of the Middle Rouge River that

served as his water supply.

BeGole continued to direct the
operation until the fire was out, and
was later taken to a hospital for
treatment, .

State police investigators termed
the blaze “accidental”, blaming it
on a poorly mortared chimney which
allowed flames from burning ex-
celsior furniture packing to set the
roof on fire,

Firemen from Novi, Northville,
Walled Lake and Farmington ans-
wered the call, They were aided by
nearly 100 neighbors and passers-by
who fought the billowing flames and
removed all furniture from the two-
story home in minutes.

Noble, his wife, and daughter,
Helen, 10, moved back in that eve-
ning.

In addition, they complained to
the board that open drains cause a
stench in the neighborhood and that
dogs are cooped up for hours at a
time,

Their appearance at the meeting
was set off by the deaths two weeks
ago of Robert, 5, and Peggy Shuna.
tona, 3, when their four-room frame
house suddenly broke into f{lame
and burned to the ground,

A state police fire marshal report
tended to confirm the residents’
complaint that at least the one
building was a fire hazard. The
report blamed a faulty oil heater
and rusted-out chimney thimble,
and said flames from the stove ap-
parently travelled up the chimney,
licked through the thimhle, and set
fire to the plywood and tar-paper
roof,

Using this as evidence, the half
dozen complainants demanded that
three nearby buildings be condemn-
ed, including an .adjoining building
that was damaged in the Shunatona
fire,

The buildings, owned by J. L.
Pitcher, 22423 Cora, Farmington
township, are all located near the
south end of Walled  Lake. Built
around 1951 or 1952, the buildings
are said to rent for $20 a week.
Their assessed valuation was com-
puted at roughly $333 each by trea-
surer Ray Harrison Monday night.

The discussion brought out that
10 homes were originally planned
for that area, but only four were
put in after residents complained at
the time.

The complainants, headed by Earl
Birchfield, said they “got the run-
around” from Oakland county health
department and animal welfare of-
ficials when they tried lo get action
against the buildings.

Supervisor Frazer Staman told
the group that the board cannot
condemn a building “merely be-
cause you don’t like the way a per-
son is living.” He agreed that the
houses are not up to building code
standards, but pointed out they
were built before Novi adopted that
code in 1955,

“Under the law,” he said, “we
can’t condemn buildings which were
put up before we had a code.”

Board members were not cer-
tain as to what action to take, But
they did agree to call in the county
health department and to have tem-
porary building inspector Harold
Ackley inspect the buildings for
safety violations.

It appeared that at least the one
damaged building will be condemn-
ed, immediately. Ackley cited a
township provision barring recon-
struction of a non-conforming huild.
ings if damage to it amounts to
more than G0 percent of its assess-
ed valuation.
