Their appearance at the meeting 
was set off by the deaths two weeks 
ago of Robert', 5, and Peggy Shuna-
lona, 3, when their four-room frame 
house suddenly broke into flame 
and burned to the ground. 

A state police fire marshal report 
tended to confirm the residents-
complaint that at least the one 
buiiding was a fire hazard. The 
report biamed a fauity oi i heater 
and rusted-out chimney thimble, 
and said flames from the stove ap 
pareiitly travelled up the chimney, 
iicked through the thimble, and set 
fire lo the plywood and tar-paper 
roof. 

Using this as evidence, the iialf 
dozen complainants demanded that 
three nearijy buildings be condemn­
ed, inciuding an adjoining buiiding 
that was damaged in the Siiunatona 
fire. 

The buiidings, owned by J . L . 
Pitcher, 22423 Cora , Farmington 
township, are aij located near the 
south end of Wai ied L a k e . Bu i i t 
around 1951 or 19,52, the buiidings 
are said to rent for $20 a weeii. 
Their assessed valuation was com­
puted at roughly $333 each by trea­
surer Ray Harr ison Monday night. 

The discussion brought out that 
lo homes were or iginal ly planned 
for that area, but only four were 
put in after residents compiained at 
the time. 

The compiainants, headed by E a r l 
Birchfield, said they "got the run-
around" from Oakland county health 
department and animal welfare of­
ficials when they tr ied to get action 
against the buildings. 

Supervisor F r a z e r Staman told 
the group that the board cannot 
condemn a building "mere ly be­
cause you don't l ike the way a per­
son is l i v i n g . " He agreed that the 
houses are not up to building code 
standards, but pointed out they 
were buiit before N o v i adopted that 
code in 1955. 

"Under the l a w , " he said, "we 
can't condemn buildings whici i were 
put up before we had a code." 

Board members ivere not cer­
tain as to what action to take. Bu t 
they did agree to cai i in the county 
iieaitii department and to have tem­
porary building inspector Harold 
Ackiey inspect the buiidings for 
safety vioiations. 

It appeared that at ieast the one 
damaged buiiding wi i l be condemn­
ed, immediately. A c k i e y cited a 
township provision bar r ing recon­
struction of a non-conforming build­
ings if damage to it amounts to 
more than GO percent of its assess­
ed valuation. The board agreed that 
the $333 building had more than 
$200 damage.

Choi Chong Boon, a six-yeai'-old 
g i r l whose father died before siie 
was born, has been "adopted" by 
M r . and M r s . A . E . Seefeldt of 
Nor thvi i ie state hospitai. 

Ti ie Seefeidts, under the interna 
l ionai Foster Paren ts ' P l a n , Inc. 
contribute $15 monthly toward 
Cl io i ig Boon's support — just as 
they have been doing for Chong 
Boon's brother, Chong H w a , 0, since 
1955. 

M r s . Seefeidt is director of social 
service at the hospitai, and her 
husband serves as superintendent 
of I-efrigeration. In addition to their 
adoption of the two Korean child-
ren, they have worked ceaselessly 
during their past few years to as­
sist an orpliango for poverty-striclc-
en cii i idren in H a i t i . 

Chong Boon lives in a tiny rented 
room with iier a i i ing mo'ther and her 
two brothers and sister.'!. Left alone 
to face onslaughts of the Korean 
war , the family flod their native 
town in tho patli of invaders and 
led a dangerous, i i ioniadic exist-
cnce with aimost nothing to eat. 

When it was safe, the fanii iy mov­
ed to Seoui wiiere tiie wearied 
widow hoped to find work to support 
l icr fani i iy . 

R e a d e r s S p e a k U p : 

She finally located work as a 
fruit and vegetable peddler in an 
open-air market, but food nnd shell-
er were at a premium. E v e n with 
her oldest son and daughter work 
ing in gun factories, their total 
dai ly income was but a few pennies. 

Now the mother is i l l and cannot 
work, and there are no relat ives to 
give assistance. 

Chong Boon is a sensitive, intei l i -
gent ci i i id who is thoughtful and 
obedient to her fami ly . She hopes 
to attend school some day, and very 
seriousiy says she wants to be a 
" teacherwoman" when she is older. 

B y g iv ing a helping hand to 
Chong Boon the Seefeidts provide 
vi ta l mater ia l aid — including a 
$9 monthly cash grant, shoes, w a r m 

clothing, parcels of vitamin-enriched 
food and necessary medica l care. 

Foster Parents P l a n , Inc. iias re-
habilitated more than 70,000 child-
i-en since l!)37, and is now iielping 
ll.OOO chiidren in Greece, South 
Korea , Itaiy, West Germany , B e i -
gium. Prance, and Viet N a m , where 
tens of Ihousnnd of chi lren need 
help as Jhe result of the Indo-Cliina 
war. 

The organization has launched its 
20lli anniversary drive to find foster 
parents for the thousands of young-
sters overseas wlio s t i i i face a life 
of poverty, illness and hopelessness 
unless iielp comes from somewhere.

Uncountable numbers of other cars 
and trucks went off the road, and 
many minor accidents left drivers 
exchanging names and moving on 
through the fog. 

Tlio sight of the wreckage-strewn 
roads prompted Novi police chief 
Lee BeGole to warn drivers to drive 
Willi more care than ever when fog 
blankets the roads. 

"Even the best drivers are help­
less if they can't see," BeGole said. 
"We can expect more foggy morn­
ings this fall, and Novi road and 
Grand River will be as dangerous 
as a road can be." 

BeGole added that school buses 
lirobably should not be taken out 
in the fog.
