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New Laws for Safety

HIGHWAY SAFETY EXPERTS
are digging deeper for reasons why
people die in automobile accidents.

They will present new ideas to
the 1958 session of the legislature
in the latest of a series of bills that
has changed the nature of motoring
in Michigan in the past three years,

Laws now limit the speed of auto-
mobiles, exact severe penalties for
drunk driving and recklessness, send
Lad drivers to special schools.

Highways are designed with the
safety factor in the blueprints —
divided super-roads with median
strips, banked curves and fewer en-
try points.

Automobile manulacturers have
stopped advertising speed to stress
the deep dish steering wheel and
safety fealuves.

Now, the experis are iackling the
remaining factor — the driver.
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Drunk driving has for years been
a serious crime behind the wheel.

But police records show now that,
while a driver often cannot be con-
sidered intoxicated under legal
standards, his reactions alter sev-
eral drinks are slowed. He is a poor-
er driver,

The State Salety Commission is
making a study of the problem of
drinking drivers at the request of
Secretary of State James M. Hare,
its chairman,

Hare's alarm at the potential haz-

{: ard of the drinking driver was stir-

red by a one-man field study—in a
tavern,

Hare told the commission he sip-
pecd soft drinks in the tavern for
several hours, keeping tabs on how
much aleohol motorists took on he-
fore getting into their cars outside.

He said the number was between
three and eight cocktails.
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What's to he proposed to meet
the problem?

Hare figures there might be some

way for bars and taverns to stop
serving a driver before his driving
skill is impaired, He also suggests
there might be a concentraled pro-
portional campaign to  “shame”
drivers into holding down their
drinks before getting behind the

wheel.

There are now several violations
for which a driver can lose his li-
cense in Michigan,

The State Bar of Michigan may
propose that a police officer imme-
diately take away a driver’'s license
after an arrest.

In exchange, the driver would get

a temporary permit, regaining his
permanent license only after court
action,

A number of other safety bills,
ranging from equipment on cars to
speed are expected in the 1958 ses-
sion,

Hart is personable, a talented
presiding officer in the state Sen-
ate, and a man marked by the ex-
perts as a political comer,
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Bul when Democrais gathered in
Taledo for a regional rally recently,
Hart was again asked which he
would prefer — a campaign for gov-
ernor or senator.

Nobody, except possibly Hart, re-
members the exact words of the
answer, but whatever they were,
they gave na more details than
everyone kiew before,

It has good
soil, much sunshine, and, In some
years, plenty of rain, Unfortunntely,
however, it has very dry periods
for some years, and then a deluge
which takes away good topsoil and
does other harm,

This lack of regulated water holds
back agriculture, handicaps indus-
try, and makes retail trade very
fluctuating, There is much talk of
some form of Federal insurance to
offset the very dry periods, bui
such insurance is™ wholly unneces-
sary. Morcover, “rainmaking” by
chemicals is only “robbing Peter
to pay Paul”,

Where The Waler Will Come From

The western part of Canada is

blessed with heavy rainfall. This
rainfall collects in four iakes: Great
Bear Lake, Great Slave Lake, Lake
Athabaska and Lake Winnepeg,
These are part of a tremendous sys-
tem carrying this fresh water into
the Arctic Ocean, Here the water
is not only wasted, but dangerous
fogs are created which affect ocean
navigation and the climate of var-
ious regions.
Some day an artificial river will
be constructed from these lakes,
across the Canadian line southerly
to the very Center of the Uniled
States. This “Center” will be near
Greenwood County, of which Eure.
ka, Kansas, ‘is the hub. From Eur-
eka, canals will radiate in differ.
ent dircctions to provide water for
all sections of the Magic Circle.

Work of Jolin W. Fowler, Jr.

Really, my friend Mr. Fowler of
Homewood, Alabama, deserves the
credit for this idea although it is
only a portion of his grand plan. He
believes that as soon as the Gov-
ernment completes its proposed na-
tional highways and toll roads for
automobiles, it will immediately
start on a similar program for
water, Mr. Fowler believes that
there will be three North and South
“toll” rivers built; One along the
east side of the Rockies, starting
from Fort Peck and following the
Rocky Mountains, giving sufficient
water supply to Southern Califor-
nia, Arizona and New Mexico, A
second further east would feed the
Magic Circle by gravity and would
start from an elevation of 2,000 feet;
while the third would change the
flow of the Great Lakes so that in-
stead of this fresh water rumning
off through the St. Lawrence into
the Atlantic Ocean and being wast-
ed, it would flow westerly and be
distributed where needed.

