RURAL 7ARM PATTERN TO 1870

The growth of railroads east of the Mississippi and west of
the Alleghanies after 1850 helped Michigan grow to a pop-
ulation of more than 1,000,000 by 1870.

But much of the stare’s growth was in the north, where
the lumber and mining industrics were booming. Population
in Oakiand county actually leveled off, and Novi even lost
abour 150 persons,

The [irsc railroad in Novi township, connecting Monroc
and Fline in 1870, brought ahout the construction of a steam
operated saw mill in 1877, bur even with this, population
remainey unchanged, -

Thus in Novi, unlike much of the midwest where com-
merce and population were hooming, the growth pattern
through 1870 evolved primarily around the needs of a small
rural farm population. ‘-

At first, the fronter farmers of Novi were arcracted to-
ward Farmington where in 1825, a blacksmith shop was es-
: S tablished. A saw mill followed

in 1826, and in 1827 a grist
mill was built on the Shiawas-
see- Trail (10 Mile road).
Then, as settlers moved farth-
er west in the township, a
rond  was built connecting
Walled Lake to Northville,
where a grist mill was com-
pleted in 1828,

The first establishment in
the township proper was a
blacksmith’s shop opened in
1829 at the crossroads of the
Shiawassee Trail and the
Northville road, a year later
it expanded to include a saw
mill.

Present 10 Mile road and
Novi road, then, was the first
central place in the township,

In 1835, the central place
shifted north on Novi road,

Novi township’s population has
grown by 73 percent since 1950,

From a 1950 population of 3,827,
Novi had grown to 6,600 last July,
the Detroit Metropolitan Area Plan-
ning Commision said this week.

Other nearby communities showed
these gains: Farmington—2,325 to
5,200 for 123 percent; Farmington
township—10,999 to 19,800 for 80 per-
cent; Walled Lake—1,400 to 2,250
for 6! percent; Northville—3,240 to
3,590 for 11 percent; Northville
township—4,184 to 7,580 for 79 per-
cent,

The largest numerical and per-
centage gain in Oakland county was
in Oak Park, which increased by
494 percent (5,267 to 31,300).

Oakland county itself showed a
55 percent increase since 1950, from
396,001 to 615,000 — a gain of 218,999.

THE RISE OF THE AUTOMOBILE INDUSTRY

Between 1870 and 1910, Michigan continued its growth,
but Oakland county and Novi township population remain-
ed abour the same,

Michigan's growth at this time is, of course, reflected
mainly in the development of the automobile industry in
Detroit. During this early stage, the development of the auto-
mobile had little direcr effect on the rural farm population

of Qakland county or Novi, other than as it related to crop -

and livestock production.

During the next period from 1910 to 1930, .the automo-
hile industry expanded from its core in Detroit proper. For
example, the Ford Motor company moved from its first site
on Mack avenue in Detroit to Highland Park (1908) and
shorcly after to the Rouge plant in Dearborn. Supplier plants
and related business enterprises also increased in the larger
area in response to greater automotive production,

The first paved road joining Detroic and Pontiac was
completed in 1916. Grand River and the other main arterial
roads were similarly improved hy the 1920's. Each improve-
ment evenwmally reflected industrial expansion and popula-
tion growth, .

In Oakland county, the population grew from about
49,000 in 1910 to over 211,000 in 1930. The general patcern
of growth, however, was north toward Pontiac, and the pop-
ulation increase in western Novi township was only about 300.

The township developed two other central places during
this era. .

Tirst, the area surrounding Walled Lake became a sum-
mer recreational area for the Detroit and Pontiac areas.
Summr cottages were built and the Dodge State Park —
now the Novi township park — was established on the lake,
Although the park and many of the cottages were in Novi,
business centered in Walled Lake, a village ac the junction of
the Lake road and a road to Pontiac (now Michigan 218).
Walled Lake village had been continually occupied since 1829
when an Indian trading post was established there,

The only gain to Novi proper was the addition of a dance
pavilion which expanded to include an amusement park in
1929. Tts location has remained at the intersection of Novi
road and the Lake road.

'The second center formed was Northville village, an area
of about 40 acres, which adjoined the village of Northville.

Bv 1930 then, Novi township had four central places —
Novi Corners, Wixom, Walled Lake and Northville.

Stadnik is president of the village,
while Birchard and Mettala are
councilmen.
