THE RISE OF THE AUTOMOBILE INDUSTRY

Between 1870 and 1910, Michigan continued its growth,
but Oakland county and Novi township population remain-
ed abour the same,

Michigan's growth at this time is, of course, reflected
mainly in the development of the automobile industry in
Detroit. During this early stage, the development of the auto-
mobile had little direcr effect on the rural farm population

of Qakland county or Novi, other than as it related to crop -

and livestock production.

During the next period from 1910 to 1930, .the automo-
hile industry expanded from its core in Detroit proper. For
example, the Ford Motor company moved from its first site
on Mack avenue in Detroit to Highland Park (1908) and
shorcly after to the Rouge plant in Dearborn. Supplier plants
and related business enterprises also increased in the larger
area in response to greater automotive production,

The first paved road joining Detroic and Pontiac was
completed in 1916. Grand River and the other main arterial
roads were similarly improved hy the 1920's. Each improve-
ment evenwmally reflected industrial expansion and popula-
tion growth, .

In Oakland county, the population grew from about
49,000 in 1910 to over 211,000 in 1930. The general patcern
of growth, however, was north toward Pontiac, and the pop-
ulation increase in western Novi township was only about 300.

The township developed two other central places during
this era. .

Tirst, the area surrounding Walled Lake became a sum-
mer recreational area for the Detroit and Pontiac areas.
Summr cottages were built and the Dodge State Park —
now the Novi township park — was established on the lake,
Although the park and many of the cottages were in Novi,
business centered in Walled Lake, a village ac the junction of
the Lake road and a road to Pontiac (now Michigan 218).
Walled Lake village had been continually occupied since 1829
when an Indian trading post was established there,

The only gain to Novi proper was the addition of a dance
pavilion which expanded to include an amusement park in
1929. Tts location has remained at the intersection of Novi
road and the Lake road.

'The second center formed was Northville village, an area
of about 40 acres, which adjoined the village of Northville.

Bv 1930 then, Novi township had four central places —
Novi Corners, Wixom, Walled Lake and Northville.

In one cighth grade class, only
four of 22 students showed up.

But by Tuesday, she said, the ab-
sences had dropped to about 25
percent,

“It's still bad,” she said, “but it
looks like we’re over the peak.”

At no time were more than two
teachers out, and no plans for shut-
ting down the school were under
consideration,

Novi Home Building
Slow So Far in 58

Home building in Novi township
was slow but not out of line with
other communities during the first
three quarters of 1957.

Figures compiled by the Delroit

Novi thus ranks 22nd out-of 55
communities in Oakland county.

The decline in building activity
was felt throughout the county,

Northville had only seven new
permits, and Northville township 27.

In Novi, the biggest building spurt
came in May (14) and June (11).

Plans for a straw vote on the
question of incorporating Novi as
a village were outlined this week
agz other incorporation proceedings
nedred completion,

Herbert Koester, chairman of the
organization opposing incorporation,
said his group will attempt to sam-
ple Novi’s feelings on incorporation
by a newspaper sample conducted
through The Novi News,

Next week and the following week,
sample ballots will be carried in
The News. Voters will be asked to
mark their preference and mail the
ballots to a box number.

On November 18, ballots will be
counted and results announced,

The straw vote has the blessings
of the Novi incorporation committee,
although chairman Walter Tuck
said his group will not participate
actively,

Koester said the results will help
determine what steps his Novi Town-
ship Farmers and Landowners Pro-
tective association will take as the
incorporation election nears.

“If the vote is opposed to incor-
poration or favors it only slightly,”
he said, “we’ll step up our cam-
paign to oppose it. But if Novi over-
whelmingly favors incorporation, we
may decide to go along with the
tide."”

Tuck said the incorporation com-
mittee has already committed it-
self to calling an incorporation elec-
tion and therefore will not take part
in the survey.

“We'll be interested in the re-

Babson Park, Mass, — The auto-
mobile business has had a rather
poar spring and summer, However,
I look for n good fourth quarter
saleswise, Also, I predict that total
domestic production for 1957 will
top 6,000,000 units, It may be as
high as 6,200,000, or G.8 percent
above last year., However, that
would still be 22 percent below the
peak year of 1935.

Causes of the Dip

Many competent observers feel
that Jast year's downturn in aulo
sales and this year's only moderate
recovery indicale that we made too
many cars in 1935, In that year
we produced nearly $,000,000 units,
These people feel that the industry
must now undergo a further period
of adjustment while the nation “di-
gests’ the overproduction of 1955,
I think there is some truth in such
reasoning, However, there are ad-
ditional factors involved in the dip
in awlo sales,

The current rolling readjustment
in gencral business must also he
talen into account as an adverse
sales factor. There arc increasing
indications that the dip also reflects
some sales resistance on the part
of peaple who just do not like the
car styiing and performance heing
turned out by Detrait at the present
time.

What Do the People Need?

In their haste to turn the tide af-
ter last year's poar sales showing,
car makers concentrated on ex-
trome-styling eye appeal, They came
out with cars longer than necessary.
They lnaded them with gadgets de-

signed lo catch the eye. These long-

er, heavier cars require more horse-
power. They burn more gas and
most of 'them have engines which
will operate efficiently with high-
octane gas.

At a time when automobile con-
gestion may choke out the very
downtown life of our large citles,
car makers have added to the prob-
lem by making cars which need
more parking space and cost more
to maintain, These giant new cars
may fulfill the desires and ambitions
of many people, hut do they meet
the needs of postwar America to-
day? Certainly they will be wark-
etable only through intensive ad-
vertising.

Malke Smaller Cars

Some United Siates automobile
manufacturers contend that they
cannot huild a small car that will
compete sucecessfully on a volume
hasis with a good used car of stand-
ard size. They may he correct, But
the time will come when Detroit
must face facts. The automobile has
contributed much to our American
way of life. IL has led to the de.
velopment of the suburbs, It has
provided and it now provides em-
ployment for large numbers of our
people, directly or indirectly. Ours
is n wheeled economy in the best
sense of that term. .

A good deal of our prosperity to-
day stems from our snccess in hav-
ing mass-produced the automobile
and having made it readily avail-
able to vast numbers of our people.
However, that prosperity could be
serionsly threntened if we continue

to misuse the automobile, The car
of tomarrow will he smaller, mare|

functionally styled, though still
beautiful. It will be cheaper to buy,
to operate, and to maintain, And it
will be safer to use.
More Foreign Cars Coming to U.S.
While going 2ll out for size and
flashy styling, Detroit is not entire-
ly blind to the fact that there is a
market for small cars here. Only
one major domestic producer does
not have a foreign subsjdiary mak
ing small, economical foreign cars
for export to the U.S. Small car
demand has heen doubling each

year for some time now, If this trend;

continues, and I prediel it will,

U.S. car makers may be forced to;

revise their thinking on car size,
Perhaps the European cars now

oo
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being imported ore too small to at-
tract wide market support in the
U.S. However, their reception has
been encouraging. It proves that
many motorists are not fully satis-
fied with what Detroit is now turn-
ing out. Somewhere between these
monsters of the road and the toy
cars of Europe lies the answer to
our real needs, Within the next five
years I Jook for standard American
cars of smaller, though adequate,
size at much less cost. I predict
also that improvements in engine
design will permit greal savings in
gas consumption,
