“Detroit Must Change Car Size” - - . Babson

Babson Park, Mass, — The auto-
mobile business has had a rather
poar spring and summer, However,
I look for n good fourth quarter
saleswise, Also, I predict that total
domestic production for 1957 will
top 6,000,000 units, It may be as
high as 6,200,000, or G.8 percent
above last year., However, that
would still be 22 percent below the
peak year of 1935.

Causes of the Dip

Many competent observers feel
that Jast year's downturn in aulo
sales and this year's only moderate
recovery indicale that we made too
many cars in 1935, In that year
we produced nearly $,000,000 units,
These people feel that the industry
must now undergo a further period
of adjustment while the nation “di-
gests’ the overproduction of 1955,
I think there is some truth in such
reasoning, However, there are ad-
ditional factors involved in the dip
in awlo sales,

The current rolling readjustment
in gencral business must also he
talen into account as an adverse
sales factor. There arc increasing
indications that the dip also reflects
some sales resistance on the part
of peaple who just do not like the
car styiing and performance heing
turned out by Detrait at the present
time.

What Do the People Need?

In their haste to turn the tide af-
ter last year's poar sales showing,
car makers concentrated on ex-
trome-styling eye appeal, They came
out with cars longer than necessary.
They lnaded them with gadgets de-

signed lo catch the eye. These long-

er, heavier cars require more horse-
power. They burn more gas and
most of 'them have engines which
will operate efficiently with high-
octane gas.

At a time when automobile con-
gestion may choke out the very
downtown life of our large citles,
car makers have added to the prob-
lem by making cars which need
more parking space and cost more
to maintain, These giant new cars
may fulfill the desires and ambitions
of many people, hut do they meet
the needs of postwar America to-
day? Certainly they will be wark-
etable only through intensive ad-
vertising.

Malke Smaller Cars

Some United Siates automobile
manufacturers contend that they
cannot huild a small car that will
compete sucecessfully on a volume
hasis with a good used car of stand-
ard size. They may he correct, But
the time will come when Detroit
must face facts. The automobile has
contributed much to our American
way of life. IL has led to the de.
velopment of the suburbs, It has
provided and it now provides em-
ployment for large numbers of our
people, directly or indirectly. Ours
is n wheeled economy in the best
sense of that term. .

A good deal of our prosperity to-
day stems from our snccess in hav-
ing mass-produced the automobile
and having made it readily avail-
able to vast numbers of our people.
However, that prosperity could be
serionsly threntened if we continue

to misuse the automobile, The car
of tomarrow will he smaller, mare|

functionally styled, though still
beautiful. It will be cheaper to buy,
to operate, and to maintain, And it
will be safer to use.
More Foreign Cars Coming to U.S.
While going 2ll out for size and
flashy styling, Detroit is not entire-
ly blind to the fact that there is a
market for small cars here. Only
one major domestic producer does
not have a foreign subsjdiary mak
ing small, economical foreign cars
for export to the U.S. Small car
demand has heen doubling each

year for some time now, If this trend;

continues, and I prediel it will,

U.S. car makers may be forced to;

revise their thinking on car size,
Perhaps the European cars now

oo
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being imported ore too small to at-
tract wide market support in the
U.S. However, their reception has
been encouraging. It proves that
many motorists are not fully satis-
fied with what Detroit is now turn-
ing out. Somewhere between these
monsters of the road and the toy
cars of Europe lies the answer to
our real needs, Within the next five
years I Jook for standard American
cars of smaller, though adequate,
size at much less cost. I predict
also that improvements in engine
design will permit greal savings in
gas consumption,

The time span from 1930 to 1950 brought Michigan's

popuiation to over six million and Oakland county's to al:
most 400,000, And finally, 100 years after che height of ag-
ricultural sertlement in 1850, Novi township increased its
population from 1,571 in 1930 to 4,086 in 1950.

The 1930's — although population continued to grow in
the state, county and township — actually was a contracted
period by comparison with the 1920's when industrial pro-
duction was high. The most important growth, of course,
resulted from increased productivity in the Detroit region
during and after World War II. Industrial growth not only
intensified in Oakland county north of the Detroit core, but

Wixson recommended that all off-
street parking lots be paved and
properly lighted. He snggested that
merchants should ‘‘clean-up” be.
hind their stores and that city rub-
bish collection be improved in the
business scction to make parking
more desirable,

The report pointed out that North-
ville is a trading cenler for 15,000
persons and that to maintain and im-
prove this position in the future, a
definite planning program should be
undertaken,

The survey conclusions were reach-
cd by actually measuring the amount
of rental floor space and determin.
ing the use of parking space during
peak shopping periods.

