Banks are not only audited by 
their own communities, but also 
by state or national examiners, or 
perhaps by both. Stockholders can 
at any time get a financial state­
ment, free of cost. Y o u , therefore, 
can keep a constant watch on your 
bank's f inancial condition. 

Instead of bank statements being 
padded, they usu,ally contain "h id­
den a.ssets". Banks may be com­
pelled by the examiners to treat

Bank Slocks Give L o c a l PrcsIge 

It seldom helps one's credit or 
sociai standing in the conimunity to 
own stocks listed on the New Y o r k 
Stock Exchange , even if they are 
of tile highest grade. It, however, 
does heip one's credit and standing 
to be a stockhoider in the local 
bank. I especiaily advise young peo­
ple — men or women — to acquire 
a few shares of their local bank 
stock every year . 

When I refer lo such bank stocks, 
I have in mind the stock of State 
or National banks. Most Savings 
Banks , Federa i Loan Banks, and 
Co-operative Banks are M U T U A L L Y 
owned and hence have no stock-
holders. Let me say as a f inal 
thought: Banks are one of the few 
businesses which need not fear new 
competitors. It would be hard for 
any group to secure a charter for 
a new bank in your city or town.

C i iy counciimen had oniy routine 
business, and little of that in a 
siiort regular meeting Monday night 
at the city hal l . 

Longest i tem of business was a 
water ordinance prepared by the 
city manager. Tlie councii reviewed 
tile ordinance and Mayor E l y ap-
jiointcd a committee lo study sug­
gested changes and present the or­
dinance at the next council meeting. 

The ordinance is based on rec­
ommendations made by water con­
sultants in 1055. It would raise loca l 
water rates by api iroximately one-
third. 

An agreement with tlie city en­
gineer lo develop lilans and speci-
l ical ions for the H i l l street s to rm 
sewer and water line to llie new 
Norlhvi l le Heights subdivision was 
signed by the council . F i n a l con­
tractual agreements with the sub-
dividers were also signed. 

The councii tabled a recommen­
dation of the Nor lhv i l l e recreation 
committee lhat ice skating be ban­
ned on the m i U jsond this winter 
Before act ing on the request the 
council w i l l meet with Stan John­
ston, recreationai director, to de­
termine posible aiternate skat ing 
sites. 

An editorial appearing i n the No-
vember 7 edition of The Reco rd was 
reviewed by Counci iman John Cant­
erbury, who stated that a strong 
"clean-up" campaign for the ci ty 
had previousiy ijeen given support 
by local c iv ic groups. H e pointed 
out tliat the city could do much to 
improve the general appearance of 
the business district and streets 
with existing ordinances.

There is lots of hard lo'ji.'iintivo 
work ahead of the veterans 
World War One. It has taken sev.

rrresses to listen, but at the next 
Congress all is in order and it 
exnecled a charter ivill be granted 
ns i"; required by law. to be rccog 
nized the same as the other vet­
erans' organizations the World War 
One men ornanized previously. Then 
comes the licht to prove thousands 
nf men need a pension al the age 
of nn and obtain it. 

Think of it, Chinese men in Chi 
ank Kai Shek's army and Koreans 
are receiving pensions from 
United States government for their 
services. We do not begrudge help­
ing these men who believe in free, 
dom as do we, but think about our 
own World War One veterans who 
believed they were fighting a war 
to end all wars and help them ivin 
"their last battle". 

I could end this letter right here 
but I hear many say, "Some don' 
need a pension." Many of us hope 
we won't need il, but if you under, 
stand legislation you know there 
usually is a compromise and there 
no doubt will be an income clause 
included.

To this I reply; "By 
increasing the investment in labor-
saving machinery. Tills will raise 
R E A L wages for all who work, nol 
just for those who belong to strong-
ly organized unions." 

Lower Taxes The Key 
Labor-saving machinery is ex-

pensive to buy. Today's tight money 
situation — and the high cost of 
bori'owing that money if you can get 
it — make it difficult for many 
firms to help themselves. Before 
World War II ive outproduced the 
world, ivith steadily falling prices, 
by continually increasing the 
amount of money per worker in-
vested in labor-saving maciiinery. 
We have made further progress 
along this line since the end of 
World War II, though not so much 
as we should have made. 

In order to assure the economic 
future of America, we must have 
incentive to save and incentive to 
invest those savings profitably. Un­
fortunately, our present sharply 
progressive tax system is destroying 
capital that has already been ac­
cumulated. It is also making it dif­
ficult to amass new capital. This 
destruction of our capital bodes ill 
for the nation as a whole. It can 
eventually result in a declining 
standard of living for all. 

England A Warning 
The wiping out of capital by high 

income taxes and by death taxes is 
harmful enough in itself. But it has 
a side effect which is even more 
dangerous. Since profits are cut 
sharply by ill-advised and poorly 
conceived tax rates and methods, 
the flow of new capital into indus­
try is slowed. Investors hesitate to 
take some risks because they know 
that, even if they Avin, taxes will 
siplion off most of the reward. 

