Although other subdivisions larger than the 125-liome 
"Northvi i ie Heigiits" may follow, this project must stand .is 
an "ice-breaker" anil thus in our opinion represents signifi­

nouncement came out of N o v i township that makes any de-
vclopment seem sniall by comparison. 

Thompson-Brown coinpany of Detroit, a land develop-
ment firm highly regariled throughout the country for its 
Kendallwood "projects in 1-arniington township, revealed it 
would change some fiOO acres of farm land into a city of 2,000 
homes. 

It may be a little difficult to imagine such a suhdivision. 
It represents a community of homes twice the size of Nor t i i ­
vi i le . The lirojcct iv i l l probably take five years to complete 
and w i l l include u water and sewer system and a sewage dis-
posnl plant.

Then I 
am asked: "But how can costs be 
lowered in the face of current iiigh 
wage rates?" To this I reply; "By 
increasing the investment in labor-
saving machinery. Tills will raise 
R E A L wages for all who work, nol 
just for those who belong to strong-
ly organized unions." 

Lower Taxes The Key 
Labor-saving machinery is ex-

pensive to buy. Today's tight money 
situation — and the high cost of 
bori'owing that money if you can get 
it — make it difficult for many 
firms to help themselves. Before 
World War II ive outproduced the 
world, ivith steadily falling prices, 
by continually increasing the 
amount of money per worker in-
vested in labor-saving maciiinery. 
We have made further progress 
along this line since the end of 
World War II, though not so much 
as we should have made. 

In order to assure the economic 
future of America, we must have 
incentive to save and incentive to 
invest those savings profitably. Un­
fortunately, our present sharply 
progressive tax system is destroying 
capital that has already been ac­
cumulated. It is also making it dif­
ficult to amass new capital. This 
destruction of our capital bodes ill 
for the nation as a whole. It can 
eventually result in a declining 
standard of living for all. 

England A Warning 
The wiping out of capital by high 

income taxes and by death taxes is 
harmful enough in itself. But it has 
a side effect which is even more 
dangerous. Since profits are cut 
sharply by ill-advised and poorly 
conceived tax rates and methods, 
the flow of new capital into indus­
try is slowed. Investors hesitate to 
take some risks because they know 
that, even if they Avin, taxes will 
siplion off most of the reward. 

Today ive are still prosperous. 

ed against drastic declines. Even 
though sources of capital are dry-
ing up, our people as a ivliole have 
not yet felt any pinch, Reassured 
by high wages and moderately good 
profits, we are not so disturbed ns 
we should be by high taxes. But 
predict that high and runaway tax-
es can lead to our downfall if we 
don't watch out. Wo see in England 
a classic example of the fate that 
can befall a tax-ridden nation. Once 
the proud mistress of the seas and 
center of world commerce, England 
has been brought to her knees, not 
by the breakup of the empire but 
by iiurdensome taxation. 

Thc Slnlc Tax Bile 

As I write this, I have before nie 
some startling figures on tiie state 
tax burden and tiie tremendous rate 
at which it is increasing. For the 
year ended iast June 30, tiie aver-
age state tax burden on every man, 
woman and child in the U.S. reach-
ed the record high of $86.75. This 
is an increase of $5.15 or 5.1 per-
cent, over the record set in the 
previous year. 

This heavy state tax bite reflects

TrimIniiig Slate Waistlines 

This year, Congress has Iiiade 
good progress toward cutting Fed-
eral expenditures.

P r o b l e m s f o r N o v i 

(Editor's Note; This is the seventh in a series oj articles on the 
history of Novi township, originally written as a waster's 
degree thesis hy William O'Urien, a Soiithfield high school 
teacher who lives in Willowbrook Village.) 

What problems are l ikely to face a rural community 
when i t undergoes industrialization and begins to move to­
ward a population estimated at 17,000 by I9S0? 

There w i l l be innumerable specific problems which w i l l 
need considerable study if the most advant,igeous solutions 
are to be gained. These include : 

— an adequate water .source, since the entire community, 
as wel l as the surrounding communities, draw presently 
from ground water. One study has suggested that although 
the supply is more than adequate at present, the water table 
has fallen and heavily mineralized water may enter the wells 
from a lower ground strata when depth and number of wells 
increase. 

— sewage dispo.sal, since at present most waste materials 
eventually drain into the Rouge river, a river whic i i is satur-
ated already. If, as it is anticipated, the Detroit metropolitan 
region attains a population over 6,000,000 by 1980, even the 
Huron river, which drains the northwestern section of the 
township, w i l l be saturated. 

— sub-standard homes, especially some dwellings in 
the immediate v ic in i ty of Walled Lake which were or iginal ly 
summer cottages taken over as war time emergency homes. 

W h a t problems are likeley to face n rural community 
Increased population everywhere: road improvement, street 
l ight ing, police and fire protection, zoning and planning, 
schools, public health, recreation and ad infini tum. 

These are some of the specific problems which w i l l be­
come intensified wi th population growth. But it is the opin­
ion of this author that the most pressing problem facing 
N o v i at this time is "fractionall.'im" — the tendency of Ihe 
various are.is in the township to split off from each other 
and thus to divide the township .igainst itself.

