Supervisor F r a z e r Staman has 
been asked to attend to expiain the 
tax situation which N o v i would face 
as a vi l lage or c i ty . 

The main address w i l l be given by 
Gilbert D . Savage, chairman of the 
Southfield city planning commission 
and a professional architect. Sav-
age wi l l discuss " T h e controlling 
Factors in Dec id ing among Toivn-
ship. Vi l lage or C i ty Status." 

In addition. Savage is expected to 
discuss from a professional stand-
point the design and function of 
modern schools. 

Tlie floor w i l l be open to ques-
tions after Savage's address. 

Rev . Arnold Cook, of the F i r s t 
Baptist church of N o v i , w i l l open 
the meeting with a prayer for guid-
ance in the deliberations over N o v i ' s 
future.

Novi ' s hopes for eventually tying 
into the Wayne county interceptor 
sewer line received an unexpected 
jolt this week. 

The toivnship board was notified 
that the interceptor's capacity In 
the Novi-Northvi l le area w i l l be 
about 25,060 persons, 

The Wayne county road commls-
sion said this probali ly would not be 
sufficient to serve - Nov i , and sag-
gested that N o v i might better begin 
thinking of another answer to its 
sewer problem. 

The road commission's views were 
made in reply to Novi ' s request to 
have the township put on the master 
plan for the new Interceptor, which 
wi l l eventually be extended out to 
P lymouth and NorthviUe. 

N o v i supei-visor Prazer Staman 
has long hoped that the interceptor 
would be the final answer to Nov i ' s 
sewer problem. The sewer system 
at the new Linco ln Vi l lage , he had 
hoped, would be the first stage of 
a township-wide system which 
eventually tie into the Wayne county 
line. 

I l l other business at the board's 
meeting Monday, members: 

— discussed rejecting the dona-
tion of the former National Bank of 
Detroit branch office for use as a 
l ibrary . National Bank had request-
ed $1,200 for the building's outfit-
tings, though the office itself would 
be free. Board members felt that 
for that amount, plus costs of mov­
ing the bui ld ing and other expenses, 
Nov! could possibly build a perm­
anent l ib ra ry addition on to the 
township h a l l . 

— voted to purchase a new gas 
design boiler for the township ha l l . 

— voted to buy new lighting fix­
tures for the township hal l at a 
cost of $458. 

— agreed to investigate a dump 
at 10 M i i e and Haggerty roads after 
a resident of that area complained 
that it is being expanded. 

— agreed to purchase a %3,m of­
fice machine to prepare tax rolls 
and tax bi i ls , after treasurer R a y 
Harr ison complained that Novi ' s tax 
paperwork is now too great to do 
by hand. Har r i son also was auth-
orized to hire help for getting out 
current tax b i l l s . 

— al l but dropped Thomas Need-
ham from consideration as township 
building inspector, on grounds that 
Needham's chances of being licens­
ed as an electrical contractor are 
too s l i m . The board had waited two 
months for the license, but comoli 
cations continually postponed it . The 
board now wi l l consider severai 
other applicants for the job. 

— heard police chief Lee BeGole 
recommend a township curfew for 
youths in an effort to crack down 
on out-of-town teenagers wiio have 
plagued police this year . 

— inconclusively discussed h i r ing 
a part-time maintenance man for 
the township ha l l . 

— Named Walter Tuck as the 
board's representative on the N o v i 
community bui lding committee. 

— approved payment of dues to 
the Michigan Township Association, 
an organization which attempts to 
secure state legislation favorable 
to townships. 

— agreed to take part as a 
friend of the court" in the current

A hearing on the matter w i l l be 
held December 18 before C la rk J . 
Adams , Oakland county circuit 
judge. 

It marks the second time in a 
year that Warren Products has tak' 
en Northvi i ie to court over annex-
ation. off ic ials of the f i rm havf 
steadfastly opposed coming into th( 
city c la lmhig heavier tax burden! 
and tax inequities between Oaklanii 
and Wayne county sections of the 
ci ty hurt the competitive position 
of their f i r m . 

