Northville and Warren Products will meet in court
again next week for the second time in a year, Last time out
Warren's attorneys won a reversal of the election thar annex-
ed the plane to che city,

In the first suit the judge upheld a charge by Warren
that vote fraud existed,

His decision, whether fraud existed ar not, was neces-
sary to prove that the court cannor "wink” at any agreement
thar might permit the sale of a vote with an acre of land,

This time there is no charge of fraud or other irregulari-
ties. It is clearly a test of the law that has brought thousands
of acres of unincorporated land into cities throughoutr the
stace, It indicates chac the Warren officials have concluded chat
they will fight annexation into Northville at any cost,

It appears thar the cost will be considerably more than
any additional caxes the company would have to pay in che
city. Taxpayers will probably have upwards of 85,000 in-
vested when the newest suit is concluded. Oddly enough,
Warren officials are paying on hoth sides. As homeowners and
residents of the ciry, their txes also help pay for the city's
court costs.

More than casual interest will be centered on the out-
come of the Warren suit, The position maintained by Warren
attorneys is that the whole township should vote when a
portion within its houndaries is annexed by a city (under
15,000 population).

1f the supreme court upholds this interpretation, hundreds
of previous annexations would have bren completed illegally.
A nearhy example: the new Western Electric planc on Sheldon
road in Plymouth.

More Deposils Needed

Every reader of this column
should realize that, in the long rum,
a bank can loan to customers only
what it receives in deposits.

When next in your local bank, ask
for its-last printed statement, You
will quickly see that the bank's
own money (shown by Capital and
Surplus) is relatively small. The
money which you borrow is not the
bank's money, but it is your neigh-
bors’ money. When too many
“neighbors” reduce their deposits,
then the bank should reduce its
loans.

Banks, therefore, should work
harder for deposits. The simplest
way is o increase the interest rate
on deposits. Another way is to
spend more on advertising. To hene.
fit from a higher rate on deposits
or to make exira advertising pull,
banks should ‘“‘get off their high
horse,” Banks need lessons in pub-
lic relations. Bank employces should
be more courteous and be “sales-
men’ for their hanks. They may
need to keep their banks open long-
er hours and perhaps Friday or Sal-
urday nights, Depositors facetious-
ly remark that the bank charges
interest just the same whether open
for business or not!

Many investors who read this col-
umn noled how the stock market
jumped up when the Federal Re-
serve rate was reduced. When, how-
ever, people began to think through
and see that this reduction would
not help their community, the stock
market fell off again. In other
words, this reduction will not cause
consumers to buy more goods or
manufacturers to employ mare
help. Therefore, wise investors are
not buying more stocks now on
the small reduction in interest ratcs
by the “Fed."

The U.S, Government could, how-
ever, do three things which might
help the stock market: (1) Lower
the required margin which brokers
are now forced to demand of spec-
ulators; (2) buy more governments
from the hanks, giving them more
free money to loan; and (3) reduce
the reserves which banks are re-
quired to carry, In an emergency,
one or more of these could be done,
However, no emergency now exists
which would justify these steps. Of
course, reducing interest rates has
already caused honds to go up.

The $!3,000,000 Farmington-
Brighton expressway was open-
ed o traffic lase week, bringing
mixed blessings and potential
curses to Novi,

While state officials proclaim-
ed that the new superhighway
would cut traffic deaths on US-
16 by half, many Novi mer-
chants were expressing concern
that it would do the same to their
businesses.

Within hours after dedication cere-
monies Thursday, traffic on *‘old
Grand River” had slowed fo a
trickle. At one time Monday night,
not one of the three gas stations
at Novi rond and Grand River had a
car at its pumps,

Many merchants anticipate a de-
cline in business, especially from
transients, One restaurant has al-
ready closed down. Most merchants
plan intensive advertising cam-
paigns to make up for the lost trans-
ient trade.

But in general, Novi husinessmen
feel the expressway will be bene-
ficial in the long run, since it will
open up Novi for both residential
and industrial development, (See
next column for comments on the
expressway's effect.)

The superhighway, a leg of the
eventual Detroit-Muskegon inter-
state route, was opened Thursday
amidst a snowstorm that cut pray-
ers and speeches short and sent
bare-legged Walled Lake majorettes
scurrying for school buses when
their part of the program ended.

