Many times the type of be-
havior that is being manifested
in terms of the child’s develop-
ment is normal but disturbs the
adult and is often labeled mis-
behavior, Frequently adult stand-
ards are thrust upon young

City To Cut Taxes $10,000;.
Triple imiprovement Spending

Northville 'taxpayers will pay approximately $10,000 less
taxes to operate the city during the coming 16 months than they

paid for the 12 months ended Feb. 29 but the city will spend more
than three times as much for public improvements as during the
past year, according to Councilman John F, Stubenvoll,

The Jower tax levy and higher expenditures for public im-
provements will reflect the receipt of approximately $105,000 of

revenue from racing last year,
Stubenvoll said,

The city tax rate for the com-
ing year is tentatively set at 19.5
mills ($19:50 per $1,000 of asses~
sed valuation) compared with
14.7 mills for the year just end-
ed, The higher rate will be more
than offset by an across-the-
board reduction in assessed val-
uation of real property o 55%
of the figure for last year, which

figures out as a 27% reduction
in real estate taxes.

Personal property assessments
will ‘be "based upon values re-
ported by taxpayers and. are not
subject lo the reduction that ap-~
plies to real estate. . .

Assesor E, M. Bogart pointed
out that “the general reduction
in real estatc assessments is to
bring them in line with compara-
ble assessments in Northville and
Novi townships for the purpose
of levying school and county
taxes. The village was prohibit-
ed from levying more than 15
mills in taxes and to raise enough
money to cover village expenses
its assessed valuations had to be
higher. School, county and town-
ship taxes were levied last year
on considerably lower ‘township
valuations of property inside the
village. The City of Northville,
however, must levy its own
school and .county taxes and
property owners would be
severely penalized if the previ-
ous high property valuations
were used. The city’s need for
operating revenues on the lower
valuation will be handled by the
proposed 195 mill tax rate,

More Teachers Necessary

Aside from the high school,
the Northville school distriot is
growing apidly and the greater
number of boys and girls in
school is requiring more teachers
than were necessary only a few
years ago, Next year, for exam-
ple, it will be necessary to hire
five new teachers in addition to
the 56 now on the payroll, Their
salaries probably will run be-
tween $20,000 and $25,000, and
will require two of the additjonal
four mills that the board of edu-
calion is asking for authority to
levy if and when nceded. (The
district’s assessed valuation next
year will be about $10,000,000
and a two mill tax on this valu-
tion would raise $20,000.)

In addition the board has
agreed lo raise the present salary
schedule for teachers by approxi-
mately $50,000, effective next
year. This increase was belicved
necessary by the board and
school administrative officials if
Northville is to retain present
members of the tcaching staff
and be able to hire qualified new
teachers in the face of higher
pay elsewhere, It is expected that
the pay scale for other school
personnel will be brought in line
with the higher teachers’ salaries.

Looking ahead to next year,
and the years to follow, we can
foresee a steadily rising heed for
supplies and teaching equipment
such as art supplies, typewriters
for larger typing classes, ete. One
concrete example is paper towels
for wash rooms, of which we now
use 75 cases a year compared
with 50 cases just a few years
ago.

Broader Curriculum Needed
_More difficult to detail specifi-
cally, but nevertheless of major
importance in providing ade-
quate educational opportunities
to Northville youth, is the need
for further improvements in our
curriculum, Teachers and our
administrative staff agree that
there is need for improvement in
our counseling and guidance ser-
vice, There also is need for ex-

making programs so more pupils
can be handled,

Not only is there need for in-
creased instruction in certain
fields; there are some areas in
which present instruction would
have to be curtailed or abandon-
ed should the' request for addi-
tional millage be turned down.
One would be the remedial read-
ing program which was started
last fall, which involves one
teacher working with children
who need special help in reading
and other subjects. Another
could be the speech correction
program which is now being car-
ried on jointly with Plymouth
and in which approximately 30-
35 Northville children are being
taught, The time is coming when
Plymouth probably will carry on
this program alone for its stud-
ents. When it arrives, Northville
must be prepared to carry on
alone,

As a final reason why the
Loard of education is asking ap-
proval of a 10 mill operational
tax as a substitute for the present
6 mill tax which has been in
offect for the past five years, ex-
penses of running the schools
have advanced so much it would
be impossible to operate.next
year on the six mill levy ~without
increasing a Jarge deficit.

could be present at the morning
services. In 1642, because of a
shift in economic conditions,
Pope Urban VIII was forced 1o
declare the last three days of
Holy Weck no longer holy days
of obligation. With schools, fac-
tories and tbusiness places open
on these days, the solemn and
important liturgical services have
been held in churches that in
many cases were almost deserted.

These Holy Week services
have such dignity, sacramental
force, and power for nourishing
christian life (which cannot be
supplied by substitutes), that
they had to be restored to the
people, And so the church, by
simplifying the services and re-
storing them to dheir proper
time-setting, makes it possible
for Catholics to attend in great
numbers and reap the rich spir-
itual beneflits of Holy Week.

The Restoration of the Holy
Week services poses the danger
that it might be considered as
merely a new ‘“time-table” of
services or a change in ceremon-
ies. To understand Holy Week
properly and to realize its full
significance and bearing on our
lives, we must go back to the
final week of our Blessed Sav-
jor's mortal life on earth and ~
beyond that — into the Old Tes-
tament.

(Adam, by his sin of disobedi-
ence, lost for us humans the

greatl gilt of divine life, but God
promised 1o send a Redeemer
who would restore it, Later on,
when His chosen people (the Is-
raclites) were oppressed as skives
in Egypt, God chose Moses to
liberate them. On the night of
the Passover, they were to eat
the Paschel Lamb and smear jts
bleod on their doorposts so the
destroying Angel would not kill
their {irst-born sons. Then God
led them out of Egypt through
the Red Sea, going before them
by day in a pillar of cloud and
by night in a pillar of fire, and
feeding them with manna in the
desert. Finally He made them a
great nation under King David,
from whom His divine Son was
deseended, through Mary.

These Old Testament types are
fulfiled in Christ and recalled
in our Holy Week worship, Palm
Sunday dis a popular demonsira-
tion in honor of Chnist the King,
Holy Thursday marks the Pass-
over Supper at which He gave us
the Holy Eucharist. On Good Fri-
day the Lamb of God was slain
to redeem us, The ‘“blessed
night” of Holy Saturday brings
us the Risen Christ, the light
shining in the darkness (the Pil-
lar of fire), who led us from sin
to Life through the waters of
Baptism.

Holy Week must ‘be not merely
a reenactment of the drama of
Redemption, but re-living it,
which we actually experience. It
must bring about in us vital re-
sults, not a mere “putling on”

of virtues, like hanging orna-
