Higher Operating Expenses

Northville voters gave their suppore to the school hoard ac
the special school election Tuesday when they approved the 10

A total of 660 persons voted.
484 Votes — YES
169 Votes ~ NO
7 Votes — Spoiled

The election culminated weeks
of campaigning by the P-TA,
teachers and school board. Spe-
cial leaflets had been printed,
publicity chairmen were doing a
full time job and special meet-
ings were called to inform the
public on the necessity of approv-
al at this election,

The 660 vote was described as
being ‘“a good turnout for a
school election.”

The approval authorizes the
board of education to levy an
annual tax up to 10 mills ($10 per
$1,000) of assessed valuation for
schoo! operating expenses, This
is four mills more than is now
being levied. The power to make
this levy will run for 10 years.

Superintendent of Northville
Schools Russell H. Amerman
said that if the 10 mill operation-
al tax levy had not been approv-
ed it would have been impossible
to aperate next year on the six
mill levy without increasing a
large deficit,

“Even this year,” Amerman
said, “without the additional new
teachers and the pay increase for
school employces, it is possible
that the system may end up with
a small deficit unless future re-
ceipts from state aid run ahead
of estimates,”

Approval at this election allows
the school board to raise the pres-
ent salary schedule for teachers
by approximately $50,000, effec-
tive next year. This increase was
believed necessary by the board
and school administrative offi-
cials if Northville is to retain
present members of the teaching
staff and be able o hire qualified
new teachers in the face of higher
pay elsewhere, It is expected that
the pay scale for other school
personnel will be brought in ling
with the higher teachers’ salaries.

Next year Amerman said that
it would be necessary to hire five
new teachers in addition to the
56 now on the payroll. Their sal-
aries probably will run between
$20,000 and $25,000 and will re-
quire two of the additional four
mills levied.

The lead story in last week’s
Record by Russell H. Amerman,
explained the reasons for the 10
mill tax.

Briefly, the article said that
the increase was “.,.simply &
matter of having' to meet in-
creased operating costs resulting
from the rapid present and fore-
seeable growth in the number of
boys and girls of school age in
the.district, which requires more
teachers and other school person-
nel, and more supplies for use in
teaching and other phases of
school operation.”

“And when the centurion, which
stood over against Him, saw that
He so cried out and gave up the
ghost, he said, Truly this man
was the Son of God!” (St. Mark
15:39).

The manner of Christ's death
also proves ihat He laid down
His life voluntarily, He had said:
“No man taketh it from Me, but
I lay it down of Myself. I have
power {o lay it down, and I have
power to take it lagain.” (St, John
10:18)" Even in those last mo-
ments before His death Christ
could have descended from the
cross, But He wanted to die, Wil-
lingly He gave Himself, out of
love for us, “Christ also hath lov-
ed* us, and hath given Himself
Jor us, an offering and a sacri-
fice to God.” (Ephesians 5:2).

Let us also ponder the deep
meaning of Christ’s last words
on the cross, When He cried with
a loud voicg, “Father, into Thy
hands I commend My spirit!” He
wanted His enemies, His friends,
and the whole world fo know
that despite the suffering He had
endured on the cross, God was
still His Father, He knew that
He was no longer forsaken by
God. He had been forsaken only
because it was necessary to make
full payment for the sins of the
world—and part of that payment
was to be forsaken of God. Now
knowing that His Father was
wholly satisfied with His work
of redemption, God the Son

commends, that is, commits, en-

trusts Jis soul 1o the Father's
loving care,

“And having said thus, He gave
up the ghost.,” The significance of
this statement lies in the fact
that Christ truly died, Had He
not actually died, His work of
redemption would not have been
completed. He had said, “It is
finished!” only because in the
next few moments He was going
1o breathe His last, He made “His

soul an offering for sin.” (Isaish
53:10), Christ was both the Priest
and the Sacrifice, Now God is
completely reconeiled, In the
scale of His justice lies the death
of His own Son. And Christ's
resurrection on the third day is
the infallible proof that He was
God’s Son and that God had ac-
cepted His sacrifice,

Many indced despise the last
words of Christ and ignore His
work of redemption, and thus
deny the Lord who bought them
and remain under the curse of
their sins.

God forbid that the death of
His Son be in vain for us. Let us
repent of our sins, accept Christ
by faith, and live a true gedly
life, saying with Paul the Apos-
tle: “For whether we live, we live
unto the Lord, and whether we
die, we die unto the Lord; whe-
ther we live therefore or die, we
are the Lord's." (Romans 14:8).

Oakland County School Sup-
erintendent  William Emerson
explained legal provisions and
steps involved in the consolida-
tion of Novi school districts ac
a meeting of representatives of

Numerous legal questions and
procedure inquiries were discus.
sed by school officials and area
representiatives during the two-
hour session held in the Novi

school’s new library, |-

Despite the heaviest snowfall

The question of boundaries for
the new consolidated district was
also discussed. There seems to be
general agreement that the
southern portion of Dunrfee dis-
trict will ask to withdraw from
the district and seek annexation
to Northville,

Likewise, there seems to be
general disagreement regarding
the line along which the district
should be split. Some advocate
making the split at 8-Mile Rd.
to conform with township and
county Jboundaries. Others advo-
cate a line halfway between 8-
and 9-Mile roads, ¢

Representatives of the Novi
system are scheduled to meet
with the Northville Board of Ed-
ucation Monday night to discuss
the boundary situation,

The new petitions calling for a
general election on the consoli-
dation gquestion must be signed
by a number of qualified school
electors equivalent to at least
50% of the number of registered
general eleclors in the areas in.
