Oakland County School Sup­
erintendent William Emerson 
explained legal provisions and 
steps involved in the consolida­
tion of Novi school districts at 
a meeting of representatives of 
the four Novi districts Friday 
evening. 

Numerous legal questions and 
procedure inquiries were discus 
sed by school officials and area 
representatives during the two-
hour session held in the Novi 
school's new library. 

Despite the heaviest snowfall 
of the year and nearly impassa­
ble roads, approximately 40 peo­
ple wore on hand to discuss the 
problem. 

Two ot the most important 
questions raised were bonded in­
debtedness and district boundar­
ies. 

The bonded indebtedness ques­
tion involves the new $200,000 
addition lo Novi schooi in Dis­
trict No. 8. Approximately $175,-
000 of this amount has not yet 
been paid off. 

M the olher three districts (East 
Novi, Putnam and Durfee) are lo 
s.«-nsoiida-l-.' andsjse.lhc f»;.ili-
lies of Novi No. 8, they musl also 
be prepared to assume their 
share of the outstanding indebt­
edness, Emerson pointed out. This 
point must be cieariy brought out 
in the petitions for consolidation. 

The question of boundaries for 
the new corisolidated district was 
also discussed. There seems to be 
general agreement that the 
southern porlion of Durfee dis­
trict will ask to withdraw from 
the district and seek annexalion 
lo Northviiie. 

Likewise, there seems to be 
general disagreement regarding 

[the line along which the district 
"should be split. Some advocate 
making the split at 8-Mile Rd. 
to conform with township and 
counly .boundaries. Others advo­
cate a line haU-way between 8-
and 9-Mile roads. * 

Representatives of the Novi 
system are scheduled lo meet 
wilh the Northviiie Board of Ed­
ucation Monday night to discuss 
the boundary situation. 

The new petitions calling for a 
general election on the consoli­
dation question must be signed 
by a number of qualified school 
electors equivalent lo at least 
50% of the number of registered 
general electors in the areas in-
volved. 

"We hope to get this thing on 
the road as soon as possible," 
Novi No. 8 Supt. William Medlyn 
said. "The mechanics of working 
the consolidation out determine 
how soon we can circulate the 
pelilions, but il will probably be 
late spring."

Hines Drive To Be 
Extended; Ford Co. 
Donates 410 Acres 

The Ford Motor Co. today an­
nounced the donation of 410 acres 
of Ford owned land to the Wayne 
County Road Commission for the 
construction of a l^h mile scenic 
drive through the center of Dear­
born, which will connect with 
Edward N. Hines Dr. Most of the 
4l0 aci'es lie within Fair Lane, 
the Henry Ford estate. 

In tiddilion to facilitating the 
flow of traffic in areas served by 
the drive, the land donated will 
contribute to the road commis­
sions flood conti'ol program along 
the Rouge River. 

Landscaping along the drive 
will be designed to protect resi­
dential and industrial property. 

To date, 15 mileff of the Edward 
N. Hines Dr. have been complet­
ed from 7-Mile in Northville to 
Telegraph Rd. in Dearborn town­
ship. The road commission has 
a c q u i r e d land which would 
lengthen the present drive to the 
area donated by Ford Motor Co. 

The Ford donation will permit 
the construction of the scenic 
drive from north of Ford Rd. to 
a temporary terminus at Michi­
gan Ave. 

On completion, around ,l959, 
there will be 20 miles of scenic 
highway from which trucks will 
be prohibited, between Dearborn 
and the northwest region of 
'greater Detroit.

It began modestiy with nine 
students and two professors. To­
day it has 23,9l4 students and a 
faculty of 1,450 professors. 

The original 40-acre campus 

has grown to some 1007 acres in 
the present main campus and 
over 700 acres in the new North 
Campus. In addition, the Univer­
sity owns some 17,500 acres in 
outstate Michigan.

Novi Township Holds Annual Meeting 
P r o p o s e d B u d g e t o f 
$ 8 2 , 5 0 0 A p p r o v e d 
Treasurer's Report Receives Approval, 
Board Seeks Additional V2 Mill Tax Levy 

A proposed budget of $82,500 for the fiscal year 1956-57 was 
unanimously approved by Novi residents at the annual township 
meeting Monday afternoon. 

ln addition to the budget, they approved the treasurer's re­
port listing expenses and income for the past year. An additional 
Vz mill tax levy Was proposed, bringing the total township tax to 
l mill. 

