hearing that the City of Northville, by means of'a recently passed legislative amendment, had 
succeeded in calling a special election for the purpose of annexing the 70-acre "Yerkes Farm" at 
tlie southern edge of Novi township. 

The property lying north and east of Northville's Oakwood Subdivision, is now owned by 
Detroitei'S Richard Beneicke and 
î obert Krue and is the pi-oposed 
site for a 250-home subdivision 

Council Refused 
Early last ye/i-, Beneicke and 

Krue i-oqueslcd annexation of 
their property to Northville in an 
effort to secure city water and 
sewage facilities needed for their 
homes. The Northviiie council 
had previousiy i-efused to fui-nish 
the water and sower connections 
for the entire project unless the 
ai'oa became part of the city. 

The special election, originaiiy 
set by the Secretary of State's 
office for May 10, was postponed 
untii June 5 at the request of 
Northviiie oCtieials who said they 
did not have sufficient time to 
prepai-e.for the election. 

Special Act 
"A special act of the recent 

legislature amended the statute 
pertaining to annexation proce­
dures in two counties,"' accord­
ing to Northville City Attorney 
Philip Ogilvie, "thus making it 
legal to call a special election for 
anne.vation." 

Prior to this amendment, sign­
ed by the governor last month, 
a special election on the problem 
had not been possible. 

In addition to the former Verk-
es property, Northviiie seeks to 
annex a triangular strip to the 
east bounded by the railroald 
track, Novi Rd. and 8-Mile Rd. 

Two lots at the northern end 
of the triangle, west of Novi Rd. 
and south of the railroad, have 
not been included in the request. 
Ogilvie said these residents were 
not' in favor of the annexation.

"As The Crackling of Thorns..." 

The joy of the unbelievers, the 
non-Christians can only be sup-
ei'ficial and of short duration. Al -
Ihougii they may appear ever so 
jovial, their happiness is not very 
rooted. InwaI-dly they are the 
most univappy. Boisterous mirth 
and slapstick comedy cannot give 
lasting joy to a man who is not 
right with His God. 

"As the crackling of thorns 
under a pot, so 
is the laughter 
of the fool. This 
also is vanity,'' 
(Ecclesiastes 7:-
6). A very fit 
comparison. The 
laughter o£ a 
fool is similar to 
the burning of 
thorns under a 
pot, which pro-

Rev. Pankow duces a g r e a t 
noise and huge flames but con­
tributes a heat that is negligible; 
for soon the blaze is gone, and 
only a few scattered ashes re-
Inain. So is the laughter and the 
joy of the unbelieving fool. 

This can be exemplified fur­
ther by an anecdote. One day a 
man came to a religious counsel­
or for comfort and peace of con­
science. The counselor, instead of 
fulfilling his sacred obligation 
and offering the man the conso­
lation of the Gospel, told him: 
"Forget about those things! Go 
to see aiid hear that famfius com-
edian who is playing in our city 
and is keeping his audience in a 
constant roar. That man will dis­
pel these morbid broodings of 
yours." There was a moment's 
silence. Then the visitor confes­
sed: "I am that comedian!" 

So shallow and artificial is the 

joy of this world. Many a man's 
heart is bleeding and breaking 
within, while his lips are forced 
to laugh. What other reason can 
be given for the disproportionate­
ly large number of suicides in 
the entertaining world? 

A few years ago Hollywood 
was stunned by the suicide of 
one of its most popular actresses. 
Like millions of other .American 
girls she had craved for the hap­
piness of the world. In the words 
of a newspaper article, published 
shoI-tly after her death, happi­
ness for her meant; "being rich 
and famous. It meant having a 
big car and fine clothes. It meant 
having a shapely body, un-
ashaItiedly shown. It meant be­
ing in love with a handsome man. 
It meant applause." Al l of these 
were hers in abundance; and al­
though she had entertained mil­
lions of movie goers and soldiers, 
she herself had found no peace 
of heart. She committed suicide 
by taking a powerful overdose 
of sleeping pills, Here was one 
who had posed-as a picture of 
joy and happiness, but who, des­
pondent and despairing, took her 
own life. 

God's Frescriplion for a 
Happiness Without End 

we can be assured that there 
is nothing artificial or shallow 
about the joy that God prescribes 
for us, It is an imperishable joy, 
the roots of which go deep into 
Calvary, into the sacrificial death 
of Jesus, where we find the par-
don and the peace of God. A mil-
lion sinful joys of this world can-
not soothe the heart and con-
science, but one believing look 
at the Christ who died for us on 
the cross can bring joy unknown 
and ineffable. 

