Holiday Jam Is 

Worst On Record 
Memorial Day in Novi was 

marked by the largest traffic jam 
in recent years, according to Novi 
Police Chief Lee BeGole. 

All township police officers 
were on duty throughout the day, 
most of them for Inore than 20 
hoiIrs straight. 

At one time in the afternoon, 
as a result of a three-car colli­
sion just e'ast of Novi, "traffic 
was backed up as far as 8-Miie 
Rd.," BeGole said.

Archie Leonard pour oil on troubled waters at Monday night's 
Novi township board meeting. 

At the request of board members, Leonard told the spectat­
ors present that ". . . the township board performs its duties in 
good faith . . ." and that actions taken by the board are to be 
questioned according to parlia- • -— 

recourse have failed. 
Other important matters com­

ing up for discussion during the 
evening concerned additional an­
nexation, a liquor license and 
"appointinent" of a treasurer. 

Clerk Hadley Bachert read a 
letter from the secretary of state 
notifying the board that the ques­
tion of annexing additional land 
in Novi township to the city of 
Northville would appear on the 
Aug. 7 election ballot. The land 
proposed for annexation lies west 
of Center St. between the 8-Mile 
and 81/4-Mile lines and e.xtends 
westward slightly more than a 
quarter mile. 

Fii'e houses and the Amerman 
school now occupy the site. The 
property is also being considered 
as a possible site for the proposed 
new high school. 

A liquor license request by 
Bob-O-Link golf course on Grand 
River west of Beck Rd. was tabl­
ed -by the board. The owner had 
requested a license permitting 
sale of liquor eight months dur­
ing the ye^r.'Board members did 
not fav.or/granting a license. Sta-
maII.pointed, out that six other 
long-time residents in the town­
ship have applied for licenses in 
the past and been turned dovra. 

Attorney Leonard made a sur­
prising statement during a ques­
tion and answer period following 
his statenjpnt of board policy. 
When asked how board vacancies 
should be filled for unexpired 
terms, Leonard said that all posi­
tions are filled by appointment 
except the position of treasurer . 
which requires a special election. 

Present treasurer, Charles Tric­
key, Jr., was appointed by the 
board slightly less than a year 
ago following the death of Trea­
surer Russell Woodwoi'th. 

The fact that meeting proced­
ure had. been well planned Was 
evident. Board membei-s held a 
l5-minute private get-together 
preceding the regular meeting. 

A rather untimely humorous . 
incident occurred at 8:15, shortly 
after the meeting got under way. 
Following reading of the build­
ing inspector's report, Trickey 
said, "I make a motion to ad­
journ." 

Fellow board members cast in­
quiring glances at him and Clerk 
Bachert huwiedly asked, "How 
about the bills?" The meeting 
then proceeded in order until 
Leonard had finished his state­
ment of board policy. At that 
time, Trickey asked for (and re­
ceived) a second to his adjourn­
ment motion.

A FISH STORY 
(From John 21: 1-8) 

".. .Peter said io them (the other 
disciples) 'I am going fishing.' 
They said lo him, we will go with 
you. tut they caught nothing." 

There isn't fisherman who does 
not appreciate the frustration of 
these disciples in their "fish 
story". Sometimes I wonder what 
they told the ir 
friends when 
they came back 
— do you sup­
pose they made 
the famous re-
tort that, "you 
shoulda seen the 
one that got 
away''? Be ing 
humans, I sup-, 
pose they said] 
something comparable. Well, any­
way, they didn't have much luck 
at fishing. 

Yet there is something else in 
this fish story that is also under­
stood by all who are followers 
of Izaac Walton. That is the idea 
of "getting away from it all" or 
"getting a new viewpoint on 
things" which is a Value of quiet 
fishing away from routines. It is 

were confronted with the tremen-
dous choice of accepting the facts 
and telling others about them or 
letting the whole thing go by as 
perhaps an "unfortunate" event 
in their lives. They were under 
pressure to decide! Pressure from 
within themselves; and pressure 
from without. So they did what 
•we often do — escape the necessi­
ty of detiding by 'Igoing fishing'' 
— getting away from it all. .As 
you well know from the story 
they were as successful in this 
as they were in catching fish. 

