ed. The new building will seat

are wonderful,” Father -Heraty
said, “and I have just one re-
gret,..I won't have a hand in
this building. A{ least I was priv-
ileged to start the ball rolling,”
he smiled.

During Father Heraty's tenure,
the OLV Mother's club was or-
ganized in 1952 and the Men's
club was organized early this
year,

be Father John Wittstock.

Father Wittstock has been- en-
gaged in youth work for the past
20 years at the CYO Youth home.

The problem of friendships,
habits and amusements is one
with which people, who profess
to be Christians, are constantly

A truly born again child of
God does not judge such mat-
ters by ‘what other peaple think’
nor by ‘what I like to do' but is
careful to search the mind of
God as revealed in the seriptures.
What does the Bible have to say?
Directly — it has nothing to say.
Indirectly — it has much to say.
The Bible often times lays down
a principle which can be applied
to many aclions of a very dif-
ferent nature. Christians then are
to apply this principle by means
of the Holy Spirit which dwells
within him, One of the principles
which governs this matter of
worldliness and separation is
found in I John 2;156-17.

HERE GOD SAYS —

“Love not the world, neither
the things which are in the world.
If any man love the world, the
love of the Father is not in him,
For all that is in the world, the

the eyes, and the pride of life, is

world, And the world passeth
away, and the lusts thereof; but
he that doeth the will of God
abideth forever.”

According to this verse the
“world"” consists of three things—

LUST OF THE FLESH — The
word “lust” means desires or
cravings, The word “flesh” is used
of our bodies in some cases and
others as describing the lower
sensual depraved nature which
is common to human beings, It is
evident that the meaning here is
in the second sense, That is, to
gratify all unholy desires, not
only sensual desires but all types
of fleshly lusts.

LUST OF THE EYE — by this
he means that fierce passion to
sece and enjoy that which God
has forbidden, Some people who
would not think of committing
some sin, yet would be an eagér
bystander and viewer of others
who commit such sins., In the
{irst chapter of the book of Ro-
mans beginning at verse 29-31
we have a list of sins common to
man and for which man will be
judged and condemned, The last
verse says, “Who knowing the
judgment of God, that they which
commit such things are worthy
of death, not only 10 do the same,
bui to have pleasure in them that
do them.” Even the pleasure of
viewing such things is hereby
condemned of God. In other
words, the person who presses
his nose against the glass, though
not actually partaking of this
evil, is just as guilty.“

VAIN GLORY — the pride of
life, The show and the pomp by
which others are put in a lower
class than ourselves. To be
“somebody” in this world with-
out regard to our responsibility
to God.

CHRISTIANS ARE TO
BE DIFFERENT

We are called a “peculiar peo-
ple”, Not because we are to dress
strangely and be eccentric. We
are to be different because (1)
We want always to do that which
shall please God and (2) that
which shall not be injurious to
others, and (3) that which shall
be best for us now and for all
eternity. Billy Graham, natjonal-
ly known Baptist evangelist, sug-
gests asking six questions as a
test of our behaviour, “Does it
viclale any particular part of
scripture? Does it take the keen-
ess off my spirituality? Can I ask
God's blessing on it? Will it be
a stumbling block? Would I like
{o be doing that thing when
Christ comes? Is it the best
thing?” :
Some people seem to be so
afraia of being narrow, separat-
ed and different from- others. But
let us not forget that according
