Warren Products attorneys pe-

on the grounds that it would be
in violation of clection laws and
petition procedures.

Start Court Action

The court issued a “temporary
restraining order” and an “order
to protect and preserve the bal-
lots” until a hearing ean be held
July 2 to determine the muerits
of the Warren Products case.

Specifically, Warren Products
contended -that the Seeretary of
State acted in an unlawful man-
ner in withhalding aclion on the
ariginal petitions filed more than
eight months ago and then, eight
months later acting upon them
after the statutory procedure for
calling a special election had
keen malerially changed by
amendment.

Petitions 8 Months Old

In other words, the law in
force when the original petitions
were filed last summer did not

- aliow a special clection at this
_[time to vote on the annexation,

The law was subsequently chang-
ed by an amendment this spring,
after which the secretary of state
accepted the original petitions
filed eight months previously
under the earlier law. No new
petitions were filed.

A second alleged violation cen-
fers around the purchase agree-
ment between the D & R Build-
ing Co. and John Burkman, sell-
er of parl of the property up for
annexation, The plaintiff corpor-
alion charged that “owners of
properly in the tferritory propos-
ed to be annexed violated the
provisions of the Michigan clec-
tion law by agrecing to vote for
the proposal...for an unlawful
consideration.”

Warren Products
Challenges Legality

Election

Temporary Restraining Order Issued;
Hearing On Injunction Set for July 2

Anncxation of the former Yerkes farm and the John Burk-
man and Warren Products propercies o che city of Northville
was overwhelmingly approved by voters at a special election held
June 21 in the face of a last minute move by Warren Products, -
Inc. to have the clection invalidated.

The Warcen Products plant is located in the area to be aq.

Photostatic Copy

To substantiate this charge,
Warren Produets submitted a
photostatic copy of a purchase
agreement on file In Qakland
county. The company claims that
in the purchase agrecement “...
D & R Building Co. entered
into an option to purchase a por-
tion of such territory for the sum
of $2,000 per acre, but as a con-
dition thereof bound the owners
who were residents of such ter-
ritory to ... unlawful require-
mends.”

A third charge filed by War-
rer Products alleges that the
boundary lines of the territory
up for annexation ‘*were so
drawn as to unlawfully and un-
reasonably exclude adjacent resi-
dents...” This referred to two
small pieces of property immedi-
ately southwest of the intersec-
tion of Novi Rd. and the C & O
railvoad frack a quarter mile
north of Baseline Rd, which were
not included in the area up for
annexation, Presumably the own-
ers were ‘thought to be opposed
to annexation. and their negative
votes could have conceivably
made a difference in the outcome
of the election,

Novi Township, Cooperates

An interesting aspect of the
election in Novi township was
the registration of two Novi
police officers and two part-time
Novi township employees as legal
residents at 637 Baseline Rd,,
which is the address of Warren
Products, They were Police Chiet
Lee BeGole, Patrolman Leonard
Mazuchowski, Larry Kubiak and
Jack Paige. Kubiak was the ‘only
one of the four to vote, however,
and his was the sixth ballot cast
in Novi township., Other Novi
voters were Mr, and Mrs, John
Burkman, who were leaders in
opposing annexation three years
ago, theit son, Conrad, and Mr.
and ‘Mrs, William Sample, ten-
ants living on the Burkman prop-
erty that was up for annexation.

Although named as defendant
in the Warren Products suit, Novi
township has been openly oppos-
ed to the annexation since it in-
volves loss of township territory.
Township officials had previously
discussed ways of legally block-
ing the -election. '
