This week I would like to share 
with llic' readers a matter which 
may well cause some concern on 
the part of Christians. This mat­
ter, to my knowledge, did not 
receive any great publication in 
our area by the Detroit papers. 
This article' was taken from the 
Methodist Challenge magazine, 
It was entitled... 

THIS IS COMMUNISM 

"I do not write as an alarmist. 
I write as a man who seeks to 

h o n e s t ly deal 
with the truth. 
Any man who 
writes honestly 
today w r i t e s 
alarmingly. 

I have j u s t 
read a decision 
of the Seventh 
Circuit of the 
Federal C o u r t , 

convening in Chicago, in which 
decision the right of religious peo­
ple to work without pay, 'in fur 
thcring the gospel message which 
they seek to send out to the lost 
world, is questioned, if not null­
ified. 

This case seems to have origin­
ated in an act of the Pilgrim Hoi--
iness Church, members of which 
church volunteered their labor 
free in furthering their eijfaits 
to spread their Christian services 
throughout the nation. As a re­
sult the Se'crolary of Labor took 
the church into the district court 
on the gi-ound that they did not 
pay the minimum wage. 

DECISION BY THE 
FEDERAL COURT 

The court decided for the 
church and the Secretary of Lab­
or appealed, the' appeal resulting 
in a reversal of the lower court 
and a higher court decision 
sustaining the claims of the Sec­
retary of Labor that the church 
must pay the minimum wage to 
its members as well as others 

who actually work for it. By this 
decision the Secretary of Labor 
and the Federal Court have de­
cided that a man's services as 
well as his time are not his own 
but belong to the slate and are 
subject to the control of the slate. 
Call _ this decision what you 
please, it is actually Communism. 

It violates the First Amend­
ment to the Constitution-which 
declares, 'Congress shall make 
no law respecting an establish­
ment of religion, or prohibiting 
the free exercise -thereof.' The 
court in its decision slates that 
this Amendment sWfis "only lim­
ited power to act pursuant to that 
(its religious) belief," In other 
words, we haven't religious free­
dom at all. We have only limited 
religious freedom. 

A TEXAS NEWSPAPER--

Editorially commenting on this 
decision, says, 'The Federal Court 
and the Secretary of Labor have 
concurred that ,the amount of 
money a person makes and what 

he does with his lime is not his 
own business. It is — according 
to them—the business of the gov­
ernment,' If this comment is cor­
rect, then I^ussia has very little 
on us. Gradually organized labor 
is taking over and our freedom 
is disappearing. If this trend con­
tinues, some Federal Court will 
soon decide that singing-in a 
choir is work and labor unions 
will soon be deciding who shall 
and who shall not sing in a choir. 
The same of all volunteer work­
ers in the church, 

A nationwide campaign is now 
on seeking to force all people who 
woI'k to belong to a union and 
pay dues thereto. This is Coi-n-
munism getting his foot in the 
door. The American people are 
the slowest people on earth, it 
would seem, to become aroused 
at the encroachment ol! enslaving 
eleinents in governing agencies. 
But the time has coine to awak­
en. When a man can no longer 
volunteer his time and' labor to 
his church, something is happen­
ing to us."

Wo also play 
quite a lot of tennis, Australian 
football and swiin. We're just 
taking on baseball. Of course 
thoi-e's a strong Amei'ican influ­
ence in Australia, especially in 
Sidney.

the Cricket Mound, our main 
arena.

PART III. That Ordinance No. 

2 of the Township of Novi, as a-

shells, textiles, tobacco, wood (ex­
cepting planing miiis), yarn and 
paint not employing the boiling 
process. 

4. Manufacturing processes or 
treatment or products, using light 
machinery such as tool and die 
shops and metal fabricating. 
Assembled or sub-assembled pro­
ducts, in their finished state, shall 
be of such bulk and weight as 
to be easily portable. 

5. Uses as pei-milted under 1, 
2, 3 and 4 above, shall be of such 
a ciiaracter as to uomply with 
Section 3.23 and the following 
Sections of this Article. 

(b) SIGNS Signs pertaining 
to the use of the preinises on 
which located or to goods sold or 
services provided or activities 
conducted therein, shall be a part 
of the building and may project 
•hot Iriore than eighteen (18) inch­
es beyond the face of the wall 
or front and/or side properly line, 
and shall be attached to and be 
parallel to the wall of the build­
ing fronting the principal street 
or, in case of a corner building, 
on that portion, of the side street 
wall within fifty (50) feet of the 
principal street. 

One (1) non-illuminated sign 
pertaining to the sale, rental or 
lease of a building or lot and not 
exceeding thirty (30) square feet 
in area for any one (1) building 
or lot. 

