(serves 10 to 12 people) 

1% doz, lady fingers 
2 boxes jello - Any of the 

red Variety 
1 -pint fresh strawberries or 

raspberries 
1 cup sugar 

pt, whipping cream 

Make jello, following directions 
on package but decreasing water 
by about one cup to allow for 
juice from berries While jello is 
thickening in refrigerator, hull 
and wash strawberies or rasp-, _ 
berries, crush slightly and add POURING Water over the jello, Mrs, Andrew Bertoni begins the 

first step in the preparation of her Berry Ice Box Cake. 
When jello has thickened but 

is not set, add berries and mix 
thoroughly. Whip cream until 
stiff and fold into jello mixture. 

Cut off bottoms of lady fingers, 
about one inch and split. Save all 
pieces. Line spring-mold pan 
(pan should, not have the center 
tube usually used when making 
angel-food or sponge cake) with 
largo pieces, using all leftover 
pieces for bottom of pan. Fil l 
with jello mixture and let set 
overnight. When ready to serve, 
I-emove outside of pan for easy 
cutting into wedge-shaped pieces. 

When berries are not in season, 
frozen ones may be used, or use 
your ingenuity and substitute 
other fruits. Crushed pineapple 
is a very good substitute. Also, 
if you are one of those families 
who seem to have a small amount 
of ice cream left over when serv­
ing a group from a half-gallon 
carton, save it in your frozen 
food compartment of your re­
frigerator and let it substitute 
for the whipped cream, Of 
course, as you become accustom­
ed to making this cake you will 
learn to substitute pound cake, 
jelly roll, etc. for the lady fingers.

fulness and greatness .Since 1947 
the scientific achievement of the 
200-inch telescope has brought 
still greater wonders of God's 
universe. These unlimited dia­
monds In the sky tell us a num­
ber of things about God." Let us 
look at them. 

It speaks of His POWER. Al­
though the sun has mean dis­
tance of 92,800,000 miles from the 
earth, yet it generates continu-' 
ously energy equivalent to 70,000 
horse power per square yard. 

Think of the force required to 
keep the earth from flying off 
by centrifugal force—a weight 
6.6x10 to the 2ist power, tons. 
Think of the power that holds 
the solar system In the galaxy of 
which it is a part. The sun is a 
dwarf star of the 5th magnitude. 
Beyond this system ai-e "islands 
of universe" which -appear to be 
reaching out into infinite space.

The heavens speak of His WIS­
DOM. Think of the infinite skill 
it takes to run the celestial sys­
tem. It is the acme of precision. 
A perfectly uniform motion or 
periodicity is the prerequisite for 
the ideal time keepei'. We set our 
clocks by the star (transit instru­
ment). Our solor system is a mod-
el atom. With the sun as the cen­

AN ORDINANCE CREATING 
THE OFFICE OF CITY MANA-
GER OF NORTHVILLE A N D 
PROVIDING FOR HIS POWERS 
AND DUTIES. 
• BE IT ORDAINED by the City 
Council of Northville: 

SECTION 1. Creation of Office. 
The office of city manager is 
hereby created. 

SECTION 2. Appointment of 
City Manager. The city manager 
shall be appointed by majority 
vote of the city council for an 
indefinite term. He, shall be 
chosen iby the council solely on 
the baais of his executive and ad­
ministrative quaiifications with 
special reference to his actual 
experience in or his knowledge 

units under his jurisdiction, with 
the approval of the city council. 
The city manager may bo the 
head of,one or more departments. 

H. Allend all meetings of the 
city council unless excused there­
from and take part in the discus­
sion of aii matters coming before 
the' council. He shall be entitled 
to notice of all regular and spe­
cial meetings of the council. 

L Supervise the purchase of 
all materials, supplies, and equip­
ment for which funds are pro­
vided in the budget; let contracts 
necessary for operation or main­
tenance of city services for 
amounts up to and including 
$500.00, solicit, receive and pre­
sent to the city council open bids 
for purchases or contracts which 
call for expenditures in excess of 
$500.00, but not-more than $I,000.. 

of accepted practice in respect 100, together with recommenda-
to the duties of his office hferein 
after set forth. At the time of his 
appointmeiit he need not he a 
resident of'the' city or the-state, 
but shall become a resident̂ ..of 
the city as soon a's possible, and' 
at least within six months from 
the date of his appointment and 
shall remam a resident of the 
city during his tenure of office. 
No councilman shall receive such 
appointment during the term for 
which he shall have been elected 
nor within one year after the ex­
piration of his term. 

SECTION 3. Removal of Sity 
Manager, The city council may 
remove the city manager at any 
time by a majority vote of its 
members. If requested, the coun­
cil shall grant him a public hear­
ing within thirty days following 
notice of removal. During the in­
terim the council may suspend 
the manager from duty, but shall 
continue his salary and, if the 
removal becomes final, shall pay 
his salary for two calendar 
months following the final re-
Inoval date. 

