The argument between the two 
gi-oups started with the organiza­
tion of the Authority on a bi-
paI'tisan basis in in!i3. Ziegier and 
his supportei's claimod that the 
Stale Highway Department couid 
build the same roads as the Turn­
pike Authority with existing 
funds.

Charges of obstruclion were 

leveled at Zicgler in i-oturn by 
the Authority. Thcy contended 
that the major block in issuing 
I-cvcnue bonds was Zieglcr's re­
fusal to cancel plans for high­
ways paraiici to proposed toii 
roads. 

No bonding firm was wiiling 
to risk the needed capitai against 
revenue bond security when it 
feared that a free road might be 
constructed along the same gen-
erai route as a toii highway, even 
though tho roads were many 
miies apart.

New state and federal highway 

programs boosted Zieglcr's argu­
ments recentiy. 

"The biggest factor in the de­
cline of the Turnpike AuUiority's 
power is the great increase in 
money avaiiabie for regular high­
way construction." says Gerald 
Graves, executive director of the 
Michigan Good Roads Federation. 

Prior to 1951 the lai-gest amount 
avaiiabie for highways never ex­
ceeded $28 miliion in any year. 
In 1955, Michigan increased gaso­
line taxes to finance specific 
routes, giving priority io the in­
terstate system. The Federal-Aid 
Highway Act of 1956 greatly in­
creased ifederai aid to stales for 
interstate trunkiine construction.

"With these two programs 

Michigan wiii have more than 
S304 miilion avaiiabie during the 
calendar years 1956-7 for high­
ways. We anticipate that funds 
from federai sources alone wiii 
be $lVi billion for the next l3 
years," Graves states. 

"Under these circumslances it 
is extremely uniikeiy that any 
bonding company wiil ever pro­
vide capital secured only by the 
anticipated revenue that a loll 
road will collect," ho concludes.

Parents planning to send their 
children to nursery school this 
fall must make two important 
decisions, according to a recog­
nized nursery school authority 
from Wayne State university. 

Is the child, ready for group 
experience, and if so, how Is a 
good school selected? 

Mrs. Esther Callard, mother of 
two children and director of 
Wayne's home economics depart­
ment nursery school, says most 
children are r̂eady when about 
three and a half years old. 

"The mother must be the judge 
of when her child can make this 
big transition from home to 
school," said Mrs. Callard. "Eag­
erness to be wilh other children 
is one of the first Indications." 

When children reach the age 
of three, mothei-s alone cannot 
usually satisfy their time con­
suming needs for "playing games, 
reading stories, singiIiig, ptUnting 
and other activities." 

Do not send a child to nursery 
school if they are under-going 
tension-producing situations such 
as the arrival of new babies, mov­
ing to a new home or environ­
ment, or loss of a parent, Mrs. 
Callard said. 

A child needs the security of 
the home and parent when these 
unbalancing changes take place. 
"This is not the time for the chal­
lenge o£ a new experience."

The air is full of the familiar 
littie jingle: 

"School days, school days 
Dear old 'Golden Rule' days 
Reading, 'Riting and 'Rithmetlc 
Taught to the tune of the 

Hickory stick 

Picking the right school with 
good teachei' is Important. The 

teacher-child relationship is most 
vitaU 

"Nothing is more Important to 
the child then how he feels about 
himself. This feeling is a reflec­
tion of the attitudes of people 
most intimate in his life. 

"Since the teacher acts as a 
mother-substitute, she must be 
encouraging, kind and strong 
enough personality-wise/to sup­
ervise with loving but firm care."' 

A good school is always open 
for parental observation. If after 
a visit you can answer "yes" to 
the following questions, then, the 
school is acceptable, (l) Does the 
teacher sincerely welcome the 
parent and urge her to stay un­
til the child has transferred his 
dependency to the teacher? (2) 
Are children not only allowed, 
but encouraged to use equipment 
freely? (3) Is the teacher able to 
place clear, firm limits on a 
child's destructive or hurtful be­
havior without making the child 
feel he is an outcast and unwant­
ed? (4) Does the school's program 
include a rich VaMety of experi­
ence suitable to the age level of 

the child? 

l suspect it will be sung with 
a wide variety of moods from 
scorn to real enthusiasm. Yet 
these are those "back-to-school 
days" that many harried parents 
have been loolting forward 
since mid-summei', and for which 
the teachers and staff have been 
industriously prepai-lng.

