For this reason,
they asked Ellison to work with
parents in finding some other
answer. ‘

It was suggesied they try to
hire a special bus from a private
owner. Ellison said he would con-
tact prospects as soon as possible.

Superintendent R, H., Amer-
man explained further that siate
regulations on school {ranspor-
tation have bheen tightened con-
siderably in the past year, Though
reimbursement was received last
vear for the students in question,
he said, the new regulations pre-
vent it this year. .

Most of the in-
erease is in the ninth and tenth
grades, he said, which means the
high school will continue to be
overcrowded in coming years.

The unexpeciedly high enroll-
ment has had many consequences
detrimental to good educational
methods, Ellison told the board.
Among them, he listed:

—all rooms in both the high
school and community building
are in full use;

—an English class and machine] -

shop are taught at the same time
in the industrial arts room, with

the classes separated only by a

partition;
—the average class load has

jumped from 22 last year to about

28 this yecar, The smallest class
is a reading course for 13 stu-
dents, while the largest is a 42-
student class in American history;

—some eclective classes have
had to he curtailed or taken off
the curriculum {o provide teach-
ers for required courses;

—tardiness has become a prob-
lem because students cannot push
through the crowded hallways
in time to reach class by the bell.
Class-time may have to bhe cut
to allow more time for passing
in the halls;

—the high school curriculum
has bheen adjusted to mect the
problem, with the resull that
some ienth grade studenis are
taking cleventh grade courses;

—one teacher has had to can-
cel her consuliation and confer-
ence hour so as to take on anolh-
er class;

—students next year may have

By unanimous vote, the board
authorized Attorney James Lit-
tell to begin condemnation pro-
ceedings as §oon as possible if he
finds the land cannot be bought
from the owners immediately.

Facing possible condemnation
are three parcels of land: 43 acres
owned by the Manning & Lock-
lin Gravel company; seven acres
owned by Gerald Taft, and one
acre owned by Rolf Batzer. To-
gether, they form an area lying
north of the city line and extend-
ing west from Cenler street.

Littell indicaled the property
owners might be willing to sell,
but said that such a procedure
possibly would take too long. For
this reason, he said, condemna-
tion may well be nccessary.

Previously, only the Manning-
Locklin and Batzer properties
were under consideration by the
board, It was decided, however,
that the Taft property would be
needed to provide an access to
the high school from Taft road.

The board also voted to hire
assessors to evaluate the land
and determine a fair purchase
price.

At the same time, board mem-
bers indicated they will revamp
plans for a new school to pro-
vide a larger building and more
facilities. Unexpected overcrowd-
ing this year has upset estimates
of future enrollment and made
previous plans obsolete already,
it was explained.

Superintendent R, H, Amerman
said the board now will aliempt
to offer a qualified bond issue
within the next two months, The
bond issue would provide only
for necessary building and equip-
ment and would not include such
“extras” as a swimming pool and
cinder track.

Before a bond issue vote is
called, Amerman said, Amerman
sald, plans for the school must be
brought up to date and must be
approved by the state depart-
ment of public instruetion in
Lansing, This is expected to be
done within the next month.

Board members also agreed to

take advantage of a special state_

ruling by which the state covers
any millage above 13 mills, This
will allow Northville to use an
average of as much as 17 mills
for consiruction each year, while
levying only 13 mills. The re-
mainder would be paid back to
the state in future years,

This provision, it was stated,
will allow Northville {o construct
future facilities at the present
moment and will allow acquisi-
tion of land for future develop-
ment.

PART I That Ordinance No. 2
of the Township of Novi, as
amended, is hereby amended by
amending the title by the addi-
tion of the following words after
the word “structure” in the 6th
line “including tents and trailer
coaches”.

PART 1I, That Ordinance No.
2 of the - Township of Novi, as
amended, is hereby amended by
the amending of Sections 1,38
and 1.39 of Article I to read as
follows:

Section 1.38. MOBILE HOME
OR TRAILER COACH. Mobile
home or trailer coach is hereby
defined and declared to he any
vehicle used- or intended’ for use,
as a conveyance uponh the public
streets or highways and licensed
or unlicensed as such; and shall
include self-propelled and non-
self-propelled vehicles so design-
ed, constructed or reconstructed
or added to by means of portable
accessories or otherwise in such
a manner as will permit the oe-
cupancy thereof as a temporary
dwelling or sleeping place - for
one or more persons, and having
no foundation other than wheels,
jacks or skirting so arranged as
to be integral with or portable
by said mobile hame.

Section 1.39. TRAILER COACH
PARK OR MOBILE HOME
PARK. This term applies to any
lot or tract of land upon which
three (38) or more occupied trail-
er coaches or mobile homes are
harbored either with ar without
charge and shall include any
building or enclosure intended for
use as a part of the equipment of
such park.

