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Bumper Crop of Pupils
Jams State’s Schools

A “BUMPER-CROP" of Michi-
gan students greeted school ad-
ministrators as classroom doors
swung open to greet the prob-
verbial “eager new {aces”. The
largest enrollment in Michigan's
history did not catch school offi-
cials napping. In fact, great ef-
forts, long underway, permitted
school systems to be well pre-
pared.

Now, State Superintendent of
Public Instruction Dr. Clair L.
Taylor is busy counting noses to
check exact enrollment. He esti-
mates this year's public school
“erop” at approximately 1,454,000
children in the elementary see-
ondary grades,

Some 2.200 additional teachers
and 2,000 new classrooms were
utilized this fall to take care of
the 70,000 pupil increase over
last year's enrollment, Generally,
schools are meeting the new de-
mands made upon their staff and
facilities, Dr, Taylor says.

Since last September, schools
throughout the state added more
than $100 million worth of class-
rooms, additions and buildings to
existing plants, he states. This
rate of expansion is a continua-
tion of the growth that began
shortly after World War IL

The lot of the feacher continues
to improve. Practically all {each-
ing positions were filled when
classes resumed, but many
schools found higher salaries
were necessary to attract quali-
fied personnel.

Teaching salaries around the
state will average $5,000 this year,
according to Dr, Taylor, Many
schools, particularly in urban
arcas, are siarting new instrue-
tors at $4,000, with almost all
schools offering at least $3,500.

In comparison with other
states, this means teaching salar-
ies here are among the highest
in the nation. “None of the states
surrounding Michigan offer pay
rates comparable to most of our
schools’ salary schedules,” Dr.
Taylor comments.

Not all of the state's 51,000
teachers meeot the highest stand-
ards of qualification set up by
the State Board of Education.
The department still receives
many cases where special cer-
tificates must be issued. How-
ever, the number is down from
last year. :

“It is the aim of the depart-
ment to gradually eliminate spe-
cial certification as trained per-
sonnel meeting regular qualifi-

cation standards are obtainable,”
Dy, Taylor states.

Most areas are forced {o cope
with the larger birthrate that be-
gan during war years, Other com-
munities must also absorb many
new families with children of
school age.

New suburban areas where
there is little industry support-
ing the tax base are siraining to
build adequate facilities. Reports
from school districts indicate that
expansions are completed or in
progress in virtually every com-
munity throughout the state.

Each year is a new challenge.
Enrollments projected into the
future show continuing increases.

The earliest “war babics” are
now cntering the first and second
years of high school, Teachers
and classroom facility difficul-
ties, once centralized in the pri-
mary grades, are spreading inlo
secondary “education.

Growing pains will not stop.
Plans are being laid now to ab-
sorb the huge college enrollments
expected in another two or three
years, Some 117,000 students, the
largest group ever to enter Michi-
gan colleges and universities, are
enrolled for the 1956-57 academic
yvear, Educators know this is just
the beginning of a bigger boom.

A Novi township man whose back property has been
turned into a huge rat- and snake-infested swamp six times
this year has asked the governor of Michigan for assistance.

D.-M, Parkinson, 27110 Taft road, says he made the
move last week after trying without avail since last spring
to get help from officials of Novi township, Oakland county

and several state agencies,

The problem, Parkinson says, is that two culverts under
the new Farmington-Brighton expressway bed are inadequate
to handle a natural creek running in back of his house.

The result, he claims — with piccures to prove it, is

“When it happens,” he says, “there’s a huge stagnant
lake about six to eight feet deep that runs from the express-
way bed almost to 12 Mile road.”

“It smells — and we've had to sleep on the front porch
to try to get away from it,” Parkinson adds.

“There are snakes all over the place, and our dog can
catch rats without half trying,”

. “Our.garden is ruined, and half the time we haven't
even been able to see it,” he continues,

“What's more, it's dangerous to have a lake like that
right up to your back door,” Parkinson says. “A person could
drown easily if he weren't careful,”

Parkinson claims the solution is simple enough — add
more culverts under the expressway bed. What's more, he

So far, he has had only one reply — a letter from the

“I should think that three months is plenty of time
for them at least to write me a lecter,” Parkinson says. But

I haven't heard a word.”

Last week, Parkinson decided the time had come to act
again, and sent a leccer to the office of Michigan Governor
G. Mennen Williams, asking assistance.

