Laws prescribing "indelermin-
ale seniences" require clarifica­
tion according to the Con-eotions 
CoInmission report. The intent of 
an indeterminate sentence is to 
provide a flexible means of plac 
ing a mon in prison until he can 
once again become a useful mem­
ber of sociely. Such a sentence 
may can-y a minimum prison 
term ot .two years and a maxi.-
mum of iife imprisonment in 
some cases. 

* • * 
The Michigan Supreme Court 

interprets indeterminate sentenc­
es where a life sentence is the 
maximum to actually Inean life 
imprisonment. Possible parole 
hearings are thus held off until 
an inma-te serves at least 10 years 
even though the sentence "could" 
bc completed in as little as two 
years. 

Some 545 persons are now serv­
ing life seniences in Michigan 
prisons, the report slates. A l 
least 102 of lihem did not aclu 
ally commit murder. Many were 
Involved in other offenses such 
as I-obbery at the lime the killin.g 
occurred. 

Stale prison populalion contin­
ues to rise steadily the report to 
the legislature concludes. A t the 
ond of li956 there were 9,527 in­
mates in stale correctional insti­
tutions, Pius 510 at thc Detroit 
liouse of Correction. This places 
prison populalion above the lO,-
000 mark. 

The ci-iminal courts now hand­
le moI'e than 13,000 cases annual­
ly compared to approxlInateiy 
9,000 in 1948.

Total taxes 
for the year, including Federal, 
Stale and Local T,axes, w i l l 
amount to -more than $100,000,-
000,000 for 170,000,000 people. 
There is very little possibility 
of relief from Federal or Ci ty 
Taxes. On the other hand, if we 
would really put up a fight, we 
sliould be able to keep down 
State and Local Taxes. Stale 
Taxes amount to about $90 an 
individual. They range froIn a 
iow of about $50 in New Jersey 
(where city taxes are relativeiy 
high) lo Q top ot around $135 in 
tho Stale of Washington (where 
city taxes are especially low.) 

Stale Tax Revenue Sources 

More .than thirty states have 
income taxes or sales taxes, or 
Ijolli. The slates also get a big 
amount fI'om aulomobiie taxes, 
Willi cuts on alcohol and tobac­
co taxes. Unfortunatoiy, most 
stales are careless in their expen­
ditures because their money 
comes so easiiy. 

As a result, total stale debts 
liavo increased""almost fivefold 
during the last ten years,—lI'om 
aiioul $2'/.! bi l l ion to over $11 
billion. Now there is a row on 
as to who should pay for the 
now schools. School costs are 
I'caily the responsibility of the 
cities and counties, but they are 
being passed on to the states, 
which in tuI-n are trying to hand 

thorn over to the Federal Gov­
ernment. 

What About Teachers' Salaries? 

It is generally agreed that cit­
ies, towns and counties should 
pay teachers' salaI-ies. It is un­
fair to believe that pressure for 
higl-.er teachers' salaries is com­
ing from the toachers themselves. 
Almost a l i good school teachers 
could get Inore money in indus 
try, department stores or offices, 
but they are sticking by their 
teaching from loyalty and bo-
cause they have shorter hours 
and longer vacations. 

This means that the cut in 
school costs Inust come from a 
chan-go in the curriculum or in 
school building maintenance, and 
especially In the high interest 
on buiiding costs, This latter is 
particularly imporlanl now, when 
it is so difficult foI- municipali­
ties lo sell their -bonds. 

The Fundamental Queslion 

When discussing taxes for 
schools, we should avoid talking 
only about saving money. We 
Inust remember the old adage, 
'penny wise — pound foolish." 

If I felt that lu.vurious schools 
produced better students, I 
would be the last to criticize the 
present craze for "bigger and 
bettor" school buildings. From 
my careful observation, however, 
I am sure suoh school buildings 

do not produce better and more 
efficient students. Schools were 
so crowded m my youth that we 
were obliged to have three 
grades in each classroom. Fur­
thermore, we had two sessions-
morning and afternoon—and no 
bus to take us to school! I really 
believe these rough conditions 
were a good part of our educa­
tion. 

