Suit was sci-ved on the Wixom 
charter commission last Thurs­
day at a meeting of the Wixom 
Civic Association. II had been 
filed in circuit court the previous 
Monday. 

Abrams said the suit claims the 
election is invalid because it re­
sulted in a B4-C4 lie vote in the 
Novi township section of Wixom. 
(Votei-s in the Commerce .'section 
gave a majority "Yes" vote lo 
carry the election.) 

The suit also claims that the 
Wixom boundai-ies were improp-
or.ly drawn so a.": lo include the 
site of the new Lincoln plant on 
Wixom road near Grand River. 
The multi-million dollar plant 
and its gigantic lax base are the 
main bones ot contention between 
Novi and Wixom. 

Abrams said the Wixom char­
ter commission wili fight the suit 
strictly on ils merits, and will 
not attempt to block it before 
trial. 

"We believe our case is suffi­
ciently strong as it is," he said. 
"The election was carried oul to 
the letter of the law, 'and we feel 
we don't have lo resort to legal 
loopholes to get around Ihe suit." 

MeanwhI*le, the charter com­
mission is continuing ills work on 
a charter for the now village. 
Completion is exipeeted some­
where around April 10, Abram? 
said. It would thus be finished 
well in advance of the April 15 
deadline. 

Novi is sitting tight on the 
Wixom suit for the time being. 
Unless Wixom makes ils Inotion , 
for dismissal noxt week, ihe next 
step for Novi will be the actual 
trial. Date for the hearing would 
be terminated sometime in the 
near future. 

Conxplainants in the suit ars 
actually Lloyd Croft and Vernon 
Spencer, both residents- of the 
contested area. 

Presumabiy they, rather than 
the township fiied the suit lo 
avoid repetition on a iegal snari 
that has heid up a long-pending 
Novi suit aga,inst annexation of 
part of its territory to Noi-thviiie. 
In that suit, Northviiie contend­
ed that the townsiiip is not a 
"citizen" and could not bring 
suit. Cii-cuit court denied North­
ville's argument, but Novi ap­
parently does not want to take 
a chance on another similar ai'gu-
ment from Wixom.

The Northville Mustangs bowed out of fhe running for state 

basketball honors Saturdjiy evening in a nightmarish game Innrrcd 
by more whistles than an army post at revielle. 

The Mustangs tumblcil to powerful Walled Lake in tlie tlistrict 
finals, 81-57, after gaining the 
right to play by drubbing Mil­
ford, 61-40, the night before. 

The Mustangs got off to a 
strong start against Wailed Lake 
and seemingly had a major up­
set in the making. But then the 
wiiistie began biowing against 
Northviiic, and by game's end, 
the Mustangs saw the following 
record chalked up against them. 

—35 fouls were cailed on them, 
including 18 in the first haiif. The 
Mustangs' previous high for tlie 
season was 22. (WalHed- Lake 
fouled 22 times, but oniy six 
wore in the first quarter.) 

— f̂ive Northville players were 
fouled out. These included three 
starters (JeCf Goodrich, Biil Yah­
ne and Bud Bell) ond two re­
placements (Dan Howell and 
Nelson Schrader). 

-the three starters had four 
fouls against them at thc end of 
the first half, and were whistled 
oHf for good only seconds after 
returning to court in tho second 
half. 

—Norlhville played the bulk of 
tho second quarter^with second 
siring and junior -varsity players. 
At one point, the Mustang squad 
consisted of two sccond^string-
cI-s and three JV players. 

—Walied Lake scored almost 
half of its points (37 of 81) on 
free throws. 

The whistle-happy contest end­
ed in a near tragic-comedy. At 
the final buzzer, neither team 
had a starling player on the 
couI-t, and Wailed Lake and 
Northvilie players and coaches 
alike were shaking their heads 
in amazement at the startling 
number of fouls. 

