Farmers Seek Means

To Hold Milk Prices

A FEELING OF insecurity is,
ovident among many Michigan,
farmers. On the surface they face
a single problem-—how {o main-
tain prices for raw milk,

Underneath they face a mecre
serious issue: What to do with
marginal produccrs. This is the:
group now markeling enough
milk to create the oversupply
and force prices d?wn.

There seems no practical solu-!
tion to this knotly question; so
many wha believe the “part time!
farmer” to be the real issue are
pretending it doesn't exisl. In-
stead, vanied attacks are oeing
made against the “surface prob-
lem” many which solve little and
increase dissention.

Most dairymen (some 16,500)
belong to the Michigan Milk Fro-
ducers Association, The group re-
cently voted price cuts for raw
milk in some arcas of the spatc.
This was to ancet competitors
from Ohio and Wisconsin who
found it profitable to ship cheap
milk into Michigan.

Last year, when farmers werc
pinched to produce mik p'rofxg-
able at existing prices, a minori-
ty splintered off 1o form the Fair
Share Bargaining Association. In
turn, this group was hit with dis-
sention and a sccond rebel or-
ganization, the Dairy Farmers
Co-Operative of Michigan, came
into existence.

Federal milk minimums are
now being sought in sevcn'gI
parts of the state o mainlain
raw milk prices.

Two milk marketing bills have
been introduced in the Michigan
legislature with the same goal:
Keep milk prices high enough to
jnsure a steady profit for Michi-
gan producers. )

Experis think this may main-
tain prices demporarily, but will
do little to cure the real trouble,
Excess milk will continue 1o be
produced. |

The “part time” farmer creates
part of the milk sunplus problem.
These people earn 3 steady living
by other means and keep a fow
cows for extra earnings. When
milk prices are high this group
is attracted into the milk market.
The extra milk they produce
forces the price down.

A recent survey made by
MMPA showed that 14 per cent
of its members (some 1,400) work
off the farm 100 days or more
each year, About 11 per cent of
the MMPA members earn more
from off-farm work than from“the
farm,

The middle sized milk produc-
er is caught in a squeeze, The
large dairyman operales effi-
ciently. He has a mechanized
farm which reduces cost. Since
the small milk producer relies on
other sources for income, he can
market milk when prices are
good—and stop when the price
makes it unprofitable.

The middle sized milk produc-
er has neither of these advan-
tages, His cost per unit is higher
than that of the large dairyman,
He cannot profitably ‘“get out”
when prices are low.

The problem is nationwide.
Prices in Toledo, Ohio will soon
drop 1o $4.15 per hundredweight
for milk, In Chicago the return
will be on $3.80 during the spring
months,

With these out-of-state centers
only too willing to ship milk into
Michigan, MMPA members voted
on February 22, fo accept $4.90
a hundredweight for consumer
milk instead of $5.35.

Federal Milk Orders offer some
help. They establish a “floor” for
prices in a given area, However,
many milk producers view these
bottom prices as unrealistic and
too inflexible.
An old economic law is invalv-
ed. When supply exceeds demand,
prices decrease. Until a solution
to the problem of supplying milk
is found, dairy farmers must con-
{inue to produce mitk under un-
stable economic conditions.

* * *
HIGH GASOLINE prices arc
being noted in the Michigan leg-
istature with bills to reduce the
stale gas tax from its present six
conts a gallon level,
Sen. Cariton Morris, (R-Kala-
mazoo) would reduce the tax o
5 cents a gallon and continue to
distribute the receipts on the
same basis as the law now pro-
vides.
A separate bill presenied by
Robert Pailkner (R-Coloma) asks
for a one-‘half cent tax decrease.
At present, federal and slate
taxes are 9% cents on every gal-
lon of gas purchased in Michigan.

FOUR NATIONAL holidays
would be observed in Michigan
on Monday if a bill introduced by
Sen. John B. Swainson (D-De-
troit) is endorsed by the state leg-
islature.

Swainson proposes that Wash-
ington’s birthday be celebrated
the third Monday in February
and called “President's Day".
Memarial Day, now May 30,
would be changed to the last
Monday in May.

