How local 
schools will be administered; the 
operation of MSU, U. of M . and 
Wayne State University, as well as 
other state controlled colleges, is 
determined by people selected in 
this voting. 

It's trite but poiiticaily true: 
Many an undesirabie candidate iias 
been eiected with a small turnout— 
and by the voter wiio stayed away 
from the polls. 

MOST CITIZENS are hazy about 

the way a state law is boi-n. Tiie 
operation of the iegislatiii'e seems 
remote from most households. 

Actiialiy, this is not tlie case. 
Every voter is ciirectiy represented 
by a person in encli of the two leg­
islative clianibci-s: a representative 
and a senator.

Senate bills are numbered starting 
at iOQO; House bill starts witii one. 

Tiie biii is read twice (usuaiiy 
liy titie oniy) to tiie ciiamber wiiere 
it originates. It is tiien assigned to 
one of seveî -ai standing committees 
of logisiators aiipointed at tlie be­
ginning of liie session. Tiiese groups 
of five to J.") men give tiie proposed 
law close examination. Uniess a 
public heai'ing is calied for testi­
mony, the committees meet in pri­
vate.

About iialf the biils die in com­
mittee. Tills means tiiat the com­
mittee does nothing officially with 
tiicni. The bills a conimittee ap-
pi'oves are reported to the fuii 
chamber with a recomniendalion 
for favorable action. 

The conimittee can I'cport a biii 
"unfavorably" or witii no recom­
mendation, but tiiis seidom hap­
pens. No report at all prevents the 
entire chamber from discussing the 
bill.

After on chamber of tiie legisla­

ture appi'oves a proposai, it goes 
to the other chamber for a siiniiar 
woric-out. 

If it tiien passes this procedure, 
it then goes before the governor. 
He can veto it, in whicii case both 
tiie iiouse and the senate must go 
thi'ougii the procedure again. And 
tills time the biii must pass by a 
two-thirds vote instead of a simple 
majority. 

The governor can aiso sign the 
bill which makes it a law. Or he 
can do notliing, in whicii case the 
biii autoiiiaticaily becomes law af­
ter 10 days.

Most of the real for­
tunes of today came fi'om tiie fun-
damentai desire to I'cnder service 
and give "for value i-eceived" Iielp 
to: ( D A panicicy mai'itet or (2) a 
new and iisefui industry. Tlie first 
can be ncconiiiiislied by anyone 
witii patience and hope; tiie second 
sonietinies faiis because of poor 
jurigniont or because one is too cai'iy 
or too late. 

IBotli of tiie above metiiods of 
malting money require coui-age, 
iiope and patience. It taites courage 
to sell stoclis and "stoi'e up" cnsii 
during a buii marltet when most 
peopie are very optimistic; and it 
taiws COURAGE to buy stocks 
again, one or two yeai's later, wiien 
iuosl peopie ai'e bearish. Furtiier-
more, tiie waiting pei-iod between 
these rigiit times to seii and buy 
requires PATIENCE and hope. 
However, tiie person wiio foliows 
eitiier of tiie above metiiods rend-
ers an important service; namely. 
Ills soiling iieips malce the boom less 
dnngei'Qus, and iiis buying iieips 
ciieck tlie panic. For this service 
an investor aiways receives a hand­
some reward. 

Mctiiod No. 1 

Sciiing Iligli and Buying Low 

It is important tliat an investor 
decide in advance wiiich of the 

above two metiiods he is to follow. 
It is diffiouit to mix tiie two liieth-
ods. If you are to follow the first, 
of "seiling liigh and buying low," 
it is usuaiiy best to confine your 
holdings to the active popular 
stocits, pei'haps those known as the 
"blue chips"; while tlic second 
method often i-equiI'es buying 
stocks of new and smaiier com 
panics witii inactive mai-kets. All 
purchases siiouid be confined to 
listed stocks. In either case, never 
buy on margin or borrowed Iiioney. 
For results with this first metliod, 
under tiie vei'y best conditions — 
wliich no one couid expect to dup 
licate — $lOO couid increase to 
$!10,000 in 40 years, not considering 
eitiier taxes or dividends. To show 
the gi'eat spread in price of some 
of tiie best single stocits, the foi-
iowing figures are most interesting: 

For instance. General Electric, 
now quoted around 55, but seliing 
due to stock spiits at an equiva-
ient of 105, sold for 9 during tiic 
tiiirties. Texas Company stock, liow 
soiling at an equivaient of 248, then 
sold at 10. Deere & Company, now 
seiiing at an equivaient of IBO, tiien 
sold at 4. DuPont, now seiiing at 
an equivaient of 720, then sold at 
22. Generai Motors, now selling at 
an equivaient of 240, then soid at 
3; wiiiie Radio Corporation, now 
seiiing at 33, then soid at 3.

N o v ! township has lost out in its effort to invalidate 
the incorporation of W i x o m as a village. 

A suit which sought to have the Wixofn incorporation 
election declared void was dismissed Wednesday by Oakland 
county circuit court Judge Clark J . Adams. 

Adams said he dismissed the suit because state election 
laws clearly indicate the election was legal and proper. 

