Ilfliv The Orange Industry 
Has Grown 

In innn the entire State of Florida 
produced only 1,000,000 boxes of 
orances. In 1023, when I first came 
lo Florida, production was oniy 
10.000.000 boxes. Tills year it will 
be i)."..nno,OOn or 100,000,000 iioxes. 
With bailies contimiing to-be given 
orange juice as tiieir first food and 
witii continued heavy advertising, 
notliing ran ston the demand for 
orange juice. Furtiierniore. tiiere 
have been great improvements and 
developments in the industry. 

When 1 first came to Florida win­
ters oniy. "whole fruit" was shipped 
nut nf the state and soid. Then, 
about 2.1 years ago, tiie co-opera-
livp.'i were develtiped and some oi--
nnge juice was then canned. This, 
iiowever, aiways had a little bit-
tor taste. Some lO years ago the 
"frozen concentrate" was invented. 
This gives exactly Iho same la.ste 
ns the fresh juice and lias greatly 
increasod tlie consumntion of or-
ii'i?e juice as weii as the iieaith of 
the entire nation. 

The Anioricaii Ilaiiil 
Most orange juice is drunk just 

before breakfast. This means that 
Iho frozon cnncciitrale must be 
mixed with water and thoroughly 
mellod .sniiic ten minutes before 
serving. Tliis lias caused a growing 
demand for a new product known 
as "chilled" orange juice. As soon 
as this juice is squeezed from the 
orange it is stored and transported 
to the large cities of the North hi 
refrigerated trucks at about 40 de­
cree toniperature, so that the juice 
holds its perfect flavor. It is then 
"ut ill paiicr cartons and delivered 
by the dairy companies, along with 
the ninminc nii'k. As a rosuit, Ihe 
housewife can lie in bed len min­
utes longer! This is taking liito 
wiid fire. 

AitliouBii citrus fruits can be safe­
ly raised in only a small part of 
Florida and the United States, yet 
there is competition between Flor­
ida, Texas, Arizona and especially 

ever, is growing so fast that orange 
groves are becoming more valu­
able as home sites and citrus pro­
duction is decreasing. 

Kcciilng Up Tn Dale 
All of this competition resuits in 

constaiitiy improved quality and in 
keeping the price within reach of 
all families. Hence, with the con­
stant growth in population, demand 
will continue to increase. But North 
nierica is not the only market for 
cilrus juices. Foreign governments 
are also recognizing their gi'eat 
health value. 

Tile English government is buying 
tiie juice in a supei--concentrate(i 
non-i-efrigcrntcd form, iike nioiass-
es, and distributing it to its babies 
to sunplenieiit a small supply re­
ceived from Spain, Italy and other 
Mediterranean sources. To get good 
products, however, these countries 
must import phosphate and other 
fertilizer clieniicals. most of which 
come fi'om Florida close by the 
center of the Florida citrus indus­
try. This gives Florida an advan-
tage over all tlie woi-ld. 
Great OpporluiiiUes Are Elsewhere 

I, however, am not telling tliis 
story about the citrus industiy just 
to boom Florida. I am teiiing it to 
.show what a group of farmers can 
do hy uniting in co-operatives and 
getting tiie iieip of researcii and 
advertising. The citrus industry has 
never iiad subsidies or pi'ice guar­
antees. It iias fougiit its own bat­
tles witliout any limiting of aci-eage 

Caiifornia. Tiie latter state, how- or government ioans on surplus 
crops. 

Wiiy cannot tlie farmers of our 
Centrai West and Soutii do the same 
tiling with their surpius corn, wheat, 
cotton and other products? 

Henry Foi'd once said to me; 
"When the fnrmei-s wake up and 
quit crying on Uncie Sam's shouid-
ei's tiiey can find a great use and 
market for their products as raw 
niateriais in industry." Agriculture 
needs a great leader iike Henry 
Ford and the nationai advertising 
wiiicii the humble citrus gi-owers of 
Fiorida are giving their pi'oducts.

after World War II and picked up 
momentum during the ensuing 
years. Expansion was the by-word 
lor industry, and "Suburbia'' be­
came a residential trend. 

Planning experts then predicted 
that It would not be long be­
fore Northville, Novi and Wixom 
began to benefit from the suburban 
movement. 

Finally, the move came that set 
the stage for these predictions to 
come ti-ue: Lincoin announced that 
it would move its entire national 
headquarters to Novi township. 

With a $30,000,000 payroll and 

some 5,000 employees, the Lincoln 
plant alone wouid be a significant 
shot-in-the-arm for the area. But 
perhaps more Important, Lincoln 
had broken the ice. 

In Novi, where perhaps the great­
est changes have occurred, sites 
are already under surveillance by 
other new industries. A mighty new 
expressway - - cutting through the 
heart of the township — will open 
this fall. New subdivisions are de­
veloping almost monthly. 

On the local level, Novi is wrestl­
ing with problems that confront any 
developing community. What to do 

about water and sewers? How can 
the township's boundaries be re 
tained? Where is the best location 
for industry, for residential areas? 

Considerable progress has al­
ready been made in many of these 
questions. Novi is rezoning an en 
tire belt for industry. School lead­
ers are looking toward expansion 
and new buildings. The sewerage 
problem is being tackled. 

In Wixom; the growing pains have 
been equally striicing in recent 
months. 

