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AN IMMEDIATE savings of $3
to $4 million will benefit Michigan
taxpayers this year if the legisla-
ture approves a new financing
method for a Michigan State Uni-
versity building program,

This feature is part of a dynamic
new plan which could in a single
stroke ease Lhe critical college
classroom shortage and provide a
co-ordinated expansion program for
MSU.

Additional advantages provided by
the plan were listed by MSU’s Pres-
ident John A, Hannah, who heartily
endorsed the proposal. Hannah stat-
ed that:

1. The buildings will become
available now for immediate needs.

2. The bill provides for necessary
expansion without placing large de-
mands upon the current income of
the State of Michigan.

3. Assuming that building costs
will continue to increase, an addi-
tional savings will result by imme-
diate construction,

4. Costs of the new educational
huildings will be spread over future
generations of students — those that

will henefit most.

Heart of the proposal introduced
by Senators Frank D. Beadle (R-
St.Clair), Robert E. Faulkner (R-
Coloma) and Edward Hutchinson
(R-Fenton) centers around the use
of student fees.

Right now, all student fees are
used as part of the operating ex-
penses of MSU, The rest of the op-
erating costs are supplied by the
state legislature. Funds for new
buildings must be approved sep-
arately by the legislature — and
come from taxes.

“This new approach is needed to
solve problems of financing class-
room needs,” Hannah stated. *Our
space situation is critical and un-
der current procedures of annual
appropriations for capital outlay
will (by the legislature) grow much

How do we save up to $4 million?
Using the next fiscal year as an
example Hannah points oul that
“the governor's budget proposes
for Michigan State $23,000,000 for
operating expense, and $7,314,000
for new construction, a total of $30,-
314,000,

“With unpledged student fees for
next year estimated at aboul $4,-
000,000, the legislature would be
asked to appropriate the full amount
of operating costs, (about $27,000,-
000) but nothing for new buildings.
That's a difference in total budget
request of more than $3,000,000.”

Northville Decides
Not to Appeal .
Annexation Case

Northville has decided not to ap-
peal the Oakland county ecircuit
court decision that returned 95 ac-
res annexed from Novi township
back to the township,

But at the same time, the North-
ville city council indicated it would
seek another election to annex the
area so that the new D & R sub-
division can become part of the
city,

The city council let the April 22
appeal deadline pass without taking
action after attorney Philip Ogilvie
told the council that chances for a
reversal of the court decision were
slim. The decision, made by Judge
Frank L. Doty, cited a vote fraud
in ruling the annexation election
illegal.

The suit againsE the election was
filed by Warren Products company,
whose plant lies in the disputed
area,

The territory lying north of Base
Line and west of Novi road, is the
site of the proposed 250-home D & R
subdivision, Northville has already
agreed to supply water and sewer-
age facilities for the subdivision,
and therefore wants political juris-
diction over it.

D & R representatives and coun-
cilmen will meet soon to plan the
next step.

For Board?

A special meeting of the Novi
township board Tuesday night
may have been the first step
toward increased harmony
among members of the new
group,

The mecting was called to
appoint a temporary township
building inspector (see other
story, this page) but more than an
hour of it was devoted to discussing
ways of improving relations among
the board members,

the five members would inform
themselves of the background of
Novi problems and possibly thrash
out any personal differences that

would otherwise mar public board
meetings,

Just how the private meetings
would be held was not determined
specilically.

Trustee Frank Clark offered the
use of his home, but made it clear
that such meetings would be for
board members only.

Staman agreed that a series of
meetings might produce better un-
derstanding, He noted the Pontiac
city council often meets privately
to discuss current issues,

But Staman also noted that the
Pontiac group has often come under
criticism for allegedly conducting
official business at such ‘‘secret
meetings”.

Staman also suggested that hoard
members meet half an hour before
each board meeting to brief them.

Balon and Bachert said they

Similar pre-meeting get-togethers
by the former township board often
drew criticism — especially when
some board members were not in-
vited.

