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Rezoning Asked
To Open East Novi
For Home Sites

Four zoning changes that
would open up a vast section of
eastern Novi township for resi-
dential development will come
before the township zoning
hoard on July 2,

At the same time, the board
will consider two previous rezoning
requests that would allow construe-
tion of a trailer park and a shopping
center in other parts of the town-
ship.

The four requests for residential
rezoning involve more than two
square miles on the eastern edge of
Novi,

Specifically the area exiends
south from Grand River to a half
mile north of Eight Mile, and west
from Haggerty to a zig-zag western
line.

This line runs south along Mea-
dowbrook from Grand River to Ten
Mile, then west to approximately
the C & O tracks, then south along
the tracks to Nine Mile, then east
to Meadowbrook, and finally south
to a point one-half mile north of
Eight Mile.

According to zoning hoard spokes-
men, the changes are designed to
provide room for the heavy resi-
dential growth which is expected to
come to Novi within the next few
years,

The area includes all of section
25 and parts of sections 24, 26 and
36, The entire area is presently zon-
ed for agricultural use.

The other two changes to be con-
sidered are:

- rezoning of a site on East Lake
drive near New Court — north of
Walled Lake amusement park — to
allow establishment of a trailer
park,

— rezoning of a site at Meadow-
brock and 10 Mile for a neighbor-
hood shopping center serving Wil-
lowhrook Village. -

The trailer park rezoning request
was tabled by the zoning board a
week ago when 57 residents of the
area petitioned against it, Opinions
expressed by township board mem-

" bers Monday night indicated the re-

zoning, request would be denied be-
cause of the strong public opposi-
tion.

The second request would increase
the commercial site southwest of
Meadowbrook and 10 Mile from 450
by 450 feet to 450 by 500 feet. Most
of it would be used for parking fa-
cilities for the proposed shopping
center,

A spokesman for the Stephen-Al-

i len, Inc. said his firm will not build
. the shopping center for at least a

year. He described it as a “typical
neighborhood development, but noth-

I am sure that everyone of you has some
favorite poem, story or Bible verse, that is
particularly significant to you.

1t's been ecither nine or 12 years, Bob Coolman can'’t re-
member which, thac the retiring president of the Northville
school board has served as a member of the school governing
body.
Throughout his rerms he has been especially Foncerncd
about one problem peculiar to the local school district. Along
with Bob Shafer, Coolman has spent many hours searching
for a way to make up for the big loss in revenue resulting
from Jarge aress of stute and county owned property within

the school district.

Coolman points out thar more than 20 percent of the
Northville school district is owned by the county or state.
Large institutions like the North\_'ille.St:'uc Hospital and the
Training School are tax free, yet lie within the district. Indus-
try, or even homes, within this area would lend financial
support ta the schools, Coolman states.

“1 don't know how it would work, but we believe the
state should create a rebate system for school areas in which
more than 10 percent of the land is state owned,” Coolman
remarked. Lost revenue could be determined by figuring the
area as being residential, he added.

His thinking makes sense. Especially in the light of the
trouble that stae agencies are finding in locating institutions
such as the Boys Vocational School, now planned for Whit-
mare Lake. Residents there have been violently opposed to it
Perhaps a compensation plan would relieve the problem.

Northville is surrounded by institutions. Seemingly the
sesidents of the area recognize the need for them and realize
they must he located in areas which offer the advantages of
location and facilities chat exist in Northville,

TAX BILLS, which usually mean
someone has to pay more, brought
reliel to financially-distressed bus
companies this session of the leg-
islature,

Under the bills, any bus company
which uses more than 94 percent of
its income to pay expenses, will get
at least a partial waif®r of gaso-

Babson Park, Mass, Skyrocketing
labor costs have forced employers
to resort to unprecedented techno-
logical research, This research is
teaching employers that they can
get on without many routine work-
ers, Even with the present high em-
ployment level, this should sound a
warning note to high school and col-
lege graduates. .

Push Bullons Vs. Men

Out of electronics has come lhe
basis for vast new developments in
automation. A simple example of
what I mean is the “electric eye”
which opens doors at the proper mo-
ment without being actually touched
by anybody, Another illustration is
the record-changer and turntable on
our phonographs, including the auto-
matic stopping device. Of a more
complicated nature are guided mis-
siles that can chase and overtake
an airplape without any human gui-
dance,

This same principle of electronics
is being applied today to operation
of a manufacturing plant by a dozen
employees, in contrast to the several
hundred formerly needed, And re-
member that these can be women
as well as men since their chief
duty will be merely to press push
buttons. Labor in general is not
aware of the vast extent of the
changes ahead. Employers, it is
true, will always need human help,
bul not for a great many present-
day jobs. Their requirements -will
turn more and more toward the in-
telligence and judgment of gradu-
ales with a high 1.Q.