These possibilities are clearly
shown on the Great Relief Map of

Uncountable numbers of other cars
and trucks went off the road, and
many minor accidents left dvivers
exchanging names and moving on
through the fog,

The sight of the wreckage-strewn
roads prompled Novi police chief
Lge BeGole to warn drivers to drive
with more care than ever when fog
blankets the roads.

“Even the best drivers are help-
less if they can’t see,” BeGole said,
f‘We can expect more foggy morn-
ings this fall, and Novi road and
Grand River will be as dangerous
as a road can he.”

BeGole added that school buses
probably should not be taken out
in the fog. Northville and Novi
school officials agreed that such
cenditions are dangerous.

Fiest, the extra point: The extea point has played an
important pare in many foothall games, and we here at
Northville have tasted both vicory and defear because of our
success or [ailure in converting the point. To most foothall
fans, the extra poine seems simple. But chose who study foot-
hall know thar i is tough because there are g0 many factors
involved,

Why don't we drop-kick our extra points? Simply
hectuse we don't have anyone who can consistently kick the
hall through the uprights. If we had one, we would use him,
Lam afraid the drop-kick is a lost arr in this day, for it rakes
a remendous amount of practice to hecome proficient at
any part of the Ricking game — especially the dropkick —
and often the rime isn’t available

Now, the second question: The approach to the game
of fuothall today is so much more scientific than 20 years ago.
Players today are no rougher or tougher bue they muse learn
many more offensive and defensive mancuvers. In years past
when a team used a single defensive patgern for an entire
game a team had to have good strong tackles. I helieve they
were considered- the key ro a foatball team,

However, today the coaches adjust offensive and de-
fensive formations to their material. If a team has good
goards and rackles its offense will be sec up so chat they ger
maximum henefic from chem, 1f a team has good receivers
and a good passer the passing game should he exploired.

It is true, of course, that certain offensive formations
require good men in key positions, A T-formation without
a good QB will do lintle, nor will a single-wing without a
good tailhack. Certain defensive alignments require good
linchackers while others may give stress to their defensive
ends.

But in general, all players are key players.

RURAL 7ARM PATTERN TO 1870

The growth of railroads east of the Mississippi and west of
the Alleghanies after 1850 helped Michigan grow to a pop-
ulation of more than 1,000,000 by 1870.

But much of the stare’s growth was in the north, where
the lumber and mining industrics were booming. Population
in Oakiand county actually leveled off, and Novi even lost
abour 150 persons,

The [irsc railroad in Novi township, connecting Monroc
and Fline in 1870, brought ahout the construction of a steam
operated saw mill in 1877, bur even with this, population
remainey unchanged, -

Thus in Novi, unlike much of the midwest where com-
merce and population were hooming, the growth pattern
through 1870 evolved primarily around the needs of a small
rural farm population. ‘-

At first, the fronter farmers of Novi were arcracted to-
ward Farmington where in 1825, a blacksmith shop was es-
: S tablished. A saw mill followed

in 1826, and in 1827 a grist
mill was built on the Shiawas-
see- Trail (10 Mile road).
Then, as settlers moved farth-
er west in the township, a

Novi’s Population
Soars Since 1950

Novi township’s population has
grown by 73 percent since 1950,

From a 1950 population of 3,827,
Novi had grown to 6,600 last July,
the Detroit Metropolitan Area Plan-
ning Commision said this week.

Other nearby communities showed
these gains: Farmington—2,325 to
5,200 for 123 percent; Farmington
township—10,999 to 19,800 for 80 per-
cent; Walled Lake—1,400 to 2,250
for 6! percent; Northville—3,240 to
3,590 for 11 percent; Northville
township—4,184 to 7,580 for 79 per-
cent,

The largest numerical and per-
centage gain in Oakland county was
in Oak Park, which increased by
494 percent (5,267 to 31,300).

Oakland county itself showed a
55 percent increase since 1950, from
396,001 to 615,000 — a gain of 218,999.