While space deficiencies exist in
some areas, they are offset by sur-
nlus spaces in other business blocks.
More details of the survey are re-
ported on page ' one.

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Novi's future was altered almost overnighe this week
with the announcement thae a $0,000,000 residential develop-
ment — possibly the largest in Detroit history — will he buile
in the western part of the township within the next five years,

The developiment will include 2,000 homes, a shopping
center, motel, restaurant, aparemene house complex, an in-
dependent water system, and a $300,000 sewerage disposal
plant and sewer system,

The development's estimated 7,200 residents will more
than double Novi's current population and will make up a
“city” almost as Jarge as the present Northville, Farmington

-and Walled Lake pur together.

It will cover 700 acres lying one mile south of the new
Lincoln plant and extending both east and west from Wizom
road. Its commercial aren will front on the Grand River-
Wixom road intersection,

The huge development was announced this week by
Thompson-Brown company™ of Derroit, one of the statc's
oldest and largest Jand developers and the firm which pioncer-
ed the nationally-renowned Kendallwood development in
Farmington township, .

Though rumored for several months, the announcement
came as a surprise to many persons who had expected Novi's
main residencial growth to come out 10 Mile road before
reaching the western part of the township,

last March and were outlined to the township board at its
last meeting. Board members met with Thompson-Brown
officials last Saturday to ger further information and take
a look at Kendallwood,

Novi supervisor Frazer Staman, who*first approached
Thompson-Brown about the possibility of a development
in Novi and who helped the firm with myriad legal tech-
nicalities leading up to- its announcement this week, hailed
the new subdivision as "another sign that Novi's future is
just around the corner,”

Plans for the development — which is yec unnamed —

— 2,000 homes in ranch, tri-level and Cape Cod styles
on some 600 acres of the former Hickory Grove Farm owned
by the late Roy Mirtchell.

— a shopping center, restaurant and motel on 40 acres
at the soucheast corner of Grand River and Wixom road,

— a possible “garden type” apartment house develop-
ment, with broad lawns and boulevards, on another 40 acres
south of the shopping center. .

— a community water system, for which one well al-
ready is being completed.

According to Ross Camphell, vice president of the firm,
work on the development will begin immediately, A plac
for the first unit is now heing drawn up, and plans for the
sewerage disposal plant are awaiting approval of the Michi-
gan board of health,

Water and sewer lines will be put in as soon as the
weather breaks next spring, and some 400 homes probably
will be constructed by this time next year, Campbell said,

In all, the 2,000-home project should be completed in
five years, although conditions in the building industry
and home mortgage business may extend it another year or
two, he added.

The first group of homes will range in price from $18,000
to $22,000, but the range probably will fluctuate as rhe
development  proceeds, Camphell said.

“We're starting with a moderate price until we see what
sort of home is required in Novi,” he said. “From our ex-
perience with Kendallwood, it appears that the home-buying
public may want a somewhat more expensive home."

Each lor will be berween 12,000 and 15,000 square feer,
although Thompson-Brown planners still are studying che
needs and wishes of potential home owners in the subdivision,

New Techniques Planned

Campbell said several new techniques will be inrroduced
in the Novi development, He termed them “interesting”
but “not radical”. They will be revealed as plans for che
development are completed.

Thompson-Brown president Charles F. Brown told the
Novi board two weeks ago that the development will be
timed so as not to overload school, commercial and trans-
portation facilities in Novi.

He said his firm will follow its past practice of making
school and church sites available at cost to local school dis-
tricts and church organizations,

Thompson-Brown and Novi school officials were to meet
fast night to discuss prohlems relating to the new develop-
ment and how to solve them.

The sewer system — the first in Novi — will connect
every home in the development with the sewerage disposal
plant, Waste will be purified and digested, and the runoff
will drain into a stream leading to the Huron River.

Capital for the system will come from private investors,
who will be paid back through rates charged to users of the
system,

The system will be designed to hook into the Wayne
county interceptor line which will probably be extended into
Novi within the next few years, After the tie-in, all homes
in the development would feed into the county system.