Today ive are still prosperous. 

ed against drastic declines. Even 
though sources of capital are dry-
ing up, our people as a ivliole have 
not yet felt any pinch, Reassured 
by high wages and moderately good 
profits, we are not so disturbed ns 
we should be by high taxes. But 
predict that high and runaway tax-
es can lead to our downfall if we 
don't watch out. Wo see in England 
a classic example of the fate that 
can befall a tax-ridden nation. Once 
the proud mistress of the seas and 
center of world commerce, England 
has been brought to her knees, not 
by the breakup of the empire but 
by iiurdensome taxation. 

Thc Slnlc Tax Bile 

As I write this, I have before nie 
some startling figures on tiie state 
tax burden and tiie tremendous rate 
at which it is increasing. For the 
year ended iast June 30, tiie aver-
age state tax burden on every man, 
woman and child in the U.S. reach-
ed the record high of $86.75. This 
is an increase of $5.15 or 5.1 per-
cent, over the record set in the 
previous year.

This year, Congress has Iiiade 
good progress toward cutting Fed-
eral expenditures.

(Editor's Note; This is the seventh in a series oj articles on the 
history of Novi township, originally written as a waster's 
degree thesis hy William O'Urien, a Soiithfield high school 
teacher who lives in Willowbrook Village.) 

What problems are l ikely to face a rural community 
when i t undergoes industrialization and begins to move to­
ward a population estimated at 17,000 by I9S0? 

There w i l l be innumerable specific problems which w i l l 
need considerable study if the most advant,igeous solutions 
are to be gained. These include : 

— an adequate water .source, since the entire community, 
as wel l as the surrounding communities, draw presently 
from ground water. One study has suggested that although 
the supply is more than adequate at present, the water table 
has fallen and heavily mineralized water may enter the wells 
from a lower ground strata when depth and number of wells 
increase. 

— sewage dispo.sal, since at present most waste materials 
eventually drain into the Rouge river, a river whic i i is satur-
ated already. If, as it is anticipated, the Detroit metropolitan 
region attains a population over 6,000,000 by 1980, even the 
Huron river, which drains the northwestern section of the 
township, w i l l be saturated. 

— sub-standard homes, especially some dwellings in 
the immediate v ic in i ty of Walled Lake which were or iginal ly 
summer cottages taken over as war time emergency homes. 

W h a t problems are likeley to face n rural community 
Increased population everywhere: road improvement, street 
l ight ing, police and fire protection, zoning and planning, 
schools, public health, recreation and ad infini tum. 

These are some of the specific problems which w i l l be­
come intensified wi th population growth. But it is the opin­
ion of this author that the most pressing problem facing 
N o v i at this time is "fractionall.'im" — the tendency of Ihe 
various are.is in the township to split off from each other 
and thus to divide the township .igainst itself.

The fire marshal division of the 
Michigan State Police has warned 
not to use a new Japanese-made 
electric teapot which has the poten­
tial of causing electrocution. 

The teapots, under the trade 
name of Rosko, have made their ap­
pearance on store counters in Mich-
igan. 

The state health department said 
the heating unit, an open submerg-
ed element, creates a serious shock 
hazard. When used in the kitchen 
where many appliances and plumb-
ing fixtures are grounded a person 
might be electrocuted by contacting 
these grounded surfaces and the 
teapot, state police said, 

In addition to Ihe other shock dan­
gers, if the power supply is on and 
the plate base should be dropped in 
water or the electrical contacts cov­
ered by spilled tea anyone touching 
the plate could be easily killed, they 
added.

Tuck discounted current rumors 
that the incorporation committee 
has been wailing for the Wixom 
election before filing incorporation 
papers. The rumors claimed that it 
Wixom does become a city, incor­
poration of Novi would be dropped 
in favor of annexing the township 
to Wixom.

work in .any way, it's to stimulate 
us toward •:- not away from — in-
corporation.''' 

Still another rumor claimed that 
Willowbrook officials are investi-
gating the possibility of incorporat-
ing that area and the so-called 
"Four Corners" in a city rather 
than a village. The remainder of 
the township would then be ab­
sorbed by Wixom, Walled Lake and 
Novi. 

No basis for this could be seen 
this week, however. 

Meanwhile, it appeared that op­
position to incorporation may not be 
dead after all. 

Herbert Koester, who said last 
week that his opposition group may 
decide not to fight the move, re-
ported this week that opposition 
probabiy will be renewed. 

Koester had made iiis first state-
ment after resuits of a straw vote 
indicated that Novi favored incor-
poration by a 5-3 margin. 

But Koester said later that a 
number of persons contacted him, 
urging him and his group to con­
tinue their opposition. He said a 
definite decision wouid be made 
Inter. 

The group—Novi Township Farm­
ers and Landowners Protective As-
sociation—plans a meeting soon to 
explain its opposition to incorpora­
tion. Exact details will be announc­
ed later.