The fire marshal division of the 
Michigan State Police has warned 
not to use a new Japanese-made 
electric teapot which has the poten­
tial of causing electrocution. 

The teapots, under the trade 
name of Rosko, have made their ap­
pearance on store counters in Mich-
igan. 

The state health department said 
the heating unit, an open submerg-
ed element, creates a serious shock 
hazard. When used in the kitchen 
where many appliances and plumb-
ing fixtures are grounded a person 
might be electrocuted by contacting 
these grounded surfaces and the 
teapot, state police said, 

In addition to Ihe other shock dan­
gers, if the power supply is on and 
the plate base should be dropped in 
water or the electrical contacts cov­
ered by spilled tea anyone touching 
the plate could be easily killed, they 
added.

You'll want to give 
thanks for what j'ou have and to share with 
those less richly blessed! 

"Half of our human brothers arc under­
fed. Sheer starvation Is not a matter of Iso­
lated exceptions. It is the world's greatest 
and most sav.age killer. 

"It is difficult to picture extreme poverty 
and want to the American mind. This is the 
land of die big paunch, glutted, stretched, 
stuffed full. Elsewhere, especially in Asia, 
much of the world walks on spindle legs and 
winces sullenly from the pain that throbs in 
a shrunken stomach. Bodies ery out for bread 
wiiere there is no bread, and disease moves 
in . . . 

"All of this involves us very directly, be­
cause we are Christians. The most recogniza­
ble earmark of God's ijeople in our world is 
love. It is ihe automatic product of the Chris-
rinn faith, the fulfillment of God's will, the 
demonstration of God's .ultimate scheme for 

human living. This was the pulse in the life 
of the Savior. It must be that for us, too . . . " 

Our sjiace does not permit us to quote 
more. Howei-er, the statements made should 
be sufficient to grip our hearts and stir us 
to be more thankful. Let us fall on our knees 
and thank God for the undeserved mercy He 
has shown to us in America.

So the community of Northviiie 
may become aware of some of tiie 
rules and reguiations of Northviiie 
high school. Mustang Hoof Prints 
this week publisiies the following 
ordinances ot the NHS constitutiou 
as reported in homerooms iast week. 

It shaii be unlawful for any per­
son or persons who are students 
of Northviiie high schooi to: 

1. Conduct theiiiseives in a dis­
orderly manner in any hall or room 
of NHS; 

2. Absent themselves from school 
during school hours without per­
mission of the principai or acting 
principai; 

3. In any manner resist or insuit 
a teacher; 

4. Damage in any way property 
beionging to schooi; 

5. Gambie in any way or manner 
in or on the high schooi premises; 

0, Smoke on the iiigh schooi prem 
ises or at any schooi function; 

Infraction of the above ruies may 
be punished in any of the foiiow­
ing ways: 

1. A recommendation to the board 
of education for dismissai from 
sciiooi, not exceeding the total of 
ten days; 
2. Expulsion from any NHS society

3. Suspension of aii athletic privi-
leges; 

4. Suspension of all library privi-
leges; 

5. A fine not exceeding one doi-
lar and costs; 

0. A recommendation by the court 
that the guilty party be disinissed 
from holding a club or class office 
with the vole of the class or club in­
volved; 

7. Any other penalties the court 
deems justified to infiict. 

A person violating one of these 
ordinances is first warned by an 
officer of the student council.-If-he 
then does not comply with tiie warn­

ing, tiie officer makes a compiaint 
to the chief of poiice. 

If tile compiaint is considered 
justifiabie, the person is tried be­
fore tiie private court (consisting 
of the chief of poiice, the mayor 
and the principai of lhe high schooi 
with the mayor acting as judge). If 
he is found guiity, he will be pun­
ished as stated above according lo 
the crime. 

If the case is very important or 
if an offense is committed twice by 
the same person, it is immediately 
taken to the higher court consisting 
of the mayor and representatives 
of the student body.

High school teachers of physics, 
chemistiy and mathematics may 
now apply for 160 fellowships that 
wiii be provided next suninier by 
Shell Companies Foundation, In­
corporated. 

The Foundation said the program 
is designed to help check the na­
tion's shortage ot scientists by 
strengthening the teaching of high 
school chemistry, physics, and 
mathematics and thus encouraging 
niore young people to plan scien-
tific careers. 

Halt the fellowship teachers will 
attend full summer sessions at 
Stanford university, and half go to 
Cornell. 

Applications for both Stanford and 
Cornell fellowships close February 
1, the foundation said. 

Fellowship teachers received al-
lowances for travel, tuition, living 
expenses, and $500 in casTi to offset 
the loss of other summer earnings.

N o v i C o r n e r s fe l t tha t i t c o u l d no t ( a n d the re fo re d i d n o t ) 
a c c o m m o d a t e c h i l d r e n f r o m the W i x o m d i s t r i c t o f d i e t o w n -
s h i p . C o n s e q u e n t l y , the s c h o o l c h i l d r e n o f W i x o m — a p o o r ­
er t ax d i s t r i c t at the t i m e — t r a v e l l e d a g r ea t e r d i s t ance to 
W a l l e d L a k e s c h o o l s i n C o m m e r c e t o w n s h i p .