In the previous suit Warren won 
reversal of the election by claiming 
the vote was fradulent. 

This t ime the suit is c lear ly a 
matter of interpretation of the law. 
If carried to the end, it wi l l mark 
the first time the controversial an-
nexation procedure has been given 
a legal test. 

Warren 's attorneys are claiming 
that "the area affected" is more 
than the section to be annexed. Be­
cause the township loses tax base 
and area and must give up monies 
in a division of assets, they contend 
that the whole township should be 
entitled to vote. 

Although N o v i township had earli­
er adopted a "hands o f f ' policy on 
the annexation election, the board 
did an about face Monday evening 
and approved a suggestion by A n ­
thony Renne, township attorney, 
that they intervene. Renne propos-
ed offering "fr iend of the court ' ' 
assistance to Warren 's legal advis-
ors and stated that he "agreed with 
their interpretation' ' . Las t June Ren-
ne advised the N o v i board to drop 
an identical suit concerning 82 acres 
surrounding the A m e r m a n school 
because "the chances of winning 
were very s l i m . " 

Renne's request ivas not given 
comolete support of the board. Cle rk 
Hadley Bachert abstained and later 
stated that Novi township should 
maintain its "hands off" policy as 
long as tlie people of the area de-
sired annexation to Nor lhv i l l e . Sup­
ervisor Prazer Staman, who has 
been openly opposed to the annex­
ation, estimated the total valuation 
of the area at ?l00,000. 

Speeifically, the area extends 
northward to the 8',4-mile line and 
from N o v i road westivard to a point 
lOOO feet west of Taft road. In addi-
tion to Warren Products it includes 
Northvii ie Lumber & Coal and the 
D & R Bui ld ing company's Yerkes 
Estates subdivision. Approximate ly 
nine residences are also in the area. .

from Northivestern highway, saying 
it wouid result in a "taxpayer's" 
nightmare." 

Broomfield said the plan, revealed 
recently by state highway commis-
sioner John C. Maci<ie, is "totally 
unrealistic and in flagrant disre-
gard" of traffic studies which show 
a greater need for a highway to re-
iieve congested Woodward avenue. 

Originaiiy, the pian called for 
No]-tli\vestern to be extended nortli 
to US-23 south of Fenton. But Mack­
ie now pians for Northwestern to 
turn west niong 11-Mile I'oad, join­
ing the Fariuington-Brighton ex­
pressway at Brighton, 

Broomfieid said such an east-
west highway "won't be needed for 
many years," 

Broomfieid's position is the same 
taken by business and civic leaders 
of Pontiac, Flint, Fenton nnd other 
communities iying along the Wood 
ward route. They have tried for 
months to get an expressway 
through their communities. 

Mackie, in a release this iveek, 
said: 

"A few poiiticai ieaders are at-
lempting to organize sentiment for 
one iocai project or another ieft 
out of the first five-year construc­
tion program, without regard for 
the overall connected system of 
highways the program represents.

give them half of what we have — namely, half of almost 
nothing." 

Specifically, the board has authorized the construction 
of a 520,000 fire haii in the township park to serve the Wall­
ed Lake section of Novi. 

And if charges of "spending to get rid of It" should be 
made, board members are prepared to offer proof that the 
fire hall is needed. They can show increased insurance rates 
for that area, petitions for a fire hall from 75 residents, and 
the deaths of two children in a fire recently. 

All this came up at a special Novi board meeting last 
week on the eve of Wixoni's city vote. Rcnne's plan caught 
the board by surprise, and even Staman at first found the 
attorney's position hard to accept. 

Though Renne emphasized that the I.w is not clear-cut 
in this matter ("Even Oakland county officials are puzzled 
by it") he urged the board to follow his recommendation. 

Four board members did so, But trustee Stan Baion, 
who lives in Wixom and must surrender his job if the vil-
lage becomes a city, was forcefully against rt. Both he and 
clerk Hadley Bachert, despite the Iatter's vote in favor of 
the fire hall, urged that Novi and Wixom get together be-
fore embarking on a court fight. 