A 75-car caravan drove the entire
route, stopping in Brighton, Wixom,
Novi and Farmington for ribbon-
cutting ceremonies,

At Wixom, village president Jos-
eph T, Stadnik and Lincoln general
manufacturing  manager  William
Singleton snipped the strands. Sin-
gleton presented miniature Contin-
entals to lieutenant governor Philip
A, Hart, state highway commis-
sioner John C. Mackie, and state
senator Harvey Lodge.

At Novi, supervisor Frazer Sta-
man and Walled Lake mayor Robert
Thibideau cut the ribhans,

Mackie traced the expressway's
history from the time ground was
broken in September, 1955, The
Brighton-Muskegon section, he said,
will cost another $178,000,000 while
the route from Farmington into the
Ambassador Bridge will cost $155,
000,000,

With the exnressway's opening,
Grand River will become a county
road. Control of the highway will
be up fo Oakland county, as will
expenditures for it.

Presumably, the black-top fourth
lane which was added last summer
to alleviate traffic will be torn up.

Novi board members briefly dis-
cussed another problem of interest
to. Novi motorists: changing the
timing of the Grand River-Novi road
traffic light to allow a swifter flow
of Novi road traffic. Staman said a
study may be made by state police
to determine the intersection’s
needs.

Said one wag afterwards, com-
menting on the lack of Grand River
traffic since Thursday:

“The way it looks now, all they
need there is a couple stop signs
on Grand River.”

Meanwhile, representatives  of
northern Oakland county cities con-
tinued their feud this week with
Mackie .over his expressway pro-
gram. The Oakland cities want
northwestern highway extended
north to Fenton, while Mackie has
decided instead to continue the
Hastings-Oakland expressway north
and to build another superhighway
along 11 Mile road into Novi.

Mackie has shown no signs of
wavering jn his program.

What effect will the new expressway have on merchants ™

along Grand River?

In a spot-check of a dozen Novi businessmen this week,
The Novi News found that the question has caused no little
concern to them.

In general, they feel they'll survive. But opinions on
how well they'll survive and on what they must do to keep
going vary according to the type of business they are in.

At least one business, however, has already closed because
of the expressway,

A concensus of opinion might read:

“Sure, it will cut down on our business. Eventually, how-
ever, it will pick up again when new industries and homes
come out. We'll be hetter off than before. In the meantime,
we'll have to go out after business. I¢ won't come to us like
it did before.”

Many merchants have individual plans for meeting the
situation, but the biggest steps probably will be taken by the
Novi Board of Commerce,

Newly-clected president Dicron Tafralian said this week
he expects the expressway to hurt considerably. The solution,
he said, will be first to strengchen the board itself, then to
launch a campaign to attract even more business to Novi.

“If Novi can become an attractive, well-rounded shop-
ping acea, all business will benefit,” he said. "By bringing
in a variety of stores to serve all our needs, we can keep our
own customers and won't have to worry about transient
trade.”

Tafralian said he will reactivate several committees in
early January to probe this problem.

Other comments on the expressway's effects included:

Dirk Groenenberg, outgoing board of commerce presi-
dent: “Statistics show that other communities haven't been
hurt too severely hy an expressway. We'll lose some transient
trade, but it won't be a permanent injury.”

J. W. Harris, owner of Rosewood restaurant: “I've heard
truck drivers say they may continue to use Grand River be.
cause the expressway's ramps are difficule to maneuver, Be-
sides, we're Jocated near three cloverleafs, so we may get
some customers off the expressway.”

Walter Tuck, Novi Auto Parts: “Our business shouldn’t
be affected, because most of our customers are from Novi and
will continue to come here. Transient-type businesses prob-
ably will be hurt somewhat. As for the expressway helping
Novi grow, I feel that until it actually makes Detroic more
accessible, it won't benefit Novi much, At present, it merely
spills traffic into that snarl in Detroit—which isn’t much of
an artraction.”

Mrs. Rose Marchesotte, Saratoga Farms restaurant: “I
can't tell yer. We'll have to wait uatil spring. In any case,
our regulars will still know we're here, and if we advertise
more we may make up for any loss.” .