Proposed Budget 
Included in the proposed budg-

el were the following ilems: 
Salaries (administrative) $14,400 
Saiaries (.public safety) 28,300 
General Expense 24,500 
Street Lighting 2,000 
Ceiuetery Fund 600 
Welfare 200 
Road Maintainance 8,000 
Election expense l,500 
New Voting Machines (2) 3,000 

Jusl An Eslimale 
"This budget is just an esti­

mate," Supervisor Frazer Staman 
emphasized. "Some ilems listed 
will undoubtedly be high, others 
low." 

"The additional two election 
machines are needed," Staman 
added, "lo bring the -total num­
ber of machines to six, three' for 
each precinct." 

The township will be split into 
two precincts with 11-Mile Rd. 
the dividing line. The residents 
living north ai 11-Mile will vote 
at the' Community Bldg. and 
those south of ll-jilile wiil vote 
at Township Haii. 

Questions Asked 
A number of questions werd 

put lo the board by the specta­
tors present. 

"What do the expenses for. the 
department of public safety in­
clude?" Mrs. Virginia Nobie 
asked. 

"The salaries of the police and 
fire personnel and commissions 
for the heating, eiectricai and 
building inspectors are included 
in this category," Staman replied. 

Aiso brought out was the fact 
that the township park on the 

1-

southwest shore of Waiied Lake 
Is now seif-suipporling. A new 
reslrocm and addiiionai play­
ground equipInent have been 
added in the last few years. 

Sales Tax 
An explanation of the $30,080 

in re'ceipts from sales tax was 
requested and Staman outlined 
the basis on which the money is 
given. 
^ The sales tax is distributed to 
townships on the basis of popula­
tion In the 1950 census. It goes 
into the general fund and is used 
lor miscellaneous township ex­
penses, he said. 

The questions of township 
roads was also brought up by a 
spectator. Staman said the town­
ship is aliotted $16,406 annualiy 
for ail township roads, excluding 
county roads and state highways. 

Need Additional Money 
"It's not an awfui lot of Inon­

ey,'' he said, "and each year we 
need aditional money. We took 
the road grader oU last summer 
because we ran out of money. 
Later we put an additional $6,000 
into the road fund from the gen­
eral fund to cii'rry us over." 

An increase of $1,371,llO over 
the 1955 total assessment, was re­
ported. I "This figure may seem 
contradictory," Staiman said, "be­
cause we had an increase of $1,-
436,065 in four of our school dis­
tricts aione. However, we lost 
much taxable land when Oak-
wood subdivision became part of 
the city- of Northviile. We also 
lost tax assessments on the land 
condemned for the new Grand 
Rivet expressway.'"

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Sixth Qraders Complete Study of NovVs History 
Sixth grade students in Mrs. 

Rowena Salow's class at Novi 
school have been busy doing re­
search work to complete a unit 
of study aibout Novi. 

They c o l l e c t e d information 
from the town's citizens for their 
reports and reproduced old build­
ings in miniature. The building 
was done with cardboard and 
construction paper. 

The project originally included 
only a history of Novi schools, 
but the students became so inter­
ested that they continued until 
the exhibit now also includes the 
first store, church and railroad. 

Many people have visited the 
classroom and some of the "old 
timers" gav the students addi­
tional information to add to their 
collection. 

Reports were given by the fol­
lowing students: Carol Moody, 
introduction and early education 
iri Novi; Donna Mae Lien, the 
first school; Freda Angel, the 
second school, Philip R. Simen-
ton, tho present school; Calherine 
Noble, the first store; James Fris­
bie, the first church, and Greg­
ory Larson, the first railroad. 

According to Mrs. Salow the 
children spent three weeks on the 
project; interviewing, writing and 
building. They are now working 
lo put the informalion in book 
form, with sketches, A copy wiii 
be presented lo the school library. 

Some interesting fads taken 
from the reports inciudo: 

When Novi was fii'sl settled 
there were no schools. MolhoI's 
taught their children at home. 

The first school was built in 
District 8. The children were 
taught reading, writing and arith-
metie. The children did not pass 
from one -grade to another, but 
from one reader to another. 

The second school was built in 
1864. Everyone wrote on slates. 

There were no janitors and child­
ren and teachers cleaned the 
rooms. 

Punishment for children in­
cluded "a darn good licking" and 
sometimes the teacher scraped a 
chiid's neck with a ruler. This, 
school .burned, was abandoned 
and then redecorated. It is now 
the Novi Convalescent home. 

The present school was built in. 

1928. Annex one was added in 
1951 and annex two was added 
last year. 

It is not known exactly where 
the first store was located, but 
one Novi resident had an old tin 
type picture of it which the child­
ren used to make their reiproduc-
tion.

The railroad station is almost 
the same 'as it was when it was 
built in l859. At that time eight 
mail or passenger trains stopped 
in Novi daily.