It is an imperishable joy also 
because it finds its source in the 
empty tomb in Joseph's Garden, 
that is to say, in the resurrection 
of Christ from the dead. There 
could be no joy, temporal or 
eternal, had Christ remained in 
the tomb. Then we might well be 
attired in mourning clothes all 
our lives—''If Christ be not rais­
ed, your faith is vain; ye are yet 
in your sins." (I Orinthians l5:-
l7). Rut when Jesus rose from 
the dead and left the tomb, light, 
life, and immortality bloomed 
forth for us in Joseph's Garden. 

That is the reason Jesus told 
His disciples: ''Your heart shall 
rejoice, and your joy no man 

taketh from you." (John 18:22). 

By hearing the Gospel and be­
lieving in Christ one can come 
into possession of this eternal and 
unfading joy. Have you followed 
God's prescription?

HERE ARE THE FACTS 

ABOUT THE MILK STRIKE! 

The ill-advised Inilk strike, in which organized labor 
endeavored to "take over" the dau-y farmers of the 

. Detroit milk shad, proved one thing: That labor union 
practices and the business of independent farmers 
don't muf 
It became evidept from the start that the Instigators 
were not strilting the dauies for a higher price. They 
had, in fact, agreed with dau-ies they would take the 

' prevailing snarket price for farmers' miUi:! 
Instead, they directed thek attack fsaiilst the dairy 
farmers' own organization, the Sfiabigan Milk 
Producers Asaociation, which thsy a'Ined to control 
or destroy. In tliis attempt, forces within organized 
labor sought to capitalize on ilie economic plight of 
the farmer and exploited a IninoIIty group of farmers 
to their own ends. 
There should be no misunde.-standing the fact that 
M M P A is a dairy farmers' cooperative, operated by 
the farmers, for the farmers, to cooperatively market 
their milk .ind protect their economic interests. It was 
tlie propagapda line of the striiie leaders to mislead 
the farmers and the public in this respect. 
The obviously false claim of stvike leaders that they 
won a price increase was a part of this propaganda 
technique. .Actually, notliing good for tlie dairy 
farmer resulted froin the strilte. Rather, only harm 
was accomplished, the seeds of dissension were sown, 
and the leal issues and facts were wilfully mis­
represented. 

Vihat Caused the Strike? 
The strike stemmed from the ambition of a few within 
orgcinized labor to control the Detroit milk inarkei and 
to collect union dues f,"om dairy farmers who ship milk 
to that market. To ncconipilsh this, the strike organizers 
turned farmer again;! famier in their drive to destroy 
his cooperative organization. 

Who Were tho Strike Leaders? 
Major leadership end direciion came from organized 
labor. Joined with rlieso professionals were a former 
union organizer oiid a small group of dairy farmers 
who have consistently opposed the methods and policies 
of MMPA nnd sought this means of imposing their will 
on the A'lMPA membership. 

What Were ihe Real Issues? 
This was not a strike for a higher price for milk nor 
did it accomplish aiiy economic advantage for farmers. 
The real issue was recoD::!tion of the so-called Fair 
Share group, organized labor's "front", for the 
purpose of dues coilsefion and check-off. By this action, 
the itrllta directors sought to gain control of the assets 
and functions of MMPA. 

Who Won the Price Increase? 
The bargaining pov/ar of MMPA, carried out in an 
ultimatum voted o* tlie March I'O delegates' meeting, 
was alone responsible far the price increase gained on 
April 1. Tho Class I price of $5 would have been 
achieved sooner and without ultimatum if obstructionist 
tactics of strike leaders and others had not blocked 
price negotiations carried on by the MMPA Detroit 
sales committee. 

What Are the Economic Facts? 
The increased price of $5 per cwf. applies only to 
that portion of the milk used for botlling and fluid 
purposes. It is not a net price to the farmer, who must 
pay marketing and shipping costs. Only part of the 
milk can be sold at this price, the rest must be used for 
manufactured products at the prevailing market price. 

Outside Milic a Problem 
Another factor not to be overlooked is the deluge of 
milk which results in any market where a higher than 
average price prevails. Competition from outside the 
milk shed can cause havoc for regular producers, even 
to the extent of losing their market. 

No one realizes more fully the serious problems of the 
daky farmer than does the MSlPA, whoso affau-s are 
dttected by these self same farmers. The present 
farmer price squeeze is the nation's Number One 
problem. It cannot be solved by mob action nor by 
looking for help from agitators outside the ranks of 
agricultiIre. They have thok own axe to grind.

A recent conference of 19 Scripps-Howard editors in Wash­
ington brought forth some impressive words of wisdoin from 
Foreign Editor Ludwell Denny and his predecessor, William Philip 
Simms. 

Because their thinking is so akin to my own, particularly 
with reference to the need for reappraising our policies, Mr. Den­
ny's summary is offered for your consideration. 

This global crisis cannot be cured by putting patches on the 
pre-war world. New, worlds are in the making. 