Now we are fast approaching 
a similar situation in our own 
"well ordered lives", the season 
of Vacations. We, too, will decide: 
Shall we go to worship while we 
are away? Shall we plan for our 
children to attend, as Visitors, a 
Sunday Church School? Shall we 
devote more time now to our 
sort of an "escape mechanism" 
of our existence, a way we use 
to help solve some pressing prob­
lems. As you read this fish story, 
you will notice a parallelism to 
ourselves. A tremendous series 
of events had taken place in-their 
lives, — their teacher had been 
slain and had risen from the dead

City To Vote On 

Annexation Aug. 7 
Annexation of an area at the 

northwest corner of Baseiine Rd. 
and center St. to Northviiie will 
be voted upon by residents of the 
city and the area at the primary 
election Aug. 7. 

The land proposed for annex­
ation extends north along the 
west side of Center St. from 
Baseline to the SVa -Mile line and 
west slightly more than one-
quarter mile. It included the 
present Amerman school site, the 
Manning & Lockin property'upon 
which Northville hopes to build 
a new ,high school, and approxi­
mately 20 acres north of the Am­
erman school property which is 
said to be owned or under option 
to Elmer Wiison and associates 
for a proposed real estate subdi­
vision. 

Petitions for annexation were 
filed some time ago with the 
Michigan secretary of state's of­
fice because the property to be 
annexed is in Oakiand county 
whiie Northviiie is in Wayne 
county. Both the City of North­
viiie and Novi township were 
notified iast week that the eiec­
tion is to be heid at the same 
as the primary eiection Aug. 7. 

The Northville city council vot­
ed 4-1 in favor of ordering a 
$23,400 American LaFrance fire 
engine Monday evening. 

In favor of purchasing a new 
fire engine, but wary of acting 
hastiiy, Councilman John Can­
terbury cast tlic one dissenting 
vote. 

The main point of dissatisfac­
tion resulted from the written 
iist of specifications for tho fire 
engine. Councilman Canterbury 
thought that the iist shouid be 
written lo encourage competitive 
bidding among several companies. 

At the last mooting. May 22, 
Councilman Earl Reed assured 
the council that the proposed 
specifications -were used by Ply-
iTiouth and they received five 
bids; however, a't the Monday 
evening meeting it was mention­
ed by tho American LaFrance 
representative that "...there are 
only two basic fire engine manu­
facturers who couid meet the 
written specifications that re­
quested 'an engine and pump of 
the builder's manufacture and 
design and cari'y a five year 
warranty'." 

"So," Counciiman Canterbury 
said, "there couid reaily be just 
two companies who couid bid 
and of the two, certain preferred 
features in the bid leaned toward 
one of those companies." 

The American LaFrance rep­
resentative agreed that the spec­
ifications leaned toward his com­
pany, but he also said that any 
company couid substitute items 
and make application. 

"Ask anyone on the Board of 
Fire Underwriters and they will 
tell you off-the-record that a 
custom built fire engine is pre­
ferred," Councilman Reed said 

Mayor Ely questioned, "If 
other-concerns are so good why 
don't th.e big cities buy those fire 
engines?'' 

','1 don't know," Counciiman 
Canterbury said, "I'm just in­
quiring. I'm trying to find some 
answers too." 

The American LaFrance repre­
sentative said that an American 
LaFrance fire truck with a Con­
tinental engine would be about 
$l,0O0-$l,'50O cheaper. 

Canterbiiry asked Plymouth 
Fire Chief Robert McAllister 
if his department hadn't purchas-
edi a- CbntinentaJ.engine recently. 

"No sir," Chief McAllister said, 
"you can't replace parts on a 
commercial type engine after 

seven years. We bought an Am­
erican LaFrance engine." 

Tho Seagrave Co. representa­
tive mentioned that some items 
included in the bid were not 
necessary accessories on his com­
pany's product and as a result 
added cost and no vaiue. "For 
exampic," he said, "the manual 
radialor is not needed on our 
machine. We'll put it on, but it's 
of no vaiue and costs $iOO. The 
shock absorbers nre not needed. 
Frankiy, we'd put them on but 
fix them so they wouidn't work." 

Counciiman Reed asked both 
representatives, "Aren't these 
common specifications? Haven't 
you run into them before?" 

The Seagrave man said, "yes". 
The American LaFrance man 
said, "Yes, and fortunateiy or 
luckily they tend to lean toward 
our company." 

The Seagrave representative 
suggested that the city might 
save money if they re-issued bids 
and advertised separately for a