10.03 BUILDING HEIGHT, No 
building, hereafter erected or 
structurally altered, in any M-I 
District) shall exceed twenty-; 
five (25) feet in height or one (1) 
story, except as provided in Arti­
cle XI of this Ordinance. 

IQM YARD REQUIREMENTS. 
Nb building or structure, or part 
thereof, hereafter erected "of 

slructurally altered for any use 
permitted In any M - l Districti 
shall be located or extended near­
er than twenty-five (25) feet from 
any front property line or any 
side or rear lot line abutting on 
a street or alley; provided, that 
where other light manufacturing 
buildings have been previously

In all M - l Districts any 
light Inacliine Is peI-mitted, ex­
cept those machines as are pro­
hibited in Section 10.07; when 
the building construction and 
machine foundations are such 
that Sections 10,02 (a) and 10.08, 
of this Article, are fully complied 
with, and no operation shall cause

10.07 USES PROHIBITED. A l l 
uses prohibited in M-2 and M-3 
Districts and In addition the fol­
lowing uses: Outside open stor­
age of any kind; the incuijation, 
raising, killing or storage of poul­
try, junk yards and business 
handling junk, wastes, trash or 
rubbish; pyrolIne, plastic manu­
facturing, rock or stone crusher, 
mill or quarry; concrete or as 
phalt batching plants and con­
crete products manufacturing; 
sawmill, planing mill or manu­
facturing of excelsior or sawdust 
products; stone and monument 
works, employing pneumatic 
hammers; sandblasting or cutting, 
except where dust is controlled 
by effective devices; tar or as­
phalt roofing water-proofing 
manufacturing. 

. 10.08 MEASURASLE NOISE 
In all M - l Districts the measur­
able noise 'emanating from the 
premises used for activities per­
mitted under this Article shall 
not e.\ceed seventy-five (75) de­
cibels during the normal work 
periods or between the hours of 
6:00 A.M. and 10:00 P.M. and 
shall not exceed seventy (70) de­
cibels during the sleeping hours

the boundai'y property lines. 
Noises shall be muffled so as not 
to become objectionable due to 
intermittance, beat frequency or 
high frequency, 

10.09 GLARE AND -RADIO-AC 
TIVE -MATERIALS, Glare from 
any process which emits harm­
ful ultra-violet rays shall be per-
foi-med so as not to bo seen from 
any point beyond the outside of 
the propei-ty Radio-active Ma­
terials shall not be emitted to 
exceed quantities established as 
safe by the U. S. Bureau of Stan­
dards, or as the same are amend­
ed fi'om time to time. 

10.10 FIRE AND SAFETY 
HAZARDS. The storage and 
handling of flammable liquids, 
liquified petroleum gases and ox-
plosives, shall comply willi the 
state rules and regulation as es­
tablished by Public Act No. 207 
P. A. of 1941, as amended, or by 
the Fire Prevention Ordinance 
of the Township of Novi, which­
ever is the iTioi-e stringent. 

There shall be no bulk storage 
of flaminable fluids a b o v e 
gi'ound.

2 of the Township of Novi, as 
amended, is hereby amended by 
tiie addition of two (2) new ar­
ticles to appear and become a 
part of .said Ordinance as Article 
X-'A, Restricted Manufacturing 
Districts an<3 .rirtlcJe X-B, Gen­
eral Manufacturing Districts, as 
follows;

Section 10.01-A PRIM.ARY 

INTENDED USE. The M-2 Dis­
trict is reserved for any type of 
wholesale business, warehousing 
and general industrial or manu­
facturing uses not prohibited or 
restricted herein. 

10.02-A USES PERMITTED 
In M-2 Districts, except as other-
ivise provided for in this Ordi­
nance, all buildings shall be 
erected and all land shall be used 
only for one or more of the fol­
lowing specified uses: 

(a) For uses to be conducted 
wholly within a building, or with­
in a building and/or an area en­
closed within a chain link fence; 
the fence shall be not less than

1. - A n y , use permitted under 
Section 10.02 (a) of this Ordi-
nance and subject to the regula­
tions as contained in this Article. 

2. Any lawful use of buildings 
not expressly prohibited or pro­
vided for shall be a lawful use 
in all M-2, Districts when such 
uses shall comply with Section 
3.23 and the requirements of this 
Article. 

(c) SIGNS. Signs pertaining to 
the use of the premises on which 
located or to goods sold or ser­
vices pI'ovIded'or activIties con­
ducted therein, shall be a part of 
the building aind may project not 
more than eighteen (18) Inches 
beyond the face of the wall or 
froIit aMd/or side property lines, 
and shall be attached to and be 
parallel to the wall of the build­
ing fronting the principal street 
01', in case of a corner building, 
on that portion of the side street 
wall within fifty (50) feet of the 
principal street. 