SECTION 4. Powers and Dut­
ies of Cily Manager. The city 
manager shall be the chief ad­
ministrative officer of the city. 
He may head'one or more de­
partments and -shall be responsi­
ble to the city council for the 
proper administration of all af­
fairs of the city. To that end, he 
shall have power and shall be 
required to: 

A. Appoint and, when neces­
sary -for the good of the service, 
suspend or remove all officers 
and employees of the city except 
as otherwise provided by the city 
charter or law, and except as he'| 
may authorize the head of a de­
partment or office to appoint, 
suspend, or remove subordinates 
in such deparijment or office, 

B. Prepare the .budget annually 
and Submit it to the council to­
gether with a message describ­
ing the important features and 
be responsible for its administra­
tion after adoption. 

C. Prepare and submit to the 
council as of the end of the fiscal 
year a complete report on the 
finances and administrative acti­
vities of the city for the preced­
ing year. 

•D. Keep the council advised of 
the financial-condition and future 
needs of the city, and -make such 
recommendations as he may 
deem desirable. 

E. Recommend to the ̂ govern­
ing body a standard schedule of 
pay for each appointive office 
and position in the city service, 
including miniimum, intermedi­
ate, and maximum rates. 

F. Recommend to the govern­
ing body (from time to time) 
adoption of such measures as he 
may deem necessary or expedient 
for the health, safety or welfare 
of the community or for the im­
provement of administrative ser­
vices, . - • 

• G'. Consolidate or combIne of­
fices, positions, departments, or 

tions regarding same,' and re­
ceive sealed bids for purchases 
or contracts in excess of $1,000.00 
and present them to the council 
for approval, and âdvis|̂  ctljf 
•council on the advantages or dis­
advantages of contract and bid 
proposals. No purchase shall be 
made, contract let or obligation 
incurred for any item or service 
which exceeds the current budg­
et appropriation without a sup­
plemental appropriatI(>n by the 
council. No contract in excess of 
$1,000.00 and no contract for new 
construction shall ibe let except 
by the city council. The manager 
may issue such rules governing 
purchasing procedures within the 
administrative organization as 
the council shall approve. 

J. See that all laws and or­
dinances are duly enforced. 

K. Investigate the affairs of the 
city or any department or divi­
sion thereof. Investigate all cofn-
plaints in relation to'matters 
concerning the adiministration of 
the government of the city, and-, 
in regard to service maintained 
by the public utilities in the city, 
and see that all franchises, per­
mits, and privileges granted by 
the city are faithfully observed. 

L. Devote his entire time to 
the discharge .of his official 
duties. 

M. PeIiform such other duties 
as may be required by the coun­
cil, not inconsistent with the city 
charter, law, or ordinances. 

SECTION 5. Council Not Jo In-
ieriere with Appointments or" Re 
movals. Neither the council nor 
any'of its members shall direct 
or request the appointment of 
any person to, or his removal 
from, office by the city manager 
or any of his subordinates, or in 
any manner take part in the 
appointment or removal of of­
ficers and employees in "the ad-
ministrative services of the city. 
Except for th& purpose of in­
quiry, the council and its mem-
bers shall deal with the adminis-
trative service solely through the 
city Qnanager and neither the 
council nor any member thereof 
shall give orders to any • subor­
dinates of the city manager, 
either publicly or privately. 

SECTION 6. Emergencies. In 
case of accident, disaster, or other 
circumstance creating a Vhblic 
emergency, the city manager may 
award contracts and make pur-̂  
chases for the purpose of meet­
ing said emergency; jbut he shall 
file promptly with the council a 
certificate showing such emer­
gency and the necessity for such 
action, together with an itemized 
account of all expenditures. 

SECTION 7. Bond. The city 
manager shall furnish a surety 
bond to ibe approved by the coun­
cil, said bond to be conditioned 
on the faithful performance of 
his duties. The premium of the 
bond shall be paid iby the city. 

SECTION 8. Compensation. The 
city manager shall receive such 
compensation as the council shall 

fix from time to time by ordin­
ance or resolution. 

SECTION 9. Vacancy. Any va­
cancy in the office of the city 
manager shall be filled within 
sixty days after the effective date 
of such vacancy, or as soon there­
after as practicable. 

SECTION 10. Acting City Man­
ager. The council may appoint or 
designate an acting city manager 
during the period of vacancy in 
the office or during tiie absence 
of the city maiiager from the 

,city and shall fix his compensa-
jtion. Such acting city manager 
shail, while he is in such office, 
have all the responsibilities, dut­
ies, functions and.authority of the 
city manager. 

SECTION 11. Saving Clause. If 
any section,- subsection, or sen­
tence, clause, or -phrase of this 
ordinance is for any reason held 
invalid, such decision or deci­
sions shall not affect the validity 
of the remaining portions of this 
ordinance. All ordinances of the 
city prescribing the duties .of 
Reads of departments shall re­
main Tn full force and effecV'ex-
cept In so far as they conflict with 
the provisions of this ordinance 
in which case the provisions ol 
this ordinance shall govern.