Northville football coach Ron Schipper looked across the 
field Tuesday at his Mustangs sweating through offensive drills 
and let a slight smile cross his face. 

Schipper wasn't saying much, but it was evident he is pleased 
With the way his football charges are shaping up. So far, at least. 

From a worried outlook last 
Week, Schipper has changed to a 
feeling thai "if they really want 
lo play football, we can be 
rough." 

Behind his more optimistic out­
look were two factors: the rapid 
devoiopInent of a bruising de­
fensive line and the sudden ap­
pearance of a halfback transfer 
student from Ohio. 

The five-man line, looking 
more like a college forward wall 
than a high school line, averages 
more than 210 pounds per man. 
On it are ends Jeff Goodrich, 220, 
and Nelson Schrader, 210; tackles 
John Hoose, 206, and Jim Buri'Cll, 
222, and middle guad Bob Wag­
enschutz, 225. 

"These big boys are really mix­
ing well," Schipper said. 

"Goodrich, ot 6' 7", looks es­
pecially good at defensive end,'' 
the Mustang coach said. "And 
he's shaping up well as an of­
fensive tackle too." 

The halfback is Dave Adams, a 
senior ti'ansfor student, who 
Schipper says has been running 
well In offensive' plays. 

AdaITis hurt his neck in scrim­
mage, but is expected to be back 
In action soon. 

Schipper said further that Jim 
Hammond, halfback lettennan. 

is running well and is expected 
to fit in well at either end or 
halfback this year. 

"In genei'al," Schipper said, 
"the line seems to be ahead of 
the backfield as far as shaping 
up is concerned. Even so, the 
backs ai'e coming around." 

Schipper stiil is iooking for 
serengtii at quarterback, though 
three candidates — -Bud Beil, Ed 
Witlenberg and Pete Gross — 
have been woi'king at the posi­
tion this past week. 

One major problem, Schipper 
said, is getting the (jacks and 
linemen to coordinate their play. 

"They can run the plays faii'ly 
well separately," he said, "but 
when wo put the backfield and 
iino loRether, we look a bit rag­
ged.

"Care in locating the window 
fo give the best view can not be 
overstressed," says Harlow O. 
Wliittemore, professor of land-
scape architecture in the Uni-
versity of Michigan college of 
architecture and design. The 
college celebrates its semi-cen­
tennial this coming October. 

Professor Whitlemore advises, 
"Study all the views your prop­
erty affords before making your 
choice, keeping in mind any pos-
si bio landscaping improvements 
iieforc i)ianning your home." 

lle explains that there are two 
major t'iews Ihrougii a picture 
window. "There is the near one, 
which is completely within your 
property, and there is the land­
scape view beyond your lot." 

Ho continues, "Your near view 
most likely wiii be an informal 
iandscape, or a formal paltern of 

walks, lawns, trees, hedges and 
flower beds. Or it may be a util­
ity area, such as a play yard for 
the chiidren, a vegetaiDle plot or 
an orchard. 

"If you want to be sure of al­
most perpeluai protection of your 
view, you wiil think long and 
carefully before seiecting the site 
for your house, looking ahead lo 
cslimale what may happen td 
view in front of the iiouse," he 
says. "In general, it is advisable 
lo own a rather generous fore­
ground. In that case, if a neigh­
bor's house is built within your 
view, it iviil stiil be far enough 
away to become just an incident 
in the total picture. 

"A far-flung view Is especially 
enjoyable if you are high enough 
above the city to enjoy the myr­
iad night lights. In this case dis­
tance definitely lends enchant­
ment," Professor WhitleInore 
says.

"Trees of the canopy type, such 
as American eim, honeyacacia 
and Buroak, will frame a large 
view and cast shade at the same 
lime. Trees with horizontal 
branches, such as the Londan 
plane. Sycamore Maple and 
Biack Oak will frame a low view. 
Canopy trees such as crabapples, 
pears and cherries will frame a 
garden view nicely. 

"Some trees whose branches 
wiil slay low and form a com­
plete waii of green are spruces 
.nnd firs, Swiss mountain pines, 
Swiss stone pine, EuI'opean 
beech or linden and pin oak," he 
continues. "Shrubs such as iiiac, 
forsyihia and honcysicle can be 
used lo fill in around the trees." 

Even in the middie of Winter 
you can have n pleasant picture 
from your window. "Just chofise 
trees which arc decoI-ative in 
shape aii yeaL And don't think 
oniy in terms of foliage masses 
nnd bloom when you select the 
plantings," says Professor Whit­
lemore. 