PART HI That Ordinance No,
2 of the. Township of Novi, as
amended, is hereby amended by
the addition of a new section to
appear and become a part of said
Ordinance as Section 3.20 of Art-
icle JI as follows:

Section 3.20, MOBILE HOME

"|OR. TRAILER COACH REGU-
LATIONS, INDIVIDUAL UNITS.

(a) It shall be unlawful, with-
in the limits of the Township of
Novi, for any person, firrq or
corporation to park overm.ght,
or permit the parking overmght,
of any mobile home or trailer
coach on any public highway,
street or alley. No occupied mo-
bile home or trailer coach shall
be parked on any site, lot, field
or tract of land within the Town-
ship of Novi not specifically lic-
ensed for the purpose; excepi
that, nothing herein contained
shall prohibit the parking, with-
out charge therefore, for not
more than one occupied mobile
home or trailer coach on the
premises-of any occupied dwell-
ing, provided that the operator
of such mobile home or trailer

ter his arrival, shall make appli-
cation to the Building Inspgctqr
for a permit, which permit, if
granted shall limit the time of
such parking to a period not
Jonger than three (3) weeks from.
the date of the application there-
for. No more than one (1) such
permit shall be issued to any one
occupied mobile home or trailer
coach owner, operator or occu-
pant, in any  one twelve (12)

No owner or operator of any
mobile home or f{railer coach
shall hereafter construct or cause
to be constructed any lean-to or

(e) No mobile home or trailer
coach shall be used for any im-
moral or unlawful purpose, or
the harboring of any undesirable
person or persons,

(f) This section shall not pro-
hibit the storage of one unoccu-
pied mobile home or trailer coach
or a small utility trailer, which
is the property of the occupant
in the rear yard.

PART IV. That Ordinance No.
2 of the Township of Novi, as
amended, is hereby amended by
the addition of a new section to
appear and become a part of said
Ordinance as Section 3.21 of Ar-
ticle III as follows:

Section 3.21. BUILDINGS TO
BE MOVED, Any building or
structure, which has been wholly
or partially erected on any prem-
ises, located either within or out-
side of this Township, shall not
be moved fo and be placed upon
any other premises in this Town-
ship until a permit for such re-
moval shall have been secured
under Article XIII of this Ordin-
ance, Any such building or struc-
ture shall fully conform to all
the provisions of this Ordinance,

Where outdoor dry-
ing space is required, individ-
ual clothes drying facilities on
each lot with poles or sockets
imbedded in concrete shall be
provided.

(&) In order that a Mobile
Home Park may be harmonious
within itself and also with its
surrounding neighbors, the fol-
lowing regulations shall be re-
quired:

1. Street shall be provided on the
site where necessary to furnish
principal traffic-ways for con-
venient access to the mobile
home site, and other important
facilities on the property. The
street system shall provide con-
venient circulation by means
of minor streets and properly
located collector and arterial
streets, Closed ends of dead-end
streets shall be provided with
a turning circle of not less than
forty (40) feet outside radius.

4, There shall be provided an
area of not less than one hun-
dred (100) square feet for rec-
reation, for each mobile home
lot in the Mobile Home Park,
with a minimum area of not
less than five thousand (5,000)
square feet, which shal]l be no
longer than two (2) times its
width, located not more than
five hundred (500) feet from
the furthest mobile home Ilot
served. Such area shall be de-
veloped and maintained by the
management so as to provide
healthful = recreation for the
children of the Mobile Home

Park,

5. A greenbelt planting strip, not

less than twenty 20 feet in
width, shall be located and con-
tinually maintained along all
exterior boundary lot lines not
bordering a street., Such green-
belt shall be composed of one

(1) row of deciduous and or
evergreen trees, spaced not
more than forty (40) feet apart
and not less than three (3) rows
of shrubs, spaced not more than
eight (8) feet apart and which
grow at least to a height of five
(5) feet or more after one (1)
full growing season and which
shrubs will eventually grow to
a height of not less than twelve
(12) feet.

6. The front yard and the side

yard adjacent to a street shall
be landscaped and the entire

Mobile Home Park shall be
maintained in a good, clean pre-
sentable condition at all times.

7. No business, of any kind, shall

be conducted in any mobile

home, trailer or building or on
the premises of the Mobile

Home Park.

8. Street and yard lights, suffi-
cient in number and intensity
to permit the safe movement of
vehicles and pedestrians at
night, shall be provided and
shall be effectively related to
buildings, trees, walks, steps
and ramps, .

9. All fuel oil and all gas tanks
shall be located on each mo-
bile home lot in a uniform man-
ner. All tanks shall be of an
approved type to comply with
building code standards and

shall be equipped with vent

pipes and with fused valves, All

{anks shall be elevated on non-

combustible stands and placed

10, Each mobile home may be
provided with one (1) metal

(5) feet in height, which shall
be uniform as to size and loca-
tion throughout the Mobile
Home Park. All eabinets shall
be kept clean and shall be
maintained in a good condition.