Furthermore, he has asked a Detroit paper to come out
and look the situation over,

Perhaps now, he feels, there may be something done to
clear up the condition that has turned his formerly green and
pleasant back property into a submerged, reeking swamp
where rats somecimes run frec and snakes crawl ac will,

The water has gone down in the dry cool days of the
past month, but Parkinson is certain that spring thaws and
summer rains next year will again put his lagd under water,

“I'm 53 now,” he says, "nnd in 10 or 12'years I'd like
to retire and sit out in my yard under a willow cree. But
right now, it looks like all I'll ever have is that recking
Swamp-"

By Public

The three-hour meeting, held
at the home of Democratic dele-
gate, Sylvia Klerx, included a
surprise visit by Novi Treasurer
Charles Trickey who reportedly
came as an interested party.

Trickey, according to Mrs,
Klerx, was questioned at length
by township residents as to what
steps have been taken—if any—
foward establishment of a track.
Trickey replied that he knows
nothing more than the residents
themselves, Mrs, Klerkx said.

Asked if the overall tone of
the meeting was in opposition to
a race track, Mrs. Klerkx said,
“Absolutely”,

“The problem now,” she said,

Mrs. Klerkx added, however,
that those opposed to a track are

Rezone Area for Track Site |

October 19
Hearing Set
By Board -

The Novi township zoning
board soon will consider a zon-
ing change that would permit

the ectablishment of a mul.-

million dollar race track and
sports plaza in the township,

+The. board.will hold.a public !
hearing-October 19 on’a request °
to rezone a large tract of land
north of Grand River from M-1
(light industry) to M-3 (heavy
industry). :
The land lies between Grand
River and 11 Mile road; and be-
tween Meadowbrook and Seeley
roads. .

According to Townhip Super-
visor Frazer Staman, the request
for rezoning came from a three-
man syndicate which secks to
set up an ultra-deluxe track and
sports pavillion on the site, Sta-
man said the syndicate requested
the rezoning Monday night at
the regular monthly meeting of
the township zoning board,

Staman explained that it was
found recently that M-1 zoning
will not permit etablihment of a
track and that an M-3 zoning is
necessary if the track is to be
set up, ' .

Asked if this meant that a race
track is again under serious con-
sideration, Staman said he could
not say for certain. But he added
that the townhip has a knotty
legal problem on its hands in re-
gard to the proposed track,

“Talk of a race track here first
came up in 1949, he said, “At
that time, permission was given
by the township for work to be .
started on it. Considerable mon-
ey — possibly $50,000 was spent
on developing the site.”

“Since then,” he continued,
“things have quieted down and
not too much has happened.”

“Now the interested parties
are again going ahead with theijr
plans—and this is where the
problem comes in,” Staman said,
“If we' try to stand in the way of
a track or try to block it, we
might be faced with a law suit.”

“Afterjall,’»’ he continued, “these
men had prior permission for a
track and spent a lot of money
developing it. If we were to try
to stop it now—that is, if we were
to say in effect that this spent
money has gone down the drain
—we might be sued for damages.”

For School Children

The last issue of The Northville
Record contained a front page
article concerning the existing
school bus problem,

As Chairman of the Citizen's
Committee, I would like to pre-
sent the parent’s view on the
matter,

It was stated that hazardous
conditions existed, We, the par-
ents, agree that distance is not
the problem. It is history that
there have always been children
who have had to walk a far
greater distance than any of our
children. My own father had {o
walk four miles to, and from
school. But, in those days if the
driver holding the reins had lit-
tle, or no sense,.,.the horse did!
~ Today, it seems, open stretches
of roads just invite a bit more
pressure on the gas pedal, and
everyone is on their own, Clem-
ent road fairly beckons to any-
one in a hurryl The accidental
death of our young newsboy is
still fresh in the mind of each
parent in this area.

Kindergarten ana grade school
children are a happy-go-lucky
lot, and no matter how much
cautioning they receive from par-
ents to “watch and take care”,
their- minds are ever busy and
cluttered with the joys and prob-
lems of childhood. Consequently,
the driver must keep control of
his automobile, and think for the
child on the road, as well,

A member of the Committee
spoke to a bus owner about es-
tablishing a Clement road-Main
street route, There are about 30
families living in this area with

‘an average of two school-age

children ecach, The bus owner
quoted a price of $72.00 per school
term (9 months) for the average
famrly For most, if not all of us,
it is just more than we could pos-
sibly afford, (This service would
only provide two trips per day,
and not take care of the kinder-
garten children,)

Another bus owner gave our
committee-man the ridiculous
prrce of $108.00 for the same ser-

vice, for the same average fam-'

ily...two trips per day! .

We, the parents, understand
the problems of the School Board
and are certain they understand
ours; but, if one of our children
gets hurt, how much consolation
will this mutual understandmg
be to the parents of the child..
and to the other parénts?