Talking with students, I do not 
find muolI objection to having thc 
schools used moi'e or the curric­
ulum made Inore practical. They 
welcome the use ot television 
and radio, l t is the teachers who 
coinplain aibout longer hours a 
day and working 11 Inonths. The 
Slate Legislatures are also re­
sponsible for passing various 
laws regulating teachers' profes­
sional requirements and sanitary 
conditions in schools. These laws 
are aolively promoted by PTA' s 
as well as by professional men 
and tradesmen who have inter­
ests at stake. Increased S t a t e 
Taxes are due not only to tho 
cost of luxury, buildings, but also 
to all these laws supposed to 
benotiit the "heallh and comforl" 
ot the children. The fads are 

that the graduates today need to 
be made tougher rather thian 
softer. This is the way to cut 
costs, reduce taxes, and gradu-
ate better students. 

Whai About Parking? 

Although the auloniobile has 
given the slate -and counties more 
income, yet it lias vastly increas­
ed their e.xTienses for roads, pol­
ice protection, and parking fa­
cilities. This last is becoming a 
most important question. Good 
downtown parking facilities must 
be pI'ovided lo enable retailers 
lo continue prosperous. However, 
parents not only believe that the 
cily should provide parking fa-
cilities for their automobiles but 
also parking for their children! 

I believe the present school 
system is luxurious and expensive 
because of the desire of parents 
foI^ places to park their child-
reii while they are at club meet­
ings or out working. I therefore 
forecast a complete revolution 
in school construction, in school 
maintenance, in the' lIumber of 
teachers required, and in the 
school cuITiculum.

Tho Novi request wOuid ex­
pand the schooi districts from 
its present 15 square miles to 
about 24, though it would involve 
only some 100 students. 

The adilional ten-itory would 
come from the school districts 
of Farmington, Walled Lake, 
South Lyon and Farmington. 
Novi, in turn, would yield a small 
portion of its area to Farmington. 

The exipansion, Medlyn- has ex­
plained, would straighten out the 
district's irregular boundaries 
and make them coincide roughly 
with the township borders. 

In addition, the move would 
give the Novi district jurisdiction 
over the new Lincoln plant whicih 
now is under the WaMcd Lake 
and South Lyon districts. It his 
been estimated that the plant 
would give some $160,000 in 
school taxes annually. 

The Novi boaixl feels that the 
children of most Lincoln workers 
w i i l attend Novi schools, and that 
the Novi district therefore shouid 
have the tax money coming from 
the plant.

Yerkes may be asked to reim­
burse the townsllip for some three 
years ot secrelariai service. 

Meanwhile, Yerkes has reveal­
ed that he is now inactive as a 
justice and has turned his books 
over to Justice Wil l iam MacDer-
maid. 

The board's decision to look 
into the secretarial situation came 
Monday night when attorney A r ­
chie Leonard reported lhat the 
township's .previous practices are / 
"improper". 

Specifically, Leonard told the 
board that: 

—thc lownship cannot provide 
secretarial service for a justice 
except by an e.vpress resolution; 
otherwise, it is improper. 

—thc township can receive re-
iinibursement by setting a salary 
rate and asking tor repayment. 

—the township must, however, 
provide dockets for the justices, 
according to a 1954 state ruling. 

The secretarial situation arose 
iast month when treasurer 
Charles Trickey, Jr. told the 
board lhal his own investigations 
indicated that the Novi policy 
was "out of line". 

Triokey objected to Yerkes 
having his secretarial work done 
by the township receptionist, Mrs . 
Matthew Staman, free of ciiarge. 
H e ' said the general practice is 
for justices to provide their o w n 
secretaries. 

Leonard's report Monday nighf: 
tended to corroborate Trickey's 
charges. 