Northville had juInped off to 
an early lead in the first quarter. 
Holding Walled Lake to only 
three baskets, the Mustangs led 
at the one-quarteI- mark .by 14-13. 

Then the walls came tuIn-bllng 
down. In the, second quarter, the 
oKicials blew a total of 13 whis­
tles on the Mustangs. At one 
point, three minutes went by 
without the Mustangs getting a 
shot — primarily because a foul 
was called on them each time 
they got the ball. 

The Mustangs scored only two 
baskets and a free throw in the 
second quarter — a total of five 
poinls. By contrast. Walled Lake 
bucketed 21 — lil of them on free 
throws. 

Despite the tragic outcome for 
Northville, the Mustangs came 
through with some brilliant in­
dividual performances. 

Giant Jeff Goodi'ich ended his 
first year of varsily competition 
with a suiiprising display of 
speed. The 6' 7" forward was of­
ten the first man down the court 
on a fast bI'eak, and on several 
ocoasions he scored from under 
the basket with a doft fake hard-

P*s I ly e.-ipected from a player his 
91 size. 

Guard Dick Biery outdid him­
self in guarding Walled Lake's 
high-scoring Joh'n Walker. The 
Viking guard, with a 20-point 
average for the season, was dag-
god so successfully that he scor­
ed onily a single baslte-t in the 
first three quarters.

The very 
nature of their work dcmanils that they give an advantiige 
here, take a penalty there. They can't do tliis and still bc 
considered nice guys. 

liven so, it was remarkable to witness thc universal criti­
cism of the two officials who. presided over Saturday night's 
district championship game between Northville and Walled 
Lake. 

It came from all quarters — from Northville, Walled 
Lake and visiting scliools, from players, coaches and school 
officials. And it came most vocally from more than 1,000 
fans who time and again broke into deafening; roars of dis-
approval, fist-shaking anger and unbelieving gasps of sur-
prise at the officials' decisions. 

During and after thc game,. charges hurled at thc pair 
ranged from simple "blindness" to ignorance of the rules. 
Probably many of the charges are unfounded. Bur, to almost 
any observer, it was obvious tliat two indictments could be 
made to stick: ineptness and inconsistency. 

It's hardly necessary to cite examples of the sloppy offi-
elating. Every fan there probably has iis own favorite. 

Besides, statistics tell a much better story than an isolated 
incident could. They are most impressive: 

—officials called a total of .15 fouls on Northville. A fan-
tiistic number for any game, it is even more amazing when 
it is considered that Northville is co-champion of its Icigue 
and presumably knows something about playing the game. 

—five Northville pl.iyers were sent out on fouls, and 
three of them had four fouls before the first half was over. 

—in the second period, officials called l3 fouls on the 
Mustangs but did not detect ONE violation on Walled Lake's 
part. 

—the record for the first half was a disproportionate 
l9 fouls for Northville against si.x for Walled Lake. 

(Lest the comment of "sour grapes" be levelled, however, 
it should be pointed out that no one doubted the superiority 
of thc Walled Lake squad. The Vikings are an awesome bas­
ketball powerhouse, and deserve the state title that probably 
will be theirs.) 

The crowning blow of all, however, came at half-time 
when one referee suddenly ejected Northville athletic direct­
or A l Jones from the Northville bench. 

True, Jones had told the official in rather certain terms 
that the refereeing was "miserable". But he did not create a 
scene; he did not disrupt the game; he did not utter it public­
ly; he did nothing to jiIstify expulsion. 

He merely gave the same honest — though undoubtedly 
irritating — opinion that the 1,000 fans had been giving for 
the previous half hour. What's more, it was the opinion of a 
man who has spent his life in athletics and who has gained a 
strong reputation as a well-respected game official himself. 

There's more to the story, for whatever it may be worth. 
Brighton, which played Walled Lake the previous night, 
complained against the two officials FOR E X A C T L Y T H E 
SAME REASONS and even warned Northville about them 
before hand. ^ 

Fortunately, Northville is not taking the matter lightly. 
Principal Elroy Ellison has written to state high school ath- .i 
letic officials about the matter and Coach Ron Schipper will 
take it up again next week at a meeting of state high school 
coaches. 