Instead of a July 4 date for In-
dependence  Day, the holiday
would be observed on the first
Monday of July., Thanksgiving
would come on the second Mon-
day in November, rather than
the fourth Thursday.

1 forecast that Discount Houses
will constantly become a greater
factor in merchandising, They
have lower overhead than the
big department stores and are
worthy of the atteniion of cvery
sharp shopper. Like all clse in
this world, they have their ad-
vantages and disndvantages,
They can usually give you low-
er prices on all articles, On good
furniture, 4extiles, and other
merchandise which does not need
mechanical serwicing I recom-
mend that they be palronized. I,
however, cannot now recommend
that they be patronized. I, how-
ever, cannot now gzecommend
them {for cleciric appliances,
such as stoves, {felevision sets,
and perhaps washing machines,
which need servicing.

Sales of “loss leaders” should
be carefully watched, These have
an economic use in merchandis-
ing in order to get customers into
a store. A merchant can well af-
ford to adwertise and sell one ar-
ticle below icost, to get you into
the store in the hope that you
will also buy something else
upon which he will make good
profit.

Until recently, however,
I have hesitated to recommend
that my readers buy al slore

Certain cities, however, are
now holding mammoth and re-
liable auctions publicized by 1el-
evision. That is, if you cannot be
at the auction personally, you
can watch it ‘on television, Then,
wherever you are, you have the
privilege for one week of buying
a duplicate of any article sold at
the rauction wat the sume price at
‘which it avas shown and sold at
the auclion. One of the most {a-
mous of these auotions is cpor-
ated three times daily, excopt
Sundays, at Clearwaler, Florida,
under the name of “Howard the
Trader”, While good stores have
but few regular customers, this
auolion will have from 5,000 1o
10,000 people daily, It is amaz-
ing. Either these &uctions can
revolutionize retalling, or else
they will flap, Only the future
can tell, I now don't evcn guess.

Today is the day for the Novi
school board and ils request to
expand the Novi schoo! distriet
By nearly half its present size.

Novi superintendent William
Medlyn and school! hoard miem-
bers were scheduled io appear
today at a hearing on the request
before the Oakland county board
ol education,

At the same time, officials of the
school disricts of Walled Lake,
South Lyon, TFarminglon and
Northville were expected to voice
their opinions on the move which
would take a total of some nine
miles from their districts.

Most opposition to Novi ex-
pansion was expected from the
Walled Lake and South Lyon dis-
tricts. They now share the site
on which the tax-rich Lincoln
plant is nearing completion, and
stand {o lose some $150,000 an-
nually to Novi if the expansion
goes through.

Novi feels its request is justi-
fied since it presumably will have
o provide schools for most of the
children of Lincoln families who
cventually move into the area.

Medlyn said he could no! haz-
ard a guess as to how long it will
take the county school board to

quest.

Willowbrook Looks

For Canine Control

Willowbrook Village is having dog problems nowadays, and
so far no one is quite certain what to do about it,

A number of assorted canines — some of them pets of neigh-
borhood families — reportedly are running free and causing
sleepless nights and skipped hearcbeats in parts of the communiry.

One dog, according to a village resident, even bit a small

child recently,

Meanwhile, the Willowbrook
Community Association is look-
ing inlo the problem. One of ils
committees will meet tonight,
and hopes to have a warkable
plan in the near {uture,

Robert McClelland, asseciation
vice-president, deseribed the sit-
uation as “troublesome” hut add-
ed that it is not out of hand.

* “Willowbrook isn't infested
with huge packs of dogs run-
ning wild by any means,” he
said, “and we don't want o give
that impression. Neveriheless,
there are some problems, and
though I'm a dog owner myself
T realize that we must take some
sort of action.”

A check by The Novi News
this week to sec whal might be
done on a local and countly level
brought only a few conclusive
suggestions, For the most part,
officials preferred to leave the
problem up to the dog-owners
themselves, ~

Here is what the News found
out:

Most policing of unlicensed
siray dogs is done by the Oakland
county dog warden through his
deputies. A radio iruck keceps in
almost . daily contaet avith loeal
police throughout the county.