The suit — brought by two township residents — claim-
ed the l'ebruary 5 election was invalid because it resulted in 
a 6-l-64 tie vote in the N o v i section of W i x o m even though 
the Commerce township section carried it. 

But .'\daiiis ruled that the law .states only a simple ma-
jority is needed to carry such an election, regardless of po l i t i ­
cal boundary lines. 

Adams .said he did not rule on the question of whether 
the suit was properly brought. 

" N o r d id I question the matter of pol icy," he said, " l f 
tlie law needs changing, it must be done by the state legisia-
ture. But as the law reads now, the election was val id." 

Adams said further that the fact that parts of two town-
ships voted on the question has no more bearing than if two 
precincts iiad voted. 

"The fact remains that a given area was voting on in-
corporation, and the majority vote must rule," he said. 

Adams' decision is considered a setback for Novi 's hopes 
to retain control over its most promising industrial area. W i t h 
the tax-rich Lincoln plant now constructed there, other heavy 
industry is expected to move in shortly. 

N o v i w i l l be able to tax in the area as long as W i x o m 
remains a village, but when and if the village becofnes ii 
city, N o v i w i l l have no polit ical or tax jurisdiction over the 
community. 

The N o v i News was unable to reach officials of W i x o m 
or N o v i for comment Wednesday afternoon.

A t A n n u a l M e e t i n g 

A n effort to designate the of­
fice of clerk as a full time posi-
tion wi th a salary of sS5-fOO per 
ye;ir was voted down Saturday 
afternoon at the annual meet­
ing of N o v i township. 

A n audience of nearly 50 ci t i -
zens voting by ballot turned 
down the propo.sal along wi th 
a pay boost from S5-inO to ,S7000 
for the office of supervisor. 

In an otherwise routine meet-
ing tenipers raised to tlic point 
of argument as forces aligned 
with Treasurer Charles Trickey, Jr., 
and Cierk Hartley Bociiert attempt­
ed to pusii through the full-time 
clerk measui'e. 

Opponents to tlie proposal includ. 
ed Supervisor. Frnzer Staman who 
called it "iiiegai". Staman pointed 
out that salaries for the year had 
aiready been set and that under 
law couid not bo changed this year. 
Trickey stated that the change 
v.'ould not constitute a raise in sai-
ary but ratiier "a change in status 
from part-time to fuil-tiiiie". 

Trickey went on to state tiiat " i f 
we are going to attract the kind of 
men to do the right job, we must 
pay them more. The extra cost of 
a fuil-tinie clerk wiii be more than 
repaid in iiicreased service," he 
added. 

Backei'^ of Triekey's stand in-
ciuded newiy elected trustee, Stan 
Bolon, and Ray Harrison, new trea­
surer. The motion was made by 
Gordon Promo, aiso associated with 
the Ti'ickey group tiiat supported 
Baion and Harrison in the eiection. 

Staman got support from Mrs. 
Wes Coon wiio insisted that " i f any­
one gels a I'aise, our supei'visor 
.siiouid". Befoi-e a vote couid ije 
taken on tiie cierk proposai Mrs. 
Coon added an amendment caii-
ing for a raise for supervisor from 
%m to $7000. A vote to include 
the amendment with the original 
proposal passed ijy a slim 22 to 21 
vote. Tiie combined measure was 
then voted down 20 to 14, 

Tiie main i-eason given by oppon­
ents to the raises was tiie lack of 
funds, Wiiiie' Staman answered 
charges that lie had "doiiberately 
refusied to raise his own saiary for 
lioiitical reasons" by stating that 
lie did not foei the budget couid 
affoi'd the extra expenditure, Mrs, 
Coou agreed with "you can't get 
lilnod from a stone.'' 

Another citizen stated tliat "wiien 
there are workei-s waiting for a 
.ioh, you do not raise saiaries," He 
added that eiected officiais shouid 
not run for nostions " i f they ai'e not 
satisfied witii the saiary." 

In final business citizens approv­
ed the budget for 10,57-511 and tiie 
treasurer's report, Comnlete de-
tniis of these wiii be pubiished next 
week.

N a t i o n a l D e f e n s e s 

Novi schooi superintendent Wii 
liam MQdlyn wiii fly to Washing-
ton Sunday for a high-ievei con­
ference witii miiitaiy planners and 
a look at four major defense sites 
in the eastern and southern U,S, 

The conference is designed to ac­
quaint educators throughout the 
country with the nation's defense 
program. 

Known as tiie "Educators Orienta 
tion Conference", tlie program is 
sponsored by tiie Department of 
Defense, 

Medlyn's first stop will bo in 
Wasliincton for a rccention with tiic 
Joint Chiefs of Staff. He will spend 
the next five days observing miii-
tary traininf and equipment at 
fjiiantico, Virginia; Keesier Air 
Fprce Base, Mississip^pi; Pensacola, 
Florida and Fort Benning, Georgia, 

In addition to Medlyn and otiier 
secondary schooi educators, the 
conference wiii draw key city and 
state school officials from across 
the counti'y. 