A crossroads community in the 
northwestern corner of Novi town-

ship, Wixom realizes that it, too, is 
destined for untold growth. With 
this in mind, Wixom voted hi Feb­
ruary to become a village — and to 
accept the responsibilities that must 
accompany the benefits of that stat­
us. 

The incorporation of Wixom set 
off a scramble for the tax dollar 
of the new Lincoln plant. Contested 
by Novi township residents, the 
election was upheld In court two 
weeks ago, 

Northville, to the south, is a quiet 
residential city where life takes 
an easy course. Yet it too is feeling 

the new tadustrial boom. Rather 
than plants, roads and utilities, 
however, Northville is seeing new 
residential communities on its out­
skirts, increased school facilities, 
and an expected surge ta day-by-
day business activity. 

For all three communities, the 
Lincoin plant heralds a new day. 
It will not be without problems. 
Growth never is. But for each 
troublesome task, there will be a 
dozen benefits as Northville, Novi 
and Wixom make the transition 
from rural communities to.modern 
suburbs.

Behind the scenes at the bustling new Lincoln plant, 
there occurs a daily complex of activity which hardly seems 
part of the business of automobile production. 

Just as an army is dependent on the man In the rear 
areas for support, so L inco ln relics on the work of hundreds 
of employees who seldom see the hu lk ing interior of the 
assembly plant itself. 

In one room, a class In quality control is in session. 
Tra ined educators explain the principles which guide pro-
duction of LIncolns. 

In another, a nurse takes a blood sample. O r she 
might loosen a man's cramped muscles i n a swi r l ing w h i r l -
pool bath. 

JJehind the g leaming stainless counter i n a cafe-
teria, white-uniformed nutritionists prepare thousands of 
meals daily. 

Outside the bu i ld ing , a group of men gain practice 
i n operating Lincoln 's fire truck. Or they study the jeep-
size truck which can be taken upstairs in an elevator to fight 
blazes i f they occur. 

In a vast drafting room, engineers plot the dia­
grams which may be next year's model. 

In a sound-proofed room on an upper floor, switch­
board operators answer the thousands of calls which come i n 
on Lincoln 's 800 lines. 

Out i n the plant, long lines of railroad boxcars 
slowly come to a halt. They br ing the raw materials and as­
sorted parts which go together to make a Lincoln . 

So it goes throughout the giant L inco ln facility. For 
each mail on the assembly line, there Is another who performs 
his task i n an office or a Ititchen. Put together, their efforts 
yield the long rows of new Lincolns.

The styling section has 
the responsibility not oniy of 
turning out an acceptable design 
for current production, but also 
exploring future trends in auto-
motive styling. With intricate 
care, the models arc analyzed to 
sec if they fit mechanical require-
mcnts as well as design spcclfica 
tlons. If they do, the clinnccs arc 
good that some of the design fca-
turcs iviil eventually he Incorpor-
ated in production models. 

TRAINING SESSIONS arc conducted daily at the plant lo orient 
production personnel In m,3nufacturing procedures. Here, such 
subjects as ciiiaiiiy control, material handling, assembly tecliniqucs 
and other-aspects of automobile maiiufacturing arc discussed with 

supervisory employes. The daily sessions arc under the direction of 
Robert C. Froelich, training supervisor, of Milford. The supervisors, 
In turn. Instruct hourly employes In on-tlic-Job tecliniqucs.

The customer has the say-so when 
it comes to what sort of Lincohi he 
buys today. 

Does he want a blue-and-white 
model? Or perhaps a red-and-cream 
job? Maybe black? 

What about upholstery, trim, ac-
cessories and engine types? 

Whatever the customer wants, he 
gets. And behind this satisfy-the-
customer policy is one of the most 
remarkable processes of the new 
Lincoln plant: the "tel-automatle'' 
system by which Lincolns are made 
to order. 

As one writer recently put it; 
"To deliver a made-to-order auto 

mobiie off a car-a-minute production 
Ihie is an engineering feat com 
parable to sorting socks for a centi-
pcde". 

Regardless, the feat is accom-
plished. Every Lincoln that comes 
off the iine is fitted to the exact or­
der placed by a customer in San 
Francisco or Duluth. The car is his 
all the way untii it emerges at the 
end of the production maze — com­
plete to the last tinted mirror and 
rear-seat speaker. 

Making the right part arrive at 
the right piace at the right time 
is no mere matter of luck, of course. 

To keep production within the de­
sired voiume and cost margins, this 
custom-operation must be run with 
split-second control. Here's how It 
works: 

Inside a little-known office sits a 
foreman and a couple of aides. 
Before them is a teletype machine, 
resembling an electric typewriter. 

Here the individual car-buyer's 
order is translated into a coded 
language of signs and symbols 
which are then teletyped to various 
production line stations. 

The code starts the proper wheels, 
the right kind of body, the right 
kind of upholstery — everything 
the customer wants and the style 
In which he wants it — on the way 
to their destination. 

Subassembly lines feed the parts 
to the main assembiy line, and 
there the fenders the customer or­
dered are placed in the desired 
chassis and engine. On down the 
line the car moves, picking up 
the correct fittings and trimmings 
as it goes. 

Body-type-and-color is the longest 
operation by far, so it begins first. 
The correct shell is selected from 
stock, welded and passed through 
the paint ovens. 

When the freshly-painted body 

reaches tiie trim line, word is 
flashed back to the teletype room. 
From this point on, every depart­
ment and sub-department must be 
ready for action, with each move-
ment coordinated on an almost 
split-second basis. 