The rezoning would affect nearly
all of the Novi part of Wixom, and
the village's officials apparently
feel that any rezoning should be
left up to them. They have pointed
out that the village — as soon as
its village status is confirmed and
a government is established — will
be able to rezone the area as it
sees fit,

Novi officials have brushed aside
Wixom's fears, however,

Supervisor Frazer Staman and
zoning board secretary William
Flynn have both stated that the re-
zoning is merely in keeping with
Novi’s plans of establishing a man-

dustry in the vicinity of the Lin-
coln plant.

Only two actual industries, how-
ever, are now known to have def-
inite plans in the area at this time,
Both are haulaway companies which
intend to build adjacent to the Lin-
coln plant.

Staman also said the re-classifica-
tion from M-l to M-3 is necessary
to bring the area back up to its
original land-use category. With the
recent creation of a separate M-3
category, he said, the area became
ineligible for heavy industry, The
proposed rezoning would restore
that category to the area.

Flynn added that the other re-
zonings are part of Novi's long-
range plan to create an industrial
and commercial strip between the
old and new Grand River highways.
Such a belt would give Novi a
strong industrial area in the heart
of the township, and at the same
time would keep it apart from resi-
dential areas -

Yacant Job
Halts Okay
Of Permits

Novi township has a_building-
heating-electrical inspector again
after a week-long void in which
a number of crucial building

‘| permits were held up because

no one could approve them.

The township board, meeting
in special session Tuesday night,
unanimously appointed Glen
Salow, Jr. to the post on a tem-
porary basis,

Indicacions were that Salow
probably would become the perm-
anent building inspector. ¢

The board's action followed the
discharge last week of former in-
spector Cameron Lodge, The board
set Lodge’s dismissal date at May 1,
but Lodge countered by resigning
the following day.

Since then, nearly a dozen build- -
ing permits have come up for ap-
proval but were stalled by the ab-
sence of an inspector. Among them
were permits for construction of
the new addition to Paragon Con-
struction company, a new perman-
ent “building for the Novi branch
of the National Bank of Detroit,
and an addition to the Amerman
school near Northville.

Though all major permits were
held up, several home-builders were
told to go ahead with their proj-
ects without waiting for inspection,
according to supervisor Frazer Sta-
man,

In contrast with last week's stor-
my meeting, which saw a sharp
split between board members, Tues-
day’s ‘action was taken in an at-
mosphere of apparent unanimity
and friendliness, e

After a brief discussion of Salow’s'
qualification, a motion was made
and seconded to appoint him to the
post. Clerk Hadley Bachert, and.
trustees Frank Clark and Stan Ba-
lon voted in favor of it. Treasurer
Ray Harrison was absent,

There were no spectators at the
meeting. Only other persons present
beside the board members were De-
troit Edison electrical consultant
Jack Fitzgerald and newspaper
representatives.

Whether Salow will be the perm-
anent building inspector apparently
depends on whether further appli-
cations are made for the post. The
opening has been advertised in lo-

ufacturing belt to attract new in-|cal papers.

But according to supervisor Fraz-
er Staman, there were no appli-
cants for the combined building-
heating-electrical post as of meet-
ing time, One person reportedly
applied for the electrical job, buf
was told the township wants one
man for all three positions.

Staman said no deadline has been
set for- receiving applications.

“In fact,” he said, “I would be
surprised to get any applications
for this job, because. the qualifica.
tions are strict and the pay is not
comparable with what a man could
get in private or industrial work.”

Balon said that if further appli-
cations are received, they will be
thoroughly screened- and applicants
will be interviewed, .

Salow, a wellknown electrical
cantractor in Novi township, has
served as a volunteer fire chief for
several years and has been a town-
ship constable. He was a candidate
for trustee in the township primary
in February,

~—the United Foundation would
direct all solicitations;

—Residents would be entitled to
participate in the 152 health, wel-
fare and recreational agencies of
the UF;

—the city would continue its pres-
ent budgeting and programming of
local agencies;

—Northville would be entitled to
name at least two representatives
to the United Fund advisory com-
mittee covering the region;

—Botli Northville and the United
Foundation would have the option
to withdraw on one year’s notice.