New Approach To Warfare

Russia has always thought in
terms of massed armies to overrun
Europe when the time seemed ripe
for an attack, However, with the
Free Nations of Europe learning to
usec nuclear weapons, wars are
swiltly moving onto a push-button
basis. The great masses of Russia,
China, and the Moslem nations will
be only a nuisance to clutter up a
battlefield under such conditions,

New Age Beckons Graduates

Premier Nehru recognizes this, and
that is why he is so eager to remain
neutral, Electronics and the atom
will cause tremendous changes not
only in warfare — but in educalion!

I énvy our young people who are
to graduate this month, They will
have far more opportunities than
we oldsters had, I wish the schools

Shows School Need

(Editor’s Nole This Is the first of {wo articles in which Novi school
officinis will expinin the background of iheir request for a $825,000
bond issue for a new scheol and new sites, Next week’s article will
tell how the hond fssue would be financed and what #t would mean fo
the individual taxpayer in (erms of dollars and cents.)

One simple reason stands behind the request of Novi
school officials for more than $800,000 to build a new ele-
mentary school and buy sites for future buildings.

That reason, brought down to plain language, is that
Novi is getting larger than ever .., . and act a faster rate than
ever,

And 'when there is growth, there, are families, Where
there are families, there are children, And where there are
children, there is a need for schools. .

During the past year, Novi was fairly well sec as far as
its schooling was concerned. In its single 18-room school some
500 students — slightly becter than the desired standard of
30 students per classroom,

But when enrollment projection charts are broughe out,
the rosy picture begins to cloud , , . and rapidly.

Next year, the elementary student population will jump
by about 20 percent — to some 610 pupils. At that point,
Novi school will have passed into the overcrowding stage—
though by adjusting and rescheduling, the one-classroom
shortage can be temporarily overcome.

Bur look at what is expected to happen then,

In 1959, the student population will reach 700. In 1960,
there will be 790 students, And by 1962, it will soar to 1,050.

To those who shake their heads at these figures, school
officials reply chat their estimates are actually somewhat on
the conservative side,

To back up his stand, Medlyn points out that the bond

issue proposal includes some $100,000 for acquiring fucure
sites. -
One site would be for a high school, and junior high.
The second is for still another elementary school — wherever
it is most needed. And the odds are that, by that time, the
Lincoln area might get the nod.

School officials also point out that they have kept their
plans for the new school down to a common-sense level.

On one hand, they have not added frills just for the sake
of saying that Novi schools have “everything”. But on the
other hand, they have not sacrificed the facilities that are
needed to insure a well-rounded education.

The proposed building is of striking design, but Novi
officials point out that a pleasing design is the mark of a
good architect — and not an indication of excessive cost,

These are some of the things — the need, the location,
the facilities — that Novi school officials hope the voting
public will keep in mind when they go to the polls on June .
26 to make their decision on the 825,000 bond issue.

Furthermore, they know these are no idle claims.

They have based them on the most up-to-date population
studies available. They have consulted with state education
officials, They have:studied industrial trends,

And they have looked outside their own windows and
have seen subdivisions growing on every hand, They have

'

read report after report about new communities which will -

soon arise in Novi.

Just as there was no question about the need for a school,
so there was, they fegl, no question about jts location.

Novi's fastest growing residential area’is in the vicinity
of Willowbrook Village. Already there are scores of homes
there, and in them are some 200 children of schoo! age.

What's more, Novi township is gerting ready to open up
an even greater area toward the east for residential develop-
ment. Nearly three square miles are expected to be rezoned
for homesites next month,

All in all, there's every reason to believe that Novi’s
greatest residential trend will be out 10 Mile road.

And that's right where they hope to build the new
schaol — just off 10 Mile near Meadowbrook. That way, they
feel, the school will be in use where it's needed most at the
present time,

“It’s true that other parts of Novi are growing.and will
grow,” said Superintendent William Mediyn, "Bu\r around
Willowbrook, we can actually see the homes. They aren't
just plans on paper.

Novi school district voters will be

, The Novi school board schedul-
ed the election last night in hopes
of getting construction underway by
this fall,

The $625,000 will be broken dewn
into two parts: $725,000 for an ele-
mentary school, its site, and repair-
ing of the present building; and
$100,000 for sites for a future high
school, junior high, and a third ele-
mentary school,

The board already has taken an
option on a 10-acre school site near
the southwest intersection of 10 Mile
and Meadowbrook roads in the
growing Willowbrook Village area.

The proposed school, scheduled
to have 13 classrooms and a multi-
purpose room, would accommodate
some 420 students.

If the bond issue is approved,
and if construction goes ‘smoothly
during the winter, the school could
be opened in time for classes next
fall, superintendent William Medlyn
said,

‘He noted that the school popu-
lation by then will be between 600
and 650, and that the present build-
ing has a capacity of only 540,