T h e r e f o r e , i t W o u l d seem e v i d e n t tha t i f t h e r e m a i n i n g 
area w i t h i n the t o w n s h i p is to a v o i d f r a c t i o n a l i s m , a n d c o n ­
sequent- d u p l i c i t y o f g o v e r n m e n t a n d c o n t i n u e d c o n f l i c t , 
steps s h o u l d be t a k e n to i n c o r p o r a t e the r e m a i n i n g area o f 
N o v i . T h i s is n o w i n process , f o r t u n a t e l y . 

R u r a l f a r m g o v e r n m e n t was necessary i n the e a r l i e r 
h i s t o r y o f the t o w n s h i p a n d state, w h e n d i s tances w e r e g rea t , 
b u t l o c a l g o v e r n m e n t f r a c t i o n a l i s m is a n t i q u a t e d i n 1957.

Novi ' s hopes for eventually tying 
into the Wayne county interceptor 
sewer line received an unexpected 
jolt this week. 

The toivnship board was notified 
that the interceptor's capacity In 
the Novi-Northvi l le area w i l l be 
about 25,060 persons, 

The Wayne county road commls-
sion said this probali ly would not be 
sufficient to serve - Nov i , and sag-
gested that N o v i might better begin 
thinking of another answer to its 
sewer problem. 

The road commission's views were 
made in reply to Novi ' s request to 
have the township put on the master 
plan for the new Interceptor, which 
wi l l eventually be extended out to 
P lymouth and NorthviUe. 

N o v i supei-visor Prazer Staman 
has long hoped that the interceptor 
would be the final answer to Nov i ' s 
sewer problem. The sewer system 
at the new Linco ln Vi l lage , he had 
hoped, would be the first stage of 
a township-wide system which 
eventually tie into the Wayne county 
line. 

I l l other business at the board's 
meeting Monday, members: 

— discussed rejecting the dona-
tion of the former National Bank of 
Detroit branch office for use as a 
l ibrary . National Bank had request-
ed $1,200 for the building's outfit-
tings, though the office itself would 
be free. Board members felt that 
for that amount, plus costs of mov­
ing the bui ld ing and other expenses, 
Nov! could possibly build a perm­
anent l ib ra ry addition on to the 
township h a l l . 

— voted to purchase a new gas 
design boiler for the township ha l l .

S p e c i f i c a l l y , the W a r r e n P r o d -
ucts s u i t c h a l l e n g e s the in te r -
p r e t a t i o n o f the l a w g o v e r n i n g 
a n n e x a t i o n s . W a r r e n a t to rneys 
e v i d e n t l y b e l i e v e tha t the w h o l e 
t o w n s h i p , r a t h e r t h a n jus t the 
area to be annexed, should be en-
titled to vote on the annexation, 

A hearing on the matter w i l l be 
held December 18 before C la rk J . 
Adams , Oakland county circuit 
judge. 

It marks the second time in a 
year that Warren Products has tak' 
en Northvi i ie to court over annex-
ation. off ic ials of the f i rm havf 
steadfastly opposed coming into th( 
city c la lmhig heavier tax burden! 
and tax inequities between Oaklanii 
and Wayne county sections of the 
ci ty hurt the competitive position 
of their f i r m . 

In the previous suit Warren won 
reversal of the election by claiming 
the vote was fradulent. 

This t ime the suit is c lear ly a 
matter of interpretation of the law. 
If carried to the end, it wi l l mark 
the first time the controversial an-
nexation procedure has been given 
a legal test. 

Warren 's attorneys are claiming 
that "the area affected" is more 
than the section to be annexed. Be­
cause the township loses tax base 
and area and must give up monies 
in a division of assets, they contend 
that the whole township should be 
entitled to vote. 

Although N o v i township had earli­
er adopted a "hands o f f ' policy on 
the annexation election, the board 
did an about face Monday evening 
and approved a suggestion by A n ­
thony Renne, township attorney, 
that they intervene. Renne propos-
ed offering "fr iend of the court ' ' 
assistance to Warren 's legal advis-
ors and stated that he "agreed with 
their interpretation' ' . Las t June Ren-
ne advised the N o v i board to drop 
an identical suit concerning 82 acres 
surrounding the A m e r m a n school 
because "the chances of winning 
were very s l i m . " 

Renne's request ivas not given 
comolete support of the board. Cle rk 
Hadley Bachert abstained and later 
stated that Novi township should 
maintain its "hands off" policy as 
long as tlie people of the area de-
sired annexation to Nor lhv i l l e . Sup­
ervisor Prazer Staman, who has 
been openly opposed to the annex­
ation, estimated the total valuation 
of the area at ?l00,000. 

Speeifically, the area extends 
northward to the 8',4-mile line and 
from N o v i road westivard to a point 
lOOO feet west of Taft road. In addi-
tion to Warren Products it includes 
Northvii ie Lumber & Coal and the 
D & R Bui ld ing company's Yerkes 
Estates subdivision. Approximate ly 
nine residences are also in the area. .