Wixom charter commissioner Herbert Abrams, who sat 
through the meeting, heard his village take a Verbal roast-
ing for "stealing the Lincoln plant." Abrams returned to 
Wixom afterward nnd reported Novi's plan at a meetiiIg of 
the village council. 

Wixom officials, although certain they hiive a right 
to the money, indicated this week they also would like to 
get together with Novi before crossing swords. So far, how­
ever, neither side has made a move. 

If such a move doesn't come, Novi and Wixom can 
probably expect to go to court next year in a long legal 
fight that will cost both communities large amounts of 
money and possibly create a rupture that would take years 
to heal.

It was the second straight year 
tiiat Northviiie led the honor par-
ade in the Wayne-Oakland league. 
Last year, the Mustangs placed cen-
ter Bob Wagensdiutz on All-League, 
All-Subuiban nnd All-State teams. 

Biery, the Mustangs' leading run-
ner, scorer, and pass-receiver for 
tlie second consecutive year, was 
hailed by both papers as possibly 
the fastest back in the state. Biery 
is a quarter-miier and holds the 
state Class B silver medal in that 
event. 

This year, he led Northviiie in 
rushing (7.')!) yards in lOl carries), 
rushing average (7.5), scoring (14 
loiiclidowns for (14 points), and pass-
receiving (12 for 317 yards) and re-
turned l8 punts and kick-offs for a 
22.3 average. 

Seven of his l4 touchdowns came 
on spectacular broken-ficid runs and 
pass-receptions. They covei'ed G0, 
02, 70, 53, 54 and 64 yards. 

Though no statistics are kept for 
linesman, Sehrader's ivork at taek-
ie was no less spectacuiar. Time 
and again he bolstered the sagging 
Northviiie defense by bi'eaking in 
to throw opposing backs for huge 
losses. Against Thurston, for exam-
pie, he almost single-handedly push­
ed the Purple and White back 40 
yards in three straight piays. 

It was no coincidence that North-
viiie's closest call — a 14-13 win 
against Hoiiy — caiiie when the 
rangy tackle was out with the fiu. 

Yahne, an Aii-League basketbaii 
and track star as well, hauled in 
nine passes for 135 yards and scor­
ed twice. His offensive showing was 
not as spectacular as in 1956, but 
Mustangs' 1957 passing attack was 
far below the IDSO par when North­
viiie compieted nearly 50 percent 
of its passes. 

Even when he wasn't a passing 
target, Yahne drew the oppos­
ing secondary over to cover him, 
thereby opening hoies for Mustangs' 
soeed merchants. His biocks were 
often the springboard by wiiich 
Northviiie backs vaulted into the 
open. 

On defense, Yahne's heads-up 
linebacking combined with Sciirad-
er's work at the other end of the 
iine to give the Mustangs' a near-
invuinerable outside defense.

Witli everyone but themselves convincetl they're tlie team 
io beat, Ihc Northviiie Mustangs this week prepared to defend 
their Wayne-Oakland le,igue baslcetball co-championship. 

The Mustangs will open the l957-5S season this week end 
with an encounter against West Bloomficki tomorrow night and 

a traditional non-confcrence 
tangle with Plymouth Saturday. 

For several weeks now, rival 
coaches, newspapers, and North 
ville fans iiave prociaimed North-
viiie as the cream of the crop. 

The singie dissentmg voice — and 
it's a strong one — comes from the 
Mustangs and their coaching staff 
themselves. (See coach Stan John­
ston's "Coach's Corner" on this 
page.) 

Whiie Joiinston and his team 
agree that they have the potential 
on paper, tiiey insist that basket-
baii success depends on Inuch Inore 
tiian past performance. 

Even so, the Mustangs wiii be an 
impressive foe this year. Among 
their assets; 

— the taiiest team in the league, 
witli seven piayei's over 0', inciud-
ing Jeff Goodrich at G'8" and Cap 
Pothers at 6'5". 