Mrs. Ernest Black, Black's Market: “It’s hard to say.
We'll Jose some summertime customers on their way to the
lakes, but most of our business is from this neighborhood.
Besides, we traveled the Ohio mirnpike and found that you
have to leave it if you want to eat or get gas.”

Charles Trickey, St., Trickey's Sporting Goods: "It should
help Novi. Our stores are more accessible now, and there
are plenty of customers in Northville and Plymouth — for
our business, at least. However, we may have to expand our
services to atcract more customers.”

Leo Harrawood, Harrawood's Service: "It will be a great
thing. We'll be hurt for awhile, but eventually drivers will
find Grand River easier to travel than it was and a lot of
them will rerurn. We'll have to advertise more, of course.
And maybe our 24-hour service will have to end.”

Mrs. David Hay, Havloft business: “We are closing, The
trucks were 90 percent of our business. They may come back,
but T daubt it.”

Les Ward, Ward's Service: "It will hurt a little, but we'll
get by if we advertise and go our afrer business. Besides,
most of our business is from Novi irself.”

An English Christmas is very sim-
ilar to an American one. We have
our Christmas trees, decorated in
the usual traditional way, and we
have Father Christmas, as we call
Santa Claus, and his reindeer.

We use a lot of holly and mistle-
toe in our decorating, and in by-
gone days the Yule log used to
play a hig part in Christmas festi-
vities, This was a huge log which
burnt for most of Christmas day.
Those who dragged it home were
envied, as they were thought to be
immune from evil spells and spirits
for the next year.

The children all wrote to Father
Christmas and “‘post” them up the
fireplace. On Christmas Eve, each
child puts out his stocking or pil-
low slip lo await Santa’s arrival
with his presents.

On Christmas day itself, every-
one eats a huge traditional dinner
of turkey and plum pudding which
is made at home, with each mem-
her of the family taking it in turns
to stir the mixture and make a
wisli, Around the turkey is placed
a string of sausages, a custom dat-
ing back from pre-Christmas times.

The day after Christmas is also
a national holiday in England, call-
ed Boxing Day. On this day many
families go to a pantomime, which
is a Christmas show, usually a
fairy tale, put on by adults for the
children, The fairy tale is brought
up to date by popular songs and
jokes. In the evening of Boxing
Day, many adults go to the Christ-
mas dance.

Wherever one may be in the
world, the Spirit of Christmas is al-
ways the same, and I am sure I
shall enjoy my [irst American
Christmas.

in Homeland

In Germany...
by Jurgen Hamacher

As in all the Christian countries
the Christmas holidays rank first
in Germany among the various holi-
days. They are considered to be the
maost  beautiful time during the
witole year,

The four weeks hefore Christmas
are called the ‘“‘Advent” season
(“advent”” is a Latin word and
means arrival), The Advent season
is the time Christ is coming.

At the beginning of this season
cach family gets an Advent wreath
with four red candles on it. This
wreath is made of the branches of
fir trees, The candles symbaolize the
last four Sundays before Christmas.
At the first of these four Sundays
the children light one of the can-
dles, Each following Sunday one
more candle is lighted until they
all burn. Then the children know
that Christmas is near. Usually the
candles are burned at dinner or in
the evenings when the whole family
is sitting together.

The children have Christmas cal-
endars, which make them think on
Christmas.

In Germany it is not Santa Claus
who brings the gifts at Christmas.
It is the Christ-baby who brings
them. Sankt Nikolaus (thai's Ger-
man word for Santa Claus) comes
at o special Sankt Nikolaus Day
and brings candies, nuts and cook-
jes. This day is on December 6. The
children put out their boots before
the windows and Sankt Nikolaus
fills them overnight with his sweet
things.

The bestowal of gifts usually takes
place on Christmas Eve, (Very few
families do it on Christmas morn-
ing). The gifts are not wrapped.
They are lying visible' below the
Christmas tree.

The Christmas tree usually is a
fit tree. The tree is decorated with
real wax candles and colored balls,
Very few people have electric bulbs,
hecause they prefer the warm light
of wax candles. Almost each family
has a little manger which is placed
below the Christmas tree.

When all the members of the
family have got their presents they
start singing Christmas songs and
the children recite Christmas poems,
The song people like best is “Stille
Nacht, Heilige Nacht”. That’s the or-
iginal version of “Silent Night, Holy
Night",

After the singing the whole fam-
ily goes to church for the midnight
service. The churches have wonder-
ful decorations and also the streets
are decorated with lights and
Christmas trees.