Any speedy cure is quackery. The American' idea that we 
can cure everything with a few billion aid dollars, a few Madison 
Ave. advertising stunts, a few divisions and bomber bases abroad— 
all Without sacrifice of luxury living at home—is insane. 

Our democracy is not exportable. Democracy is indigenous, 
or it is nothing. We can help others achieve it, but not by trying 
to make our brand fit divergent heritages and different conditions. 

We cannot buy allies. Military aid sliould be concentrated on 
genuine allies—those determined to fight for tlieir own freedom. 
Except for charity and the minor nuisance value of subsidies, eco­
nomic aid should be limited to Point Four technical assistance, 
and foreign financing should be left to the World Bank and the 
Export-Import Bank. 

The world is not to blame for Communism but for chaos. 
A United Europe and a healthy Middle East could not be endan-

, gered by Soviet infiltration, or a strong Asia by Cliinese expansion. 

Finally, in our long overdue reappraisal of U.S. foreign poli­
cy, let us remember the simplest fact of all: America is not God. 
There is a limit to our capacity and our responsibility. We cannot 
run the world. We cannot set it right. 

The best we can do is to preserve our own strength In a. 
weak world, sharing where our kind of help is wanted, preserve 
our sanity In a mad world which may profit by our successful ex-
ample, preserve our faith in human decency in a dark world which' 
needs that more than all our money, munitions and matiifestoes. 

We can defeat ourselves by our fallacy of easy solutions and 
quick victory, by the delusion that we have all the answers—or 
could make others accept them if we had. 

The World is in chaotic transition from an old western civil-
ization to a new global nuclear age whose nature is unknown. We, 
in strength and in patience, must keep the faith and make the long, 
long fight.

warmiy and administer astim-
uiant. Coffee with cream and 
.sugar is e.xcellent. Don't give 
alcohol; it is a depressant. 

Appiy pressure bandages or 
tourniquets for bleeding 
wounds. Don't keep them in 
place too long, for damage to 
the tissues may result. Stop ex-
vessive bleeding by holding a 
boric-acid pack against the 
wound as tightly as possible 
untii it can be properly band­
aged. Deep cuts should bei 
stitched. 

Broken bones should also be 
treated professionally Straight­
en broken legs, taking care not 
to cut a blood vessel with the 
sharp bone edges. Apply a 
splint, a stick or straight piece 
of wood, by laying it along the • 
leg and tieing It above and be­
low the break. Never move a 
dog with broken ribs, pelvis or 
shoulder blade. Send for a vet. 

A dog may bite when in pain. 
Loop a bandage around his 
muzzzle, tie a knot under the 
chin, bring it around the head 
and knot again behind the 
ears. 

Puppies are o c c a s i o n a l l y 
knocked unconscious when they 
chew electric cords. 'Here, as in 
drowning, artificial respiration 
should be given. Press in and 
out on the dog's ribs just back 
of the front legs, at the rate of 
about-20 pushes a minute. 

Feeding Tips; Although some 
fat is essential in a dog's diet, 
don't add too much. Most com­
mercial dog foods, such as 
Friskies, a l ready c o n t a i n 
enough. Too much fat may re­
duce the food eaten by grow­
ing pups so they don't get suf-
flcient essential nutrients for 
normal growth. In older dogs, it • 
may cause overfatness.

Clip the hair around her vaginal 
a^d m a m m a r y regions and 
.clean carefully. 

When labor begins, she will 
be restless and will quite liter-
ally tear up her bed. If she Is 
attached to you, she'll probably 
appreciate your being around 
during the normal labor period 
of five or six hours. 

Puppies are occasionally born 
in a sack.like membrane which 
the mother Will tear open With 
her teeth. If she doesn't, the 
membrane must be removed 
Immediately, or the puppy Will 
die from lack of oxygen. Should 
complications arise, such as a 
green discharge, or if labor 
Is prolonged, call your veteri­
narian. 

See that the mother alid 
babies are Warm. After whelp-
11ig (giving birth) give her 
warm milk, but no solid food 
for several hours. 

Feeding Tlps; When weaning 
puppies, feed them a soupy 
mixture of a good prepared dog 
food. With twice as much luke-
warm Water ng food.

p.m.. May 16. 

A letter signed by the Dui:fee 
schooi board, Paul M. Beard, 
Ricliard E. Davis and Edmund P. 
Yerkes, is being sent to ail resi­
dent property owners and school 
ele'ctors concerning "a Inost im­
portant spfjdal Ineeting.. .to ac­
quaint ali people with the latest 
infoImation' -regarding s c h o o l 
district problems, to inform all 
residents of a proposed consoli­
dation of four_ distriqts within 
Novi tovvnship"!Into a new pri­
mary school distinct, and to take 
a vote of all relsident property 
owners...regarding shifting part 
of the southern area of the Dur-
fee district to the Northville 
school district." (The part pro-
posed for annexation to North-
ville lies entirely south o£ 8-Mile 
Hd. in Wayne county). 