Signs pertainmg to premises 
or use of premises not housed 
in building, such sign Inay be 
free standing, but shall not ex­
ceed in display surface, an area 
of seventy (70) square feet, pro 
vided that when there is an open 
front yard, such sign support 
must set back not less than ten 
(10) feet from the front lot line 
and no portion of the sign shall 
extend beyond the front lot line. 
Signs larger in area on appro­
val of the Board of Appeals. 

Billboards and advertising dis­
play signs, not greater than three 
hundi'ed (300) square feet in area, 
shall be permitted, but limited 
to the same yard requirements 
as buildings and structures in 
the M-2 District. 

One (l) non-illuminated sign 
pertaining to the sale, rental or 
lease of a building or lot and not 
exceeding fifty (50) square feet 
In area for any one (1) building 
or lot, 

10.03- A BUILDING lIEIGHT. 
No building, hereafter erected or 
structurally altered in any M-2 
District, shall exceed forty (40) 
feet In height or three (3) stories 
in height, provided, however, 
such height may be increased one 
(l) foot for each five (5) feet by 
which such building Is set back 
in excess of one hundred (100) 
feet 'from the propeirty lines,- ex­
cept as provided In Article X I of 
this Ordinance 

10.04- A Y A R D REQUIRE­
MENTS. No building or structure 
or part thereof, he'reafter erected 
or structurally altered for any use 
permitted-in any M-2 District, 
shall be located or extended near­
er than fifty (-50) feet from ajIy 
front property line or side street 
lot line, or twenty-fifve (25) feet 

from any side or rear property 
line when adjacent to industry 
or to a railroad right-of-way., 
Where an M-2 District is adjacent 
to a residential distrlft and npt 
separated therefrom by a street, 
side yard or a rear yard of not 
less than fifty (50) feet shall be 
provided, with a greenbelt plant­
ing strip as required in Section 
I0.12-A of this Oi'dinance.

Power for any manufacturing 
process or activity shall be de­
rived only from electrical energy, 
smokeless fuels, such as gas and 
oil, smokeless solid fuels contain­
ing less than twenty (20%) per 
cent of volatile content on a dry 
basis, and bituminus coal fired 
with meciianical equipment. 

10.06- A M A C H I N E S PER­
MITTED. In all M-2 Districts any 
maciiine is pei'mHted, except 
those machines as are prohibited 
in Section 10.07-A, when the 
building construction and ma­
chine foundations are such that 
Section 10,08-A, of this Article, 
are fully complied with, and no 
operation shall cause a displace­
ment exceeding .003 of one (1) 
inch, as measured at the bound­
ary property line. 

10.07- A USES PROHIBITED. 
All uses prohibited in M-3 Dis­
tricts shall also be a prohibited 
use in M-2 Districts. The Town­
ship Zoning Board shail have 
no jurisdiction to allow any such 
prohibited use in tliis District 

10.08- A MEASURABLE NOISE. 
In all M-2 Districts the measur­
able noise emanating from the 
premises used for activities per­
mitted under this Article shall 
not exceed eighty (80) decibels 
during the normal work period 
or between the hours of 6:00 
A,M. and 10 00 P.M. and shall not 
exceed seventy (70) decibels dur­
ing the sleeping houi's or between 
the hours of 10:00 P.M. and 6:00 
A.M., as measured at the bound­
ary property lines. Noises shall 
be muffled so as not to become 
objectionable due to intermit­
tance, beat frequency or high fre­
quency. 

10.09- A GLARE AND RADIO­
ACTIVE MATERIALS. G l a r e 
from any process which emits 
harmful rays shall be performed 
so as not to be seen from any 
point beyond the outside of the 
property. Radio-active matel'ials 
shall not be emitted to exceed 
quantities established as safe by 
the U.S. Bureau of Standards, or 
as the same are amended from 
time to time. 

10.10- A FIRE AND SAFETY 
HAZARDS. The storage and 
handling of flammable liquids, 
liquified petroleum, gases and ex­
plosives shall comply with the 
State Rules and Regulations as 
established by Public Act No 
207 P.A. of 1941 as amended, or 
by the Fire Prevention Ordinance 
of the Township of Novi, which­
ever is the.most stringent. 

Bulk storage of flammable liq­
uids, may be stored above ground 
when tanks are located no less 
than seventy-five (75) feet from 
any property line. 

Bulk storage of flammable liq­
uids below ground shall be per­
mitted and the tank shall be lo-. 
cated not closer to the property 
line than the greatest dimension 
(diameter, length or height) of 
the tank. . 