Farmington township officials reported last weeli that the 
referendum vote on the rezoning of 2-f-f acres east of Haggcrty Rd. 
wi l l be held Aug. 7 as planned despite statements from the pro­
moters that they have switched their plans for a race track and 
sports arena from Farmington to the Novi area. 

This announcement came as tlIe restijt of Novi Supervisor 
Frazer Slaman's July 16 state­
ment that he had been informally 
approached by the group on the 
possibility ot locating the traclc 
in Novi. Slaman said that thc 
race track group had told him 
that they were no longer inter­
ested in the Farmington site, 

Floyd A. Cairns, township 
clerk, staled that similar state­
ments had been made to him by 
one of the group, but that no 
written request for withdrawal 
of the proposal had been submit­
ted. 

Officials ot Farmington town­
ship emphasized thai regardless 
of the recent statements from the 
developers, the zoning question 
will appear on the Aug. 7 ballot. 
Cairns slated that since iegal'pe­
titions have been filed calling 
for a referendum on the zoning 
question, the question will be 
voted upon as planned. 

The exact location of the Novi 
township track site is being with­
held pending completion of op-
tioj. negotiations.

D u r i n g S i x Y e a r P e r i o d 
Occupied dwelling units in 

Novi township increased from 
1,066 in April 1950 to 1,600 in 
July 1956, according lo estimates 
released this week by the Detroit 
Metropolitan Area R e g i o n a l 
Planning Commission. 

This increase of 534 occupied 
dweiiing units means the area 
has undergone a growth ot almost 
50% in the 6"/4-year period. 

The greatest numerical gains 
in Wayne county (excluding De­
troit) were made by Redford 
township (10,984), Livonia (7,368), 
Dearborn City (6,508), Allen Park 
(5,978), Garden City (5,271), Dear­
born township (5,113) and Lin­
coln Park (5,055). 

Riverview recorded the high­
est rale of increase wilh a gain 
of 277.8%. Garden City increased 
226.370, Redtord township 210.6%, 
Allen Park 191.5%, Livonia 
152.5% and Ecorse township 
137.2%. 

Increased dwelling units ot 
nearby areas were as follow; 

Northville township, 214; North­
ville, 107; Farmington City, 755; 
Farmington lownship, 2,093; Kee-
go Harbor, 120; Milford township, 
156; Milford Village, 213; South 
Lyon, 96; Walled Lake, 70; L i ­
vonia, 7,368 Plymouth city, 488, 
and Plymouth township, 460.

Ownership of the Northville 
Record and the Novi News 
passed this week to William C. 
Sliger of Plymouth. Sliger as­
sumes active direction of the 
two newspapers Aug. 2. 

The new owner is an experi­
enced newspaper man who has 
been with the Plymouth Mai l 
as general manager since 1953, 
and for the two preceding years 
was Its advertising Inanager. 
During this period the Mai l won 
three state awards for General 
Excellence and twice won hon­
orable mention awards in na-
tional contests. 

Sale of the publications by 
Glenn H . Cummings, former 
owner, was pi'ompted by enlarged 
public relations activities in De­
troit and Cleveland, which made 
it impossible for him to devote 
sufficient lime lo local affairs. 
Cummings and N. W. Hopkins, of 
Plymouth, purchased the Record 
on Jan. 9, 1952 from Louese Cans-
field, Arthur H. Cansfield and 
Florence D. Cansfield. The form­
er devoted the major portion of 
his time to the paper until De­
cember, 1954, when Tom Cum­
mings moved to Northviiie to 
become business Inanager. It was 
he whO' conceived and started 
the Novi News early in 1955, and 
has served as its editor since that 
time. 

Sliger is 33 years of age. He is 
a graduate of Albion college and 
served three years in the Army 
.Air Corps as a pilot of a B-29 in 
the Pacific theatre. He worked in 
both the advertising and editori­
al departments ot the Albion 
Evening Recorder, Cadillac Eve­
ning News and Merced (Calif.) 
Sun-Star before coming to the 
Plymouth Mail. 

Wilh Plymouth merchants he 
conceived and organized t h a t 
city's Community Stamp program 
which is now supported by 36 
Plymouth merchants. He has 
served as the corporation's secre­
tary since its beginning 10 
months ago. He I's a member of 
the Plymouth Kiwanis club and 
Chamber of Commerce retail 
merchants' committee. He has 
been a director ot the Plymouth 
Symphony Society for three years

building on Wi.xom Rd. is progressing rapidly during the summer months. Footings are being poured for the 
200,000 square foot office building (center, foreground) which wi l l be completed and ready for occupancy in 
March, 1957. In tlie baclcground is a 300,000 gallon water tank recently erected northwest of the plant building. 
Only 50% of the tank's capacity wi l l be used for domestic purposes, while the remaining 50% will be held in 
reserve for fire-fighting. Workmen in the left photo are putting finishing touches on a concrete slab fountlation 
in one of the plant's boiler pits. The plant and offices wi l l have steam heat. Two wells are being drilled north of 
the plant and wil l be ajjproximately 250 feet deep, officials say. Some of the 12-inch casings for the well are 
shown in the foreground.