Color nnd texture are also im­
portant. "Pines, spruces and hem­
locks keep their green color 
tiirough the winter where lai-ge 
specimens are needed. The Jap-
anso yew and Biack Pyrmidal 
nrborvilae can bo pruned to 
scaio," the professor said. 

If you want lo produce the 
visual illusion of greater depth 
or distance, there's something 
you can do about it. "Make the 
scene froni your window appear 
narrower as it goes toward the 
rear by using trees that ai'o 
smalier pI-ogi'essively or by using 
smaller foliaged trees in the dis­
tance. You can aiso capture the 
feciing of added distance by 
using strong color foliage near­
by and softiy blanked colors or 
or smoky blues and greys farth­
er away," the pI'ofessor advised.

Like most newspapers, The Record Welcomes "Letters 
to the Editor''. Besides making interesting reading, they gen-
erally present an opinion on a local problem which many 
times results, in a solution to the probicm. 

This week we received a letter complaining about 
the manner in which a neighbor disposes of her laundry 
water. Because the letter was unsigned, we cannot publish it.

We mention the complaint because our .attention Was 
drawn to an article published in the September issue of 
American Mercury entitled "Has Your Town a Gripe Cen-
ter.'" I 

The article describes the City of Dearborn's "Complaint 
Bureau", officially created in 1950 to handle all gripes of the 
citizenry. Patterned after modern department store complaint 
departments, the experiment has been highly successful. At 
least seven other cit es have copied the plan. 

The article concludes that "Dearborn officials, at first 
largely opposed to the idea, hail the Complaint Bureau as 
a remarkable medium for improving a host of services to a 
city of more than 85 per cent homeowners. They insist that 
it relieves citizens and officials, extirpates chronic trouble 
spots and — well, 'it's an idea worth trying in anyone's 
town'." 

S t r i k i n g O u t T a x e s 

We've finally discovered a way to lower our income 
tax. And just to show our readers that we're always willing 
to pass along good tip, here's the story right from the pages 
of U . S. News & World Report. 

^ The magazine says: " A baseball player's angry gesture, 
during a ball game, may cost the Federal Government $4,200 
in income taxes, lt also may bring the athlete a personal prof-
it of $4,200." 

The world's highest-salaried, ballplayer ($100,000 a 
year) was fined $5,000 by his club for a display of temper 
toward the fans. This is considered a business expense, for the 
reason that the fine must be paid if the player is to keep 
practicing his profession. Thus, his taxable income is reduced 
by the $5,000. 

After deductions, the top tax rate on this player's 
income is 84 per cenL So the fine gives him a tax reduction 
of $4,200, leaving him only $800 out of pockeL 

But that isn't all. Admirers of the player are reported 
to be making up a fund to pay the fine. U . S. News says: "If 
they give him $5,000, that amount is not taxable at all. In 
that case, the ballplayer would stand an $800 loss and a $5,000 
gain, for a net profit of $4,200."

Police activity in Northville 
continued to bo lighter this year 
than it was at tho same time last 
year, 

A report prepared by Chief 
Jo.seph E, Denton showed that 
August of this year was far less 
troublesome for police in almost 
every respect than the same 
month last year, 
' Juiy aiso was reported as a 

much milder month as, far as 
poiice business goes, . 

The only major increase was in 
parking violations — a drastic 
jump from 13 to 57, This presum­
ably was due to the installation 
of parking meters on downtown 
streets. 

Other increases were recorded 
in accidents investigated (five in 
1955, eight in 1956), juvenile 
ca.ses (3-4), unlocked doors (5-10) 
and vandalism cases (2-4). 

Biggest drop was In traffic vio­
lations where police recordcd a 
sharp decline from 96 to 56. 

The number of arrests and 
court cases dropped from 18 to 7. 
Total fines' collected declined 
from $1,010 to $677. 

Other declines were shown in 
breaking and entering (one-
none), stolen autos (two-none), 
uttering and publishing (two-
none), open 'Windows (seven-
six) and missing persons (two-
one.) 

Still other decreases were 
shown in dog bite cases (three-
one), recovered persons (two-
one) and dogs under observation 
(three-one).

The for-
mer provides for an injunction 
to stop 'annexation proceedings 
whereas the latter does not.

•Ogilvie admitted that Adams' ac­
tion apparently means the judge