11, There shall be no storage

and cach mobile home lot shall
be maintained in a clean and
presentable condition at all
times,

12, Mobile home lot fences shall
be uniform in height and shall
not exceed thirty (30) inches in

13. The grounds of the Mobile
Home Park shall be graded to
drain properly,

What a ‘Belly Series’ Is?

Sooner or later, mom, you're going to have to give in on

this matcer of football,

It doesn’t matter if your own son doesn’t play. Maybe one of his
buddies does. Or the big bruiser next door. Somehow, football
will come a-knockin' at your door.

And if you want to gec through the season wich che least
possible confusion, it would help if you knew what all the double-
talk is about. After all, it really isn't double-talk,

Besides, you mlght even find thac those after-dinner discus-

sions about “Gargoyle cutting
over tackle” and “Lasagne
smashing up the center” actually

are interesting, once you under-_

stand a few basic terms.

So if you decide {o brace up to
the task, and follow the game a
time or two, here's a few sample
phrases that might make your
plight a bit more endurable.
These aren’t all the terms, of
course, but if you master these,
vou'll very likely be on your way
to becoming a football addict.

SINGLE WING — This has
nothing to do with wounded
birds or crippled airplanes; it's
an offensive formation built
around a halfback who stations
himself four to five yards behind
the line and is flanked by the
three other members of the back-
field.

T-FORMATION ~— another of-
fensive formation built around
the quarterback who stands di-
rectly behind the center and
cither passes or hands the ball
off to one of the other perform-
ers who arrange themselves in a
horizontal row behind him, thus
giving the appearance of a “T",

STATUE OF LIBERTY — a de-
ceptive, though age-old play, in

which a back or an end takes the
ball from another back who has
assumed a passing siance. The
next time you get a chance to see
the old girl with her torch aloft
you might recall her likeness to
a {rantic halfback looking for a
fricndly campaigner who will
take the pigskin off his hands be-
fore he becomes bloodied by a
determined foe.

FLAT PASS — a short pass to
cither side of the field which
travels a greater distance lateral-
ly than ijt’ does beyond the line
of serimmage,

BELLY SERIES — No connec-
tion with “Medic”. This is a ser-
ies of T-formalion plays built
around the fullback who tried
to create the impression that he
has the ball on every play. Some-
times he does until the other
team gets a bellyfull and bends
his suit.

Michigan Mirror

Bumper Crop of Pupils
Jams State’s Schools

A “BUMPER-CROP" of Michi-
gan students greeted school ad-
ministrators as classroom doors
swung open to greet the prob-
verbial “eager new {aces”. The
largest enrollment in Michigan's
history did not catch school offi-
cials napping. In fact, great ef-
forts, long underway, permitted
school systems to be well pre-
pared.

Now, State Superintendent of
Public Instruction Dr. Clair L.
Taylor is busy counting noses to
check exact enrollment. He esti-
mates this year's public school
“erop” at approximately 1,454,000
children in the elementary see-
ondary grades,

* * . »

Some 2.200 additional teachers
and 2,000 new classrooms were
utilized this fall to take care of
the 70,000 pupil increase over
last year's enrollment, Generally,
schools are meeting the new de-
mands made upon their staff and
facilities, Dr, Taylor says.

Since last September, schools
throughout the state added more
than $100 million worth of class-
rooms, additions and buildings to
existing plants, he states. This
rate of expansion is a continua-
tion of the growth that began
shortly after World War IL

The lot of the feacher continues
to improve. Practically all {each-
ing positions were filled when
classes resumed, but many
schools found higher salaries
were necessary to attract quali-
fied personnel.

Teaching salaries around the
state will average $5,000 this year,
according to Dr, Taylor, Many
schools, particularly in urban
arcas, are siarting new instrue-
tors at $4,000, with almost all
schools offering at least $3,500.

In comparison with other
states, this means teaching salar-
ies here are among the highest
in the nation. “None of the states
surrounding Michigan offer pay
rates comparable to most of our
schools’ salary schedules,” Dr.
Taylor comments.

Not all of the state's 51,000
teachers meeot the highest stand-
ards of qualification set up by
the State Board of Education.
The department still receives
many cases where special cer-
tificates must be issued. How-
ever, the number is down from
last year. :

“It is the aim of the depart-
ment to gradually eliminate spe-
cial certification as trained per-
sonnel meeting regular qualifi-

cation standards are obtainable,”
Dy, Taylor states.

Most areas are forced {o cope
with the larger birthrate that be-
gan during war years, Other com-
munities must also absorb many
new families with children of
school age.