Each Mother must send her
children to school each day, not
knowing his or her fate, Each day
when my children come home I
breathe a prayer of thanks, and
pray that God will be as generous
the following day. Every Mother

. experiences the same feelings,

Last year, Howell beat Northville 7-0 on a fluke pass inter-
ception and went on to an undefeated, unscored-upon season.

you see, have taken the liberty
to grow, and I thought it unfair
in me to prejudice the soil to-
wards roses and strawberries.”

The Canadian Department of
Agriculture is reported fo have
made some interesting experi-
ments in the sowing of wheat.
The first sowing was made as
early as the weather allowed.
Other sowings followed at week-
ly intervals, Ten years of such
tests revealed that one week's
delay beyond the earliest possi-
ble planting entailed a loss of
30 per cent, 2 weeks loss of 40
per cent and 4 weeks 50 per cent.
The earliest sowing always yield-
ed the richest harvest., Youth is
planting time, and we cannot be-
gin with the religious education
of our children,

If we neglect the spiritual
training of our children, we be-
come guilty of “offending” them.

Check into such
civic services as police and fire
protection, garbage disposal, ete,

Last, but by no means least, get
very specifie information on the
matter of zoning restrictions, Are
they such as to adequately and
permanently protect the residen-
tial character of the neighbor-
hood in which you are planning

to build or buy?

Points to Check in a New Home

If you are planning to buy a
house it is important to check
construction to make sure that
the one you choose will give you
long years of satisfactory service
without excessive cost for main-
tenance and repair,

Knowing where and what to
look for will help the layman
recognize tell-tale signs of future
trouble, and by the same token,
good workmanship., W, A, Nier-
engarten of the Small House
Planning Bureau, suggests start-
ing the Inspection in the base-
ment and continuing through the
house point by point, as follows:

1. WET BASEMENT FLOOR
AND WALLS. Usually traceable
to poor drainage and lack of gut-
ters.

2. FOUNDATION CRACKS.
Symptoms of more serious faults,
such as inadequate footings
which have permitted seitling.
Settling is apt to continue, caus-
ing more and larger cracks and

9, INTERIOR DOORS, See that
doors fit the frame, open, shut
and latch properly. Look for
warped doors.

10, WINDOWS, Try windows
for smooth operation and rattles,
Lots of heat can be lost around
loose windows, Look for water
marks around the top and bot-
tom of windows, a sure sign of
no flashing.

Some-
times caused by shrinkage when
building is new and can be patch-
ed. More often caused by settl-

12. INTERIOR TRIM. Look for
open' joints in casings, baseboard
and 'cabinet work,

13. FINISH FLOORS. Squeaky
floors can be traced to improper
nailing, Open cracks between

boards and uneven floors are bad
signs,
14, BLISTERED PAINT. May

The
advice of a heating man would
be handy. Try to find out how
much fuel was consumed in pre-
viou heating seasons,

17. WIRING. Wiring must be
adequate to carry the load im-

18. WOOD FINISHES. Exterior
should have two coats of paint
over the priming coat, Interior

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Drainage Problem
L. Still Up in the Air

County road officials and highway representatives took a
look this week at D, M. Parkinson’s drainage problem but there
was no indication of what might be done to settle it.

Meanwhile, spokesmen for

both agencies denied jurisdiction

over the preblem and said the other should handle it.
Parkinson had complained that his back property at 27110

Taft road was flooded six times
this summer because of inade-
quate culverts under the new
gréghton—Farmington expressway
ed,

He further claimed that his
complaints have been ignored
by various state and county agen-
cies connected with the project.

Early this week road and high-
way engineers visited Parkinson

. lo investigate the problem, take
pictures and get first-hand data,
They presumably are now study-
ing the results.

Contacted earlier by telephone
county road officers and state
highway spokesmen seemed to
disagree as to what caused the
backup and flooding.

Ralph C. Abramson, assistant
engineer for the Redford district
of the state highway department,
said studies indicate the two pres-
ent culverts should handle the
{low of water.

“We have examined the prob-
lem and believe the real problem
is not the culverts but a marsh

. into which the .water flows after

it leaves the culveris” he said.
"“The marsh simply won't drain
the water off—and that makes
it a problem for the county drain
commission.”

An Oakland county drain com-
mission official disagreed, Row-
ever. ~

“It is not our problem because
the creek is natural and there-

fore.not under our jurisdiction at|

present,” said D, W, Ringler,

chief engineer for the commis-
sion. A

“But if residents of that. area.

, want a drain, we will' certainly

" cooperate with them,” he ‘said.

“The only problem is that peti-

tions, surveys, legal technicalj-
ties and construction usually take

18710 24 months—so that it might
be two years before a drain could
be installed.”