No mention was made Monday 
of the amount of money that 
might be sought from Yerkes. 
Trickey indicated in his original 
charge, however, that it might 
amount to "several thousand dol­
lars." 
Leonard's report prompted board 

members to decide to look into 
the entire probiem of secretarial 
service for Novi justices. 

Board members agreed it would 
be best to have the township 
receiptionist serve as scretary and 
coilect traffic fines — primarily 
for convenience. The question 
now is how much the justices 
should -pay the townsh'ip for suoh 
service. 

Supervisor Frazer Sta-man spoke 
out in defense of the past policy, 
however, 

"I imagine Yerkes has lost 
more money than he has made in 
the job ot justice," he said. ".Af-
ter a-U, he is a practicing attorney 
and has had lo take time from 
that job to serve as justice." 

Trickey cited Yerkes' earnings 
from the justice job' as $2,411 
for an l,l-.month period, however. 
He claimed this should be enough 
to cover secretarial fees, 

Slaman replied that there have 
been years when Yerkes- received 
niuch iss than the $2,411. (Yerkes 
lias been a Novi justice since 
l'935.> 

In the meantim'e, Yerkes an­
nounced he no longer is acting 
as a justice and that he has turn­
ed the job over to MaoDermaid, 
the second Novi justice. 

YoKkes said, however, his de­
cision to become inactive was 
made before he was defeated for 
re-oieotion in the township p r i -
miary on February 18. He laid the 
decision -to pressing personal act-
ivilies. 

Speaking of the secretarial ser­
vice, Yerkes said i t was his un­
derstanding long 'ago that the 
service would be provided free. 
The policy was never questioned 
until last month, he added. 

Yerkes said', however, that the 
scope of justice ot the peace acti­
vities i n Novi is getting large 
enough lhat it soon m'ay be nec­
essary for justices to hire their 
own Cull-time secretaries.

Why are chiidren's shoes so 
expensive?

Some stop similar to this wiii 
piiobabiy have to be taken some­
time to pi'ovide Nortirviiie town­
ship witih. water, sewei's and other 
faciiities. Wirat the larger com­
munity wiii bc remains to be 
seen. 

Superivsor Moiiie Lawrence 
did not express an opinion, but 
indicated she prefers the ap-
pimch talten by Dearborn town­
ship. That township, in a let;ter 
to Hubbard, said it can say noth­
ing until ho exiplains how the 
proposal would woik and what 
specific benefits would be offer­
ed lo the,present townships. 

Township allorney James Lit­
tell said Hulbbard '%as the germ 
of a meritorious idea." Though 
Ihorc are rough spots in the pro­
posai, he said, Huiibard does get 
at an imporiianl -problem: the 
mulLiplioity of governmental 
units in the area, with resulting 
high tai.vos and duplication of, 
functions.

A request by Dr. L. W. Snow 
that use of thc new Northville 
Downs' barns bc allowed earlier 
than the l5-day pre-SMSon limit 
this year will come before the 
board of appeals March 14. 

Decision of the matter was 
directed to the appeals' board 
Monday evening when the ques­
tion appeared on the agenda of 
the city council. Before any ver­
bal request was made before the 
counicil, City Attorney Philip 
Ogilvie explained that any vari­
ance of the "use restrictions un­
der zoning" must come before 
the board of appeails. 

-Last weeic Dr. Snow had ap-
pjared before the .planning and 
zoning board to explain the plight 
of Michigan horsemen. Early 
dates at NorthvilJe this year make 
il necessary for horses to have 
more tiiaining lime here, he stat 
ed. Dr. Snow said he believed 
the April 18 opening date worked 
a hardship on Michigan horsemen 
and constituted an emergency 
situation. 

Under present zoning of the 
area located southwest of the in­
tersection of Sheldon and the 
Seven Mile road cut-oflf the 
barns may be used ll5 days bo-
fore the season oipens and must 
be vacated 15 days after the final 
I'acinig day. Dr. Snow will re-
quest that the barns be opened 
imimediately for this year only. 

Chairman of the building and 
zoning board of appeab is Elmer 
DeKay. His nine-man committee 
bas the power to approve the 
zoning change without delay.