But whatever comes of these two protests, one happy thing 
appears certain: 

The t̂ vo officials at Walled Lake Saturday very likely 
have refereed their last game against Northville.

Ellison said his leiter to Charles 
For.sytho, secretary of the Michi-
s;in High Schooi .Alth'letic Associ-
iUion, was written with the 
knowledge and .n.pprovai of Waii-
cd Lake Prinoipai Everett Ayres. 

In it, Ellison protests 'the con­
duct of tho rofcrecs both in of-
'ficiating tho game itselif and in 
ejecting Nortii.ville athletic di­
rector Ai Jones from the game 
for a reimark ho made to one of 
thc ofificiais. 

But Ellison made it ciear that 
thc letter is not a protest over 
Ihc game's outcome. 
"Wnllcd Lake very likely would 

win nine out of 10 games against 
Northviiic," he said. "Wo don't 
deny lheir superiority." 

Eiiison added that at least ono 
other schooi — Brighton — also 
has expressed disapproval ot tho 
two officials at the Walled Lake 
gc.mc. 

S c h i .p p 0 r's recommendation 
wiii bo lhat basketbali teams 
shouid not play on their home 
court during tournament compe­
tition. It would', ho-wcver, allow 
a school to be host to a tourna­
ment involving other schools. 

"Thc home team has too many 
adwanlages," S c h i p p e r said. 
"They arc famiiiar with the 
court, they can assign officials, 
liiey assign locker rooms, they 
determine practice schedules, 
they have the crowd on their 
side, and they have their choice 
of colors. That's an awful lot for 
a visiting team to overcome."

The probiem of providing new schools doesn't end with 
the approval of a bond issue. This Is the necessary first step, 
but Northvilie school board members can testify that from 
there the work just begins. 

Last week tiie school board and members of the city 
council got together for a discussion of mutual problems in 
relatiofi to tlie proposed new high school and the Amerman 
elementary school addition. 

While final plans for the elementary addition have been 
approved, thc high school is still very much in the planning 
stage. To the average observer a plan and a site plus enough 
money are about the only essentials necessary to begin 
building. But other fringe considerations arise when con-
structing buildings of this magnitude. 

Water, sewers, drainage and street entrances are thc fiiain 
reasons^city and school planners decided to get together. 

Probably the lIiost important single itetn from a cost 
standpoint is the widening of Center street north from Base­
line to accommodate the heavy traffic to the schools. The 
steep grade of CcfIter street makes the job more difficult. 
Local authorities arc casting a hopeful tye to Wayne county 
for this solution. 

Two other streets will take pupils to the high school. 
Tentative planning calls for entrances from High and East 
streets. Main entrance will be fro/n Center street. An entrance 
to thc athletic field would also be provided from Taft road. 
Still another consideration is an overpass from the athletic 
field to tlie new high school, divided by the proposed Eight 
Mile road cutoff. Part of the land which will become the 
cut-off is owned by the school board. 

A rough idea of where the high school will be located 
in relation to the Amerman school may be seen on the sketch 
abo<'e. "The high school will be approximately 550 feet west 
of Center street. Room remains between the high school and 
Baseline for possible future additions, such as a swimming 
pool. 

The Amerman addition will extend to tlie south of the 
present school connected by a corridor. It will provide room 
for approximately 150 pupils now attending thc Main Street 
school. The four rooms from which these pupils are moved 
will be used by the present high school. Still later, when the 
new high school is completed, the old high school will be-
come a junior high. 

When the Amerman addition Is opened this fall (around 
October 1), planning will continue for the high school. After 
the mechanics are ironed out, facilities for the curriculum-
sciences, vocational studies, home economics, physical edu-
cation, etc. — must be considered and decided upon. Barring 
interruptions the doors of the new high school should be 
opened in the fall of 1958. ' 

And then? Planning starts all over again. A junior high 
school will need remodeling or a site for a future elementary 
school will be needed.