Even so, dog wardens are not
permitted to go into an area and
indiseriminantly -pick up dogs. A
dog may be apprehended only if
it is tied up by a local resident
and a complaint is ‘made to dog
authorities.

The county operates under a
state law which requires dogs o
be licensed and vaccinated against
rabies, But there is no provision
calling for dogs 10 be tied uip by
their owners.

Novi township, like most un-
incorporated areas, has no dog
ordinance and therefore cannot
instruct policemen to pick up
stray dogs.

State police reportedly have
told residents they may shoot
dogs on their own property if
they prove fo be a nuisance.

As for a solution to Willow-
brook’s problem, the answer to
that was just as elusive.

“Shoot them?” said one resi-
dent. “Of course not. I don’t like
a pack of dogs hanging around
our yard, but on the other hand
I don't want to go oul and shoot
some child’s pet. Nor do I avant
to have it empounded, unless
there is no other way out.”

The possibility of geiling a
dog ordinance Jor Novi township
was discounted by Supervisor
Frazer Staman,

“In the [irst place, I do not
know if we legally can have a
dog ordinance,” he said. “In the
second place, we would necd a
township dog calcher and a
pound — and that would cost
money. In the third place, the
township would be certain to get
into trouble with people claim-
ing that we were a menace to
their pets.” '

' The possibility of letting the
springtime rash of dog romance
wear itself out was also suggested

But this, it was pointed out,
was not a permanent answer. The
situation would only arise again
next year, and presumably would
be made all the worse by a new
crop of year-old puppies.

The only certain answer is this:
If a resident ties up a siray dog
and wants it picked up, he should
call FEderal 2-8262 and ask coun-
ty dog warden officials to come
and get jt.

More Grass Fires
Bring Second Plea

Division of Assefs
Cited as Problem
To Novi Township

Novi Board of Commerce mem-
hers heard a frank appraisal last
week of the problems L2cing Novi
township in regard to division of
township assets with other neigh-
boring communitics.

Novi supervisor Frazer Stam-
an, speckaing unofficially as a
township ecitizen, told the group
that continued division of assels
could bankrupt the fownship,

Staman was referring specific-
ally to the current questions of
Wixom and Northville — both of
which either are or will be re-
questing a part of the township’s
assets.

Wixom, Staman said, is Novi’s
greatest threat, Though Wixom
will not receive a share of town-
ship assets as a village, it would
be entitled to such a share if it
should become a city.

The sccond problem, he said,
concerns Qakwood Subdivision in
Northville. The subdivision, an-
nexed to the village of Northville
is 1924, hecame oligible for a
share of the township assets when
Northville became a city two
years ago.

As a resull, Staman said, both
Northville and Wixom may be
expected to lay claim to part of
the township assets — including
the township hall, the Novi Com-
munity Building, the township
park, fire equipment and money
in the treasury. ]

Northville, he said, already has
approached Novi about dividing
asseis to cover the Oakwood mat-

, ter. A meeling between township

and cily officials will be held
next month,

Wixom, if it should become
a city, would ibe cligible for a

much greater share of the town- |’

ship assets by virtue of controll-
ing the new Lincoln plant with
its huge tax base, Staman said.

The problem is further compli-
cated, he said, Jby the fact that
some tfownship asscls — notably
the Novi Community building —
were paid for partly by private
subseription and then turned over
lo the township.

This means, Staman said, that
Wixom and Northville would be
asking for a share in something
that was paid for not only by
taxes but by privale funds. He
said one lawyer has indicated
that a division of such assets
might be illegal,

Staman said later that he has
no present recommendations for
preventing the drain on the
township, but that township offi-
cials are working on it, The meet-
ing was designed primarily to
explain the problem to Novi bus-
inessmen.

Annual Meeting

Novi township residents were
reminded again this week that
the annual township meeting
will be held a week from Sat-
urday,

In a long-awaited decision
Judge Frank L. Doty returned
95 acres annexed by the city of
Norchville from Novi township
last June 21 0 the township.

The Oakland county circuit
court judge ruled the election
void by reason of a vote fraud,

The suit was filed by Warren
Products, whose plant lies in
the area north of Baseline and
west of Novi road, The trial was
held in January.