In a letter of invitation fi'om Sec-1 
rotary of Defense Chai-ies E , Wil­
son, Medlyn was told:

But when RepubUcan voters went 
to the polis, they apparently put 
their differences aside and gave 
unanimous sujiport to the GOP tick­
et. Returns indicated there was iit-
tie ticket splitting, 

Novi Democrats fared belter in 
the election Monday than they did' 
in tiieir uncontested primary, but 
even their strategy to get out a 
large Democratic vote was not able 
to turn the tide, 

Deniocrats di-ew slightly more 
than 100 voters in their primary, 
then raised the figure to around' 
3.50 Monday, 

Conversely, Republican candi­
dates drew a total of more than 
1,000 i'otei's in February, but gatii­
ered only about 000 Monday, 

Despite these converging trends, 
the gap was not narrowetl enough 
to give Deniocrats a fighting chance. 

The past tlu-eo elections — in 
which Republicans out-drew Demo­
crats by margins of 2-l, 6-1 and 
5-3 — seemed to indicate one cru­
cial fact of poiilicai iife for Novi 
Democrats: the township is about 
Iwo-thii'ds Repubiican, 

The new Novi township board, due 
to be sworn in next week, may be 

for some rough siedding unless 
members can patcii up past dif-

fei'ences. As recently as iast Sat­
urday, severai of tiiem engaged in 
an exchange of opinions.

SECTION 2, The Department of 
Public Works shaii be charged with 
the duty of enforcing the provisions 
of this Ordinance and nhail dis­
charge all duties that may be re­
quired or imposed by the City Man­
ager. 

SECTION 3. The City Manager 
siiail have conti'ol over aii trees, 
shrubs and piants in the streets, ai-
leys and parks of Northviiie and is 
empowered to plant, prune, spray, 
cultivate and preserve all trees and 
shrubs within the confines of the 
streets, alleys, parks and public 
areas of the City. No person sJIali 
prune, spray, plant or remove any 
shrubs or trees upon the rights of 
way or parks without first obtain-
ing a written permit from the City 
Manager. No person shall cut or 
break down or destroy any trees or 
shrubs in the rights of way or 
parks at any time without first ob 
taining the written permission of the 
Manager. No person shnil plant any 
shade or ornamental trees in the 
rights of way or pai'ks except by 
permission of the Manager, and then 
oniy if they are of a variety or size 
acceptable to the Department of 
Public Works, and, in no event, 
.shaii any tree be pianted in tiie 
I'ights of way wiiere police, fire, 
sti'eet iighting, traffic signai or 
pubiic utiiity, overhead wires and 
equipment are located that will 
exceed a maximum growth height 
of forty (40) feet. 

SECTION 7. Every owner of any 
tree, siirub or plant, overiianging 
the streets or rigiits of way within 
the City of Northviiie may be re­
quired to trim the branciies so tiiat 
such branches shall not obstruct the 
light from any street lamp or ob­
struct the view of any street inter-
section and so that there shaii be 
a clear space of eighteen (18) feet 
above the surface of the street, al­
ley, or rights of way. Said owners 
shall remove aii dead, diseaed or 
dangerous trees, or broken or de­
cayed limbs which constitute a men­
ace to the safety of the public. 

Tlie City shall have tlio right to 
trim any tree or shrub on private 
property when it interferes with the 
proper spread of tight along the 
street from a street light, or inter­
feres with visability of any traffic 
control device or sign,_or interferes 
with any pubiic utiiity wires or 
equipment necessary to serve poiice 
or fire communication systems, or 
street iighting or traffic control 
systems, such trimming to be con­
fined to the area immediately above 
the I'ights of way. Aii trees, siirubs, 
or piants located on the triangle 
formed by two rights of way iines 
at the intersection of two streets, 
and extending for a distance of 25 
feet each way from the intersection 
of tiie rights of way lines on any 
coi'ner lot within the City of North­
viiie, shall not be permitted to grow 
to a lioight of more than 3 feet 
above tiie surface of the roadway, 
in order that tiie view of the driv­
er of a vehicle approaching a street 
intei'section shall not be obstructed. 
Trees may be pianted and main-
tamed in this area, provided that all 
branches are trimmed to maintain 
a ciear vision for a verticai height 
of 18 feet above the roadway sur­
face.

SECTION 4. No person shall have 
the right to plant any variety of 
poplar trees, willows, box elders, 
soft maples, tree of heaven, or cot-
tonwood, or other quick-growing 
trees in sucii a location that their 
roots are iikely to injure sowers or 
heave v;aik or street surfaces. 

Tiie City Manager, and tiiose 
working under iiis direction, shall 
have the right to enter upon private 
property for the purpose of inspect­
ing trees, piants and shrubs iocated 
thereon and to faciiitate the caring 
for trees, plants and siirubs located 
upon public streets, easements and 
rights of way. Shouid any tree, plant 
or siirub located upon private prop-
erty be found to bo decayed or di-
sensed or to be in such other condi-
tion or location ns to constitute a 
menace to the health, safety and 
welfare of the public, the City Man 
ager is empowered to give written 
notice to the owner or agent of tiie 
property whereon same is located 
requiring that said tree, plant or 
shrub be treated or removed so as 
to correct the unsatisfactory condi­
tion within ten (10) days froni the 
receipt of said notice. Should the 
said owner or agent fail to comply 
with the provisions of this notice, 
then the required work shall be 
done by the Department of Public 
Works and the cost of same, as 
certified by the Supei-intendent of 
Pubiic Works, shall be a charge 
and lien upon tiie reai property and 
shaii be assessed against said prop-
erty in accordance with the provi-
ions of Ciiapter U of the Charter 
for tiie City of Northviiie. Tiie City 
may, at its own disci-etion, sue to 
recover said costs in an action at 
iaw, rather than making same a 
chai-ge against tiie reai property. 