The alert signal is the master 
coded message which is sent from 
the teletype room to all production 
stations. It might read In part: 

No. 52 Body 73C Color Bottom 
and Top C Trim H. 

This tells assemblymen that the 

car is the 52nd of the day, its top 
wiii be one shade of blue and its 
bottom another, and it will have 
two-tone blue upholstery and 
standard instrument panel. 

In each of the assembly opera-
tions, employees turn their atten 
tion to the section of the message 
that applies to their own particular 
operation. And as each man does his 
job in turn, the subassembly and 
assembly lines merge to produce a 
car, 

The trim line, for example, may

take two hours to complete. After 
the molding has been put on, the 
instrument-panel assembly line has 
finished its job and the panel is 
placed on the car. 

Meanwhile, the correct chassis has 
been sorted out and is going down 
its own line. Perhaps an hour later, 
llie engine is moved onto the chas-
sis. And a few minutes later, the 
body is taken from the trim line 
and dramatically set on the chassis 
frame. 

The front-end asseInbly and 
wheels, which were pre-assembled, 
tlien go on. Then follow seats and 
front bumpers. 

From 8,500 separate parts there 
has emerged a new automobile. 
And after a final inspection, Lin-
coin 52 is filled with gas, started 
up, and delivered to the customer-
just as he ordered it.

A new district sales group to 
direct the sale of Lincoln and Con-
tinental automobiles in the major 
marketing areas of the United 
States went into effect last August. 

It was the first time in Lincoln 
history that its sales program was 
handled by an exclusive divisional 
sales organization. 

Previousiy, district sales opera­
tions were managed through Mer­
cury Division sales offices. 

"This Is another step in Lincoln's 
program of expansion in the fine 
car field," said general sales man­
ager Henry B. Daniels at the time. 
It will further augment the sales 

success achieved with the 1958 Lin­
coln model." 

In the new organization, 13 dis­
trict sales offices are authorized to 
assist operations of the 1450 dealers 
selling either Lincoln, Continental, 
or both automobiles. 

Added to the 13 district sales of-
flees are 55 resident zone managers 
in other major cities who work un-
der their respective district sales 
offices. 

The new Lincoln organization as-
sumed responsibility for the mer-
chandising of the Lincoln and Con-
tinental cars at' the time the 1957 
models were introduced last fail.

The guns of World War 1 were hardly silenced when a 
famed auto pioneer turned his thoughts from Liberty aircraft 
engines to :i more ple.nsant dream: production of the finest 
nuroniobile possible. 

Thus in 1919, Henry Leiand unveiled a statue of Abraham 
Lincoln in front of a sprawling plant on the west side of 
Detroit, and with that the Lincoln automobile was born. 

For two years, Lincoln grew quickly in prestige and 
admiration. But suddenly, the depression of 1921 took its toll, 
and Leland's company passed into receivership. The buyers 
were two other auto manufacturers who had made a name 
for themselves: Henry and Edsel Ford. 

During the next two decades, Lincoln came to be synony­
mous with fine car construction. It was a period of expan­
sion, of new concepts of automobile construction. By the 
niid-19.?0's. n new name had been added to the language of 
America — a name that stood for superior automotive 
craftsmanship: the Lincoln Zephyr, with its V-12 engine. 

The Zephyr was followed in 19.̂ 8 by the Mercury, and 
a year later by Lincoln Continental — a car once described 
as "a classic . . . beauty, but fnore than that, personality." 

In WO, war guns were sounding again, and Lincoln 
joined with other firms throughout the country in putting 
Its industrial might to work in war production. 

During the next five years there emerged a total of 
25,.1̂ 2 rank engines, 1-̂ 5,000 jeep bodies, 12,785 amphibian 
bodies, and 2-̂ ,939 nacelles for B-2'f bombers. 

But within two months after the surrender of the Japan­
ese, the first postwar Lincoln was on the highway, and on 
November 1, 19-i5, full-time production started anew. 

The end of the war brought changes in almost every 
operation of Lincoln-Mercury. New plants were constructed 
in such wide-spread locations sis St. Louis and New Jersey. 
The sales program was given a major overhauling. New 

models were introduced—including the Lincoln Cosmopolitan. 
Progress was blighted in 19-(7, however, by tlie tleath of 

Henry Ford. His son, lidsci, had died in 19-̂ 3 — and Lincoln 
thus lost the two men who had taken it to prominence. 

But progress continued. Benson Ford was named general 
manager of Lincoln Mercury. New plants were opened in 
Los Angeles and several cities in Michigan. The V-S replaced 
the V-12. Lincoln-Mercury beg,in to sponsor the Ed Sullivan 
"Toast of the Town" show on television. 

In ihe 50's there were continued advances. Two custom­
ized coupes were introduced: the Lido and the Capri. A fleet 
of custom Lincoln Cosinopolitans was delivered to the White 
House. Lincoln explored the future of automobiles in the 
'50's and came up with its experimental XL-500 and Futura. 

For the third time, war entered the picture. And as 
American fighting men struggled with the enemy in Korea, 
Lincoln gave them an industrial helping hand by producing 
J--fO jet engines for the Navy. 

In 1955, the 17-year formal association between Lin­
coln and Mercury ended, and Lincoln became a separate di-
\'ision of the Ford Motor Company. 