At the present time, a total of
$1,125 is given by the Foundation
to four Northville organizations: the
girl scouts, boy scouts, King’s
Daughters and the city recreation
program. UF officials have indi-
cated that these organizations would
continue to receive their funds if
consolidation is decided upon.

New Gas Tax

Rebate Bill

Would Help City -- a Little

A bill is now before the state
legistature which would give Michi-
gan cities an additional $12,000,000
annually for road and street work,
but Northville apparently has noth-
ing to get excited about,

City manager John Robertson this
week estimated that Northville's
share — if this bill is passed —
would amount to only $1,000 or
$1,200.

The bill, now through both house
and senate committees, calls for
redistribution of a special state
gasoline tax refund so as to give
cities and counties a bigger share.

At question is a 1955 state law
which divides the special 1% cent
per gallon tax between the state
highway department (75%) and city
and county road commissions (25%).
Under the revised distribution, pro-
posed by Representative Emil Peltz
of Rogers City, the state would get
44%, the counties 37%, and the vil-
lages and cities 19%.

This is the same breakdown used
in distributing the 1951 4'2 cents
per gallon gas tax. The 1951 law
would remain unchanged.

Robertson pointed out, however,
that the new law would not hene-
fit Northville to any great degree.

Under the present set up, he ex-
plained, cities get about one third
of the 25% allocated to cities and
counties or about 8%,

The jump to 19% would seem-
ingly mean an increase of two and
one-half times, Robertson said, But
this is misleading, he added, be-
cause new villages and cities — as
well as growing cities — will re.
duce  Northville's current “slice
of the pie.”

Robertson therefore judged North-
ville would get somewhere around
$1,000.

In 1955-56, Northville received
$17,663 from the two programs and
in fiscak 1956-57 the city probably
will receive some $20,000, Robertson
estimated.

Meanwhile, the legislature is
wrestling with the redistribution
bill — as well as with a last min-
ute revision, proposed by Governor
G. Menen Williams, which would
cut the amount from $12,000,000 to
about $6,000,000.

Beard of Appeals !

Okays Building
For Dial Exchange

Northville’s planning and zon-
ing board voted five to two
Tuesday evening to approve re-
zoning of a parcel of land on
North Center street to allow
construction of a dial telephone
exchange building,

The board's recommendation
will go to the city council May 6
for final approval, Officials of
the Michigan Bell Telephone
company have indicated that
when the zoning change is approved
construction will begin almost im-
mediately.

Because the proposed site lies in
an area annexed from Novi town-
ship, the company will ask Novi
board members to okay the zoning
change Friday evening, Novi is
contesting the legality of the an-
nexation election and the case has
not yet come hefore the Oakland
county circuit court,

The area, measuring 206 feet by
400 feet, is approximately one-half
niile north of Base Line on Center
street, The 93 feet by 148 feet
building will be located on the west
side of the street. i

The building would house auto-
matic dial service equipment for
the Northville-Novi area. Service is
scheduled to begin in August, 1950.

Before approving the change the
board heard a description of the
building and plans from Frank But-
er, superintendent of real estate for
the telephone company. He pointed
out that the facility would be used

exclusively for exchange service.|

He added that there would be no
garage or storage of equipment
and that only five or six employees
would work in the building, “We
would not propose a building of this
type in a residential area unless we
were confident from past experi-
ence that it will not hurt the sur-
rounding residences,” Buter said.
He said that Grand Rapids allows
construction of exchange buildings
in any residential area.

Biggest objection to the building
came from Robert Krue of D' & R
Building company. The firm plans
a subdivision across from the pro-
posed exchange site. *‘As developers
in a residential area, the building
is objectionable to us,” Krue stated.