— two all-league performers in 
Pethers (who missed the 1950 sea­
son with a broken leg after regis, 
tering a 2g-point average as a 
sophomore) and Bill Yahne. 

— virtually an all-veteran start­
ing line-up, with pienty of tried and 
tested reserve strength. 

— four players who had double, 
figure averages last year and who 
can liit 20 points on any given eve. 
ning, as was shown in the 1950 
campaign. 

On the debit side, Northviiie has 
lost its two regular guards from 
last year — play-making Bud Bell, 
all-suburban and an ali-ieague 
choice, and Mac Bui-ns. In addi­
tion, the rules have been changed 
to restrict the tall player — the 
very spot in which Northviiie 
shines. And then there's that po-
tentiai hazard of over-confidence. 

Johnston is aiso faced with the 
problem of insufficient training 
tiITie. Because of tiie iong footbaii 
season, senior play, and Thanks-
giving holiday, the Mustangs iiad 
oniy half the normal practice ses-
sions. In addition, two players took 
a week off for a hunting trip. 

As a result, the Mustangs have 
looked rusty at times, though their 
potential still shows through. 

As for offense, Johnston plans on 
an extra-fast break. 

"We're tall enough that we should 
control the backboard most of the 
time,'' he said. "As soon as our 
opponents shoot, our guards are go-
ing to head down court. It we get 
the rebound, they'll be in position 
before the other team has a chance." 

Johnston isn't worried by new 
rules which prohibit the stationing 
of a man uIider the basket for more 
than three seconds and which make 
the free-throw lane 12' wide instead 
of G'. His offense is geared to that. 

"A tall player is still a tall play-
er," he said. "The same rules ap-
ply to our opponents, so we won't 
be at a disadvantage." 

In addition to a forward wall that 
includes Pethers, Goodrich, Yahne 
(6' 3"), Dan Howell (6' 3") and 
N. C. Schrader (G' 3") the Mustangs 
will have two G' guards in Dick Bi­
ery and Bob Starnes. 

Other Northviiie defenders include 
the smaii but scrappy Dennis Pal-
Ion, Fred Schwarze and Roger Al­
chinson. The latter three have 
sparkled with their piavmaking, 
ball-handling and baii-steaiing dur-
ing practice. 

The Mustangs had their first real 
workout last week when they out-
lasted Walled Lake, 119-110, in n 
five-quarter scrimmage. 

"We iooked bad in piaces," John-
ston said, "but at times we reaiiy 
sparkled. Walled Lake tried to press 
us for awhile, but we eventually 
caught on to that and managed to 
work the ball in anyway." 

The Mustangs will be out to equal 
or better their 1956 co-championship 
record of 10-2 and their season's 
record of 13-4. After an opening 
ioss to Plymouth, Northviiie won 10 
straight against league competition.

outside it for free throws. 

Key VIoialions 
Whether they liave the ball or not, 

players on offense may not remain 
in the key (area between the free 
throw lanes) for more than tiiree 
seconds. Thus under new rule, tall 
men may not station themselves 
under the basket. (Three-second 
rule does not apply whiie baii is 
being shot or wlIlIe it bounces 
around backboard. It applies oniy 
while offensive team is moving in 
for shot.) 

BoHus Free Throw 
Each team gets one shot on all 

one-shot fouls until opponents have 
committed four fouls. From then 
on — in each half — all one-shot 
fouls wiii carry bonus of one shot 

first siiot is made. (Lights on 
scoreboard, and paddie fiashed by 
scorekeeper, will indicate when a 
team has four fouis). 

Double Foul 
A personal foul is charged to each 

player, but no free throws are 
awarded. 

Tlirow-In 
Ball may be thrown in from un-

der the basket this year. 
Return to Backcourt 

"Over and back rule" noiv reads: 
the first player to touch the ball 
after a center-circle jump may re­
turn ball once to backcourt. But 
a tapped ball may not be returned 
to back court from jumps at foul 
circles. 