Christmas is celebrated on the
two days following Christmas Eve.
They are days of family life and
people mostly stay at home. The
favorite food for Christmas is goose,

The results
of this re-appraisal will nor show up until next year, but its
purpose will be to eliminate the inequities pointed to by
Dodge.

‘The Dodge report also hits at assessment formulas which
show personal property being assessed at 90 to 100 per cent,
commercial and industrial at 60 to 65 per cent and homes at
anywhere from 15 to 120 per cent of cash value,

Republican Congressman William
S. Broomfield and Democratic state
highway commissioner John C,
Mackie are continuing their feud
aver expressways in Oakland coun-
ty — and Novi, though not right
in the thick of it, has a vital inter-
est in the results,

The feud concerns the roule of
Qakland county's first expressway
to the north,

Broomfield wants it to be an ex-
tension of Northwestern highway,
which would cut through the lake
seetion of the county and end at
Fenton,

Mackie has decided instead to ex-
tend the proposed Hastings-Oakland
expressway (east of US-10} from
Detroit up through Pontiac and
Flint,

Novi’s concern is this:

~— under Mackie's plan, North-
western would be converted inta an
expressway out to 11 Mile, and an
11-Mile expressway would connect
it with the Farmington-Brighton ex-
pressway right in the heart of Novi.
This would give Novi motorists an
immediate non-stop route into west-
ern and downtown Detroit (over
the 11 Mile, Northwestern, and John
Lodge expressways) and would be
a great boon to residential and in-
dustrial development,

— under Broomlicld’s plan, the
11-Mile expressway into Novi would
be scrapped entirely, and North-
western would be continued all the
way to Fenton instead of stopping
at 11-Mile,

On his side Mackie claims the
Hastings-Oakland route would serve
three times as many cars as the
Northwestern exlension, that it
would serve more communities, that
it is eligible for 90 percent federal
aid, and that the plan for an 11-
Mile route will adequately handle
traffic in western Oakland county
until the Northwestern expressway
can be built,

“T am not in the husiness of trud-
ing highway projects with anybody
to smooth over local opposition
which may develop to my highway
program or to buy political sup-
port,” said Mackie.

Broomfield, however, claims that
Oakland needs both the Hastings-
Oakland and Northwestern exten-
sion routes, He added that the spur
into Novi will “serve no useful pur-
pose to motovists of Onkland coun-
ly”’ and said it could be used many
other places to better advantage,
notably the Northwestern route.

The Novi township board
went ahcad Monday night with
plans for a new fire hall two
serve the Walled Lake section
of the township.,
At the same time, the board
lgnrncd to its surprise thac its
lingering  building  inspector
problem is right back where it
starced eight months ago.
The board met in special session
Monday to hurry along plans for the
hall. When it ended, they had de-
cided on this much about the hall:
— it will be built in the township
park, adjoining an existing building
which already has plumbing.
— it will house two fire trucks,
and will have additional rooms for
a polling place and a meeting hall,
— it will be 50 feet by 50 feet, with
its front facing toward Walled Lake,
Its cost will be upwards of $20,000.
The board agreed to have an ar-
chitect draw up plans which then
would be submitted for bids, Two
bids already have been received —
one for $18,300 and the other slightly
higher because of a more expensive
heating system.
The decision to build a fire hall
came initially as an effort to reduce
the township’s cash assets, which
may have to be divided with Wix-
om when and if the village becomes
a city. Real estate is not divided
in such cases.
Board members also have pointed
out that there has long been talk
of a fire hall near Walled Lake, that
fire insurance rates were recently
increased because of poor fire ser-
vice there, and that some 75 resi-
dents recently petitioned for a new
hall.
The building inspector problem
cropped up again when the board
was told that Thomas Needham,
odds-on choice for the post, prob-
ably would not be aceepted by other
communities around Novi even if he
passes a state electrical contract-
or's test.

Road to Northville
To Get Federal Aid

A §21,000 weight has been lifted
from the shoulders of Northville tax-
payers. And with the burden has
gone a knotly problem that has
been bounced back and forth be-
tween the city, schoal and counties
for several months,