The letter refers to a recent act 
of the state legislature, elfectiVtf 
July I, 1955, giving all closed 

school districts (of which Duhtee 
is one) two years in which to 
open a school and operate as a 
functioning school district or join 
with another school district in 
some manne'r. "One of these two 
choices must be made by July 1, 
1957 or our district will be placed 
wherever higher school authori­
ties so desire," the letter stattfs. 

Pointing out that annexation 
of Durfee district with the North­
ville district was defeated at the 
annual school medling last July, 
the letter says the DuIifee board 
of education "ieels it is impossi­
ble for a school district as small 
as ours to build a school building 
and operate even the first six 
grade's. We have neither suffi­
cient money nor pupils to make 
such a school practical." 

"The latest proposal is a com­
bining of DuIifee District, East 
Novi District, Novi No. "8 and 
Putnam District into a new pri­
mary district. 

"There are many people re­
siding In the southern part of 
thef district, particularly those 
living in Wayne county, North­
ville township, who feel they 
would rather become part of the 
Northville school 'dijstrict than

"Our attoi'ney says wo must 

have wi'illcn notice fi'oni the Scc-
rotai'y of Stale's office informing 
us of any oiectlon and tli-nt, to 
comply witii Michigan law, we 
must Ihcn have 40 days to legally 
advei'tise and pi'eparo for the 
election," Novi Township Super--
visor Frazer Slaman said. "Wo 
had loss than 40 days," ho added. 

Novi's atlomoy, Archie Leon­
ard, deiivcrod the opinion at 
special meeting of the township 
board held Monday night to dis-

,cuss the annclxation of the 70-
"acre "Yerkes Farm" plus addi­
tionai Novi land to-the city of 
Northviiie. 

Leonard told the board, that 
to insure proper puibiication of 
"notices of registration" and 
"notices of election" on the re'-
quired dates, the law requires 
40 days elapse between the time 
notice of registration is first 
pubiished and the date of the 
election. 

Northville Requests 
Some time ago, Northville re­

quested the special election to 
annex the Yerkes property, site 
of a proposed 250-home subdivi­
sion. 

On April 23 city officials and 
Novi township officials received 
notice that the Secretary of State 
had caiied a special election on 
the question for May 10. 

Realizing they had only 16 days 
to prepai-e for the election, North­
ville officials phoned Lansing 
and the Secretary of State's of­
fice agreed by pilone to change 
the date to June 10, allowing 
sufficient time for publication of 

rcgisti'alion and election notices. 
Ensuing Confusion 

In the ensuing confusion, h'ow-
ovcr, nobody thought lo oJificially 
notify Novi of the new dates so 
they, too, might ;piibiish the duiy 
reqiiirod notices. The handfui of 
residents in the ai-ea to be an­
nexed favor annexation but live 
in Novi and are required to vote 
in Novi, And if they don't vote, 
they can't be annexed. 

A letter from the Secretary of 
Stale officially notifying Novi of 
the change in dates finally arriv­
ed late Thursday, April 26, one 
day loo late for publication in 
this paper, the official .publica­
tion for both the City of North­
ville and Novi township. 

"Jumped the Gun" 
Commenting on the fact that 

Northviiie had placed a registra­
tion notice in last week's paper, 
Staman said, "Evidently the City 
at Northville must not have had 
a written notice (of election) 
either before ipuiblishing last 
week's Notice of Registration. 
But in their eagerness to grab 
this land, they must have jumped 
the gun a little bit." 

Northville City Attorney Philip 
Ogilvie, when asked what the 
city's next move would be, said, 
"It's up to the (city) council what 
action they want to take." 

Mayor Claude Ely, when in­
formed of the latest develop­
ments, was apparently t a k e n 
aback. 

Asked if he had -any comment, 
Ely said, "Yeah, but I don't want 
to make it."

Craw, Who will have the job of securing much of the office 
and factory personnel for Novi's new multi-million dollar Lincoln 
planj, spoke before a crowd of 
approximately 75 people at the 
Wixom school. 

"If I Knew..." 
''If I knew where we'd get our 

people (for the neW plant) I'd 
sleep better nishts," he exclaim­
ed. 

Lincoln has been a separate 
division for one year. Craw said, 
having split ifrom Mercury in 
April, 1955. Since that time he 
said most of the new company's 
personnel has come from other 
divisions within the Ford organ­
ization. Lincoln intends to con­
tinue this process inasmuch as 
possible, he told the group. 

Clerical and Technical 
'However, In the clerical and 

technical areas, we have not sat­
isfied our ((personnel) require­
ments," he added. 

"We would like to transfer all 
of our salaried people (when we 
move to our new Noyi plant)...," 
he continued, 'lbut we would be