10.11-A STORAGE OF 
MATERIALS 

(a) T.he storage of lumber, coal 
or other combustiible materials 
shall not be less than twenty (20) 
feet from any interior lot line. 
A roadway shall be provided, 
graded and -maintained from the 
street to the rear of the property 
to permit free access of fire 
trucks at any time. 

(b) Waste materials. Incidental 
to the principal-operations shall 
be kept in neatly stored contain­
ers, screened from public view, 
which shall be removed and emp­
tied periodically and no wastes 
shall be piled on the open ground. 

10.12- A LANDSCAPING AND 
GREENBELT SCREEN. When a 
front yard of an .M-2 District is 
located across the street, from a 
I'esidenlial district a landscaped 
front yard must be provided In 
front of the building. When 
rear yard of an M-2 District is 
located across the street frojn 
a residential district a rear yard 
equal lo the front yard require­
ment of that street shall be re­
quired. A chain link fence shall 
be located on the building line 
and a twenty (20) foot greenbelt 
planting strip, composed of ever­
green or deciduous trees and 
shrubs, growing not less than 
eight (8) feet in height, shall 
be planted and maintained along 
the fence in order to screen the 
industrial activity from the street 
and residential properties. 

BARRIER W.ALL OR FENCE. 
Where a Inanufacturing district 
Is located adjacent to a residential 
district, and not separated there-
from by a street and/or where 
such adjacent yard area, within 
oIie hundred (lOO) feet of the res­
idential district, is used for yard 
storage of materials or equipment 
or buildings, a solid masonry wall 
or chain link fence not less than 
six (6) feet. In height, shall be 
constructed on the side or rear 
lot line and extending from a 
point on line with the front line, 
to the rear lot line and/or along 
the rear property line. 

10.13- A OFF-STREET LOAD 
ING .AND-UNLOAIi lNG .AND 
OFF-STREET PABKING RE-
UIRBMBNTS. Off-street loading 
and unloadiIig andoff-street 

parking shall be provided as 
hereinbefore specified in Sections 
3,13 and 3.12 of this Ordinance. 

ARTICLE X-B 
M-3 General Manufacturing 

Districts 
Section 10.01-B PRIMARY IN­

TENDED USE, The M-3 District 
is reserved for any type of large 
wholesale or warehousing busi­
ness and industrial uses not re­
stricted or prohibited herein. 

10.02- B USES PERMITTED. 
Any lawful use of land or build­
ings not herein expressly pro­
hibited or provided for shall be 
a lawful use in- all M-3 Districts, 
when such uses shall comply with 
Section 3.23 and the following 
requirements: 
. (a) SIGNS. A sign, not limited 
as to location or area, bearing 
only the name of the persoI< firm 
or corpoI-ation operating the en­
terprise or premises, a description 
of the general character of the en­
terprise or both. 

Billboards and advertising signs 
not greater than three hundred 
(300) square feet in area and lim­
ited to the same yard require­
ments as buildings and structures 
in the M-3 Districts. 

One (1) non-ijluminated sigh 
pei'taining to the sale, rental or 
lease of a building or lot and not 
exceeding fifty (50) square feet 
in area for any one (1) building 
or lot. 

10.03- B BUILDING HEIGIIT. 
No building hereafter erected or 
structurally altered in any M-3 
District shall exceed forty (40) 
feet in height or three (3) stories 
in height, provided, however, 
such height may be increased one 
(1) foot for each five (5) feet by 
Which such building is set back 
in excess of one hundred (100) 
feet from the property lines, ex­
cept as provided in AI-tide XI of 
this Ordinance. 

10.04-B YARD 
REQUIREMENTS 

No building or structure or part 
thereof, hereafter erected or 
structurally altered for any use 
permitted in any M-3 District, 
shall be located or extended near­
er than one hundred (100) feet 
from any front property line or 
side street lot line or fifty (50) 
feet from any side or rear prop-
erty line, provided, however, the 
side or rear yard requirements 
shall not apply when they are 
adjacent to railroad right-of-way, 

10.05-B SOURCE-OF-POWER 
Power from any manufacturing 
process or activity shall be de­
rived only from electrical energy, 
smokeless fuels, such as gas and 
oil, smokeless solid fuels contain 
ing less than twenty (20%) per 
cent of volatile content on a dry 
basis, and bituminus coal fired 
with mechanical equipjiIent. 

.10;06-̂ B MACHINES PERMIT-
TED. In all M-3 Districts all ma-
chines are .permitted, when In-
stalled and operated so as not to 
allow a measurable noise as here­
inafter defined and limited, vi 
bration, odor, fuiries, dust, smoke 
or glare which shall not, in any 
case,, be detectable from districts 
in which residence occupancy is 
permitted. 