New suburban areas where
there is little industry support-
ing the tax base are siraining to
build adequate facilities. Reports
from school districts indicate that
expansions are completed or in
progress in virtually every com-
munity throughout the state.

Each year is a new challenge.
Enrollments projected into the
future show continuing increases.

The earliest “war babics” are
now cntering the first and second
years of high school, Teachers
and classroom facility difficul-
ties, once centralized in the pri-
mary grades, are spreading inlo
secondary “education.

Growing pains will not stop.
Plans are being laid now to ab-
sorb the huge college enrollments
expected in another two or three
years, Some 117,000 students, the
largest group ever to enter Michi-
gan colleges and universities, are
enrolled for the 1956-57 academic
yvear, Educators know this is just
the beginning of a bigger boom.

All in all, “Johnny” is geiting
good attention here, say leading
cducators. With a more rapid
population growth than many
other slates, Michigan taxpayers
are meeting successfully their ob-
ligations to the younger genera-
tion.

A Novi township man whose back property has been
turned into a huge rat- and snake-infested swamp six times
this year has asked the governor of Michigan for assistance.

D.-M, Parkinson, 27110 Taft road, says he made the
move last week after trying without avail since last spring
to get help from officials of Novi township, Oakland county

and several state agencies,

The problem, Parkinson says, is that two culverts under
the new Farmington-Brighton expressway bed are inadequate
to handle a natural creek running in back of his house.

The result, he claims — with piccures to prove it, is

“When it happens,” he says, “there’s a huge stagnant
lake about six to eight feet deep that runs from the express-
way bed almost to 12 Mile road.”

“It smells — and we've had to sleep on the front porch
to try to get away from it,” Parkinson adds.

“There are snakes all over the place, and our dog can
catch rats without half trying,”

. “Our.garden is ruined, and half the time we haven't
even been able to see it,” he continues,

“What's more, it's dangerous to have a lake like that
right up to your back door,” Parkinson says. “A person could
drown easily if he weren't careful,”

Parkinson claims the solution is simple enough — add
more culverts under the expressway bed. What's more, he

So far, he has had only one reply — a letter from the

“I should think that three months is plenty of time
for them at least to write me a lecter,” Parkinson says. But

I haven't heard a word.”

Last week, Parkinson decided the time had come to act
again, and sent a leccer to the office of Michigan Governor
G. Mennen Williams, asking assistance.

Furthermore, he has asked a Detroit paper to come out
and look the situation over,

Perhaps now, he feels, there may be something done to
clear up the condition that has turned his formerly green and
pleasant back property into a submerged, reeking swamp
where rats somecimes run frec and snakes crawl ac will,

The water has gone down in the dry cool days of the
past month, but Parkinson is certain that spring thaws and
summer rains next year will again put his lagd under water,

“I'm 53 now,” he says, "nnd in 10 or 12'years I'd like
to retire and sit out in my yard under a willow cree. But
right now, it looks like all I'll ever have is that recking
Swamp-"

Rezone Area for Track Site |

October 19
Hearing Set
By Board -

The Novi township zoning
board soon will consider a zon-
ing change that would permit

the ectablishment of a mul.-

million dollar race track and
sports plaza in the township,

+The. board.will hold.a public !
hearing-October 19 on’a request °
to rezone a large tract of land
north of Grand River from M-1
(light industry) to M-3 (heavy
industry). :
The land lies between Grand
River and 11 Mile road; and be-
tween Meadowbrook and Seeley
roads. .

According to Townhip Super-
visor Frazer Staman, the request
for rezoning came from a three-
man syndicate which secks to
set up an ultra-deluxe track and
sports pavillion on the site, Sta-
man said the syndicate requested
the rezoning Monday night at
the regular monthly meeting of
the township zoning board,

Staman explained that it was
found recently that M-1 zoning
will not permit etablihment of a
track and that an M-3 zoning is
necessary if the track is to be
set up, ' .

Asked if this meant that a race
track is again under serious con-
sideration, Staman said he could
not say for certain. But he added
that the townhip has a knotty
legal problem on its hands in re-
gard to the proposed track,

“Talk of a race track here first
came up in 1949, he said, “At
that time, permission was given
by the township for work to be .
started on it. Considerable mon-
ey — possibly $50,000 was spent
on developing the site.”

“Since then,” he continued,
“things have quieted down and
not too much has happened.”

“Now the interested parties
are again going ahead with theijr
plans—and this is where the
problem comes in,” Staman said,
“If we' try to stand in the way of
a track or try to block it, we
might be faced with a law suit.”

“Afterjall,’»’ he continued, “these
men had prior permission for a
track and spent a lot of money
developing it. If we were to try
to stop it now—that is, if we were
to say in effect that this spent
money has gone down the drain
—we might be sued for damages.”

Staman added that he is not
absolutely certain of legalitieg