Under the rules of the con­
tract work cannot begin until 
aifter June l . This Will avoid con­
flict with the local racing season 
which begins April 1-8 and runs 
until June l . The contract stipu­
lates that the project must be 
completed by August 31. 

Only three firins bid for the 
complete job. Koglo Construction 
comipany of Lansing, G. F. Taft 
•of Northville and Edward R. 
White of Berkley submitted the 
overall bids. Kegle's bid of $44,-
140.25 was sligliitly lower than 
Tail's $45,714.25. 

•Low bids for storm sower only 
were submiltod by Leonard Ton-
yan of Detroit ($19,424.45),' and 
Ray L. Welch of Allen Park and 
Mole Construction company of 
River Rouge. Curb and gutter 
low bidders were William J. 
Kiloote of Pleasant Ridge ($18,-
2l8.50) and Herman Perlongo of 
Plymouth and Ediward R. White 
of Berkley. 

In other ~ business the council 
moved to publlsh an- ordinance 
governing building (see page 7). 
In addition to providiing for the 
adoption of the BOCA building 
code, nationally recognized build­
ing performance code, the ordin­
ance includes certain revisions 
and additions. Among them are 
minlmuim ground area- for a 
dwelling, new schediIle of build­
ing fees, moving of buildings, 
definition of fire district and a 
healing code.

The four new installations brings 
the total of l5-minute meters to 
14, approximately 10 per cent 
of the total number of meters 
in town. This was set as the lim­
it by coimcilmon. 

Mayor Claude Ely directed 
Councilman John StubenvoU, 
City Allorney Philip Ogilvie and 
John Robertson, cily manager, to 
Ineel with oHfioials of tlie D & R 
Building company to acquire 
property for a well site in Ihe 
building company's subdivision 
site. They wore directed to begin 
negotiations so that an option 
may bo obtained and a lest woll 
dnillod. The aroa lies west of 
Novi Toad and north of Baseline. 

BefoI'e the meeting was ad-
joui-ned a citizens' group repre­
sented by Wiiliaiti Davis of 744 
Grandview urged 'the city to pro-
pare a long range program of 
paving cuiib and gutter and storm 
sewer installations. 

Mayor Ely and CouncilInan 
John :CanterbuI-y had already 
suggested a pirogram schedule 
which Davis indicated wouid sat­
isfy the wishes of his group.

"Tell Me That Story Once Morel" 

When the first missionaries came to 
Greenland with the message of the cross, 
it is reported that they met stubborn re­
sistance. The Eskimos mocked the 
preaching of the Christian workers, des-
troyed their food, and poisoned their 
dogs. Much as these ambassadors of 
Christ might plead, the natives answer­
ed only with sarcastic replies and blas­
phemous taunts. Hardly one real con­
vert was made in 17 years of heroic, per­
severing effort. 

But then something happened by 
wliich this frozen indifference began to 
tli.w. One day Missionary Beck was tell­
ing a group of Eskimos the story of 
Christ's suffering in Gethsemane, des­
cribing the agony that almost broke the 
Savior's heart, when suddenly one of the 
natives, who up to this time had not 
heard one word from the Bible, cried 
out: "Oh, what was that? Tell me that 
story once more. I, too, want to be sav-
ed!" Never liefore had an Eskimo on 
Greenland spoken words like tliese. 

With tear-filled eyes the missionary 
repeated the whole Passion story, start-
ing with Christ's suffering in Gethse­
mane and ending with His death on the 
cross. That message touched tlie Eski-

mo's heart; and after careful instruction 
this man w.is baptized. Before long his 
wife and children were likewise con­
verted. 

"Tell me that story once more!" The 
account of Christ's suffering for man's 
sin cannot be repeated too often. It is 
the essence of the Gospel. It is the only 
means that can draw man close to God. 
What a responsibility Christian pastors 
nnd lay people have to bring this mes­
sage to the world. Christ permits the 
earth to stand only because He wants 
this message to be proclaimed. A church 
has a right to exist only as long as it re­
mains faithful to Christ's charge of mak­
ing known His saving Gospel. 