GOD WILL REPAY 

The Bible does not use the word purga­
tory any more than it uses the word Trinity. 
But just as it gives what is described by the 
word Trinity when we are told to baptize in 
the name of the Father, and of the Son, and 
of the Holy Ghost, so it gives what is des­
cribed by the word purgatory when it tells 
us that souls not bad enough for hell, and not 
good enough for heaven, will be purified af-
ter death in order to fifthem for heaven. Thus 
SL Paul tells us in l Corinthians, the third 
chapter, 15th verse, that every man's work 
will be tried by God, and that he whose work 
fails to come up to requirements Will suffer, 
yet be saved so as by fire. 

We know that God's mercy Is above all 
His works; yet we must recognize His justice, 
God is just, and all will be balanced in the 
next life; for we know that in this life on 
earth, sin and suffering are very unevenly dis-
tributed. Many, with few sins, have much 
suffering. Others, with many sins, have little 
suffering. 

Experience amongst humans each day tells 
us that many people get away with crime and 
sin in this life. Looj^ nt this picture. Major 
crime In the United Stntcs rose 14.4 per cent 
during the first half of 1956 compared with 
1955. Out of ench 100 major crimes police 
were able to nrrest only 28 persons and of 
Ihese only 14 were actually convicted. Ex-

pressed in another way this means that crime 
does not pay 1-̂  per cent of the time. There 
were 1,291,000 major crimes against society. 
Add to this the millions of crimes and sins 
(the hidden ones) against God nnd you have 
a very small percentage of people who pay 
in this world for their crimes and sins. 

What are some of these hidden sins? Lying, 
cheating, sins against purity—masturbation, 
fornication, adultery, birth-control. You say 
that birth-control is not a sin? Then I would 
have you peruse your Bible as recorded in 
Genesis, thirty-eighth chapter, tenth verse. 
It explicitly says that Onan was killed on the 
spot because he did n detestable thing Which 
is described ns the contraceptive practice. 
Birth control by contraception is immoral of 
its very nature for it violates the obligation 
of marriage. No sane person would deny the 
immorality of one's becoming a cocaine fiend. 
Yet that is not mentioned in Scripture. The 
natural moral law existed before a line of 
Scripture was written, nnd still exists, being 
in no way abolished by Scripture. 

lt is nice to imagine that the majority of 
mankind will enter he.iven immediately af-
ter death, but it is more realistic to look the 
matter squarely and sincerely. Not one of us 
is that perfect, God is so perfect that no one 
having the least stain of sin, is worthy to be 
in His presence and Possess Him for all eter­
nity. You say you're good—but not that good 
—yes—God will repay.

Family illness and an unex­
pected rush in Lansing have pre­
vented ime filling this column for 
lho last couple of weeks. Matters 
pertaining to this district have 
occupied most of my time during 
the last few days. 

On Friday I filed a bill provid­
ing for a referendum in Plymoulh 
Township, at llio request of Sup­
ervisor Roy Lindsay, on whether 
or not hunting shall! bc legal. 
Township residents will have the 
privilege of making thcir wislies 
known on tliis -matter by bailot 
at a daito not too far distant. Just 
previous to my filing this biii 
similar ones -wore fiiod for Nan-
iun and Waterford townships as 
well. 

Residents of Livonia can rest 
at ease ifor a ifow days gn Ihe 
matter of losing 'tiieir race track 
revenue. At my request. House 
Speaker George Van Persum re-
fcj'red the bill, with the approval 
of the introducer to our State 
Affairs commiileo where it will 
be killed in tbo next week or so. 