Judge Doty hased his decision
on two of the three points charg-
ed by company attorneys as rea-
sens for terming the election il-
legal,

In addition to citing fraud,
Judge Doty ruled that the sec-
retary of state had acted illegally
by holding petitions eight months.
He noted that the petitions had
been filed under one law and the
clection granted under another.

The election to annex the land
passedd by a wide margin in
Northville, Residents in the af-
fected area voted for it five to
one.

An agreement between My, and
Mrs, John C. Burkman, owners
of a 12-acre tract in the area, and
the D & R Building company
called for sale of the land to the
building ccmpany for $2,000 an
acre, Judge Doty ruled that the
Burkmans influenced the vote of
their son, Conrad, and two fen-
anis living on the property, Mr.
and Mrs, William F, Sample. He
ruled that at least four of these
yotes were cast in favor of the
annexation, :

His ruling stated: “While both
the son and the tenanis denied
they ‘had not been influenced in-
any maner by the Burkmans to-
vote in favor of the annexation, it
is impossible to believe such tes-
timony, or that their votes were:
not “procured” by the Burkmans
in fulfillment of the option agree-
ment,” -

Judge Doty’s ruling does not
change the siatus of the Burk-
man sale, Mr. and Mrs, Burk-
man retained a 3-acre site in
the area on which they reside.

Burkman siated this week that

the .agreement containing the

clause "to procure and vote for
the annexation” was signed
only after attorneys advised
him that it-was not improper.

“We did not seek to procure or

influence anyone’s vote,” Burk-

man stated,

Judge Doty did not rule on the
third point raised by the Warren
Products attorneys, “was it nec-
essary that the question of an-
nexation be submitied to the
clectors of Novi township?”

In bringing the suit Warren
Produets charged that the annex-
ation would “tend to make it
difficult to continue in business”
because of increased taxes.

Details are now ibeing com-
pleted by the D & R Building
company to ‘begin a 200-home
subdivision on 93 acres of the
area. Northville councilmen re-
cently granted permission to the
subdividers 1o conneet their sew-
er and water systems {o the city.
Approximately 50 homes are ex-
pected to be built this year.

Decision in still-another annex-
ation suit between Novi township
and Northville is expeeted soon.
An 88-acre site west of North
Center street and north of Base-
line annexed by the city is be-
ing contested by the township.
The township claims in its suit
that all residents of the township,
no{ just the area affected, should
be allowed to vote in an annex-
ation clection, The Amerman ele-
mentary school and proposed new
high schaol lies within this area.

I am told that a baby is born
in this country every eight sec-
onds, and that, if present rates of
increase continue, we could well
have a population of 220,000,000
by 1975, This huge gain means
that demand prospecis for our
products are good. Each new
birth, each immigrant, and cach
person living a longer life than
had previously becn considered
normal, adds to the potential de-
mand that American manufactur-
ors and merchants can attempt to
satisfy.

This growth in population far
exceeds carlier predictions. I well
remember the experts telling us
in the depression days of the
thirties that the U.S, population
would hit a peak — probably
around 1980 — and then decline.
As T reeall it, they thought that
peak might be around 154,000,000
—a mark we actually passed
aboul five years ago!

What About Our Labor Force?
The current boem in people is
the resull of an unexpectedly
high birth rate and a sleadily
declining mortality, Modern med-
icine conquers many of the di-
scases which in the past have
cut life short, Thus the area of
our greatest population gain is
among the very young and
among our scnior citizens. The
adults who form the labor force
are a decreasing segment of the
total population. That being the
case, we should be more concern-
ed aboul labor-management rela-
tions in future years, I forecast

tor in the situation., This is es-
pecially true if too small a pro-
portion of the labor force possess
the scientific and engineering
skills required io keep us abreast
of the technological develop-
ments, .

Instead of paying too much at-
{ention to the expensive frills of
cducation (as we do now), we
need to encourage high schoo!
boys and girls to become scicn-
tists, chemists and enginecrs, as
well as econamists, business man-
agers, merchants and teachers.
We ought to find out whether our
schools are actually doing the
type of educational job thal needs
to be done. If we do not mend
our ways in this respect, we shall
pay deanly in coming years for
our foolishiness.

Will More People