SECTION 5. It shall be unlawful 

SECTION 0. Placing materials on 
public property — No person shall 
piace on public property any stone, 
brick, sand, concrete or other ma­
terial which wiii in any way impede 
liie fuii and free passage of water, 
air or fertiiizer to the roots of any 
tree subject to the provisions of 
this Ordinance. 

SECTION 9. Gas pipes or mains 
within any public rights of way or 
on any pubiic property siiaii be so 
maintained as to avoid any ieakage 
tiierefrom. In the event a ieak exists 
or occurs, it shaii be reported to 

"the owner of such pipe and main, 
and the leak shall be repaired 
within 2-1 iioui's. Any damage to 
trees, siirubbeiy or grass resuit-

SECTION 11. Tiie planting and/or 
removal of ti-ees and shrubs in the 
pubiic rights of way, parkways, 
parks and other pubiic areas of the 
Cily may bo done eitiier upon reso­
lution of the City Councii or by 
oi-der of the City Manager upon 
reconimendatinn of the Department 
of Pubiic Works. 

.SECTION 12. Wiienever deemed 
necessary by tiio City Maiiager to 
iay out and plant trees and shrubs 
unnn any public rigiits of way with 
in tiio City of Northviiie or to re­
move undesirable species of trees, 
otiier than those so specified in tiiis 
Ordinance, it shall be tlie duty of 
said City Manager to report such 
fact to the City Councii. Such piant-
ing or reniovai shaii be deemed to 
lie a public inipi'ovoinent. The cost 
thereof may be paid in wiiole or in 
part, by levying and collecting spc­
ciai assessment upon property es-
peciaiiy benefitted thereby, in ac­
cordance with tlie provisions in the 
charter governing spociai assess-
nients. 

SECTION 1.1. Spacing of shade 
trees and distances from curbs and 
sidewalks - - In aii future pianting 
nf .ihado trees in the rights of way, 
such trees siiaii bo spaced not loss 
tiian fifty (50) feet apart, exeept 
tiiat trees may be planted less than 
fifty (30) feet from an existing 
tree in tiie rights of way, provided 
tiie existing ti'ee has been approved 
for removai within a period of two 
years from the date of planting of 
the new tree, and except that in 
execptionai cases, any owner of a 
singie iot may, in order to provide 
a shade or ornamentai tree in front 
of iiis iot, secure spcciai permis­
sion from the Departnient of Pubiic 
Works to iiave a tree planted closer 
than fifty (50) feet from an exist 
ing tree. No trees shaii be pianted 
nearer to the intersection of any 
two or more streets than twenty-
five (23) feet from the point of in-
tersection of two rights of way iines. 

SECTION M. Ai l dead trees and 
trees afflicted witii any fatai or 
conimunicabie disease siiaii be re­
moved by the Superintendent of 
the Dep.artment of Pubiic Works 
with tiie approvai of tiie Manager. 
Living trees may be removed in 
accordance with the requirements 
of tiiis Ordinance, when the owner 
of the property in front of which 
said tree is situated, shaii in writ­
ing, request tlie i'emoval of such 
tree. The abutting property owner 
shall be notified, in the event of the 
ij?tended removal of any living tree. 
In the event of an objection from 
the abutting property owners, tiie 
trees shaii not be i'emoved untii 
after a pubiic hearing has been 
iieid by the City Councii to con­
sider its removai. 

.'IKCTION l->. The City Manager 
jiliall, upon this Ordinance becom­
ing effective, and upon I'equest of 
any interested public utiiity,, i.ssue 
an annual permit, and shall annual­
ly thereafter renew such permit, 
granting pcrmissioii to said public 
utiiity to choinically control and 
trim and keep trimmed all trees 
and shrubs intruding into tlie air 
spaces over, or growing within the 
confines of, the streets, alleys, 
parks, rights of way and pubiic 
piaces of the City in such a man­
ner as shall keep the overhead 
lines and equipiiient of said public 
utilities safe and accessible, and 
clear of all tree growth wliich en­
dangers or may endanger said 
overhead lines or equipment and the 
public iieaith and safety. Such 
cheniicai controi and trimming 
shaii be done in accordance witii 
approved practices and under tiio 
generai direction of tlie Superin­
tendent of the Public Works De­
partment. Said permit, as pi-ovided 
for in this section, shaii require 
reasonable prior notice to the City 
before any work is commenced 
thereunder. Provided, however, that 
in the event of an emergency re 
quiring i m ni e d i ate niaiiitonanco 
work on tlio overhead lines of said 
pubiic utiiity, prior notice of com-
liiencing work under said permit 
sliali not be i'cquii'cd. The word 
"emergency" as used in this Sec­
tion, shaii be defined to moan the 
occurrence or hapiioning of an event 
which couid not be expected or 
prevented by tlie exei-cise of rea-
sonabie care and foresight and 

move any trees or shrubs growing 
on any i-ights of way, park or pub-
ho place in the City of Northville 
when such tî ees or shrubs are in-
torfei-ring with fire iiydrants, sew-
ers ami water mains, visibility at 
-street intei'sections, traffic controi 
devices or construction affecting 
tiie pubiic health and safety witiiin 
rights of way. 