Since then, developments have been rapid and notable. 
Ben Mills wiis named general manager. The Continental was 
revived — an improvement over the pre-war cla.ssic, yet one 
that retained the features that made the car what it was. 

ln late 1955, Lincoln made another fateful decision: 
it would shift its entire assembly operations from the over­
crowded quarters in which it had lived for 35 years. Its new 
location: the open but vita! countryside of Novi township. 

Today, the move is complete. Lincoln is in business in 
its sparkling new home, and the most modern manufacturing 
facilities in the country are at its service. And with the move, 
Lincoln embarks on a new era of prominence in the manu­
facture of automobiles for America.

The new Lincoln plant has 
gone Into the record books as 
the fastest construction job of 
its size In the history of the Ford 
Motor Company. 

From start to finish, the mam-
moth project took only 16 
months and 13 days. 

What's more, the feat was ac-
complIshed under adverse wea-
ther conditions and in the face 
of a paralyzing 23-day steel 
strike. 

But in spite of the cIrcum-
stances, the Lincoln plant surged 
ahead. And Inst Monday, when 
the division's employees report-
ed to the new facility for the 
first time, Lincoln was able to 
mark an ''on time" in the last 
column of Its construction sched-
ule. 

The new national headquart-
ers of Lincoln — from which all 
its activities will be directed 
and in which all its cars will be 
assembled — is the second larg-
est plant In the Ford system of 
21 assembly facilities. Only the 
Mahwah (New Jersey) and 
Dearborn Rouge plants exceed 
it In size. 

Under the roof of the manu-
facturing plant itself are 1,300,-
000 square feet. And the adjoin-
ing general offices cover anoth-
er 200,000 square feet. 

Ground for the imposing new 
building was broken amid 
swirls of snow on December 2, 
1955. With Ford and Lincoln 
executives and Novi township 
officials gathered in a small tent 
for the symbolic ceremony, Lin-
coin general manager Ben Mills 
turned the first shovelful of 
earth With a chromium-plated 
spade. 

For the next 16 months, work 
continued doggedly at the plant 
site. 

Grading of the 325-acre site 
began shortly after ground was 
broken. In all, more than 250,-
000 cubic yards of dirt were 
moved by the fleets of bulldoz­
ers and steam shovels.

and concrete was poured. By 
summer, the project was nearly 
ready for its superstructure. 

Then began the job of mov­
ing in giant steel girders and 
huge slabs of concrete. Togeth­
er, they were to form the shell 
of the facility. 

Meanwhile, electricians, paint­
ers, carpenters, plumbers and 
other construction workers be­
gan the task of fitting out the 
plant's vast interior. 

As winter approached, the 
first production equipment was 
brought in. Thousands of tons 
of hulking metal giants were 
moved into place, and gradually 
the plant took on the appearance 
of an auto-making fficility. 

Finally, it was complete. The 
manufacturing area itself was 
ready for production. Two din­
ing rooms and a cafeteria were 
preparing to serve the thousands 
of employees. A hospital was in 
readiness. The general offices 
were full of sounds of typewrit­
ers, teletypes and adding ma­
chines. An 800-line switchboard 
was in operation. 

A rairoad spur, capable of 
holding 34 boxcars inside the 
plant, was laid. Parking lots for 
3,600 cars were started and fin­
ished. Air-conditioning equip-
ment was installed. Two boilers 
for p r o c e s s i n g steam heat 
throughout tlie entire plant were 
erected. A loading dock for 2-'i 
trucks took shape. Outside, a 
test track and truck convoy lot 
were worked on. 

Finally, less than a month ago, 
two construction men uncere­
moniously slipped the last piece 
of plating onto the assembly 
line. After a little more than 16 
months, Lincolns were ready to 
roll at the sparkling new plant. 

In all, some 200 contractors 
and more than 2,500 workers 
contributed to the feat of trans-
forming the rolling farmland 
site Into the industry's most 
modern and efficient plant. 

Today, Lincoln is in opera­
tion at its new location. And for 
that fact, the division can thank 
a record performance on a rec­
ord task: the fastest construc­
tion job for the second largest 
plant on the second largest site 
in the entire world-wide Fofd 
chain. 
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INTRICATE PATTERN OF STEEL began to take shape as tiie mammotii plant gradually rose from the 
former farniiand.

How quiet is a quiet automobile? 
The answer to this question is be-

ing pursued by Lincoln engineers 
in sound and vibration studies of 
the Continental Mark II, the most 
carefully assembled car in the iii-
dustry. 

Lincoln engineers place a hi-fi-
delity tape recorder inside a Con-
tinental to record sounds. 

At various speeds, on different 
road surfaces, the engineers record 
noises caused by engine, road, wind, 
tires or body vibrations, 

After the test run, they audition 
the tapes before a ''listening jury" 
of engineers who analyze the sounds 
and decide wliether the oar's insul­
ation has been improved by the ad­
dition of acoustic material. 

Such evaluations pointed the way 
to engineering changes which made 
possible Continental's quiet opera­
tion. 

Engineers test the newest acous-
tic materials and sound deadeners 
in the company's sound room. Here, 
where even a blink of the eyeiids 
causes an audible sound, the acous-
tic materials undergo exhaustive 
tests to measure how effectively 
they deaden noise. 

If the material is effective, costs 

are computed and the material is 
considered for release to produc­
tion in the assembly plant. 