Elmer Wilson, owner of the prop-
erty 'on which the exchange will be
built, stated that he, too, plans a
subdivision in the area and does
not feel that it will be detrimental
to homesites,

Wilson had obtained a petition
favoring the building signed by the
majority of homeowners in the
area,

Board members Gerald Wood-
worth and George Zerbel opposed
the proposal on the grounds that
they did not approve of spot zoning.
“Also, T am not convinced that a
better site, not in a residential
aren, could not be found." Zerbel
added.

Supporting the re-zoning were
Chairman Tom Carrington, L. M,
Eaton, E. W. Ebert, Lym Sulli-
van ‘and Harry Wagenschutz.

The board's recommendation stip-
ulated that the building must be
of masonry construction with brick
facing in the {ront and on two
sides, single story, suitably land-
scaped, offering no storage of
truck or materials and set back at
least 75 feet from Center street.

A traffic engineering research
team from the Automobile Club of
Michigan will make a comprehen-
sive traffic and parking survey of
Northville this summer.

Requiring two weeks of field work,
the study is aimed at aiding North-
ville in establishing a sound pro-
gram of curb parking and making
plans for acquiring land for off-
street facilities.

The $1500 study is being made
without cost to the city as an Auto
club public service.

The Auto club has retained a firm
of Detroit traffic engineers to serve
as consultants on the project.
Charles 1. Wixson, club traffic re™
search supervisor, will head the
study team.

A full report of findings and rec-
ommendations will be made to city
officials and civic leaders later this
year.

The Auto club has conductéd cost-
free traffic surveys in nearly 100
Michigan cities since 1935. Surveys
also will be made this year in East
Detroit, Flat Rock, Holjand, Monroe

a wide margin and barely missed
setting an all-time record.

Some 6,151 fans wagered $270,051
on opening night — as compared
with $213,494 last year. The all-
time mark was set in 1955 when
$296,621 was bet.

The Downs kept up the pace Sat-
urday night, after its Good Friday
holiday layoff.

An all-time record attendance of
8,031 jammed the track and wager-
ed $339,651 — the second-best night
in Northville history. It fell only
$10,000 shy of the one-night handle
record of $349,150 established in
1955,

For the two nights, that meant
14,182 customers wagered $609,702.
The $304,851 average was 10 per-
cent higher than the 1956 average
handle of $255,843.

Looking at it by comparing open-
ing nights and first Saturdays, the
Downs is up 18 percent over 1956.
“On Monday and Tuesday, third
and fourth evenings of the meeet,
betting fell behind last year's dates.
On Monday 4,111 customers wagered
$203,012, while on Tuesday an at-
tendance of 3,814 bet $203,811. Last
year the third and fourth nights
fell on the second and third of July,
pre-holiday dates which traditionally
attract large crowds.

While weather at the track has
been ideal, rains throughout the
Detroit area have undoubtedly held
down the crowds, Tuesday evening
downpours occurred in Plymouth,
Livonia and Detroit, but missed
Northville.

General manager John J. Carlo

has predicted that, barring bad
weather, the 1957 meeting should
break all mutuel records before the
38-night meeting ends on June 1,
Carlo noted, however, that the
Downs will go ahead every night
regardless of the weather.

Some 850 Northville school child-
ren will be tested for exposure to
tuberculosis early next meonth in a
major pilot study by the Wayne
County Health Department.

All elementary school children —
with the permission of their par-
ents — will be tester on May 7
and 8, according lo Dr. Howard
Cadwell, director of the depart-
ment.

Those who show a positive re-
action and their families wil! then
be X-rayed by a department mobile
unit on May 16, ’

Dr, Cadwell will attend the North-
ville P-TA meeting tonight to ex-
plain the tuberculin testing program
to parents and teachers.

The tuberculin test is a simple
skin test which can show whether
a person has tuberculosis germs in
his hody.