Touching Ball on Basket or 
In Cylinder 

If offense touches ball, basket 
does not count; if defense touches 

baii, offense gets two points. When 
baii bounces above ring, defense 
can touch rim or net with no pen-
alty. 

smiling 
If defense, when behind or with 

score tied (and after warning by 
official) does not attempt to get 
baii, a technical foul will be caiied. 
Offense, when ahead, must move 
ball to reasonabie offensive shoot-
ing position. 

Screen Plays 
Player who sets screen must re-

main still and set his screen about 
an arm's length from his man.

1-or thc sake of clarity, however, it should be pointed 
out again thiit the winter taxes are S C H O O L , C O U N T Y and 
T O W N . S I I I P ami liavc notliing to do wi t l i the city, where 
taxes arc levied in the summer. 

Thc city merely collects taxes for the county anti schools. 
Thc township treasurer, Rtiy T e r r i l l . collects township taxes, 
wl i i r i i ;irc ;ilso payable this month. 

Most residents want to knoiv about the increase. They're 
nor interested in anything hut "how much", "why" :ind 
"what for". 

It's at this point that the confusion enters. Our simple 
undcrstiimling of i l ic subject may make nn explanation easier. 
Then at;,\in, it iiiuy add confusion to the confusion. 

The biggest slice of winter taxes goes to our schools. T h c 
school budget this v M r totals S592,277. About S.mOOf) w i l l 
be collected from mxpayers within thc district. Staie aid, tui­
tion, etc., takes circ of the rest. 

Spccifici l lv, the .school tax is 21 mills, Wayne county (i.R 
mills (Oakland i l i i i l l s ) , and the township about i m i l l . 

Oiierntinu: cxpen.scs consiinie 17.50 mil ls of tlie school 
tax, while 1.75 mills is used to retire the l95-f Aii ierman 
school S30n.nf)n bond and 1.75 mills for this year's SSnO.OOO 
bond for the Anicrman adilition and new high school site 
preparation and planning. 

Another expense that the school board Iiiust pay back 
this year is S,S7.00fl in notes issued last year when state aid 
was cut off and operating funds depleted. 

Last year the schools levied 22.-f5 mills as opposed to 21 
mills this year. 

But Inst vear the state equalized valuation of the school 
district was SiO,000,nnO compared to 818,000,000 this year. 
Thus the state lias said that thc property in the school dis-
trict is worth (iO percent more than it was formerly assessed. 

This state "equalization factor" varies between counties 
ami thc city and township. Therefore, some property oivners 
w i l l have larger tax hikes than others. 

In the township thc equalization factor is 1.9; in the 
city (Wayne county) it is i .73; nnd in the Oakland county 
section of tlie city it is 2.-i3. 

For those who are interested, your winter tax may be 
figured by mul t ip ly ing the assessed valuation of your prop-
erty by the equalization f;ictor that applies to your area and 
finally by the total millage that you must pay. 

But whatever the total of the tax, take solace in the 
fact that local school taxes are not out of line wi th other 
communities. In fact they're lower than a great many and 
we haven't experienced h.nlf-day or extraordinary crowding 
of classrooms, yet. 

It's true that some tax inequities do exist. Some residents 
pay more because others do not pay their fair share. These 
assessment-shortcomings w i l l be corrected by the re-appraisal 
program recently completed in Wayne county and currently 
lieirig conducted in the Oakland county section of the city.

According to plans recently re-
veaied by the state highway depart-
ment, the Farniington-B r i g h 10 n 
route is oniy Ihe first of three ex­
pressways which very likeiy wiil 
intersect in Novi. 

The second is the 11 Mile express­
way to James Couzens highway, 
and the third is a north-south beit-
iine connecting the Monroe county 
area with the US-10 expressway to 
the Straits. 

But the new route wiii Iiot be 
without its drawbacks. Some Novi 
merchants, especially those whose 
trade depends on transient traffic, 
expect a deciine in their business.

pletely isolated from any other gov-
ernniental unit. 

Metcaif said the board of super-
visors has the power to inciude an 
area in a proposed incorporation if 
it seems logical, and may decide to 
force Brooklnnd Farms No. 1 into 
the proposed village. 