10.07-B USES PROHIBITED. 
In all M-3 Districts no building 
shall be erected or no land shall 
be used for any of the following 
uses: 

(a) New dwellings or conver­
sion of existing buildings to addi­
tional dwelling units, except for 

watchman or caretaker em­
ployed on the premises and 
members of his family. 

(b) Schools, hospitals, clinics 
and other institutions for human 
care, except where incidental'to 
a permitted principal use. 

(c) The use of trailers, as dwell­
ings, either singly or In mobile 
home parks or trailer parks. 

(d) Motels, mobile home or 
trailer parks. 

(e) Any business use permitted 
in C-1 or C-2 Districts, unless 
the same is strictly incidental to 
a principal use permitted imder 
Section 10.02-B of this AI-dinance. 

(f) Any of the following princi­
pal uses, or any principal use 
which Is of a like character: 

Corrosive acid manufacturing; 
cement, lime, gypsum or plaster 
manufacturing; distillation o f 
bone, coal, tar, petroleum refuse, 
grain or wood; explosive manu­
facture or storage; fertilizer mar^ 
ufacturing; compost or storage; 
gaI-bago, offal, dead animals, re­
fuse, rancid fats, incineration, 
glue manufacturing, size or gela-
tine manufacturing where the 
processes include the refining or 
recovery of products from .anirtifil 
refuse or offal; livestock feeding 
yards; slaughtering of animals, 
stock yards; petroleum or asphalt 
refining or manufacturing; smelt. 
Ing or refining of metals ,friMt^ 
ores; steam and board hammers*' 
and forging presses; storage, cur­
ing and tanning of raw, green or 
salted hides or skins; sulphurous, 
sulphuric; niti'ic, picric, carbolic 
or hydrochloric or other corrosive 
acid manufacturing. 

Provided, however, the Town­
ship Zoning Board may permit, 
in M-3 Districts, the above enu-
•merated uses, or uses of a like 
character, if it is found, after 
public hearmg ,that proof and 
evidence has been furnished that 
new engineering design and prac­
tice will permit such operations 
to comply with the requirements 
of Section 3.23 and Sections 
10.08-B to I0.13-B inclusive.' 

10.08-B MEASURABiLE NOISE. 
In all M-3 Districts the measur-

able noise emanating from the 
•premises used for activities per-
mitted under this Article shall 
not exceed eighty (80) deelfiels 
during the normal work' period 
or between the hours of 6:00 A.M. 
and 10:00 P.M. and shall not ex­
ceed seventy (70) decibels during 
the sleeping hours or between 
10:00 P.M.j and 6:00 A.M., as 
measured at the boundary prop­
erty lines. Noises shall be muffled 
so as not to become objectionable 
due to Intermittance, beat fre­
quency or high frequency. 

10.00-B GLARE AND RADIO­
ACTIVE lVDATERIAL'S Glare 
from any process which emits 
harmful rays shall be performed 
so as not to be seen from any 
point beyond the outside of the 
property, Radio-active materials 
shall not be emitted to e.xceed 
quantities established as safe by 
the U.S. Bureau of Standards, or 
as the same are amended from 
time to time. 

10.10-B FIRE .AND SAFETY 
HAZARDS. The storage and 
handling of flamjiiable liquids, 
liquified petroleum gases and ex­
plosives shall comply with the 
State Rules and Regulations as 
established by Public Act No, 
207 P.A. of 1941 as amended, or 
byi.-the Fire Prevention Ordinance 
of the Township of Novi, which­
ever Is the most stringent. 

Bulk storage of flammable liq­
uids, liquified petroleum, gases 
and explosives may be stored 
above I ground when tanks are 
located not less than one hundred 
(100) feet from any property 
line. 

Bulk storage of flammable liq. 
uids, below ground, shall be per­
mitted and the tanks shall be lo­
cated not closer to the propeI'ty 
line than the greatest dimension 
(diameter, length or height) of 
the tank. 

10.11-B STORAGE OF 
. MATERIALS 

(a) Storage of used rags, waste, 
paper or similar Inaterials, as a 
business, shall be permitted when 
enclosed in a masonry building 
of four (4) hour fire construction 
and no part of which may be lo­
cated closer than one liundred 
(100) feet from any adjoining pro­
perty line. 

(lb) The storage of lumber, coal, 
or other combustible materials 
shall not be less than twenty (20) 
feet from any interior lot line. 
A roadway shall be provided, 
graded and maintained from the 
street to the rear of the property 
to permit free access of fire 
trucks at'any time. 