"Tell me that story once more!" It 
will be told again during the present 
Lenten season. It Is a story of hope, of 
life, of salvation. It is the story that can 
change our life's story and spell our 
eternal liappiness.

The story I w'ant to fell on this page regardifig my 
cantlidaoy necessitates the inevitable history or background 
information.

Parking Requires 

Cooperation 
One of tbe problems that con­

tinue to confront our citj; and is 
of particular intei'cst to our local 
mei'chants is the lack of parking 
facilities. Future pai'king may be 
pretty well governed by the avail­
ability of locations as well as the 
cost. To Illy knowledge, parking 
costs and expenses have been 
paid from the general fund in the 
past. Unless cii-cumstances should 
requii'o changing, the cost of ad­
ditional pai'king facilities should 
continue when possible to come 
from the general fund. 

It appeal's to be the best meth­
od as long -as our business dis-' 
trict remains coiicenti-oted in a' 
small area w-hei'oby any individ-j 
uai can park in .a pai'king spot, 
and waik lo most any store, office' 
or business estalbiishmcnt. Inas­
much as our business area re­
mains comfined, new or additional 
uptown parking .is to the benefit 
c-f evei'yone and not pai'ticularly 
my one merchant or group of 
merchants. Such would not be 
the case in larger cities with bus­
iness districts spi'ead out. As the 
size of our city presents special 
problems so must our approach 
nnd solution be somewhat dit-
fei'cnt than generally found in 
:t.i'ge cities,

The resignation of Dr. Chabut 

as health oCficer some time ago 
brings to light something that de. 
serves new consideration-our 
OWN Health Department. Re 
cenlly, Detroit and the Metropoli. 
tan area witnessed a diphtheria 
epidemic that had everyone hur. 
rying their .ohildren to doctors 
for the Iiecessary immunization 
shots. U that epidemic would 
have hit NorthVille as it did other 
areas—iwho would hove headed 
the drive to curtail the spreading 
ot it? We would have been faced 
with contacting an outsider — 
probably from the county. 

Another thought in favor of 
our own Health OJficer is this. 
Presently, the business estab­
lishments (such as restaurants, 
etc.) are inspected by county 
Health Officers. With all due re­
spect to county inspectors, who 
are Very caipalble, their recom­
mendations in one instance could 
be considered inconsistent. In 
such instances, our own Health 
Officer would be in a wonderful 
position having to make certain 
that recommendations requested 
by inspectors are not only rea­
sonable but justifiable. 

C i v i l S e r v i c e f o r C i t y E m p l o y e e s 

The picture showing a map of Northville presents 
quite clearly the number of streets within our city that are 
not paved or blacktopped. Even though a relatively small 
portion of street paving can be done each year it may be 
worthwhile to set up a L O N G R A N G E P L A N indicating ap­
proximately how much paving can be done each year and 
possibly What streets should be paved firsL 

Serious consideration would have to be given as to how 
much money could be set aside each year in the budget for 
paving purposes, but once determined, the goal of all streets 
being paved would be in sight. Although there are obstacles, 
such as changing costs, etc., they don't create a problem that 
would warrant not planning on a long range basis. 

It's difficult to undertake many of these Improvements 
all at once due to limited funds; however, our present city 
officials certainly deserve credit for the progress made thus 
far. Even though many of our streets are paved, l feel it would 
be a welcomed program by the citizens presently living on 
unpaved streets to know that planning Is being done that will 
bring paved streets to them, also. 

(I would like to express my sincere gratitude to the 
Nortliville citizen who gave so freely of her time and effort 
in providing me with the above map.) 

W a t e r a n d S e w e r s 

This picture was taken .while 
speaking with some'of the. city 
employees regarding their em­
ployment — job benefits, etc. 
Although Northville has never 
.appeared to have any particular 
problem insofar as employment, 
etc, is concerned, I feel that the 
possible establishment of a Civil 
Service Commission is worth ser­
ious considei'ation. Granted that 
it will take a great deal of 
thought and sludy, but if an in­
crease in the Dffieiency of city 
government can be realized, then 
it is well worth the efifort. 