The purpose of this move was 
lo take the bill away froIn the 
laxation committee. There it had 
a reasonable ohance of being re­
ported out on the floor of the 
House because of the part of the 
bill which tied 'in the increase 
of State income .by raising the 
percentage ot take ifrom bslsirtac-
ed at the tracks. Many members 
of the House favor increasing tho 
State's percentage in this respect 
and it might have carried the bill 
through to the dolriment of the 
City of Livonia. 

The bill will come back again 
in the next few days, but it will

be reintI'oduced as two separate 
bills . . . one to cut Livonia's 
$500,000 in half, and tlie other to 
increase the State's percentage 
from the mutual handle and Ihe 
liccnscos. Each will then be 
fought or defended on its own 
mei'it and one iwill not influence 
the olbci'. 

Northville, which receives 
$85,000 per year from the track, 
was not included in the City 
part of the bin and they have 
no problem in ihis respecL but 
ihe track will be effected by a 
higher percentage if that par­
ticular bill should pass. 

When these bills 'get lo tho tax­
ation commitJtce in 'the future 
Mayor William Brashear and I 
wiil defend the city's income and 
I foci that -we iwill Ibe in a much 
stronger ipostion on this particu­
lar issue. 

I have been trying lo find a 
way to help the NorthviUe 
school dislrict which has a 
problem peculiar to itself. Hav­
ing more than 20 per cent of its 
taxable land taken by stale and 
county owned institutions it is 
distressed by the loss of rev­
enue from these areas. Invesii-
gation leads me to believe, 
with some help from associates 
in Lansing, we might find a 
way to help Northville qualify 
for aid under the Stale's fund 
of three million dollars for dis-
tressed school districts.

The "part time" farmer creates 

part of the milk suiipius problem. 
These people earn -a steady living 
by oUicr means and keep a few 
cows for extra earnings. When 
milk prices are high this gi'oup 
is attracted into the milk market. 
Tho extra milk they produce 
forces the price down. 

A recent survey 'made by 
MMiPA showed that 14 per cent 
of its memibers (some l,400) work 
off the farm 100 days or more 
eaoh year. About l l per cent of 
the IttMPA imembcrs earn more 
from off-ifarm work than ifrom"thc 
farm. 

The middle sized miik produc­
er is caugjht in a squeeze. The 
large dairyInan operates effi­
ciently. He has a mechanized 
farm which reduces cost. Since 
the small milk producer relies on 
other sources -for income, he can 
market -milk when prices are 
good—and stop when the price 
makes it uniprofilabie. 

The middle sized milk produc­
er has neither of these advan­
tages. His wst per unit is higher 
than lhat of tho large dairyman. 
He cannot profitai>ly "get out" 
when prices are low. 

prices in a given ai-ea. However, 
many Iiiiik .producers view these 
bottom prices as unrealistic and 
too infiexibic. 

An old economic law is involv­
ed. Wiicn supply exceeds demand, 
prices decrease. Until a solution 
lo tho problem of supplying Inilk 
is found, dairy farmers must con­
tinue to produce milk under un­
stable economic conditions.

Discount Houses and 
"Loss Loaders" 

I forecast lhat Discount Houses 
will constantly become a greater 
factor in 'merchandising. They 
iiave lower overhead tiian tiio 
big doparijment stores and ai'e 
worthy of the otlenlion of every 
."sharp sihopper. Like aii cise in 
this worid, they have tlIcir ad­
vantages and disn d v a n t a g e s . 
Tiicy can usually give you iow-
cr prices on all .articles. On good 
turnilure, textiles, and other 
merchandise whicii does not need 
mechanical scrwicing I recom­
mend that they be patronized. I, 
however, cannot now recommend' 
that they be pali-onized. I, how­
ever, cannot now recommend 
them for eicctric appiiances, 
such as stoves, television sets, 
and perhaps washing machines, 
which need servicing. 