SECTION 17. Any pei'son wiio 
siiail violate any provision of tiie 
Ordinance, or iawfui order or I-e-
quirement ada])ted pursuant to tiie 
provisions iieroof, shaii be guiity 
of a Iiiisdemeanor, and upon con-
viction tiieroof siiaii be punisiiod by 
a fine of not to exceed $100.00, or 
by imprisonment in the City or 
County jail for not to exceed 90 
days, or by both such fine and jaii 
sentence in the discretion of the 
court. 

SECTION la. Aii Ordinances or 
liarts of Ordinances in conflict here-
with are hereby repeaied, only to 
the extent necessary to give tiie 
terms of tiie witiiin Ordinance fuii 
force and effect. 

SECTION 19. Provisions of tiiis 
Ordinance are iiereby declaimed to 
be severable, and the holding as in-
valid of any section hereof shaii not, 
t)f itseif, impair or invalidate re-
niaining sections iiereof. Made and 
passed by the Councii of the City 
of Northville, this second day of 
April, 1957. 

SECTION 20. Tiiis Ordinance shaii 
be effective ten (10) days after pas-
sago and following publication 
thereof.

Snowy Chaos on Seven Mile T H E N O V I N E W S

•jt: 

START OF IT A L L - - Willi its front and rear ends lioinliiig tiic same way, a huge gasoiine truck .spi-aivis 
iiclplessly on Seven Milc road. Police directed traffic around the hchciiiotli, but even so, the accident soiin 
inciiided seven oilier veiiiclcs. 

According to weather reports on 
the radio, last Friday was to be 
mereiy another bieak spring day— 
"higii of 40, with a possibility of 
ruin." 

But residents of Northviile and 
Novi knew better. They had only 
to look out tiieir windows to see that 
winter had returned for a final siap 
of its icy hand. 

No one knew it better than a doz­
en or so drivef's wiio iiad the mis­
fortune of ciioosing Seven Mile road, 
just outside Nortiiville, as their 
route to work, schooi or vvhnrever 
liiey were going. 

As they inched'aiong on tiie giare-
ice road, with iieavy blobs of snow 
falling onto their windshields and 
obscuring tiieir vision, one after 
another piied up on a quarter-miie 
si retch of Seven Mile just east of 
Northviiie road. 

By the time it was nil over, at 
least eigiit different veiiicles had 
run into trouble — inciuding a 
mammoth gasoiine truck and a 
iionvy gravei truck. One car ram-
mod into a tree, and another ended 
up on its roof in a ditch. 

Fortunateiy, no one was injured 
severely. 

Wayne county sheriff's deputies 
are not nbie to recount exoctiy what 
iiappened, but it apparentiy went 
something iike this: 

Sometime around 8 a.m., a mam-
motli gasoiine truck hauling two 
taiik-triiilers went into a skid on 
the snow and ice and jackknifed to 
the side of the road, ending up with 
its front and back ends pointing the 
same way. 

Two cars coming up from behind 
put on tiieir brakes, and iikewise 
skidded into various objects. 

Police arriveci and moved traffic 
around the tripie pile-up. Most of the 
traffic, tiiat is. 

But liii-ce vehicles — including a 
gravel truck — didn't see the com-
motion in time. So poiice had three 
more accident reports to make out. 

T!ic snow kept coming down, and 
the cars kept inciiing by. Awhiie 
later, a car sat waiting for the 
PDliceman's signal to move around 
the accident — but another car 
came up lieiiind it and ramnied into 
its rear end. 

That was a total of eigiit. And 
there may iiave been more.'-

To an observer on the scene, it 
was difficult to teli which cars were 
involved in accidents, which were 
simiJiy waiting to move through the 
mess, and wiiicii mereiy beionged 
to gaping spectators. 

But in any case, it was a spec­
tacular sight — a blinding snow 
storm in wiiich a I,flOO-foot stretch 
of Seven Miie was ciogged fuil of 
cars on their back or against a 
tree, and liuiking trucks sitting 
iiclpicss iike whaies out of water. 

Meanwhile, the radio continued 
to give fortli its weather reports 
froni snowless Detroit -— "a high of 
4(i, with possibly a few showers."

Maybury Sanatorium in North-
viile has more beds avaiiabie for 
tubei-cuiosis than any other hospi 
tal in southern Michigan, but even 
so has i l l percent of its beds, occu 
pied. 

This was siiown iast week in a 
study of avaiiabie beds in Michi­
gan tubercuiosis hospitais. 