Sound analyzing is accomplished 
on the basis of how the hidlvidual 
responds to the noise he hears. Some 
vibration is not within range of the 
human ear --- it can be felt but not 
always heard. By using an octave

The year 1956 was the most sue-
cessful year in the 35-year history 
of the Lincoln automobile.

sured in decibels, units which mea­
sure the intensity of the sound. 

Because it is impossible for the 
human ear to remember accurately 
sounds it hears, the tape recordings 
serve as a memory system to com­
pare sounds before and after ex-
perlmental acoustic material has 
been installed. 

As part of their test technique, 
Lincoln engineers can pinpohit a 
sound and discover its source. Once 
this is done, the acoustic material 
may be rearranged or improved to 
eliminate or minimize noises. 

Among other factors which pro-
vide the Continental's extremely 
quiet operation are self-adjusting 
shock absorbers which produce a 
smoother ride, a specially designed 
heavyweight frame and an engine 
which has undergone exhaustive 
tests to assure quiet performance.

"The master control is not a ma-
chine — but a man,'' says Lincoln 
general manufacturing manager W. owner. 

D. Singleton. "He is the man who 
works on the Lincoin, whether his 
work is creation, purchase manu-
ture, inspection or saies." 

Lincoin does, of course, have its 
oivn quality conti'ol section — a 
group of nien wiIose job is to see 
that each automobiie is up to stand-
ard before it is deiivered to its

President Eisenhower's famous 
"bubbletop" Lincoin was his own in­
spiration, 

Wiiiie the president was returning 
from Richmond, Virginia one rainy 
day, hundreds of people waiting to 
see him were thwarted when his 
car's convertible top had to be put 
up. 

At tiie suggestion of Mr. Eisen-
iiowor, a four-piece plexiglas roof 
was built to cover the entire rear 
passenger seat of the speciai biack 
Lincoln touring car. 

One .man can take Jt down., and 
store it Tn the' luggagê  'co'm'part-

ment. Each piece has an aluminum 
frame which locks together, and 
sponge rubber inserts to seal out 
rain and drafts. 

The fi'ame for each piece was 
machined out of solid sections of 
aiuminunI bar stock, Wiien not in 
use they are put in special fabric 
containers and packed in the rear 
trunk.

It is with him 
that Lincoln's reputation succeeds 
or faiis. 

As Singleton puts it: 
"Quality is a product with Lin­

coin — not a by-product". 
Thus, each employee concentrates 

on producing quality, and not just 
an automobiie. 

This attitude is developed through 
adequate training, through careful 
supervision, through wide-awake 
leadership. And to a great degree, 
it is aiso the result of Lincoln's 
continuing reputation for careful 
workmanship — a reputation that 
instiiis in each employee a pride of 
craftsmanship.

T o D r e a m of E d s e l F o r d 

The late Edsei Ford originated 
the Lincoin-Continentai whiie pres­
ident of Ford Motor Company. 

It was conceived in 1938 and was 
fii-st produced in 1939 as a 1940 
model. A totai of 5,322 units were 
buiit before production was sus­
pended in 1948. 

Tiie design of the Continentai — 
characterized by a iong hood, short 
passenger compartment, short rear 
deck, spare tire mount and a iong, 
iow appearance with "eiean" iines---
was largely a reflection of Edsei 
Ford's taste in fine automobiies. 

It was derived in part from his 
observations on a tour of the Euro­
pean continent. 

The styling was intended to be a 

criterion of dignity, simplicity, 
good pi'oportion and what automo. 
tive designers caii "honesty of iine". 

The first prototype was built un­
der the younger Ford's dii'ection in 
1939. He drove it to Fiorida on va­
cation as his personal car, but re­
turned with 200 ordei's from per­
sons vi'ho saw it. This reaction 
prompted him to have the Contin-
eiitai placed in production, and it 
appeared as a 1949, 1941, 1942, 1940, 
1947 and 1948 model. 

In 1955, the Continental was re-
vived. It was a new and exciting 
model, yet it maintained the grace, 
elegance and craftsmanship that 
had brought it fame. This was the 
fabulous Continental Mark II.

Hope for poiiticai peace in 
Novi township dwindled Mon­
day as building inspector Cam­
eron Lodge was fired and town-
ship attorney Archie Leonard 
drew near the same fate. 

The action saw a clear split 
between supervisor Frazer Sta-
man on one hand and three 
other members — clerk Hadley 
Bachert, ti'easurer Ray Harrison 
nnd trustee Stan Balon — on the 
other. 

Harrison and Baion were sitting 
ill office for tile first time since 
being eiected April 1. Witii Bachert, 
they constitute a majority opinion 
on the board. 

Lodge was fired effective May 1 
in an hour-iong debate marked by 
confusion and heated exchanges. 

However, Lodue submitted a res­
ignation early Tuesday morning and 
was tlirough with the job by noon. 
He said he had no comment on the 
firing or on tiie charges made 
against him. 

Leonard was saved from being 
fired when a motion for his dis­
charge was caiied out of oi'der by 
Staman because another motion 
was stiil pending. When the board 
got back to Leonard, it decided to 
table the matter. 

The discussion of Lodge's future 
with the township took several ups 
and downs before being settied, and 
even then was not entireiy ciear. 

Bachert made the original mo­
tion to fire the building inspector 
and was backed up by Balon. 

They said Lodge had incurred the 
wrath of many township residents 
by his "undiplomatic" methods and 
had ignored requests to be more, 
tactful. 