“But if it is positive, it does not
necessarily mean you have tuber-
culosis,” Dr, Cadwell said. “It only
means that some tuberculosis germs
have entered your body at some
time or other,”

Dr. Cadwell explained that a
healthy body usually fights off TB
germs.

“But those with a postive reaction
should have a chest X-ray to be
sure — for it will show if any
actual harm has been done,” he
said.

Letters and consent cards will be
sent home with Northville children
next Monday. All parents have been
urged to support the program,
sponsored jointly by the health de-
partment and Northville Board of
Education,

The mobile X-ray unit for those
who show a positive reaction will
be at the Northville school grounds
on May 16 from 11 am. to 7 p.m,

Dr, Cadwell said anyone in North-
ville who wishes an annual chest
X-ray can get it at the mobile unit
after 1 p.m. that day.

The program is part of the de-
partment’s effort to find improved
methods of TB case-findings.

The past few mass X-ray surveys
have turned up progressively few-
er active TB cases, the doctor said,
and it is felt that a more selective
group should be X-rayed.

“Therefore, it has been decided
that elementary school children will
be tuberculin tested,” he said, ‘‘and
then the families of those who re-
act postively, as well as the posi-
tive children themselves, will be
X-rayed. Northville has been se-
lected as a pilot area for such a
program.”

The accumulation of rubbish and
litter is a major factor in thousands
of building fires every year and of-
ten results in loss of life. Destroyed,
or hadly damaged, are dwellings,
manufacturing plants, commercial
establishments and storage ware-
houses.

The National Board of Fire Un.
derwriters offers these Spring Clean-
Up suggestions:

Clear out debris — Get rid of rub-
bish or anything combustible that
you're not going to use that is now
in attics, closets, cellars, garages.

Watch outside fires — Clean up
your yard. Keep grass cut low
around buildings, Never burn pap-
ers on a windy day when there's
danger of sparks setting fire to any
house, shrubbery, clothing or out-
buildings.

Clear out paint and oil rags —
Destroy rags or keep in closed met-
al container; hang up mops and
paint-soiled clothing so air can cir-
culate around them,

Check your fuses — Use 15 am-
pere fuses in regular household
circuits, and don't use a substitute
for fuses; keep wiring in good re-
pair; have all work done by an ex-
pert electrician,

Avoid flammable liquids — Re-
move them from your house, Many
persons are killed ammually trying
to clean with gasoline, benzine or
naphtha, A tiny flame or spark —
even from static electricity — will
ignite gasoline vapor,

Check stoves — Clean and check
all heaters and have repair work
done. Radiated heat from hot stove
pipes, furnaces and stoves will char
beams or partitions too near them,
causing a fire that will damage or
destroy the house,

Portable heaters — Place porta-
ble openflame heaters so they can't
be knocked over or tipped. Avoid
using rubber hose as fuel conduct-

ean Again

ors for gas heaters; rigid metal
pipes are safer. Always store kero-
sene outdoors, fill lamps and heaters
outdoors, Don't carry or fill heaters
while they are lighted, Keep a door
or window open slightly while heater
is burning.

pipes, Check for cracks and holes;
have chimneys repaired — where
mortar or bricks are loose — and
replace pipes if necessary,

Plants Improve
Unsightly Views

Unsightly views around the home
can easily be changed into pleasing
vistas with wise placing of trees
and flowering shrubs, Often a shrub
only four feet high will attract the
eye to it to the exclusion of the un-
sightly area. A living fence or hedge
may be desirable, or one can place
shrubs or trees at intervals to fo-
cus attention on them, rather than
the view fo be cut off.