The secoad area is some 220 acres 
which were recentiy annexed to 
Northville. The eiection has been 
chaiienged by -Warren Products 
company and the Novi board, how­
ever, and if the annexation is In­
validated the area wouid again be 
part of the township. 

But to get it into the proposed 
village wouid require an annexation 
election sometime after Novi be­
comes a village. 

"We didn't ivorry about including 
this area in our petitions," said 
Tuck, "because it wouid have de-
iayed the filing of the petitions until 
after tiie annexation suit is heard. 
And if we had included the area, 
and the court ruled it into North­
ville, we would have to start all 
over with the petitions." 

Northviiie Estates poses a third 
knotty probiein. Since the subdi­
vision is not adjacent to Northviiie,. 
it cannot be annexed to the city. 

Consequently, as things stand 
now, Northville Estates and Brook­
lnnd Farms would be outside Novi 
viiiage and wouid have oniy tiie 
Novi township board for a govern­
ment. (The township wiil stiil exist 
even if Novi becomes a village.) 

But it Novi evenluaiiy becomes a 
city, the two subdivisions wouid be 
out in the cold, existing together as 
piecemeal remnants ot the town-
ship. 

Incorporation proceedings will 
prob.ibly be quiet from now until 
the eiection is scheduied. 

But in January, Tuck said, his 
committee wiii cail a public meet 
ing to outiine the steps which will 
be taken as Novi moves toward vii­
iage status. These include hoiding 
the incorporation election, naming 
a charter commission, writing the 
charter, and tinaily voting to ac-
cept the charter. Only then—possi-
biy next summer or tail—would Novi 
officially be a viiiage. 

In the meantime, a number ot 
pubiic meetings will be called to 
debate the pros and cons of incor-
poration itseif. One such meeting 
was heid last Monday night. (See 
other story, this page.) .

questioned the wisdom of it becom-
ing a viiiage. 

"Novi's density ot popuiation and 
industry might not support a vii­
iage at present," he said. "From 
the iegai standpoint, the township 
fits the requirements for a viiiage. 
But does it do so from an economic 
standpoint?" 

Savage suggested that Novi might 
consider becoming a charter town­
ship, which wouid protect its bound­
aries without incurring viiiage ex­
penses. 

But incorporation committeeman 
Dicron Tafraiian replied that his 
group had dismissed that possibilTty 
because a charter township must 
foliow a state-written charter where­
as a viiiage can draw up one to 
meet its own requirements. 

Other than that, Savage took an 
objective standpoint. 

As for advantages of becoming a 
village, he noted that Novi couid 
protect its borders, avoid future 
division of assets, get more state 
tax rebates, have direct adminis­
trative control over many govern-
mentai functions, and levy property 
taxes up to 20 mills. 

On the debit side, he said, Novi 
wouid eventually have to pay more 
for government, hire extra persoa-
nel, and construct municipal build­
ings, yet possibiy does not nowJiave 
the industrial tax base to support 
these expenses. 

The meeting also heard from 
members of the Novi Farmers and 
Landowners Protective association, 
which opposes incorporation, and 
three members of the Novi incor­
poration committee. 

Herbert Koester, chairman ot the 
landowners group which had sched­
uled the meeting, and Vern John-
son, vice-chairman of the group, 
repeated many ot Savage's reasons 
why viiiage status might be ques-
tionable. 

"I'd like to see Novi stay as it 
is," said Johnson, one of Novi's 
few remaining tuii-time farmers. 
"We're stiil a rural community, and 
we should stay that way until we 
have to change." 

Koester then turned the floor over 
to incorporation officiais. 

Chairman Waiter Tuck said his 
group's main concern is that choice 
tax piumbs wiil be annexed or in­
corporated into other areas, ieav-
ing tiie rest of the township penni-
iess. 

"We can't sit still now, even it 
we wanted to," said Tuck. "We must 
set up a form of government fiexi-
ble enough to meet our problems 
as they arise." 

in recent weeks indicate Novi should 
act soon to protect itself.