(c) Waste materials, incidental 
to the principal operations, shall 
be screened from public view 
from a public street, by a building 
or an enclosure wall or a twenty 
(20) foot greenbelt planting strip 
composed of evergreens or deci-
uous, trees and shrubs, which 
shall not be less than eight (8) 
feet in height and which shall be 
maintained in a healthy growing 
condition 

(d) Junk, scrap or salvage yards 
where the operations are for the 
conversion to saleable materials 
shall be screened from public 
view from a public street and ad­
joining properties by a building 
or an enclosure masonry wall not 
less than eight (8) feet high, 

10.12-B LANDSCAPING AND 
GRBBiraELT SCREEN. When a 
front yard of an M-3 District is 
located across the street from a 
residential district, a landscaped 
front yard must be provided in 
front of the building. When a 
rear yard of an M-3 District is 
located across the street from a 
residential district a rear yard 
equal to the front yard require­
ment of that street shall be re­
quired. A chain link fence shall 
be located on the building line 
and' a twenty (20) foot greenbelt 
planting strip, composed of ever-
green or deeidiious trees and 
shrubs, growing not less than 
eight (8) feet in height, shall be 
planted and Inaintained along 
the fence in order to screen the 
industrial activity from the street 
and residential properties. 

BARRIER WALL OR FENCE. 
Where a manufacturing district 
is located adjacent to a residential 
district, and not sepaIrated there-
from by a street and/or where 
siIcli • adjacent yard area, within 
one hundred (100) feet of the resi­
dential district, is used for yard 
storage of materials or equipment 
or buildings, a solid masonry wall 
or chain link fence not less than 
six (6) feet, in height, shall be 
constructed on the side or rear 
lot line - and extending from a 
point on line with the front line, 
to the rear lofline and/or along 
the.vrear property line. 

10!l3-B OFF-STREET LOAD­
ING AND UNLOADING AND 
OFF-STREET PARKING RE-
QUIRjBMENTS. Off-streef load­
ing and' unloading and off-street 
parking shall be provided as here­
inbefore specified in Sections 
3.I3 ^nd 3.12 of this Ordinance. 

PART VI.-CONFLICTING 
PROVISIONS REPEALED. Any 
ordinance or parts of any ordi-
/nance in conflict with any of the 
provisions of this Ordinance are 
hereby repealed. 

PART VII. WHEN EFFECTIVE. 
The provisions of this ordinance 
are hereby declared'to be im­
mediately necessary for the pre--
servation of the public peace, 
health and safety and are hereby 
ordered to take effect thirty (30) 
days after final ein'actment and 
publication. 

P.ART VIII.' Validity.. Should, 
any section, clause or provision 

of this Ordinance be declared by 
the courts to be invalid, the same 
shall not affect lhe validity of the 
Ordinance-as a whole,-or any part 
thereof, other than the part so 
declared to be invalid.

,Last Tuesday, June 26, John 
Schwartz, Harold Hartely (offi­
cial photographer), Jeff Schoof, 
Ilichard Drew, Tucker Williams 
and I made a quick trip,to Elk­
hart,'Indiana. 

Elkhart is the center of the 
band instrument field. Sales and 
production centers are in Elk­
hart with smaller subsidiaries in 
New York and Wisconsin. 

The purpose of our trip was to 
pick up some new instruments 
for the band. According to the 
retail agent, delivery on the horns 
was impossible for at least nine­
ty days. After two phone calls 
on the preceding Friday we were 
Invited to the C. G. Conn plant 
to see the horns in production. 
We hoped as a result of the trip 
to get delivery on at least one 
or two of the horns, 

At 7:30 a.m. the day of the trip, 
five rather sleepy people were 
on •th'e road . . . the sixth per­
son was the wide-awake driver. 
Excitement mounted early in the 
trip and just as quickly subsided. 
Tucker complained that the reed 
from his clarinet was lodged In 
his throat. He accompanied his 

complaints w i t h appropriate 
sounds. Most amusing after 75 
miles. 

We arrived in Elkhart about 
10:45 a.m. and went right to the 
Conn plant. The receptionist said 
that we were expiected and called 
a company representative immed­
iately. The vice-president of the 
company came to Ineet us. Mr 
Echols showed us an instrument 
display and some of the other 
products of the Conn Company. 

Pilots, bombadiers and naval 
captains from the last war used 
Conn compasses, bomb sights and 
releases. Apparently Conn is still 
carrying on a great deal of re­
search for the government be­
cause several areas were marked 
"restricted". 

Chuck, a sales . co-ordinator, 
took us in tow for a quick tour 
of the plant, He assured Harold 
that he could shoot anything he 
saw during the tour , , . in the 
way of pictures that is. 