Here are my reasons for sug­
gesting such -a commission. First, 
it would Jielp to guarantee to all 
interested citizens a fair and 
equal opporturiity for city em-, 
ploymont whenever openings be­
come available. Future oppli-
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cants would be required to tako 
a written and oral exaimination 
which certainly would help to de-
termine the best qualified alppli-
canL Al l present employees, of 
course, would automatically be 
iblankeled under this civil serv­
ice and NOT be required to un­
dergo any examinations. 

This commission could estab­
lish a definite policy concerning 
job cliassifications, rate of pay, 
seniority promotions, work-week 
vacations, sick leave, residence 
qualifications, and many other 
things. 

In addition, this commission 
could .give considerable thought 
to some kind of Life Insurance 
and possiible pension plan for city 
employees whioh they are deserv­
ing of and presently do not have. 
It may be well to point out that 
all recommendations, etc., of this 

Civil Service Conumission would 
have to be approved by the City 
Councii. 

Job security, privileges and so-
called .fringe benofits play an im­
portant role in attracting capa­
ble persons in all fields of work. 
I feel certain that it is equally 
important that city employees, 
IP IT IS FINANCLALLY POS­
SIBLE, be given or offered the 
same REASONABLE benefits. 
Generally, a plan of this type is 
partly paid for by the city and 
the remainder Iby employees, 
I feel confident that la three man 
commission, appointed by the 
mayor and council, could add 
measurably to the efiticiency of 
our government it igiven the op­
portunity to formulate policies 
and provide recommendations 
witih respect to the items men­
tioned a'bove. 

Although I have expressed 
some thoughts and suggestions 
which in the future could bene­
fit our city, I feel that there are 
two vitally important items that 
deserve preference over all — 
namely .water and sowers. As I 
have met more and more peopio 
aeh day and week, more inquir­

ies have been made of water con-
i lions th,m any other single 

problem. 
Before going any further, I 

want to give credit where credit 
is due. I believe that our present 
city officials are putting forth 
a sincere offort to correct the 
condition. It was unfortunate that 
the newly dug well was ruled 
out by Ihe Stale Health Depart­
ment; however, property in the 
D & C subdivision is being 'set 
;iside for a well to be dug there. 

If this proves successful and 
the old well by the cemetery is 

shut off, the problem ot the wat­
er having -an odor MAY be solv­
ed. 

Some people are finding small, 
black particles in their water 
which MAY present a filtering 
prjb'om. The flushing of our 
water mains helps but apparently 
is not entirely satistactory. Pres­
ently, tho city council is waiting 
for a report from a firm hirod»to 
study our wa,ter facilities. In 
other words, what all is wrong— 
how can we correct it—and how 
much is llie approximate cost? 
It is certainly a logical advantage 
to know Ibc COMIPLETE TROU­
BLE before starting to solve such 
an impoi-ta;i* and costly problem. 

« • • 

Insofar as our sowers are con­
cerned, a similar study and sur-

ey should be conducted as was ve 
started on our water conditions. 

I n C o n c l u s i o n . « * 

ln the past our city has done pretty much everything 
on a pay-as-you-go basis. To a large degree, there is merit in 
operating in this manner. A possible disadvantage is that wo 
are limited in what can be done or accomplished in any given 
year. Especially, if annexation Is to be considered in the near 
future. 

No one individual has all the answers; however, thru 
tlie combined efforts of a cooperative council nnd administra­
tion along with the backing and understanding of our citi-
zens, Northville will continue In the future as in the past to 
be one of Michigan's most pleasant cities in which to live. 

As a candidate for Council, I am sincerely grateful for 
the opportunity to express my thoughts, interest, and desires 
Which the citizens of Northville W A N T and DESERVE T O 
K N O W BEFORE V O T I N G . Although I do not know every-
one personally, the many friendships l have made in my six 
years residency is payment many times over for whatever ef­
fort may be required of nie in the future. 