Sales of ''loss leadei'-s" should 
be carefully watched. These have 
an economic use in merchandis­
ing in order to get customers into 
a slore. A merchant can well af­
ford lo advertise and seii one ar­
ticle below cost, to get you into 
the store in the hope that you 
wiii aiso buy something else 
upon which (he will make good 
pI'ofi't. A couple shopping with 
patience who will study the ad-
vertisonients can (during the 
year) secure imost of their goods 

from those "loss leaders" for one 
half their regular retail prices. 

Watch For Anniversary Sales 

But here is perhaps my best 
tip:—When one of your reliable 
stores has an Anniversary Sale, 
make a note of i l in your diary. 
If you don't ncod to buy any-
(.iiJng at tiiiat time, write down 
when it will come next year. (It 
must always come the .same 
week each year.) Every month 
some store is having an anniver­
sary sale. Careful shoppers fill 
all their needs al these sales. 
Instead of .forming the habit of 
trading at only their 'favorite 
slore, thoy shop around at Ihess 
difforen'l .alores 'awaiting their 
Anniversary S.ales. 

There also lare "While Sales", 
wiiien you can buy cheapiy aii 
needed iinen, etc. There also arc 
"Fur Sales" (W!hen you can got 
bargains. Most of them occur in 
the sunimer; but I am told thiat 
thc j-eal baiigain's come at the 
very end of thc winter. There 
are special sales wliere manu­
facturers are overstocked or ore 
about ito change styles or models. 
Watch for them. Watch your 
newsipaper 'adivertisements for 
real opportunities. 

Auction Sales 

Auctions lIioive existed for the 
past 3,000 years. They regularly 
took place in tho "great public 

market places of Athens, Rome 
and Venice, Many jewelry stores 
hold daily auoMons In most large 
cities today. Of course, all stock 
exdianges work on the auction 
system, Until recently, liowever, 
l have hesitated to recommend 
-that my readers buy al slore 
auctions. 

Certain cities, however, are 
now holding lInammolh and re­
liable auctions publicized by tel­
evision. Tirat Is, if you cannot be 
at the auction pei'sonally, you 
can watch it on television, Tlien, 
wherever you are, you have the 
privilege for one week of buying 
a duplioale ot any ai'ticle sold at 
the viuction lat the same price at 

•which It was shown and sold at 
tlie auction. One of the m.ost fa­
mous of these auotions is cpcr. 
aled throe times daily, except 
Sundays, al Clearwater, Florida, 
under the name of "Howard the 
Trader". Whiie good .-stores have 
but few regular customers, this 
auction wiil have from .5.000 to 
10,000 people daily. It is amaz­
ing. Either those Ructions can 
revolutionize retailing, or else 
they will nop. Only the future 
can tell. I now don't even guess. 

Finally, I recommend to every 
housewife either the Consumer 
Reports tfrom M-t. Vernon, New 
York, or the Consumers' Researdi 
Bulletin of Washington, New 
Jersey (non-fprofit monthlies). 
Thoy -make impartial reports as 
to the compairalive quality of all 
nationally 'advertised prjduds.

Novi superintendent Wiiiiam 
Medlyn and scliool board Inem-
bcrs wore scheduled to appear 
today at a hearing on the request 
before the Oakland county board 
of education. 
At tho same time, officinis of the 

.school districts of Walied Lake, 
South Lyon, Farmington and 
Northvilie were o.xpccled to voice 
Ihcir opinions on the move which 
would take a tola! of some nine 
miles from lheir districts. 

Most opposition to Novi ex­
pansion was c.xpected from the 
Wailed Lake and South Lyon dis­
tricts. They now share the site 
on which tho tax-I-ich Lincoln 
plant is nearing compiclion, and 
stand to lose some $150,000 an­
nually to Novi if lhe expansion 
goes through. 

Novi feels its request is .iusli-
fied since it presumably will have 
to provide schools for most of the 
children of Lincoln 'famiiies who 
cvcnlually .move into tho area. 

Medlyn said -he couid no( haz­
ard a -guess as lo how long il wiil 
take lhe county school board to 

_ hand down a decision on the I-c-
' quest. 