Mayiiuiy - - tiie second largest 
TB sanatorium in the state — iias 
7iG of its 788 beds occupied, the 
study showed. 

It was topped only by Herman 
Kiefer hospital in Detroit, where 
90 per cent of tiie 1,037 beds were 
occupied. 

The study, conducted by tiie 
Miciiigan State Department of 
Health and compiied by the Tubei--
eulosis and Heaith Society, showed 
that the 12 hospitals in Wayne coun 
ty had an average of oniy nine per 
cent empty beds. The ten hospitais 
in the rest of the state, iiowever, 
had oniy 73 per cent occupancy. 

Yet another state study showed 
tiiat Michigan has 2,85G active cases 
of tubercuiosis that are not in hos-
pitals. 

The 71G patients at Maybury as 
of January 3l represent an increase 
of 23 over last August 31 wiien G93 
patients were under ti-eatment.

A PACT OF FAITH 

V e r y soon across all of the Christian wor ld , 
w i l l r i ng out the glorious Words of life and 
hope: " H e is not here; H e is Risen as He 
said". Th i s Christian affirmation of fjict w i l l 
be echoed and re-echoed through devotions, 
sernions,anthenis and canfat.-is so that a l l peo-
pie irrespective of their special interests, shall 
know this fact of faith. 

T o most of us it is a fundamental fact of 
revelation attesting to the power of God and 
the Love of God , that death is not the end 
but rather the beginning. It is also interest­
ing to note that many men of science confirm 
the fact of this event. Some of them, i t is 
true, approach the fact of this event from an 
intellectual avenue, but even so, they give 
sure evidence that "they cannot deny it (the 
resurrection). Becaiise to do so (that is deny 
it) means that he can prove that it d id not 
occur. 

In the wider scope of this event ( i f indeed 
anything could be "wider") we see an equal­
ly important fundamental pr inciple of our 
Christian faith, namely that we are e.\pected 

to support our faith wi th knowledge. This 
means that each of us is enjoined to continue 
constantly in the learning process . . . the 
acts of study . . . the disciple of prayar, the 
exercise of worship and the stimulation of 
discussion to the end that we might come to 
"know H i m , whom to know aright is life 
everlasting." 

The resultant effects of such endeavors 
would make each of us less dependent upon 
the "seasonal" events of our faith to keep us 
"inspired" to real discipleship. Rather we 
know that we act upon fact, and that we re­
spond to fact, and our faith in Jesus Christ 
is stimulated toward "in-season and out-of-
se.ison" discipleship. I t thus becomes evident 
that God through this fact of history is chal­
lenging us to a continual discipleship. W e can 
now see the reality of another man of science 
as he reverently comments upon the resurrec­
tion saying, " W e are surely s t i l l actively par­
ticipating in each of us." Perhaps, the Chris­
tian says more s imply and less articulately 
when he proclaims from his heart the fact of 
his faith saying: " H e Is Risen!"

Tiie present law permits the 
court discretion to fix the maxi-
mum sentences as "life or any 
number of years" To permit the 
Pai'oie Boai'd to act in valid eases, 
our liew biii wouid have the court 
fix both the minimum and maxi-
mum sentence. The maximum may 
be for life or a number of years. 
Tiie need for this change was Inade 
decisive iiy a Supreme Court de-
cision whicii tied the hands of tiie 
Pai'oie Board on a number of cases 
whei-e they would otherwise iiave 
been- abie to act. 

It is in instances iike tiiis tiiat 
the power of a woi'd becomes strik-
ing.

sands of times where the need for 
clarification is pointed out as a i-e-
suit of a Supreme Court ruling 
based on tiie originai interpreta-
tion of a law. To tiie lawyer, this 
is an everyday pi-obiem. To tiie 
prison inmate wiiose recoi-d merits 
Pai-oie Boai'd action in iiis favor, 
tiiis can be an immense tragedy. 
Altiiough thei-e are not a great many 
pi-Isonei-s involved, this biii wiii 
eliminate future confusion. 

In an entii-eiy different vein, I 
sponsoi-ed another biii tiiis past 
weeic wiiicii may affect some of tiie 
communities in our Senatorial dis-
ti'ict. This iegisiation wouid provide 
financiai relief for certain local 
units incurring extraordinai-y pop-
ulation inci'eases since tiie 19,50 de-
cenniai census. If passed, this biii 
wouid grant officiai recognition of 
tlie speeiai pi'oblems imposed on 
certain iocai units wiiere tiie pop­
ulation has inci'eased witii extra-
ordinai-y I'apidity. Tiie financiai re­
lief gi'anted would be limited to tiie 
calendar years of ln,')7, lnSB and 
lS.iil and would not affect tiie exist­
ing provisions for apportionment of 
the State saies tax. Eiigibility would 
be based on a special census of 
such city, viiiage or townsiiip con­
cerned in which a popwiation in-
ci'ease is more tiian 20 pei' cent 
over the lf),')n census has occui'i-ed.

Disaster does strike in Michigan. 
Detroit -Red Ci'oss officiais and 

two Nortliviiie disaster chairmen 
last week announced that 1950 saw 
six separate disaster relief opera-
tions in tiie state. 