Harrison said Lodge has been> 
"badge happy", adding that Lodge 
has occasionally performed police 
duties outside of his official ca;-
pacities. '«i1i7 

Staman countered by pointing £d' 
a long-standing resolution that es.' 
tablishes a five-man board to re-
view the hiring and firing of town-
ship empioyees. Staman called for 
a public hearing before the board. 

Bachert, Balon and Harrison dis­
regarded Staman's suggestion and 
again caiied for Lodge's discharge, 
but Staman pressed his defense of 
the building inspector. 

"Regardless of how blunt he may 
be, Lodge has done an excellent 
job for the township," he said. 
"People have praised his work — 
and I know of at least three loads 
of bad lumber he detected and or­
dered sent back.'' 

Staman said Lodge had offered 
to resign months ago but agreed to 
stay on only at Staman's own re­
quest. 

Trustee Frank Clark agreed with 
Staman, adding that Novi probably 
would not find another capable in­
spector willing to work for the as­
signed $5,400 salary. 

"If anything," said Clark, "Mr. 
Lodge has been accommodating to 
stay in this location under the cir-
cum-stances." 

Staman finally asked Bachert, 
Balon and Harrison if they would 
agree to a public hearing for Lodge. 

That's alright, but it won't 
change my opinion," Bachert said. 

Harrison then offered an amend­
ment to the motion for discharge, 
caiiing for a public hearing if Lodge 
desired it. Tlie motion brought ap­
plause from the audience. 

The amendment was approved 
2-0, with only Ciark and Harrison 
voting. Bachert and Balon abstain­
ed. The amended motion then came 
up for a vote and was passed 3-0 
with Clark abstaining. 

Leonard first came under fire 
from Balon. 

"As a spectator here, I have 
often found- it difficult to under­
stand what Leonard was getting 
at," he said. "Furthermore, he 
has given the township some inac-
cui-ate legal advice — particularly 
in regard to the race track question 
and how many signatures were 
needed on the petitions against it." 

Staman countered by saying Leon­
ard has an excellent reputation as 
an attorney, is president of the 
Oakland county bar, and has had 
years of experience as a township 
and school attorney. 

"Furthermore," he said, "we are 
in the midst of a supreme court 
case against Nortiivilie, nnd I don't 
think it wouid be wise to change 
our attorney at this time.''

JESUS TALKS F R O M TIIE CROSS 
Since this is Hoiy Week for aii Christians it 

wouid be weii if we meditated on the first three 
utterances of Clirist ns He hangs on the cross. In 
silent prayer He liiakes the final offering of His 
life for the iioiior of the Father and the salvation 
of the woi'id. Tiiere on tiie cross during tiie last 
hours of His iife tins iove burns the brightest; its 
iast flickei'ing flames, as tiiey consume His 
strengtii, send their light and warmth over this 
dark and coid world and wiii enkindle witii di-
vine iove countiess iiearls to tiie end of time. 

Tiie first utterance of Jesus is a prayer for 
His enemies, for th'":e who had brought about His 
coiidemiinlioii. He . :i.-̂ red this prayer at the very 
moment they were i.,.-aping upon Him mockery of 
the most cruel type. "Father, forgive them, for 
they know not what tiiey do!" Tiie pardon He asks 
is not so much for the unwitting soldiers wiio ham-
mered the iiaiis, as for those wiio iiad ceaseiessiy 
.sought His arrest and condemnation. Even to tiiem 
Jesus wiiied to grant pardon. Despite the culpa-
biiity of tiieir ignorance, .Jesus souglit to find an 
expense for tiieir action. His woi'ds must prove of 
immense consoiation for all sinners, even the most 
hardened. 

The two tiiieves to the side of Jesus, watched 
and listened. Tiie one, pei'iiaps to seek bitter con-
soiation in the midst of iiis own I'Uin, abused Jesus, 
saying, "If tiiou art tiie Christ, save thyself and 
us!" The otiier robber inoved by God's grace and 
fiiied witii compassion on seeing an innocent man 
suffer, rebuked iiim and said. "Dost tiiou not even 

fear God, seeing tiiat tiiou art under the same 
.sentence? And we indeed justiy, for we are re­
ceiving wimt our deeds deserved; but this man 
has done notiiing wrong." Here we find sincerity 
and sorrow which ied to a trustfui prayer, "Lord, 
remember nie wiien tiiou comets into tiiy king-
doiii!" How our Saviour's ioving iienrt rejoiced 
nt tiiese words and how weiconie He was to grant 
tiie iiiief's request. He turned at once to this poor 
sinner into these words of forgiving love "Amen I 
say to thee, this day thou' siinit be ivitii me in 
paradise!" These beautifui words show us that it 
is neve:' too late to turn to God. 

Standing near the cross were Mary, His bless-
ed motiier, and John, His fnithfui Apostie. FiMai 
love urged Jesus to pi'ovide for Mai'y after He 
wouid be gone, and His I'edemptive iove for men 
jirompted Him to leave her to us as our spii'ituai 
motiier. Looking down upon Mary witii aii tiie 
tenderness of His ioving Heart, He said to her 
"Woman, behold Thy son!" Then tui'ning to John 
He continued, "Behoid thy mother!" In the literni 
sense tiiese woi'ds meant that John was to take 
Mary into liis h-Miie and to take care of her, as in 
fact Joiin did; as to Maf'y, she was to accept John 
as iier son. 