Here's a suggestion from the
American Association of Nursery-
men:

In turn, stand on all four sides
of your home and look to the north,
south, east or west, as the case
may be, Then visualize in your mind
the exact location for shrub or tree,
noting the height that is most de-
sirable to improve your view,

Place a stake in each location,
then consult with your nurseryman
as to the plants that best fit the
purpose. One thing to remember:
if you wish view fully shut off both
winter and summer plant ever-
greens, though even when bare of
leaves trees and shrubs will ob-
scure an unsightly view to some ex:

As this is written, it would be
premature to estimate how much
of the bills proposed this year will
be alive within the next week, The
deadline for reporting bills out of
committee is almost on us and it
has been estimated that as many
as 700 bills may die in committee,

A_ number of the current bills
deal with health, One is almost cer-
tain to pass and will "help -make
needed hospital
beds, This is the bill that would
permit tuberculosis sanitoria to
make avndqhuf wards not needed
for T.B. patients for the treatment
of other diseases.

Another bill that should be passed
this year deals with a more diffi-
cult set of circumstances. Involved
here are tubercular patients who
leave the sanitorium without com-
pleting treatment. It is proposed
that such persons be returned to
complete treatment with sufficient
authority to compel them to remain
until cured. A minimum “security”
arrangement would be established
to effect this,

Nothing is less palatable than to
add mental misery to the suffering
of persons already afflicted with a
serious illness, On the contrary, the
circumstances which have brought
this need about needs to be under-
stood and faced clearly. In past
years it was not altogether uncom-
mon for a tubercular patient to be-
come concerned about his family,
especially about their economic
welfare. Instead of ‘sticking it out’,
he would return home and attempt
to provide for his family again, With
his cure unrealized, such a patient
was likely to spread the disease to
other members of his family or per-
sons with whom he worked most
closely, This was bad enough. While
our sympathies were great for the
patient whose anxiety had brought
suffering to others, at least each of
the persons involved could be cured
if treated in time.

Now a new medical problem has
been added and has brought new
urgency to the situation around the

Certain of the newer mir-
acle drugs that do such wonders to-
wards trealing tuberculosis can
have exactly the opposite effect on
what might be considered ‘the in-
nocent bystander® in this instance,
It has been determined that when
the disease is contracted by a new
person from one who has been
treated with these drugs, it is far
more difficult to cure the new per-
son of tuberculosis,

To make {his most clear, let's
follow an example: John Doe has
tuberculosis and has spent elght
months in  Norihville at May-
bury Sanatorium, He Is feeling
better physically but he is very
worried about his family. One day,
he simply manages to leave the
sanatorlum grounds and goes
home. He looks better, he feels
better and his family and nelgh-
bors assume he Is ‘cured’. He
goes back to work, But he Is still
a carrier of T.B. because he has
not completed his cure. Should
one of his children now contract
the disease from him, it will be
harder to cure ihe child than the
parent who passed on the disease,
The child has the T.B, germs in
somewhat changed form than
those which sent his father {o the
‘sanatorlum in the first place, be-
cause of the miracle drugs,

T.B, is rapidly becoming extinct
in Michigan, Improved treatment
and the miracle drugs have done
wonders, Obviously, the answer is
not to quit using the drugs since
they do the job for which they are
intended. But it is vital that present
patients do not become free car-
riers of the disease under these cir-
cumstances, Consequently, security
regulation is being proposed to min-
imize this danger,

In my observation, it is. rather
difficult to get a job in Florida un-
less you have specinl skills which
the state’'s few industries can use.
However, efforts to get natural gas
by pipeline from Texas are now on
the verge of succeeding. I predict
that parts of the state will have nat-
ural gas by the summer of 1958,
When the supply of this fuel is as-
sured, industry should move into
Florida at a very rapid pace.
New Boom In Real Estate
Mild climate has always been an
attraction to prospective buyers of
land for homes or businesses. Now
that atomic energy is to be an add-
ed attraction, I forecast an even
further boom in Florida real estate.
The present boom will be far dif-
ferent from the “boom and bust" of
the 1920's when sellers and buyers
alike went just plain crazy. Sharp
real estate operators, whose meth-
ods are questionable, cannot be
eliminated entirely, but Florida
does attempt to curb Jand and stock
frauds,
1 am bullish on well-located Flor-
ida homes which are already built.
I do not hesitate to advise those
interested to buy a house, or a lot,
in an already settled community.
However, 1 urge prospective settl
ers in Florida or those anxious to
buy land there for investment or
speculation to proceed very cau-
tiously, Before buying lots in a new
subdivision, you should first see
them. Florida offers plenty of op-
portunity to those who are alert to
its possibilities and willing to work
hard to get ahead. At this time it
is not a good place in which to
speculate.