Some of the interesting expla­
nations of production methods 
were rather technical. We learned 
that it took a minumum of $100,-
000 to get a new model instru­
ment into production and on the 

market. Chuck explained that 
the metal used in making instru-
ments has a tendency to get bri­
ttle; therefore, during production 
the instrument has to be re-temp­
ered after each working step is 
completed. This takes nearly four 
ho'urs'at temperatures up to 2,500 
degrees F. 

An accoustioal engineer ex­
plained the' thorough research 
and testing going on to find new 
ways to produce sounds that 
have been musically similar for 
the last two hundred years. The 
array of scientific appartus was 
most impressive. -His parting 
words were, ".An instrument Is 
just a hunk of metal until a mu­
sician plays it.'' Very true words 
sir. 

After lunch in the company 
cafeteria we Were surprised and 
pleased to get delivery on all 
four of the horns we had ordered. 
A fond farewell and we were on 
our way home about 1;30 p.m. 

The trip Itself was uneventful 
except for a haulaway truck wS 
saw. It turned over on the high­
way and was carrying four new 
Cadillacs on the back.

,If everything goes according to 
plan, the city of Northville will 
be operating under the city man­
ager type of government October 
1 of this year. At least that was 
the target date set in the recom-
,niendations by the City Man­
ager Committee and presented 
to the city council Monday even­
ing, 

.The council is expected to dis­
cuss the following recommendat­
ions at a special meeting July 10 
and take action at the next coun­
cil meeting July 16. 

The recommendations of the 
committee as presented by Coun­
cilman John Canterbury include: 
"It is desirable to adopt the city 

manager form of government by 
ordinance as the charier provides. 

"We have considered a standard 
ordinance recomInended by the 
Mich. Municipal League; how­
ever, it may be necessary to make 
modifications. At least it can be 
referred- to the city attorney as 
a model from which to work, 

•'Qualifications need not be ri­
gid or specific for this position, 
They should provide for leeway 
so the best possible roan will be 
selected. 
"Duties will include being the 

chief adIninistrative Officer of 
the city. The manager will be 
hired by the council and serve 
at their will. He will have no fix­
ed term. 
"The city manager will admin­

ister all departInents of the city 
and make appointments; he will 
prepare the annual budget; keep 
the council advised of the finan­
cial condition and needs of the 
cIty; attend council meetings; 
enter into discussions, investi­
gations and make reports such 
as the council might direct; he 
would be responsible for purch­
asing, enforcement of all laws 
and would possibly be assigned 
duties of city assessor; he would 
also answer complaints of the 
citizens and the council. 

Councilman Canterbury said 
that 96 cities in Michigan have 
city managers. "It is the fastest 
growing form of government,*' 
he said. 

The committee recommended 
ii salary of $6,000-$8,500 per year, 
'depending on e.vperien'ce and 
qualifications. 

Councilmaii Canterbury said 
that the form of government that 

the city is now operating on" . . . 
is the weakest in terms of exe­
cutive or administrative funct­
ions. If the city manager form is 
not accepted we should amend 
the charter," he said, 

CouIicilman Reed said that the 
charter was written this way be­
cause the writers expected that 
Northville would have a city 
manager within a year. 

If the council approves these 
recommendations and expands 
on the idea. Councilman Canter­
bury said tiiat a committee could 
bo appointed at the next meeting. 
The committee would then write 
notices to recruit applicants. 
Councilman Canterbury Said that 
advertisments could be placed 
nationwide without cost. 

Northville residents will be in­
vited to express their opinion at 
a special public hearing on this 
subject in the near future.

"We have put a couple of thou­

sand dollars in dry'holes and have 
no potential water," Councilman 
Mike Ailen said Monday evening. 

A letter was received by the 
city coimcil from John E. Vogt, 
sariitary engineer for the Michi­
gan Dept. of Iiealth, confirming 
his inspection of the proposed 
well sites for Northville. 

Vogt had this to say about the 
four sites: 

1. On the YcTkes Farm in the 
Beneke and Krue Subdivision 
on Hill street. Any site utilized 
would have to provide an area 
either 400 feet square or 200 feet 
square, depending upon whether 
the test well showed that there 
was a substantial clay layer over-
lying the water bearing forma-
tion. The isolation area would, 
of course, have to be owned by 
the village. Under such circum­
stances, the site could be ap­
proved. 

2. The Chase property on the 
east side of Novi Road could be 
approved if the specifications for 
Site No. 1 were adhered to. 