P o s s i M e R e c r e a t i o n A r e a 

The reason for imy picture at 
tho local fish hatchery is to point 
up the problem of badly needed 
recreational areas. Here is prop­
erly within the city limits of 
Northville that would go a long 
way in solving a RECREATION­
AL NEED. Although the ultimate 
decision may be in the negaiive 
hero are my reasons this prop­
erty is worllh considering and go­
ing after, 

II has been rumored recentiy 
that the ifish ha-tohery property 
may be closed permanently and 
the building, etc., put up for saie. 
Assuming this to be true, it is 
logieai that the Federai Govern­
ment wouid be sympathetic to­
ward the local municipality be­
coming the new ovvnei'S. Uniess 
I have been misinformed, a sim-
iiar situation existed in another 
city and that pai'ticuiar city ob­
tained the property for the sum 
of one dollar from the Federal 
Government. This is one big rea­
son for at least looking into the 
ii'atchery site. (The regional of­

fice to conlacl first is in Minne­
apolis, Minnesota.) 

Assuming that we could ob­
tain tho fish hatchery property, 
let's now consider Its potential 
as a recreational area. It's diffi­
cult lo go into great detail, how­
evei', these ipossiibilities do exist. 
First ot all, the city would be 
acquiring 2 buildings, 2 houses 
and Iipproximately 12 acres of 
land WITH THE DRAINAGE 
ALREADY IN. Not many play­
grounds, other than stadiums, 
have -this facility. With proper 
planning, 1 feel there is enough 

I land lo locate a little league ball 
diamond, tennis, badminton and 

|shu-Jfle boai'd courts, and eventu-
I ally the often hoped for swim-
' ming pool. In addition, the pres­
ent buildings would provide 

j space for storage, offices, rooms 
for any arts and craft or even 
adult progi'ams that may be un­
dertaken. Ii) the winter, the flood-
ir-1 of certain areas would pro­
vide ice for all types of skating 
and tor all age groups. 

I previously mentioned that 

this property included two hous­
es. Unless through -furtber study 
a -better use could be suggested, 
the sale of these houses -would 
.provide a considerable sum of 
money to aid in developing tbe 
property. 

Would this be a. sound invest-
ment? Actually, we would be 
doing no more than investing in 
our children insofar as providing 
them wilh a safe and adequate 
site for a recreational program 
which plays -an important ipart in 
their overall education. Many a 
good lesson is learned on the 
playfield just 'as in the modern 
classroom. Our Northville child­
ren are -worllhy of this invest­
ment and certainly deserve their 
OWN facilities. 

It is needless lo point out that 
everything cannot be done at 
once but the acquisition of this 
property (or other) would start 
the ball rolling in the right di­
rection. Our schools showed clear­
ly the need of exipansion, let's 
not forget our recreational need 
which plays a vital role, too.

Although such 
a building may not be top priority in the 
minds of many persons, it deserves definite 
planning within the reasonably near future. 
As the picture indicates some very expensive 
city equipment is standing out day after day 
in nil kinds of weather jjecause there is no 
building adequate in size to house them. The 
deterioration of that equipment plus the man 
hotirs required to keep them in proper work­
ing order under extreme weather conditions 
could be quite considerable. 

lt may be well to point out that added 
improvement and convenience of a new 
building that the men of the D P W would 
realize when doing inside work. It may be 
well to consider the usefulness of a permanent 
service man to keep city equipment and Ve-
hides in tip-top condition. Thcy would last 
longer and the cost of such a mechanic would 

be partly defrayed by the present cost of 
having our equipment repaired by garages, 
etc. 