That board's decision wiii bc 
final unless appealed lo the stale 
board of education. If it is appeal­
ed, the state board's ' decision 
would be absolutely final wilh 
no avenue of further appeal 
available.

A chock -by Tlic Novi News 
this week to sec what might be 
done on a local and couniy level 
brought only a few conclusive 
suggestions. For tho most part, 
o.lficials preferred lo leave the 
problem up to the dog-owners 
themselves. 

Here is what tho News found 
out: 

Most policing of unlicensed 
stray dogs is done by lhe Oakiand 
county dog warden through his 
deputies. A radio truck keeps in 
almost daiiy contact with iocai 
police throughout the couniy. , 

Even so, dog wardens are not 
permitted to go into an area and 
indiscriminantl.y pick up dogs. A 
dog may be apprehended only if 
it is tied up by a local resident 
and a coniplaint is -made to dog 
authorities. 

The county operates under 
stale law 'Which requires dogs to 
be licensed and vaccinated- against 
rabies. 'But there is no provision 
cailin-g for dogs to be tied tip by 
their owners. 

Novi township, like most un­
incorporated areas, has no dog 
ordinance and therefore cannot 
instruct poiicemen to pick up 
stray dogs. 

Stale police reporlediy have 
told residents thoy may shoot 
dogs on their own property if 
lhey prove lo be a nuisance. 

As (for a solution to Wiliow-
brook's problem, the answer to 
that was just as elusive. 

"Shoot them'?" said one resi­
dent. "Of course not. I don't like 
a pack of dogs hanging around 
our yard, but on 'the othor hand 
I don't want lo go out and shoot 
some child's pet. Nor do I -want 
to iiave it empounded, uniess 
there is no other way out." 

Tho possibility of -getting a 
dog ordinance .for Novi township 
was discounted by Supervisor 
Frazer Staman. 

"In the first place, I do not 
know if wo legally can have a 
dog ordinance," he said'. "In the

Novi supervisor Frazer Stam­
an, spekaing unofficially as a 
lownship citizen, told tho group 
that continued division of assets 
couid bankrupt thc township. 

Staman was reierring specific­
ally to the current questions of 
Wixom and Norlhviile — both of 
which either are or 'Wiil be re­
questing a part of Uie township's 
assets. 

Wixom, Staman said, is Novi 
greatest threat. Though Wixom 
wiil not receive a share of town­
ship assets as a viiiage, it would 
ijc enlilied (o such a share if il 
should become a city. 

The second problom, he said, 
cnnccrn.s Oakwood Subdivision in 
Northviiic. The subdivision, an 
nexed to the village of Northville 
is 132'), became oligii)le for a 
shni-e of Ihc lownship assets when 
Northville became a cily two 
.years ago. 

As a result, Staman said, both 
Northville and Wixom may bc 
expected to lay ciaim to part of 
the town.ship a.̂ sels — including 
Iho lownship haii, tho Novi Com­
munity Buiiding, the lownship 
park, fire equipment and money 
in the treasury. 

Norlhviile, ho said, already has 
approached Novi about dividing 
assets to cover tho Oakwood mai­
ler. A meeting ibelweon township 
and city officiais wiil be held 
next month. 

Wixom, if it should become 
a city, -would bo eligible' for a 
much greater share of the town­
ship assets 'by virtue of controi-I-
ing the new Lincoln piant wilh 
its huge tax base, Staman said. 

The problem is further compli­
cated, he said, .by the fact lhat 
some township assets — not.abiy 
the Novi Community buiiding — 
were paid for partly by privale 
subscription and then turned over 
lo the township. 

This -means, .Slaman said, lhat 
Wixom and Northvilie wouid be 
asking for a share in something 
that was paid for not only by 
taxes but by private funds. He 
said one lawyer has indicated 
that a division of such assets 
might be illegal. 