According to Northviiie co-chair-
men Ciiaries Carrington and Con-
rad Springer, Michigan suffered 

; two tornadoes, two major fire dis-
saters, a buiiding coiiapse and a 
ivindstorm so severe it couid not 
be bandied iocaiiy. 

In tiiese instances, the Red Cross 
spent $571,201 to assist tiie victims 
at tlie time of the emergency. 

"The fact that people liad been 
recruited and trained by the Red 
Cross for such emergencies — and 
that sunpiies and equipment were 
on iiand within ten minutes after 
the dis,ister occurred- — is of in-
estimabie value in creating confi-
dence and lessening shook of vie-
tims of sucii experiences," Carring­
ton -said. 

Local-Red Cross officiais current­
ly are seeking funds and volunteers 
for first aid and home nursing 
courses.

The hell and tower is the old city hall , where Peanut's 
restauraiit is nov.' locited. Next comes a .garage and gas sta­
tion, now (lie home of iMarr T;i\'ior's Ford agency. Appropr i -
aiely enough, ;i Tord of that era seems to be parked across 
the street. 

According lo Yerkes, this garage was once die I'errin 
Livery Siable. 

Starling on ilie corner at right in the present Record of-
ficc, is die James A . Muff hardware. Downstairs, insieati of 
our printing phint, is Ambler 's restaurant operated by Mrs. 
Civile .Sliulii'. In die hack oi die bui id ing where our news-
paper press is now locaied was the Fred W . Lyke plumbing 
shop. 

The old water founliiin shown at the corner served boih 
horses and people. A trough faces tlie cobble-sione lined dirt 
street, while passers-by could "wet dieir whistle" from the 
sidewalk side. 

Old picimx-s pop up often around newsjiaper offices, and 
I suppose niani' residcnis have similar pictures tucked away 
in old albums- Next time any of our readers discovers an old 
lociil scene in good enough condition Io reproduce, we wish 
they'd bring it to our office.

WAS in.W A L U C K V YEAR? Many 

persons point with pride to the fact 
that traffic deaths were down by 
209 compared to lB.ia. But tliey 
overlook another fact; the actual 
number of accidents rose by 1,1(13. 

This means there were 1,103 more 
chances that people would be killed 
during lO.ifi than in ia.'ir). Tliey were 
not, but was this just luck? 

» • « 
A possilile answer may develop 

this year. Deaths fi'oiii traffic acci­
dents tolaied 2,010 in 195.5. Last year 
tiiey dropped to 1,747. If the num­
ber nf accidents can again be re­
duced, safety experts niiglit then 
feel that people are beginning to 
drive more carefully. 

The biggest decrease in deaths 
last year was achieved in rural 
areas. There it was down 15 per 
cent, conipnred with only a 10 per 
cent decrease in the cities. 

Actuaiiy, traffic danger continues 
to grow due to increase in "ex­
posure factors." An exposure fact­
or is the number of chances or pos-
siiiiiities that exist for accidents. 

The number of miies driven in 
the state is an important expense 
factor. So is tiie number of drivers; 
the number of cars. 

Last year di'ivers covered some 
5(17 miiiion miies more than in 1055. 
TliPi'B was a substantial increase 
in cars and licensed di'ivei's. 

Whether 1050 was a lucky year 
or not, the importnat fact is that 
tlie death and injury rate is im­
proved. 

An even more important fact: 
The death rate is still .as liigh and 
the risk is so great that there can 
be no relaxing in the battle to save 
lives. 

great respect" for bankers, My fa-
ther was a country banker in Glou-
cester, Mass. It is safe to trust a 
banker for the protection of your de 
posit. His first and foremost aim is 
to protect tlie money which you 
lenve witli him. Based on my lai'ge 
acquaintance with leading bankers 
nil over the world, I unequivocally 
support their 100 per cent desire 
to pi'otect your savings. Furtlier 
more, barring the ravages of war 
ovei- which they have no control, 
they will give you back every dol-
lar you deposit with them. Never 
critici!;e a banker for refusing to 
make a loan, 

WHAT ABOUT INFLATION'.' 
When you drnw your dollars out 

of a bank, whether your doiiai's wiii 
buy as inucii in food, ciothing and 
shelter as tiiey would have when 
you put tlieni in is anotlier question. 
Tiie bankers have little control over 
what your dollars will buy in the 
future. It, however, is only fair to 
say tliat the bankers are fighting 
inflation in every possibie way, In-
flation hurts not only the value of 
your deposits but also the value of 
every bond which the bank holds. 

Furthermore, it should be i'emem 
bered that a bank should naturally 
be conservative. It is said that only 
one thing is more easily frightened 
than a banker, — namely, a "pair 
of bankers". Bankers brng of their 
deposits; but tlie greater their de-
posilR, the more they owe! In their 
liearts tiiey reniize (hat deposits 
I'eprescnt debts. Tiie depositors sit 
in the driver's seat. The depositors 
of nny bank coiiid ciose the bank 
in n week. Hence, I repeat we 
sliouid not biame bankers for be-
ing cautious. 