Tiie Christian mind has always taken these 
words in tiieir wider meaning, in which it is in-
seperabie from the part which tiie motiier of Je-
sus iias in the wlioie economy of saivation. 

As we meditate on Calvary's scene this Good 
Fi'iday afternoon, iet us above ail thank God for 
sncrificine Himself for our salvation.

4. Costs of liie new educationai 
buiidings wiii be spread over future 
Roiiprations of students — tiiose lhat 
wiii benefit most.

Heart of the proposal introduced 

by Senators Frank D. Beadie (R-
Sl.Clair), Robert E. Faulkner (R-
Coloma) and Edward Hutchinson 
(R-Fenton) centers around llie use 
of student fees. 

Right now, all student fees are 
used as part of Ihe operating ex­
penses of MSU. The rest of the op­
erating costs are supplied by the 
slate legislature. Funds for new 
buiidings must be approved sep­
arately by the legislature —- and 
come from taxes. This is done on 
a year to year basis. 

» • • 
Under tiie new plan student fees 

would be earmarked for the con­
struction of new classrooms nnd 
laboratories al MSU. The state 
would contribute no money for now 
buildings. Future legislatures would 

The new classrooms would be 
built during the next tliree years 
using private funds. Student fees 
for the next lO years wouid be 
piedged to repay tiie loan. 

"Tins new approach is needed to 
soive probienis of financing class­
room needs," Hannah staled. "Our 
space situation is critical and un­
der current procedures of annual 
appropriations for capital outlay 
wiii (by the legislature) grow much 
worse."

How do we save up to ?4 million? 

Using the next fiscal year lis an 
example Hannah points out that 
"the governor's budget proposes 
for Michigan Slate $23,600,000 for 
operating expense, and $7,314,000 
for new construction', a total of $30,. 
314,000. 

Willi unpledged student fees for 
next year estimated at about $4,-
000,000, the legislature would be 
asked lo appropriate the full amount 
of operating costs, (about $27,000,-
000) but nothing for new buildings. 
That's a difference in total budget 
request of more than $3,000,000." 

• • • 
The new plan is an outgrowth of 

the program adopted by President 
Hannah after World War II. 

At lhat time he borrowed capital 
from private soui'ces lo construct 
dormitories, married student hous­
ing, laundry facilities, and to add to 
the athietic plant, health center, 
music and student services build­
ings. Loans were repaid through 
the earnings of these facilities. 

Only classrooms and laboratories 
will be included in tlie new program 
if it receives legislative approval. 
Student fees will repiace the "earn­
ings" of the earlier project as se­
curity for the ioans.

Northviile has decided not to ap-
peal the Oakland county circuit 
.court decision that I'elurned 35 ac-
res annexed from Novi township 
back to the township, 

But at the same time, the North-
ville city council indicated it would 
seek another eiection to annex the 
area so tiint the new D & R sub-
division can become part of the 
city. 

The city council let the Api'ii 22 
appeal deadline pass without taking 
action after attorney Philip Ogilvie 
told the council that chances for a 
reversal of the court decision were 
slim. The decision, made by Judge 
Frank L. Doty, cited a vote fraud 
in ruling the annexation election 
illegal. 

The suit against the election was 
filed by Warren Products company, 
whose plant lies in the disputed 
area. 

The territory lying north of Base 
Line and west of Novi road, is the 
site of the proposed 250-home D & R 
subdivision. Northviile has already 
agreed to supply water and sewer­
age facilities for the subdivision, 
and therefore wants political juris­
diction over it.

A special meeting of the Novi 
township board Tuesday night 
may have been the first step 
toward increased h a r m o n y 
among members of the new 
group. 

The meeting was called to 
appoint a temporary township 
building inspector (see other 
story, this page) but more tiian an 
hour of it was devoted to discussing 
ways of improving relations among 
the board members. 

Foremost decision was to hold n 
series of private meetings at which 
tlie five inembei's wouid inform 
themselves of the background of 
Novi probienis and possibiy thrasii 
out any personai differences tiiat 
would otherwise mar public board 
meetings. 

Just how the private meetings 
would be lield was not determined 
specifically. 

Trustee Frank Clark offered tlie 
use of his home, but made it clear 
that such meetings would be for 
board members only. 

Trustee Stan Balon asked that 
such meetings be attended by "one, 
two, or maybe three disinterested 
parties." Tlie only one he mention 
ed was Tlib Novi News. 

No plans for such a meeting have 
yet been made, but supervisor Fra­
zer Staman indicated Wednseday 
morning that some get-together 
would definitely be scheduled. 

Staman agreed that a series of 
meetings might produce better un­
derstanding. He noted the Pontiac 
city council often meets privately 
to discuss current issues. 

But Staman also noted that the 
Pontiac group has often come under 
criticism for allegedly conducting 
official business at such "secret 
meetings". 

Staman also suggested that board 
members meet half an hour before 
each board meeting to brief them-
selves on the evening's business. 

Balon and Bachert said they 
would prefer a written agenda 
rather than such a meeting. 

Similar pre-meeting get-togethers 
by the former township board often 
drew criticism — especiaiiy when 
some board members were not in-
vited. These occasionally led to 
charges of "railroading''. 

In other business Tuesday night, 
trustee Frank Clark was re-appoint-
ed as the board's representative on 
the township zoning board of ap-
peals. 