Shopping For Industrial Sites
Florida's lack of oil, coal and
waterpower has been a serious
handicap to the development of
heavy industry, Actually, light in-
dustry has heen moving into the
state at an increasing rate, Many
industrial concerns in the North
and Middle West ask me how to go
about buying land for industrial use
in Florida. My first answer is to
buy for cash only, and to use the
same common sense they would use
when buying land in their own home
state. Second — buy something
which they feel sure they could rent
or sell promptly if they cannot use
it themselves.
Florida Is growing fast. Where
good land in a settled community
can now be bought cheap, I advise
buying it; but I have a word of
.|caution for those who are in the
market anywhere for land for of-
fice buildings, factories, or apart-
ments. Plan for much more parking
space than you-now feel you wjll
ever need, The success of business
ventures in any state will depend
largely on ease of access and park-
ing facilities. Provide ample park-
ing for employees, customers and
suppliers, In less than twenty years,
I predict that the present number
of registered cars will be doubled.
What About The Citrus Business?
After spending some 35 winters
in Florida, I believe an experienced
and hard-working citrus grower can
do well, In recent years the citrus
industry has prospered. It should
do better in future years as new
and less expensive methods for cul-
tivating, picking, extracting, ship-
ping and preserving the flavor of
fruit juices are discovered.
However, do not let citrus pros-
perity lure you to Florida to grow
fruit unless you know something
about the business or are prepared
to have your interests cared for by
an experienced co-operative citrus
organization. Also be sure you in-
vest in a frostproof grove that can
furnish you a 20.year record. Don't
‘huy new groves now, Look before
you leap!

Walled Lake has objected to the
transfer on grounds it does not
want to lose the Lincoln tax base,
Lyon residents have opposed it be-
cause Novi does not have a high
school.

Medlyn said he and the Novi
school board had hoped for a hear-
ing before the state board later this
year ~— possibly during the sum-
mer — and were disappointed that
the hearing had been scheduled at
this time. He indicated the Novi
group would probably seek a post-
ponement of the hearing until a
later date,

Medlyn said the Novi group needs
the time “to study the whole ques-
tion more thoroughly,”

The Novi board has felt all along
that the three areas should be part
of Novi in order to straighten out
district boundaries and make them
conform closer to actual township
boundaries,

In addition, they feel they will be
required to supply most of the
school facilities for families of Lin-
coln employees and should there-
fore have tax rights over the new
facility.

The decision by the state school
board and superintendent will be
final. There is no provision in law

for a public election to decide the
issue,

The Novi township zoning hoard
will consider a request later this
month to rezone a site near Walled
Lake for use as’a trailer park,

It will be the first such proposal
since Novi's stiff new “trailer park”
zoning amendment was / approved
last fall,

The park, proposed by a Pontiac
firm, would be located off East
Lake Drive north of New Court —
about one-quartér mile around the
lake from Walled Lake amusement
park,

Plans were presented to the zon-
ing board Monday night and a hear-
ing was scheduled for May 27, The
request calls for a change from
R-1 to R-3. . .
The park would have room for
some 70 trailers on 10 acres, with

Plans for the park will have to
meet’a long list of rigorous re-
quirements as set forth in Novi's
trailer park ordinance.

The ordinance requires that such
parks have, among other things,
paved streets, sidewalks, under-
ground electrical lines, ‘approved
plumbing, street lights, outdoor pat-
ios, laundry drying space and a
greenbelt separating the park from
other residential areas.