3. Ford Athletic Feild is a po­
tential site. It would be necessary 
to obtain, a lease or some other 
equally binding agreement with 
the Ford Motor Co. for a 200 foot 
radius around the well, whereby 
there would be no sewers or any 
other source of pollution con­
structed within the isolation area 
as long as the village continued 
to obtain water from the well. 

4. The Schulz property at'the 
southeast coi-ner of the intersec­
tion of Baseline and Novi Roads.

N o w y o u c a n e n j o y , e e 

Do you remember the Norlh­
ville Star? 

It's not likely, because no one 
in the city seems to know any­
thing about this eight-page week-
ly^which started Thursday Publi­
cations May 19, 1897. 

The Northville Record has two 
copies of the paper on file. The 
pages are yellow and crumbly, 
but then why shouldn't they be? 
1897 was a long time ago. 

Begun 29 years after the first 
publication of the Northviiie Re-
rord. it is unknown how long the 
Star stayed in business. The pub­
lisher, editor, and business Iiiana-
ger was E. Wm, Balch. The paper 
was six columns wi'de. 

The second copy on file, dated 
October 7, 1898, was tiie first ed­
ition published and edited hy the 
nrw owner A. H. Herron. That 
paper was five columns wide and 
was published every Friday. 

In the "Local and Neighbor­
hood News" coluiTin that week 
Hcvron .staled as follows: "Sub-
scriboi's lo the Star will please 
withhold their criticisins a little 
until wo fiilly get our hearings, 
so as to know where we are at. 
We c.Npoct to make The Star e-
c(ual4o any paper ever published 
in Norlhville as a local news 
paper, but wc do not flatter our­
selves that we shall reach the 
height of our ambition the 'first 
issue. Aiso, our readers will place 
us under special' obligations to 
them for any items of news that 
inay be in Iheir possession from 
lime to time." 

Had News And Ads 

The two ayailaible copies carry 
general news of the county 
slate and country as well as sev.-
cj'al advertisements, Thoy also 
had a one page short story. 

Among the news items in the 
October 7, 1898 paper are the 
following: "Col. Theodore Roose­
velt, of the famous Rough Riders, 
was nominated for governor-'of 
New York by the Republican 
state convention. He was chosen 
on the first ballot. Roosevelt re­
ceived 753 votes and incumbent 
Governor Black received 218 
voles." 

"Brighton's school board is 
making a special effort to stop 
the use of tobacco on their school 
premises and during school hours. 
The modem cigarette is working 
sad havoc upon both mind and 
body of the boys of this country." 

"The Mexican War VereI-ans 
association of Michigan met in 
Grand Rapids with 13 members 
present ranging In ago from 73-
90 years." 

"General' Maximo Gomez is 
quoted as saying the insurgent 
force's wiii disband and apply 
themselves to farm labor as soon 
as the Spanish troops evacuate 
the island." 

"A 90 yoar old woman was 
found dead on a nearby' farm. 
She had got into the lot where 
two ugly sheep were pastured 
and they made an attack upon 
hei'. Being ,old and feeble she 
could not escape and they soon 

"pounded the life out of her." 
"The slate fair at Grand Ra 

pIds was not up lo expectations, 
but the exhibits were belter than 
usual." 

"Three Detroit men were ex-
peeled in town yesterday, but 
failed lo come in the interest of 
the Gi'.ind River Electric Road 
Those who claim .to know, say 
thai the company means business, 
and is intending lo come to 
Norlhville. The franchise whicli 
they desire Norlhville to grant 
stipulates for a 30-cent fai'e from 
hei'o lo Detroit." 

No Piclures 

There were no pictures, but 
there were sitclclies for the ad­
vertising. Sonic of the more in­
teresting ad copy reads;

You are not obliged 
lo dig for it. The 10-cent piece 
of BiiUic Ax Plug." 

"Good, palatable, wholesome 
ico-crcfini always leaves a plea­
sant lasting memory.

Act on either of these notions 
and you're headed for tragedy. 

Night Vision is far from being 
merely the 'simple matter of see­
ing your hand before your face, 
or of distinguishing the head­
lights of an approaching car. 
What do you mean when you 
say you can "see" at night? Do 
you mean you can distinguish 
objects clearly under low IUum-
ination? That you can recover 
quickly enough from the glare 
of oncoming headlights to keep 
yourself—or someone else—from 
toeing an accident statistic? That 
you can judge accurately at night 
the disiance between you and 
the objects you see? 

If you can't do all of these 
things, you can't, see at night— 
you only lh;nk you can. And the 
driver who acts what he' ihinks 
he sees has a date with disaster. 

The fact Is, most traffic fatali­
ties occur at night. The "ten 
hours of trouble" between dusk 
and dawn are the most danger-