About now the question of paying for 
such a building arises. Although there is no 
large sum of money available for a new D P W 
building, there is certainly no harm done by 
future planning with respect to location, 
si'ze nnd type of building, etc. With this plan-
ning done an estimated cost could be detenu-
ined. Then we are in a better position to 
determine on the present pay-as-you-go 
basis how long before such a building could 
be constructed and paid for. l feel that the 
longer the delay in planning—the longer will 
be the wait before such improvements are 
realized. I might add that until the services of 
an engineer or architect are needed, there Is 
little or no cost in planning. Moreover, as 
many cities are finding out, long range plan-
ning frequently saves not only time, but 
fnoney, too.

in Pontiac will alio look into 
Novi's request to expand into 
the pI-es(;nt districts of Northviiie, 
South Lyon and Farmington. 

A spokes'inan for Walled Lake 
superintendent Cliff'ird Smart 
said the Wallod Lake district 
"dofinitely" is opposed to losing 
the area. 

In addition, she said, the par­
ents of some % school children 
in the disputed section have in­
dicated Ihey want to slay with 
Walicd Lake. Primary reason, she 
added, is that Wailed Lake iias 
a fuliy established sjchooi system 
whereas Novi is limited to a 
single elementary school at pres­
ent. 

Novi sfhool oSficials feel, how­
ever, lhal they will bear the 
burden ot providing educational 
facilities for children of Lincoln 
piant families in the area. For 
this reason, they say, thoy should. 
have the right to tax the plant. 

In addition, Novi school offi­
cials point out that the 'boundar­
ies of their district at present 
are extremely irreguJar and that 
the alterations would Inake them 
conform 'more., logically with 
tawnship bound'aries. ^

Wixom is expected to appear 
in Oakland county tJircuit court 
next week to request disfnissal 
of a Novi township suit that 
challenges the validity of the 
February 5 election by which the 
coniniunity was incorporated as 
a village. 

HeI-bert Abrams, Wixom post-
maiiler and a charter commission­
er, said Wixom w-ill ask for dis­
missal on grounds that the charg­
es against Wixom have no basis 
in law. 

Suit was sci-ved on the Wixom 
charter commission last Thurs­
day at a meeting of the Wixom 
Civic Association. II had been 
filed in circuit court the previous 
Monday. 

Abrams said the suit claims the 
election is invalid because it re­
sulted in a B4-C4 lie vote in the 
Novi township section of Wixom. 
(Votei-s in the Commerce .'section 
gave a majority "Yes" vote lo 
carry the election.) 

The suit also claims that the 
Wixom boundai-ies were improp-
or.ly drawn so a.": lo include the 
site of the new Lincoln plant on 
Wixom road near Grand River. 
The multi-million dollar plant 
and its gigantic lax base are the 
main bones ot contention between 
Novi and Wixom. 

Abrams said the Wixom char­
ter commission wili fight the suit 
strictly on ils merits, and will 
not attempt to block it before 
trial. 

"We believe our case is suffi­
ciently strong as it is," he said. 
"The election was carried oul to 
the letter of the law, 'and we feel 
we don't have lo resort to legal 
loopholes to get around Ihe suit." 

MeanwhI*le, the charter com­
mission is continuing ills work on 
a charter for the now village. 
Completion is exipeeted some­
where around April 10, Abram? 
said. It would thus be finished 
well in advance of the April 15 
deadline. 

Novi is sitting tight on the 
Wixom suit for the time being. 
Unless Wixom makes ils Inotion , 
for dismissal noxt week, ihe next 
step for Novi will be the actual 
trial. Date for the hearing would 
be terminated sometime in the 
near future. 

Conxplainants in the suit ars 
actually Lloyd Croft and Vernon 
Spencer, both residents- of the 
contested area. 

Presumabiy they, rather than 
the township fiied the suit lo 
avoid repetition on a iegal snari 
that has heid up a long-pending 
Novi suit aga,inst annexation of 
part of its territory to Noi-thviiie. 
In that suit, Northviiie contend­
ed that the townsiiip is not a 
"citizen" and could not bring 
suit. Cii-cuit court denied North­
ville's argument, but Novi ap­
parently does not want to take 
a chance on another similar ai'gu-
ment from Wixom.