Slaman saitl later lhal he has 
no present reconiimcndaUons for 
preventing the drain on tho 
township, .i>ut lhal lownship offi­
cials are working on it. The meet­
ing was designed primarily lo 
explain the problem to Novi bus 
inessmen.

Wixom is expected to ask Oak­
iand couniy cii-cuit court to dis­
miss the Novi suit on grounds, 
lhal it has no basis in law. 

The suit, filed in the names of 
Vernon Spencer and Lloyd Croft, 
claims that Wixom's incorpora­
tion election on February 5 was 
invaiid. The election resulted in 
a B4-B4 tie vole in the Novi sec­
tion, while fhe Commerce sec­
tion favored the incorporation 
sufficiently to carry the issue.

In a long-awaited decision 
Judge Frank L. Doty returneii 
95 acres annexed by the city of 
Northville from Novi township 
last June 21 to the township. 

The Oakland county circuit 
court judge ruled the election 
void by reason of a vote fraud. 

The suit •̂ •̂as filed by Warren 
Products, whose plant lies in 
the area north of Baseline and 
wosl of Novi road. The trial was 
held in January. 

Judge Doty based his decision 
on two of lhe three points charg­
ed l3y company attorneys as rea­
sons for lerming the eieclion il-
iegai. 

In addition to citing fraud. 
Judge Doly ruled that the sec­
retary of state had acted illegally 
by holding petitions eight months. 
Ho noted that the petitions had 
been filed under one law and the 
election granted under another. 

The election to annex the land 
passed -by a wide margin in 
Norlhville. Residents in the af­
fected area voted for it five to 
one. 

An agreement between Mr. and 
Mrs. Jolin C. Burkman, owners 
of a l2-aci-e tract in the area, and 
the D & R Buiiding company 
calicd Ifor sale ot the iand to the 
building company for $2,000 an 
acre. Judge Doly ruled that the 
Burkmans influenced the vote of 
their son, Conrad, and two ten­
ants living on the property, Mr. 
and Mrs. Wiiiiam F. Sample. He 
ruied that at least four of these 
votes were cast in favor of the 
annexation. 

His ruling slated: "While both 
the son and the tenants denied' 
they -had not been infiuenced in 
any manor by the Burkmans to-
vote in 'favor of the annexation, it 
is impossible to believe such tes­
timony, or that their votes were-
not "procured" by the Burkmans 
in fulfiii-ment of the option agree­
ment," 

Judge Doly's ruling does not 
change lhe status of the Burk­
man sale. Mr. and Mrs. Burk­
man retained a 3-acre site in 
the area on which they reside. 
Burkman slated lhis week that 
the .agreement containing the 
clause "to procure and vole for 
the annexalion" was signed 
only afler allorneys advised 
him lhat it was not improper. 
"We did not seek to procure or 
influence anyone's vote," Burk­
man stated. 
Judge Doty did not ruie on the 

third -point raised 'by the Warren 
Products attorneys, "was it nec­
essary that the question of an­
nexation -be submitted lo the 
eieclors of Novi township?" 

In bringing the suit Warren 
Products ciiarged that the annex­
alion would "tend to make it 
difficult to continue in business" 
because of increased taxes. 

Details are now being coIn-
pleled by tho D & R Buiiding 
company to 'begin a 200-home 
subdivision on 93 acres of the 
area. Northville counciimen re­
cently .granted permission to the 
subdividers to connect their sew­
er and water systems lo the city. 
.'Vpproximateiy 50 homes are ex­
pected to be buiit this year. 

Decision in stiH-another annex­
ation suit between Novi township 
and Northville is expected soon. 
An B8-acre site west of 'North 
Center street and north of Base­
line annexed by the city is be­
ing contested by the township. 
The lownship claims in its suit 
that all I-esidents of the township, 
not just the area aiifected', should 
be allowed to vote in an annex­
ation election. The Amerman eie-
mentary schooi and proposed new 
high school lies within this area.