ASKING BANKEPvS FOR 
INVE.ST.VIENT ADVICE 

Bankers may be making a mis­
take associating so mucii witii other 

ers' Conventions, they perhaps 
should attend conventions of phy 
sicists, chemists .and other soien-
lists. Instead of asking the advice 
of other bankers wiio are remem 
bering 1929, they siiouid perhaps 
ask the advice of those who are 
looking into the future rather than 
tiie past. 

If you ask some bankers for in­
vestment advice, tiiey iook up tiie 
company in an investment manual 
and study only its balance sheets 
and earnings statements. They ask 
to see tlie accountant's audit. Yet, 
accountants ai'e only students of 
the past. Their business is to make 
autopsies, -— not foj-ecasts. Ac­
countants may be classified as "un-
dertakci-s" — not as "doctors". 

OFFICERS OF BANKS 
In my liumble judgment, the pres­

ident of n bank should be a gradu­
ate of some highly professional 
school, such as the Massachusetts 
Institute of Technology, if he is to 
give investment advice. He needs 
to know what is ahead, tlie wonders 
which are now on drawing boards 
and in test tubes. 

He should read scientific journals 
and associate with men who are 

^asquainted witli the wonderful 
changes which will come about dur-
ing the next 50 years. Fui-ther-
more, thei-e should be more "egg-
heads" on bank boai'ds of directors, 
whose knowledge is not limiled to 
existing industries. 

THINK BACK 50 YEARS 
Fifty years ago, the toiepiione 

companies had comparatively few 
subscribers. There were only MO,-
000 nutomobiles compared with 54,-
000,000 today. Then there were no 
radios, televisions, electric refrig-
orators or stoves, and oniy a few 
chain stores. Over hnif our present 
nationai income and wages come 

from industries not even dreamed 
of 50 years ago. 

My first job was surveying for a 
horse oar iino in Gioucester, Mass. 
A haif centuiy ago this changed to 
an eiectric ear iine, and now tlie 
tracks have been ripped up and 
buses provide the only public trans­
portation. My second job was as 
bookkeeper for Andrew's Spar Yai'd, 
which brought great sjiars from 
Oregon to serve as masts for tiie 
tisiiing vessels. The chief industry 
of Cape Ann was making paving 
stones. These industries have now 
vanisiied. 

WHAT ABOUT DOW-JONES 
AVERAGES 

These averages wiii soon become 
obsolete, as are horse cars, the 
Oregon masts, and the paving 
blocks. The Dow-Jones Avei'nges 
which so many bankers now wor­
ship are oniy tombstones of fading 
gi'eat industries. These "Averages" 
wiii be eroded and deciine, wiiiie 
tiie basic weaith of our nation —

An eideriy woman who came to 
Nortiivilie a year ago and left in 
November with thousands of dollars 
bilked from Northviile Inerchants 
is back in the Detroit House of Cor-
rection. 

Mrs. Evonne Chauvin, 65, was 
sentenced to 5 to 10 years in Do-
HoCo iast week by Wayne County 
Circuit Judge Robert M . Toms. 

The judge described Mrs. Chau-
vin as a "career swindier". In sen-
tencing her, iie added: 

"For 20 years you have made no 
effort to live within the iaw. You 
iiave shown no redeeming charac­
teristics:" 

Mi-s. Chauvin has a police record 
dating back to 1030. It inciudes sen­
tences for foI-gei-y, iarceny by trick, 
uttering and pubiishing and parole 
violation. 

Though Mrs. Chauvin was sen­
tenced on oniy one count — swindi-
ing a Nortiivilie resident of $2,500— 
police believe she may have swindl­
ed other Northviile businessmen of 
upwards of $30,000. 

Tlie motherly-appearing woman 
lived at 238 Church street during 
her seven months in Northviile and 

gained the confidence of many per­
sons by repaying smail loans. 

She toid fi'iends she needed mon­
ey for attorney fees to coiiect a 
iarge inheritance. In return for a 
ioan, she promised friends a share 
of the imaginary inheritnnce. ' 

Mrs. Chauvin reportediy led a 
iife of luxury while in Northviile. 
She was chauffeur-driven in an ex­
pensive car, ate at elite restaur­
ants and showered small gifts on 
friends, according to police. 

Three Brighton men are awaiting 
sentence this week for an armed 
robbery that was part of a series 
of crimes in Novi township and 
elsewhere in southeastern Michigan. 

The three have admitted break­
ing into Holcomb Industi'ies last 
month, according to state police. 

William Hntswell, 20; David Spen-
cer, 20, and Charles Metcalf,' 31, 
are held in Oakland county Jail 
after pleading guilty to holding up 
and beating a Farniington man to 
get tiis identification. 

According to state police, the trio 
used the identification to cover 
forged checks which tliey passed 
all over southeastern Miciiigan. 

They had stolen the checks from 
payroll offices of firms located in 
Deti-oit, Hazel Park, Brighton, Cen­
ter Line and parts of Macomb coun­
ty, police said. 

The three broke into Holcomb In­
dustries to steal n check-protector, 
but failed to find one and escaped 
only with a camera after ransack­
ing an office, according to Novi 
police chief Lee BeGole. 

They were apprehended in Bir­
mingham when they tried to pass 
a check in a super market, state 
police said.