His appointment came after he 
himself had suggested trustee Stan 
Balon for the post. But after Balon 
returned the nomination, Clark was 
unanimously elected to the position.

One of the laI'gest rezoning pack­
ages in Novi township histoiy will 
come up for a public hearing next 
Monday. 

The township zoning board, meet­
ing at 8 p.m. in the township of­
fices, will consider six separate zon­
ing changes that would make the 
Wixom area of Novi a heavy indus­
trial section. 

Proposed are the following six 
changes: 

—rezoning all of section G 
—and parts of sections 5 and 7 

from M-l to M-3 (light lo heavy 
industry), 

—rezoning a section at Wixom 
and West roads from agriculture 
to commercial for a small shopping 
area. 

—rezoning a quarter section 
southeast of West and Wixom roads 
from M-l to M-2. 

—rezoning an "area east of Beck 
road between US-lG and the new 
expressway from residential to 
manufacturing. 

—rezoning a large section be-
tween the two highways and be-
tween Haggerty and Seeley roads 
from residential and agriculture to 
R-4. 

In addition, the hearing will look 
into creating an R-4 classification 
whicii would include multiple dwell 
ings, charitable institutions, motels, 
private clubs, hospitals, and the like.

After weathering the recent high 

level postal feud in Washington, 
post office service in Novi township 
is aimost back to normal. 

Saturday delivery has been re­
sumed and the window is now open 
from 8:39 a.m. to 5 p.m. Money or-
"ders, however, will be sold only 
from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. 

According to postmaster Mrs. 
Marjorie Watson, the postal curtail­
ment did not result in any extreme 
hardship for the Novi post office. 

Another posse caine to the defense 
of law and order in Novi township 
last week. 

This lime the posse of local vig­
ilantes came up with two young 
men who were taking pot shots at 
Novi's huge nesting of great blue 
herons in a game refuge north of 
Grand River near Wixom road. 

It was the second time in a 
month that a Novi posse has been 
formed by police chief Lee BeGole 
to route out offenders. In Febru­
ary, a posse rounded up five youths 
ivho had forced a woman's car to 
the road and then had run into 
the woods. 

The manhunt Saturday occurred 
after Vernon Spencer, 51225 Pontiac 
Trail, heard sounds of shooting in 
the game refuge. 

BeGole formed the 10-man posse, 
and the group struck out into the 
woods. With Spencer flying over­
head in his airplane and dipping his 
wings when he spotted the culprits, 
the posse rounded up the pair 
within several hours. 

They were taken b̂efore Justice 
William MacDermaid wiio warned 
them against vioiating the federal 
migratory bird law. 

"But if you had hit one of them," 
MacDermaid said, "you would 
probably have found yourselves in 
jail." 

Only tragedy of the adventure 
was, as BeGole put it: 

"When the posse got back to the 
township hall, we counted noses and 
discovered that two of us were 
missing.

Novi township has a buildlng-
hcating-electrical inspector again 
after a week-long void in w lich 
a number of crucial building 
permits were held up because 
no one could approve tliem. 

The township board, meeting 
in special session Tuesday night, 
unanimously appointed Glen 
Salow, Jr. to the post on a tem­
porary basis. 

Indications were that Salow 
probably would become the perm­
anent building inspector. ' 

The board's action followed the 
discharge last week of former in­
spector Cameron Lodge. The board 
set Lodge's dismissal dale at May 1, 
but Lodge countered by resigning 
the following day. 

Since then, nearly a dozen build- • 
ing permits have come up for ap­
proval but were stalled by the ab­
sence of nn inspector. Among them 
were permits for construction of 
tiie new addition to Paragon Con­
struction company, a new perman­
ent'building for the Novi branch 
of the National Bank of Detroit, 
and an addition to the Amerman 
school near Northvilie. 

Though all major permits wei'e 
held up, several home-builders were 
told to go ahead with their proj­
ects without waiting for inspection, 
according to supervisor Frazer Sta­
man. 

In contrast wilh last week's stor­
my meeting, which saw a sharp 
split between board members, Tues­
day's -action was taken in an at-
mosphere of apparent unanimity 
and friendliness, ..̂ ^ 

After a brief discussion of Saiow's' 
qualification, a motion was made 
and seconded to appoint him lo tiie 
post. Clerk Hadiey Bachert, and 
trustees Frank Ciark and Stan Ba-
ion voted in favor of it. Treasurer 
Ray Harrison was absent. 

There were no spectators at tlie 
meeting. Only other persons present 
beside the board members were De­
troit Edison electrical consultant 
Jack Fitzgerald and newspaper 
representatives. 

Whether Salow will be the perm­
anent building inspector apparently 
depends on whether further appli­
cations are made for the post. The 
opening has been advertised in io-
cal papers. 

But according to supervisor Fraz­
er Staman, there were no appii-
cants tor tiie combined buiiding-

inite pians in the area at this time. 
Both are haulaway companies which 
intend lo build adjacent to the Lin 
coin plant. 

Staman also said the re-classifica­
tion'from M-i to M-3 is necessary 
to bring the area back up to its 
original land-use category. With the 
recent creation of a separate M-3 
category, he said, the area became 
ineiigibie for heavy industry. The 
proposed rezoning would restore 
that category to the area. 

Flynn added that the other re­
zonings are part of Novi's long-
range plan to create an industrial 
and commercial strip between the 
old and new Grand River highways. 
Such a belt would give Novi a 
strong industrial area in the heart 
of the township, and at the same