The ordinance was passed by
the Novi board when it was inform.
ed of court decisions ruling that
municipalities may not prohibit
trailer parks outright, but may reg-
ulate them as strictly as they wish.
The courts’ rezoning has heen that
trailer parks are legitimate busi-
nesses and have a right to be con-

The proposed Novi race track
was hack in the news this week
with the announcement that
construction of the multi-mil.
lion dollar project has been held
up by complex sewer problems.

At the same time, there were
two other rumblings in Novi
about this controversial track.

—that all is not well with the
syndicate backing it.

—and that the group may look
clsewhere in Novi for a site if the
present one falls through,

The announgement of sewer trou-
ble came froM B. F. Gregoric, a
civil engineer and leading member
of the racing syndicate,

Gregoric said the problem stems
from the difficulty of putting in a
septic tank system on the present
site at Grand River and Meadow-
braok, The Oakland county drain
commission, he said, has unofficial-
ly turned thumbs down on a septic
system because it might not handle
20,000 to 22,000 people at race time.

Instead, the commission has sug-
gested installing a major sewerage
disposal plant which could become
the heart of a system for all of
Novi township, Gregoric said. But,
he added, such a system would
probably cost somewhere around
$300,000.

Novi township supervisor Frazer
Staman indicated Tuesday that Novi
is not banking on such a system in
its planning, but is instead going
ahead with other approaches for a -
township-wide sewerage system,)

Gregoric said he is now investigat-
ing other possibilities for a sewer
set-up, including tying into a sys-
tem at the new Lincoln plant, He

is to report to track stockholders
late this month, .

In either case — a disposal plant
on the track site or a tie-in with
Lincoln — Novi residents would be
able to hook onto sewer lines, Gre-
goric said. This would give Novi a
start on its own sewer problem and
would help reimburse the track for
part of the cost of the initial sys-
tem, he added. ‘ "]

Meanwhile, Gregoric said, every-
thing else is ready for construction
to begin. Material for the grand--
stand and all-weather covering iy
ready, contractors are standing by,
surveying has been done, and ‘state
racing commissioner James H, Mg-
lis soon will be approached for a
license, he added.

Gregoric said Inglis so far has
not given his approval for a license,
but added that the racing commis-
ioner’s atitude has been ‘“‘encour-
aging"'.

Despite Gregoric’s optimism, there
were signs that the syndicate is
having its own problems,

George Kovacs, a Walled Lake"
industrialist, said he had not talked
with Gregoric in ““over a month” and
Gregoric snid the same about Dr,
August Holcomb, owner of the prop-
erty. . '

Furthermore, George Leiter, form.
er manager of Saratoga Farms
restaurant and a member of the
race group, was killed in an auto-
mobile accident last December,
Finally, one authorative source
hinted that plans for the track def-
initely have bogged down.

Whether these add up to an indi-
cation that the syndicate and its
plans are falling apart could not
be determined.

Nevertheless, Gregoric maintain-
that the track ‘‘definitely” will be
construeted in  Novi.

© “We will build the track even if
we have to put up the $300,000 for
a sewerage system,” he said.
Gregoric added that he has tried
to contact officials of other Detroit
area sports to interest them in using
the extensive facilities planned on
the track site. Rental of the facilities
would help pay for such a system,
he said.

At the same time, Gregoric said
the group may consider two other
sites in Novi if the present sewer
problems cannot be solved. He
identified one as Kovacs' property
at the southeast corner of Beck
and West roads, but would not tell
what the other is.

The proposed track, estimated to
cost $5,500,000, would have facilities
for horse racing, polo and other
major sports and would be open
to use by township residents in
off-seasons. Plans were revealed
late last year. . . .
At that time, the track drew con-
siderable criticism from residents
of that Grand River-Meadowbrook
area and of Williowbrook Village,

Rezoning of the site — necessary
if the track were fo be bujlt —

caused a two-month uproar in Novi.
